James L. Hamilton, Island
Creek Coal Company chair-
man, announced Monday that
the Evans Elkhorn Division
of the company will open a
new underground mine in
Pike county which will have
an eventual production eapac-
ity of 2,000,000 tons annually.

Inland has signed a 15-year
contract to supply coal to
Toledo Edision Company’s Bay
Shore plant at Oregon, O., and
a major part of the production
of the new mine will be dedi-
cated to fulfillment of that
committal.

The new development will
be loeated on Long Fork of
Big Creek. Survey work on
a railroad to the mine site
is now under way, and high-
way access will also be made
via Sidney.

Generally, when someone ac-
tually appreciates the simple
life, call it by whatever name
vou like, most of his econtempo-
raries imagine him to be faking,
like so many of the romantic
poets. Some of the Telklorists
whom I ‘have known, $hat is,
would-be folklorists, felt that we
would be happier and more use-
ful to humanity if we would re-
furn to the simplicity of earlier
times. I have had difficulty with
such dreamers when I fried to

| simple life they would love fo
| immortalize.” What has amused
| me most of all has been the rav-
ings of middle-aged and old peo-
ple over some imagined ideal
| time, when they knew that I was
]acquainted with their back-
| grounds, from which they had
| fled as from a fire or flood. Gen-
nine appreciation for the simple
life in no sense means that the
| folklorist or the historian wishes
! or infends to refurn fo some pre-
| vious fime. But, seen in its actual
| setting, & certain primitive time
may have valuable contributions
to our present-day living. I will
not be necessary or advisable to
throw away what we have ac-
guired since the days when cer-
tain valuable human character-
istics made a bright oasis in a
sort of human desert. Then was
then; now is now. Contemplation
of that time may help brace us
for now; only senility imagines
that it would be well to go back,
even to an actual Eden.

Being able to appreciate the
achievements of people of other
times without neglecting our own
age marks the historical-minded
person. Too often we see, in look-
ing back, the one feature and
fail to recall the disagreeable as-
gsociations, The cynie, who may
see all previous times as worthy
as a sneer, is no more o be ad-
mired than the romantic one who
has found, in a long life, only
the earliesf vears of it as ad-
mirabile,

Of cowrse, I love to contem-
plate the primitive virtues, but
they were no more obvious in Fi-
| delity than they are now. In Fi-
delity we knew a few people only
and did not have to adjust to a
bigger world. Frankly, when we
traveled oufside our litle nar-

row world, we let the other fel-
we re-

understandings and actual hostil-
ities grew up. Very much at-
tached to our way of living, it
was hard for us to see that the
| slight variation of the customs|

Less Acreage Burned
This Fall, Is Report
In Early Fire Season

forest fire in Kentucky during
this fire season is burning fewer
acres than during the spring
season.

A report filed with the U. S.
Forest Service by the State Nat-
ural Resources Department’s for-
estry division lists 156 fires oc-
curring during the first iwo
| weeks of this season.

| The fires burned a total of 1,-
|450 acres, the report states, or
|less than 10 acres per fire. The
‘a.verage fire was 18 acres during
the spring season. Most of the
fires occurred in the eastern half
of the state.

Natural Resources C om mis-
lsicmer J. O. Matlick said the
““‘good moisture content” of the
state's forests helped reduce the
size of the fires.

State Forestry Director Gene
L. Buteher said another factor
has been “good cifizen coopera-
tion,” in fire safety and early
reporting of fires.

Offered This Week

Every man, woman and child
in Kentucky was urged foday by
Trving F. Kanner, M.D., Lexing-
ton, chairman of the Kenftucky
Medical Association’s Diabetes
Commitiee, to take advantage of
the Iree' diabetes fests offered
by physicians, hospitals and lab-
oratories during Nalional Dia-
betes Week which began Sunday.

The importance of early detee-
tion of diabetes was stressed by
Governor' Ned Breathitt who
has proelaimed the period of No-
vember 13-19 as Diabetes Week
in Kentueky.

“An estimated one million and
fowr hundred thousand persons
in this country and fifteen thou-
sand in Kentucky alone have
undiscovered digbetes,’" said Doc-
tor Kanner, “and it is to find
these people and to give them
an opportunity to take advantage
of available conirol measures

that the KMA has sponsored the

drive annually since 1951."

He emphasized the importance
of being tested for diabetes each
year, since early detection ean
greatly simplify the problems of
control of the disease. *‘The un-
fortunate victims of fhe disease
are those who are unaware they
have it,"”” he said, “becanse when
caught early, very often the only
precautions needed to ensure a
long life are control of weight
and diet.”
