Dewey Lakzs has the rather dubious distinction
this fall of being the only lake in the Common-
wealth that is muddy from beginning to end. And
its unsightly appearance comes at a season when
this ugliness is emphasized by the beautv of the
Joseph s coat of color cloaking its shoreline and
the overlooking hills.

True, heavy rains fell in the Dewey Lake area
recently. But equallv heayy rains fell in the head-
waters of other Ixenh.}cily impoundments, So in
our anger and disgust'we can blame everybody
and everything but Iﬁ‘hlre

The trouble lies in what has been hapfpen’hlg
for months now in the headwaters of the lake—
fills and cuts made for a railroad, roads built up
steep mountainsides to new mine openings, power
ghovels working even in the stream bed, maﬁng
out sand, gravel and mud to echange its course.

All this cames under the heading of progress
and economie development. But the lackadaisieal
attitude taken by state agencies which are—
whether they accept the role or deny it—respon-
sible for the protection of Dewey lLake from pol-
lution, if not ruin, is neither. progressive nor eco-
nomically sound. Small basing to cateh the run-
off from all that newly uprooted carth could have
been provided, the fills and cuts could have been
seeded and protected temporarily by straw, many
things could have been done —but nothing was
done, except to “keep an eye on the gituation.”

Kentucky, they boast, has a model strip-mining
law. They’re not stripping coal, up there in the
headwaters of this stream whose impoundment
creates Dewey Lake, but they are stripping the
good earth. Call it what you like, the results are
devastating.

Will somebody accept authority? If not, many
will be required later to accept responsibility,
whether they choose to do so or not.
