5| Jacobs’ Body Found

Wednesday, Ending
Three-Day Search

Body of John Henry Jacobs,
29, who walked or fell into
Right Beaver Creek at Lackey
Sunday afternoon, was found
about 9 am., Wednesday,
approximately a half-mile
downstream from where two
small girls saw him enter the
water.

The body was discovered by
Ray Slone and Bill Gunnels.
The Floyd County Emergency
and Rescue Squard was called
to the scene Sunday afternoon
and continued its search of
the rain-swollen stream during
the two foliowing days.

It was said that Jacobs
drowned while in flight from
arrest. He and a relative had
engaged in a fight, and Con-
stable Kenneth Roberts, of
Garrett, had been called. Mag-
istrate Zeb Ousley said he
was told Roberts met Jacobs
in the vicinity of the Lackey
school and attempted to stop
him but that Jacobs ran away.

From the school his route
was traced along the creek
bank, under the highway
bridge and to a point near
where Jones Fork enters Bea-
ver Creek.

The wictim was a son of
Virgil Jacobs, of Garner, and
Mrs. Ollie Slone, of Danville.
Other survivors include the
following half - brothers and
half - sisters: Ancil Slone, of
Larkslane, Arthur Helland and
Emmaline Holland, both of
Ohio.

Residents of the Muid Creek area are no less am-
bitious and progressive in seeking the same mod-
- ern convenience for their homes.

But, good as these moves are, the mere instal-
' j}~aetion of water systems does not fill a need that
is companion to water. They have left undone
modern waste disposal systems.

The reporting of 14 cases of hepatitis in this
. eounty within the last two months emphasizes the
need of sewage disposal systems which will not
only remove this source of disease from the soil
‘but also keep it out of the streams. Modern water
systems multiply the wastes to be disposed of, and
in these two instances no means of meeting the ur-
gent problem has been attempted.

Stream pollution is decreased, of course, but
far from stopped by the installation of sewage
disposal systems by Prestonsburg, Martin, Wheel-
wright and Pikeville. Other towns and villages,
even scattered homes, continue to pour their sew-
~age into the streams.

" Federal and state laws have forbidden such pol-

lution. Small eommunities aren’t financially able

o undertake the costly job of installing sewer lines
-_I) " and sewage disposal plants. Then the state and fed-
eral governments, either or both, must pick up the
tab if their laws are to mean znythmg to the peo-
ple at a time when waste disposal is becoming
more of a perplexing and dismaying problem than
\ ever b’ﬁfﬂ're-n . ¢

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AV Director Fires Mulloy
at Meeting Here, Saturday

Acting on the recommendation
cf ihe Kentueky staff of the Ap-
palachian Violunieers, director
Milton Ogle last week fired Pike
county fisld worker Joe Mulloy
at a staff meeting held here last
Saturiday,

Mulloy's firing followed his
statement that he expects to be
drafted in the next few weeks
amd that he will refuse to serve
im the army, He explained that
this action is based on his opposi-
lion to the wardm Vietnam.,

Following diseussion
loy's stand, a Staff member in-
ireduced the following resolution:

“Because of Joe Mulloy’s de-

The resolution was adopted by
a4 wvole of 20-19, with three ab-
stentions, and presented fo the
AV director.

Qgle explained his action in a
prief statement issued after the
meeting :

“Joe Mulloy was officially rve-
lieved of his respensibilities as
an AV field man when he made
known his decision to refuse to
be drafted into the armed ser-
wces wihen he is called.

“Mr. Mulloy’s decision was
made with full knowledze of the
consequences ef his contemplated
actions, and it was based on his
convictions ‘@pout the Vietnam
war. The deeision was regarded
by the AVs asrendering him in-
effective to 'work with the people
of the Appalachian mountains.”

Last August 11, Mulloy was at-
rested by Pike county authorities
in a midnight raid on his home
and charged with sedition. He
had been working with Pike coun-
ty landowners in fhe fight to pro-
tect their land against strip min-
ing.
