great wings with a seven-foot
span are held in horizontal
position; the yellow legs are
extended back, the white tail
spread out like a fan, the bird
soars high above valleys and
mountains; it is the monarch
of all it surveys.

There are various causes for

decline over the past. The
bird has a low potential of
repreduction, as the female
lavs only two white eggs at
each nesting per year; of re-
cent years, the eggs have been
found infertile. It is believed |
the cause can be traced
directly to eating fish con-
taminated with DDT. This
highly toxic pesticide concen- |
trates its potency in streams|
and keeps building up in|
aquatic life forms. The eagle’s
main diet consists of fish; eat- |
ing dead fish is causing its|
slow but sure destruction. Too |
many of our streams are pol- |
luted with dangerous chemi-
cals from wholesale spraying
with highly toxic pesticides.
It is also reported some|
hunters and maybe a few|
farmers have shot large num-
bers of the bald eagle. Per-
haps some men shoot them

down such a magnificent bird
of prey. What sport is there in

destroying the life of such a|

majestic bird?

There will soon be few of
them to poison or to shoot.
When any species of birds be-
gins the downward trend it
is most difficult to stop it. The
bird just seems to keep right
on declining until it gradually
becomes extinct.

Like the sereech owls, bald
eagles mate for life and be-
come greatly devoted to each
other. If one mate is shot or
poisoned, the other pines its
life away and there is no more
reproduction. Bald eagles usu-
ally build their nests in trees,

nest year after year and keep
on repairing thestructure,
adding new materials until the
nest may weigh a ton or more.

The bald eagle is also called
the “American Eagle;” its pic-
ture appears on the 25-cent
piece. 1t is algso someti cal-
led, “the white-headed eagle.”

The immature bald eagles do
not have the white head and
tail until they are about three
years old. They are sometimes
mistaken for golden eagles and
are shot.

Bald eagles do little if any
harm to man. Besides a diet
of fish, the bird catches rab-
bits, mice, squirrels and some-
times snakes. There have been
reports from persons of see-
ing bald eagles carrying a
snake in their claws, perhaps
to feed their young.

The bald eagle makes loud,
cacking sounds and sometimes
breaks forth with a shrill
scream like that of the red-
tailed hawk.

It seems our birds of prey
are fast diminishing; they
seem wholly unable to meet
the challenge of a rapidly
changing environment and the
encroachment of man on their
domain. The turkey buzzards
are almost gone now; our
hawks and owls are growing
scarcer year by year. Our pol-
luted streams no longer
abound with fish as in former
times, so birds like bald eagles
and ospreys are having a hard
time of it. When they do make
a meal of fish, they are likely
to get poisoned or else get
enough poison in their bodies
to make their eggs sterile.

The commission declined
unanimously to approve a
third proposed regulation that
would have set new standards
for service roads into areas
undergoing strip-mining. At
a public hearing on the three
proposals last week, repre-
sentatives of mine operators
complained that some provi-
sions of the road proposal
were unnecessarily restrictive.

Early 1968 To See
Road Work Start

Gov, Edward T. Breathit an-
nounced Saturday that construe-
tion will begin early next year on
$58 million worth of highways
that have already been let to con-
tract, No sector of US. 23, in
Floyd or any other county, was
included in the list of projects,
leaving action on this highway to
the new state administration.

Breathitt sald work orders have
been issued on 320 miles of proj-
ects, including the paving of all
the Jackson and Pennyrile Park-
ways,

In making the announcement,
Breathitt said, he hoped to clear
up the guestions of numerous cit-
izens who have inquired about the
status of road projects cwrently
planned or under construction in
view of the changeover of admin-
istrations.

“It is gcod business and is cus-
tomany,’”’ Breathitt said, ‘“to let|
contracts in the fall so that con-
tractors will have ample time to
stockpile all materials for an
early start the next year."”

Breathitt said the $58 million in
contracts are part of the overall
$198 million let this year—setting
an all-time high and exceeding
last year by $4 million.

How to Thaw
That Turkey

BY FRANCES H. PITTS

Don't thaw your Christmas
turkey at room temperature,
warns Mrs. Frances Pitts, area
extension agent. Thawing a
turkey in this way can result
in high, and possibly danger-
ous, levels of bacterial growth.

The best method is let the
turkey thaw in the refrigera-
tor for two to three days or
even longer, if it weighs more
than 15 pounds. Or, if you
don’t mind tying up your sink
for about 6 hours, you can
thaw a turkey in its original
wrapper under cold running
water,

Actually, you don't need to
thaw turkey products before
cooking them although they'll
need to be cooked longer if
they are not thawed. Remem-
ber to remove the giblets, ete.,
from inside a whole unstuffed
turkey even when you plan
to cook it unthawed, Mrs.
Pitts recommends.

Remember, too, that the
turkey you buy already stuffed
should never be thawed
before it is cooked.

The best way to judge cook-
ing time is to use a meat ther-
mometer, she points out. When
