This opinion becomes incre smgly
interesting in the licht of those voiced to the
cor;trary by the hlghest courts of five other
states.

A Knott county ecase is now pending be-
fore the Kentucky Courts of Appeals.

I believe that perhaps the most |
serious of these preoblems is the |

one which stems from the inter-
pretation placed by the Kentucky
Court of Appeals on the old

broad form’™ mineral deed.

The effect of the court's deci-
sions have been to make the min-
eral owner's claim superior to
that of the suwrface owner. The
family that had lived on the land
for years was threatened by
landslides and general property
destruction by the strip or auger
mining operation of the mineral
owner.

The EKentucky interpretation
stands alone among the states
and is contrary to the general
rule. West Virginia, Pennsyl-
vania, Ohio, Colorado and other
states have decided in favor of
the landowner. The Kentucky
court now has under considera-
fion a case through which it
could reverse previous interpre-
tations.

“This intensive program to
seek out TB among school
children was made possible by
a $110,000 appropriation from
the 1966 Legislature ‘at the
request of Governor Breath-
itt,” Layton said.

The new program began
with limited funds in 1964
and, at the end of the last
school wvear, almost 250,000
yvoungsters had received skin-
tests, according to Layton.

Besides helping detect new
cases in children, follow-up
procedures often lead to
source cases, oftentimes par-
ents of the children, who also
receive treatment, he started.
