Some have been amazed by the loss 
of timber. \Ve have been more deeply aroused by 
the erosion problems cau!'.ed. 

The Division of Fore. r as a rather h·ong con­
tract with those who are doin.r: the timber work. 
It is common practice for both the state and fed­
eral government~ to market timber from it,; forest 
pre.-.;erves. \Ve don't propose to ask suspension of 
this practice, for the simple reason that we ha\'e 
an idea agencies of government kno\v, or should 
know, more about such matters than we whose 
knowledge of fore::>try extends no farther than our 
desire for mountain beauty, hunting in forested 
hills and fishing in clear lakes and streams. 

But we do propose to ask that the Division of 
Forestry require tho"e who cut its timber and haul 
o,·er it,; property to comply '' ith the letter. of their 
cont1·act, put an end to destructive practices and 
restore, insofar as possible, the scarred, gullied 
landscape.
