But all do agree that birds
have a higher faculty than man: |
they call & ““a keen sense of di-i
rection,”” a sense that is more ac-
curate than an engineer’s tran-
sit. Why do birds migrate? Thlbh
|qur<t10n has also intrigued some |
| of the greatest minds; many be-
| lieve it i8 due to a strong “hom-
| ing instinet,” a love of home
places and home grounds; this
instinet is strong in animals like
cats or dogs; vou can blindfold
a cab or a dog and take if ‘away
from home a few miles and put
it down and it can find its way
back home. Birds have.this in-
stinet to fly back home {en
thousands times stronger than
dogs or cats. Most birds migrate
at night—how to they find their
way back home? It has been
pretty well proved that birds fly
by the constellations of the stars
at night.

The first of the many tragedies
in the lives of these two men oc-
curred in _their early years.
When Lincoln was 10, his be-
loved mother, Nancy Hanks,
' died. It was a tragic blow to
the gangling, sensitive boy—one
from which he never fully re-
covered. Historians say Lin-
coln’s mother died of “milk
sickness,”’ but that is nof all the
story. It took the botanists fo
give us the true details of the
cause of her death. Nancy Hanks
was poisoned by ecow’s milk,
which was contaminated with
the dangerous aleochol, called
tremetol, which gets in both the
milk and butter of cows when
they browse on the tall, stately
plants the bofanisis call “white
snakeroot.”” which grew abund-
antly in the pastures of Indiana,
and is also found in Kentucky
and West Virginia. This plant
erows in colonies in old fields
and lends them a touch of white
splendor about August. One
would never suspect such a
stately, innocent-looking plant as
white snakercot was indirectly
the cause of the death of Abra-
ham Lincoln’s mother.

The first great tragedy struck
the life of Davis when he was 27.
He had come home, a famous,
young soldier, after helping cap-
tore the notorious Indian chief,
Black Hawk, and decided fto
marry and settle down on a
southern plantation to lead the
quiet life of a cotton planter.
