THE STRANGE CRY IN THE 
PASTURE FIELD 

The bird's call was loud and 
harsh. It \\'a<; like a shrill 
whistle that pierced the air 
and it held a weird, unearthly 
quality. It came f rom the 
weedy tanglef': out in the pas­
ture field beyond the barn. It 
s o u n d e d so peremptory it 
jerked me to a ha!t, and I 
.·tood listening. 

The call came the Sf'Cond 
time from a clump of weeds 
ncar the middJe of 1he pM­
ture. 

"Whee-ee--EEP!" It had a 
rising mflection and was like 
the impact of a bullwhip. I 
started walking in the direc­
tion of the sound. What bird 
is that? I asked myself. 

I couldn't see any bird out 
there in the f i e 1 d and mY 
mind began to conjme up pic­
tures of some spooky presence 
lurking out there in the tall 
weeds and grass . 

The call came again, louder 
than before: ;wHEE-EE-EEP! 
I felt my hair rising a little 
but I eased on and soon dis­
covered the bird. 1t flew up 
out of the weeds and chased a 
large green moth. It captured 

, the insect on the wing and 
flew with it to a dogwood 
bush at the edge of the field. 
It deliberately tore off the 
beautiful green wings and I 
saw them fluttering away in 
the wind. It gobbled up the 
moth. Then it sat erect and 

1 still, eyeing me warily. I had 
a better view of it ::nd then I 
knew I was looking at a bird 
that is considered strange and 
uncanny. It h a d a touseled 
crest like that of the king-
fisher, and it had ::1 red tail. 
Its belly was a light, lemon­
yellow; its breast, throat and , 
upper back were ilght gray 
and there were two white bars 
on each wing. The eyes were 
beady and bright. The bird 
was almost as 1 a r g e as a 
robin. 

It whistled sharply at mE. 
and 1 o o k e d as if it meant, 
"Clear out! This means you!'' 

It seemed to resent my pre­
sence there in the field. Soon 
it flew off and lit in a distant 
part of the field and began 
.searching for something on the 
ground. I couldn't quite figure 

• out what it might be seeking 
but I had a strong suspicion. 
The bird couldn't seem to find 
what it was looking for and 
soon flcw away. I The next daY I went out to 
watch for the bird again. It 
wasn"t long until ! saw it I flying up out of the f~eld wi~h 
a long, white somethmg trail­
ing like a bann~t in the wind. 
Then I knew for sure what 
this bird was. The great crest­
ed flycatcher, which is also 
called, The snakeskin bird. It 
is a bird that hunts for the 
shed skin of a snake to use in 
the construction of its nest, or 
p e r h a p s for decorations, I 
should say. 

The bird f 1 e w with the 
snakeskin to a ha:f decayed 
tulip poplar snag on the hill­
side above the barn. I ran after 
it to watch. It had found a 
woodpecker's old hole i~ !he 
.snag and built its nest ms1de 
it. Now it was carefully plac­
ing the dried skin of the snake 
in the nest. The ~kin looked 
like that of a large pilot black-
snake.

Both rifles and shotguns are ac­
C€Pted wellipons for the squirrel 
except rifles of .243 and above 
and shotguns with slugs or buck­
shot are prohibited at any time 
or any place to take squirrels. 
TheY, however, may be taken 
W!I.Ui any type muzzle-loading 
weapons 

The same season as last year 
for ruffed grouse has been ap­
proved. The season w'.Jl open on 
Dec. 1 and continue flhrough 
Feb, 28. This species appears in 
greatest number in the Eastern 
Kentucky mountains and in fact 
that is about the onlY pJ.ace in 
the state that they are hunted, 
although transplants into other 
sections of the state are reported 
to be progressing acoording to 
plan. The grouse is a wily bird 
and an individual Wlho hunts 
tihem must be rugged and able 
to climb mountains. Another req­
uisite, if a grouse is to be har­
vested, is that !Jhe hunter must 
be a quick, accurate shot and 
must use, in mast instances, a 
close-working bird dog. The har­
vest of grouse has been great 
for the past few years and indi­
cations are that the population 
is again good. The bag limit of 
four with eighit in possession aft­
er two or more days of hunting 
renNUns unchanged. 

A season fur hunting turkey 
gobblers only has been set for 
April 20 through April 28 in 18 
Eastern Kentucky counties. The 
area open for this hunt Is: '!"hat 
poi\tion of McCreary county east 
of US Route 27 and north of Ken­
tuckY Route 92, Pulaski, Perry, 
Breathitt.

Only one turkey 
per year may be taken. 

There is a closed season on all 
Wildlife, protected or unprotected, 
except for deer and waterfowl, 
lrom Nov. 1 through Nov. 15. 
This, however. does not prohibit 
lanoowners from killing any 
species of wildlife on their land 
whioh is causing damage to per­
sons or property. However, be­
fore killing suah animals or 
birds the owner should contact 
his local conservation officer and 
animals or birds so killed must 
be turned over to the conserva­
tion off1cer.
