the striper or rockfish. 

Kentucky Lake. Lake Cumber· 
land and Herrington Lake are 
tlhe Jak-e-<> stocked v.-ith this 
deean-goilllg striped bass which 
attains great weig'ht, the largest 
caught in fre-sh waters weighing 
66 pounds. 

<Editor '·s note I Dewey L.a. k e 
also was stocked with stripers, 
according to the Department of 
FiW a..1d Wildlife Resources.) 

Tlhe project was begun in 1957 
and has bee-n increased steadi1Y 
until in 1966, 3.100.000 bal>y rock­
f~h were stocked. A half-million 
fry were stocked in 1967, and 
t..lte same ntunber are scheduled 
I<1r 1968. 

Although few traces of actual 
re-production "have been Wit· 
ne-ssed. rockfish eggs harve been 
fotmd and positively identiflied. 

Rockfish lla~e been caught 
,,·eigming 34 1-z pounds in Lake 
Cumberland and several t'llngjn.g 
from 14 to 'rl pounds in Kentoo­
ky Lake. 

'Dhe fry and adult rockfish for 
stocking in Kentucky have been 
collected in South caroli-na.
