America’s No. 1 killer, the automobile, is a mat-
ter of national concern, and the terrifying aspects
of the situation are brought home to every one of
us as more and more lives are claimed.

The National Safety Council, officials ranging
from the lowest to the President of the United
States, €ivic leaders, service clubs—everybody gets
in on the act, studyving, recommending, Automo-
bile manufacturers add safety features to their
product; Driver-training is emphasized. The ef-
forts made and their results are, of course, worth-

while and commendable

But these who are so deeply involved in this
study apd resedrch of o tragedy-fraught situation
seldom,§f ever, mention, the real cause of most

reckless driving, disregard of the rules of the road,
and so of, but they are strangely silent about what
causes deivers to operate motor vehieles at dan-
gerous speeds and recklessly and without thought
of any safety rule.

They disregard the plain fact that most of those
who lose their lives on the highways are vietims
of drinking or drunken drivers.

Leaders have ignored intoxicating liquors as the
major contributing factor in the appalling high-
way tragedy reeord till the public has lost sight
of the real issue in this matter and has taken a
“soft” stand toward drinking drivers. Juries, even
some judges, view the driver as “‘a good fellow
who just got a liftle too much,” and give him the
benefit of undeserved lemencv

Kentucky’'s new law pr ovmhng the “breathola-
tor” test for drivers is a step in the right direetion.
But enforcement remuins in the hands of the eourts
and their juries—and that means, largely, in the
hands of publie opinion.

A “crackdown” on drinking and drunken driv-
ing is urgently needed, and this stand is ene which
must continue. The compassion professed for those
arrested is not compassion; it is weakness and a
lack of concern for those who have suffered, or
may suffer, at the hands of deunks behind the
wheels of powerful engines of destruction.

If we were to add another law to the statute
books, we would suggest one whi¢h would provide
a jail term for the first offender. Even one free
shot at the innocent is too much to give any man
or woman whose eyes are dimmed, brain numbed,
reactions. slowed.. and .sense.. of r&pon&blhty
‘drowned by alcohol—especially when the weapon
used is a misgnided missle thundering along streets
and highways.

HOUSE voTEs
PERKINS BILL

Legislation Provides
Vecational Education
Overhaul, Expansion

Washington; D. C.—By a
vote of 389 to 0, the House of
Representatives passed last
week a bill providing for a ma-
jor overhaul and extension of
aid te vocational education.

The bill, sponsored by Ken-
tucky's Representative Carl D.
Perkine, Hindman Democrat,
previously had won unani-
mous support from the House
Committee on Education and
Labaor.

The measure authorizes an
increase in federal assistance
to states for vocational educa-
tion from $225 million to $344
million for the current fiscal
year. And it authorizes $565
million annually for future
years.

Perkins, principal sponsor
of the landmark Vocational
Education Act of 1963, told
the House:

“If our oengoing wvocational
education schools at the high
school level, at the post-sec-
ondary level, and in our com-
munity colleges are to meet
the need, a much greater de-
gree of support from Federal,
state and local sources is cal-
led for at this time."”

The Kentucky Congressman
called attention to a tremen-
dous expansion of need for
occupational and skilled train-
ing in American society.

A special feature of the Per-
kins bill authorizes $40 mil-
lion a year for the next two
years for states to set up
special training vocational
programs for persons with
handicaps, both academic and
economic.

“This special program is de-
signed to enable States to
reach the source of many of
our so-called hard core unem-
playment problems—the high
school drop out, for instance,”
he told the House.

The bill would unify and
simplify administration of
programs set up under all ma-
jor voeational education legis-
lative acts of the last 51 years,
ineluding the Smith - Hughes
Act of 1917. 1t would elimin-
ate the separate matching re-
quirements for each program
and give the states more flexi-
bility in meeting the needs of
the people served.

The Perkins bill provides
funds {o continue the work-
study programs which offer
financial assistance to disad-
vantaged youth.

It would provide funds for
residential wvocational pro-
grams, and the construction of
residential vocational schools.
The Congressman feels this
pravision is potentially most
important to his area.

SUMMER SHOWERS CAN
BRING FUNERAL FLOWERS

Frankfort, Ky. — Summer
showers, such as Kentucky has
been blessed with recently, can
make road surfaces as slippery
as winter ones, warns the Ken-
tucky Department of Publie
Safety,

The danger of skidding is
greatest during the first 15 to
30 minutes after it starts to rain
and up to an hour or more in a
light drizzle. This is caused by
rain floating upon the road sur-
face over a greasy film of oil,
gasoline and rubber residue
which becomes a lubricant be-
tween the tires and the road un-
til the rain washes it away.

The possibility of an accident
on a wet road says the Depart-
ment, is between five to 10
times as great as on a dry
road. In terms of stopping dis-
tance, it may take up to four
times as far to stop on a wet
road as a dry road.

To avoid skidding in wet
weather, the Public Safety De-
partment offers these sugges-
tions:

1. Reduce speed.

2. Be sure tires have good
tread and are properly inflated.

3. Accelerate slowly, corner
carefully and brake gently.

4. Do not tailgate.

If a skid should start, turn
the steering wheel in the direc-
tion of the skid and brake slow-
ly, being careful not to over-
steer or over-react.

Tires can ride on a thin layer
of water and aect like water
skis, losing all confact with the
road surface, They plane on the
water, rather than rolling
through it when these conditions
prevail, reduecing traction, steer-
ing and braking to the vanishing
point, A sharp turn in the road,
heavy braking or gusty side
winds can cause loss of control,
the Department warns.

BOARD VOTES
NO SCOLDING

For Three Members
Of Education Board
Who Opposed Farley

The state Board of Educa-
tion, claiming it has *no basis
for action,” declined recently
to reprimand three Pike
County School Board mem-
bers who have opposed Supt.
C. H. Farley.

The reprimand was re-
quested by the Pike County
Education Association last
summer N a complaint filed
with the 8t ate Professional
Practices Commission.

The Pike group charged that
board members Ulan Childers,
Russell Johnson, Jr. and Gif-
ford Varney had exceeded
their legal authority by inter-
fering with the hiring and
placement of teachers.

The commission recom-
mended, after a public hearing
April 12 at Pikeville, that the
state board reprimand the
three men.

The state board's decision
came after state Supt. of Pub-
lic Instruetion Wendell P.
Butler informed them there
was nothing to be gained by
reprimanding the three board
members,

Butler, referring to the con-
troversy that has existed In
the Pike county school sys=
tem the last year, said prog-
ress “has been made and will
continue to be made” in set-
tling difficulties there.

The Pike school system was
hit by a strike of teachers and
bus drivers last year that de-
layed the opening of schoels.

And, because of controversy
between Farley and the three
board members, it ran inte
difficulties trying to market
bonds needed to build new
school facilities.

The two other members of
the Pike School Board are
Alvery Potter and Clinard
Rowe, who support Farley.

Earlier last week, the Pike
board voted not to re-employ
Farley when his contract ex-

pires next June 30—an action
likely to be ehallenged in the
courts.

In declining to reprimand
the three, the state board
acted on a motion of Allan M.
Trout, a newly appointed
member. Trout said later a
transeript of the Pikeville
hearing included mno evidence
that would have warranted a
reprimand.

“It was all one-sided,” he
said, noting that Johnson,
Childers and Varney did not
testify at the hearing. The
three men refused to testify
on the ground that the com-
mission was execeeding its

| authority.

Air Pollution, Cause - | i

Of Concern in Floyd

Dr. Russell L. Hall, Floyd
county health doctor, said this
week that air poliution has be-
come one of the major concerns
of the Floyd Couniy Health Des
partment,

Although the sourees of air
pallution are numerous and oft-
en unrecognized by many, he
said slag fires at or near old
coal workings and burning gar-
hage dumps are the worst pol
lutants, Sulphurcus fumes from
slag fires even cause damage to
the extepior af buildings.

Dr. Hall said the health de-
partment is constantly monitor-
ing the community air supply,
seeking sources of contamina-
tion and recommending correct-
ive action.

Dr. Hall said tha$, in rural
aréas as well as cities, air pol-
lution has gone beyond the stage
of just being a nuisance. He in-
dicated that polluted air has
been implicated as one of the
causes of certain respiratory di-
seases, and is known to aggra-
vate some types of respiratory
conditions. At its worst, polluted
air ean seriously harm or even
kill people, injure livestock and
crops, contribule fo property
depreciation and be a hazard 1o
