State Police Tell
Floyd Road Deaths

Floyd eounty had 14 ftraffic
deaths in 1967—an increase of
three over the preceding year—
and among the five counties of
the area served by the Pikeville
Post, Kentucky State Police,
Floyd was next to Pike county
in the number of fatalities.

The 1967 report, prepared by
Sgt. Douglas L. Sword, Post
commander, shows that state
troopers investigated 1,339 acei-
dents during last year in which
801 persons were injured in ad-
dition to those killed.

Arrests included 2971 for
speeding, driving while intoxi-

cated, efc.; 3052 for driving
witheut -operator’'s license' or
registration plates; 356 criminal
arrests. Seven murder cases
were investigated,

Twenty-eight stolen cars were
recovered; 4,993 warnings on
equipment, violations were fs-
sued; 5%4 criminal cases were
opened, and 356 criminal arrests
were made.

Necessary repairs must be
made within five days and the
car returned for re-inspection.
There will be no charge for the
extra inspection.

It is unlawful for motorists to

A bill introduced in the House
by Rep. Harold DeMarcus, R.-

was not designed to abridge free
speech but was aimed at “‘a
small militant band & . . the
source of all our rioting and
looting and burning.'
