Dan Jack Combs, of Pikeville,
attorney for the five landowners
involved, said that he had not
seen the full opinion of the
Court of Appeals, but added
that he would petition for a re-
hearing., He has 30 days from
last Friday in whieh to do so.

The ofiginal award for fthe
property was $25,185, by a set
of com missioneérs-appraisers.
This was appealed by the land-
owners to Johnson eircuit court,
which resulted in a five-day
jury trial,

Combs—who termed the $29,-

1125 award *‘an abemination’’—

said that during the €ircuit court
trial the land in gQuestion was
locked over by the jury, which
returned the $258,500 award in
favor of the landowners as the
amount the Prestonsburg-Paints-
ville Airport Board should pay.

It was this award the Airport
Board appealed to the Court of
Appeals as excessive, and the
Court of Appeals threw out Fri-
day.

The high court rejected the
landowners’ argument that the
value of their property had just
been greatly increased because
US 23 was then being relocated
to adjoin it at the time the Air-
port Board took the land. Be-
fore the relocation of the high-
way, the five tracts were ex-
tremely inaceessible.

Judge Earl Osborne, in writ-
ing the majority opinion, said |
the jury's verdiet in the case
“clearly (was) based upon the
value of the land for subdivision
purposes’’ and therefore was ex-
gessives

In his dissent, Palmore as-
serted: “There e¢an be no gues-
tion of the right of the landown-
ers . . . to be paid on the basis
of the enhanced value' since
the land for the highway was
taken by the state before the
action by the Airport Beard.

Palmore noted “Highly qual-

ified expert witnesses testified |

that immediately prior'’ to the
time the land was taken over
for the airport, *‘all of this prop-
erty was adaptable to and sal-
able for purposes of residential
subdivision, with a market value
from $3,000 to $4, 000 per acre.’

: Floyd Marks 7th
Food Stamp Year

June 1 marked the seventh
anniversary ‘of Floyd county’s
food stamp program tor low-in-
come families,

Carl R. Horn, officer-in-charge |

of the Consumer and Marketing
Service's food stamp office
here, said that Floyd county has
issued $4,005,613 worth of cou-
pons during the seven-year per-
iod. Needy families exchanged
$1,073,943.25 of their own money
for the coupons and then re-
ceived an additional $2,931,669.75
worth of free, bonus eoupons to
help them buy a greater variety
of foods at loeal food stores,

The Department of Economic
Security is responsible for inter-
viewing and  certifying eligible
families for food stamp aid and
for issuing coupons to certified
families.

USDA’s Consumer and Mar-
keting Service handles authori-
zation of retail and wholesale
grocers to accept the coupons
from the recipients in exchange
for food, and is the federal
agency with over-all supervision
of the program. There are cur-
rently 214 authorized retailers
in Floyd county where food
stamp recipients can spend their
food stamp coupons.

A total of 4,980 persons in the
county took part in the food
stamp program last month.

““It is pretty obvious what the
food stamp program means fo

e ke

“We've | ily,

seen it improve the diets of
low-income families, increase
food sales and expand farm
markets for food items. It stim-
ulates the whole economy of the
communities in which it is op-
crating.”

Among other benefits of the
‘ood stamp program to the com-
munity and to the individual
teachers have noticed improved
learning power and changes in
attituder among students whose
families are now receiving food
stamps. Grocers have com-
mented not only on  their in-
ereased sales but the fact that
many . of their customers no
longer have to buy on credit.

Another area where the food
stamp program has shown its
value is among the elderly, as
evidenced by this statement:
“Food stamps is the best thing
that could have happened to me

and my 9l-year-old wife., We
bty mostly milk, juices and
soft foods.”

But perhaps the program’s
value can best be summed up
by the comment of a mother
who receives food stamps. When
a grocery clerk noticed tears
running down her cheeks and
asked if something was wrong,
she replied, “Oh, no! I'm just
so happy because this is the
first time that I have had
enough food in my house at one
