All-Time Centre Great,

The money they earn
is used to buy lunches, clothing

| and school supplies and to pay

dental bills.

“This program,” Supt. Clark
said, "is one of which the school
board and the superintendent are

'most proud. ‘We were one of the

first Eastern Kentucky school
systems to qualify for NYC, and
this came about because we felt
there was a great need. We
were very persistent in our ap-
plication. and 'would not take
‘No’ for an answer. We have in-
sisted that our eprollees give a
good hour's work for their pay,
and our young people have re-
sponded magnificently.”

From June 14, 1965 to Novem-
ber 15, 1968 a {otal of $901,867.12
has been expended on the pro-
gram in this county, the federal
government’s share of that total
being $781,114.98. Federal funds
available for the program from
November 16 this vear to next
June 7 total $107,681.99 — less
than has béen available for any
previous Gomparable period.

Supt. Clark said the Floyd sys-
tem’s operating expenses in ad-
ministering NYC totalled $76,-
663.64, or Sslightly more than
nine percent of the federal ex-
penditures. This, he said, was
one of the lowest operating costs
in the nation,

ORDINANCE NO, 8-68
An Ordinange of the City Coun-
cil of the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, Amending An Ordi-
mance Dated October 3, 1968, No.
7-68, With Respeet To Authoriz-
ing and Instructing the City At
torney To Take Steps To Annex
As A Part of the City of Pres-
tonsburg A Traet of Land Im-
mediately Adjacent To the Most
Eastern Limits of the City Lim-
its of Prestonsburg, Kentuncky.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
P R E & TONSBURG AS FOL-
LOWS:

SECTION 1 OF ORDINANCE
NO. 768, DATED OCTOBER 3,
1968, IS AMENDED TO READ
AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. That the City At-
torney institute an action and
file a petition in the Floyd Cir-
cuit Court, within thirty (30)
days after the adoption and re-
quired publication and adver-
tisement of this Ordinance, ac-
cording to law, to annex as a
part of the City of Prestonsburg
a tract of land immediately ad-
jacent to the most eastern lim-
its of the city limits of Pres-
tonsburg, Kentucky, described
as follows:

Beginning at a point in the
most Fastern boundary of the
City Limits of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, said point being the
most Hastern corner of Lot 1-A,
BLOCK D, Goble-Roberts Sub-
division to the City of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky; thence along
the Western right-of-way of a
street approximately 1,550 feet
to the Eastern end of Main
Street in the Roberts Subdivis-
ion to the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky. Thence N 82-03 W,
86.00 feet; thence S 73-26 W,
181.39 feet to the Eastern right-
of-way of the C. & O. R. R.;
thence along the East right-of-
way of the C. & O. R. R. 1215
feet; thence leaving the railroad
right-of-way S 73-15 E, 125.00
feet to the center of the Big
Sandy River: thence in a North-
arn direction with the eenter of
the Big Sandy River approxi-
mately 1,425 feet; thence leav-
ing the Big Sandy River S 73-04
W, 125.00 feet; thence S 45-48
W, 78.59 feet to the End of Main
Street in the Roberts Subdivision
to the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky; thence along the
Eastern right-of-way of the
Street in a Northern direction
approximately 1,575 feet to a
point in the City Limits of the
City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky,
said poin{ being the most South-
western ecorner of Lot 1-A,
BLOCK €, Goble-Roberts Subdi-
vision to the city of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky.

For more particular reference
to the traect of land desecribed, a

FAVORS DECENTRALIZATION
FOR COMMUNITY COLLEGES

EDITOR, The Times:

There has been some conflict
of views in the air in recent
weeks relative to the operation
and supervision of Community
Colleges: 1 don’t subscribe to
whét weuld appear {o be the ma-
jority view.

I am opposed to centralization
of authority in just about every
way. It is not diffieult to point
out advantages of centralizing
authority and the picture would
appear to be excellent. All of my
experience tells me that there
are objections and that they out-
weigh such advantages as we
might envigion., O ne comment
contends that to leave the sup-
ervision of the community col-
lege to the state university in its
area would have a tendency for
that state university to build an
empire of domination., Thus the
state would be divided info
about six areas of domination,
all of which weuld be jealous of
each ether and presumably this
would be a bad situation. My

such a situation were to develop,
and I am sure that there is no
basis for assuming that it will,
the bad effects to the program
of higher education in Kentue-
ky would be far less than to
have one giant concéntration of
power that would most certainly
establish an empire of domina-
tion throughout the state. It
would be an empire that could
not be challenged and the dam-
age to higher education could
become a catastrophe.

There does not seem to be
great difficulty in finding com-
petent leaders for our present
state universities. To the best of
my knowledge, all of them are
doing an excellent job. They
have great pride in the univer-
sity that they head and are
striving to improve their service
and their program of higher ed-
ucation.

On the other hand, we seem
to find almost an impossible job
in selecting a leader for the Uni-
versity of Kentucky. That job
seems to require a superman
land there is a scarcity of these
people. No matter who is finally
selected for the job, he will meet
with plenty of criticism and affer
a year or two of taking that kind
of punishment, he will accept
responsibilities in another area.

You have often heard the ex-
pression, ““Two heads are bet-
ter than one.” I would expand
this and say that six dedicated
university leaders, working in
reasonable harmony, will pro-
vide a better program of higher
education than a program pro-
vided by a single authority. The
safeguards against damaging
mistakes would also be better.
If one of the unhiversity units
fails to keep up with progress,
it will soon be evident and neces-
sary corrections would be forth-
coming.

We need the dedicated compe-
tition of all state universities tied
into a central organization for
the exchange of ideas and plans
and we must operate on the idea
| that this group of leaders is not
| dedicated to personal gain or
personal power, but to the im-

higher education in Kentueky.
It would appear that the troub-

les that we are experiencing in
institutions of higher edtcation
throughout this country nearly
always originate in the wvery
large institutions. This is be-
cause the leadership is too far
removed from the student body.
They resemble the coal operator
who has a mine in the mountains
of East Kentucky and tries .to
operate it from the Big City.

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LACK OF FOSTER HOMES

FOR SOME CHILDREN CITED

Frankfort, Ky. — The lack of
foster homes is greater for chil-
dren who, through no fault of
their own, are termed “hard to
place.”” These include Negro
children, older children, and
those with either physical or
mental handicaps. The need for
their placement is a problem
familiar and painful to persons
concerned with their duture.

A five-year-old Negro, af-
fected by an organic speech
problem, brought on by partial
deafness, is an example of a
child alone. He is from an urban
ghetto and from a broken fam-
ily, a not unusual condition for
the families in his neighborhood.

Finally, due to the conditions
in the project apartment and to
the physical and emotional state
of the child and the rest of his
family, the court awarded him
and his brothers and sisters to
the custody of the Department of
Child Welfare. The children are
open for adoption or to be cared
for by welfare agencies until
they reach the age where they
can care for themselves, which
is a long way off for a five year
old.

Even though things at home
were bad, it was home and the
child was used to it. Now he is
faced with a whole new environ-
ment—with very strange people
