Report Warns Some Misusing Medicaid...

|  FRANKFORT, KY. -k.repm't
last Thursday indicated the en
dire Medicaid program might be
imperflad becduse of excessive
use of free «:ervims to welfare
clients.

The survey issued by the Eco-
pomie Security Department was
based on dnterviews with 50 fam-
flies in Eastern Kentucky.

In a mews confercuce dafter-
wands, Commissioner Mernitt S.
Deitz Jir, said (he report “if any-
thing, I8 a classic example of
understdtement,

He anpounced that the depart-
ment's interviewer staff on Med-
jeald # Being expanded from
two to 10 field agenls who “‘will
lawnch 4 broad investigation not
contined to Appaladhia.”

Deitz also saud his agency will
“immediately consider some
condrol mechanisms® to cout
down the use of services under
the $48 million a year program,

One might be to indicate on
the Medicaid card bhow many
times a oecipient already has
been freated. The other restmic-
tion might be a limit on the
number of visits to @ doctor’s
ofifice,

Asked whether there is any
evidence that some physicians
may have financial interest in
drug stores — which fill thedir
prescriptions — the commission-
er saud, ""We're exploring it now.
I think we cught to try to find
out."’

Deitz also disclosed that Ken-
tucky Medical Association of-
fiicials, with whom he met Wed-
nesday night, support efforts to
improve Medicaid even “if this
mieans cluiting physicians' fees.”

The department, concerned
that it won't have enough mon-
ey o finance the program fully

The preliminary report stem-
med from recent discovery that
some doctors and pharmacies
were obtaining “‘unusually high
dollar amounts’” tnder Medicaid.

Thea interviewers asked 14
questions on an #mformal Dasis,
sometimes suppiementing the
findings with infortmation firom
doctors.

They found in general two bas-
ic fauits in the system under
which 118,000 persons pneseént
their medical cards for services
from doctors, dentists and drug-
giats.

Ona drawback they called
“drug dependency’ or “unneces-
gary reliapce’ on drugs.

The other is ‘‘the apparent
overutilization of Medicadd ser-
vices for minor dlness which
among most paying patients
would not be considered fo just-
ify an office call.”

“This raises the possibility
that patients either incorvectly
regard théir own illnesses or
their complaints are not being
diagnostically proved."

The interviewens said the prob-
lem “‘is apparendly aggravated

For example, they cited clients
who said that after the first of-
fice visit their prescriptions had
been given to them by ‘‘a desk
glerk,'' a secretary or a nurse
without a physician consultation,

“This surmmary finding does
not purpart to be a representa-
tive sampling of Medicaid
clients,”’ the report cautioned.

It menticned the small samp-
lings of both clients and doctors
and the limited geographical
ares.

It said the main purpose was

to determine whether further in-
guiry should be made and gave
an emphatic answer, declaring:

“The results of this prelimi-
nary survey overwhelmingly
demonstrate the need for con-
tinuing contact with medical
assistamce clients amd such an
nquiry should be commenced
on the broadest possible geo-
graphical scale and with all de-
libepate speed, consSidering the
Lmitations dimposed by the lack
of tramed staff pemsonnel amd
the $nantial realities with which
the program iz presently con-
fronted."’

The meport said the solution
appeans to lie in cooperation
among physicians, patients and
admindstrators.

“Toward this emd," M said,
“the Economic Security Depart-
ment hopes to forge with the
medical profession a lasting un-
ity of purpose toward effective,
but not excessive, medical at-
tention for all Kentucky citizens
who cannot adequately provide
for themselves.”
