The temporary injWJction granted Elmer 
Ferguson, Wheelwright candidate for 
Representative, to restrain County Clerk C. 
"Ollie" Robinson from sending out the F1oyd 
county voting lists until names of illegal voters 
are pw-ged, was dissolved Monday by Circuit 

Judge Hollie Conley on agreement of the 
parties involved. 

The injWJction was signed by Trial Com­
nlissioner Glenn Bw-chett in the absence from 
the county of Judge Conley, Circuit Clerk 
Frank DeRossett and County Judge Henry 
Stumbo.

Wells Says Raid 
Report Erroneous 

William Riley Wells, who was charged with 
liquor possession following a raid by county 
and state officers Oct. 19, said last week that 
reports of the raid were erroneous. 

Wells said no intoxicants were found on his 
property, and that the Buick auto in which they 
were found was owned by a man from Michigan 
who had left the vehicle with Bill Crace for 
repair. Crace, he said, has leased the property 
where the car was located. A part of the in­
toxicants was found in a garbage dump, some 
distance farther downstream, he added.

Council Votes Changes 
In Its Fiscal Policies 

Improvements in bookkeeping and tax 
collecting have been marked for drastic change 
by the Prestonsbw-g City Council. 

James A. Dickerson, Jr. was named to serve 
on a fulltime basis as bookkeeper and city 
"~asurer at a salary of $5,200 a vear. The 
move, it was explained, was taken to maintain 
a closer check on all business and finances of 
the city as well as to elinlinate piecemeal and 
scattered services. He will begin work, Jan . 1. 

Also scheduled to become effective Jan. 1 is'a 
major change in the matter of collecting taxes. 
Effective that date, delinquent taxes · be 
advertised and sold. Hitherto, no property was 
sold, even though taxes due the city were not 
paid. Delinquent taxes last year amoWJted to 
about $12,000. 

A special finance committee composed of 
Byron Nunnery, chairman, Tom 0. McGuire 
and Paul Phillip Hughes, was named to study 
the city 's financial needs and to make 
recommendations by Jan. 1. 

Poll Shows Pupils 
Favor Supervision 
For Youth Center 

An overwheinling majority of Prestonsbw-g 
high school students want supervision for the 
Youth Center at Archer Park, and by almost as 
bif a margin they frown on alcoholic beverages 
there. 

Student preferences were soWJded by Park 
Board members who sent questionnaires to 
approximately 900 students at the school. Not 
all the students responded, but those who did 
expressed a desire for an orderly atmosphere 
to go with their recreation. 

Three hundred thirty~ voted for super­
vision of the center, with only two voting 
against it. On the score of alcoholic beverages, 
332 voted against them, with five voting for 
drinking. 

On other questions asked the voting was: 

City Manager Curtis Clark reported to the 
Council that he has done a garbage collection 
cost study. He said he found that the city Is 
losing a sizeable amoWJt in this department, 
and recommended rate increases amounting to 
$1,461 a month. His figc·•~ ~~owed that the 
actual cost of daily colleCtions lrom busmess 
places is $2,098 a month. The city is collecting 
only $637 a month from businesses for this 
service. 

No formal action was taken on Clark's 
recommendallons. A committee composed of 
Clifford Wright and Paul Phillip Hughes was 
named to continue the study and make 
recommendations. 

Reading of a letter from the Kentucky Ac­
turial Bw-eau provided the brightest spot of the 
evening. It expressed the near-certainty of 
Prestonsbw-g being promoted from a seventh 
to a sixth class fire insw-ance rating, in early 
January, which would mean a saving of about 
20 per cent on premiums.

Woodrow Branham, founder of Bra.,>~ n 
Village on new US 23 near here. and his ""''. 
Paul Ray, Saturday became sole owner,, of the 
town of David. 

The transaction involved the purchase by the 
father and son of the stock of John Allen C'J., 
Inc. in David Properties, Inc., the firm wh1ch 
was orglillized when the model mining town 
was purchased last October from the heirs of 
James P. Francis. The elder Branham had 
owned an interest in David Properties since the 
sale by the Francis family. 

A few residences have been sold within the 
year. Acquired by the Branhams are ;;; 
buildings, ineluding the store building and 
theatre. The new owners said homes will 
continue to be sold and leased. 

In addition to the structw-es which comprise 
the town proper, holdings conveyed Include a 
complete water sysiem, a sewage disposal 
system, community swimming pool, a service 
station and 837 acres of land. 

Before its sale last year the town of David 
had for 30 years been a major Eastern Ken­
tucky mining center. Princess Elkhorn Coal 
Company suspended mining there prior to sate 
of the town, but since that lime mining 
operations have been resumed by another firm. 

Holdings of the new owners extend to the 
nearby community of Permele but exclude coal 
lands and mining properties.

After annual sessions were voted in, Florida found itself with 
a new bureaucracy of more than 400 full time legislative staff people! With annual sessions 
those who want to pick your pocket will have twice as many shots at you! 

States with annual sessions have from twice to four times as many bills. As it stands, the 
Important matters sift to the top. With annual sessions there would be more tmsh in the 
legislative hopper. A little "think time" betwe"n sessions makes more sense tha n constant 
confusion. As it is, laws barely have a cMnce to get into effect before another legi sla­
~ure goes into session anyway, 

Regular business, professional, farm and working people would have less chance to e 
I ' h h serv . t,s toug enoug to get good people to serve every other year. It isn't a matter of money , 
its a matter of time. With constant work required by annual sessions, only those who 
want to make a career of it would announce. Thus, the legislature would no longer b 
"l'"b hW ea peop e s ranc , e need MORE representatives of taxpayers, wage earners, and 
professional people .• , not less. 

Special sessions can be called under the present constitution whenever they are needed. 
The leg1sla ture is making important improvements in its procedures now--under the present 
constitution. Interim committees now work between sessions. They will have about 200 
bills ready for the 1970 session as soon as it meets, This cuts down the waste of time 
in getting started. Annual sessions would do no better. They might double the waste. 
Budgeting for two years makes more sense than a year-to-year approach anyway,

Davis also asked for examination by a board­
appointed physician, but the board declined. 

On May 13, 1968, the board unanimously 
dismissed Davis' claim. 

"The evidence is not perswosive that plantiff 
(Davis) has the occupational disease of 
pneumoconiosis," the board said in an opinion 
written by A. E. Cornett. 

Davis then appealed to circuit court on the 
grounds that the board acted arbitrarily and 
capriciously in not allowing a board-appointed 
physician to examine him. 

But both Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Conley, 
and now the high court, ruled that the board 
was within the law in declining to appoint 
another doctor. The state Jaw in question says 
the board ''may" make such an appointment . 

During the examination of a fellow doctor, 
questions by the coal company's attorney, Fred 
G. Francis, of Prestonsburg, caused Dr. Fut­
terman to inject this statement into the record: 

"The x ... ay beam can only show up damage 
in the lungs down to a certain point. 

"ll you have collections of dust and scar 
tissue in a man's lungs, which is a qworter of 
the size of the lead in a lead pencil, it will never 
show up on an x ... ay. 

"The whole lung can be peppered with these 
little spots, but the individual spots are too 
small to be seen by the x ... ay. 

"It isn't the size of the spot on the x ... ay that 
is of the greatest importance. It is what the 
aggregate ofthis business is doing to the fellow. 

"Now, unfortWlately, compensation com­
missions, their experience leads them to look at 
x ... ays, and they can see only the spots." 

A doctor whose testimony was introduced by 
the coal company, Dr. Long, stated under 
cross-examination: ''The only way to diagnose 
these things is to get the tissue from the lung 
and examine it in the laboratory." 

Berea Has 94th 
'Mountain Day' 

Berea, Ky .-For the 94th year, Berea College 
dropped everything else in the middle of old 
October and climbed to the pinnacle of Indian 
Fort Mountain. Because it's there. Because it's 
traditional. Because - when the weather's 
fair-classes are called off. 

It all began at 6 am., Oct. 15, when 1,400 
pairs of student ears hear "She'll Be Comin' 
Rnund the Mountain" chiming from the bell 
tower of Phelps • Stokes Chapel. Some 900 
students and 100 faculty and staff members 
assembled about an hour later at the Alumni 
Building and then set out on foot for the Indian 
Fort Theatre, some three miles west of Berea. 

Thence the trail leads upward, over such 
celebrated landmarks as " Fat Man 's Misery" 
and "Devil's Slide," and emerges some 30 
minutes (or considerably more, depending on 
the ascent one chooses and his fitness ) later at 
the East or the West Pinnacle. 

From either vantage point there promises to 
be a spectacular view of the mountains, robed 
in the amber and ochre of October. 

Such old mountain hands as Dr. George Noss, 
retired professor of philosophy and Dr. Willis 
D. Weatherford, Jr., college president, 
traditionally lead small groups of students. 
Newer mountaineers like Dr. John White, 
associate professor of Psychology, and Mr. 
Eugene Startzman, instructor in English, also 
piloted groups on the climb this year. 

Sign-up lists for Mountain Day were posted 
last week by Edward DeRosset, director of the 
Alumni Building, who has planned the 1969 
Mountain Day. 

After the descent the climbers were served 
lunch at the Indian Fort picnic grounds, then 
filed into the Indian Fort Theatre for a 2 p.m. 
presentation of Thornton Wilder's "Our Town." 

The Mountain Day tradition at Berea College 
dates back to 1875 when the faculty voted a 
college-wide excursion to the mountains. That 
year, Mountain Day was held in the spring and 
for several years thereafter it was alternated 
from spring to fall. The "Berea Collefie 
Reporter" of June, 1886, describes a 
memorable Mountain Day in which a brass 
band went early to the West Pinnacle and was 
"discoursing sweet music" as the rest of the 
students clambered up the steep incline. Food 
wagons, said the student newspaper, took their 
baskets of food to a spring halfway between the 
valley and the East Pinnacle, there to wait the 
clitubers. 

In 1879, Silas C. Mason, a professor of 
forestry, went along on Mountain Day, con· 
templated the forested hills and decided on the 
spot that what Berea College needed was its 
own forest, as a teaching-aid for forestry and as 
a source of clear spring water. Berea College's 
6,000-acre forest and the water system of the 
city of Berea are therefore traceable to 
Mountain Day.

Sometimes the spells cast on a neighbor were 
not too severe, such as causing the milk not to 
clabber so the family would be deprived of 
buttermllk and butter, or, worse still, 
preventing the cow from giving milk at milking 
time, even causing firewood to sputter and 
smoke instead of burning. For every spell cast 
by a witch, there was a charm to dispell it. The 
problem was figuring out the charm. 

During the days of Indian Summer and when 
the nights turn cold, during these days of 
Halloween, go to a grandparent, a great­
grandparent or any old person in the family or 
community. Ask them to talk about the days of 
their childhood. Watch their eyes take on a 
sparkle, their faces a glow and their entire 
being a new alertness. Listen to their stories 
while there is yet time. 

In Mrs. Engle's childhood she remembers the 
old one would finally take the Bible from the 
shelf, open it to Deuteronomy and read verses 
10 through 12 and read to the children to explain 
why witchcraft should not be practiced.

SPOKANE, Wash. - The Strategic Air 
Command (SAC) 1969 "World Series of 
Bombing" got under way last week at Fairchild 
AFB, Wash., featuring SAC's top bomber 
crews, and a Floyd county man was a member 
of one of these crews . 

The bomber crews, many already combat 
seasoned in Southeast Asia, are matching their 
flying and bombing skills -without dropping a 
bomb - in SAC's 16th combat competitioc 
Twenty -four SAC bomber crews, flying B - 52 
Stratofortresses and B - 58 Hustlers, plus three 
British Royal Air Force crews flying Vulcans, 
are competing for the coveted Fairchild 
Trophy, individual awards and championship 
title. 

Major Ronnie C. Rice is a navigator on the B-
52 selected to represent the 458th Strategic 
Aerospace Wing at Beale AFB, C'.alif. He is the 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Jake Vaughn, Pres­
tonsburg, Ky. 

Commanders pick their very best crews to 
represent their wing in the competition 
Selection is made after careful screening of 
daily training records, readiness inspections 
and periodic tests. 

During the competition each crew flies two 
round - robin missions of 2,500 miles from 
Fairchild AFB, encompassing high and low 
simulated bombing and pinpoint navigation. 
Missions last about six hours. 

The wing amassing the highest nwnber of 
points in combined bombing and navigation 
will be awarded the Fairchild Trophy. 

Major Rice, who was commissioned in 1956 
through the aviation cadet program, has flown 
902 combat hours in Vietnam. He holds the Air 
Medal and Air Force Commendation Med~.

Conn installed 700 ft. of 5 inch clay tile in a 
pasture field in his bottom. The tile will im· 
prove his pasture production. Conn wishes now 
that he had installed more tile in another 
bottom. 

Charley Akers installed 500 feet of the same 
tile in an effort to catch SE¥>page from the base 
of a hill. The seepage was causing trouble areas 
of marshes .

Henry Pitts Pyramid, has also installed a 
tile system. H~ also bas seepage from a hill that · { 
has been causing trouble with undue wetness. 

R. c. Barnett, of Martin, is in the process of 
completing a spring development. He has built 
a collection box below the spring for the water 
to gather in and has installed an 1¥• inch pipe 
from the bo~ to a 100-gallon galvanized metal 
tank. The livestock will now have fresh clean 
water from which to drink. 

H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., Prestonsburg, 
recently completed a critical area planting. He 
has a raw bank which was an eyesore, so he 
went in with a dozer and sloped the banks. He 
then seeded the banks with fescue and mulched 
it with straw. He also put a heavy application of 
lime and fertilizer on the area. 

These practices were all designed and built 
under the supervision and guidance of the 
USDA Soil Conservation Service and the Floyd 
County Soil Conservation District.
