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Combs Trial 
Term's First 
For Murder 
Trial of Bob Hall 
On Murder Charge 
Reset for Jan. 18 

The Floyd circuit court got down to the 
fuU-scale trial of a murder case Monday 
after one such case had been quickly 
disposed of earlier by the defendant's guilty 
plea, and the continuance of two others. 

The trial under way is that of Reecie B. 
Combs, who is charged with the fatal 
wounding on Rock Fork, Knott county, of 
Claude Conley. The wounded man died at a 
Floyd county hospital, and the court here 
was given jurisdiction, although Combs 
could have been tried in Knott circuit court. 

The trial jury was empanelled Monday 
afternoon, and late in the day hearing of 
testimony began. 

A week earlier, Whirley Hall pleaded 
guilty to voluntary mansalughter in the 
shotgun slaying on Jacks Creek of Guy 
Bates. Judge Hollie Conley will pass sen­
tence on Hall at a later date. 

The scheduled trial of Bob Hall on a 
charge of slaying his father, Edgar H. Hall, 
at Allen did not materialize last Wednesday 
when defense counsel pleaded illness of the 
defendant had prevented adequate 
preparation for trial. The trial was con-
tinued till Jan. 18. . 

Trial of Charlie Jackson, charged with 
the slaying of James Chaffins on Arkansas, 
was continued on motion of the Com­
monwealth.

Award Contract 
On Controversial 
Floyd Highway 

Formal awarding last we~k of a contract 
on construction of three sectors of new US 
23 between Stanville and the Pike-Floyd 
line concluded arrangements for the road­
building, but there remains to be settled a 
$4 million damage suit filed in the long 
controversy over bidding on the route. 

The Kentucky Department of Highways 
and the U. S. Bureau of Public Roads 
concurred in awarding the construction 
contract to Greer Brothers and Young, 
London, Ky., on the firm's bid of 
$9,800,394-only $12,359 less than the 
original bid submitted last June by the J. D. 
Barter Construction Co., Illinois, and 
$304,000 more than Greer Brothers and 
Young asked at the second bidding of the 
projects in August. 

Less than five miles of highway are m­
volved in the overall contract. 

After Barter's original bid was rejected, 
the lllinois firm filed its $4 million suit, 
alleging conspiracy against it. Depositions 
later alleged that Barter or its associate, 
the Mattingly Bridge Co., Louisville, was 
offered a bribe of $300,000.

In its question-and-answer-format 
pamphlet, the surface mining group 
assures one and all that silt and debris are 
kept out of streams by building silt basins 
and check dams before mining is begun, 
thus stopping sediment and debris, and that 
"in those rare instances where acid mine 
water is found to be a problem, regulations 
require that impoundment basins be built 
to prevent the water from being released 
into streams and rivers." 

On the other side of the coin is the 
statement by Mr. Grim when he denied a 
request to surface mine a Breathitt county 
tract near the University of Kentucky, 
Robinson forest. He listed three reasons for 
the denial of permit: 

1. Stripmining in the watershed would 
contaminate the forest and "in effect 
nullify expenditures made by the university 
in the forest during the past 47 years." 

2. "Substantial depositioQ of sediment in 
stream beds, landslides or acid water 
pollution cannot feasibly be prevented." 

3. "The operation will constitute a hazard 
to a public stream and other public 
property.

The break in the case came when a 
juvenile was arrested on a breaking and 
entering charge and narcotics were found 
in his possession. The youth volunteered 
information, admitting that he and another 
youth had taken the drugs found on this 
person from a Salyersville business office 
after they had seen a business man buy 
drugs from Phipps. The juvenile also said 
he had accompanied Phipps on several 
trips to transport drugs mto Magoffin 
county.

The possibility that 
the Magoffin "ring" may be a source of 
narcotics supply to Floyd and other 
counties is being considered.

The revolver held as the slaying weapon 
was exhibited at the hearing, and it was 
shown that it is defective to the extent that 
it cannot be fully cocked, Trial Com­
missioner Glenn Burchett said.

Would Replace 
Old Structure 
Held Defective 
The Floyd County Boar.d of Education 

plans the construction of a 10-room 
classroom building at McDowell next year 
to replace a 40-year-old structure which has 
serious defects in its walls. 

Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark 
said Monday that the board has been told 
by the Safety Division, State Fire Mar­
shal's office, that replacement of the 
building must be done. The board of 
education at its Saturday meeting accepted 
preliminary plans for the structure as 
)repared by its architect, George Lee 
Shannon, and also directed Mr. Shannon to 
proceed with the preparation of final plans. 

Meanwhile, the board has authorized 
Shannon to do whatever is necessary to 
make the present building safe for oc­
cupancy until it can be replaced. Defective 
mortar was listed as a main fault of the old 
building. 

The proposed new build\ng will cost an 
estimated $170,000. Present plans call for 
its completion before the opening of the 
1971-'72 school term. 

The board has asked the State Depart­
ment of Education to do, as quickly as 
possible, another survey of its physical 
facilities. The last such study was made in 
1960. 

"We would hope," Supt. <:;lark said, "that 
the State Department will in making 
suggestions for new construction or 
renovation of old buildings give us a 
priority arrangement, as was done in 1960." 

Another major item of business at 
Saturday's meeting was the authorization 
the purchase of six new 66-passenger school 
buses through the central purchasing 
agency of the State Department of 
EducatiOn.

Now To Have a Fire Department

It takes a fire to demonstr;ate the value of 
a fire department, and, since the town of 
Auxier has had its fire, it will soon have its 
firefighting equipment. 

After the blaze which last January 
destroyed one home and damaged two 
others, community leaders got busy. A lot 
of people got into the act with donations, 
pledges and money raised through benefit 
dinners. The Floyd fiscal court contributed 
$500. 

So it was that Auxier had. enough cash on 
hand Monday to pay for a site for its fire 
department. The lot and an old house on it 
cost $1550. 

There are materials for a. new building to 
be bought, but after that the construction 
work will be done by the Eastern Kentucky 
Concentrated Employment Program (EK­
CEP) as training for a building and trades 
class. The old structure on the lot is being 
razed by Nelson Mainstream workers as a 

communtty improvement project and to 
remove a fire hazard. 

A government surplus truck will be 
available for the fire department, but there 
is equipment to be bought. The need for 
cash remains. 

The Auxier CAP Club plans a two-story 
building, the first floor of concrete block to 
house the fire truck and equipment, the 
second story of frame construction to be 
divided into two apartments and the in­
come from that part of the building to help 
support the department 

The volunteer fire department will serve 
not only Auxier but its surrounding area 
mcluded in the fire district. 

The blaze which gave birth to the fire 
department was the subject of a recent 
circuit court damage suit here. Property­
owners recovered approximately $15,000 
from the Awner Road Gas Company. They 
claimed a gas explosion caused the fire.

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Waste Disposal 
For 5 Counties 
Is Talked Here 

"Everybody wants the t~:ash taken care 
of, but nobody wants it in their backyard," 
Alan Me Ilhaney, Spindl~top Research 
representative, commented here last 
Wendesday, emphasizing the difficulty 
experienced in finding locations for solid 
waste disposal sites. 

Mcllhaney and others conferred at the 
Information Center here on Spindletop's 
study of such a disposal facility to serve 
five Eastern Kentucky counties. Attending 
the meeting were Chet Foster, of Kentucky 
Program Development Office, Rufus J. 
Miller, of the State Health Department, and 
about 25 officials and citizens of the 
counties considered. 

Mcllhaney said the problem is not so 
much technical as it is political and 
financial. There are, he said, 28 possible 
sources of funds to finance such a project 
but none is certain, and there remains the 
problem of getting county judges and 
mayors to cooperate. 

Collection would be the major part of the 
cost involved in such an operation, it was 
pointed out. For instance: 

Spindletop suggests the use of dumpster 
units, these strategically spotted so that 
they could be easily reached and used for 
dumping of refuse by communities. It was 
estimated that 720 of these would be 
required and that their cost per unit would 
range between $260 and $369. To pick up the 
contents of these units six trucks would be 
required, and these would cost about 
$30,000 each. Cost of a bulldozer to be used 
at the central site would range from $20,000, 
if a used machine is bought, to $80,000 for a 
new one. 

The solid waste disposal project is being 
planned to serve Floyd, Pike, Johnson, 
Magoffin and Martin counties. 

The central dump site could be at any one 
of a dozen places Spindletop has in mind­
but that five-county dumping center is 
going to be in somebody's backyard, and 
that may create another problem.

Roaald 
McKenzie, were preaen'*J two cbecka 
totaling $1675, the first disbursement of the 
Rhonda McKelllie fund. 

Rhonda waved ber arms, jumped around 
on my lap Slid made cbildi!b sounds that 
tinkled like tiny bells. She is 16 months old, 
with a shock of dark bair, exquisite bands 
and soft skin. She bas one clubfoot, man­
made slits for eyes and a man-made 
opening for a nose, beneath which is an 
almost perfecUy formed, beautiful mouth. 
Just holding her made you love this amall 
bundle of girl that might some day have a 
face normal enough and lovely enough to 
meet her world. 

Last April 30, in Johns H9pkins Hospital, 
Baltimore, Md., Dr. Milton Edgerton and a 
team of skilled surgeons Performed the · 
first of five operations on Rhonda to begin 
reconstructing facial features. She then 
was nine months old and the youngest 
petient in medical records to undergo such 
surgery and survive. 

"Her age represents something of a 
breakthrough for medicine," said 
Edgerton, pioneering specialist in 
rebuilding facial features for children. 

Mrs. Bonnie Lewis McKenzie, 26, at­
tractive mother of Rhonda and another 
daughter, Robin, who soon will be nine and 
111 excellent student at West Liberty 
elementary school, can be credited for the 
belinning of a long, heart-breaking 
IJI'OP'am that hopefully will provide nonnal 
facial festures for her daughter as well as 
correctional surgery for her feet. 

When Rhonda was born . with severe 
abnormalities, the young mother was not 
content to leave the child as was and shut 
her aw.,- forever from the world.

I was about to despair 
when,glancingdown at a daily paper, I saw 
an article abotit a little girl in Tennessee. I 
read it through. Debbie Fox bad been bora 
witb much the same lack of a fac:e as bad 
Rhonda. I inunediately wrote Mrs. Edward 
Fox, of Soddy, Tenn. and asked fpr names 
of doctors and people who mwht help 
Rhonda., --,:"' 

'Jbat was how the McKenziJ. learned 
about Dr. Edgerton. Arrang~ts were 
made for an examination and the sub­
~~eq~~ent surgery that required more than 10 
hours. Rhonda is one in about 1,800,000 
children to be born without a nose, with 
eyes set so far on the sides of her head that 
lbe could not. possibly fOcus them, with one 
clubfoot and too many toes on her feet. 
Mbsales to control eye movement were 
defective. The surgical team went into the 
skull for bone ll'afts, skin grafts and other 
critical rearranging of tissue and bone 

related to eyes and brain. The grafts 
allowed Rhonda's eyes to be reset in a more 
normal position and also shaped her face. A 
tooth bud was removed near the eye 
location an= !orehead skin, surgeons 
built. .

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A LOOK AT AN OLDTIMER 
At hand is the 1971 Old Farmer's 

Almanac, a publication that is not only 
respected but is somewhat venerable, 
being in its 179th year of interrupted 
publication. It came just as I was finishing 
a cursory perusal of the 1970 edition. (In­
cidentally, that's the way to read an 
almanac. Wait till the end of the year, then 
you can look back and find every miscue 
they made in predicting the weather. H you 
read it at the beginning of the year, and 
lean heavily on its prognostications, you 
could set yourself up for a flock of disap­
pointments.) 

There's a wealth of il)formation and 
entertainment in the OF A-poetry by 
William Cullen Bryant; a portrait of a 
dreamy-eyed young man named Rubens 
Peale, holding the first geranium to bloom 
in the USA (that was in 1801, I learn); "The 
Courtship of Artemis Ward_;" all about the 
Charleston, S. C. earthquake ( 1886); Cape 
Cod recipes, anecdotes, puzzles, 
pleasantries, and so on. 

I was particularly interested in OFA's 
review of its success in predicting the 
weather, the year before. It kept score and 
reported that its Old Abe was 68 per cent 
correct in his weather forecasts for the 
South that year, and was, over all, 62 per 
cent of the time correct. Which, I maintain, 
leaves the U. S. Weather Bureau hanging 
around somewhere back there in the 
vicinity of the post . 

The OF A forecaster, . for example, 
predicted that the first two days of 
December (this year, not last) would be 
clear in our re~ion, and, as I recall, that 
was what you might say right on the nose. 
Especially so when you consider that this 
guess was made some 15 to 18 months 
earlier. 

But I must admit that OF A failed 
miserably in one department. In its 
column, "Best Fishing Days of 1970," it 
listed Dec. 4 as one of the very best. That I 
will not buy. I went fishing. I know. 

But Old Abe may have a perfect alibi. 
Likely as not, he wasn't thinking about 
Dewey Lake when he hauled off and got 
himself out on that limb.

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Physicians of London. In his "spare time," 
Dr. Fletcher has published a book on heart 
disease and has had many papers in British 
heart journals. 

A practising physician .since 1939, the 
genial Irishman has had experiences which 
ranged far beyond the theatre of medicine .

Floyd county's birth rate during the 
fiscal year ending June 30 was more than 
twice that of deaths, vital statistics 
released by the Floyd County Health 
Department in its annual report show. 

The total number of births in the county 
during the year was 628, as compared with 
279 deaths. 

Heart disease continues to be the coun­
ty's biggest killer with 134 victims last 
year. cancer was next with 29. Other death 
causes included pneumonia, 13; accidents, 
12; cerebral hemorrhage, 5; prematurity, 
8; suicide, 4; leukemia, 1; infirmities, 31; 
homicide, 5; diabetes, 4; other causes, 33; 
stillbirths, 12. 

There was not a death from tuberculosis 
in the county during the year.

Local Selective Service boards have been 
instructed to reopen promptly and consider 
for reclassification any registrant who 
requests, in writing, that his current 
deferment be canceled. 

"Our instructions are that a young man 
wishing to drop his deferment should be 
permitted to do so at any time, regardless · 
of whether he continues to meet the con­
ditions for which his deferment was 
granted," Mrs. Martha H. Johnson, 
executive secretary of Local Board No. 166 
here, said. 

"The uncertainty and . anxieties that 
young men of this county who hold high 
numbers in the 1969 'draft lottery' (1944 
through 1950) to their vulnerability to the 
'draft' have lessened by the new in­
structions," she added. 

Should a young man hold a number 
higher than that reached by his local board 
it'is to his advantage to give up his defer­
ment for a 1-A classification. It now ap­
pears that No. 170 will be the highest 
number reached by either of tbe two Local 
Boards. 

Any man who is curren"y classified Ia 
one of the following classes-I.S (Student), 
II-A (occupational, including apprentices), 
II.C (agricultural), II.S (college student), 
or ID-A (paternity or hardsbip )-whotl 
random sequence nwnber has not or will 
not be reached by his own local board, Ia 
eligible to drop his deferment.

WEST LIBERTY, KY.-~t a meeting a 
few eveJJinss aso, I was allowed to bold 
tittle Rhonda McKeuzle, of West Uberty, 
wbile her parenti, Mr. and Mrs. Ronald 
McKenzie, were presented two checks 
totaling $1675, the fJ.rst disbursement of the 
Rhonda McKenzie fund. 

Rhonda waved ber arms, jumped aroWld 
on· my lap and made childish soWids that 
tinkled like tiny bells. Sle is 16 months old, 
with a shock of dark hair, exquisite hands 
and soft skin. 9le has one clubfoot, man­
made slits for eyes and a man-made 
opening for a nose, beneath which is an 
almost perfectly formed, beautiful mouth. 
Just holding her made you love this small 
bundle of girl that might some day have a 
face normal enough and lovely enough to 
meet ber world. 

Last April 30, in Johns Hwkins Hospital, 
Baltimore, Md., Dr. Milton Edgerton and a 
team of skilled surgeons performed the 
fitst of five operations on Rhonda to begin 
reconstructing facial features. Sle then 
was nine months old and the yoWigest 
patient in medical records to Wldergo sucb 
surgery and survive. 

"Her age represents something of a 
breakthrough for medicine," said 
Edgerton, pioneering specialist ia 
rebuilding facial features for children. 

Mrs. Bonnie Lewis McKenzie, 26, a~ 
tractive mother of Rhonda and another 
daugbter, Robin, who soon will be nine and 
an escellent student at West LiberlJ 
elementary school, can be credited for the 
beginning of a long, heart-breakint 
program that hopefully will provide normal 
facial features for her daughter as well u 
correctional surgery for ber feet. 

When Rhonda was born with severe 
abnormalities, the young mother was not 
content to leave the child as was and shut 
her away forever from the world. 

"I had just about given up hope of ever 
being able to help Rhonda," said the 
mother. "I had tried to think of ways-any 
way that would allow her to grow up like 
other children; if not like other children, at 
least more nonnal. I was about to despair 
when, glancing down at a daily paper, I saw 
an article about a little girl in Tennessee. I 
read it through. Debbie Fox had been born 
with much the same lack of a face as had 
Rhonda. I immediately wro~ Mrs. Edward 
Fox, of Soddy, Tenn. and asked for names 
of doctors and people who might help 
Rhonda." 

That was how the Mc~zies learned 
about Dr. Edgerton. Arrangements were 
made for an examination and the sub­
sequent surgery that required more than 10 
hours. Rhonda is one in about 1,800,000 
children to be born without a nose, with 
eyes set so far on the sides of her head that 
she could not possibly focus tbem, with one 
clubfoot and too many toes on her feet. 
Muscles to control eye movement were 
defective. The surgical team went into the 
skull for bone grafts, skin grafts and other 
critical rearranging of tissue and bone 
related to eyes and brain. The gr.Jfts 
allowed Rhonda's eyes to be reset in a more 
normal position and also shaped her face. A 
tooth bud was removed near the eye 
location and using forehead skin, surgeons 
built nose passages. 

Rhonda will return to Jo~ Hopkins for 
surgery scheduled Dec. 1. 

This second surgical effort will build the 
bottom portion of a nose over the opening 
made last April. (Bridge for the nose will be 
done later.) On Dec. 1, surgeons also will 
attach eyelids to Rhonda's eyes so abe can 
open them. 

As I held her, I knew why she tried to 
throw her head back; it was her deter-

- mined effort to get her eyes back ao by 
peering beneath the lidless skin she could 
see what was going on aroWld her in a 
strange room. 

The room was the REA ~uilding in West 
Liberty where officers and advisory board 
of the Rhonda McKenzie fund could review 
progress on a goal of $10,000 needed to help 
finance family expense during the trips to 
Baltimore. Though Dr. Edgerton, Dr. 
Edward Dalton, Dr. David Knox, Dr. 
George Udvarkely, Dr. Ed Laws and Dr. 
Hugh Robinson and their associates per­
formed their work without charge, there 
are many other expenses, including travel 
costs to the parents and days missed from 
work (McKenzie is assistant manager of a 
West Liberty grocery) that have to be 
considered. 

Townspeople, knowing tl)e hardships of 
the next few years for Mr. and Mrs. 
McKenzie, and admiring their courap and 
efforts to help their yo Wig daughter ,got 
together and set up the Rhonda McKenzie 
Fund, west Liberty, Ky. 41~72. They* the 
$10,000 goal and to date $3100 ha4 l»een 
contributed to the fWld, making it ~ble 
to preseat the parents a check to helpEer 
expenses of last April's operation ancl a 
check to help cover expenses of the . 1 
surgery.

FRANKFORT, KY.-W~ter brings the 
windows down and air pollution complaints 
go down along with them. 

According to David Grav(!ly, chief of field 
operations of the Kentucky Air Pollution 
Control Commission (KAPCC), during the 
winter, people close their windows-they 
don't see or smell the pollution. Add to that 
the winter closings of some companies and 
of the asphalt and rock operations, and 
decline in the complaint department 
results. 

Most complaints invol~e visible par­
ticulate dust and smell. However, Gravely 
said the staff has to initiate its own in­
vestigations because much air pollution 
remains colorless, odorless and deadly. 
Hydrogen cyanide from metal treatment is 
one. 

During the past montij, the five in­
vestigators have initiated more in­
vestigations than complaints received. 

Gravely said ignorance is the rnain 
problem in handling complaints. "Unless 
the complainants see it turned off, they will 
complain we haven't done anything. H only 
ten per cent of the pollution shows and that 
part remains to be seen, the complaint 
remains." 

The slowness of the cca-ective process 
also can present problema. Gravely said, 
contrary to popular opinion, do not write 
your congressman. "Complaints should
