Combs Draws
6-Year Term
For Slaying
Heavy Rum Docket

Claims Attention
Of Circuit Court

The murder docket of the Floyd circuit
court was disposed of for the current term
last Wednesday when Reecie J. Combs, of
Knott county, was convicted of voluntary
manslaughter in the slaying on Rock Fork
Creek, near Garrett, of Claude Conley. His
pen term was set at six years.

Two other murder cases have been

continued. Whirley Hall, who entered a plea
of guilty earlier in the term to voluntary

manslaughter for the shotgun slaying of .

Guy Bates on Jack’s Creek, began serving
his eight-year pen term Monday.

Although the more dramatic frials in- '

volving homicide are out of the way for the

term, a full docket remains, and Tuesday |

no less than 18 whiskey cases were slated
for trial. Two more are docketed for
hearing Thursday. Of the 20 defendants,
three are charged with third-offense
violations which could wupen conviction
result in one-to-five-year pen terms.

Two liquor defendants, Deputy Sheriff

Dester Hamilton and Jim Hall, were given
trial in absentia last Wednesday, and each
was fined $100 and sentenced to 30 days in
jail.
- In the Combs murder trial the defendant
pleaded self-defense, claiming Conley fired
on him first. His wife testified a revolver
shot as well as one from a shotgun was
fired.

The wife of the v:ctm testified that
Conley came down the road with a shotgun,
approaching her home, and that she yelled,
“Don’t do that!” when he pointed the gun.
She said he killed the family dog and her
husband. She also said her husbhand got his
revolver out after he was”shot but did not
fire it.

Knott county officers didmt pick up the
revolver and it was not available for the

to those involving rights-of-way for new US
23 through the county. It is estimated that if
all the right-of-way cases come to frial,
three months or more would be required for
their hearing.

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley said at-
torneys on both sides of these road cases
have been asked to notify the court if they
desire quick trial. Only two such requests
have been received.

He said the February term is a civil term,
with no jury, and that it is possible he might
disqualify in some rightof-way cases. In
this event, a special judge would be
designated to hear the cases, leaving him
free to hear other cases.

The land cases involve almost $3 million.
They got into court when landowners
refused amounts offered them by the
Department of Highways, which in turn
entered condemnation proceedings. After
that, a county court-appointed board of
appraisers evaluated the separate tracts.
Holding these appraisals exorbitant, the
Department of Highways appealed to
circuit court, and the trial of each of these
appeals is to be by jury.

State Troopers
In Raids Friday
Make 2 Arrests

State police staged two liquor raids in the
county last Friday, and two men were
arrested and booked at the county jail on
possession charges.

Orville Tom Hall, of Mud Creek, was
booked after State Troopers Gary Rose and
Leeman Bevins had confiscated four cases
of beer.

A third-offense possession charge was
lodged against William Riley Wells, of the
Auxier road, who was raided the same day
by Sgt. Ress and Troopers Bevins and
Phillip A. Tucker. The officers confiscated
only a half-pint of whiskey. This, they said,
was in Wells’ possession when they ap-
proached but was thrown over a nearby
bank, then recovered by the troopers.

Action To Move
From Wwright
Is Challenged

Action taken by the board of directors of
the multi-million-dollar Floyd County
Comprehensive Health Services Program
to relocate its central office could develop
into a court battle, County Judge Henry
Stumbo said here last Friday.

The board at its Dec. 8 meeting voted to
move its central office from Wheelwright to
Martin, seeking, it was said, a more central
location for administration of the coun-
tywide program. In turn, the Martin out-
post is to be moved to Wheelwright, if the
plans of the board are not thwarted.

The proposed changes immediately met
opposition. Gordon Brown, president of the
Mountain Investment Corp., which owns
the town of Wheelwright and the building
leased there to the health program, was
incensed by the board action and is ex-
pected to defend his contract with the fiscal
court which is providing central office
quarters for the program.

Paul R. Gearheart, president of the.
Harold Telphone Company, which serves
Wheelwright, filed a statement pointing out
that his company had spent more than $3000
to install special equipment at the central
office, “‘at the insistence and request” of
the health program. He indicated he will
seek reimbursement if the office is moved.

And the fiscal court, though taking no
official action at its Friday meeting, is
concerned about its role in the matter.
Judge Stumbo and others say the court’s
advertisement for bids on supplying office
space stated that the space was for the
central office of the health program and
that they fear the proposed change to
Martin would be in violation of this ad-
vertisement.

Judge Stumbe recommended to the court
that it take no official action until the return
to his office of County Attorney Barkley J.
Sturgill, who is convalescing after surgery.

Awaiting Action
On Extradition

A former Floyd county man, his daughter
and son-in-law are among those awaiting
extradition hearings after having been
named in murder charges in connection
with the slayings a year ago of Joseph A.
Yablonski, his wife and daughter.

Silous Huddleston, of LaFollette, Tenn.,
formerly a resident of Weekshury, is
awaiting action by Gov. James A. Rhodes,
of Ohio, on his extradition proceedings. His
daughter, Mrs. Annette Gilley, was
scheduled for an extradition hearing
Tuesday, and her husband, Paul Gilley, has
an appeal from extradition pending.

Another, Aubran Martin, also has an
appeal pending. The fifth accused in the
triple slaying, Claude E. Vealey, was the
first to be extradited. He was turned over to
Washington county, Pa. officers last week
after the U. S. 8th District Court of Appeals
at Cleveland had dismissed his appeal.

The five at one time were under $250,000
bond after their indictment by a federal
grand jury at Cleveland. Mr. and Mrs.
Yablonski and their daughter were found
shot to death in their Clarksville, Pa. home.

All the defendants have denied guilt.

Floyd System Begins Program
To Cut School Dropout Rate

Prestonsburg high scheol has joined
MeDowell high, Osborne and Clark
elementary by adding a new ‘‘Special
Needs Program” to its curriculum.

Team-teaching had its beginning in
MeDowell high and last school year special
edueation classes were begun at Clark and
Osborne.

Statistics revealed 264 ninth grade
students entered Prestonsburg high in 1965
and only 168, or 63 per cent, graduated in
1969. Even though the dropout percentage
is about the national average, Superin-
tendent Charles Clark initiated a study
concerning the 96 students who failed to
graduate.

The results indicated that possibly a
special vocational education program, with
emphasis on work-training values, could be
one of the solutions.

With this in mind, Mr. Clark approached
the Vocational Educational Division of the
State Department of Education for per-
mission and funds for a new program of this
nature. Approval for 60 students for the
1970-'71 school year was granted.

Bobby Wells, a 10-year teaching veteran,
was chosen as the instructor, and four
special vocation classes (15 students per
class) were opened to Prestonsburg high
school students who have encountered
previous school problems, had a history of

poor attendance, previous drop-outs or had
formulated a general dislike for school.
The student’s basic instruction deals with
his world of work and not necessarily with
college preparation. Classes are informal,
with no written tests, and each student is
given the opportunity to discuss his other

school activities with the instructor. Credit’

is determined by the individual student’s
attitude toward his vocation work.

To familiarize the student’s work area in
and around Prestonsburg, frequent field
trips are arranged for the classes. They
observe, first hand, what is required of
labor on the job and are given a wide
selection range from which to choose a
vocational opportunity for themselves.

All available occupational information
concerning a wide variety of jobs is
presented to the students for their class
discussions, and each student is assigned
research on his occupational choice for a
six-week period.

The student view workers on the job at
various intervals before fully deciding what
his own personal life vocational might
become.

Students are also enrolled in various
related classes and many of them are
already engaged in after-school work
programs in their chosen fields.

The 1971-72 second year of this program
will concentrate more on the specific
vocational area chosen by the particular
student. For example, a girl who wished to
be employed in a restaurant would also
spend time in business education and home
economics. She would become acquainted
with common business practices and learn
to use machines which would be needed in a
restaurant. In home economics, she would
be trained in manners, grooming,
preparation of food and the service of food.
A portion of each day would be used for
study, guidance and individual counseling.

“Although we are only in the fourth
month of this new, innovative program we
feel we are taking steps in the right
direction to keep all of our young people in
Floyd county in school until they can learn
an acceptable vocation which will lead
them to becoming good wage-earners and
valuable members of our society,” Mr.
Clark said.

Higher Phone Rates
New Year Possibility

The unpleasant possibility exists that
subscribers here and elsewhere in Ken-
tucky of the South Central Bell Telephone
Company may face with the beginning of
the new year a rate increase averaging 15
per cent.

The rate hike can become effective Jan.
1, even though the Public Service Com-
mission does not make a ruling by that date
on the company’s application for the in-
crease, If the higher rates are put into
effect then, the company would be required
to refund customers if its rate request is
later denied.

At the conclusion of testimony in the
case, Harold Kelley, Public Service Com-
mission chairman, said, ‘‘We tried in the
beginning to give them (a decision) by the
end of the year, but I don’t know if we can
by Jan. 1. That’s the day they can put the
rates into effect if we don’t have our ruling
out.”

“T just don’t know how soon the staff can
digest all the things we need out of this
thing, because it’s voluminous,” Kelley
explained.

A telephone company spokesman said
later, ‘‘If there was an undue delay, we
would probably put the rates into effect.
However, up to now, we have been led to
believe the commission was going to make
every effort to meet the Jan. 1 date.”

HUNTINGTON, W. VA.—Fishtrap Lake,
near Pikeville, Ky., was one of the five
winning entries in the chief of Army
Engineers’ 1970 Distinguished Design
Award Program in the engineering
category.

The Huntington, W. Va., Engineer

Fishtrap Dam is the highest dam in
eastern Kentucky. Constructed of native
rock with clay core, it is 195 feet high and
1,100 feet long. It is one of several projects
located in the Big Sandy River basin which
provide flood control, recreation and fish
and wildlife benefits.

N&W Places ‘Rush’ Order
On Martin County Rail Line

The Norfolk and Western Railway
Company has marked its 24-mile spur line
to tap the Martin county coal field, “rush,”
and has moved its original January, 1972
completion date up, it was announced last
week by E. Q. Johnson, the company’s chief
engineer.

The work will cost $22.4 million.

The 24 miles of spur line, originating near
Kermit, W. Va., will serve three large rail
mines, and possibly a fourth, in a million-
acre coalfield, estimated to contain 200
million tons of coal.

The third and final eight-mile section is
scheduled for bidding in 30 days, with
construction to start two weeks later, and
completion in 190 days, Johnson said.

Codell Construction Co., of Winchester,
has been awarded two contracts of ap-
proximately $2 million each for the first two
sections. A tunnel project boring 1,700 feet

through the mountain has been awarded in

a joint contract, to Frederick Engineers, of
Huntington, and the Mountain State Con-
struction Co. of Charleston, W. Va. for $2
million.

Cooper told the
Senate. Acid drainage and erosion from
strip mines were cited as potential
problems.

Under the Senate bill, the corps would
report its findings to Congress within a year
and would make recommendations for
correction of any problems.

Dr. Arnold Schecter, health program
chief, told court members that the lease for
the Wheelwright building mentioned only
that it was to be used for office space and
related purposes. He also said Mountain
Investment Company had failed to comply
with terms of the lease, in that two air-
conditioners have been removed from the
building and that on some days the tem-
perature of the interior of the structure rose
to 90 degrees. He also said the lighting had
not been placed in good condition, and that
breaker-switch manipulation was
necessary to operate some of the lights.

He and Paul Stark, new administrator of
the health program, told the court that the
law firm of Combs and Combs had been
retained and that it had written an opinion
holding that the location change may be
legally made.

In response to the question, “What's
wrong with Wheelwright?” by Magistrate
Eddie Caudill, Mr. Stark replied:

“There is nothing wrong with
Wheelwright as a place, but it is not cen-
trally located. . . A centrally located office
would be in the public interest.”

Dr. Schecter added:

“We have been very happy with the
people of Wheelwright, and it is a beautiful
place. Infact, our new doctor is negotiating
for a house in Wheelwright, to live there,
although his work will be elsewhere.”

It was pointed out that the Wheelwright
building would continue to be used by the
health program as an outpost. Dr. Sehecter
said the action taken by the board was all
within the OEO and Big Sandy CAP
guidelines,

Magistrate Bill Wells said he would have
preferred that the central office remain in
Prestonsburg but that the court was forced
to advertise for the lowest rental on
suitable quarters when Mayor Archer, of
Prestonsburg, refused to join the county in
supplying office space.

A legislative subcommittee has
recommended passage by the 1972 General
Assembly of a law requiring every
policeman investigating a traffic accident
to send a copy to the State Department of
Public Safety.

FRANKFORT, KY.—For the first time in
Kentucky history, the annual output of the
state’s coal mines has passed the $1 billion
mark.

This year’s record production probably
will soar to the neighborhood of $1.25 billion
next year, coal men believe.

Last year Kentucky coal mines produced
108 million tons—60.5 million in Eastern
Kentucky and 47.5 million in Western
Kentucky. The State Department of Mines
and Minerals reported that Muhlenberg
county led in production, with 21.4 million

6.1 million, and Perry, 6 million tons.

The demand for fuel for power and other
purposes has grown steadily in the past
four years. Prior to this trend, the biggest
year for Kentucky coal was 1947, when 88.6
million tons were mined. The market
leveled off for a while, then declined to 64.9
million in 1959.

Mines and Minerals Commissioner H. N.
Kirkpatrick expects 1970 production to
reach or exceed 115 million tons. That total,
at an average price of $9 a ton, means
$1,035,000,000.

Decorate a Tree with Chrismons

For Spiritual Depth via Symbols

By HELEN PRICE STACY

WEST LIBERTY, KY.—Almost
everything about Christmas is something to
be enjoyed. Even the way commercial
enterprises have begun stretching
Christmas to include - Thanksgiving is a
good trend, for if two seasons should go
together they are the season when the birth
of the Christ Child is celebrated and the
season of Thanksgiving.

There are those days, however, when the
burden of it all seems too great. That is the
time to remember what all the rush, push,
pull—even punch—are all about and the
time to make a serious effort to put
spiritual meaning back into our days.

Even Johann Sebastian Bach in 1723
thought it would be impossible for him to do
all that was expected of him just before
Christmas. He had the added burden of
knowing that he was a minority choice as
cantor in Leipzig; only after two favorites
refused the position was it given to him.

Composing original cantatas for each of
the first three days of Christmas was
among his responsibilities during those few
weeks before Christmas, 1723.

He also had to compose original works for
New Year's day and for Epiphany, and a
Magnificat for a vesper.

The works had to be hand-copied for each
part and each musician. Then came endless
practice and rehearsals for choir and or-
chestra so all would not only be acceptable
to the Lutheran Chureh, but would be a
glorious contribution to Christ and
Christmas.

When the proper time came for the
performances, each fell beautifully into
place. . . as can all the hectic and joyful
parts of Christmas today. Bach knew the
Power behind a true Christmas and as he
began to compose any of his works he
placed at the beginning of each the initials
J. J. and on the last page 8. D. G. The first
initials were for Jesus Juva—which
translated meant Jesus help me; the last
for Soli Deo Gloria, meaning to God alone
the glory.

Many of the holiday €ustoms popular
today have come to us from Bach’s native
Germany. But one of the most meaningful
trends in Christmas originated in the
United States...in a Lutheran Church.
This is the custom of decorating a
Christmas tree with Chrismons.

Chrismons are designs symbolic of the
actual reason for the holiday. Last year the
United Methodist Chureh in West Liberty
used nothing but Chrismons on the church
tree. The tree was breathtakingly beautiful
with its many white and gold ornaments,
each handmade and eaeh symbolic.

The Lutheran Church of the Ascension in
Danville, Va. was the originator of
Chrismons and used them first in 1957, The
ok showing the
déSigns and will give péfmission to any
other church to use them

All the Chrismons in the West Liberty
Church were cut from styrofoam, with gold
beading, sequins and ribbon used to em-
bellish each one.

Altogether there are more than 200
designs, some of them intricate and for
adult fingers; but many are simple shapes
that a child could cut, if not from
styrofoam, then why not from cardboard?

A fish design could carry the story of one
of Jesus's miracles when he fed the
multitude; it also could signify the oc-
cupation of many of the Disciples when
they chose to become fishers of men.

A Communion symbol could be made by
attaching gold colored grapes and strands
of gold floss to a styrofoam circle or circle

,cut from a white card; an Apostles Cross

could be fashioned like a plus sign; a cradle
could represent the manger; small animals
could be cut from simply drawn outlines.

The choice of symbols could be endless,
for isn’t all of nature a part of Christmas?
Trees, flowers—all could be cut in plane
shapes then decorated in gold and hung on
the tree.

Lutherans in Virginia used a butterfly to
symbolize the resurrection, daisies to
represent innocence and lily of the valley to
mean man’s humility.

By the time the decorations are planned,
drawn and cut, then placed on a tree for all
to see, each person involved would be much
closer to the spirit of Christmas. What a
wonderful way to tell the Christmas story!

And just as Bach composed to the glory of
God, S0 can a tree be decorated. It might
make all the difference in changing the
season from one of frustration, aggravation
and work to one of joy and gaiety,
merriment and spiritual depth.

In 54th Year at Alice Lloyd,
To Delight 8000 Youngsters

Pippa Passes, Ky.—For the 5th year,
Christmas in Appalachia will be made just
a little bit happier for about 8000 youngsters
because of the Alice Lloyd
“Christmas Pretties” project.

High on the hill overlooking the central
portion of the ALC campus is a building
appropriately called “Star.” Sometimes
referred to as the Santa Claus House, thisis
the headquarters for the annual project.
Each year in September, students and a
few volunteer alumni and friends begin
sorting, wrapping and personally tagging
gifts under the direction of Mrs. William S.
Hayes, wife of the college president.

Friends from New York to California are
partners in the project, supplying
everything from mittens to coloring books.
Individuals who have heard of the project
by one means or another send hand-crafted
items, repaired used toys, and so on. This
year, the Mattel Toy Corp., of Hawthorne,
Calif., and the Merry Manufacturing Co., of
Cincinnati, Ohio, together donated
thousands of toys to the effort. A Califor-
nian who has visited the college arranged
transportation of the Mattel gifts through
the courtesy of Global Van Lines.

Johnson School
Supt. Censored

By Commission

Virgil Porter, of Johnson county, is one of
two Kentucky school superintendents who
have been censured by the Kentucky
Professional Practices Commission (PPC)
for acting in ‘“an wunprofessional and
unethical manner’ in dealing with
colleagues in their school systems.

Rector Jones, of Boone county, is the
other.

The PPC, a 12-member body established
by the General Assembly in 1962, is the self-
policing and self-disciplining body of the
state’s teaching profession.

In separate cases, both Jones and Porter
were found guilty of violating a PPC
regulation requiring that a written
statement listing specific reasons be
provided upon request to educators not
recommended for re-employment.

Neal D, Aulick, a teacher at Boone
County high school, brought the charge
against Jones on June 4. The charge
against Porter was filed on May 27 by
Donald Turner, principal of Flat Gap
elementary school.

The PPC established that both Aulick an¢
Turner sent letters to the superintendents
requesting written reasons after they were
informed their contracts would not be
renewed for the 1970-'71 school year.

Neither Jones nor Porter filed an answer
to the charge with the PPC, although
Porter wrote a letter saying he had
“covered the situation” during an in-
vestigation of the complaint by a com-
mittee of the PPC. Porter’s letter said his
earlier statement “is all the information I
have to offer.”

In its ruling, signed by PPC chairman
Rodney Herrold of Paducah, deputy
superintendent of McCracken county
schools, the PPC stated that Porter's letter
“does lead us to the conclusion that the
respondent harbors a contemptuous at-
titude toward ethical standards in general
and the proceedings of this Commission in
particular.”

It added, “The Star Chamber tactics
employed in the dismissal of Turner
coupled with this contemptuous attitude
require further comment on the gravity of
his (Porter’s) offense. We find that
Superintendent Porter’s conduct, by virtue
of such factors, has degenerated to
unethical behavior of the gravest nature.”

The Commission ruled that both Jones
and Porter “‘shall be censured both before
professional educators and school patrons
of the Commonwealth of Kentucky and that
said censure shall be further issued and
circulated in a manner deemed best to
serve the furtherance of ethical conduct in
the administration of our public schools.”

Copies of both decisions were sent to
State Superintendent of Public Instruction
Wendell Butler and members of the State
Board of Education. :

In an accompanying letter to Butler, PPC
secretary and attorney John J. Slattery,
Jr., said he had been instructed to advise
Butler and the board of ‘“‘the deep cern
of the Commission members over what
appears to be a tendency toward un-
professional conduct in a few school
systems in our state.”

“Several other complaints, similar to
those set out in the enclosed decision, have
been received at the Commission office,”
Slattery wrote. ‘‘The majority are not
pressed beyond the complaint stage;
however, there is a definite pattern in-
dicating that some school administrators,
in dismissal or transfer of the nontenured,
comply with bare legal requirements but
are inclined fo disregard ethical standards
completely.”

Slattery told Butler that ‘‘The Com-
mission would be receptive to suggested
action on its part or to action by you or the
State Board of Education that would help to
curb these practices and preserve the
dignity of the Code of Professional Con-
duct.”

He asked that the issue be presented to
the State Board of Education at its next
meeting.

sSurvey Indicates Strip-Mining

To Be Around a Long Time

Strip mining will be around for a long
time—unless it is outlawed—according to a
resources report issued yesterday by the U.
S. Geological Survey. .

This information was contained in a press
release that did not deal with strip mining
in Eastern Kentucky.

The federal agency estimates that 128
billion tons of strippable coal (coal which
lies less than 150 feet under the surface) is
still untouched in the United States. This is
99 times more than had been stripped
before 1970.

As expected, the most productive coal
area in the country was shown to be the
Nlinois Basin, which includes Western
Kentucky, Illinois and Southern Indiana.

Less widely known is the fact that the
largest concentration of strippable coal is
in the Northern Great Plains region of
Western North Dakota, Eastern Montana
and Northeastern Wyoming. The Illinois
Basin is the second largest coal con-
centration, but the most highly developed.
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Muhlenberg county in Western Kentucky
still ranks as the No. 1 coal producing
county in the nation. Pike county is second.

Some 28 million tons of coal is strip mined
each year in Western Kentucky alone. This
compares with about 10 million tons of coal
annually stripped in the Northern Great
Plains.

Paul Averitt, of the geological survey's
Denver office and author of the coal report,
said the western coal is found in beds up to
200 feet thick. He said one mine in Wyoming
is working a seam of coal 90 feet thick
under only 30 feet of overburden (unusable
dirt and rock).

Kentucky’s coal seams average about
four to five feet thick. Some seams lie near
the surface; others are hundreds of feet
underground.

As the demand{or-energy and the price of
coal increase, eoal mining in the West is
expected to be accelerated, the report said.

There also are indications that the

will become feasible in the near future.
Coal gassification plants and pipelines from
the West would solve the present problem
of the high cost of hauling coal by rail to
distant industrial centers.

Averitt said any new developments in the
West probably would not hurt coal
production in Kenfucky or elsewhere.

Averitt noted that strip mining is
becoming increasingly popular. In 1917 it
accounted for only 1 per cent of U. S. coal
production, But in 1969 it accounted for
34 per cent of production in the 26 coal-
producing states, according to the report.

Since strip mining began, American coal
companies have extracted 4.4 billion tons of
coal by disturbing 2,450 square miles of
land. This area is larger than the state of
Delaware.

Only one-third of the disturbed area has
been classified as revegetated to some
degree.
