Alcoholism Program 
For 5-County Area 
Nears Realization 

A grant request for funds to establish a 
region-wide program for alcoholics has 
been verbally approved for Mountain 
Mental Health Services by the U. S. 
Department of Health, Education, and 
Welfare. 

According to Richard Stai, executive 
director of Mountain Mental Health Ser­
vices, if fully funded the portion of the grant 
from the U. S. Department of Health, 
Education, and Welfare would be $64,886 
for the next year. The program will become 
effective December 1, and will involve the 
recruitment, hiring and training of 10 staff 
members. 

According to T. M. Atkinson, clinical 
coordinator, the basic philosophy of 
treatment in this program is that 
alcoholism is an illness that can be treated 
and those suffering from this condition and 
its consequences should be located and 
provided services. 

Active recruitment has already begun for 
staff members. Special emphasis is being 
placed on locating and hiring alcoholism 
counselors whose offices will be located in 
the counties they serve-Floyd, Pike, 
Johnson, Martin, and Magoffin. Minimwn 
qualifications are an interest in and desire 
to help alcoholics to overcome their 
problems, plus two years of college 
training. Applications may be procured 
from Mountain Mental Health offices 
located in each county seat or from the 
central office at 413 South Lake Drive, 
Prestonsburg. Deadline for applymg is 
November 15. 

Stai said that as much as possible efforts 
will be made to recruit and hire individuals 
from the counties involved.

All Suits Ended 
As Court Order 
Entered Tuesday 

Two years of warring in the courts be­
tween residents of Martin and the Floyd 
County Board of Education over efforts of 
the latter to sell bonds and build a con­
solidated high school at Eastern officially 
ended Tuesday morning with the filing of 
an agreed order dismissing all litigation. 

The dismissal came on the last day 
tremaining for court entanglements to be 
cleared away for the approval of the 
$650,000 bond sale made recently. Franklin 
Hayes, bond counsel, announced that the 
action cleared all barriers to the bond sale. 

Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark 
followed this with an announcement that a 
work order on the new school structure at 
Eastern will be issued immediately to the 
contracting firm of Akers and Akers. 

The big break in the long-standing 
dispute came last week when the Court of 
Appeals denied the Martin group their 
motion for a writ of prohibition to void 
contempt of court action against them 
unless they dismissed their suit in Franklin 
circuit court against the State Board of 
Education, State Supt. Wendell P. Butler 
and the State Department of Education-a 
suit which was dismissed last Wednesday 
by Judge Henry Meigs, of the Franklin 
circuit court. 

The agreed order entered here Tuesday 
was signed by six of the seven Martin 
residents involved in the litigation and their 
attorneys. Eddie Taylor, one of the 
litigants, could not be reached in time to 
beat the no-litigation deadline. Signing the 
order were Everett Akers, F. D. Salisbury, 
Jake Layne, Bill Wells, Clynard Jones and 
J. R. Key and attorneys for them and the 
Board of Education. 

The order provided that the Martin group 
and their attorneys of record "will cease 
and desist in any and all further efforts, in 
court and out of court, collectively, in­
dividually or in cooperation or concert with 
any other persons in any wa31 whatsoever.

Pilot Health Program 
Gets $300~346 Grant 

The Big Sandy Community Action 
Program, Inc., will continue a com­
prehensive health services program for 
approximately 20,000 of 42,000 residents of 
rural Floyd county under terms of a grant 
announced last Wednesday by Donald 
Rwnsfeld, director of the Office of 
Economic Opportunity. 

The grant totals $300,346 which includes 
$211,44.9 in new funds and $88,897 in re­
programmed funds. 

Public health nurses working with teams 
of trained community aides in outposts 
throughout the county provide needed co-

ordination of the existing medical and 
social resources in the county. 

Health services available include 
nutrition and health education, family 
planning, counseling, physical and oc­
cupational therapy, dental care and mental 
health. 

Medical care is provided by private 
practitioners. In-patient care is available 
at three Floyd county hospitals. 

The administering agency is the Floyd 
County Comprehensive Health Services 
Program.

Sturgill said the sale will not affect "local 
operation" of the companies he and Kelly 
owned.

Johnson Man Victim Monday 
As Auto Crashes into Bridge 

The tangled wreckage of auto in which Harold Thomas Preston, 
Johnson countian, died when it smashed into a bridge near Auxier, 
Monday evening. 

A 27-year-<>ld Johnson county man was 
instantly killed shortly before 7 p.m. 
Monday when his auto smashed into the end 
of the bridge spanning Johns Creek on US 
23, near Auxier. 

Body of the victim, Harold Thomas 
Preston, of River, was pinned in the twisted 
wreckage of the car and could not be ex­
tricated until a door of the vehicle was 
pulled from its hinges. Frank Adams, 
whose wrecker was used at the scene, said 
the car was so torn apart that trouble was 

experienced in finding a part of the vehicle 
that would hold the crane-hook. 

Cause of the wreck had not been 
established, Tuesday morning. 

Preston, who was unmarried, was em­
ployed in this county by a metal products 
company. He was a son of Mrs. Hazel 
Mollette Preston, of River, and the late 
Herman Preston. His funeral will be 
conducted today (Thursday) from the 
residence of his mother. 

Supt. Clark had this comment on the new 
turn of events: 

"The needless litigation over a two-year 
period has cost the taxpayers over $225,000 
and this hurts, especially since our housing 
needs are so great at Martin and elsewhere. 
However, we are extremely happy to get 
the go-ahead on the construction of the high 
school. We are mad at no one and have no 
axes to grind. We would urge all Floyd 
countians to unite in our march forward 
toward improved education. Our school" 
system is far from perfect, but im­
provements will come only in relation to 
our willingness to work together despite 
personal differences." 

The legal fight had ranged from circuit 
court here to the Franklin circuit court, the 
Court of Appeals and the Kentucky Water 
Pollution Commission. 

Criminal Session 
Of Court at End; 
No Major Trials 

A criminal court term that had been 
billed as one which would see an unusual 
nwnber of major trials ended last week 
after a month which saw the trial of only a 
limited nwnber of cases as murder trials 
docketed earlier were postponed because 
the defense had not had time to prepare for 
trial.

Strong Oil, Gas Hit 
In Deep Elliott Well 

0. R. (PETE) HOWARD- DIST. 1 

(From The Elliott County News, Sept. 19) 
Monitor Petroleum Corporation of New 

York hit a giant gas flow and a moderate oil 
flow in its deep-test well in eastern Elliott 
county and this week announced it will drill 
two more wells immediately-one in 
eastern Morgan county and the other in 
western Lawrence county. 

The Elliott well-<lrilled to a depth of 
9,600 feet on a farm-{)ut agreement with 
Ashland Oil, Pennzoil and Sun Oil-is 
producing oil estimated at nearly 100 
barrels a day from a pay zone at 7,900 feet, 
and about 50 million cubic feet of gas a day 
from the St. Peter at a depth of 4,600 feet. 

Halliburton Co. fracked five "pay zones" 
in the 9600-foot well the deepest at 7,900 feet 
and highest at 4,600 feet, completing their 
fractures Sept. 6. Since then, Baker Oil 
Tools, Inc. of West Virginia has been 
running comprehensive tests of production 
from the five "pays". 

Baker has about another week's testing 
before completing its comprehensive 
logging of the well. But Bink Strickland, 
Monitor's division enginner, told this 
newspaper Wednesday the well now is 
flo~ about 100 bacr~ls of oil a day and 
ooen flowing about 50 million feet of gas. 
H\it'Ptoduction is frP,m the wer ::pay" a 

7,900 feet, and the big gas flow 1s from the 
St. Peter Strickland said. 

Monitor workers ran tubing in the well 
last week, and oil is now flowing into tanks 
erected near the well. 

In announcing that Monitor would drill 
two more deep wells almost irrunediately, 
Strickland said, "Eastern Kentucky's oil 
and gas has hardly been touched in the 
deeper zones." 

He said Monitor would commence 
drilling its next well in Morgan next month, 
somewhere in the eastern area , near 
Dingus. 

Then by November 1 Monitor will move 
in another rotary rig to drill a deep test in 
western Lawrence county where Monitor 
picked up some 11,400 acres after starting 
the Elliott well. The acreage in majorly on 
Caines Creek and Abb Creek. 

The Morgan county well is one of two 
deep tests which Monitor contracted to drill 
in Eastern Kentucky on its farm-cut plan 
with Ashland, Penn and Sun. The Lawrence 
well will be Monitor's own test well on 
leases it has acquired since moving into 
Kentucky. 

Meanwhile, reports were heard unof­
ficially this week that Ashland Oil planned 
to drill a deep well a few miles southwest of 
the Elliott well and that Pennzoil planned a 
deep well to the northeast. Location of the 
wells have not been announced yet. 

Monitor's deep-test well in Elliott is on 
the Cecil Ison farm at Stevens at the mouth 
of Ison Creek on Little Fork. Drilling was 
started last April, and plenty of time has 
been taken to test all pay zones down to the 
granite. 

The Stevens well apparently is on a sharp 
downthrust of the Cambrian Trough which 
comes south into Eastern Kentucky from

Parathion Use Okayed 
Despite Deaths in South 

LEXINGTON, KY.-The University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture will 
continue to recommend Parathion despite a 
recent report in the New York Times which 
said the chemical insecticide had caused 
several deaths in the South. 

R. A. Scheibner, a UK entomologist, said 
Parathion must be used with extreme care, 
and now that the spraying season is past, 
the greatest need f.or concern is in storage 
of the chemical. 

"All pesticides should be kept in their 
original containers., sealed and kept under 
lock and key," he advised. "It is also im­
portant to keep the material from freezing, 
when it may break open containers and 
contaminate livestock feed. 

The New York Times story said several 
dozen cases of Parathion poisoning had 
been reported in North Carolina this 
summer, and doctors at the Duke 
University Poison Control Center have 
reported in North Carolina this summer, 
and doctors at the Duke University Poison 
Control Center have reported five fatalities 
since late July. 

The highly-toxic chemical has been used 
with increasing frequency since the use of 
DDT and TOE was banned by federal 
regulations . 

Scheibner noted that Parathion can be 
absorbed through the skin and can ac­
cumulate in the human body if farmers are 
exposed repeatedly to the chemical. He 
said the safest way to handle the chemical 
is by wearing waterproof suits, natural 
rubber gloves, goggles, and an approved 
face respirator. 

The antidote for Parathion poisonings is 
atropine sulphate. · 

Kentucky poison control centers are 
located in Ashland, Berea, Bowling Green, 
Fort Thomas, Harlan, Lexington, 
Louisville, Owensboro and Paducah.

Was it indeed worth $300,000, as charged recently, to Kentucky 

road contractors to persuade an Illinois firm not to fight rejection of 

its low bid on three sectors of new US 23 in this county? 

There are a lot of unanswered questions surrounding recent 

developments at Frankfort where depositions given by James C. 

Watson, executive assistant to Governor Nunn, indicate that there 

have been attempts at wheeling and dealing on the part of Kentucky 

contractors. 
The story boils down to this: 
An Illinois contractor, the Barter Construction Co., submitted the 

"low" bid on the Floyd road work . The bid was later rejected as far 

above engineers' estimate of the cost. Then Barter and its associate, 

the Mattingly Bridge Company, of Louisville, filed a $4 million 

damage action against Kentucky contractors and Eugene Goss, who 

at the time was commissioner of highways. This was followed by the 

most recent development-the taking of depositions and talk of 

Harold Kelley, chairman of the Public Service Commission, acting as 

the go-between, allegedly relaying the $300,000 offer to Barter and 

Mattingly Bridge. 
And now, after the state Department of Highwa_ys has given 

preliminary approval to the bid of Greer Brothers and Young, of 

London, Ky., on the same three projects upon their being read­

vertised, the U. S. Bureau of Roads is rejecting these second bids 

and is recommending that the projects be advertised for the third 

time. It is explained that the Bureau of Roads does not feel that there 

is enough competition in the bidding. 
If the competition for the roadbuilding job on its second ad­

vertising wasn't keen enough to meet U. S. standards, why is the 

state of Kentucky satisfied? Is the U. S. Bureau of Roads getting the 

notion, perhaps, that highway construction is something of a "closed 

shop" in Kentucky and that "outside" contractors are being 

discouraged? The Illinois company has accused state contractors of 

collusion in bidding, indicating that the successful bidder on a given 

project is pre-determined by them. 
We favor Kentucky contractors, naturally. We hope they win out in 

all bidding on Kentucky contracts. But we do not subscribe to any 

policy, official or otherwise, that would exclude contractors from 

other states. 
Governor Nunn apparently is being open about this messy matter. 

Former Highway Commissioner Goss has insisted on a lie-detector 

test to corroborate his assertion that he received no money in the 

alleged transaction and was hot a party to any hanky-panky with the 

people's money. 
But what seems to us to be the most forthright and effective an­

swer to the entire matter would be a top-level decision, now, to en­

cou ge bidding on atl tHese highwan from whatever source, from 

wh ver location, and .atod ~~tract-as, for instance-, one 

wo <t let a contract on the building of one's own home-to the 

contractor who asks the least for doing the job.

CLAIMS SAFETY ACT HURTS 
Editor, The Times: 

The recently proposed hike in TV A and 
privately owned electrical rate increases, 
which means approximately 30-50 per cent 
in monthly electrical bills for everyone in 
the country, will cause some of us to have 
second thoughts about hastily contrived 
restrictive legislation on mining and 
pollution. 

The recently enacted federal Mine Safety 
Act was obiviously designed to harass 
small, independent mines and any safety 
feature seems purely coincidental. Take for 
instance, Kentucky, which abounds in 
these small, independent mines, has not 
had a mine explosion in 30 years. The major 
cause of fatalities is roof falls 37 per cent, 
and, secondly, machinery accidents, most 
of these caused by an attempt to comply 
with safety acts-i.e., machinery running 
through ventilation curtains and crushing 
personnel, etc. 

It is quite obivious that a review of this 
act and other restrictive legislation· by 
intelligent mining-oriented personnel could 
result in easing nit-picking restrictions, 
thus lowering our monthly electrical bills 
and allowing our inspectors to concentrate 
on essential safety measures and 
measurably reducing mine fatalities .

Corps of Engineers 
To Drop the Levels 
Of 3 East Ky. Lakes 

The Army Corps of Engineers, Hun­
tington, W. Va., announced this week that 
water levels at Fishtrap, North Fork of 
Pound and Grayson Lakes will be lowered , . . 
by the Army Corps of Engmeers m 
preparation for the annual flood se~son. 

Col. Maurice D. Roush, Hungtmgton 
District Engineer, explained that the 
gradual lowering of the lakes would provide 
additional storage for flood runoff. 

Increased outflow has been initiated at 
Fishtrap and Grayson Dams in order to 
gradually lower the pools. The outflow from 
North Fork of Pound Dam is scheduled to 
increase slightly, beginning October 1. 

Fishtrap Lake will be lowered a total of 32. 
feet, North Fork of Pound 10 feet, and 
Grayson 8 feet . 

The pool levels will be lowered to their 
winter elevation by December 1st. This 
elevation will be maintained, subject to 
operation for flood control , throughout the 
flood season. 

No mention was made of plans to lower 
the level of Dewey Lake.

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Cooper Sees Relief 
From Car Shortage 

Senator John Sherman Cooper stated on 
the floor of the Senate last Friday that some 
relief had been obtained with respect to the 
coal car shortage in Eastern Kentucky. 

In his report, Senator Cooper discussed 
correspondence he had had with the L and 
N railroad in adopting a program similar to 
that of the C and 0 and N and W railways 
for embargoing coal to Eastern ports. 

In reviewing the results of this program 
since its inauguration on August 23, Senator 
Cooper announced that some 400 additional 
coal cars have been released for loading in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

In addition, Senator Cooper commented 
on the need for the Interstate Commerce 
Commission to continue in effect Service 
Order 1043 requiring the return of empty 
coal cars to the owning railroad without 
intervening loading. The Kentucky Senator 
had written the chairman of the ICC on 
September 24, urging that the order be 
continued in effect. Senator Cooper was 
informed by the Interstate Commerce 
Commission on Friday that the Com­
mission had directed that the order be 
continued in effect an additional 90 days. 

Cooper is author of a resolution, co­
sponsored by 14 other Senators, calling on 
the Senate Interior Committee to conduct 
an investigation into the coal shortage and 
into related causes such as the lack of an 
adequate and available number of coal 
cars.

Social Security Serves 
Younger People, Too, 
Dist. Manager Says 
Social security is for younger families 

and workers too , according to Daryl E. 
Ratliff, manager of the Pikeville Social 
Secw-ity district office. 

Ratliff said that a recent sW"vey disclosed 
that approximately 69. per cent of younger 
workers sW"veyed looked on social secW"ity 
primarily as a program for older people, 
and were not aware that they had a cW"rent 
protection under the program too in case of 
their disability or death. 

"It often happens that in the case of the 
death of a younger worker his social 
secW"ity is the most valuable single asset 
that he leaves his family, " Ratliff stated. 
He went on to point out that in case of death, 
sW"vivors benefits for a widow and two 
children range from a minimwn of $96 a 
month to about $434 a month, with an 
average of about $292 per month. "This can 
add up to a lot of money, particulary if the 
children are quite young," Ratliff stated. 
He went on to state that some 3 million 
sw-viving children and widowed mothers 
get social secW"ity each month. 

Ratliff stressed further that if the worker 
becomes disabled :;oqal ~ecW"ity can help 
provide sUpport for both the worker and his 
family, with benefits ranging from a 
minimum of $96 a month to a maximum of 
$434 a month, with an average of about $273 
a month. 

"Some 21h million disabled workers and 
their dependents receive benefits each 
month," Ratliff stated.

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urface minin~ can be done responsibly 
There are many misconceptions about surface mining ... especially as 
it is practiced in the mountains of eastern Kentucky. Our purpose here 
is simply to help you separate fact from fiction. 

Despite claims to the contrary, seams of coal in mountainous terrain 
can be mined responsibly by surface methods. Such seams are, in fact, 
being surface mined right now in eastern Kentucky. Properly. Respon­
sibly. And with prompt and successful reclamation of all areas dis­
turbed in the process. 

As surface-mine operators, we take seriollsly our environmental 
obligations to the people of Kentucky and the nation. We support 
strict adherence to proper surface-mining methods. And we endorse 
rigid enforcement of Kentucky's surface-mining and reclamation law. 

The questions and answers that follow will give you a better under­
standing of the facts surrounding this issue. We hope you will take the 
time to read them. 

Q. Isn't it true that surface mining will eventually ruin the mountains of 
eastern Kentucky, leaving gaping scars and turning the slopes into bare 
and sterile spoilbanks ? 
A. Far from it. Today land disturbed by surface-mining operations in 
eastern Kentucky must be effectively reclaimed under the law. We can, 
however, understand your concern. The public image of surface mining 
is anything but good ... and not entirely undeserved. 

In the past, abuse of land by some operators was fairly common. 
This was particularly true in the early years of surface mining and 
during World War II. In the mountains of Kentucky, such areas are 
called "orphan banks." Unfortunately, these eyesores constitute a 
legacy of abuse that we have inherited. But such irresponsible prac­
tices are no longer permitted. 

Q. Why not? If it happened before, can't it happen again? 
A. Not really. Today the law and regulations of the commonwealth 
carefully spell out reclamation and planting schedules for surface­
mined land. Kentucky, in fact, has one of the strongest reclamation 
laws in the nation. Among other things, regulations under the law limit 
the amount of earth which can be displaced and require that exposed 
coal be covered with earth in a limited time or distance. In addition, 
the disturbed area must be seeded in the next planting season to obtain 
coverage of at least 70 per cent. 

Even prior to the enactment of the law, many responsible operators 
made it a practice always to reclaim surface-mined land ... not be­
cause they were required to do so ... but simply because it was the 
right thing to do. 

Q. What recourse is available should an operator choose to ignore the 
·law? 
A. The pe alties are severe enough to insure that he will not. The law 
gives th rector of the Kentucky Division of Reclamation the power 
to halt all operations whenever the requirements are not being met. In 
addition, the operator faces a mini mum fine of $1,000 a day while the 
violation exists. Compliance is further insured by requiring each oper­
ator to post a bond before work begins in amounts ranging from $100 
to $500 an acre for every acre affected. If the area is not reclaimed 
properly, the bonds are forfeited and the proceeds placed in a special 
fund for reclamation of the area involved. In short, surface mining is 
no longer a "do-as-you-please" industry. 

Q. How is surface mining done in mountainous country ? 
A. In eastern Kentucky, seams of coal appear as outcrops on mountain 
slopes ... like icing in the middle of a layer cake. Most of the coal is 
removed from the interior of the mountain by deep-mining methods. 
However, weak rock formations make it too dangerous to deep mine 
coal near the outcrop. To get at this coal around the edge of the seam, 
a surface cut is made in the hillside. The operation is much like build­
ing a highway on a hillside, except that after the coal is removed, the 
area is graded and planted with vegetation instead of being paved with 
asphalt or concrete. 

I 

Q. Even so, isn't surface mining a destructive and unsightly business? 
A. As practiced today, surface mining is far more constructive than 
destructive. But there's just no getting around the fact that land 
temporarily disturbed by surface mining isn't pretty. Whenever large 
quantities of earth are disturbed, the area is bound to be unsightly for a 
while. This is true whether you are moving earth to build a highway or 
a dam, digging a foundation for a building, or surface mining a seam of 
coal. Too often, however, critics of surface mining dwell solely on this 
part of the operation and ignore the work that has been done in re­
claiming land for worthwhile and productive purposes. Bear in mind, 
too, that reclamation is prompt and all operations are carefully 
controlled. 

Q. Controlled? Isn't the earth just pushed helter-skelter over the side of 
the mountain ? 
A. Every phase of surface mining, from initial cut to final grading and 
seeding is planned and controlled. First, a cut is made along the side of 
the mountain to expose the seam of coal. However, the width of this 
cut or bench is limited by regulation, depending upon the degree of the 
slope. This in turn limits the amount of earth which is displaced. In 
many instances, a "box" cut is made to reduce the amount of spoil 
going over the side. In other words, only the first 
cut is allowed to fall down the slope. The over­
burden from each additional cut is then carefully 
built up on top of this initial layer of displaced 
earth. The result looks like this: 

Q. But what about reclamation? Isn't this just a "hit-or-miss" propo­
sition'! 

A. Definitely not. Reclamation is just as important to responsible oper­
ators as the mining phases of their operations. And they're doing a 
good job of it. It must be remembered, however, that there's no such 
thing as "instant'" reclamation. Successful restoration of mined land 
takes time ... time for seeds to germinate ... for root systems to 
develop ... for vegetation to take hold and thrive. 

Reclamation of mined land in mountainous terrain is a relatively 
new science. But much progress has been made. Hydroseeding tech­
niques are now commonly used to seed and fertilize graded slopes and 
benches. Experiments have been undertaken with state and federal 
conservation agencies to determine the advantages of various seeds and 
legumes for specific reclamation needs: for restoring aesthetic beauty 
to the land ... for stabilizing the soil against erosion ... for quick cover 
while residual grasses and shrubs develop ... for attracting wild game 
and bird life. 

Q. What consideration is given to preventing the haphazard destruction 
of timberland ? 
A. Responsible surface-mine operators see to it that timber in a section 
to be mined is selectively cut and harvested prior to mining the coal. 
And although it is not required by law, many operators also plant new 
trees on the outslopes after the land is reclaimed to provide reforesta­
tion and more effective stabilization of the soil. 

Q. Aren't landslides a common occurrence in areas that have been sur­
face mined? 
A. Landslides are always a possibility in mountainous terrain, whether 
or not land has been surface mined. But today's effective reclamation 
methods have vastly reduced the danger of serious landslides in surface­
mined areas. 

Q. How do you control silt and debris ? Aren't they carried into the 
streams to cause flooding and damage in the hollows? 
A. Prior to beginning an operation, the operator is required to build 
silt basins and check dams to stop sediment and debris from clogging 
the streams. In addition, earthmoving operations are planned to pre­
vent as much as possible any disturbance to the natural watershed of 
the area. Then, after the coal has been mined, the disturbed area is 
graded and the high wall backfilled to a height of four feet above the 
coal seam being worked. Following grading, the area is fertilized and 
seeded with legumes and grasses. 

Q. What are the dangers of acid mine water polluting the streams and 
killing fish and plant life ? 
A. Acid mine water is a problem of mining raw coal in some areas of 
the country, but not in eastern Kentucky where most deposits of coal 
have a low sulfur content. ln those rare instances where acid mine 
water is found to be a problem, regulations require that impoundment 
basins be built to prevent this water from being released into streams 
or nvers. 

Q. Is there any truth to the rumor that the mining industry plans to phase 
out deep-mining operations in eastern Kentucky in favor of surface mining? 
A. None whatever. Underground mining always has been and will con­
tinue to be the principal source of the nation's coal needs. In eastern 
Kentucky, surface mining is employed only as an adjunct to deep 
mining and to recover valuable deposits of coal that could not be 
mined any other way. For a sizeable part, this coal is found in the 
perimeter or outcrop area of previously deep-mined seams. 

Q. If the principal source of coal come,s from deep mines, why surface 
mine at all? Isn't this being a bit greedy? 
A. It might seem so. But most people, once they know the facts, agree 
that it is necessary. Today as never before coal is in critically short 
supply. America's industries depend upon it. So do you. More than 
half of the country's electricity is produced by coal. It is needed in vast 
quantities for making steel. And thousands of byproducts come from 
coal: medicines, chemicals, plastics, nylon, cosmetics. Things you use 
every day. 

At present, there are millions of tons of much-needed coal in eastern 
Kentucky that can be mined only by surface methods. Neither the 
mining industry nor the nation can afford to lose or neglect this valu­
able mineral resource. To obtain this coal we must disturb the land 
temporarily. This is one price we pay for our American standard of 
living. But we don't have to pay the price forever. Today, under the 
law, surface-mined land is always reclaimed ... promptly ... properly 
... responsibly. 

Q. What other benefits result from surface-mining and reclamation ac­
tivities in eastern Kentucky ? 
A. The creation of readily accessible and usable flat land in moun­
tainous areas is one of the prime benefits that surface mining has to offer. 
Mined land that has been properly reclaimed can be used for many 
worthwhile purposes: home sites, industrial sites, cattle grazing, solid 
waste disposal, game preserves, and recreation and tourist areas. 

Still another benefit is increased employment in an area where jobs 
are scarce. In the counties of eastern Kentucky, the surface-mining 
industry has provided thousands of men with good paying jobs ... jobs 
that otherwise would not be available ... that contribute to the support 
of many additional thousands ... that help stem the flow of our young 
people to the mills and plants of the big cities.
