" Stirs Health Services Ruckus

Schecter Seeks

Stop Referrals

Changes proposed by its director, Dr.
Arnold Schecter, for operation of the multi-
million-dollar Floyd County Com
prehensive Health Services Program has
precipitated a battle, the echoes of which
are being heard more clearly in
Washington than here in Floyd county.

The fighting has been kept quiet, for the
most part, here at home. Not much has
been said for public consumption. But it
isn’t news to OEO in Washington, or
Congressman Carl D. Perkins and others.

Comprehensive Health’s own board is
divided on the subject, but the main con-
tention is between Schecter and members
of the county medical and dental societies.

The friction arose over Dr. Schecter’s
proposal to recruit doctors and dentists—he
says the program needs a dozen of the first
and half as many of the latter-and add
pharmacists, laboratory and X-ray
technicians and other specialists to the
staff, bring the program under one roof and
conceivably add other counties to the
overall health effort.

Dr. Schecter says he wants the
program’s outposts to be ‘“‘more than
taxicab stations,” that the program as a
mere referral system is inadequate and
fails to meet the needs of those whom it is
intended to help.

“If we don't change,” he says, ‘‘we’re
going out of business.” He explained that
unless changes are made to conform with

'OEO guidelines, the program cannot be

expected to extend beyond the five years

for which it was originally planned. The

expiration date would be a year and five

Vietnam Veteran
Seriously Shot,
Kin Suspected

The shooting and woungding Jan. 11 at
Teaberry of Jink Johnson, 29-year-old
soldier home on furlough after service in
Vietnam, has been investigated by state
police, but no probe of the case has been
made at the county level and nobody has
been arrested.

Johnson, who was wounded in the side

and lower abdomen by a .38-calibre
revolver bullet, was described Monday as
being in “fair’’ condition at Our Lady of the
Way Hospital, Martin.

He was
told that the shooting occurred at the home
of the brother while Jink Johnson allegedly
was attempting to force his way into the
house. The shot which struck Johnson
apparently was fired through the door.

The separate petitions claim that the
company has commitments for coal which
it will be unable to fill, unless the workers
are enjoined against continuing the strike
and from future strikes in violation of the
no-strike clause in the wage agreement. It
also contends that a continued work-
stoppage will lose the company contracts
for coal.

Both local unions, the plaintiff alleges,
are in violation of the wage agreement,
since no grievance existed nor was any
called to the attention of the company.

In a suit filed Tuesday, Sadie and Noah
Martin, of Mud Creek, seek to recover from
the H. B. Ranier Construction Company
and the Big Sandy Water Company
damages totalling $31,000, Plaintiffs allege
that Ranier Construction while laying a
water line through the farm of Kennis
Tackett damaged a pipeline which con-
veyed a free gas supply to their home and
store. They also claim that the attempt to
repair the gas line permitted an improper
volume of gas into plaintiffs’ stove,
resulting in an explosion and damage to
their home. Damage also was claimed to
the Martins’ farm at Galveston as an
alleged result of improper drainage after
work on the water line.

Damages asked were divided into $10,000
decrease in value of plaintiffs’ farms,
$16,000 for future expense and in-
convenience and $5000 punitive damages.

Robert (Bob) Hall will serve a maximum
of eight 'years in the state reformatory for
the slayings last Jan. 12 of his father, Edgar
H. Hall, and his _step-mother, Mrs. Willa
Dean Hall.

The Banner man, a part-owner of the Hall

‘Conerete Products Co., of Allen, last week

entered a plea of guilty to manslaughter in
the slaying of his father and was sentenced
to eight years in the reformatory.

The term was based on the result of the
earlier trial of Hall for the slaying of his
step-mother, which ended in his conviction
and sentencing to an eight-year term. The
two terms run concurrently. The trial
result had been appealed but the appeal
now will not be continued and Hall will
begin serving his sentence this week,
perhaps Friday.

Grover Craft entered a plea of guilty,
Monday of last week, to a charge of
breaking and entering a meterhouse and
was given a one-year pen term. After
pleading guilty to a charge of carrying a
concealed deadly weapon, Edward Lee
Jones was fined $50. James McKinney was
held guilty by a jury of liquor possession for
the purpose of sale and was sentenced to
jail 60 days and fined $50.

Sixteen child desertion cases were
dismissed. Of these, 14 of the defendants
are out of the state and not under bond.
Their cases are subject to being
redocketed.

The malicious shooting and wounding
case of Kenzie Tuttle was continued to Jan.

Hall has two brothers, Robert, in
Columbus, 0., and Sam Hall, Jr., of Rich-
mond, Indiana. He was a son of Sam Hall
and was an Army veteran.

Here Embraces
Culture, Poor

The complex problems of poverty and the
qualities of the Appalachian culture are
objects of study at a workshop which began
here Jan. 5 at the Appalachian Ecumenical
Center, to continue through Jan. 25.

The workshop also has the aim of
promoting an exchange between members
of differing social backgrounds.

The workshop, it is explained, is based
upon two basic convictions: 1. that the issue
of poverty is of consequence, not only to the
poor, or to Appalachians, but is of the
highest import for all economic levels and
all parts of America; 2. that professionals
working in the field along with spokesmen
for the poor, middle-class and rich have a
significant contribution to make to the
intellectual community eoncerning poverty
and its implications.

Participants in the program are nine
students from St. John's and St. Benedicts
University in Minnesota. The students’
schedule includes:

A day at Alice Lloyd College, with Miss
Ruth Ann Schweyer, coordinator of
religious activities; William Cohen, poet-in-
residence; Mrs. Delores Cohen, instructor
in Appalachian dance and music, and J. R.
Hirsch, Public Relations Department; and
a day at Lees College with Michael
Smathers, assistant professor of sociology.

Scheduled lectures are by James Klein,
director of the Day Care Center, Mountain
Mental Health Services; Rev. Jack Weller,
author of ‘‘Yesterday's People,” and

System Sought
For Same Area
In Water Dist.

A sewer system and sewage disposal
plant to serve the same area of the county

“into which the Beaver-Elkhorn Water

District will lay 82 miles of water mains
within the next 18 months is envisioned in
an application for federal funds filed Jan.
10, J. C. Wells, of Estill, leader in the huge
improvement program, said last week.

Mr. Wells said the application is for a
$3,060,000 Economic Development Ad-
ministration (EDA) grant and a loan of
$765,000 from FHA.

Wells said sewage disposal, long needed,
becomes more essential than ever with the
extension of water service into the Right
and Left Beaver Creek sections. Com-
pletion of the water system, he said, will
add to water pollution, which already is
high, unless a sewer system is provided.

Work on the $2-million-plus water system
has been delayed because of easement
problems, but these have been pretty well
settled and the laying of the 12-inch mains
may begin within the next two weeks.

Right-of-way problems forced a con-
demnation action for a site at Allen of the
water preparation plant. Cooperation of the
Department of Highways and the C. and O.
Railway Company have been assured,
affording right-of-way for water mains
where private landowners balked, it was
said.

The C. F. W. Construction Co., Fayet-
teville, Tenn., low bidder on the water
mains, has sublet this work to the B and B
Construction Co., Prestonshurg. The bid on

Commission Seeking

Names of War Dead

Development of a War Memorial area at
Archer Park here has advanced to the point
that work may be begun soon on the bronze
plague bearing the names of Floyd county’s
war dead, and for this phase of the
memorial the Prestonsburg Park Com-
mission this week asked contributions.

It was explained that none of the
recreation development funds made
available through federal grant, on a
matching basis, may not be used for this
purpose, inasmuch as a permanent
memorial plaque does not fall within the
purview of recreation. The Park Com-
mission hopes to complete the War
Memorial, including the permanent record
of the county’s war dead, this summer, but
the plague depends upon the interest of
residents of the county in such an un-
dertaking.

The Park Commission has contacted the
War Department for the list of the dead in
World Wars I and II, the Korean Conflict
and Vietnam but, fearing the list provided
is not complete, is publishing the War
Department’s list elsewhere in The Times
and is asking relatives of servicemen who
lost their lives in these wars to report their
names to the board if they are omitted from

the published list. :

The War Department list includes 20 who
died in World War I, 130 in World War II, 256
in Korea and 11 in Vietnam.

The federal recreation grant, made on a
matching basis, may be applied to land-
scaping, ball parks and work allied with
recreation.

The memorial, of which the plaque
bearing the names of war dead will be a
part, includes development of a table-like
elevation of approximately in acre in area,
Dominating almost the entire 32-area park
scene, it will have a stadium from which
action on three ball fields may be viewed, a
fountain and floral plot.

The entire memorial area will be en-
circled by flags of the 50 states, and the U.
S. flag.

Much of the work on the memorial has
been completed by D. H. Holbrook Con-
struction Co., contractor. Grading is
practically complete, the brick wall which
will support the war-dead plaque and be a
part of the stadium has been completed,
and flagpoles have arrived. The Park
Commission expects the entire project to be
completed next summer, if cost of the
plaque is subscribed.

One man, who had caught a whiff of the
magic potion she carried, explained that no
decent germ with an iota of self-respect
would dare tackle such counter-pestilence.

Another, who was not renowned for
veracity, said he found two polecats 50
yards downwind from the lady and they
paid him no heed as he approached-were
too busy, each holding the other’s nose, to
pass the time of day.

ODOR GAUGE NOT RELIABLE

And now, to bring matters up-to-date, we
record the fact that the Kentucky Air
Pollution Control Commission has gone and
got itself a Scentometer—why, I cannet with
any degree of satisfaction to myself or
anybody else say. The gadget merely
regulates the amount of odorous air to be
smelled. If one part of air with an odor is
added to seven parts of pure air and it still
stinks, that’s too much to be within the
limits set by the Commission.

The main weakness of the Scentometer, it
seems, is, its measurement of odor still
relies on the operator’s opinion and sense of
smell. And if the pperator has a cold, he is
advised to hang the Scentometer over the
nearest fence-post and go home, take
plenty of bed-rest and consume copious
amounts of liquids.

Before you apply the Scentometer to this
column, I will ask if you heard of the
fellow’s explanation of how-come he got
himself arrested and was an overnight
guest of the county.

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months, hence. But, he claims, “If a good
job could be programmed, the program
could come under Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW) and be a permanent fix-
ture.”

Opponents of Schecter’s plan say it is
impractical and wasteful of the taxpayer’s
money and that the recruiting of doctors
and others into the county would make it
impossible to attract professional people to
private practice here in the face of such
competition.

Dr. George P. Archer, one of those most
outspoken against Schecter’s plan, pointed
out that already a dentist who is paid with
public funds has been placed by the health
program at Wheelwright, making survival
in his profession impossible for the private
practitioner who had located there.

‘“These pegple they would bring into the
county,” he said, “‘would stay just long
enough to discourage the young doctors
who are coming out of school and want to
come back to this county. They would go
elsewhere. And that is just what we have
been doing, all along-sending our people
elsewhere.”

The competition program-financed
pharmacies would create for pharmacies
already established under private
ownership also is under fire. And, say op-
ponents of the Schecter plan, any medical
specialists and others brought into the
county would be without facilities.

One viewer wondered:

“Is the health program having growing
pains, or is it in its death throes?”

The program is financially pressed, just
now. It was “‘supposed’ to get funds for the
period, November through January, but the
work proposal submitted was turned down
on what Dr. Schecter termed a technicality,
Now, he says, there is a danger of having to
suspend operations, though private interim
financing in the amount of $180,000 is
possible.

To get the program’s fipances squared
away, the board of the Comprehensive
Health Services Program met Monday
evening at May Lodge with the Big Sandy
Community Action Program (Big Sandy
CAP), hoping to get its proposal for the
nine-month period, Nov. 1, 1970 to July 1,
1971 approved.

Dr. Schecter said he found objectionable
a provision written into the working
arrangement with Big Sandy CAP. This
provided that all policy and hiring by the
health program must be reviewed by Big
Sandy CAP.

Dr. Schecter claims that all com-
prehensive health programs in the country,
with the exception of one or two, already
are operating under a plan similar to that
proposed for him for the Floyd county
program.

Main Pollution Problems

To Be Handled Regionally

The state’s main air pollution problems—
transportation, fuel combustion and in-
dustrial processes—will be handled on a
regional basis as a result of a new federal
law, according to Prof. Orville Stewart,
chairman of the Kentucky Air Pollution
Control Commission.

Addressing a meeting of the League of
Women Voters in Louisville, Stewart said
under the new edition of the Clean Air Act
the state’s 40,000 square miles may be
covered with eight or nine air quality
regions. Five regions—Paducah-Cairo;
Henderson-Evansville; Louisville; Cin-
cinnati, and Ashland-Huntington—have
already been established.

He explained that the federal govern-
ment rather than state and local agencies
control automobile emissions standards.
“States may play only a monitoring and
enforcement role,”” Stewart added.
California, the leader in automotive
pollution control, may set its own stan-

According to Stewart, the KAPCC’s
eleven regulations adequately cover fuel
combustion and industrial processes at this
time.

Farm Crops’ Value
Declines in State

Southern leaf blight, which ruined some
35 per cent of Kentucky’s corn crop this
year, was the main cause of a $23 million
drop in the state’s total farm crop value
according to recent projections from the
Kentucky Crop and Livestock Reporting
Service.

The projected value of tobacco, including
dark types grown in Western Kentucky,
was off about $9 million, or 3 per cent under
last year, because of less production.
Average prices, however, rose a little more
than two cents per pound—70.2 cents for
1970, compared with 68 cents for 1969,

. The value of corn for grain, not including
silage, dropped more than $24 million.

Soybeans offset some of the losses to corn
and tobacco by increasing in value to over
$42 million, $11 million over 1969.

Processed vegetables more than doubled
in value to $2.5 million.

The Department of Economic Security
has agreed with a private agency in Jef-
ferson Co. to plan day-care services for
disadvantaged children of low-income
families.

“taking it easy’’ seems to have no place in
her future.

1970, State’s Best

Investment Year

Commerces Commissioner Paul W.
Grubbs last week called 1970 Kentucky's
best year in history in terms of private
industrial investment.

He said new industries in Kentucky this
year will invest more than $504 million into
the state's economy.

Grubbs termed it significant that nearly
87 per cent of the total is private taxable
investment—that is, not financed by the
tax-free revenue bonds which were used
heavily in the mid-1960s.

A total of 72 new industries were an-
nounced this year, providing 6556 new jobs
for Kentuckians, while major expansions
by 92 existing industries will add an ad-
ditional 3061 jobs.

A regular meeting of the Floyd County
Council for Retarded Children was held
January 12 in the lunchroom of the Martin
school. The president, Rev. Lawrence
Baldridge, of Alice Lloyd College, an-
nounced to the members that the Council
has received its membership from the
National Association for Retarded
Children. The Council is also a member of
the Kentucky Association for Retarded
Children,

The guest speaker was Ray Van Horn,
co-ordinator for the Regional Mountain
Mental Health and Retardation
Association. Mr. Van Horn came to the
county from Louisville and has had a wide
experience in regular as well as special
education for exceptional children. He also
has been the director of a sheltered
workshop. Mr. Van Horn’s remarks were
directed towards acquainting council
members with what a comprehensive
program for the retarded is. He presented
10 guidelines for implementing such a
program, Though quite idealistic, each
comprehensive retardation program
should strive to meet these guidelines, Mr.
Van Horn said. It would be difficult, he
added, to select the most important goal,
but one that is most vital and attainable is
the need for the retardate to be accepted by
the community in which he lives to the
extent that he be allowed to participate in
the affairs of the community.

More program meeting will be planned
for the Floyd County Council in the future,
and advance notices will be sent out. All
members are urged to attend these
meetings and become an active part in this
program.

Perry County Ghost Town
Showing Signs of Revival

By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD

HAZARD, KY.—About four miles south
of here, where KY 15 crosses the North
Fork River, sits the once-thriving coal
camp of Glomawr,

Some 30 years ago this little mountain
metropolis, whose genesis was occasioned
by coal, mushroomed into full develop-
ment. According to the 1940 census, it
boasted a population of 1,000 persons, with
all enjoying the blessings that came with
full employment and prosperity.

But, as in the case of so many other en-
tities whose destinies have been tied to a
nonrenewable resource subjected to ex-
ploitation, the rich veins of coal played out.
Then in direct proportion to the speed of its
earlier growth, the town sank into
deterioration and decay. Economic gloom
settled down like smog over the little
community and the population swiftly
faded away. Where once there had been
several hundred families, only about 50
remained to maintain watch over the dying
town.

But about two years ago in the spring of
1968, sparked into action by the University
of Kentucky’s Appalachian Community
Impact Project, the remaining families
decided to do something about the
situation.

William R. Bridges, acting as a resource
person, the people organized themselves
into a working group which they called the
Glomawr Community Development
Association.

Through this organization, the people
first identified their most pressing needs
and then devised means for meeting those
needs. The road back has been difficult and
fraught with disappointments, but there
has been progress and important gains.

They have regained a significant
measure of self-respect and much con-
fidence in their own ability. They have
improved the road into the community,
expanded the water system until now more
than half the families have city water,
graded down a lot for a community
playground, renovated and added to the
lunchroom equipment of their school,
organized a very active Parent-Teacher
Association, and encouraged and made it
possible for several residents to attend and
take part in adult education classes and
senior citizen programs.

In addition, this development group, now
headed by Carl Smith, has organized
homemaker clubs, home garden projects,
and set up a youth group to promote inter-
community sports.

Considerable attention has been given to
community clean-up activities and 29 of the
50 families have completed home im-
provement projects.

All these programs and projects have
required something more than just group
and individual effort and work. Some
money was necessary, and here again they
looked to their own resources and initiative.
Through shooting matches, community
carnivals, box suppers, food sales, and
other traditional money-raising events,
they raised substantial amounts of funds so
desperately needed.

Of course all this effort has not brought in
new industry and no factory wheels are
spinning as a result. But one thing is cer-
tain: Glomawr has become a much more
pleasant and attractive community. And
that isn’t all.
