The trial of Sheriff Frank Leslie in the
Martin circuit court at Inez was delayed
at least one day Monday when a principal
witness failed to appear and could not
readily be found, but hearing of
testimony began Tuesday morning,

Sheriff Leslie is under indictment here,
charged with accepting a bribe to neglect
his duties and with malfeasance but the
trial was shifted to Martin county on a
change of venue motion.

The missing witness is Grace
Branham, of Wheelwright, wife of Roy
Branham. A bench warrant for Mrs.
Branham’s arrest was issued and her
bond was set at $10,000. State policy
began the search for her, Monday. It was
not learned if she has been located.

A jury was empanneled Monday for the
trial. Hearing of testimony was post-
poned till 9 a.m. Tuesday.

A. Dale Bryant, of Jackson, was named
special prosecutor in the case because
Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J.
Stumbo is a witness.

An Explanation and Apology

The Floyd County Times and eight other newspapers regularly printed
here have been hit by what appears to be a nationwide newsprint short-
age, and they face a situation which, they have been told, ‘‘will get worse

A trailer load of newsprint scheduled for delivery on July 26 has not yet
arrived. The mill explains that it is running from 10 days to two weeks
behind on orders. As a consequence, the printing plant here was down to
its last roll of newsprint last week, and publication became possible only
through the kind cooperation of James Norris, of the Ashland Daily In-
dependent, who loaned us 10 rolls of newsprint. " o

This week, the same situation prevails. The ordered newsprint has not
arrived, and again we go borrowing.

We burden readers with our troubles, to explain that until the paper
shortage is past this and other newspapers published here will of
necessity restrict the number of pages in each edition. That means that
we often will not be able to print as many photographs as usual and that
the news content of the papers will be limited. This will be necessary in

Our readers can be helpful by being patient with us while we endure a
situation about which we apparently can do nothing.

School Heating Bids
Run Above Estimate

A $45,000 Prestonsburg school im-
provement project was assured by action
of the Floyd County Board of Education
Saturday, but a larger undertaking may
depend upon the ability of Superin-
tendent Charles Clark and an engineer to
reduce its cost.

The low bid on conversion of Prestons-

oburg.  High = School’s heafing system

from coal to natural gas was $138,880. The
estimate on the cost of the job was
$89,000, and the bid was accepted only on
condition that the superintendent and
Jack Anderson, Lexington engineer,
could by eliminating one or more
alternates reduce the total cost to
$100,000.

The $45,000 bid of Tom Oak McGuire
on construction of an off-street loading
area for the elementary school here had
earlier been accepted by the superin-
tendent on board authorization, and the
contract for the work was approved.

Because of the loss of anticipated Title
I funds, 21 teachers earlier employed
under this program were transferred to
Minimum Foundation posts in the
schools.

Effort To Form
Workable Plan
Ready To Begin

A new attempt at reviving the long-
dormant Floyd County Comprehensive
Health Program was begun this week as
preliminary work was being done toward
formulating a workable program.

The planning work begins after a wait
of a year, during which time a federal
appropriation of $104,000 awaited use for
that purpose.

Named administrator of Floyd County
Comprehensive Care, Inc., to lead the
planning for future health services to the
disadvantaged was Quentin D. Allen, of
Park Hills, Ky., a native of Prestons-
burg. His employment was recom-
mended by the county Comprehensive
Health Board headed by Dr. W. P.
Mcllwain, State Department of Health
chief, and was approved by the U. S.
Office of Health Affairs.

The health program, undertaken as a
pilot project, ground to a halt months ago
in a welter of contention and misun-
derstanding.

The new administrator, who is a
graduate of Prestonsburg High School,
received the A. B. degree from the
University of Kentucky, and last month
the Master of Science degree in health
organization and administration from
the University of Cincinnati. He is a
former staff member of the Ohio Valley
Regional Medical Program, Lexington,
and more recently was alcoholism
coordinator for the Hamilton County (0.)
Mental Health-Mental Retardation
Council.

A meeting of the Comprehensive
Health board will be held here Thursday
evening. Members of the board, in ad-
dition to Dr. Mcllwain are County Judge
Henry Stumbo; Rev. Milford Adkins, of
Grethel: Frank Smith, Weeksbury; Alex

It is not the unpardonable sin according to the New Testament but it is the one I
have the most difficulty in forgiving. This is to be manipulated as a thing instead
of being treated as a person. Almost everything I see and hear leaves the im-
pression 1 am (he target of someone’s plan to use me for their advantage and not
mine. What makes it more reprehensible is that the approach usually is under the
guise of doing me a favor,
Such treatment is not only an insult to one’s personhood but it's downright
irritating. On a recent afternoon I was busily and happily engaged in preparing a
garden spot for planting. It was some distance from the house on land provided
by a friend who owns it. Christine shouted from the back door that there was a
telephone call and I trudged the distance and took off my dirty shoes before
coming in to pick up the receiver. A sweet but practiced voice informed me I was
lucky enough to be chosen for a fantastic opportunity to secure valuable real
eslate and thal a company representative just happened to be scheduled to be in
my vicinity that night. It was difficult for me to be courteous in declining.
A few days later the mail carrier left a fat first class letter in our mail box and a
note that T owed him 8 cents extra postage due on the letter. Who would think so
much of me? It was an insurance company reminding me of the bargain policy
surely wanted before the official passing of my next birthday. Think of it! Paying
o be solicited as an insurance customer.
I've had it! 1 have been full for some time and now I am running over with
reseniment. I'm lired of being approached as if someone wants to do me a favor
only to learn I am about to be used for the advantage of the one making the pitch.
To the advertizer I am a potential customer, to the fund raiser a contributor and
tothe government a tax payer.

To be manipulated as a thing rather than respected as a person is bad
anywhere but it is especially out of place in the realm of religion and church. Yet
this approach is always tempting to those obsessed with the success mania.
Some cvangelistic invitations put an insurance salesman to shame when it comes
lo pressure. One can but wonder whether the evangelist is as concerned for the
welfare of the prospect as for his own record. Too many church programs ap-
‘proach people as things to be manipulated for the sake of a successful church
rather than as persons to be served for their sake.
God chose o make us persons and He treats us as persons and not things. We
are responsible to be persons and to treat each other in this way.

Any person in-
terested in operating a Community
Television Cable System in Floyd
County, Kentucky and who otherwise
qualifies may examine the list of areas
upon which bids are to be received in the
County Judge’s Office.

The Fiscal Court has a right to reject
any and all bids and will be the sole
Judge as to who is the highest and best
bidder.

The Franchise to be awarded herein
shall give the purchaser exclusive right
to construct maintain and operate
television towers, cables and other
equipment necessary in operating a
Community Television System, but no
owner of a Franchise shall extend its
lines into another Franchise Area or
serve customers in such area.

The successful bidder or
operator of a Cable System will comply
with the regulations of the Federal
Communication Commission and should
such operator or owner of a system cease
to operate such system for a period of six
(6) months such Franchise will be
considered to be abandoned and may be
sold to another.

Whooping Cough
Fight Planned

With one case of whooping cough
already reported in the Wheelwright
area, the Floyd County Health Depart-
ment announced coming immunization
clinics.

First of these outpost clinics conducted
by health department nurses will be at
the Wayland Methodist Church next
Monday, and the second will be held at
Ethel Osborne’s Store, Bypro, the
following Monday, Aug. 20. Hours at both
clinics will be from 10a.m. till 2p.m.

The whooping cough vaccine is the
third of the three so-called ‘‘baby shots”
(the others immunizing against
diphtheria and tetanus) which should
begin at two months of age. Several in-
jections of the vaccine are necessary for
full protection. Four doses are recom-
mended during the first 18 months of life.
A booster dose is given shortly before
school entry.

Whooping cough immunization is not
recommended after the age of six years;
so, all children should have their im-
munizations completed before they start
school.

The health department emphasized the
point that all parents should see that
their children receive these shots from
their private physicians or from the
county health department. Immunization
shots are offered, free of charge, at the
health department and at the five outpost
clinics held by the public health nurses in
the county. The time and locations of
these outpost clinics are advertised
weekly on local radio stations.

Whooping cough cases have decreased
steadily over the last 23 years, but the
disease is still a national public health
problem because of its high mortality
among infants.

In addition to being social service
supervisor, Mrs. Horn serves as
president of the Floyd County Mental
Health-Mental Retardation Association
and is active in other community
projects.

Summer NYC Project
Receives OEO Funds

The summer program of Neighborhood
Youth Corps in this area was unex-
pectedly renewed recently after a $6
million federal antipoverty grant to the
state was released after a six-month
impoundment of federal Human
Resource funds.

“Nobody thought we would have a
summer program at all,”” said J. P. Hill,
NYC director for the Big Sandy Area
Community Action Program, which
includes Floyd, Johnson, Pike, Magoffin,
Martin and Larence counties.

The Big Sandy area program received
around $193,000 in July, according to Hill,
and this money has provided em-
ployment for 579 high schoolers in the six
county area.

The work
includes a variety of activities such as
land reclamation, engineering and
hospital work and the students will earn
$1.60 an hour, for as much as 34 hours a
week.

Joe Smith, director of the state Office
of Economic Opportunity said, ‘It is our
intent to provide income and job ex-
perience for the poor so that they can
return to school the following fall if they
wish.”

OEO, through which the funds came,
faces extinction on June 30, 1974 and local
NYC personnel -are uncertain of that
project’s future. “We're at a loss for
words concerning future funding,” said
Mr. Hill.

Possibility of Food
Shortages Very Real

The subject of food Shortages is being
widely discussed these days. And while it
is unlikely that anyone will starve or go
hungry, the possibility that certain foods
will be in short supply this fall is very
real.

That 1s how Larry D, Jones, Extension
specialist in consumer economics with
the University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture, sizes up the food supply
situation. Jones says there will likely be
fewer eggs and smaller supplies of pork,
heef and poultry in supermarkets this
fall. Milk supplies will dwindle from
current levels. Fewer canned goods and
smaller amounts of oils and margarines

Jones says there are three basic fac-
tors which help explain why certain
products may be in short supply. They
are a strong demand for food, constant or
dwindling food supplies, and the
government price-freezes on food.

The world-wide demand for food has
been drastically increasing as a result of
increasing income and population, the
UK economist points out. In the U.S.,
disposable income has been increasing,
and income is also up sharply in Japan
and Europe. People are better able to
afford larger quantities of food, and are
demanding more and better food,
especially meat and poultry.

protein to feed livestock. We have seen
drastic increases in the world demand
for U. S. soybeans and cottonseed to be
used as livestock feed throughout the
world. Increased soybean exports led to
higher prices for soybean oil meal in the
United States. This increased the cost of
producing livestock and put further
upward pressure on domestic meat
prices.

World-wide supplies of protein did not
increase in 1972-73 as earlier expected.
Fishmeal, for example is a large source
of animal protein throughout the world.
However, tonnage of fishmeal was far
below expected yields. The result was
that fishmeal prices increased from $130
to over $600 per ton in one yeear.

The government’s price freezes also
appear to have had an adverse effect on
food production in this country, says
Jones. The food price-freezes were ap-
plied to processors, wholesalers and
retailers. Although farm prices were
exempt, processors would not pay higher
prices to farmers if those prices could not
be passed on through the marketing
chain.

Jones predicts that consumers will
continue to experience frustrating food
prices throughout 1973. He says higher
farm costs, smaller than usual summer
supplies, and continuing strong demand
for food will all put upward pressures on
food prices. With present supply con-
ditions, consumers could well be faced
with shortages of certain foods this fall,
he concludes.

State Buys 41
Hospital Units

Kentucky last week secured 41 hospital
units through the state Division of Civil
Defense for a total cost of $250.

The 200-bed hospitals, valued at
$1,298,111.40, are emergency units which
had previously been stored throughout
the state as part of the disaster program
in Kentucky.

The Department of Health Education
and Welfare has released the hospitals as
surplus property, and Kentucky has
elected to retain the units now based in
the state.

Elmer Beckett, Jr., deputy director of
Kentucky Civil Defense, said the
hospitals willremaininthe counties where
they are now located unless the local off-
icialsrequestthat theunitsbe transferred.

Each unit provides a complete
hospital, including three operating
rooms, dental lab, x-ray units and two
weeks of supplies to care for 200 patients.
All are self-contained, with water pumps
and generating units.

Joe Palmer, director of the Division of
Surplus Property, said the transfer
would include the later acquisition of 15
trailer loads of back-up supplies should
materials be damaged or outdated.

Kentucky
Afield

Kentucky’s hunters are some of the
most safety-minded individuals
anywhere. Out of an estimated 300,000
hunters, there were only three fatal
hunting accidents in Kentucky during
1972.

While this is a good record, it is still not
good enough. Our goal should be no
fatalities at all. If each and every hunter
would learn and practice the *““Ten
Commandments of Gun Safety,” we
could probably realize this goal.

The ten Commandments are as
follows:

1. Treat every gun with the respect due
a loaded gun. This is the first rule of gun
safety.

2, Guns carried into camp or home, or
when otherwise not in use, must always
be unloaded and taken down—or have
actions open; guns should always be
carried in cases to the shooting area.

3. Always be sure barrel and action are
clear of obstructions, and that you have
only ammunition of the proper size for
the gun you are carrying. Remove oil and
grease from chamber before firing.

4. Always carry your gun so that you
can control the direction of the muzzle
even if you stumble; keep the safety on
until you are ready to shoot.

5. Be sure of your target before you pull
the trigger; know the identifying
features of the game you intend to hunt.

6. Never point a gun at anything you do
not want to shoot; avoid all horseplay
while handling a gun.

7. Unattended guns should be
unloaded; guns and ammunition should
be stored separately, beyond reach of
children and careless adults,

8. Never climb a tree, fence, or jump a
ditch with a loaded gun; never pull a gun
toward you by the muzzle.

9. Never shoot a bullet at a flat, hard
surface or the surface of water; when at
target practice, be sure your backstop is
adequate.

10. Avoid alcoholic drinks before or
during shooting.

Practice these 10 major rules of safe
gun handling and encourage all those you
know to do the same. Hunting is a safe
sport, but we all need to work to make it
even safer.

Cook Wilderness
Proposal Passes

Designation of Kentucky’'s Pioneer
Weapons Hunting Area as Cave Run-
Wilderness under the Endangered
Species Act of 1973 was assured through
an amendment introduced by Senator
Marlow Cook on July 24. The Senate
passed that bill with a unanimous vote.

Cook’s amendment would preserve the
undisturbed habitat of the PWHA in the
Daniel Boone National Forest known for
its wildlife. While the amendment would
not rule out development of the Zilpo
Recreation Area on the proposed Cave
Run Lake, it would preclude construction
of a vehicular road bisecting the PWHA.

To build such a road, the Senator
stated, ‘‘would assuredly destroy or
severely damage the species there.”

Pa;mc-Buymg, Hoarding Hit Floyd Cheerleaders Take Top Honors
As Some Food Supplies Scarce

“The craziest day in the history of
Prestonsburg.”

That was one grocery store manager’s
description of last Friday.

By the following evening the adjectives

descriptive of the day just ending were
even more colorful.

The first “‘craziest day’’ came when
householders panicked at the prospect of
a shortage of foodstuffs and went on a
buying Binge such as had never been
experienced here.

Meat counters were depleted and
grocery store shelves and space devoted
to cooking oils, lard and the like were
almost literally stripped bare.

But the reaction to continued reports of
food shortages was not confined to
Prestonsburg or Floyd county. It was
national in scope and intensity.

Beef is scarce, and high, but one grocer
said he is getting 50 percent of the supply
he received last year, and predicted that

after the freeze is lifted Sept. 12—
hopefully, before that, he interjected—
beef will be plentiful. But still high, if not
higher, although some hold that the in-
creased supply will cause prices to
level off.

While beef is missing at time from the
meat counters many turn to pork and
chicken, and prices of both soar. But, a
leading grocer here said the shortages
that exist are temporary and that the
greatest threat to distribution is panic
buying and hoarding.

Hoarding? The grocer said he has
within the last 10 days received more
lard than in seven weeks last year—but
not a can remains in his store.

The mad buying spree may have
resulted, too, in scattered instances of
profiteering. Lard which is selling at
around $20 a can in established stores has
been known to go in outlying sections as
high as $32 for a 50-pound can. Last year,
it was selling at around $9.

Inspection Tour

Slated in Week

Representatives of Spindletop
Research and the State Health Depart-
ment are scheduled to come to this
county within the week—not later than
Aug. 15—to inspect sites selected by
county officials for landfill dumping
grounds to be used in implementing the
proposed solid waste disposal program in
the county.

County Judge Henry Stumbo said two
sites have already been tentatively
selected by members of the fiscal court
and that a third will hopefully be ready
for inspection by the time Spindletop and
health officials arrive.

He added that he expects the waste
disposal program to be in operation
within the next 30-60 days.

Although the fiscal court a few weeks
ago employed an administrator for the
waste disposal program, the post
remains open. Judge Stumbo said the job
is being offered to Town Newsome, of
Clear Creek.

“This will be a big job,” Judge Stumbo
said of the supervisor's post. ‘It involves
all of Floyd county.”

Collection of waste materials may be
done on contract. It is expected that
county machinery will be used at the
landfills.

Martin To Get
Public School
Kindergarten

The 200 public school kindergarten
classes authorized for Kentucky by the
last General Assembly will begin their
sessions with the regular school opening
this month, and Floyd county’s class will
be at Martin, it was announced this week
by Woodrow W. Allen, supervisor of
instruction for the Floyd County Board of
Education.

Guidelines for the Martin public school
kindergarten provide:

1. The class may not exceed 20 pupils,
and only children who reside in the
Martin census area or are members of
families whose members are presently
enrolled in the school will be considered.

2. In accordance with state recom-
mendations, children whose birthdates
fall between January 1, 1968 and Sep-
1968 will be given first
preference. The September 1 cut-off date
may be juggled up or down in order to
attain class size of 20—for example, if
more than 20 whose birthdates fall
between January 1 and September 1
apply, the cut-off date may be August 1;
conversely, the cut-off date may be
moved up to October 1, if necessary to
attain the desired class size. Parents of
children whose birthdates fall in the last
month considered (cut-off month) may
be asked to draw for position in order to
insure that maximum enrollment is not
exceeded.

3. Children may ride school buses with
other children who are attending Martin
elementary school or parents may
provide transportation.

4. The length of the school day and
term will conform to that held for all
grades in attendance at Martin.

5. Proof of age (preferably birth cer-
tificate) should be provided on day of
registration.

6. Once enrolled, children must attend
regularly.

Parents may enroll their children
Friday at the school, from 9 a.m. to 12
noon.

Kiwanians Hear

Reo Johns, director, and Shirley

education agencies in general and the
specific operations of ROPES Region 11
at last Thursday’s meeting of the
Prestonsburg Kiwanis Club.

This
organization, according to Johns, has
been formed to provide cooperation and
communication between the regional
education agencies in Appalachia.
Outlined purposes of AREA will be to:
(1) provide regional education agencies
personnel with an opportunity to ex-
change ideas and obtain in-service
training, (2) assist in research,
developmental and evaluative activities,
(3) promote the development of
educational leadership in regional
education agencies, and (4) initiate and
promote a coordinated effort for the
betterment of education through
regionalism.

Spread of Cost

Of Gas Offered
Area Customers

Columbia Gas of Kentucky, Inc. is
offering a budget payment program to its
residential and commercial customers in
the Prestonsburg area that will enable
them to spread their cost of winter
heating over the entire year, according to
J. B. Bowman, manager for the gas
company.

““The plan is optional,” Mr. Bowman
said, “and there is no extra charge for
those who participate.”

He explained that the gas bill received
by area customers in August or early
September will indicate two amounts:
one is the amount due for gas consumed
during the previous month and the
second is the budget payment plan
amount. By paying the budget amount, a
customer will automatically join the
budget payment program.

Mr. Bowman pointed out that the
average customer in the Prestonsburg
area uses about two-thirds of his annual
gas consumption during the four coldest
winter months.

“The budget payment program: can
spread this high cost of winter heating
over the entire year and help ease the
strain on family budgets during the
winter holidays and after the first of the
year,” he added.

He explained the monthly budget
amount for each customer is calculated
from the customer’s past history of gas
usage, adjusted for normal weather and
other factors. Next April, each budget
customer’s account will be reviewed, If
necessary, because of abnormal weather
or other factors, the budget payment
could be adjusted to avoid a large
balance being due at the end of the
budget payment year.

Normal meter reading services by gas
company employees continue as before.

Bowman said clerks at the local gas
company office will be happy to assist
customers who may have inquiries
regarding the budget plan.

NEW ACT REMOVES
DEWEY CAMP FEES

Legislation signed by President Nixon
a few days ago has removed user fees at
the German camping area on Dewey
Lake and at 32 other such areas operated
at 11 Kentucky reservoirs by the U. S.
Corps of Engineers.

The Class D German area had charged
campers a $1 overnight camping fee.

Senator Marlow Cook said the fees
were removed from such facilities, which
included picnic areas, boat ramps
without mechanical or hydraulic
equipment, drinking water, wayside
exhibits, back-country campgrounds,
roads, trails, overlooks, restroom
facilities and scenic drives.

Floyd Action
To Cost State
If Appeal Fails

Unless an appeal filed by the Depart-
ment of Economic Security succeeds in
getting it reversed, a recent Floyd circuit
court decision in a class action case could
cost Kentucky as much as $140,000,

The case got into court here about two
years ago when the Appalachian
Research and Defense Fund (AP-
PALRED) filed on behalf of Edward
Hall, of Abbott Creek, a suit alleging that
he and about 20 other welfare recipients
had been improperly removed from the
rolls.

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley ruled the
Department of Economic Security in
non-compliance with the U. S, Supreme
Court decision defining procedures for
termination of clients' welfare benefits.
The Supreme Court decision requires
that hearings be held before benefits are
terminated, and it was alleged such
hearings were not held in the Floyd
county cases.

The 21 recipients will be reinstated to
receive benefits, and unless the decision
rendered here is reversed by the Court of
Appeals their pay will be retroactive to
the date of their termination.

Folklife Festival
Featured On KET

Kentucky Educational Television
(KET) followed the Commonwealth's
craftsmen, entertainers and citizens to
Washington, D.C., documenting the
Smithsonian Institution’s Festival of
American Folklife, which featured
Kentucky this year.

A half-hour program, ‘A Reflection of
Kentucky' will be broadcast Monday,
August 13, at 9 p.m. EDT.

"The program was produced not as a
news film, but as an insight into the
festival,” commented producer-director
George Rasmussen. ‘“We're not trying to
show how to make a saddle, but give the
feeling of the event.”

Artisans twisted tobacco, wove
baskets, constructed barrels and spun
pottery while Kentucky thoroughbreds
raced beside Washington’s famed
reflecting pool. The KET cameras were
there to record it all.

The festival’s formal events were
recorded, as were the people who par-
ticipated in the showcase and visited the
Mall those five days. After the Fouth of
July fireworks display and the gala show
on the festival’s main stage, the cameras
turned to the actions and opinions of
those on the Mall.

For the most part, participants told
KET they enjoyed the festival and the
people who came to inquire about their
crafts. One tobacco wrapper put it best
when he said, “It’s been a helluva good
show.”

“The festival was a folklore festival,
not meant to relate progressive Ken-
tucky to the nation,”” Rasmussen ob-
served. ‘“Most of the people here realized
that and enjoyed the festival for what it
was.”

Diverse attractions appealed to dif-
ferent age groups. When Rasmussen
asked one young man what he liked best
about the festival, he replied, ‘“The
lemonade.”

“Our biggest problem was the air-
planes,” explained Rasmussen. ‘‘Their
flight pattern from National Airport
ran directly over the main stage, making
filming some of the musical acts dif-
ficult.” Among the featured performers
in the program are Merle Travis, the
Ritchie Family, The John Edmonds
Gospel Truth Group, Grandpa Jones and
Bill Monroe.

By design, ‘A Reflection of Kentucky"’
is a sight, sound and color half-hour
aimed at relating the flavor of the
festival. The program opens on the
reflecting pool adjacent to the mall in the
nation’s capital. From there, the entire
Folklife Festival is sampled.

The program will be repeated on Tues-
day, August 28, at 9:30 EDT.
