Work of Evaluation

Involving Teachers
In 2-Day Workshop

Floyd county’s schools took a long,
hard look at themselves through the eyes
of their teachers during two days of in-
service workshops held here Monday and

YTuesday prior to the beginning of

classwork for pupils today (Wednesday).

The self-study work precedes next
spring’s scheduled evaluation of every
school in the county by a committee
composed of State Department of
Education personnel, representatives of
various colleges and universities and
perhaps a select group of laymen. The
evaluation for all schools will hereafter
be done every four years, and Floyd
county’s will be among the first because

it requested the service last spring,

Woodrow W. Allen, supervisor of in-
struction, said.

Evaluation every fourth year will be a
prerequisite to accreditation. Resource
people from the Department of
Education were here to acquaint
teachers with the criteria used. D. C,
Anderson, director of the Division of
Supervision, Accreditation and
Organization, State Department of
Education, was the principal speaker at
Monday’s workshop.

Also considered by teachers is the
computerization of monthly and annual
attendance records by the Eastern
Kentucky Educational Development
Corp., Ashland, which is funded by Title
ITI monies and headed by county school
superintendents of the area.

Approximately 9,200 pupils were ex-
pected to return to the classroom in this
county today. Supt. Charles Clark said,

Of Vote Registration

With the Sept. 24 deadline for voter-
registration only a month away, County
Clerk C. *‘Ollie” Robinson said Monday
that this county may be ahead of all other
Kentucky counties in preparing for voter
reregistration compliance with the new
state law. a

As of July 31, 11,240 persons had
reregistered. The count was not exact
this week, but the county clerk estimates
that the total now stands at areund 13,000.
He expects between 18,000 and 19,000 to
register before Sept. 24.

“I think,”” Mr. Robinson said, ‘‘that the
total registrationis going to prove the last
census far below the actual number of
people living in this county.

County Clerk Robinson delivers, each
week, to Frankfort the registration cards
filled out by voters. He said five counties
have yet to get a registration card into
Frankfort.

To speed up registration, the county
clerk and members of his office staff
have been going into the various
precincts, often from door to door.

The clerk also said the bedridden and
others who cannot come here to register
and who have not yet been reached by

Stiice personnel will be called on at their

homes if they will make a request for the
service.

Robinson said it is important that
voters know into whose hands their
registration card is placed. *'If anybody
comes to your home, representing
himself as being from the clerk’s office,
be sure to get the name of that person,”
he advised.

He said voters should be able to supply
their social security number when
registering but that this is not man-

datory. The post office zip code, however, _

is a ““‘must,"” and this has already caused
some confusion. It happened in this way:

Some Middle Creek voters’ cards were
taken into Frankfort. These cards bare
the Salyersville zip codes, since the voters
mail service is on a Salyersville route—
and the computer promptly kicked them
out.

County Clerk Robinson pointed out that
it is important that the voter's
registration card show his or her
precinct rather than the mailing address.

Small identification cards are issued
each voter-registrant, but the clerk said
their possession at the time of voting is
not an absolute requirement, if the voter
is properly registered.

Although the new voting law has in the
reregistration requirement given him
and other clerks their toughest job,
County Clerk Robinson said he is con-
vinced it will serve a good purpose. But
he was not so complimentary in his
discussion of the section of the new law
which pertains to absentee voting.

This section does not require that a
request for an absentee ballot be
notarized or submitted to the clerk by
mail. ““As it stands,” he commented,
“anybody could bring into this office a
bushel of absentee ballot requests, and I
would have to accept them.”

Council Marks
$44,142 Toward
Municipal Bldg.

Biggest portion of the $103,109 revenue
sharing funds received by the city of
Prestonsburg for the current fiscal year
was earmarked by the City Council at its
meeting last Thursday night for a special
sinking fund established to provide
Prestonsburg its long-planned municipal
building.

The amount set aside last week out of
revenue sharing for the city building is
$44,142. From earlier revenue sharing
funds $30,000 had already been marked
for that purpose.

The municipal building, as originally
conceived by the late Mayor George P.
Archer, would house all city departments
on its ground floor and provide offices for
rent in its second story.

Funding of the project, for which a site

A warrant of arrest issued this week
from County Judge Henry Stumbo's of-
fice uncovered a practice which may be
thwarting efforts of peace officers.

Largely because at least four of the

Costs Pike Man;
Drive Continues

A beer boftle tossed into Dewey Lake
will cost a Pike county man a mere $150,
plus $14 court costs.

Conservation Officer Dalton Ray
Conley arrested Larry Emerson Strat-
ton, of Zebulon, the afterncon of August 4
when he saw him throw a bottle into the
lake. The empty beer bottle was
recovered, -and Stratton executed $200
bond for his appearance in quarterly
court last Thursday.

When the defender failed to appear he
was given trial in absentia and convicted.

Clarence Jackson, Jr., of Louisa, who
was cited August 4 by Conley for
throwing a boitle into the lake entered a
plea of guilty and was fined $29.

The anti-litter drive at the lake was
initiated May 1 by conservation officers
and park rangers. Conservation Officer
Conley said the enforcement work there
will continue and that when the county
has landfills ready and its solid waste
collection program going, dumping along
streams and other littering practices
will result in arrests and prosecution.

Hueysville Man Wins
Fight for State Aid

Willie Burchett, of Hueysville, last
week won his 17-months-long fight for a
declaration that he is 65 years old and is
entitled to the aid to the aged for which h
first applied in March, 1972. -

The Appeal Board of the Department of
Economic Security had upheld findings
made at a hearing which held that
Burchett was from three to six years
short of the age at which he would be
eligible for benefits. But Circuit Judge
Hollie Conley last month ruled on a brief
filed for Burchett by the Ap-
palachian Research and Defense Fund,
holding that prime evidence at hand
showed that the petitioner was born Sept.
23, 1906 and was thus eligible for benefits.

Judge Conley directed that the appeal
board set aside its order denying benefits
and directed it to grant Burchett aid to
the aged, retroactive to March 7, last
year.

The Appeal Board complied, making
March 1, 1972 the effective date for the
benefits sought.

In support of his claim to being 65,
Burchett submitted a military
registration record, dated Oct. 16, 1940,
which listed his age as 33 years and the
date of his birth as Nov. 23, 1906.

To this was later added a delayed birth
certificate issued by the State Registrar,

placing his birth date as Nov. 23, 1906.

But the hearing officer placed his birth
date as Nov. 23, 1911, using a 1920 census
record which stated Burchett was eight
years old as of Jan. 1, 1920 but gave no
date of birth, also two conflicting school
records, one listing Burchett as having
been born Nov, 23, 1919, the other as one
the same day and month, 1908.

Judge Conley in his resume of the
evidence pointed out:

“The Appeal Board in affirming the
decision of the hearing officer
disregarded the two primary sources of
proof of age, i.e., the official birth cer-
tificate and the military registration
record, both of which agreed, but instead
based its decision on a 1920 census record
which does not cite a date or year of birth
for petitioner; cited a school record,
which, according to the affidavit of the
director of pupil personnel for the Floyd
County Board of Education, (made it
impossible to determine an accurate
birth date): and incorrectly cited the
year of birth on the military registration
record as 1900 instead of 1906.

“God giveth and God
taketh away.” In my new home at first I
was very dissatisfied. Then, I'd always
heard that thoughts of others were the
roadto a peaceful land. So prayer was my

next step. It works miracles once, now
and always.

I did not feel sorry for myself in the
nursing home; my neighbors had only a
tiny world, 1 could at least be cheerful for
them. I was needed. My facial muscles
were not warped; I could smile!

I found life not so bad as a handicapped
person, I could walk on wheels. That was
better than not being able to walk at all.

John E. Alcock, forest supervisor of the
Daniel Boone National Forest, has an-
nounced that a Draft Environmental
Statement and Unit Plan for
management of the Red River Gorge unit
has been completed and is available for
public review. He said the statement and
plan present the proposed 10-year
management plan for 42,023 acres of
national forest land, a portion of which
includes the Red River Gorge.

The Red River Gorge Unit is located in
parts of Menifee, Powell and Wolfe
counties, immediately east of Stanton
and approximately 50 miles southeast of
Lexington, Kentucky. The area is ac-
cessible from Interstate 64 and the

this unit be designated by the Secretary
of Agriculture as a geological area.
Alcock explained that the geological area
would include 41 of the most spectacular
and interesting arches in the Red River
Gorge. The proposed management in the
geological area would prohibit the
harvest of timber on national forest land.
The remaining 16,360 acres outside the
geological area would be managed for
the full range of multiple-use benefits,
including timber management.

Alcock pointed out that there are only

lands in the United States, all of which
total 57,563 acres. In comparison, the Red
River Gorge geological area, with 25,663
acres, would be one of the largest areas
given this designation. Also by com-
parison, the Gorge has the largest con-
centration of arches in the eastern United
States. The Forest Service plan calls for
a concentrated effort to acquire private
land inholdings by friendly negotiation or
condemnation, if necessary, to protect
the Gorge from adverse development.

The Red River Gorge Unit supports an
extremely complex and prolific plant
community of hundreds of individual
species. The area also supports a variety
of forest stands, including mixed groups
of white oak, yellow poplar, red oak,
chestnut oak, shortleaf and white pines.
Many other tree species also occur within
these stands.

The proposed Red River Lake, a
project of the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers, is located within the unit.
Plans for recreation development, in
conjunction with the lake, have been
coordinated with the Corps of Engineers.
Construction of facilities will be staged

over a period of years and will be
correlated with the carrying capacity of
the area, while providing safe and
sanitary conditions. With the exception of
boat ramps, trails and existing roads,
developments will be away from the
Gorge. Alcock pointed out that nearly all
of the management decisions being
proposed by the Forest Service are
needed independently of the proposed
lake.

Wildlife management will be directed
to maintenance of a broad range of game
and nongame species, with special
emphasis on viewing and photographing
wildlife. Hunting and fishing are per-
mitted in the entire unit under Kentucky
laws and regulations, except in
developed recreation areas.

Red River Gorge Plans Control
Of 42,023 Acres of Forest

Alcock explained that recom-
mendations will be made to the Ky. Dept.
of Highways to improve the flow of
vehicular traffic by widening Ky. Hwy.
715 to an 18-foot pavement from Pine
Ridge to Sky Bridge for safe, two-way
traffic. From Sky Bridge to Ky. Hwy. 77,
1-way traffic is recommended, in order to
retain present road features and safety of
visitors travelling through the Gorge.
Traffic lights are proposed for smoothing
out the flow of traffic through Mada
Tunnel. The use of off-road vehicles will
be prohibited in the Geological Area and
other parts of the unit.

Planning for management of the Red
River Gorge Unit has been under
preparation for about two years.
Primary objectives in preparation of the
plan were to provide users the op-
portunity to visit and enjoy the area and,
at the same time, to insure adequate
protection or the Red River Gorge. The
unit plan for the Red River area is the
first of 17 plans which will cover the
entire Daniel Boone National Forest.

Clear Cr. Man
Hired To Head

Waste Program

Town Newsome, of Clear Creek, will
supervise the Floyd county solid waste
collection program, once it gets into
operation, the fiscal court decided at its
Aug. 15 meeting.

Mr. Newsome was employed to
supervise the countywide program at a
salary of $600 a month, plus expenses. His
employment will become effective Sept.
4 .

Although details for the program
operation have not been worked out
completely, County Judge Henry Stumbo
said recently he is hopeful that the
collection and disposal system can be
made effective within 30-60 days.

Three or four landfill sites remain to be
approved and leased. The fees charged
householders and businesses are yet to be
set, and contracts with individuals for
collection of wastes and their transport to
the landfill sites are yet to be executed.

The court granted the request of
William Martin, administrator of the
estate of Noah Martin, and Jack Lawson,
overseer of the Simp Martin farm, that
the old county road leading to the Simp
Martin property near Drift, be closed.

certain bit of hanky-panky was reported
from Washington, stopped by, the other
day, long enough to give a dissertation,
accompanied by a case in point, on what
constitutes a lie. I confess, I almost
literally sat at the master’s feet.

“Now,” said he, “‘you tell something
that isn’t the truth and tell it so big that
everybody knows it’s not true, and it’s
not a lie. For instance, the preacher
visited on my street, the other day, and I
was warned to be on my good behavior. I
was, but I told him I had sent to him, by
Snow White, a mess of beans, fresh corn,
tomatoes and other edibles. Of course, I
had done no such thing, but it wasn’t a lie.
That preacher knew, to begin with, that I
hadn’t robbed myself of all that to send to
him, and he knew, in the second place,
that I wouldn’t have trusted Snow White
with it in the first place.”

HATE HURTS

Not every stripmine operator is a
vandal, bent on the destruction of the
good and the beautiful. Not every
ecologist is a long-haired radical, an
enemy of private industry, or a dreamer
who can’t get down to the realities of life.
They are poles apart, and the name-
calling resorted to will never get them an
inch nearer together. The hate surfaces
too often, and that is bad for everybody.

One of the “‘hate slogans’ appearing
locally, these days, reads:

“The ecologists: May the bastards
freeze in the dark.”

This is the sort of thinking, or lack of
thinking that creates problems rather
than solves them.

After reading the weekly fishing report
in the daily newspapers, week after
week, I have a suggestion for those
newspapers: Instead of wasting five lines
on Dewey Lake, simply advise: “See last
week’s report.”

TEACHER STRIKES,
NEAR-RECORD

As quoted in the “Wall Street Journal,”
a preliminary report by NEA shows
there were 145 teacher strikes in the 1972-
73 school year. This was a 63 percent
increase over the 1971-72 year, which had
89 strikes. NEA affiliates called 112 of the
strikes this past year, while the AFT
called 23. The remaining 10 strikes were
in New York State, where NEA and AFT
units are merged. NEA said more than
75,000 persons and 1.1 million man-days
were involved in the strikes. Penn-
sylvania had the most teacher strikes
with 34. Illinois was second with 19
strikes.

ASK CLEMENCY

The executions of fines and jail sen-
tences of teacher union officials in St.
Louis has been delayed to give attorneys
time to ask the judge for clemency. After
the union ignored a temporary injunction
halting a 23 day teachers strike, fines of
$140,000 were assessed along with a 60
day sentence - on criminal contempt
charges for the local teacher association
president.

The proportion of U.S. high school
graduates going on to college soon after
graduation has dropped sharply since the
peak of 55 percent in 1968, according to
the U.S. Department of Labor.

What Must I Do
To Be Saved?

(Continued from Last Week)

The New Testament makes it
decidedly plain that there is something
that man must do. ‘‘Not every one that
saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter
into the kingdom of heaven; but he that
doeth the will of my Father who is in
heaven’ (Jesus Christ—Matt. 7:21).

1. The first step, hearing. Man must
hear God’s word. Refusal or neglect to
hear—in other words, willful ignorance—
will not constitute a sufficient excuse.
“Faith cometh of hearing, and hearing
by the word of God” (Rom. 10:17).

2. The second step, faith in Jesus Christ
with the whole heart. That is to say,
sincere belief of God’s word. ‘“Without
faith it is impossible to be well-pleasing
unto him; for he that cometh to God must
believe that he is and that he is a
rewarder of them that seek after him”
(Heb. 11:6). Faith is not a mysterious
and impossible thing. It is simply the
whole-hearted belief of testimony. This
testimony that Jesus is the Christ is given
in the New Testament, God’s word.

3. The third step, repentance of sin
against Christ. One might be sorry for
and repent of wrong against some one
else, and yet go on refusing to treat
Christ right. “The Times of ignorance
therefore God overlooked; but now He
commandeth men that they should all
everywhere repent’’ (Acts 17:30).
Repentance is not an impossible thing to
any man. It simply means to make up the
mind to quit rejecting Christ the Saviour,
and to accept and acknowledge Him
whole-heartedly and sincerely. This you
can do now.

4. The fourth step, confession of faith in
Christ with the mouth before men. See
Rom. 10:10 and Matt. 10:32,

5. The fifth step, burial with Christ by
baptism or baptism into Christ. See Rom.
6:3, 4; Col. 2:12. **As many as have been
baptized into Christ have put on Christ”
(Gal. 3:27). “There is therefore now no
condemnation to them that are in Christ
Jesus' (Rom. 8:1). “Repent ye, and be
baptized every one of you in the name of
Jesus Christ unto the remission of your
sins; and ye shall receive the gift of the
Holy Spirit’” (Acts 2:38).

6. Sixth step, living the Christian life.
The New Testament has one book to tell
how to become a Christian, and twenty-
one books of instruction on living the
Christian life. Romans 12 and 2 Pet. 1:5-
11 are perhaps the best examples of this
instruction. *In your faith add virtue and
knowledge and self-control and patience
and godliness and brotherly kindness
and love’’ (2 Pet. 1:5-7). “Be thou faithful
unto death, and I will give thee the crown
of life’” (Rev. 2:10).
