Specific goals listed by Goebel included 
tbese: 

1. To create more parking facilities. 
'Prtstbnsburg ls the hub al Eastern 

Kentucky and it's going to remain the 
hub, not the rim," Mayor Goebel com· 
mented) 

2. A year-round cleanup and 
beautification program. ("If we must 
1m pose fines for littering, we will do so.") 

3. A new fire department location-not 
necessarily a municipal building, 
although a close look will be made into 
that possibility. (The "old" Council at its 
last meeting rejected bids on con­
struction of a municipal building. The 
mayor said the new city administration 
will study the situation carefully and do 
"whatever is feasible.") 

4. Expand the present water system. 
This was not promised as an immediate 
project but one which is to be studied and 
on which action inevitably must be taken 
In the future. 

One of the first official acts of the new 
mayor was to name Cloyd Johnson, a 
new member of the Council, chaplain. 

Only two major changes were made in 
the official organization. Tom Lafferty, 
Prestonsburg motel owner-manager, 
was named police judge to succeed Earl 
Blackburn, and Joe Hobson was ap­
pointed city attorney to succeed Albert A. 
Burchett, who resigned in closing days of 
the previous administration. Lafferty's 
salary was placed at S17S a month and 
Hobson's at $200 a month, plus $7 cost fee. 

Mayor Goebel commented that Judge 
Blackburn "has treated everyone 
fairly." Recommending the appointment 
of Lafferty, he said he did so "because he 
is weD-qualified and will be fair, honest 
and efficient. ·•

A bonus from the energy crisis: fewer 
traffic fatalities have been reported on 
many of the nation's highways since the 
debut of lower speed limits and gasless 
Sundays. 

An Associated Press survey showed 
there were fewer traffic deaths in at least 
15 states since President Nixon asked 
motorists on Nov. 25 to slow down and 
gas stations began Sunday closings Dec. 
2. 

ln some of the 25 states surveyed, of­
ficials said it was too early to link 
changes in the number of fatal accidents 
with fuel-saving measures. 

The National Safety Council sald 
Monday it has trimmed its Christmas 
death toll prediction because the fuel 
shortage bas caused a reduction in week· 
end driving. 

"There is no doubt that most motorists 
are driving slower and the gasless 
Sunday has cut down on the amount of 
traffic in the state. These two factors 
have resulted in fewer highway deaths, •· 
said Col. P. F. Thompson, chief of the 
South Carolina Highway Patrol. 

The last gasless Sunday in South 
Carolina was also a deathless one, he 
said. 

For the first time in eight years, 
Washington State got through a week-end 
without a traffic death this past week· 
end. police said. 

A state patrol survey showed traffic 
deaths down 42 per cent on state roads 
since the imposition of a 50 mile per hour 
speed limit on Nov. 8. 

The F lorida Highway Patrol said only 
one person died in traffic accidents last 
week-end. 

"We haven't had as many persons 
killed since gasoline stations started 
closing three weeks ago," a patrol 
spokesman said. "1 won't claim the low 
figures are a1J due to the fuel crisis, but 
it's playing a big part.'' 

''Most people are staying at borne and 
off the roads and they are slowing their 
speed down," said Claude Armour, state 
sa!etv commissioner in Tennessee. 

He ·said three persons died last Sunday 
and one person each on the previous two 
gasless Sundays. 

Speeding citations have also dropped: 
only m motorists were ticketed in 
Tennessee Dec. 9 compared to 907 on 
Nov. 25. 

Col. Wilson Speir, director of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, said his 
agency would make no predictions on 
holiday deaths because o~ the fuel crisis.

Senate Bill 50, which would expand the 
Council on Public Higher Education's 
authority to include, among other 
measwes, its needed approval of all 
state university land sales and 
acquisitions involving over $100,000. 

Senate Bill 51, which would mcrease 
the number of commissioners on the 
state Court of Appeals from four to seven 
and give the high court the authority to 
establish which criminal, civil and work­
men's compensation cases can be ap­
pealed before the court.

The safety council lowered its forecast 
of persons expected to die on the nation's 
highways between 6 p.m. Dec. 21 and 
midnight Dec. 25 

"Our adjusted Christmas fatality 
estimate represents a reduction or 50 
fatalities from what the toll might have 
been if the gasoline shortage did nCJt 
exist," said Council President Vincent L. 
Tofany. 

The projection of disabling injuries 
from accidents is down 1,000. he said. 

However, the revised forecast is still 
unpleasant: Between 550 and 650 persons 
are expected to die and up to 29,000 may 
be injured. 

Tofany said 1t was too early to deter­
mine the extent that gas conservation 
measures have affected lraffic deaths 
and injuries. 

"However, our statistics show that 
these two measures could significantly 
reduce the motor vehicle fatality toll. 
The past Thanksgiving holiday penod 
could be taken as an indicator." 

He said 542 persons died, although the 
prediction was 625 to 725.

National leaders of both political parties for a generation or so 
have been coddling the oil companies and Ignoring the 
development of substitute fuels. The atom bomb to destroy has 
been developed; men have been sent onto the moon. Billions of 
dollars have been spent in the name of science, but the means of 
reducing coal to gas or oil was neglected. 

Congressman Carl D. Per kins in a speech at Ashland this week 
said that if th is country had adopted an energy pol icy after World 
War II "the energy crisis would not have occurred, but the oil 
people had their way about it." He said he became aware of the 
shortage in 1953 when a coal-to-oil products plant in St. Louis was 
closed by the federal government. 

That plant, he said, was converting coal to gas at a cost that 
was within two cents of the cheapest price it could be done at an 
oil refinery. "But," said the Congressman, "the oil lobbyists and 
chem ical people were receiving payoffs f rom campaign 
promises." 

And so a nation pays for these sins, this year , and wi ll perhaps 
pay for years to come. 

The great tragedy is that the grim payoff will fall hardest on 
the ordinary citizen and that the nation itself stands exposed to 
it s enemies.

Area Stream Pollution Permits 
Ignore Federal Law, Claim 

Mired in controversy, federal stream 
pollution permits issued last fall to 
Eastern Kentucky coal companies are 
now being <JUestioned. 

The EnviroumentaJ Protection 
Agent·y, in handing out six permits over 
the obje<:t10ns of the U. S. Corps of 
Engir.eers, has been accused of ignoring 
federal law "in a cavalier fashion." 

An indignant letter to EPA from the 
House of Representatives Conservation 
and Natural Resources Subcommittee 
told the agency to advise four Pike 
county coal l·ompanies their permits 
"were not properly issued" 

Six permits were issued to Crescent 
Coal Co., Kentland-Elkhorn Coal Corp. 
and Republic Steel Corp., all operating 
above the seriously polluted $54 million 
F1shtrap Lake in Pike county and 
General Refractories Co. operating 
above Grayson Lake in Carter county. 

EPA, the subcommittee claims. issued 
lhe pernut:; Oct. 12. nine days after the 
Corps hud asked that these particular 
cases carry special provisons. 

The Oct. 3 Corps letter lo EPA stated, 
''In the past, large sediment deposits 
have occurred in our lakes as a result of 
coal mine dtscharges rece1ving 
inadequate treatment and-<>r because of 
sediment structure failures." 

Listing the four companjes, the Corps 
asked they be required to "promptly 
dredge the l'Cceiving waters whenever in 
the opinion or the district engineer of the 
responsible U. S.Army Englnner 
District, deposits attributable to the 
permitted discharge become an ob· 
struction to the navigability of those 
waters.·· 

The subcommittee charged: 
''Nine day~ later EPA issued permits 

without including the Corps' recom· 
mended condition and without further 
consultation with the COrps." H further 
claimed EPA did not even notUy the 
Corps that the permits were to be issued. 

"This unilateral de<:ision to reject the 
Corps· Ott. 3 recommendation violates 
EPA's regulations," the subcommtttee 
claimed. noting a series of cour t cases 
holding !<UCh regulations tantamount to 
law. 

"We believe that EPA's rejection was 
arbitrary and that the affected perrmts 
were unlawfully issued." the committee 
charged in the letler posted in December. 

The six permits were among the 
controversiallOO issued to Kentucky coal 
companies Oct. 12 by the EPA. In a 
September public hearing held in 
Prestonsburg EPA officials were warned 
by Eastern Kentucky residents that the 
limitations placed on coal waste 
discharges would be difficult to enforce. 

The permit system, adopted by lhe 
federal government in 1\lay, 1973, was 
designed lo allow gradually lessening 
amounts of water pollution. 

The Corps formally objected to the six 
permits Nov. 8 when Russell E. Train, 
admtmstrator or EPA, was notifed by 
letter from Maj. Gen. J. W. Morris, 
director of civil works of the U. S. Corps 
of Engineers.

Governor Ford was not entirely free of 
complications. 

I<~or instance: 
The Kentucky West Virginia Gas 

Company's main offices are in Ashland, 
and the Columbia Gas System a rea 
headquarters are in Charleston, W. Va. 
And both Ashland and Charleston went 
on Eastern Daylight Saving Time, 
SWlday morning. 

As a consequence. company offices 
here would open, and employees of both 
companies go to work, an hour later than 
the day begins for the Ashland and 
Charleston o(fices. The lunch break, 
likewise, is an hour later here than at the 
main offices. and hO is the hour ending 
the day's work. 

Synchronization of work, in office or in 
the field, presents a problem. Columbia 
proposed to solve it by operating here, as 
well as in West Virginia, on Daylight 
Saving Time. But Kentucky West 
Virginia, as of Monday morning, had 
reached no such decision . .,. 

(Technically, Floyd and other counties 
which had no time change. were rezoned 
into the Central time zone. Then the 
national Daylight Saving Time order 
advanced its time an hour to its usual

All olher counties in the state are on 
Eastern Standard, the same time in 
effect since la:;t summer's Daylight 
Saving Time ended. As counties in the 
Central Time Zone moved Into the 
Eastern zon~>, lhe effect was the same as 
if Daylight Saving had been imposed 
there- their clocks were moved up an 
hour to Eastern time. 

The net result, according to the 
governor's office, is that no undue hard· 
ship would fall on any segment 
geographically or economically. 

Much of Western Kentucky along the 
Ohio River would be on the same time 
(Central Daylight) as neighboring 
Illinois 

The populous Louisville area would be 
on the same time as Chtcago, its nearest 
largest trading center. 

The Cincinnati area suburbs of 
Covington and Newport would b.e on Ohio 
ume. whrle the border city or Ashland 
would be on the time of adjacent West 
Virginia 

"The plan I offered to the federal 
government conforms lo over 95 per cent 
of the opinions expressed from all sec­
tions of Kentucky.'' Ford said. 

The governor said more I than 1,000 
letters, telegrams and telephone calls 
have been received about the federal 
time act. 

His plan apparently is an attempt to 
satisfy mo~t of the state. 

It seemingly would avert some of the 
most bitter controversy over the time 
problem, qn issue which threatens to 
intrude into the regular legislative 
session which began Monday. 

Ford indicated he thinks most Ken · 
tuck1ans do not want to change to 
daylight time. 

Much of (he outcry against daylight 
time came from parents whose children 
would be going to school longer in 
darknes~ . and from farm interests. 

Busine:,.'> interests seemed mainly 
concerned with staying in the same time 
zone as thc1r nearby markets in other 
states.

Pikeville Hospital Planning 
Unit for Cancer Treatment 

The Methodist Hospital, Pikeville, has 
announced plans to construct and equip a 
$250,000 radiahon unit for the treatment 
of cancer. 

The four-million-electron-volt linear 
accelerator will be twice as powerful as 
the cobalt unit which was previously 
considered, it was said by W. Ernest 
Elliott, chairman of the board of 
directors, and Lee D. Keene. ad­
ministrator of the hospital. 

The officials said that the cancer­
fighting unit is to be the hospital's next 
major step in expanding its program of 
health services for the area it serves . 

Cost of the new facility will be met in 
part by some $90,000 from the Pikeville 
,\1odcl City Agency and $20,000 pledged 
by the .Methodist HospitaJ Guild. There 
also have been contributions from other 
sources, and a quiet but .steady drave for 

the remaining hmds is continuing. 
Elliott and Keene expressed the 

hospital 's appreciation for this 
significant start toward the needed 
funds and indicated their confidence that 
the people of the area served by the 
Methodist Hospital would be generous in 
contributing toward this necessary 
health service. 

The hospital's cancer clinic was 
opened August I, 1947, as one of 18ln the 
state. sponsored by the Kentucky 
Division of the American Cancer Society. 
Or. Ralph W. Allen was the first director. 
:md the first radiologist was Dr. Gene N. 
Combs, who joined the staff in 1951 and is 
director at present. 

The Methodist Hospital now is the 
center for diagnosis and treatment of 
cancer for the easternmost seven 
counties in Kentucky, and under the 
State Health Department' s regional 
planning it is to remain the center, of­
ficials noted. Many additional patients 
from adjacent Virginia and West 
Virginia are served. 

"With the completion of the super­
\'oltage unit for cancer treatment, the 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital will have a 
complete facility capable of providing 
comprehensive health care for Eastern 
Kentucky and the surrounding area," 
said the administrator. "The IDJit, when 
completed, will be lhe only such equip­
ment within a 120·mile radius of 
P1keville," Keene stated. He pointed out 
that t•ancer patients requiring such 
treatment now must travel to Louisville, 
to Lexington, or to other distant cities 
where ~uch units are available.

added. "Great improvement in cancer 
therapy by improvement in equipment 
has taken place during this tlme.

With the addition of a 4 MEV linear ac­
celerator. the radiation armamentarium 
against cancer will be complete."

To Stay Out of Trouble

Frankfort, Ky.-For a grow1ng 
number or inmates in Kentucky's 
correctional institutions, the ''five· 
minute parole" is fast becoming the best 
reason yet for staying out of trouble. 

Established with the cooperation of 
South Central Bell Telephone Company, 
the novel incentive program g1ves in· 
mates on good behavior the opportwuty 
to make one collect, long-distance call 
each month to any one of four friends or 
relatives whose names have been sub· 
milled to officials in advance. 

"We require only that the inmate 
maintain a conduct record clear of 
anything more than a warning for ninety 
days prior to his making the call." said 
John Rees, executive assistant to State 
Corrections Commissioner Charles J . 
Holmes. 

First introduced nearly five years ago 
on a trial basiS at the Frenchburg 
Correctional Facility, the "five-minute 
parole" proved so successful that the 
State Bureau of Corrections began ex­
panding the program to include other 
correctional raciiHies as well. 

The latest institution to join the list of 
those already offering the special parole 
is the state reformatory at LaGrange. 
There, operators began accepting calls 
just in time for the Christmas season. 

Other institutions using the "five­
minute parole" are the Correctional 
Institute for Women at Peewee Valley, 
the Blackburn Correctional Complex, the 
minimum security forestry camps In Bell 
and Harlan counties, and the state 
penitentiary at Eddyville. 

Rees said that although the program 
was operated successfully at several of 
the state's correctional facilities for a 
number of years, the final decision to 
adopt it as a pennanent rehabilitation 
tool did not come until mid-1m. after It 
had been tried out for several months at 
Eddyville. 

Gene Nygaard, a corrections officer 
who heads up the Incentive program at 
the LaGrange reformatory. said inmates 
there can make their five-minute calls 
from four booths installed in a remodeled 
area of an old canteen. 

Nygaard worked with the principal 
engineer at the LaGrange facilty for stx 
months readying the old canteen so 
telePhone te<:hniclans could install the 
phones.

An Ordinance empowering the city of 
Martin with the right to remove aban­
doned motor vehicles from the streets 
and parking Jots of said city and from the 
property owned by said city; also, em· 
powering said city to dispose of the 
abandoned motor vehicles pursuant to 
K.R.S. 189.751. as amended by the 
Kentucky General Assembly in 1972. 

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF MARTIN , FLOYD COUNTY, 
KENTUCKY, HEREBY ORDAINS AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION ONE: The city of Marlin 
hereby makes it unlawful for any person 
to leave a motor vehicle upon the city 
streets or parking lots or any properly 
owned by the city under circumstances 
indicating abandonment, and said person 
shall be fined not less than $25.00, nor 
more than $100.00, or imprisoned for not 
less than three days nor more than 30 
days. A vehicle left upon the city streets, 
parking lots, or property owned by the 
city for a period of five consecutive days 
shall be presumed to be abandoned. 

SECTION TWO: The city of Martin , 
having jurisdiction over the abandoned 
vehicle, shall cause the vehicle to be 
removed and disposed, according to 
K.R.S. 169.7~1. (2), K.R.S. 376.275, and 
K.R.S. Chapter 393. 

SECTION THREE : If any such 
vehicle, in the opinion of the c ity of 
Martin or its designated authorities, is 
unfit Cor future use, the city of Martin 
may dispose of it immediately in such a 
manner as it deems appropriate. 

This Ordinance was Introduced and 
adopted by the City Council of Martin, 
Floyd County, Kentucky, in Regular 
Session on December 1, 1973.
