Pike Co. Jury 
Clears Martin 
In Murder Case 

Given the allernali\'e of finding the 
defendant guilty of first-degree murder 
or of acquitting him. a Pike circuit court 
jury last Wednesday held Glen.

Martin, of Estill, not guilty of the slaying 
last June of Robert Griffith, Sr., Estill 
merchant. 

Although the sh<KJting look place at 
Estill, Griffith died at a Pikeville 
hospital, giving the Pike court 

~ jurisdiction. 
The jury's two-hour deliberation ap· 

parently was influenced by the fact that 
the testimony was at wide variance, that 
the victim went to the scene where his 
son, Martin, and others were drinking 
and that he took with him a weapon. 

Defense testimony claimed that the 
elder Griffith arrived at the shooting 
scene with drawn gun and that the fatal 
shot was accidentally fired while he and 
Martin engaged in a scuffle. 

Griffith was shot in his right side, and 
the defendarn admilled the victim held 
the revolver in his right hand. His right 
hand was powder-burned. and a ballistics 
expert from F'rankfort testified for the 
Commonwealth thai it would have been 
impossible for him lo have been so 
burned while holding the handle of the 
revolver. The Commonwealth argued 
that Griffith was shot while trying to 
shove aside tht- muzzle of the revolver. 

Robert Griffith, Jr. and Billy Conley 
testified for the stale lhat a fight was 
going on between the former and Buddy 
Lazar when the merchant arrived and 
that the elder Griffith was struck by a 
rock and attacked by Martin, the 
defendant. 

Trial of Sykes 
In Deskins Case 
Is Shifted Here 

The trial of Robert Sykes, one of four 
men charged with the 1971 murder of 
Mrs. Gladys Deskins, apparently is 
headed for the Floyd circuit court on 
change of venue, it was said here 
Saturday. 

The change of venue motion was filed 
last week as next Monday's trial date in 
Pike neared and, ali hough Judge E. N. 
Venters had not ruled on the motion, it 
was learned here that he is expected to 
grant the motion and sl>ifl the trial to 
circuit court here. If L1e change is made, 
it will further load the murder docket for 
the September court term here. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J. 
Stumbo said the rase would bring to not 
less than five lhe number of murder 
tnals facing the Floyd court. 

Sykes, 39, is one of four men charged in 
connection with the murder of Mrs. 
Deskins. Two of those charged have 
already been found guilty. 

Mrs. Desking. 59, was killed at her 
home at Meta by a sawed-off shotgun 
blast and several knife wounds. 

In 1973, her estranged husband, Boone 
Deskins, 69, was found guilty of hiring 
three men to carry out the killing and 
was sentenced to a life term in the 
penitentiary. 

Last month, William Eugene Thomp· 
son, 22, was found guilly on a conspiracy 
to murder charge and also received a life 
sentence. •

Gov. Wendell H. Ford recently 
allocated the $5.5 million to the coal 
producing county development fund. 

The bill enacted by the 1974 General 
Assembly provides that the funds will be 
returned to the coal producing counties 
on a pro-rata basis. The amount each 
cnan1y will get cannot be exactly 
determined until the Lola! receipts are in. 
They will be notified of the amounts by 
Aug. 15. 

That money will be distributed by the 
Executive Department for Finance and 
Administration with the advice of the 
Coal Producing Development Com­
mittee.

By 
Sept. 15 each year, the fiscal courts will 
submit a list of proposed projects. No 
projects will be funded unless they are 
proposed through the fiscal court. 

Those proposals will then be reviewed 
by the state Office for Local Government 
in the Executive Department for Finance 
and Administration and the advisory 
committee. If the proposal conforms with 
the regulations and, if there is enough 
money, it will be approved and funded. 

The department and committee can, 
however, return any proposal to the 
fiscal court for reconsideration and can 
request that the fiscal court hold public 
hearings and present environmental 
impact statements on any project. The 
advisory committee wiB explain 
procedures for submitting projects to the 
county judges at a Frankfort meeting 
Aug. I.

Court To Ask 
Bids on Repair 
Of Courthouse 

Plans for courthouse repair, including 
·a new roof, have been completed by MKII 
Engineers and Architects, Lexington, 
and the Floyd fiscal court is ready to ask 
conlractors' bids on the project. 

The fiscal court reviewed plans for roof 
and plumbing work at its Monday af­
ternoon meeting here. Revenue sharing 
funds will probably be used in financing 
the cost. 

The courthouse, which was first oc­
cupied 10 years age, has suffered ex· 
lensive damage because of a leaky roof, 
a fault which became apparent soon after 
occupancy of the building. The repair 
work will be done while a sui l against the 
contractor is pending. 

Considerable interior damage has 
resulted from plumbing defects and 
because lavatories and drains in the jail 
on the third floor of the building have 
been clogged. 

The roof work will invoi ve the removal 
of the old roof, including gravel stops. 
metal counter flashing and insulation 
down lo the concrete deck, then the 
preparation of the deck and installatron 
of a completely new roof and flashing. 

Work on the plumbing will replace 
floor drains, traps, soil pipe and fittings 
where necessary and repair of leaky 
piping. 

The court at its meeting this week 
entered into a $58,000 equipment contract 
with the Department of Highways for the 
next fiscal year. This is the program 
under which the county acqwres road 
machinery and pays for it by working the 
equipment, receiving credit on the in­
debtedness for its services to the state.

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Random Thoughts on Vandalism 
Last week, a teacher in a letter to The Times wrote of the 

destruction of school property and expressed a willingness to try 
almost any suggestion offered as to how to create in youth a 
sense of respect and responsibility. 

The Times doesn't have any "inside" information or special 
insight on this very important matter. It has no final answer. 
Only a few thoughts. 

Vandalism is not peculiarly American, nor is it confined 
altogether to young people--as witness Attilo the Hun and every 
desecrator of temple or other hallowed place since ancient 
times. But most are either young or they have never become 
adult, mentally or morally. 

Vandals cost the schools of this country during the 1972-'73 
school year, in actual damages and protective measures and 
devices, no less than half a billion dollars, we are told. That is 
about what all the textbooks bought that year for American 
children cost. The heaviest losses were in metropolitan areas, 
but the senseless urge to destroy was not confined to the cities. In 
a peaceful and very affluent upper New York community, for 
instance, a lovely chapel is a re.,9ular target for vandals. In an 
Iowa community of less than a thousand population "yard farm­
lng"-the deliberate tearing apart of citizens' lawns by 
youngsters driving cars and motorcycles-is a regular "oc­
cupation.'~ 

Similarly and equally senselessly, a few weeks ago, a section 
of Faith Bible Church in this county which is devoted to the care 
and training of retarded children was cruelly vandalized. 

Why? "I don't know- I just did it," some of those caught in the 
act have told authorities. Some confess to anger with their 
teachers; others, with their parents. Sometimes, the motive is to 
steal things that can be sold to finance purchases of other things. 
Drugs, perhaps. 

But what to do? 
Some schools have hired security guards at considerable 

expense. Electronic devices are installed, even guard dogs used. 
These measures help, but vandalism continues. 

But the best policemen are consciences attuned to the respect 
and responsibility of which the Floyd teacher wrote. 

Perhaps the schools themselves need to make a change. A 
return to the business of teaching children how to live as well as 
to how to make a living is needed. Perhaps the qualifications for 
teachers should include much more than mere educational and 
professional training. How well the teacher of young people is 
emotionally adjusted and morally fit may be more important 
than the college degrees lle or she possesses. The ability of a 
student to live with himself and with others, to respect what 
belongs to others and to keep his hands off things that are not his 
own need recognition as much as excellence on the basketball 
floor or athletic field. 

Surely, there is some way left for teachers to earn for them­
selves and their schools the respect of the youngsters they teach. 

Above all-this, we know, is long-range and idealistic, but it is 
very basic-the parents of the boys and girls need to return to the 
principles. even tough principles, that were taught and accepted 
and even cherished when they were young. They need to take 
time out from the economic, or social, or power rat-race and give 
some time to the plain business of teaching, by example as much 
as by precept, the old-fashioned virtues of honesty, respect for 
others, respectfor law and property and responsibility as human 
beings. 

It may not solve the problem, but we all need to remember that 
it suffices little to breed a race of giants and educate a nation of 
savants if they are to wind up no more than overgrown vandals 
and highly educated criminals.

Trucks in "hau lback" operation on Sugar Loaf Creek. 
"Haulback" it's called, this new 

method of surface-mining, and it's a 
system which could go far to remove 
strip-mining from the dirty word 
category to which it has been relegated 
by many. 

The Triple Elkhorn Mining Company, 
headed by Harry Hale Ranier, of 
Prestonsbw·g, converted to haulback, or 
back-hauling, in its Sugar Loaf 
operations, between Prestonsburg and 
Emma, three months ago. And the 
results have been so pleasing that the 
company expects to follow thE' same 
improved mining procedtll"e in all future 
jobs. 

"We had some pretty rough looking 
spots up there, but not since we began 
back-hauling," Paul Combs, reclamation 
supervisor for Triple Elkhorn, said last 
week. "Now, there's no high wall left and 
no overburden." 

The haulback mining method was 
developed by the Grafton Coal Company 
in West Virginia, and a description of 
how it works is the subject of an article in 

COAL AGE magazine. Basically, says 
C. E. Compton, president of the West 
Virginia firm, it consists of hauling the 
overburden from the bench and back­
filli ng the mined-out area immediately 
behind the operation. <Haulback is a 

modified form of the block-cut method 
which originated in Pennsylvania.) 

Speaking fo r Triple Elkh orn , Mr. 
Combs agreed with Compton that the 
result is absolutely no spoil over the 
out slope and elimination of the ugly high­
wall. 

The West Virginia mining man c laims 
the system can be effective in any 
terrain. 

11 was after Combs had read the COAL 
AGE article which describes the 
operation in det.ail that Ranier decided to 
try it. 

A trial for the Floyd county firm meant 
the investment of $260,000 in two 45-ton 
end dumps (trucks>, Triple Elkhorn's 
reclamation supervisor said. 

"We riglD'e it costs us at least an extra 
do llar a touto mine coal t his way, but this 
doesn't take into account the savings in 
bonds, restoration costs and damage 
suits." 

Compton, the West Virginian who 
pioneered the haulback system, believes 
this may be "U1e mining method of the 
future in steep areas." He says mining 
and restoration are performed almost 
simultaneously and thal water control is 
improved, lhe need for sedimentation 
ponds no longer existing and rapid runoff 
eliminated.

Amos Gibson identified his brother as the 
gunman. 

The shooting followed a dispute over 
the dumping of garbage. Conley, who had 
been building a new home at the site of 
his birthplace, had been granted per­
mission by his friend, Clifton Moore, to 
dump waste materials on Moore's farm, 
farther downstream. ~ater, James 
Gibson rented the Moore property, and 
last Wednesday morning he and Conley's 
17-year-old son, Dextet Keith, are said to 
have had a d1spule about Conley's right 
lo dump garbage there. Later, officers 
were told, Gibson and the youth met at a 
nearby store and resumed the argument, 
Gibson slapping lhe youth. This was 
followed by a meeting of the elder Conley 
and Gibson, but members of the Conley 
family said there was no fight. Gibson 
was quoted as saying he was pistol­
whipped. 

Later in the day, Amos Gibson told 
investigators, his brother came to his 
home in the Garrett vicinity, asked for 
his shotgwt and persuaded him to return 
with him lo Salt Lick. The brothers later 
appeared at Bailey's store, less than a 
mile upstream from lhe slaying scene, 
and inquired of lhe whereabouts of the 
younger Conley and his cousin, Edgill 
Conley. AI that moment Ollie James 
Conley and his wife drove past. 

Mrs. Conley said the Gibson car 
'"failed" her husband's truck till lhey 
approached the highway junction at the 
mouth of the Raccoon Fork of Salt Lick 
and that her husband announced his 
decision to pull into the "'Y" and let the 
car pass. When he did so, however, Mrs. 
Conley said, I he car drew alongside and 
Gibson remarked that his wife had lost 
$15. During the ensuing conversation 
Conley Jell his truck and walked behind it 
loward lhe car. The shotgun blasts 
followed. 

Mrs. Conley snatched her husband's 
revolver from the glove compartment of 
I he truck and fired at I he Gibson car as il 
sped away. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Stumbo 
said he has statements of persons who 
::;ay James Gibson showed them the 
shotgun and told of what he intended lo 
do with it. His brother, who said he drove 
the car on I he nigh! of the shooling. lold 
officers he begged his brother to go on 
when Conley slopped but that James 
Gibson, who sat in a rear seat of the car 
with the shotgun, refused. 

Thesholgwt has not been found. James 
Gibson I old officers he left it on a hillside, 
near his home. but when taken there 
Friday by Deteclive Rose he was unable 
10 locate the weapon. 

The victim of the shooting retired, 
aOOut three years c1go. as a teacher in 
Ohio and for the last two years had been 
teaching in Knott county toward Ken­
tucky retirement. His wife. the former 
Bessie Reffett, had joined him at their 
new home on Sail Lick only the preceding 
Sunday after completing required 
teaching in Ohio for retirement benefits. 

He was a son of the late Mr. and Mrs. J. 
M. Conley and at the lime of his death 
was a remedial reading teacher at the 
Joshua school in Knott county. Surviving, 
besides his widow, are two sons and four 
daughters. James Cameron Conley, 
Columbus, 0 .. Dexter Keith Conley. at 
home, Mrs. Drenille Keener. Thornsville. 
0., Mrs. Anita Snyder, Santa Monica, 
Calif., Mrs. Wanda Avon, Columbus. 0., 
and Regina Conley, at home; two sisters 
and four brothers, Mrs. Minta Conley 
Hicks and Mrs. Maxine Reed, both of 
Hueysville, Willis Conley, of Eastern, 
Troy Conley, of Florida.

The Court of Appeals moved away 
slightly last Friday from the doctrine 
that the broad form deed gives a strip 
miner almost unlimited power to extract 
coal by any method he wishes. 

It said in a Pike county decision the 
mineral rights owner must exercise 
reason in his operation to avoid damage 
to the surface land as much as possible. 

The broad Corm deed, a turn of the 
century document paving the way for 
strip and auger mining, repeatedly has 
been affirmed by the high court. The 
judges have held that the only claim Cor 
damages by a landowner against a 
mineral rights owner under the deed is if 
the miner causes damage by "op­
pressive, arbitrary, wanton or malicious 
action.11 

Last week's decision is mild departure. 
lt says in essence a landowner can cite 
lhe law or nuisance in suing for 
damages- that he can contend the miner 
was unreasonable in his operations. 

The case involved Mr. and Mrs. Alonzo 
Charles, awarded $10,000 by Pike circuit 
court from KenUand-Elkhorn Coal Co. 
for damages from a coal preparation 
plant adjoining their land. 

The high court reversed the verdict 
and sent the case back to the Pike court , 
but only because of what it called error in 
instructions to the jury. 

One hint of the court's change in at­
li\ude about the broad from deed came 
in this comment by appellate com­
missioner Robert Cullen, who said in 
part: 

" ... Since this court has developed in 
the law of nuisances and the law of water 
rights a concept of unreasonable harm 
which he think would well be adapted to 
supply a measure of "oppressiveness" in 
the law or mineral rights, we have 
concluded that the foregoing concept 
should and will be applied in the type of 
mineral right situation here mvolved, 
where there is compl,;lint of 
tmreasonableness in the matter of use of 
a method of mineral recovery."

Cullen said the phrasing about 11ar­
bitrary, wanton or malicious" action by a 
miner has been explored thoroughly, but 
that the word "oppressive" is not so well 
defined. 

He indicated the concept of 
reasonableness should be part and 
acknowledged each issue or what con­
stitutes oppression, and acknowledged 
each issue would have to be pinpointed 
under varying standards and factors . 

"Our holding that the nuisance ap­
proach should be used in the type of case 
here presented has the effect of 
overruling (two previous decisions ) to 
the extent that they hold that the mineral 
owner cannot beheld liable to the surface 
owner for creating a nuisance,'' Cullen 
said. 

He said evidence in the Pike county 
case shows the coal preparation plant 
cast coal dust over the Charles home, 
garden and a rental house uin excessive 
quantities such as to render the property 
practically uninhabitable." 

He said there is evidence Kentland­
Elkhorn "did not do all it reasonably 
could be expected to do to minimize the 
harm ." 

Five of the seven justices concurred in 
lhe opinion . A sixth, James Stephenson, 
of Pikeville, disagreed with the nuisance 
concept, saying the decision should be 
based on whether a mining operation is 
damaging anyone's improvements. 

Medicare Premium 
Rates To Increase 

Monthly premiums on the medical 
insurance par! of Medicare will go up, 
beginning July I. 

The basic premium rate will go from 
$6.30 to $6.70 a month, according to Fred 
RefCetl, social security manager in 
Prestonsburg. 

The medical insurance helps pay 
doctor bills and other medical expenses 
and is funded by individual premiums 
and federal general revenues. The 
protection is offered automatically to 
people reaching 65 who are eligible Cor 
social security benefits- and to disabled 
people under 65 who have been entitled to 
social security disability benefits Cor 24 
consecutive months or more. 

11The Medicare law requires an annual 
review of the cost of the medical in~ 

surance program and adjustment of the 
monthly premium rate to cover the 
estimated medical expenses or Medicare 
patients," Reffett said. 

The 4o-cent increase in July is related 
to a rise in the cost of medical services 
and compares to a 50-cent increase in the 
medical insurance basic monthly 
premium rate in 1973, according to 
Reffett. 

Medicare hospital insurance 
premiums must also be increased 
starting July 1. "The baste premiwn 
rates will go from $33 Lo $36 a month/' 
Relfett said. 

Hospital insurance protection is ex~ 
tended automatically, without premium 
charge, to people reaching 65 who are 
eligible for social security or railroad 
retirement benefits-and to disabled 
people under 65 who have been entitled to 
social security disability benefits for 24 
consecutive months or more. 

"People 65 and over who aren't eligible 
for social security benefits can get 
Medicare hospital insurance by paying a 
monthly premium if they also sign up Cor 
the medical insurance," Reffett said. 

The hospital insurance premium rate 
is based on the average monthly 
Medicare hospital insurance payment for 
patients who have the protection. 

About 23 million pe<ple have one or 
both parts of Medicare. In 1973, the 
hospital insurance program paid $7 .I 
billion in benefits and the medical in­
surance program paid $2.5 billion. 

Medicare is administered by the Social 
Security Administration , an agency of 
the U. S. Department of Health, 
Education , and Welfare. " People can get 
information about signing up for 
Medicare by calling, writing, or visiting 
any social security office," Reffett said. 
The Prestonsburg social security office is 
at North Lak~ Drive. The phone number 
is 886-8525.

New Laws Give 
PSC More Power 

Frankfort, Ky.-The state Public 
Service Commission <PSCJ is taking on 
some new authority this July when new 
laws dealing with electric power and 
sewage treatment take effect. 

According to House Bill 438, passed by 
the 1974 Legislative, companies must 
obtain a certificate of environmental 
compatibility from the PSC before they 
can build power plants in Kentucky. The 
same goes for transmission 11nes of four 
million volls or more 

Before it can obtain that certificate. a 
utility must submit a statement of en­
vironmental compatibility to the stale 
Department for Nat ural Resources and 
Environmental Protection and any local 
environmental control districts. That 
statement describes the impact that the 
power plant will have on its surroun­
dings. Aesthetic impact. what it will dolo 
the view, must be evaluated in requests 
for the large transmission lines. 

After reviewing the impact 
statements, the environmental protec· 
lion agencies will m~ke recommenda­
tions to the PSC. And, after a public 
hearing, the commission will rule on the 
requests. 

House Bill 76, also passed by the 1974 
General ssembly and effective Jan. 1, 
1975, gives the PSC jurisdiction over 
private and ~ommercial sewage treat­
ment facilities. Richard Heman. Jr., 
secretary of the PSC, estimates that 
there are 300-500 such treat menl plants in 
the state. Most of them serve sub­
divisions. 

While treatment plants will need PSC 
approval to change rates or service, 
municipal sewage plants \Vill not. They 
are exempt from PSC controls.

Appalachian Country Jubilee 
Presents

HOPE Industries, Inc, a program of 

Mountain Comprehensive Care Center, is 
planting seeds not only for mental health 
but also for employment opportunity and 
industry. The Mountain Comprehensive 
Care Center is one of 15 regional centers 
serving the mentally and emotionally ill 
operating under the guidance of the 
Department for Human Resources, 
Bureau for Health Services. 

HOPE Industries is a private, non­
profit organization formed by the 
regional mental health board to develop 
sheltered and semi-sheltered workshops 
for the mentally, physically and 
emotionally handicapped. The four 
letters of HOPE stand for Helping Our 
People Excel. It serves the same five­
county area as does the Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center-Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin, and Pike. 

HOPE Industries currently has 22 
contracts, both private and commercial 
for lawn maintenance, collection, and 
bailing of paper. Planned projects in­
clude paper re-cycling, an integrated 
food processing center, mountain arts 
and crafts, custodial services and land­
scaping. 

David Wallen , forestry graduate and 
supervisor for HOPE's trainees is 
presently conducting a seasonal 
project- lawn maintenance. On October 
15, Wallen and his crew will return to the 
reforestation project which originated 
April t, 1974, planting seedlings on 
abandoned strip mine areas. 

In March, the Kentucky Surface 
Mining and Reclamation Association 
gave HOPE Industries a special purpose 
grant of $8,000 to start a reforestation 
project and to pe used for other 
development projects. 

Wallen and a crew of four trainees 
planted more than 6,000 trees the first 
two weeks or April on a 41k·acre strip 
mine site located near the Martin­
Johnson county line. Wallen clocked his 
crew several times and reported that 
under ideal conditions the trainees could 
plant nine trees per minute. 

Supervisor Wallen also reported that 
during the to-day project there was no 
tardiness or absenteeism. "Not only 
were the men enthusiastic, they were 
innovative," says Wallen. "Brian (Pop) 
Sammons and Tom Goble, the lead man , 
decided that the work would go faster if 
each man had a quota for incentive.They 
suggested being paid two cents for every 
tree planted above the quota." 

Pleased with the progress or his six 
trainees and HOPE's projects, Wallen 
speaks with enthusiasm about both. He 
talks with each trainee's therapist and 
closest reJative once a month to evaluate 
I he progress of his men. According to 
Wallen, "the self-image and morale of 
each man has greatly improved since 
they started working."

The trainees have both different and 
similar problems. Most of them did not 
finish school, some have physical im· 
pairments, and some have speech im· 
pediments. 

Oldest of the trainees must care for two 
elderly parents. 

The one problem common to all the 
trainees and occasionally even the able­
bodied is the existing job shortage in the 
area . Eighteen-year·old Oran Adams, a 
graduate of Johnson Central High School 
and one or Wallen's original crew, 
summarizes the general attitude of all 
the trainees : "Nobody knows better than 
I do how it feels not be be able to get a job 
and how much better it reels to be doing 
something you like and getting paid for 
it. " 

Wallen, who worked with the suc­
cessful greenhouse pilot project started 
by HOPE in 1972, says, "We learned from 
this experience and our reforestation 
project that the mentally and physically 
handicapped can learn several different 
skills, function well in many different 
work environments, and become in· 
dependent wage earners. We. also 
projected that similar pilot projects 
could become potential new industries 
for the rive-county area." 

Wallen feels that HOPE has suc­
cessfully demonstrated to the mer­
chants, ofricials, and citizens of the area 
Lhe unlimited possibilities for upgrading 
the economy as weU as providing many 
worthwhile services.

A Plea for the Bullfrog 
Boys, let's spare the bullfrogs this 

season! Our streams are dead enough as 
it is, what with the fish nearly all killed 
with poisonous acids from abandonee<! 
coal mines and drainage from oil wells 
and other chemical poisons. I'm sure no 
one wants our creeks and rivers to 
become as silent and dead as a 
graveyard. But that's the way we're 
heading. Kill out the bullfrogs and then 
go up a creek and listen! The very silence 
seems to stab one's heart awake and 
make him realize our planet is fast 
becoming a cold, dead ball of rock and 
poisonous streams. 

I saw a piece some time back in the 
Journal where the writer highly 
recommended the sport of taking a light, 
a small gig, blinding the bullfrogs and 
filling up the knapsack with them; and 
how good they were served with hot 
biscuits. I was made sad to see this piece 
because the bullfrogs are nearly all gone 
now and if we keep on hunting them, 
there soon won't be any. 

When I was a boy I loved to hear the 
wild chorus of bullfrog music; there 
would be hundreds of them making 
melody along the creek; some would sing 
bass and some treble; some had finer 
voices and could sing tenor; they would 
all engage in a lively songfest and answer 
one another; one big frog would boom 
out, "Juggerrwn!" and another one in a 
tenor voice would answer him with 
"Come Under The Roo-oot!" 

Some quacked and some bellowed like 
a pennyrile bull. I loved it all and called 
the bullfrog "my creekside chum." When 
a big King Rana bullfrog counts a log and 
bellows out his orders, all his subjects 
obey him, for they recognize him as the 
king. 

A bullfrog's feelings are easily 
wounded, as !learned the hard way when 
I was a boy. I helped some boys hold a big 
bullfrog by the hind legs, while one of 
them whipped him with a keen willow 
switch to make him cry. That frog would 
cry just like a baby and beg us to slop! I 
never tried whipping him again. 

But I did go bullfrogging with one of my 
uncles and that was the last. He lived on a 
small creek where there were plenty of 
bullfrogs in those days. I didn't think my 
uncle was cruel but he did some cruel 
things that night that seared my soul and 
made me resolve never to be cruel to any 
living creature. He said, "Let's go 
frogging," and we started up the creek. 
We heard a big bullfrog bellowing until 
you could have heard him a mile away. 
He was waking up the creekside and 
making the valley roar. My uncle ran and 
caught him. Then he made me hold him 
while he cut off his hams! He didn't kill 
the frog dead, but just set him down 
minus his legs. Soon there was a bloody 
puddle where the poor, legless frog was 
sitting. He couldn't move, couldn't hop! 
He just sat there bleeding, blinking his 
big bulging eyes. It made me half sick to 
look at him. We went on up the creek and 
caught some more bullfrogs. My uncle 
treated them all the same cruel way. 

As we came back down, the big 

bullfrog was crying like a baby. In my 
boyish heart, I knew he was heartbroken 
because he bad no hind legs. It smote me 
to the quick and I asked my uncle, "How 
long could you live if somebody cut off 
your legs like that?" He didn't say 
anything, but grunted. 

We went on to the house. I couldn't 
sleep that night for thinking about that 
poor, suffering bullfrog. I got up in the 
night and went out. I still could hear that 
bullfrog crying. He cried all night, I 
suppose, until he died the next morning. I 
found him dead in a puddle of his own 
blood' 

Later in life, I thought of the saying, 
"Man 's inhumanity makes countless 
thousands mourn. ' ' Man's cruelty to the 
dwnb animals makes them suffer, weep 
and mourn. 

I never hunted another bullfrog after 
that horrifying experience! Rather I 
learned to love them and to listen for 
their sonorous boom . It splits the country 
solitudy right down the middle and sets 
the pace for the march of spring. The big 
green bullfrog is the front drummer in 
the march of spring. He wakes up 
the violets along the creek bank and 
vibrates along the creek band and 
vibrates the air and sends fire power into 
country side. 

I loved to play with the big pollywogs­
the tadpoles of the bullfrog. They are 
large tadpoles, brownish, with Oat tails 
like a rudder. It takes them about three 
years to develop iQtO the adult bullfrog. 
Many herons, ducks and geese eat these 
big pollywogs, and so do the bass and 
other fish . But lbe female lays a great 
pancake of jelly containing multiplied 
thousands of eggs, and not all will reach 
mature bullfrogs. 

The pollywogs soon develop two hind 
legs. After a year or so living like a fish, 
the tail is absorbed into the body and the 
lungs develop for living out of the water. 

The bullfrog belongs to a class of 
animals called "lailless amphibians." 
They begin life in the water and then 
move out to live along the banks of the 
streams, or in swampy areas. They are 
highly useful animals . They help to clean 
up the streams. They devour mosquito 
larvae, giant water bugs that catch 
smallfish, and many kinds of pests like 
flies and bugs. The bullfrog has a sticky 
tongue for snaring lhe insects it eats. 

Let's spare the bullfrogs, boy! They 
enliven the country-side; they add zest 
to life in the country and keep the rural 
areas from being silent and dead like a 
graveyard. The bullfrog deserves better 
protection and less cruelty from hunters. 
This animal with a mouth as wide as a 
cave door, and big bulging eyes, and a 
dented in place called the "lympanum11 

on !he side of his face, for use as ears. is 
loved by many peole. 

We attend rallies and social doings and 
loudly sing: "I love thy rocks and rills, 
they woods and templed hills," but what 
do we do to keep some of the interesting 
creatures that live in those rocks and rills 
and enliven the templed hills?

Opinions From Office 
Of Attorney General 

Among opinions released last week 
from the office of Atty. Gen . Ed W. 
Hancock were the following: 

In response to a question submitted by 
Mrs. Mary Lacefield, of Lawrenceburg, 
Atty. Gen . Ed W. Hancock said that 
parents have a legal right to see the 
written records pertaining to their child 
which the school has on file. Hancock 
said there is no statute in Kentucky 
which requires school records to be kept 
confidential and the courts have held that 
parents have a common law right to 
inspect their child's school records. 

Atty. Gen. Hancock, in reply to a 
question from Bob Lewis, sheriff of 
Franklin county, said that the Capital 
Plaza in Frankfort is not under the 
jurisdiction of the Frank1in county 
sheriff, primarily because the statutory 
section cited is concerned with a place of 
entertainment operated outside the 
corporate limits of the city. Capital Plaza 
is within the city limits of Frankfort. 

In response to Pat Tanner, Daviess 
county judge, Atty. Gen. Hancock said 
that certain election expenses may not be 
considered an expense of the office of the 
county clerk. The cost of all elections 
held in any county shall be allowed by the 
fiscal court and paid by county treasurer 
except as otherwise provided by law,

Only slightly more than 20 

percent of the country's flood 
prone communities have 
enrolled in the National Flood 
Insurance program since the 
National Flood Insurance Act 
was enacted in 1968. 

Of 16,000 communities we 
have identified as flood prone, 
some 31500 have signed up, 
offering protection from flood 
losses to about 330,000 property 
owners who took advantage of 
the Act to purchase insurance 
at federally subsidized rates. 

This is a fairly good track 
record, considering that the 
Act had a basic flaw in it. 
Compliance under the Act was 
volWltary. The requirements 
lor eligibility were simple 
enough. All a community had 
to do was to adopt a building 
permit system for new con­
struction, and undertake some 
additional minimal land use 
measures to lessen the chances 
of property damage from 
future floods. 

But under the original Act 
the community could exercise 
the option of declining to 
submit an application, thereby 
denying its residents the op­
portunity for flood insurance 
coverage. 

That basic flaw has been 
corrected in the Flood Disaster 
ProJ.ect.ion Act of 1973. True, a 
community may decide not to 
apply. But if it has been 
identified by HUD as flood 
prone it must enter the 
program by July 1, 1975, or else 
be disqualified from nearly aU 
forms of federal financial 
assistance ror building pur­
poses in its designated areas of 
high risk. 

Since individuals cannot 
pw-chase a policy until the 
community qualifies, owners 
or properly located in these 
identified areas of such a 
community would be ineligible 
lor FHA or VA mortgages, 
loans from the Small Bu~iness

Administration, or loans from 
federally regulated or 
supervised banks and savings 
and Joan institulions. 

Similarly, the commWlity 
itself could not qualify for a 
Federal grant for construction 
purposes in its hazardous 
areas. 

As of today, some 12,000 
communities we have identified 
as flood prone have not sent in 
their applications. We urge 
them to do so now. 

The program has many 
advantages. The rates are low, 
and coverage has been 
broadened under the 1973 Act. 
Flood insuranl:t! up to $35,000 is 
available at subsidized rates 
for single family homes, and up 
to $100,000 lor multi-family and 
non-residential dwellings. The 
contents are also insurable, up 
to $10.000 on homes and 

apartments and $100,000 on 
non-residential property, also 
at subsidized rates. For $50 a 
year, a homeowner can buy 
$20,000 of coverage. 

There is no question that flood 
insurance is superior to federal 
disaster relief, which is at best 
a loan and must be paid back to 
Lhe government. Also, the 
program offers long range 
benefits to the communily by 
encouraging it to cut back on 
haphazard construction in 
dangerous areas and making 
more sensible use of available 
land. 

A final word to the officials of 
those 12,000 communities: U 
you apply now, you will a void 
the crtmch which is certain to 
happen early next year as 
more slow moving com ­
munities act to meet the 
deadline.
