Allen-P'burg Site 
Viewed for Plant 
Costing $1 Million 

Early plans for construction of a 
million-dollar coal preparation plant in 
this county were announced here this 
week. 

The plant will be constructed between 
Prestonsburg and Allen, a spokesman for 
the Big Sandy Coal Producing Co., Inc., 
said. Burl W. Spurlock, executive vice­
president of The First National Bank 
here, was listed as the individual in­
corporator in the application filed with 
the secretary of state for corporate 
charter, but names of other members of 
tbe firm will be announced later, it was 
said. 

The iustallation is planned to meet a 
vital need of Eastern Kentucky coal as 
the market demands a cleaner product 
with a minimum of ash. It will process 
coal from various mines, large or small, 
and will particularly serve .~ose mining 
operations which do not have access to 
preparation plants, Mr. Spurlock said. 

Although the exact location of the plant 
was not stated, it is known that the C. & 
0. Railway has agreed to sidetrack 
construction. Mr. Spurlock said a con­
tract for construction may be expected 
this summer. 

Capacity of the plant was not specified 
with plans incomplete, but it was said it 
wiD perhaps employ 25 workers.

The First National Bank of Prestons­
burg has been notified by the regional 
administrator of National Banks, 
Cleveland, Ohio, that its applications for 
two branch banks in this county have 
been received and are accepted for filing, 
effective April 15. 

The announcement this week by 
Executive vice-president Burl Wella 
Spurlock gave the location of the two 
branch banks as North Prestonsburg and 
Betsy Layne. Mr. Spurlock said the bank 
had doubled its total assets in the last 
three year, noting that the bank's growth 
last year totalled approximately $19 
million. "Our decision to seek these new 
branches is in line with our confidence ln 
the continued economic growth of Floyd 
County," he said. 

The First National Bank has its main 
offices in Prestonsburg and the Twin 
Bridge Branch Bank at Martin. Sites for 
both new branch have been procured. 
The Prestonsburg branch will be located 
on North Lake Drive, near Prestonsburt 
High School, and the Betsy Layne branch 
on a site between old and new US 23. 

Architects have already begun 
preliminary plans on both new struc­
tures, Spurlock said, and construction 
could be completed in six to eight montbl 
after final approval is granted.

The Floyd fiscal court last Thursday

Major Motel Planned 
Outside Prestonsburg 

Mt. Comp Care 
Changes Plans 
On Bldg. Here 

The 14-acre tract made available on US 
23, near here, by the state to Mountain 
Comprehensive Care will not be uted as 
the location of an administrative 
headquarters building, after all, it was 
learned last week. 

Richard S. Stai, executive director of 
the multi-county agency, said the 
Development Disability Services 
building which was originally planned for 
the site near here will be built at 
Pikeville. He explained that the need for 
development in Pike county is greater at 
this time because other counties have 
facilities in operation. PurchaM and 
renovation of the former Prestonsburl 
General Hospital here has eliminated 
much of the need for office and services 
space here, he said, and bulldinp are ln 
use at both Paintsville and Salyersville 
on long-term leases. 

J. E. Holdren, president of People's 
Choice of Kentucky, Inc., last Friday 
announced plan11 to construct a 100-room 
motel on a site just beyond Archer Park 
on the Mountain Parkway at Katy 
Friend, on the interchange of U.S. 23 and 
480, near here. The motel will be af­
filiated with a national chain. 

Mr. Holdren said he has obtained a 
lease on a six-acre tract of land from 
Edward C. Music, the George P.Archer 
estate and Tom Ruth. 

In addition to 100 modem rooms, the 
motel construction will include three 
convention rooms, a dining room that 
will seat 160 persons, plus a coffee-shop 
that will seat 64. The motel will also 
feature an indoor-outdoor swimming 
pool. 

Adjacent to the motel, Holdren said, 
will be a 28,000-square-foot supermarket 
to complement the total development. 

"We are making this investment in the 
Prestonsburg area because we feel it is 
rapidly becoming the center of com­
merce for Eastern Kentucky," floldren 

said. "We feel Prestonsburg is the hub of 
the five-county area from a standpoint of 
both transportation and recreation. We 
feel the construction of this motel will 
add greatly to the continued growth of 
Prestonsburg in both commerce and 
tourism." 

Both projects, he added, are estimated 
to be under construction within the next 
12 months. 

It was said the motel and supermarket 
together will employ about 125. 

Mr. Holdren last February announced 
plans for the construction near the Ar­
cher Clinic here of a 78,000-square-foot 
Shoppers' Village featuring a 28,0<10-
square-foot supermarket and 50,000 
square feet of space for lease to com­
mercial businesses. 

Delayed because of a change in 
structural plans·, the complex will be 
under construction within the next 120 
days, if not earlier, it was said here last 
week. The proposed construction is a 
project of J. E. H. Development, 
Lexington firm which Holdren heads. 

Mr. Stai said the property near here 
will be used for later construction of 
residential housing for the handicapped.

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Hearing Follows Usual Pattern 
By MARVA GAY 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-What happened 
at the recent public hearing on proposed 
state air pollution regulations was just 
what air pollution officials expected. 

For seven hours, industry represen­
tatives argued that the cost of meeting 
the new regulations would be oppressive 
to business and to the general public. 
Environmentalists argued that the in­
direct cost of pollution exceeded t~e cost 
of pollution control. 

According to John Smither, director of 
the division of air pollution in the Ken­
tucky Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection, all the 
comments made at the hearing will be 
considered before thl' final regulations 
are drafted and adopted. 

The two changes which provoked the 
most furor concerned power plants. One 
changes the classification system for

control of sulfur dioxide. The other 
eliminates the use of alternate control 
strategies in lieu of direct emission 
controls. 

Under the state's old air pollution 
regulations, the state was divided into 
nine air quality regions and every 
pollution source in each region had to 
control its emissions to the same degree. 
The new proposal retains the regional 
classification concept for control of other 
pollutants, but sulfur dioxide will be 
controlled on a county-by-county basis. 

According to Smither, the divisi?n 
changed the classification system par­
tially because the 1974 federal Energy 
Supply and Environmental Coordination 
Act encourages control agencies to 
develop new strategies and regulations 
that would both control sulfur dioxide 
emissions and allow greater use of high 
sulfur fuels. 

State officials maintain that the new 
system allows industries in counties 
which have low sulfur dioxide ambient 
levels to use higher sulfur in fuel than 
would have been possible with the 
regional concept. The new system 
relaxes the sulfur dioxide regulations in 
114 counties, makes then stricter in five 
and remains the same in Jefferson 
County. Bell, Clark, McCrackern, 
Pulaski and Woodford counties will have 
to meet the stricter requirements. 

Predictably, most objections to the 
reclassification came from the utilities in 
those counties which will be required to 
meet tighter sulfur dioxide control 
regulations.

Mrs. Stratton was installed as 
president of the state auxiliary at the 1974 
state convention in Louisville, and at that 
time announced her goal as being the 
institution of one or more auxiliaries in 
each Appellate Court district. As of 
October, 1974, only three such auxiliaries 
existed-Fayette county, Jefferson 
county, and the Southern Kentucky 
district. Seven new auxiliaries have been 
formed since October and Mrs. Stratton 
would like to help organize several more 
before spring. 

"Each local organization will function 
independently of all other auxiliaries, 
including the state and national 
auxiliaries," Mrs. Stratton explained. 
"Keeping in mind in all instances, that 
the ultimate purpose of a ladies auxiliary 
is to enchance the image of the legal 
profession as a whole, we will endeavor 
to stress the dedication of the attorney to 
that profession in particular." 

She added that there are many worth­
while law oriented projects which could 
best be evaluated by the local auxiliary 
and a program adopted uniquely fitted 
to that home town or area situation. "All 
auxiliaries will share a mutual bond of 
creating public awareness of Law as one 
of the oldest and most honorable 
professions."

2 Plead Guilty 
In Eagle Blaze 

Two Letcher county men pleaded 
guilty in Letcher Circuit Court last 
Thursday to a charge related to a fire last 
Aug. 1 at the office of The Mountain 
Eagle, a Whitesburg weekly newspaper. 

The two, Benny Ray Bentley, 19, and 
Roger Stewart, 21, were each fined $300 
plus court costs by Judge F. Bryd Hogg. 

Bentley and Stewart had been charged 
with "willful and malicious burning of a 
building other than a dwelling," a felony, 
but that charge was reduced to a 
misdemeanor, ''unlawfully damaging 
private property but without felonious 
intent." 

The trials of two other defendants in 
the case, Johnny Dwight Caudill, 25, a 
former Whitesburg city policeman, and 
Bradl£;y Wayne Jones, 19, were continued 
by Judge Hogg until July 23. 

Caudill and Jones are charged with 
"aiding, counseling or procuring the 
willful and malicious burning of a 
building other than a dwelling." 

The early morning fire at The Moun­
tain Eagle caused about $30,000 worth of 
damage and destroyed documents and 
photographs belonging to the paper, 
according to Tom Gish, editor and 
publisher of the newspaper. 

Shortly after the fire, city officials 
condemned the paper's downtown office 
building, and the newspaper bad to be 
moved to new quarters.

Questions Board Action 
The Floyd County Board of Education 

announced last week in the Floyd County 
Times that Coach Gene Frasure of Allen 
Central would not be reemployed in that 
capacity for the following year. No 
reason was given for his dismissal. It 
was an unexpected and questionable 
act, oecause Coach Frasure is regarded 
as one of the more successful coaches in 
Eastern Kentucky, as is evidenced by his 
past record. 

Whether or not there were legitimate 
reasons for the decision of the Board, is 
of concern to many. However, regardless 
of the reasons, the method in which 
the matter was tJandled remains 
questionable to all. It reflects a total lack 
of responsibility on the part of the Board 
to act as a group and demonstrates their 
inability to act decisively, as is required 
of men in their positions. 

Their solution was to select special 
committees to screen applications for the 
position of coach at Allen Central, of 
which anyone in the county was eligible 
to apply for, including Coach Frasure. 
The inclusion of Coach Frasure on the 
possible list of applicants was brought up 
by a member of one of the selected 
committees, and could not be denied by 
the Board without demonstrating their 
partial position on the matter. Since the 
Board dismissed him, obviously they 
weren't going to turn right around and 
allow him to be rehired if they could 
prevent it. However, not wanting this 
responsibility left upon themselves, they 
placed it upon the committees <which 
were selected by the Board>. 

I feel that if the committees had been 
openly elected by popular vote to 
represent the wishes of the parents of the 
Allen Central school district this action 
would have been much more acceptable, 
even though it deviates from standard 
procedure. 

I ask, should a body such as the Board 
of Education be allowed to pass their 
designated responsibilities on to others in 
such a devious manner? Has our Board 
of Education initiated a new method for 
the selection of school personnel, and if 
so is it legal? Or have they merely flexed 
the rules in this special caee In an at­
tempt to preserve their own popularity? 
These are questions that should be asked 
in the minds of concerned Floyd coun-
tians.

Vitamins From Nature 
VITAMIN C.-This vitamin is not 

stored in the body and its supply must be 
replenished daily. Natural Vitamin C 
may be obtained from nature and is 
superior to the organic form as sold on 
the markets. A tea made of rose hips is a 
fine source of this vitamin. These hips 
are hard-seeded berries which grow on 
different kinds of roses, such as 
multiflora and the pasture rose. Another 
good source is persimmon leaves and the 
fruit. Gather the green leaves, cut up fine 
and steep to make the tea. Elderberries, 
from which a delicious wine is made, are 
also rich in Vitamin C, and so are the 
cresses. 

VITAMIN E.-This is another im­
portant vitamin, beneficial to the body in 
many ways. It may be obtained for 
alfalfa tea, pure wheat germ, dandelion 
leaves and kelp. 

VITAMIN K.-This vitamin is 
necessary to the process of clotting the 
blood, and so it prevents undue bleeding 
from wounds. Sources of Vitamin K are 
alfalfa tea, Shepherd's purse, a member 
of the Cress family. 

VITAMIN B1 <Thiaminel.-This 
vitamin produces growth and helps to 
maintain a healthy appetite. It may be 
obtained from wheat germ, okra, kelp and 
dulse. 

Teas to keep you cool and healthy 
through the hot summer: 

(a) Peppermint Tea. This tea was an 
old favorite in our grandmothers' day. 
You 'II find peppermint growing in patches 
along brooks or in damp soils. It is one of 
our finest and most aromatic mints, has 
a soothing effect and cools the body 
against heat. It is fine for an upset 
stomach. A little lemon juice adds to the 
flavor to the tea. 

Boat Licenses 
Required May 1 

Although boat licenses for the coming 
boating season don't take effect until 
May 1 (covering the period May 1, 1975-
April30, 1976), they have been on sale at 
circuit court clerk's offices since Jan. 1. 

"The boat licenses are made available 
this early," said state Division of Driver 
Licensing Director F. E. Hodges, 
"because many boat owners like to pick 
up their boat licenses when they come to 
the circuit court clerk's office to pick up 
their automobile tags. 

"This year we want to make a special 
effort," added Hodges, "to get complete 
information on everyone's boat license. 
In the past, and so far this year, many 
people have come to the clerk's office 
without all the pertinent information 
about their boat which should be included 
on the license. 

"Specifically," said Hodges, "many 
people do not know the manufacturer's 
serial number (or hull identification 
number) of their boat. Nor do they know 
the make and year of their motor and its 
horsepower." 

Hodges said that on most boats the 
manufacturer's serial number is located 
on the stern of the boat <recessed in the 
transom> above the waterline. Hodges 
added that some boats don't have a 
manufacturer's serial number, but that 
most do. 

"People should look at their old license 
before coming to the circuit court clerk's 
office to renew it," Hodges said. "If it 
doesn't have the , manufacturer's serial 
number on it or the make, year and 
horsepower of the motor, this in­
formation should be obtained and noted 
so that the clerk will be able to type it on 
the new license and thereby send along a 
complete record to our central computer 
bank in Frankfort. 

"This information will allow us to trace 
more effectively a person's boat in the 
event that it is stolen," said Hodges. 

Hodges added that the boat owner has 
the option of applying for his license at 
the office of the circuit court clerk in the 
county where the boat is principally used 
or in his home county. 

A well-known writer once said: "The 
good things that soothe and heal and 
bless are scattered at our feet like 
flowers." 

Yet we do not pause to study them and 
learn of their value to us. For instance, 
there is an abundance of red clover in 
summer, growing in fields and along 
roadsides.

(b.) Wintergreen or mountain 
teaberry. Perhaps mountain tea makes 
the sweetest and best tea of all. The 
young leaves of spring have the richest 
flavor and make the best tea. The tea 
made from this plant has the good taste 
and flavor of Chinese tea, but without any 
of its harmful, stimulating qualities. 
Refinesque once wrote: "Mountain 
teaberry makes a beverage that is very 
agreeable and refreshing and is superior 
to Chinese tea. The vining plants make a 
rose-colored tea, which leaves a 
pleasant, lingering after-taste. Mountain 
tea grows on most of the high, dry spurs 
and points of our region and bears sweet, 
edible berries. It is used to flavor 
chewing gum and medicines. 

(c.) Slippery elm tea. A spoonful of the 
inner bark makes a pint of tea when 
boiling water is poured over it. This is the 
best tea for a weak or sickly somach. 

A remedy for that hacking winter 
couch: Gather a pint of fresh wild cheery 
bark and boil; add sirup and boil until the 
mixture is thick. Take a mouthful when 
coughing or at night before retiring.

Administration Backs 
ARC Extension 4 Years 

WASHINGTON, D. C.-Donald W. 
Whitehead, federal cochairman of the 
Appalachian Regional Commission 
(ARC), last week transmitted to the 
Congress a strong Ford Administration 
bill calling for an extension and ex­
panded authority of the Appalachian 
Regional Commission and its programs. 

The proposed legislation would extend 
the Commission and its non-highway 
programs for four years to 1979, add a 
major innovative option for funding the 
highway program and make a number of 
improvements in other programs. 

The Administration is also requesting 
authority for new and expanded non­
highway programs in the areas of site 
development, housing, and multi-county 
action planning. 

Since 1965, $2.26 billion of Commission 
funds have succeeded in attracting other 
significant federal, state and local 
monies into the region. As a result, ap­
proximately $5.5 billion in highway and 
public facility investments have been 
channeled into the 13 Appalachian states 
to help solve the many social and 
economic problems which have long 
plagued the region.

The legislation represents the 

strongest endorsement made by any 
Administration for continuing the RC's 
program since the Commission was 
created in 1965. 

Congress has defined the Appalachian 
Region to include the 397 counties of the 
13 states straddling the Appalachian 
mountains. 

The same courteous service as in the past. 

In addition to the four-year extension, 
the Ford Administration is proposing a 
major change which will give states an 
additional option in financing the Ap· 
palachian Development Highway 
System, which is currently authorized 
through 1978. The proposed legislation 
would permit an increase in the federal 
share to 90 per cent when Appalachian 
Act funds are combined with · state 
allocations under the regular Federal-aid 
Highway Program. The present federal 
limit is 70 per cent. 

To be eligible for 90 per cent federal 
aid, a state would be required to provide 
up to 30 percent from its Title 23 federal­
aid highway allocations with 60 percent 
from state funds. A state could use a 
maximum of 45 percent federal-aid high­
way funds with a corresponding amount 
of Appalachian Act funds. 

This legislation, putting the funding of 
Appalachian development corridors on a 
par with the interstate system, would 
permit the states to accelerate the 
construction of the development 
corridors and would contribute to high­
way construction employment in the 
region. Mr. Whitehead s~id: 

"This innovative new option of 
financing the Appalachian Highway 
System not only will allow an ac­
celeration of construction on the system, 
but will simultaneously reduce the cost to 
the states. Endorsement of this change 
by the Administration, combined with 
the four-year extension request, in­
dicates the Administration's strong 
support of the ARC joint federal-state 
organization and its program of bringing 
the region further into the mainstream of 
the national economy." 

The highway system, started in 1965, 
has been the cornerstone of the region's 
economic development programs. 
Currently, half of the system-1,345 
miles of a total of 2,685 miles-either has 
been completed or is under construction. 

Over the past ten years, the Com­
mission has invested the major portion of 
its non-highway funds in health, child • 
development and education programs, 
wih the balance concentrated on com­
munity facilities and environmental 
projects.

Among Offerings 

The Man for the Job

Commonwealtlt' s Attorner Lying at the point in southcentral 
Kentucky where the pioneers' Wilder­
ness Road and Boone's Trace almost 
merged, Levi Jackson Wilderness Road 
State Park remembers early Kentucky 
while providing modern campers the 
finest in convenience and recreation. 

Hiking, swimming, archery, pic­
nicking-and most especially camping­
combine with history, as seen in the 
Mountain Life Museum, a carefully 
preserved pioneer village that offers 
visitors a rewarding look at the life of 
America's first westward adventlD'ers. 

One of three hiking rails in the park 
follows Boone's Trace from McHargue's 
Mill, on the Little Laurel River where the 
historic trail crossed it, to the 
Freeman and Jackson cemeteries, the 
only marked blD'ialgrounds on either tbe 
Wilderness Road or Boone's Trace. 

The park itself marks the blD'ial spot of 
24 settlers who died in one of the bloodiest 
Indian massacres in Kentucky's history. 
That was in 1786, 11 years after Boone 
bad first crossed the Little Laurel on hla 
way north to the Kentucky River. 

The life of these settlers, and of others 
like them who settled in the Kentucky 
wilderness, is portrayed in the Mountain 
Life Museum, the park's most out­
standing feature. 

It's a collection of seven log buildings 
arranged much the same way as the fint 
homesteads in this part of Kentucky and 
constructed of band-hewn logs. 

One two-story cabin was first used u a 
school building and now contains 
household utensils from the frontier era 
and a collection of frontier guns and 
Indian artificats. 

The Old Hopkins • 'homestead,'' housed 
in two other cabins, represents early 
family life on the frontier and is flD'­
nisbed with the same household items tbe 
original home contained, including a 
loom and spinning wheels. 

'11le museum also includes an old 
Methodist cblD'ch, Bald Rock Chapel, 
built with logs over 200 years old and 
containing a 200-year-old piano made of 
rosewood. 

Other buildings are the smokehou•, 
the blacksmith's shop, which is equipped 
with the original smithing .tools, and a 
bam which hou888 an old prairie 
schooner, the type of wagon that brought 
early settlers into Kentucky and tbe 
Western frontier. 

Today's travelers who venture east 
from the London exit off Interstate High­
way 75, will find a 200-site camping area 
at Levi Jackson that is one of Kentucky's 
largest and finest.

Of these, 125 sites are for campers with' 
recreational vehicles and 75 sites ac­
commodate tent campers. Each site for 
recreational vehicles is paved and bas an 
electrical hookup with water hookups 
located within easy access of all cam­
pers. 

Serving the campers are three central 
service buildings offering showers and 
laundry facilities, plus a "refuge room" 
located in the center of the camping area 
with couches, color television and games. 

Grocery needs for campers or pic­
nickers, who can utilize one of eight 
picnic areas at the park, are met by a 
combination grocery and gift shop at the 
entrance to the camping area. 

Levi Jackson also offers a group 
camping facility that can accommodate 
up to 200 people. Fifteen cabins with 
beds, mattresses and pillows (linens are 
not furnished), a central service building 
and combination kitchen and dining 
room are in operation year round.

Briefs Upheld Validity 
Of Law Curbing Deeds 

ByRAYCOHN 
(In The Lexington Herald) 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-The legendary 
disputes between the Hatfields and 
McCoys "will wane in comparison to the 
upheavals that could occur between 
surface" and mineral rights owners if 
there is no law undermining the broad 
form deed. 

This claim was made in a reply filed in 
the Court of Appeals recently for four 
Knott county owners who are defending a 
1974 law requiring the surface owner's 
consent prior to strip mining. 

1be statue-often referred to as House 
Bill 9-was declared unconstitutional by 
Franklin Circuit Judge Henry Meigs in 
January. 

The Court of Appeals in March per-
. mitted the law to remain in effect pen­

ding its decision on an appeal of Meig's 
ruling which was filed by the four surface 
owners and the state. Since the high court 
has agreed to hear tbe case on an ex­
pedited basis a decision is expected soon. 

1be assertion about the "upheavals" 
which ccxild occur without the law was 
contained in a reply brief by Appalachian 
Research and Defense of Kentucky at­
torneys, Dean Hill Rivkin of Lexington 
and John M. Rosenberg of Prestonsburg, 
to one filed by No. 8 Limited of Virginia. 

The Virginia coal finn successfully 
challenged the law in Franklin circuit 
court after the state Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection denied it a strip mining 
pennit because it did not have consent of 
the land owners. 

The state also filed a reply brief to the 
Virginia coal finn . Both the state and tbe 
land owners previously filed brielp 
before the high court. And six Kentuctt 
organizations have intervened in the ca-t 
in support of the law. 

type of contact effected because it is the 
only type of contract which has been 
construed, as between parties, to 
authorize strip mining, which does not 
contain express consent sufficient to 
satisfy" the law. "No definitional 
problem is raised; what is required is 
express consent to strip mine," it 
maintains. 

Beals also argued the requirement for 
the surface owner's consent is not in 
violation of the two constitutions. "1be 
consent required in K.R.S. 350.060 (8)," 
he said, "is a reflection of the 
legislature's detennination that no. land 
in Kentucky may be strip mined unless 
the operator produces an express and 
specific consent authorizing the use of 
this method." 

He said "The only distinction which is 
made (in the law) is between deeds 
which do and do not contain express 
consent to strip mine." And he argued 
this "is based on a regional and discreet 
difference and relates to a subject of 
valid legislative concern . . . " 

Beals also argued the lower court 
failed to recognize that the consent 
requirement "bore a reasonable and 
substantial relation to the ac­
complishment of a valid state purpose 
and was a valid exercise of the police 
powers of the commonwealth."

Kentucky 'fo Implement New 
School Lunch Program Financing

director of the division of school food 
service, state Department of Education. 

He explained that the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture (USDA) will reimburse 
local districts on a per-meal basis for the 
actual cost of operating their food service 
programs.Bevins added that although 
the federal guidelines are tentatively 
scheduled for July, 1976, most Kentucky 
school districts should be ready to im­
plement the new cost accounting 
procedures this fall. 

Presently, Kentucky and most other 
states reimburse local districts at the 
announced average rate per meal. 

School food service program costs in 
Kentucky are so diverse that one school 
district may spend 60 cents per lunch, 
while another district's cost may be 66 
cents per meal. Standards for deter­
mining meal costs also vary. 

Regulations set up by the USDA 
require that each school district be 
reimbursed no more than the actual cost 
of operating school food service 
programs. 

When the new financing requirement 
becomes mandatory, a district 
designating 60 cents as its meal cost will 
receive that exact amount. And, if a 
district can prove that its food costs are 
greater than the state average, the 
difference will be given to that program 
if funds are available. 

"The beautiful part of this new 
procedure is that boards that previously 
have not determined meal costs are now 
permitted to do so," said Bevins.He 
explained that new USDA regulations 
permit use of "hidden" costs, since 
districts keep records of the amount 
spentfor food, suppies, labor, equipment 
depreciation, purchasing services and 
overhead-the total expenses involved in 
a·school lunch program. 

Explicit directions are enumerated in a 
USDA handbook, a part of which states, 
"The system must be consistent and 
uniform, although it crosses cafeteria 
and district lines. Only in this manner 
can local, state and federal officials 
make valid comparisons between entities 
over long periods of time." 

Bevins said that the Kentucky staff 
was providing excellent leadership in 
gearing up for the new program and that 
it continues to be a voluntary decision on 
the part of local districts as to when the 
new procedures would be put into effect. 

The food director noted that the new 
guidelines should not affect lunch prices. 
"The only great change is that those in 
charge of the programs can show ac­
countability. They will be able to show 
what has been done with the money they 
received," he explained.

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Consumer Comments 
By Atty. Gen. Ed Hancock 

A consumer recently asked our office, 
"What are those funny-looking Jines and 
numbers on the wrappers and labels of 
my food?" 

This series of vertical bars and 
numbers is called the Universal Product 
Code CUPC), part of a new system 
designed and presently being tested by 
the supermarket industry, to com­
puterize supermarket checkout. 

Under this system, each grocery 
product sold through retail channels in 
the U. S. would be assigned a 10.digit 
number. The first five numbers form the 
code number for the manufacturer and 
the second five numbers represent a 
specific product. The bars correspond to 
the numbers . 

At the checkout counter, an electronic 
scanner will "tead" the symbol and 
transmit that information to the store's

computer, where the price is checked 
and transmitted back to the cash 
register. The price will be flashed to both 
checker and consumer. At the same 
time, a register tape is printed with the 
product name, manufacturer, price and, 
sometimes, weight. This whole process 
takes only a split second for each item. 

With computerization, the super­
market industry hopes to lower costs by 
speeding up checkout times and by 
reducing the chance of human error, by 
obtaining instant inventory information 
and by decreasing out-of-stock and or­
dering problems. 

The most controversial part of the 
computerized system is the likelihood 
that stores would discontinue marking 
prices on each item in the store, leaving 
the consumer with prices listed only on 
the shelves. This might mean much 
running back and forth between aisles for 
those who wish to compare prices bet­
ween, say, frozen and canned corn.

Criminal Justice 
Study To Begin

Special task forces designed to 

evaluate and recommend improvements 
in Kentucky's criminal justice system 
will meet for the first time in a series of 
open conferences starting in Frankfort 
this week. 

The juvenile delinquency task force 
will meet at 10 a.m. today (Wednesday) 
at the Ramada Inn, with the corrections 
task force meeting there the next day at 9 
a.m. The schedule also includes these 
meetings: 

Courts task force at 10 a.m., April28 at 
the Ramada Inn; police task force at 9 
a.m., May 15 at Morrison's cafeteria; 
assessment task force at 9 a.m., May 22 
at the Ramada Inn. 

A spokesman for the state Justice 
Department, which is sponsoring the 
meetings under its newly formed Ad­
visory Commission on Criminal Justice 
Standards and Goals, said the task force 
on juvenile delinquency will focus on 
delinquency prevention, pre-trial in­
vestigations, police-juvenile relation­
ships and training of all personnel in the 
field. 

He said the second meeting, dealing 
with corrections, will center on the role 
and benefits of probation, parole and 
other community-based programs and 
treatment programs inside state and 
local correctional facilities. 

At that same rally, Rutherford gave his 
"full and wholehearted endorsement" to 
Governor Julian Carroll's bid for the 
Democratic gubernatorial nomination in 
the May 27 primary.

Possible Radiation Leaks 
At Maxey Flats Under Study 

By MARVA GAY 
FRANKFORT, Ky.-The En-

vironmental Quality Commission wants 
to know more about possible radiation 
leaks at Maxey Flats in Fleming county. 

Suspicion that a leak exists on the 
nuclear waste disposal site run by 
Nuclear Engineering Co. on land leased 
by the state since 1963 led the citizens 
advisory commission to the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection to begin 
questioning government officials at its 
last meeting. 

The commission determined that 
responsibility for the site is divided 
among several state and federal agen­
cies, including the federal Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission. The com­
mission voted to ask Gov. Julian Carroll 
for assistance in acquiring the necessary 
personnel to determine the situation at 
Maxey Flats. 

Answering a commission request, John 
Roberts, director of the state division of 
reclamation, delineated the provisions of 
proposed strip mine reclamation 
legislation and compared them to 
Kentucky requirements. Many of the 
federal requirements are not included 
in the state's laws or regulations. 

Both new and existing strip mines must 
comply with eight major provisions of 
the federal law. New mines must comply 
immediately, existing ones within 135 
days after the law's effective date . They 
must advertise, demonstrate an equal or 
higher land use, develop hydrologic

In other action, the commission 
adopted recommendations of its Noise 
Advisory Committee, which call for 
adequate funds to allow the noise control 
agency to collect data , conduct in­
vestigations, train its staff and hire 
consultants.

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VA Traces Damage 
Caused by Alcohol 

A poisonous chemical that is a break­
down product of alcohol, acetaldehyde, 
may be responsible for body chemistry 
by which drinking damages the liver, 
brain, and other organs of alcoholics, 
according to a research team from the 
Bronx, N. Y., Veterans Administration 
Hospital and Mount Sinai School of 
Medicine, New York City. 

Reporting in a recent issue of the New 
England Journal of Medicine, Drs. Mark 
A. Korsten, Shohei Matsuzaki, Lawrence 
Feinman, and Charles S. Lieber said 
alcoholics in their study had 
"significantly higher" blood levels of 
acetaldehyde than nonalcoholics with the 
same intake of alcohol. 

In an editorial on their findings that 
appears in the same issue of this journal, 
Dr. Neil H. Raskin of the University of 
California School of Medicine in San 
Francisco commented: 

"This demonstration of higher blood 
levels of acetaldehyde in habitual 
drinkers satisfies the dose-response 
requirement and effectively remove a 
constraint that has been imposed upon 
hypothese of alcohol's toxicity. It has 
now become important to know much 
more about the metabolism of 
acetaldehyde and the characteristics of 
its cytotoxicity."

Akers To Be Youngest 
Heritage Artist at Seminar

When Kentucky Heritage Artists, Inc. 

arrive at Lake Barkley State Resort 
Park, near . Cadiz, for an art exhibit and 
seminar-workshop, May 2-4, they will 
have with them their newest artist and 
the youngest of the group. 

Gary Akers, of Florence, native of 
Floyd county, is 24. At age 5 he was in­
terested in drawing and by the time he 
was 10 he was painting with watercolor. 

"I attended Betsy Layne High School," 
said Akers, who was accepted into the 
Kentucky artist group during an exhibit­
seminar at Carter Caves State Resort 
Park last March. "I had three years of 
art there but it was at Morehead State 
University where I .really began to 
develop my art." 

"I plan to continue with this medium," 
said Akers, "because when you get a 
painting to really come off, there is 
nothing like it in freshness, realism and 
luminosity." 

The basis of the technique, which will 
be explained fully at the seminar, in­
volves mixing powdered pigment with 
the egg yolk. Akers said the safest rule in 
tempering a color to satisfaction "is to 
add enough egg to the mixture to make it 
a bit shiny when first painted and dry." 

Heritage artists will demonstrate other 
media and more than 100 paintings will 
be exhibited.
