Gas Company Claims 
Firm Uprooted Lines 

A restraining order in each case and a 
total of $112,201.85 are asked in three 
circuit court suits filed last week. 

The Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Company last Friday asked of the Triple 
Elkhorn Mining Company and its head, 
Harry Hale Ranier, $27,201.85 damages 
to its gas lines during stripmining 
operations and $25,000 punitive damages, 
plus a permanent injunction against 
further destruction of its lines. 

Two days earlier, the Black Hawk 
Mining Co., a Prestonsburg-based 
partnership comprised of Max E. Kof­
ford and Wesley Blackburn, claimed 
$50,000 damages of Winston G. Taylor 
and William E.Damron. Plaintiffs 
alleged that Taylor and Blackburn closed 
a roadway and refused them permission 
to enter on coal property which they have 
under lease on the Crooked Branch of 
Johns Creek. The temporary injunction 
which they ask would restrain defen­
dants from interfering in any way with 
them in beginning mining operations 
and, specifically, from denying them the 
right to use the surface of their property 
for the purpose of moving equipment 
across the road to the property to be 
mined. 

A large section of four-inch line on Cow 
Creek, destroyed on or about April 12, 
1975; damage claimed $1,830.22; four­
inch line on Sugar Loaf, Jan. 7, 1974, 
$4,897.14; another section of the same 
size line on Sugar Loaf, on or about the

Third Drowning 
At Dewey Lake 
Claims Boy, 7 

Dewey Lake, which for two years had 
escaped tragedy, last Sunday afternoon 
claimed its third victim within a month. 

Seven-year-old Christopher Watkins, of 
Salyersville, drowned in the Stratton 
Branch arm of the lake, a short distance 
from the state-owned swimming pool. 
Although the area was crowded, nobody 
apparently saw the child drown. Hillard 
Hall, who was walking along the lake 
shore, discovered the victim in about 
four feet of water at 4:30 p.m. It is 
believed the child had drowned as long as 
30 minutes earlier. 

Mouth-to-mouth resuscitation by David 
Allen, lifeguard at the nearby pool, and 
other efforts at artificial respiration 
failed. 

Other recent lake victims were Lester 
Howard drowned in the German area, 
and Robert Dean Thomas, who drowned 
near Goble Branch. 

The week-end was one marked by 
water tragedies in the area. At Grayson 
Reservoir Naomi Johnson, 66, of Ison­
ville, was killed when the motorboat in 
which she was a passenger was rammed 
by another craft which was towing two

Employees' Vote 
On Union Viewed 

It became almost certain this week 
that a National Labor Relations Board 
<NLRBJ election will be held to deter­
mine if employees of the Highlands 
Regional Medical Center will be 
unionized. 

Certainty of an NLRB-conducted poll 
of hospital employees rests on three 
facts: 

1. Employees last Thursday presented 
a written request for recognition of the 
National Union of Hospital and Health 
Care Employees <RWDSU-AFL-CIO) 
as their bargaining agent. 

2. At the same time a petition for an 
election was filed with the NLRB region­
al office in Cincinnati in the event that 
the hospital management will not com­
ply with the request. 

3. The request has not been granted. 
{The alphabetical RSDU used in 

identification of the union refers to the 
Retail and Wholesale Department Stores 
Union, it was said.) 

Dan Stewart, organizer for the union, 
said that in the written request for 
recognition of the union, it was pointed 
out that "the vast majority of all fulltime 
and regular part-time employees of the 
Highlands Regional Medical Center" 
joined in the request. "We are willing,'' 
the request added, "to substantiate the 
authenticity of our representation rights 
through a third party and to commence 
contract negotiations on wages, hours 
and terms and conditons of employment 
for these employees." 

Perkins Speaks 
At Head Start 
Training Meet 

"The program is here to stay," 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins assured a 
large group of Head Start teachers and 
staff members who gathered at 
Prestonsburg Community College last 
Friday for an in-service training 
seminar. • 

Addressing the group in the auditorium 
of the Pike Technology building on the 
PCC campus, the Seventh district 
congressman called the Head Start 
program "one of the greatest programs 
we've ever enacted in Congress in terms 
of what can be done for rural child 
development," and he vowed that bills 
would be passed supporting the program. 
"even if the President vetoes them." 

Gene Divine, administrator of the 
medical center, commented this week: 

"We do not believe there can be a fair 
determination without an NLRB election, 
with a secret ballot and with all parties 
fully informed." 

He pointed out that the medical center 
was founded for the purpose of rendering 
high-grade medical services to the 
people of a five-county area at a 
reasonable cost, adding: "The best way 
to implement that plan is for it (the 
hospital) to remain non-union." 

He said the hospital administration has 
been working to increase the pay of 
employees and that a move toward an 
employee retirement program was 

· begun well before the union demand was 
made. 

"We are convinced," Mr .Divine said, 
"that the policy which we are im­
plementing is for the welfare and best 
interests of the community, the hospital 
and its employees." 

The Highlands Regional Medical 
Center began operation three years ago. 
It employs more than 300.

Hillbilly Women is not a 80111. however. 
It's a talking book, and ODe of the inost 
popular titles circulated durinl 1175 by 
the Kentucky Relional Library for the 
Blind and Physically Handicapped 
<LBPH>. 

Other favorites were Memories of Old 
Jack by WeDdell Berry and Walter de Ia 
Mare's Stories from the Bible. 

The LBPH provided 101,4156 free books 
ab~ 11)81aidnes on a r'qular balls to 
mqre thaD 2,000 Kentuckians last year, 
according to LBPH director Dena 
Willon. 

LBPH readera include not only blind 
Kentuckians, but alao people with other 
handicapping conditions <suo.b as 
cerebral palsy and stroke) that prevent 
them from reading or holdiq con­
ventionally irinted material. 

Figures for the 11'15 fiscal year show 
that the most frequently used LBPH 
materials were loq-playiq records on 
which books and magazines are read by 
persons certified by the Library of 
Coqress. The LBPH circulated 73,780 
talkiq bQoks and 16,567 maJazines on 
record last year. 

Another popular talkiq book format is 

the tape recorded casaette. "Between 
F~, 1W74 and July, 1175 the number 
of our readers felularly usiq cassette 
players increased from 63 to 880," Mrs. 
WilsOn said. The Ubrary of Congress, 
which provides moat of the material the 
LBPH circulates, plans to concentrate on 
ca .. tte books in the future, she noted. 

'lbe library circulated 296 magazines 
and 9,303 books on cassette tape during 
fiaoal year 11'75. · 

Participants in the LBPH program 
receive record players and cassette 
players at no charge. They receive and 
return books by mail, postaJe free, for 
loan periods of one month. 

Some readers use catalogs to pick 
readinl material. Others cbooee to 
reeeive books selected by LBPH staff 
mJIDbers who are familiar with the 
cM'eJories of books each reader enjoys. 

The LBPH served about 150 Ken­
tuckians with Braille material last year. 
However, for many people blindness 
came with old age, making it difficult for 
them to master Braille. "These people 
rely on recorded material for in­
formation and entertainment," Mrs. 
Wilson said. There are about 80 nursing 
homes on the LBPH mailinJiist.

Mrs. Wilson said that the LBPH hopes 
to increase the number of blind and 
physically handicapped readers duriq 
the coming year. "Many Kentuckian~> 
who could benefit from the talking book 
program don't realize they are eligible," 
she aaid.

Hearing Slated September 9 
On New Assessment Formula 

The Rev. M. Robert Regan, who has 
been a patient at Highlands Medical 
Center. returned home last Friday, his 
condition improved. 

A proposed formula for assessing farm 
land based on its income-producing 
capacity will be the subject of a 
legislative hearing in the Senate 
Chamber of the State Capitol Tuesday, 
September 9, at 1 p.m. <EDT1. 

Representatives of farm organizations, 
county property valuation ad­
ministrators. the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture and several state 
agencies will be invited to comment of 
the formula, which is designed to carry 
out the intent of a 1969 amendment to the 
Kentucky Constitution. 

The amendment called for farm land to 
be assessed based on its value for 
agricultural or horticultural use, rather 
than its potentially greater value for 
residential, commercial or industrial 
development. 

Members of the public are invited to 
speak on the proposed formula as well. 
Those wishing to testify at the hearing 
must notify Brooks Talley of the 
Legislative Research Commission staff, 
State Capitol, Frankfort, Kentucky 40601, 
(502) 564-5370, by September 5. 

The 1970 General Assembly passed 
legislation directing farm land 
assessments to be based on the sale price 
of comparable land in the area. 

Critics, including Senator John M. 
Berry, Jr., D-New Castle. who is 
chairman of the subcommittee on 
Assessment of Agricultural Land, say the 
current basis for assessments is ar­
tificial. Often, they contend, speculators 
and "hobby farmers" buy land at prices 
far exceeding its value for farm purposes 
which, in turn, causes assessment on 
other property in the area to increase. 

The proposed legislation says that in 
order to qualify for the lower assessment 
a farm must produce a minimum annual 
gross income, which would vary ac-

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Natural Bridge 

Powell - Wolfe Counties 

Natural Bridge has excited Americans since long 

before the days of Daniel Boone; the area is full of Indian 

relics, shelters and burial grounds. It has been estimated 

that the formation of this impressive natural arch took 

more than a million years. 

The ridge of which the bridge is a part, is the dividing 

line for Powell and Wolfe counties; however, the State 

Resort Park is in Powell, and reference is· therefore 

generally made as such. 

The park contains acres of rugged, wooded land which 

includes many trails leading to some of the other natural 

and man-made wonders, including a cave, towering rock 

formations, and such luxuries as a lake, a lodge, cabins, 

pavilion, swimming pool and camping areas. 

Natural Bridge forms an arch with an opening 78 feet 

in length and 65 feet high. There are more than 15 million 

pounds of rock in suspension, supported by two immense 

abutments. The rock at the center of the arch is 40 feet 

thick and 30 feet wide at the top; and flat enough to 

actually serve as a bridge. 

The view from the bridge is of the magnificent Daniel 

Boone National Forest. The surroundings are actually what 

makes this bridge so much more interesting than other 

similar natural arch structures, notably in Kentucky, 

Virginia and Utah. 

The area was originally owned by the Louisville & 

Nashville Railroad, and was a very popular excursion trip 

around the turn ofthe century. It was turned over to the state 

about 1926, with the intention that State ownership and 

more intensive improvements would give the park the place 

it deserved in the ranks of national playgrounds. 

It was among the first Kentucky State Parks and 

retains the honor of being one of the most popular State 

Resort Parks even today.

There are 12 great natural arches 
1\ ithin Daniel Boone National Forest ! as 
well as a number of lesser spans l, but 
what an elderly Powell county man calls 
the "grandaddy of them all" is the one 
that gave the name to Natural Bridge 
State Resort Park. near Slade. Here, 
almost directly below the 78-foot-Iong 
bridge, Richard Jett's lOth annual 
Western Square Dance Festival will take 
place. Aug. 29-31. 

Mountain Barn Dance TV Gang wtll be 
featured. 

Jett promises that "a good time will be 
had by all" and adds that the festival. 
like all his danl'e and mus~eal programs. 
"are wholesome and wonderful times to 
bring the entire family for fun and 
frolic " 

Frankfort, Ky .-The rapid rise of 
unemployment in Kentucky in the past 
year and the accompanying increase in 
the demand for social services has 
caused an increase of 1,0i2 full-time 
workers since January in the Kentucky 
Department for Human Resources 
<DHRl. 

As Kentuckians felt the recession's 
pinch more and more, the caseloads in 
the areas of food stamps and unem­
ployment insurance increased. 

Field service clerical and eligibility 
worker needs in the Bureau of Social 
Insurance resulted in adding 430 full-time 
workers in the six months from January 
through June. 

Additionally, 354 new workers for the 
Administration and Operations Bureau 
were required to meet the need for more 
computer programmers, key punch 
operators and other clerical staff and 
support personnel. 

An overall total of 1,520 employes, 
including temporary swnmer personnel 
and part-time help, have been added to 
the Department for Human Resources 
since January, but the salaries of 1,280 of 
these are fully or partially paid by 
federal funds. 

The federal Comprehensive Em­
ployment and Training Act <CETA) 
provides funds through state or local 
governments to give work to those who 
are unemployed or classified by 
Washington as underemployed or 
financially disadvantaged. 

There are 241 CET A-funded new 
employes on the state payroll and 139 of 
them are working as clerks, food stamp 
and unemployment interviewers and 
mini-home and personal care home 
examiners in DHR. 

Since January, under the CETA 
program, the federal government has 
made just under $27 million available to 
state, county and city governments to 
provide employment in public service 
jobs. 

Approximately 4,000 Kentuckians have 
jobs in these programs. 

The CET A jobs are, of course, entirely 
dependent upon the federal govern­
ment's willingness to continue them. 

Another factor that has had an upward 
effect on the numbers of employes in 
Kentucky government in recent months 
is the need to keep pace with state and 
federal programs. This effort to maintain 
high service standards has affected 
practically every agency of state 
government. 

The Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection employed 89 new full-time 
workers in the first six months of 1975. Of 
this nwnber, 54 are in the CETA-funded 
category. 

Two new divisions-sanitary 
engineering and plwnbing-and the need 
for compliance with new federal 
programs are responsible for the in­
crease. These include new inspectors in 
the pesticides program, intensification of 
the forestry incentive program, dealing 
with new legislation on surface distur­
bance by underground mining and new 
environmentalists hired in the division of 
solid waste. 

Between January and July, the Bureau 
of Public Safety had taken on 59 new 
state troopers. Additionally, 13 other new 
employes are involved in the federally­
funded regional crime laboratory 
program and in implementing a state­
wide uniform accident reporting system 
for the Commonwealth 

A new state park and two new camping 
areas were opened this summer by the 
Kentucky Department of Parks, which 
increased its payroll by 130 employes. 
There are 37 employed at the new E. P. 
Sawyer State Park in Jefferson County, 
63 new -employes at Fort Harrod and its 
new camping area and 12 additional 
workers at the new camp-site at Rough 
River Dam State Park. 

The Kentucky Department of 
Education added 63 people during the six 
months ending June 30, more than half of 
them in the expanded area of vocational 
education. The School for the Deaf, the 
new Bureau of Education for Exceptional 
Children and the increased availability to 
school districts of surplus federal goods 
constituted the bulk of the increased 
hiring. 

The Governor's Office is another 
agency of state government in which 
increases in the scope of its work added 
to the size of the staff. 

On Jan. 8, 1975, in announcing a 
reorganization of his office, the governor 
said, "I intend to see that my office takes 
the lead in meeting the needs of Ken­
tuckians in a responsible, coordinated 
and professional manner. 

"The governor of Kentucky has the full 
responsibility of overseeing the operation 
of the largest business in Kentucky, 'the 
people's business,' " Gov. Carroll con­
tinued, "and we are responsible for the 
efficient expenditure of a $5 billion

When Gov Carroll took office. the 
number of staff personnel that had been 
employed there was 39 It has increased 
by 13 employes 

There are state government agencies 
whose personnel rosters decreased in 
numbers during the first two quarters of 
1975. 

The Bureau of Highways is one 
example. From January to July of th1s 
year, permanent full-time employes 
decreased by 81. The drop is due mainly 
to the loss of skilled heavy equipment 
operators in the Eastern Kentucky coal 
fields, skilled trades personnel who left 
for higher salaries and the closing of the 
toll booths on the Kentucky Turnpike 

The Secretary's Office of DHR. in 
another case, dropped 11 workers in the 
first half of this year. 

On Dec. 30, 1974, two days after he took 
office, Gov. Carroll ordered state 
agencies to restrict new hiring to the 
upgrading or continuation of vital 
programs. 

Divisions of state government were 
also directed to review vacancies and 
abolish any not critical 

The non-ntal vacancies subsequently 
done away with totaled 3.054. 

l'sing a low first-year salar) of $6.000 
as an average. Gov. Carroll's action 
prevented the potential expend1ture of 
more than $18.3 million during this year. 

When Gov. Carroll took office in late 
December. there were 31,645 permanent 
full -time workers in Kentucky state 
government There are now 33,317. The 
increase of 1.642 is one half of one per 
cent. 

So, with Gov. Carroll's action on more 
than 3,000 non-critical vacancies upon 
taking office and the subsequent em­
ployment of only 1,642 additional state 
workers since then, a ratio now exists of 
almost two vacancy abolitions to every 
new hiring. 

"The necessity to keep a tight control 
on Kentucky government spending is 
vital now. more than at any time in recent 
history," Gov. Carroll said. "I am in­
sistent that every employment action be 
accompanied by assurances that the job 
is necessary and must be filled. 

"It is obvious, by my actions in recent 
months and by the extremely low per­
centage of increase in the face of 
multiplied needs for new services, that 
this administration will not be a haven 
for needless hiring and needless expense 
to the taxpayer."

School Bus Accidents Fewer 
Frankfort, Ky.-Despite the fact that 

there are more school buses on Kentucky 
roads each year, the number of school 
bus accidents continues to decrease, 
according to Paul Jones, director of pupil 
transportation for the state Department 
of Education. 

Kentucky transports 450,000 pupils 
each school day---67 per cent of the total 
enrollment. 

Appearing on the Department of 
Education radio program "Education 
Speaks," Jones credited Kentucky's good 
safety record to four factors: "better 
trained drivers, better school bus 
equipment, improved roadways and 
greater awareness of school buses by 
other motorists." 

Each summer the Department of 
Education holds training sessions for 
school bus drivers around the state. 
These sessions train new drivers and help 
experienced drivers keep up with new 
laws, regulations and school bus safety 
features. 

"Kentucky buys the best in school bus 
equipment," Jones said. He ranked 
Kentucky among the top four states in 
the nation in school bus safety 
requirements. 

"Kentucky was the first to use 12-ply 
tires and the first to require air brakes 
and padded seat backs. Padded seat 
backs have practically eliminated face 
and dental injuries on the buses," Jones 
said. 

An anti-skid, anit-lock device­
operated by computer-protects all 
buses purchased this year. The computer 
is programmed to keep brakes from 
locking during panic stops. 

It also allows the bus to come to a stop 
without skidding, even if some of the 
wheels are on ice and some are on a dry 
surface. 

Most safety features, however, add to 
the cost of the school buses. The com­
puterized brakes raise the price of each 
bus by $1,000, for example. 

Jones said Kentucky helps to hold the 
line on pupil transportation costs by 
standardizing specifications and bidding 
for the whole state. "Instead of each 
school district purchasing different kinds 
of school buses separately, the state buys 
a large number of buses that are exactly 
alike," Jones said. 

Due to this standardization, Kentucky 
pays about $2,250 tess per school bus than 
a neighboring state does for buses with 
comparable specifications. 

A large contribution to school bus 
safety comes from parents, Jones said. 
By making sure their children arrive at 
the bus stop on time, parents prevent the " 
school bus from having to wait in a 
dangerous position on the roadway. 

To protect children who meet the 
school bus before daylight or after 
sunset, parents should dress them in 
light-colored clothing, Jones suggested. 

He also urged parents to cooperate 
with school bus drivers and principals in 
maintaining good order and discipline 
aboard the buses. 

Lexington Firm 
Makes Low Bid 
On Lake Work · 

The P. & N. Construction Co., 
Lexington, Ky., is the apparent low 
bidder on harbor and dock improvements 
at the Jenny Wiley Boat Dock, but a 
contract had not been awarded as of 
Tuesday afternoon. 

In fact, the low bid was about $200,000 
above engineers' estimates, The Times 
learned. It was pointed out, however, 
that inflation during the two years since 
the estimates were made is accountable 
for the higher bid, and it is held possible 
that a contract may be awarded on the 
basis of that bid if funds expected from 
the U. S. Corps of Engineers are made 
available. A state appropriation of 
$750,000 was made, months ago, for the 
work. 

One phase of the project is the removal 
of 12,000 to 14,000 yards of silt from the 
bottom of Brandy Keg Cove where the 
dock is located. If this is done, the silt will 
be deposited in a small hollow, upstream 
from May Lodge and possibly create a 
level area large enough for recreational 
development. 

The work there, which has been 
delayed a year or more, was planned to 
begin soon after Labor Day. But it is not 
known at this time when, or if, the con· 
tract will be awarded and a work order 
issued. 

George Barker, Jenny Wiley State 
Park superintendent, said this week he is 
anxious to learn when work will begin so 
that boat-owners may be notified in time 
for the removal of all craft from the 
harbor.

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Inspectors To Use 'Copter 
In Stripmine Surveillance 

Frankfort, Ky.-Surface mmmg in­
spectors of the Kentucky Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection will be able to more 
thoroughly monitor reclamation ac-. 
tivities with a helicopter being purchased 
by the department. 

In addition, the helicopter will be 
equipped with special litter gear so that it 
can be deployed in emergency 
evacuation work. In that role, it would 
complement the kind of injury 
evacuation service provided in Western 
Kentucky by helicopter Wlits at Fort 
Campbell. 

The unit is being purchased from the 
Bell Helicopter Co. of Fort Worth, Texas 
at a price of $194,734. Four companies 
were invited to bid. 

The helicopter is jet-powered and will 
seat four passengers and a pilot. 

The fast-paced advances of modern 
surface mining technology have made 
necessary supplemental means of 
reclamation inspection. It is impossible 
for inspectors to properly oversee all 
surface mine activities underway in 
Kentucky in land vehicles, and aerial 
surveillance will give the inspectors a far 
better view of the mining sites than they 
could get on the ground. 

"We must, of course, recognize the 
importance of coal production in Ken­
tucky at a time when the development of 
that resource holds the key to the energy 
problems of this Commonwealth and, 
indeed, the entire nation," Gov _ Julian 
Carroll said. 

"Along with this responsibility goes the 
necessity for continued good reclamation 
practices and therefore a more efficient 
method of surface mine surveillance." 

State officials have consulted with 
representatives from West Virginia and 
Pennsylvania who confirmed the ad­
vantages of helicopter surveillance. Both 
states currently use helicopters in

monitoring surface mine and reclamation 
activities. 

Additionally, many major surface 
mine operators in both the Eastern and 
Western Kentucky coalfields own 
helicopters for travel between mining 
sites. 

The state div1sion of reclamation 
currently is inspecting approximately 
300 permitted surface mining operations 
covenng 18,500 acres in Western Ken­
tucky. A total of 1,700 permits involving 
60,000 acres are active in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

While the time required under current 
conditions to inspect all of these sites 
takes from four to five weeks, the new 
helicopter will allow inspection of each 
Eastern Kentuky site every 10 days and 
all of the Western Kentucky surface mine 
operations within two days. 

An added advantage is the improved 
opportunity of the division director and 
area supervisors to evaluate the per­
formance of the reclamation inspectors 
and the coal operators. 

Additionally, the Department of Trans­
portation can make use of the new 
helicopter to allow inspection of remote 
or inaccessible road construction sites.

'Our Appalachia Day' 

The fourth annual "Our Appalachia 
Day'' will be held on the campus of Alice 
Lloyd College, Saturday, September 6, 
from 9:30a.m. until late in the afternoon. 

The annual Mountain Music Festival 
will include a wide range of individual 
musicians and groups playing all kinds of 
instruments ranging from dulcimer, 
guitar, to fiddle and harmonica. The all­
day affair, sponsored every year by the 
Appalachian Learning Laboratory of 
Alice Lloyd College, is designed to bring 
back for at least one day the original 
music of the mountains. Electrical in­
struments are not allowed in the "Our 
Appalachia Day" program; it's strictly 
an old-fashioned music festival of the 
type held in years past. 

Last year, more than 900 persons were 
on the campus to hear the musicians and 
groups from the area .entertain and 
observe the crafts display of homemade 
wares in the exhibition areas set up 
around the festival grounds.

Frankfort, Ky.-More than two hun­
dred coal miners recently gathered at 
Pikeville College to Jearn the new rules 
under which they must operate. 

In early July, the state adopted new 
strip mine reclamation regulations. 
These rules regulate the disturbance and 
the recovery of land on a strip mine site. 
The requirements not only govern the

consttuction and use of access roads, 
backfilling and grading, blasting and 
water quality, but also call for the 
planning of revegetation, sediment 
control and methods of surface mining 
adjacent land. 

The recent meeting was held by the 
division of reclamation in the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection to explain 
those newly adopted regulations. Bill S. 
Lewis, commissioner of the depart­
ment's bureau of land resources, ex­
pt't!ssed his intentions to firmly enforce 
the regulations with the cooperation of 
the strip mine operators.

Frankfort, Ky.-Grays Knob Coal Co. 
has agreed to pay a record $15,000 for 
pollution of Martins Fork Creek in 
Harlan County allegedly caused by its 
coal operations. The payment of the 
$15,000 penalty must be made within 14 
days. The coal company was charged by 
the Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection with violations covering a 
seven-month period. 

The agreed order, signed Aug. 20, is the 
result of months of court and ad­
ministrative battles between the com­
pany and the department. The coal 
company sued the department in 
Franklin Circuit Court challenging its 
right to suspend the coal firm's 
operations by an administrative order. 
The order provides for the dismissal of 
that court action, a companion case and 
other pending administrative action. 

"We want the coal operators to fully 
understand w,hat the new regulations 
require of them/' Lewis said. "Although 
most of the state reclamation regulations 
remained the same, several of them­
such as requirements for access roads, 
revegetatioh and water impoundment­
were tightened to better protect the 
natural resources, as well as the citizens 
of the state." 

The meeting was the first in a series. 
Others will be held in the various 
reclamation regions: 7 p.m., Aug. 28, 
Hazard Community College, Hazard; 
and 7 p.m., Sept. 2, Madisonville Com­
munity College. 

Attorney General's Opinions 
Copies of the new regulations have 

been mailed to more than 1,200 strip mine 
operators. 

Diane Deason, director of Pennyrile 
Allied Community Services, Inc., of 
Hopkinsville, asked if the Head Start 
program her corporation sponsors is 
eligible to purchase its own schoolbuses. 
It is the opinion of the office of the At­
torney General that Head Start would not 
be able to do so. Under Kentucky 
statutes, such buses are centrally pur­
chased by political subdivisions and­
while the area served by this program 
encompasses the same area as the 
Pennyrile Area Development District­
the Head Start program, as well as the 
corporation sponsoring it, can only be 
described as an agency of the political 
subdivision, not the political subdivision 
itself. 

Frank Farmer, Berea city councilman, 
asked if the city council holds the 
authority to remove members of the 
planning and zoning commission because 
of the manner in which they voted. The 
office of the Attorney General held that 
the city council neither appoints nor 
removes commission members. The 
mayor appoints a commission member 
with the consent of the city council, and 
he can also remove those members from 
office for inefficiency, neglect of duty. 
malfeasance or conflict of interest-and 
all commission members are entitled to a 
hearing. In light of the above, it would 
appear there are no valid grounds for 
removal.

10°/o of Assaults 
Made on Police 

Frankfort, Ky.-Ten per cent of all 
assaults reported in Kentucky in 1974 
were against state and local police of­
ficers. 

According to the recently released 
state police Uniform Crime Report 
<UCRl for 1974, 382 of the 3,824 reported 
assaults were against police officers. 
That figure, however. was a drop of four 
from the 1973 count. 

County police officers continue to be 
the most frequently assaulted group-29 
assaults per 100 officers, an increase of 10 
per cent over 1973. The next highest rates 
were for police in cities of 25,000-100,000 
population-22 assaults per 100 officers, 
up from the 1973 rate of 14. 

Other agencies and their records were: 
State Police, 8.9 assaults per 100 officers; 
police in cities under 5,000, 5.2; police in 
cities of 5,000-10,000, 3.6; police in cities 
under 100,000, 3.5; police in cities of 
10,000-25,000, 1.5; and sheriff's depart­
ments, .7. 

The UCR also shows that while 26 per 
cent of the 382 assaults resulted in 
physical injury, no police officers were 
killed in the lne of duty last year, as 
compared with two each in 1973 and 1972. 

The "typical" assault situation in 1974 
involved a county police officer who met 
physical resistance in attempting to 
make an arrest for another crime bet­
ween 10 p.m. and 2 a.m. 

In developing that scenario, these facts 
were used: 

-32.7 per cent of the assaults took 
place while police were attempting 
another arrest, with the next most 
prevalent types of activity being trans­
porting prisoners, 17.5 per cent; family 
disputes or tavern disturbances, 22 per 
cent; and traffic pursuits, 11.5 per cent. 

-89.3 per cent of the assaults were by 
physical force, with 2.6 per cent by 
firearms and 1.3 per cent by knife. 

-37.4 per cent of the assaults took 
place during 10 p.m.-2 a.m., the busiest 
two-hour period. 53.7 per cent took place 
during 8 p.m.-2 a.m. and 61.5 per cent 
durihg 8 p.m.-4 a.m.

Education Association, asked whether a 
school board policy of transferring a 
teacher to one building solely on the basis 
that he or she happens to be married to a 
person teaching in another building is a 
form of discrimination.

State Representative Arthur L. Sch­
midt, of Cold Spring, inquired if a group 
organized to support or oppose a public 
question when an election is not being 
held is required to register with the 
Registry of Electin Finance. Schmidt 
also asked if a citizens advisory counci 
for education or a group organized to 
support or oppose a zone change violates 
the Corrupt Practices Act by not 
reportil1g contributions in excess of 
$1,000 to the registry. The Attorney 
General's office told Rep. Schmidt that 
such groups-when not dealing with a 
referendum-are not governed by the 
election finance act and do not have to 
register with, or report to, the registry. 

E. C. Caiman, of Sturgis, asked if a 
citizens' advisory committee is subject to 
the open meetings law when organized by 
citizens on a voluntary basis. The At­
torney General's office held that the open 
meetings law only applies to public 
agencies created by statute, ordinance or 
executive order. Therefore, it would not 
apply to such a group as a citizens ad­
visory committee, which is a private or 
voluntary group. 

The order further provides for 
remedial measures to be performed by 
Grays Knob Coal Co. including around­
the-clock checks of their disposal 
processes, the keeping of log books, the 
cleaning of ponds, ditches, preparation 
plants, tipples, refuge bends and other 
coal washer related facilities. The 
company is further required to carry out 
a continuous program of cleaning and 
maintenance to protect the state's water 
quality standards. 

The company has 45 days to furnish the 
department with complete engineering 
specifications for the modification of 
their coal washer and related structures 
that will eliminate future violation of the 
Commonwealth's water quality stan­
dards.

The early home of Dr. Ephraim McDowell, pioneer 
Kentucky surgeon and "father of abdominal surgery," was 
built circa 1789 on a tract of land owned by Isaac Shelby, 
Kentucky's first governor and father-in-law of Dr. 
McDowell. 

The two-story, white clapboard house, standing on 
Second Street in Danville, has nine rooms, 24-paned 
windows, a transomed doorway and seven fireplaces. 

anesthetic. The doctor had improvised an operating room in 
his house. The patient was partially dressed and conscious 
of every movement. To restrain any involuntary muscle 
movements, men held her arms and legs with force. During 
the operation she repeated the Psalms. Dr. McDowell's 
45-year-old patient survived the operation by more than 32 
years. 

Dr. McDowell, born in Augusta County, Virginia, on 
November 11, 1 771, was the son of Samuel Me Dowell, one 
of the judges of the first Kentucky court in 1783 and 
president of tha convention that framed the first 
Constitution of Kentucky. Ephraim McDowell studied 
medicine at the University of Edinburgh, 1792-93. He 
settled in Danville three years later and became the 
foremost surgeon we~t of thE- Allegheny Mountains. 

Here on Christmas Day, 1809, Dr. McDowell 
successfully removed a 20-pound ovarian tumor from Mrs. 
Jane Todd Crawford of Green Collnty _ The operation 
lasted about 25 minutes without the benefit of an 

In 1795, Dr. Ephraim McDowell and Dr. Adam 
Rankin opened an apothecary shop in the brick building 
adjoining the house, and it was used by their successors 
until 1856, when the property was purchased by the 
Methodist Church for use as a parsonage. 

Dr. McDowell practiced medicine in Danville until his 
death in June 1830; he was buried with his wife at 
Traveller's Rest, the Isaac Shelby estate six miles south of 
town. 

The Kentucky State Medical Association on May 20, 
1939, presented the McDowell home to the Commonwealth 
of Kentucky. It is maintained as a shrine to Dr. McDowell 
and the epochal event which occurred here over 160 years ago.

• The 1875 lecislation which was voided 
by Franklin Circuit Judce Henry Meigs, 
Jr. and the Court of Ap~ls would have 
prevented the stripminlftl of coal righta 
held under the old deed IDlless the sur­
face owner atreed to such mining. 

The revised act proposed by Overstreet 
would require approval by the landowner 
of the reclamation plan before a strip­
mine permit could be luued. 

Perry White, an attomey for the 
Department of Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, was quoted 
as saying he doubts that Overstreet's 
proposed legislation would be workable. 

Landowners already have the ri&ht to 
request a bearing before the de~ent 
if they feel a stripmine permit will harm 
their property, White said . 

The laat bill was atruck down on the 
grounds that it violated the rights of 
holden ol the broadform deed. The Court 
of Appttals ruled that, while the measure 
was Intended as an environmental 
measure, all it did was give one party In 
the contract a vote over use of the land by 
the other party. 

"It puts the owner in position to be paid 
again for what he or his predecessor hu 
already received compensation for," an 
opinion by the Court of Appeals states .

Kentucky holds many legends and stories about her 
native son Abraham lincoln. The prominent birthplace, 
homeplace, "Marriage Temple," etc ., far overshadow the 
many delightful tales which follow Lincoln's years in 
Kentucky. 

The horne of Samuel W. Pate, farmer and justice of the 
peace in Hancock County, is one of the choice Lincoln lore 
subjects; however, the documented story is very interesting 
and significant itself 

This old home still stands some three miles from 
Hawesville, on Highway Ky-334 It is a seven-room, 
two-story house bull t in 1822 of hewn logs, with 
weatherboard added sume years later. The front porch once 
had an enclosed stairway to the second floor; the stairs have 
since been removed. 

It was in the spri11g of 1827 that Abraham lincoln, 
future President of the United States, was tried for 
operating a ferry across the Ohio River without a license. 

At the time, he was working on a ferryboat, earning 
$6 a month and board. Lincoln had constructed a scow, or 
light flatboat, for his own personal use . One day, two 
salesmen in a bugyy asked Lincoln to take them to th e 

middle of the nver to catch a passing steamboat. This he 
did, and was paid 50¢ by each man. 

The ferry operators, John and Len Dill, had Lincoln 
arrested for infringing on their rights. The case -
Commonwealth of Kentucky vs. Abraham Lincoln - was 
tried in the east room of the log house before Squire 
Samuel Pate, the presiding justice. The testimony failed to 
show that Lincoln had ever set any person "over" or 
"across" any river or creek. He had, as Lincoln testified 
himself, taken passengers to the middle of the river, and no 
farther. 

The 18-year-old Lincoln served as his own counsel. 
After a short trial, the case against him was dismissed. It is 
said that in the preparation of this, his first case, he became 
.:;o intrigued with law that he continued to study the legal 
arts, and did in tact make law his profession after he left 
the state. 

Samuel Pate is buried with his wife in the family burial 
plot several hundred feet back of the house, overlooking 
the Ohio River. There is also the well-marked grave of 
Caroline Thrasher (nee Meeker), said to have been a 
sweetheart of Lincoln, the subject for those many colorful 
local yarns.

i ' peeled off a large slab of leaf mold from 
the forest floor; we called it "the 
primeval mother of all life on earth." The 
underside of the leaf mold was turning 
white-the work of fungi, which help to 
change the fallen leaves back to soil. We 
discover many tiny mushrooms growing 
on the leaf mold; they are shaped like 
little parasols, and the students call 
them, "the parasols of the wood nym­
phs." We learn that these small 
mushrooms feed on dead leaves and help 
to reduce them to humus. 

there was also a great number of 
microscopic things living in the leaf 
mold, such as protozoa bacteria, molds 
and others. These help to set up chemical 
changes for converting all animal and 
vegetable matter to soil. 

We soon see that the rich, black soil of 
the forest is a highly complex thing, 
composed of billions of decayed or­
ganisms. rotted leaves, twigs, countless 
dead bodies, wastes of animal matter­
all this forming a thick layer of humus 
beneath the leaf mold. 

We now examine a section of the 
humus under the leaf mold, and find it to 
be the home of many small creature, 
such as snails, millipedes, larvae of 
beetles, centipedes, spiders, toads, ants, 
salamanders and angleworms. These are 
nature's helpers in building the soiL The 
angleworms alone make many tons of 
new soil yearly on a single acre. The ants 
also work together to plough the soil, to 
drill it full of holes to let in oxygen and 
nitrogen . 

Here we note an endless cycle of 
nature: The green leaves do their work of 
photosynthesis and make the food to 
build the trees. Their work is for one brief 
summer, then in autumn they change 
color, fade and die, to fall to the forest 
floor. Their work then is just beginning; 
they return to the soil all their elements 
to help nourish future trees and plants . 

We note the leaf mold is always moist 
under the trees; it is truly a sponge that 
soaks up moisture and retains it. Thus it 
prevents the rapid run-off of rainfall and 
keeps the soil from washing down. Next 
we look at some fallen logs and old 
stumps. We tear the rotten ones apart 
and find them filled with life forms, such 
as bessybugs, wireworms, mice, shrews. 
ant nests, termite colonies, which chew 
up and digest the cellulose inwood and 
pass it out as a residue to mix with the 
soil and help to enrich it. We also note 
that this forest, with its thick bed of leaf 
mold has been stable and self-sustaining 
for centuries ; it changes a little every 
day but remains forever the same, We 
find a number of old moss-covered 
stumps, indicating that some of the 
larger hardwoods have been cut in for· 
mer years and no doubt sawed into 
lumber. 

We find coutless life organisms living 
in the leaf mold-all of them nature's 
helpers in changing leaf litter to sml. 
Among the tiny creatures living in the 
leaf mold, we find roundworms , ter-

tipedes, ants, snails and bugs. We know
