Local Races May

Provide Interest
In Nov. 4 Polling

Another dull election campaign was
drawing to its close this week, with city
races supplying most of the interest in
this county, despite a full slate of can-
didates for state office from both major
political parties.

Beginning with railroad commissioner
and ranging on through the offices of
state senator, representative, com-
monwealth's attorney and circuit court
clerk, Democratic nominees in this
county are unopposed except in the case
of Lowell Hughes, Democrat, who is
opposed in the 25th senatorial district by
Ronald B. Halleck, Republican. Two
Floyd precincts, Cliff and Little Paint are
in that distriet.

The state siate of candidates includes:

For Governor—Robert E. ‘‘Bob’’ Gable
{R) and Julian M. Carroll (D), the in-
cumbent; lieutenant-governor—Shirley
W. Palmer-Ball (R) and Thelma L.
Stovall (D): secretary of state—Huda
Jones (R) and Drexell ‘“Drex’’ Davis
(D) ; auditor of public accounts—Richard
T. *Dick’” Combs (R) and George L
Atkins (D), state treasurer—Larry S.
Perkins (R) and Frances Jones Mills
(D); superintendent of public in-
struction—James M. Taylor, Sr. (R) and
Dr. James B. Graham (D); com-
missioner of agriculture—J. Robert
(Bob) Miller (R) and Tom Harris (D);
clerk of the Court of Appeals—Joseph E.
Lambert (R) and Martha Layne Collins
(D).

Voters also will decide the fate of two
constitutional amendments. Amendment
No. 1 is known as the Judicial Amend-
ment to restructure the state’s court
system. The second is to include property
exempt from taxation real property
maintained as the permanent residence
of the owner who is 65 years old, or older,
up to the assessed valuation of $6,500.

Thousands Under Clear Skies
Witness 6th Patriotic Parade

Saturday’s Red, White and Blue Day
was blessed by the same, almost ideal
weather that has characterized the event
each year since the original celebration
six years ago, and, as in years past, Red,
White and Blue Day 1975 was bigger and
more impressive than the preceding
year’s observance.

Thousands of people from Floyd,
surrounding counties and a number of
neighboring states crowded Prestons-
burg to witness the area's special salute
to America. Mrs. Marcella Bailey, of
Maytown, founder of the observance,
said the attendance this year was clearly
greater than in years past. Generally
clear skies and balmy temperatures
enhanced the day’s activities, and rain,
which had been predicted for the day,
interrupted only the final minutes of the
square dance late Saturday night.

Preceding the two-hour-long parade
which customarily highlights the day
were oldtime country and gospel music
groups performing at the municipal
parking lot, including the Morgan county
band of Linville Ball, as well as a group
of American Indians selling crafts from a
genuine tee-pee in the same area. The
day was officially opened by the singing
of the National Anthem by the Prestons-
burg high school chorus under the
direction of Mrs. Carlos Haywood, the
Pledge of Allegiance and flag-raising. At
noon, the honorary speaker for the day,
the Rev. Oddvar Berg, addressed a large
group gathered in the municipal parking
lot on the topic, ‘“What's Right With
America.”

Lake Drawdown
Date Uncertain
As Work Begun

Although preliminary work toward the
dredging project in Brandy Keg Cove of
Dewey Lake where the Jenny Wiley boat
dock is located has already been started,
no definite date for the lowering of the
lake level has been set by the U, S. Corps
of Engineers.

Dropping of the lake level is necessary
for the dredging work which is planned to
remove 12,000 cubic yards of silt from the
bottom of the harbor.

It was said that a continued
sedimentation study being made at the
lake has delayed an announcement of a
definite date for lowering the water.
State Parks had understood the date
would be Nov. 1, but no such date has yet
been set.

The contractor on the harbor project
has begun work on access to the scene of
operations and to moving the dock. All
boats and structures in the water must be
moved for the dredging.

The silt removed from the harbor will
be hauled outside the park, possibly to be
dumped in a lowlying area near the
mouth of Corn Fork.

Lives of school children transported to
and from school by bus are being en-
dangered by heavily loaded, fast-moving
coal trucks, Superintendent of Schools
Charles Clark said this week.

Because of the growing seriousness of
the situation, particularly along US 23
between Prestonsburg and Auxier, a
delegation of school officials, teachers
and parents has planned to call on the
fiscal court at its meeting next Wednes-
day afternoon for help.

Supt, Clark said that on two occasions
recently school buses which have stopped
to unload passengers have been passed

by coal trucks which ran onto the gravel
on the right side of the buses.

Clark said coal trucks in various parts
of the county are travelling at such
speeds that if, rounding a curve, they
came on a loading or unloading school
bus, they would be unable to stop in time
to avoid a crash.

“We have simply been lucky, so far,”
he added.

The superintendent said bomb threats
received by schools are being in-
vestigated and that if those using
telephones to make such threats are
identified there will be no weakening in
his resolve to prosecute.

Carroll Speaker
At Rally Here,

Stresses Roads

Governor Julian Carroll came to
Prestonsburg Monday to deliver the first
speech made in the county during the
current campaign by a candidate for
major office.

Speaking of the needs of the region and
the state, he gave high priority to trans-
portation and declared his intention to
build ““a good connector’’ road, KY 80,
from this county to Hazard to link with
the Daniel Boone Parkway.

Asked later by The Times if his letter of
Sept. 22 to this newspaper could be
quoted, Gov. Carroll did not hesitate to
give permission. It read, in part:

*Itis my hope to see KY 80 constructed
from the Mountain Parkway to the
Daniel Boone Parkway during my ad-
ministration and I am not going to let any
doubters . .. stopus. KY 80is a legitimate
project and, in my opinion, one of the
most important in Kentucky, and I intend
to see it built.”

Governor Carroll admitted that the
four-lane road program begun 10 years
ago is ‘‘about done,” but insisted that
roads linking sections of the state to these
arterial highways are necessary.

He added that he proposed to continue
the road repair program which he has
begun and which has drawn some news-
paper criticism.

“The coal severance tax this year
produced $98 million, and spending a fifth
of that amount to repair roads is a wise
investment—and [ intend to keep on
doing it,”’ he added.

The governor also said the state is
preparing to build a Kentucky National
Guard armory in this county.

He reviewed the potential of the area
for industry and tourism but pointed out
that these depend upon good roads,
schools, housing and trained workers and
indicated he will bend his efforts toward
attaining all these. At the same time, he
declared, the people of Kentucky cannot
afford to pay more taxes.

“You householders, senior citizens,
even business men know what it is to
make do with what you have in times
such as this, and we (state government)
have got to learn to take what we have
and make it do,” he said.

“But,”” he added, ‘“‘beware of any
candidate who comes telling you he will
reduce taxes . . . He simply is not telling
the truth. . ."

$22 Million Plus Allocated
Highway Safety Improvements

Frankfort, Ky.—More than $22 million
was allocated to fund highway safety
improvement projects at state and local
levels in Kentucky during the past fiscal
year, according to a report published
here.

In releasing the report, prepared by
the state’s Department of Transportation
and its Office of Highway Safety
Programs, state Transportation
Secretary John C. Roberts explained that
the total allocation figure represented
$8.9 million in state money, plus over $13
million in additional federal funds.

The federal money was awarded to
Kentucky by the Federal Highway
Traffic Safety Administration.

A breakdown of how those fiscal year
expenditures were made showed that
approximately $5.1 million was paid out
to support five specific highway safety
construction programs authorized under
the federal Highway Safety Act of 1973.

The five programs authorized under
that act are rail and highway crossing
improvements, elimination of roadside
obstacles, elimination of high accident
locations and two special safety
demonstration projects.

Under one projett—cailed the Safer
Roads Demonstration Program-—more
than 80 rail-highway crossings have been
identified for priority action fo eliminate
potential crossing hazards to motorists
and pedestrians by installing automatic
crossing gates, bells and flashing lights.

The program also includes a priority
listing of other roadside hazards which
are to be corrected in at least seven
counties.

The second demonstration program
calls for implementation of a pavement
marking project which includes 62 miles
of raised pavement markers and another
495 miles of painted markings.

Roberts also noted that an additional
$11.5 million in federal money for high-
way safety construction work still
remains unspent.

““We have until 1978 to pair tht money
up withspecific projects,” he said.

Studies to identify the most urgent
safety problems on Kentucky highways
are underway now, ‘‘and we expect to
allocate that money to correct those
problems just as soon as the studies are
completed and recommendations for
correction made,” Roberts said.

The remainder of those funds expended
during the past fiscal year were reported
as follows:

—$1.3 million in federal money for
safety improvements on Kentucky’s
interstate system;

—$7.2 million in state dollars, plus
$700,000 in federal funds, for safety
improvements on other federal-aid
roads—the state’s share of that cost
representing an average expenditure of
more than $27,000 per project;

—$1.7 million in state money for non-
federal aid road improvements such as
lane widening, improving sight distances
to intersections, guardrail installations
and resurfacing slick pavement;

—$4.2 million in federal money to
replace unsafe bridges, plus another $2

million for a Traffic Operational
Program To Improve Capacity And
Safety (TOPICS).

TOPICS was started in 1971 as a
federally funded program to assist the
states in responding to requests from
urban communities for minor road
improvements—such as the construction
of a left turning lane—either to improve
road safety or the flow of traffic at
specific locations.

Although federal highway safety
program requirements no longer
stipulate that the states spend a certain
amount of dollars annually on TOPICS
projects, Roberts said he personally
believed the program to be an ‘‘excellent
one’”’ and would continue allocating
available federal dollars for that pur-

pose.

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Something of a Confession

Editors are sometimes supposed to be pundits, and pundits are
supposed to pontificate. Infrequently they are forced to admit,
We just don’t know’'—a fact which they perhaps should admit
more frequently.

The proposed Constitutional Amendment No. 1—the so-called
Judicial Amendment—which will be on the ballot in next Tues-
day’s election is one for pondering.

Both candidates for the Kentucky governorship are agreed on
one thing, if nothing else. Both urge passage of the amendment.
Both of the state’s senators in the U. S. Congress say the
amendment is needed to clear cluttered court dockets, place the
judiciary on a professional level and make of the courts of the
state, from the lowest to the highest, what they should be. The
Kentucky Bar Association, eminent lawyers and students of
government endorse it.

One finds it difficult to find fault with the amendment in the
face of such endorsement from men who should know what
Kentucky needs in its courts. True, members of fiscal courts who
would lose their judicial power and prestige oppose the change in
the court system, but some would question their motives.

Apart from all that, however, there are questions to be raised.

Will a separation of judicial and administrative powers and a
pyramidal court systerh presided over only by attorneys get
more cases brought to trial and more final decisions rendered?
As long as judges—in whatever system—continue the practise of
continuing cases till later trial dates on the flimsiest plea of
defense or prosecution, the backlog of cases will never be
cleared. Until the higher court gets down to the plain business of
hard work for longer hours, its docket, too, will be jammed—
whether it is known as the Supreme Court, or whatever.

In this connection one recalls that the U. S. Constitution
assures to every citizen the right of fair and speedy ftrial. It is
good that no individual may be held in jail indefinitely while his
accusers and the state delay the day when his guilt or innocence
is fo be decided by a jury of his peers.

But this constitutional provision for the defendant does not
provide for the state or the society which is a part of the case at
issue. Some law should provide that a fair and speedy trial be
given as a service to the state that is offended and the society
that is, or may be, endangered by the individual accused.

Again, if Amendment No. 1 is approved by the voters and only
qualified attorneys may serve as magistrates and judges, what
will be the cost? The lawyer who is elected, the amendment
provides, may not practice his profession; he must attend solely
to the business of being a judge.. Then how many lawyers will
forego a lucrative practise for a judge’s office at a greatly
reduced salary? What will the annual salary be to attract legal
talent to the bench—$40,000, $50,000, more? Or will the bench be
occupied only by the retired, the superannuated whose days of
active legal practise are, for one reason or another, over? Or will
it be occupied by the young, untried and inexperienced?

It is well that the man presiding in the trial of another human
being hold the highest qualifications of mind and heart, that the
law be protective as well as punitive. But it seems passing
strange, as one well-known attorney points out, that a justice of
the peace would, under Amendment 1, be required to possess
qualifications not required of the chief justice of the Supreme
Court of the United States, who may serve though not a lawyer.

Having said this, we confess:

““We just don’t know."”’

Bug Which Decimates Forests
Not Here Yet But Is Near

Those pines which have become brown
and are losing their foliage in this county
are not victims of the southern pine
beetle which is cutting a destructive
swath through pine forests of other
sections of the state, the Division of
Forestry office here said Monday.

It’s the ips beetle, which is similar to
the southern but not so destructive, that
has infested pines in this county, the
division spokesman said. That and,
according to Extension Agent John
Sparks, drouth conditions and tem-
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tossed outside and left to spoil, and the
interior of the store was left in disarray.

The same night, two vehicles were
broken into in the Prestonsburg vicinity.
A tool box valued at $150 and an amplifier
worth $300 were taken from the auto of a
son of Frank Calhoun in the Goble-
Roberts Addition.

perature flutuation which causes
defoliation of young lolly pines.

A study made recently by a state en-
tomologist in the Jenny Wiley State Park
area showed that the southern pine beetle
has not reached that area yet, and no
evidence of that beetle has been found in
the county.

In neighboring Martin county,
however, the southern beetle is at work,
and the proximity of that county to Floyd
poses a threat.

State Forester Harry Nadler terms the
problem serious and said the bug has
been discovered at Pine Mountain State
Resort Park, where the Mountain Laurel
Festival is held.

He said if the problem becomes more
serious, the park could “look pretty
rough.”’

The insect was discovered in Kentucky
forests during an aerial survey last
summer,

Amel E. Landgraf, a U. S. Forest
Service assistant director from Atlanta,
told an audience at the Phoenix Hotel in
Lexington Sunday the beetle infestation
began in 1972 and is ‘“the worst in
history.” '

The beetles have destroyed enough

timber in 12 southern states to build

190,000 homes, Landgraf said. He
reported in a speech to the Sixth
Governor's Conference on Forestry that
1.9 billion board-feet of timber have been
destroyed.

The area affected in Kentucky includes
66,000 acres, Peter P. Kovalic of the U. S.
Forest Service office in Winchester said.
The Winchester office is the headquar-
ters for the Daniel Boone National
Forest.

Portions of the Daniel Boone National
Forest in Whitley, Pulaski, Laurel and
the eastern edge of McCreary counties
are affected, Kovalic said.

Nadler said Kentucky Ridge State
Forest in Bell county and Kentenia State
Forest in Harlan county are threatened.

In about a week Kovalic will forward
an $8,500 plan for controlling the beetles
in Kentucky to the U. S. Forest Service
office in Atlanta for approval. The
control program might begin in
December, when cold weather slows the
beetles’ appetite.

Nadler said he plans to develop a state
plan in November. State officials plan to
use a mobile sawmill, originally pur-
chased as a demonstration project, to
salvage dead trees.

State and federal officials said the
cheapest method of control is to remove
trees infested with the beetles. The bugs
attack in spots, infesting perhaps only a
few trees per 10 acres, the officials said.

Dr. Thomas Hansbrough, chairman of
the University of Kentucky’s department
of forestry, told the conference Thursday
that strip mining and other activities will
reduce Kentucky's nearly 12 million
acres of commercial forests to 10.6
million.

Hansbrough said strip-mined land is
not capable of producing commercial
forests in the future. He said the coal
mining industry must change its
philosophy from earth moving and
covering up to engineering for maximum
productivity after the coal is gone.

committee expressed the opinion that the
scheduling of such periods would im-
prove the professional performance and
emotional well-being of these teachers.

Because many small schools with
limited staffs cannot schedule such
periods, the committee agreed that the
Legislature and the Governor should
provide for the hiring of relief teachers
and thus eliminate the problem existing
in these schools.

The following general statement of
policy was issued:

“We believe that the vast majority of
the citizens in our Commonwealth want
the best schools possible in which our
youth can be educated and trained to the
limit of their varying abilities, efforts
and desires. _

“We further believe that more realistic
and adequate financing of our schools
can no longer be delayed if we are to
meet the ~demands of our rapidly
changing society.

“Teachers are asking for salary in-
creases to reach the average paid in
surrounding states.

life.

“We realize that money (important as
it is) is not all that troubles our schools
today. However, we believe that the
common sense of our citizens will finally
prevail and our schools will improve.

“*We ask that teachers, administrators,
parents, students, officials and other
interested citizens join together to build a
better school system in our state.”

Autumn
seems over, winter has not begun, and
there usually isn’t any snow to cover the
bareness of the landscape.

“wind month” and the “‘blood month.”
The reason for the first name is obvious;
the latter probably stemmed from the
fact, that, in November, animals were
slaughtered for the winter supply of
meat.

Despite its many ‘‘melancholy days”’,
which William Cullen Bryant im-
mortalized in verse, November is by no
means without its special attractions.
There is sweet cider fresh from the press,
football games, and Thanksgiving Day—
and many a lover of the outdoors finds
the hazy, mystical days of Indian
Summer one of the most delightful
seasons of the year.

As Mother Nature seems to be holding
her breath, many of the out-of-door ac-
tivities on the farm are at a standstill.
The harvesting season is over, the crops
of the field and garden are secure in the
barn, pantry, and cellar, but there are
still some things to do, or that can be
done, UK Extension specialists say.

Rake leaves often to prevent grass
from being killed. Clean out the gutters
which may be full of leaves. Plant
deciduous trees and shrubs and mulch
these trees to reduce freezing and
thawing and keep the plants from
‘“heaving.” Plant tulips. Spray roses for
the last time, cut the plants back to 30
inches and tie the tops to help protect
them from wind damage. Water
evergreens and lawn if they need it.Wrap
newly planted trees to prevent winter
wind burn and bark splitting. Winterize
power equipment and clean, oil, and
repair all garden tools.

November is indeed a bleak month but
we are urged by Sir James George
Fraser to ‘““Fear not its challenger bold.
We've books and friends, and hearths
that never can grow cold: These make
amends.”’

Patrick made the charge in testimony
in support of the proposed Interfuel
Competition Act of 1975 (5.489) in-
troduced by South Dakota Senator James
Abourezk. The bill would make it illegal
for energy producing companies to own
or control companies which own or
produce competing energy resources.

“Our evidence strongly suggests that a
degree of collusion exists between AMAX
and SOCAL which makes a mockery out
of competitive bidding on federal and
Indian coal lands,” Patrick declared.
“The further we dig the more strong is
the smell of something rotten.”

Patrick said the UMWA will meet with
the Federal Trade Commission later this
week to share its information with the
staff of the Bureau of Competition and
urge the FTC to make a comprehensive

investigation of SOCAL-AMAX collusion.

The union has filed a complaint with the
FTC against the recent merger of the two
companies. SOCAL, the nation’s 4th
largest oil producer, purchased 20 per
cent of the stock of AMAX—the nation’s
4th largest coal producer—in June 1975.

Patrick told the committee that the
merger of the two companies was
‘“another step towards completion of a
project which has nowbeen underway for
12 years—the effective control of all
energy resources by the giant oil com-
panies of the United States.”

Both AMAX and SOCAL are heavily
involved in the development and
production of coal, oil, and natural gas as
well as minerals and fertilizer produc-
tion. The two companies would have been
natural competitors, were it not for the
merger, Patrick told the committee.

““Now it is clear that they will work
together—and any possible benefits of
competition will be lost to the energy
users of America,” he testified.

Since 1963, Patrick told the committee,
the oil-gas industry has acquired control
of 40 per cent of the nation’s future coal
production and that now three out of the
top four coal-producing companies are
controlled by major oil companies.

““The implications for the American
consumer of this silent takeover by the
oil interests of the energy market are
enormous,” Patrick declared. ‘‘These
corporations are not accountable to us.
They set their own timetables, make
their own commitments, exercise great
influence over the prices we pay for their
products, and control the future
availability of those products.”

“If these companies are permitted to
continue consolidating their control of
these resources, the consequences are
clear: first, from the standpoint of price
there will be no such thing as ‘‘com-
peting’’ fuels—they may be in-
terchangeable for each other, but the
basic price structure will be established
in a handful of corporate executive of-
fices, far beyond the reach of even the
most outraged consumer; and second,
these companies will block the
development of any true national energy
policy based upon what the public needs,
wants, or deserves.”

Patrick said that evidence of the
harmful effects of the increasing
monopoly control of energy can be seen
in the increases in coal prices which he

- said closely followed the recent increases

in oil prices.

Half May Lose
Food Stamps

The Ford administration introduced a
food stamp reform bill Monday that it
said would save taxpayers $1.2 billion
annually by eliminating from the rolls or
reducing benefits for almost half of the
18.8 million people receiving the food
coupons.

Kentucky officials in Frankfort
hurriedly checked through their records
to determine the impact of President
Ford’s sweeping changes in the federal
food stamp program,

Gail Huecker, Commissioner of the
Kentucky Bureau for Social Insurance,
said departmental officials would check
through state records and determine by
today how . many Kentuckins would
become ineligible for food stamp
assistance under Ford’'s proposal.

“It’s too early to determine the effect,
but we are going through and should have
an answer by tomorrow (Tuesday),” she
said. “We don’t want to make a
statement and go out on a limb and be
wrong.”

The plan, outlined before a Senate
committee by Agriculture Secretary
Earl Butz, would tie food stamp
eligibility to the official poverty figure
established each year by the federal
government,

This figure currently is $5,050 for a
family of four, but the administration
plan allows a ‘‘standard deduction’ of
$100 a month or $125 if the household
contains a person over age 60 in figuring
food stamp eligibility. The deduction
would raise the annual gross income
figure to $6,250 or $6,550.

It would also change the method of
calculating eligibility, and the change
would reduce benefits for another 5.3
million who would still quaify under the
new standards, Department of
Agriculture officials said.

The plan, which is more conservative
than earlier versions outlined unof-
ficially at Congressional hearings, would
limit participation by workers who lose
their jobs through layoff or strike by
determining income from an average of
three month’s salary, rather than
estimating of one month as is currently
done.

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Fate of $200,000 Hinges
On Appeals Court Test

Floyd county stands to lose $200,000 of
its original $1,293,771 coal severance tax
rebate if a ruling made last week by
Judge Squire Williams of the Franklin
circuit court stands a Court of Appeals
test,

Judge Williams upheld the opinion of
Attorney General Ed. W. Hancock that
counties in which coal seams are located
are eligible for the severance rebates,
not those where the coal is loaded for
shipment or where the mine opening is
located.

The current severance rebate may be
the largest this and most other counties
will receive. This is the situation which
looms for Floyd county for two reasons:
1. More and more coal loaded over Floyd
county tipples is coming from coal seams
located in other counties; 2. The reduced
selling price of coal will cut into the
amount of the tax.

John D. White, an attorney for Clay
county, said an appeal would be filed
immediately with the Kentucky Court of
Appeals.

White said it was his position that coal

‘taxes should be paid in counties where

the mineral is brought out of the ground
because that would result in rebates
which would help to support the main-
tenance of roads and bridges on which
coal is hauled.

He said he felt that was the intent of the
legislature when it passed coal severance
tax legislation to return money to coal
producing counties.

The suit also involved Leslie county,
where the coal seam in question is
located. The mouth of that mine, the
Shamrock Coal Mine, is in Clay county.

The suit was filed in an effort to settle
the controversy which involves a total of
11 counties in Kentucky.

Leslie County Attorney Robert C.
Muncy said that his county would not be
eligible for any severance tax rebates if
the attorney general’s opinion was not
upheld because there are no facilities to
move the coal in Leslie County.

The suit was filed Oct. 2 by state
Finance Commissioner William Scent,
naming Leslie and Clay counties as
defendants. Also named in the suit were
officials of both counties.

Clay and Leslie aren’t the only two
counties that will be affected by the suit,
which Scent said will be appealed to the
state Court of Appeals. But those two
counties have been involved in the most

recent dispute over the collection and
return of coal tax money.

Scent said the purpose of the suit is to
settle the question once and for all, that
no facts are disputed and that all sides
merely want a ruling from the state’s
highest court.

Scent said he expects the high court to
rule on the matter within four weeks.

KNOXVILLE, Tenn., Oct. 15—The
Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA) has
awarded the fourth short-term coal
contract in five months to a Kentucky
firm, calling for low-sulphur coal at
$23.45 a ton, the agency reports.

A TVA spokesman said the price is
slightly higher than those under the three
contracts awarded earlier this year when
the prices averaged $21.78 per ton.

Low-sulphur coal is now being used at
TVA'’s Shawnee Steam Plant at Paducah,
Ky. because Western Kentucky farmers
complained of crop damage caused by
sulphur gas emissions.

The latest contract, to Addington
Brothers Mining, Inc. of Elliott County,
Ky., calls for an additional 35,000 tons of
low-sulphur coal to be delivered to the
plant over a four-week period.

The coal will come from strip mines
operated by the company in Eastern
Kentucky said TVA spokesman Lee
Sheppeard.

(Some weeks ago, Addington Bros.
received a contract from TVA for 100,000
tons of Eastern Kentucky coal, and a few
weeks later received another order from
TVA for an additional 100,000 tons.)

New Clinic Opposed
By Jackson Council

By BRYAN WILKINS
(In The Lexington Herald)

Jackson, Ky.—The City Council of this
Breathitt county seat has come out in
opposition to the construction of a health
clinic—even though the county’s fiscal
court has already voted funds toward its
construction.

The council notified Paul Townes,
executive director of the KYRADD
(Kentucky River Area Development
District) in a letter to ‘‘express op-
position to the project.”

“We have four active, full-time general
practitioners of medicine, two drugstores
and four full-time dentists. It's our
opinion that subjecting our businesses to
competition here in Jackson is not
justified."” :

The fiscal court has already voted to
contribute $110,000 toward construction
of the proposed health clinic. The funds
would come from coal severance tax
revenues. Mountain Comprehensive
Health Corp. has also promised funds of
$150,000 for the clinic.

Jackson’s four doctors are among the
main opponents of the clinic. In a letter to
Mrs. Lois Baker, administrator of
Mountain Comprehensive Health, they
said:

“We are offering the people of
Breathitt county the best type of medical
care that can reasonably be expected
of general practitioners in a rural area of
this type.

“An increased number of general
practitioners in Breathitt county will not
alleviate the necessity for major medical
and surgical services . . . we feel that this
type of structure will not offer any more
services to our people than we are now
offering.”

The four doctors, Robert Cornett, F. C.
Lewis, Price Sewell III and Emmanuel
Turner concluded their letter, ‘‘We wish
to object strenuously to any type of
subsidized, sccialistic program com-
peting with our private practice of
medicine.”’

Carbon copies of the doctors’ letter
were sent to Gov. Julian Carroll, Cong.
Carl Perkins, representative from the
Seventh District and heads of state
government agencies.

1. THE NIGHTINGALE. As
this bird's name indicates, it
sings only at night, and, like
the famed English skylark, it is
not found in any other region
except Europe. This renowned
songster was immortalized by
John Keats in his famous
poem, “*Ode to the
Nightingale.” It is said the
haunting melody of this bird's
song so deeply touched the

poetic heart of Keats that he
would sit for hours at night
listening to its song while the
tears coursed down his cheeks.
It is also said that few gaudily
colored birds have a superb
gift of song. Nature seems to
compensate for the
nightingale's drab, brown color
by endowing it with the gift of
sublime melody. The bird’s
classical name is philomel. It is
about the size of our native
song sparrow but is perhaps
the most gifted songster of the
world.

Now a word about Keats. His
one great ideal was Beauty.
Once he wrote: “‘Truth is
beauty and beauty is truth . . .
A thing of beauty is a joy
forever; it will never pass into
nothingness."’

It was the ethereal beauty of
the nightingale’'s song that
inspired him to write his im-
mortal poem about the bird.
Keats was one of the great
geniuses of English Literature,
anditis a stark tragedy that he
died of tuberculosis at the early
age of 26. Yet, in that brief life
span he accomplished more
than most men who live to a

ripe old age.

Our own mockingbird is

Here is
a poem which in a few
descriptive lines describes the
ways of the eagle better than a
naturalist can with a whole
page of prose. I quote his poem,
“‘The Eagle:"”’

‘““He clasps the crag with
crooked hands

Close to the sun in lonely
lands,

Ringed with the azure world
he stands;

The wrinkled sea beneath
him crawls,

He watches
mountain walls,

And like a thunderbolt he
falls!"’

The golden eagle is one of the
most magnificent birds of the
world, having a wing span of
nearly eight feet and a golden
brown neck like burnished
gold.

This eagle and our National
Emblem, the bald eagle, are
both in grave danger of ex-
tinction. Poisoned fish have
wrought havoc with the
numbers of the bald eagle,
reducing them to a dangerous
low. The golden eagle of the
west has been wantonly
slaughtered by ruthless men
shooting it down from air-
planes. It was accused of
capturing lambs, a reputation
it scarcely deserves. Its food
consists mainly of smalil
mammals. I feel strongly that
we should do all in our power to
save these eagles from ex-
tinction.

determine the amount of hazardous
waste produced in Kentucky and where it
is being disposed. The state will also
survey site problems related to hazar-
dous waste and report on its findings.

There are not permitted disposal sites
in Kentucky for potentially dangerous
chemical and liquid wastes, according to
Karl Patterson, director of the hazardous
waste program in the division of solid
waste.

Although no one will know how much
hazardous waste is produced in Kentucky
until late spring when the study should be
finished, Patterson said: ‘It must be a
lot."”

Patterson predicted that the study will
show most of the hazardous material is
centralized in the large metropolitan
areas such as Louisville, Northern
Kentucky and Lexington. ‘‘The 15 or 16
paint manufacturing plants in Louisville
produce about 20,000 gallons of hazar-
dous waste during one week alone,”” he
said.

After the survey of the 1,500 industries
in Kentucky is completed, Patterson
should know where the state’s hazardous
waste is being disposed. ‘‘Since there
isn’t a permitted place to put the stuff in
Kentucky, I suspect we’ll probably find
that a lot of the waste is being dumped
where it shouldn’t be,” said Patterson.

He said hazardous wastes haye
probably been dumped illegally into
rivers and solid waste landfills and so
far, the only way an industry can dispose
of its hazardous wastes legally is to
transport it out of state to a suitable,
legal disposal site. “The expenses of
transporting the waste out of state
probably prompts some people to get rid
of it illegally . . . and dangerously.”

Two of the closest sites for disposal of
hazardous waste are in Columbus, Ind.
and Franklin, Ohio. At these sites, oil is
separated from the remainder of the
material and the waste is treated. Then
the waste is disposed of and the oil is sold.

Coal Man Asks
More Inspectors

FRANKFORT, Ky.—More inspectors
are needed to oversee procedures aimed
at reclaiming land scarred by strip
mining operations.

Roy Mullins, reclamation supervisor
for the Falcon Coal Co., said yesterday
before the state Environmental Quality
Commission here that current state laws
governing reclamation of lands are
strong enough. But, he added, they are
not adequately enforced.

“I think it is ridiculous, with the em-
phasis being placed on reclamation, with
all the money, that they (the state) can’t
afford to hire competent people to go out
there and do the job,” the Breathitt
County coal firm official said.

He added that most large strip mine
firms already reclaim stripped land
adequately, but that small coal operators
either are unable to do so or make little
effort to restore original landscapes near
mines.

Mullins showed slides which demon-
strated how his firm has reclaimed land
near strip mine sites.

One showed a vineyard that had been
planted three years ago on surface
materials from a strip mine location.

Willis Vogel, an official of the U. S.
Forest Service, told the commission that
reforestation of stripped areas is ‘‘the
best goal if there are not other land use
plans,”

He too showed slides demonstrating
methods of reclaiming land but said the
most important factor in the process
must be to “‘quickly establish vegetation
to prevent erosion.”

Consumer Comments

Have you bought land in Kentucky or
out-of-state that isn't what you thought it
was? If so, you may be taken again by
dishonest salesmen.
. There are people who know about the

land you bought and how much you paid
for it. This information may be used by
these people in an effort to convince you
that they can sell the property for you.
Don’t be taken in.

Beware of two sales pitches often used
by these people.

In one, a salesman contacts you saying
he has a ‘‘buyer’ waiting to purchase
your land. It will cost you several hun-
dred dollars to have the land sold, but
this money, according to the salesman, is
applied to closing costs and attorney’s
fees. The money will be required in ad-
vance. If he gets your money, chances
are good that you won’t see him or the
money again.

The other sales gambit is asking you to
“Jist'’ your land for sale. The price to list
the land is several hundred dollars for

the first listing and additional money for
listings thereafter. Again many Ken-
tucky consumers have paid their money
and never had the property listed or sold,
since no real listing service exists as
represented.

Beware of land salesmen that come to
your door or call you on the phone. Check
their reliability. Don’t be taken the
second time.

Forestry Office Here To Have
Plane for Fire Detection

Frankfort, Ky.—Falling leaves are
ushering in Kentucky’s annual fall fire
season.

As Harry Nadler, director of the
division of forestry in the Kentucky
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection, points out,
“The bright orange and red leaves of
autumn are falling to the ground, turning
brown and drying out. Unfortunately,
some of those same colors will be reborn
in orange-red flames of forest fires that
will feed on the newly fallen leaves.”

Nadler said this fall the division of
forestry is extending its use of airplanes
in forest fire detection to two additional
distriets. The six-county eastern district
with headquarters at Prestonsburg and
the 12 counties of the Green River district
headquartered at Madisonville have
been selected for the expanded aerial
detection system this fall.

According to Nadler, the system has
been used successfully in the western and
northeastern districts for several years
Nadler said the airplanes permit forestry
officials to spot fires quicker and with
more accuracy. The airplanes are very
helpful to the ground crews in providing
directions for the shortest route into a
fire. This should be particularly useful in
the heavily forested eastern district,

Nadler said use of the aerial detection
system does not -mean the forestry
division is abandoning its system of fire
lookout towers. Several key lookouts will
be operated in the eastern and Green
River districts to aid in communications,
The remaining towers will be used in
emergencies.

receiving fire weather forecasts from the
National Weather Service in Louisville,
rather than Cincinnati as had been done
in the past. These forecasts, combined
with information the division receives
from local weather stations, help the
fire control people predict both the
likelihood of fires starting and how
rapidly they might burn if they do start.

Nadler said that this past spring
Kentucky had its least destruetive fire
season, with 945 fires burning 9,452 acres.
“If everyone exercises reasonable care
this fall,” said Nadler, **1975 will be the
best year that Kentucky has ever had.”

At Environmental Group Meet

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Members of the
Environmenta Quality Commission
(EQC) heard various methods of
reclaiming strip-mined land, how to keep
track. of reclamation activities and what
to do with repeated violators at its recent
meeting in Frankfort.

Representatives from the U. S. Forest
Service and the coal industry discussed
reclamation and reforestation
techniques. A consultant with a Louis-
ville engineering firm explained
proposed computer techniques for
keeping track of reclamation activities.
And, officials of the Kentucky Depart-
ment for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection explained, a
proposed regulation concerning repeated
noncompliance with state reclamation
regulations.

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Willis Vogel, of the U. S. Forest Ser-
vice, emphasized that careful planning
must be done before a strip mine is begun
to insure ‘that environmental damage is
held to a minimum and that the land is
prepared for some desirable use after
mining is finished. The surface owner
should determine what that use will be,
said Vogel. When the landowner shows no
preference for future land use, Vogel said
it probably will be developed into forest
land.

Roy Mullins, reclamation supervisor
for Falcon Coal Co., said one of the
biggest problems with reclamation is
that the surface owners often do not have
say in deciding what the future use of
strip-mined land will be.

“I would like to see the mine operator
working with the surface owner and the
division of reclamation in working out the
plan of restoring the area,” said Mullins.

David Ferguson, of Shimpler and
Corradino Associates, reported that his
firm has completed a study of the state’s
reclamation offices and computerization
of the reclamation files has been
recommended.

State officials hope to solve the
problem of what to do with repeated
violators of state reclamation
regulations with a proposed regulation
that will be subject to a public hearing
Nov. 18 in Frankfort.

Perry R. White, Jr., general counsel
for the department, explained that it was
an attempt to come out with something
fair that would not unduly punish those
operators who were trying to do a good
reclamation job but would, at the same
time, not permit an operator to
repeatedly ignore reclamation
regulations.

The next EQC meeting is scheduled for
Nov. 19.

Jenny Wiley Council
Hears Work Reviews

The doors of the new Salyersville
Grade School were opened recently to the
October meeting of the Jenny Wiley
Reading Council. Teachers and parents
representing three counties gathered to
review and discuss various programs
peculiar to individual schools in this
area.

Linda Conley, reading teacher in the
Prater-Borders Elementary School in
Magoffin county, gave the group a brief
description of the school’s total reading
program. Now in its fourth year, the
program involves every teacher as a
reading teacher, and designates the first
hour of each day as a teaching of reading
period. This project, according to Mrs.
Conley, has been successful, and a
marked improvement in the students’
overall reading ability can be seen.

A report prepared by kindergarten
teacher Donna Gray and supplemented
by first-grade teacher Wilma Crisp
described the pilot kindergarten
program now in progress in Floyd
county’s Martin Elementary School.
Emphasizing social growth and language
development, the Martin kindergarten
consists of both morning and afternoon
sessions. Some of the objectives include
the teaching of alphabet names,
numerals 1-20, listening skills, and
identification of colors. Because of the
child's involvement in kindergarten
activities, the first grade readiness
period is sometimes eliminated.

Parents and teachers were introduced
to the ita (initial teaching alphabet)
method of teaching reading currently
used in the McDowell school. An alphabet
consisting of 44 characters instead of the
traditional 26, ita enables the student to
associate one character with only one
sound, according to reading teacher,
Bertha Ratliff. The transition from ita to
the traditional alphabet usually occurs
around the end of the first grade or the
beginning of the second.

Highlighting the evening activities was
an entertainment act by students from
the Prater-Borders School. Refresh-
ments were served by the Magoffin
county school personnel.

Polltaker Reports Citizens
Favor Judicial Amendment

Approximately 90 percent of the
voting-age Kentuckians contacted in a
recent survey favor having a modern
court system in the state and, by a
margin of nearly five to one, indicated
that they would vote ‘“Yes’' on a Con-
stitutional Amendment for the courts
that will be included on the November 4
general election ballot.

In answer to the question ‘“‘Are you in
favor of amending the Constitution of the
Commonwealth to revise the Judicial
Branch of Government by establishing
one Court of Justice, composed of a
Supreme Court, a Court of Appeals, a
trial court of limited jurisdiction known
as the district court, but retain the non-
judicial powers and duties conferred
upon the county judge and justices of the
peace; providing the location, com-
position, administration and jurisdiction
of such courts; providing for the
eligibility, term of office, election
removal, filling of vacancies, prohibited
activities, compensation, and retirement
of judges of such courts; providing for
the election, selection and removal of the
clerks of such courts; and providing a
schedule of transition for those judges in
office on the effective date of the
amendment?'’ 43 percent said they would
vote ‘“Yes’’, nine percent said ‘‘No”’, and
the remainder said they ‘‘don’t know™.

These are some of the results of a
survey by the John Kraft Opinion
Research Company of Washington, D. C.,
to determine the reaction of Kentucky
voters to certain aspects of the Court of
Justice as contained in the amendment.

The amendment would establiah a
Court of Justice for Kentucky composed
of a Supreme Court, an intermediate
Court of Appeals, circuit courts, and
district courts. The amendment would
also require that all judges within the
Court of Justice be licensed attorneys
elected to office on a nonpartisan basis.

The survey showed that Kentuckians
are greatly in favor of the professional,
structural and financial changes con-
tained in the amendment as they com-
pare to the present court system.

For example, 82 percent favor having
judges elected rather than appointed and
74 percent feel that judges should be
elected in a nonpartisan manner with no
political party involvement. Also, 66
percent of those surveyed felt that, once
elected, judges should be required to give
up any outside law practice.

Regarding structural changes 75
percent felt that Kentucky needs two
courts for appeals, an intermediate court
for lesser cases and a higher court for
more important cases.

Although 58 percent of those surveyed
favor having the county judge handle
only executive and fiscal duties and not
serve as a judge in the courts, 72 percent
feel that each county should have at least
one full-time lower court judge.

Concerning the appointment and
removal of judges, 50 percent agree that
vacancies should be filled by the
Governor from a list of three names
chosen by a panel of lawyers, laymen,
and judges. Sixty-nine percent favor
having a 6-member commission of one
lawyer, two laymen, and three judges
that could remove judges for good cause.

Financially, 53 percent agree that state
government should pay the cost of all
Kentucky courts, but 65 percent feel that
fines and fees collected for the violation
of local ordinances should be returned to

Kentucky Fishing Report

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 27—With one lake
reporting good trout fishing and another
fair musky angling, the black bass and
crappie fishing across Kentucky remains
fair to good. The lake-by-lake rundown,
as compiled by the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources:

BUCKHORN: Crappie good still
fishing small minnows in inlets and bays;
bluegill good by the same method off
deep banks; clear to murky, falling
slowly, eight feet below summer pool and
66 degrees.

LAUREL: Black bass good casting
medium runners and still fishing min-
nows in timbered coves; trout good
casting and trolling medium runners
along deep banks; clear, stable and 61
degrees.

BARKLEY : Crappie good around stick
ups in inlets and bays; black bass fair on
surface to medium runners along points;

Every winter some people die, usually
in their sleep, from inhaling the fumes of
an improperly-vented or malfunctioning
stove or furnace.

Combustion fumes leaking into the
house or backing up into a heating unit
kill people and cause fires every heating
season, according to UK Extension
agricultural engineers. Don't give this
hazard a chance at your house.

Carbon monoxide fumes from any fuel-
burning range, space heater or furnace
are poisonous. That's why you shouldn’t
use a gas oven to take the chill off your
kitchen, why you should leave pilot lights
on, and why you must always vent any
type of fuel-burning heater or furnace
safely to the outdoors.

So keep your chimney clean, removing

Can Prevent Deaths from Monoxide

soot, broken bricks, bird nests, and
anything else that might hinder the
escape of gas. Test the chimney to see if
it draws well by holding a lighted match
or piece of burning newspaper near the
clean-out or other opening. If smoke goes
right up the chimney, it is drawing
properly.

If it’s not drawing properly, check the
outdoor height of your chimney or
stovepipe. If chimney is not at the roof
peak, it should extend at least 2 feet 6
inches above the highest point. The top of
the chimney at the peak of the roof should
come at least 2 feet above the peak. On a
flat roof, the top of the chimney or
stovepipe should extend at least 3 feet
above the rooftop.

Ideally, each stove or furnace should
have a separate flue to vent into. Every
time you add another pipe to a flue, the
other pipes get less of the suction action
that draws smoke and fumes up and
outdoors. If you have a part-time stove
you use in the same flue as a furnace, be
sure to plug the chimney hole or close the
damper tightly when the stove is not in
use.

If you must vent two stoves into the
same flue, run them in at different levels,
at least 2 feet apart. Close each stove’s
damper when it’'s not in use. If you
remove the stove, plug the chimney hole
so the regular heating system can do its

.job more efficiently.

If nearby trees or tall buildings create
downdrafts in your chimney, installing a
regulation hood or chimney top may help
deflect these air currents. These will also
help keep out rain and snow.

Check vent pipes routinely to make
sure there are no holes or loose con-
nections that would let gas fumes escape
back into the house.

Symptoms of carbon monoxide
poisoning are drowsiness, headaches,
dizziness, confusion, nausea, muscular
weakness, and unconsciousness. If
someone is overcome by carbon
monoxide gas, get him to fresh air, start
mouth-to-mouth rescue breathing right
away, and call a doctor.
