School
art exhibits and flowers annually attract
a major share of fairgoers’ attention.

The topic of school exhibits this year
will be ‘“‘Kentucky History," with pupils
of high schools as well as the grades
participating.

Kids’ Day will be Friday when two
bicycles will be given away and reduced
fares will be charged youngsters for
rides at the Kissel Brothers Show.

All exhibits, except flowers, livestock
and poultry, are to entered on the first
day, Thursday, between 9 a.m. and 5
p.m. These exhibits will be judged after 5
p.m.

Flower exhibits will be entered on
Friday, from 9 a.m. till noon, whey they
will be judged.

A feature of Saturday, final day for the
fair, will be the parade of high school
bands. Livestock will be entered that
day, from 9 a.m. till the time of judging
at 11 a.m.

Included in the exhibits will be those to
be seen at commercial booths, all three
days of the fair.

Assisting
him are members of the county Ex-
tension department and upwards of 50

Jury Foulup Halts
Jones Trial Attempt

The first attempt at the trial of Eddie
Jones, who is charged with the shotgun
slaying at Garrett of Deputy Sheriff
Lawrence Conley, ended Tuesday
morning in continuance of the case till
Monday, Jan. 12,

The continuance came on motion of
Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J.
Stumbo after three jurors who had
qualified on the preceding day informed
Special Judge Ralph N, Walter, of West
Liberty, that they knew too much about
the case to render a fair and impartial
verdict, It was explained that the jurors,
without previous experience, had not
understood this detail of qualification
when they were seated, the first day of
work toward empanelling a jury.

Eight jurors were qualified for the
trial, Monday. At the time of the con-
tinuance, 11 had qualified. But the
defense had 11 challenges remaining to
only one for the Commonwealth.

Commonwealth's Attorney Stumbo
declined to comment on the action, but
others involved in the case surmised that
disgualification of the three jurors,
with only one challenge left the Com-
monwealth, resulted in the motion for a
continuance. The defense did not oppose
the later trial date.

Judge Walter commented, prior to
adjourning court, that he approved the
motion ‘‘to give both sides equal op-
portunity to see that justice is done."”

The regular jury panel was exhausted
Monday afternoon, and 35 additional
veniremen were summoned to appear in
court Tuesday morning.

The trial promised to be one of the most
interesting in recent years. Conley was
shot from an automobile, at night, and it

was not until several months later that an
indictment was made. Jones’ father,
Agnel, and Johnny Martin were also
indicted but neither was scheduled for
trial at the current court term.

With television cameras whirring, the
meeting of a union organizer and em-
ployees of the Highlands Regional
Medical Center near here Tuesday
morning ended with state troopers
escorting the organizer, Dan Stewart,
from the hospital grounds. Told that he
could hold the meeting elsewhere,
Stewart delayed while reading to
workers a review of their rights, with the
result that he was led away.

The state police action was based on
the claim that the meeting on hospital
property was illegal.

The incident marked a continuance of
the move of the National Union of
Hospital and Health Care Emplevees
Local 1199, a division ‘of the Redail-
Wholesale Department Store Union
(AFL-CIO) to organize the hospital
workers. A hearing for the purpose of
setting up an election on the question of

union representation has been scheduled
for next Tuesday.

A letter signed by a purported 200
employees and addressed to hospital
trustees Tuesday said, in part, *“, . .we
are exercising our rights to organize as
guaranteed by federal law. We are
determined to do whatever is necessary
to win our Union.”

The employees accused the attorney
for the hospital of delaying the hearing on
an election, alleged that the hearing has
been delayed three times, adding
“Further delays, if sought, will be
viewed as deliberately provocative and
will not go unanswered.”’

Stewart ‘was booked at the county jail
on a disorderly conduct charge but was
released soon thereafter on $300 bond.
His hearing was set for Oct. 30 in quar-
terly court.

City Employees Hear
New Personnel Plans

City employees here were briefed last
Thursday by City Manager Curtis Clark
on the new personnel policy developed by
the University of Kentucky and adopted
by Prestonsburg, and they reacted
favorably to it.

The program, which is akin to a merit
system, is designed to establish a
relationship between the city and its
employees which would minimize the
likelihood of strikes.

The program provides:

—That no employee may be demoted
or discharged without two weeks’ notice,
with the cause of such action stated, and
the employee given a hearing upon
request.

—Establishing of job classifications,
with pay raises based on merit.

—In cases of grievances, the employee
is first to contact the head of his or her
department, then, if no agreement is
reached, the head of the Personnel
Division (City Manager Clark), and,
finally, if necessary, the City Council.

—No city employee may be asked, or
obliged, to participate in or contribute to
any political campaign,

—Employees given 12 days’ sick leave
a year which may be cumulative up to
three years. Annual sick leave formerly
was five days.

—Two weeks' vacation for employees
after one year instead of the one week
previously allowed, and three weeks
vacation after seven years' employment.

—One month sick pay for any em-
ployee injured on the job.

The personnel policy applies to the
police, fire and sanitation departments.
The new regulations became effective,
Sept. 1.

The regular city council meeting last
Thursday was postponed till Friday when
a quorum failed to appear. Bids on
surfacing two city parking lots and for
the sale to the city of a truck and an
automobile were opened but were not
accepted, and all three are being read-
vertised for Sept. 18 letting. The bids on
surfacing were accepted by the council,
but the state Bureau of Highways, which
participates in the project through the
state Municipal Aid Program, held that
the $49,246 bid submitted by the only
bidder, Driveway Paving Co., Paints-
ville, was too high.

New bids for the surfacing wark will be

based on a provision that the city is to do
whatever concrete work required for the
two parking lots.

Prices submitted to the city on the car
and truck were for 1976 models instead of
the 1975 models specified in the ad-
vertisement for bids. The new ad-
vertising for bids specifies that 1976
model vehicles are wanted.

The application of Adrian Shepherd for
rezoning of the Old Colonial House
property in West Prestonsburg from
business to residential was approved.

Board Employs

Grade Coaches
For Both Sexes

Floyd county’s schools have, as a
result of last Saturday’s action by the
board of education, an unprecedented
number of athletic coaches.

In addition to the coaches previously
named for both boys' and girls high
school basketball and football, the board
named 23 coaches for grade schoolers in
both sports.

In other action the board declared that
an emergency exists in finding qualified
substitute teachers and called on the
State Department of Education to ap-
prove emergency permits for substitutes
who have qualifications lower than a
college degree.

The board also authorized its architect
to advertise $88,000 worth of school roof
repair work. About a dozen schools will
benefit from the first round of roof work,
although almost every school roof in the
county needs repair to some degree.
Supt. Charles Clark said many of these
will because of lack of funds receive only
temporary repair until more permanent
work can be financed.

The elementary school coaches will be
paid $300 a year for their services.

After taking a strong stand on the need

The report
recommended that a person be appointed
to see that collection of refuse is made at
the proper times and asked that the
weekly pickup schedule be published in
The Floyd County Times.

The Lexington Herald in a recent editorial criticized the
Kentucky Department of Transportation for contracting almost
half a million dollars worth of engineering on KY 80 in Floyd,
Knott and Perry counties. The criticism is based on the premise
that no source of funding construction of the highway is in sight.

Our Blue Grass contemporary would be justified in taking the
department to task for an absolute waste of the taxpayers’
money in planning a road that has no chance, ever, of con-
struction. But is K 80 so hopeless? We do not think so, and we do
not believe the Department of Transportation and its director,

Mr. Roberts, think so.

The Herald suggests that the money used in planning this
Eastern Kentucky road might have been better spent in the
study of a project which has a future. If there are future highway
projects to be undertaken, why not this one?

If 50-50 federal highway funds are available for this route, and
we are assured they are, why is it without hope? It is admitted
that costs of maintaining the highways already built are
astronomical and that they drain off much of the state’s
resources, but nobody is ready to believe that the state of Ken-
tucky is ready to go out of the road-building business. The Herald

in its editorial concludes:

““There are plenty of legitimate transportation needs in the
state. This money would be better spent in studying a project

which has a future.”

Surely, the Lexington newspaper does not mean to imply that
KY 80 is not a ““legitimate’’ need. |t speaks of putting the money
on some other project "“with a future.”

Sub-Committee
Sets Meeting
On Bargaining

FRANKFORT, Ky.—A Legislative
subcommittee on collective bargaining
for public employes has agreed to meet
for three days to prepare a repo=! for the
pre-legislative conference in late
November. The meeting will start Sept.
24.

However, several subuo.. 7:ritee
members expressed doubt they would
draft legislation for introduction in the
next General Assembly session.

“I have a hunch that there may not be a
majority of the committee that supports
a bill,”" said Sen. Walter Baker, R-
Glasgow.

Sen. Mike Moloney, D-Lexington, said
that even if the subcommittee does not
draft legisiation it still has the respon-
sibility to prepare an in-depth report and
to answer questions raised about such
legislation,

“It will be one of the most con-
troversial pieces of legislation in the 1976
legislature,”” Moloney said.

The meeting of the subcommittee was
scheduled to give Gov. Julian Carroll and
selected state officials an opportunity to
testify. But Carroll wrote the sub-
committee that neither he nor any
member of his cabinet would attend.

The governor sent a two-page letter
saying he would not state whether he is
for or against public employe collective
bargaining, “‘Since there are an infinite
variety of proposals and as many
provisions which might be included in
any legislation relating to labor relations
in the public sector.”

He did say, however, that he would
veto any legislation that:

—Abrogates or delegates to others the
right of a public body duly elected by the
people to determine the amount and rate
of taxes citizens must pay to support
governmental services.

—Either authorizes or permits public
employes to strike or effect any work
stoppages, saying it is mandatory that
essential government services continue
without interruption.

—Impinges or does violence to the
rights and responsibilities of public
employes covered by the state merit laws
or any comparable civil service system.

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Inspectors Say
They're Harassed

Whitesburg, Ky.—Three inspectors for
the federal Mining Enforcement and
Safety Administration say they haven't
been allowed to inspect the underground
mines of three Letcher county coal
~companies,

The three also claim they have been
intimidated and harassed by personnel of
the firms.

A MESA official in Washington said
Thursday that no action has been taken
against two of the companies although
reports from MESA field officers were
sent to Washington more than six months
ago.

The three coal companies are Little
Branch Coal Co., at Skyline, Alonzo
Collins Coal Co. at Van and Jean Coal
Co., at Deane, according to the MESA
officials.

Ben A. Taylor, supervisor of the
federal agency's Whitesburg field office,
declined to specify how each firm
allegedly refused to allow inspections. He
said he was afraid his statements might
prejudice court cases against the firms.

No inspector has been assaulted or
directly threatened with a weapon,
Taylor said.

“We've never had them actually
physically run us off, but we've had some
talk mean and we've left,”" he said.
“They've been kind of threatenin.”

Taylor said inspectors left two other
mines after being told to leave.

Taylor said his office won't try again to
inspect the mines until court orders
permitting inspections are issued.

Trouble began at two of the mines after
MESA inspectors closed them for safety
violations, said Taylor, adding that the
mines continued to be operated anyway
and that the operators prohibited fur-
ther inspections.

State inspectors have not encountered
trouble at the mines, according to a
spokesman for the Kentucky Department
of Mines and Minerals. And, he said, the
department has no reports of accidents
at the mines.

Taylor said he filed a report about the
Collins firm in October 1972 but that by
the time an injunction was issued to
enjoin the company from preventing
inspections, it had finished its mining
operations.

“It did drag on a long time from the
time we first started having trouble and
started reporting it—enough time to
work out a fair-size little mine,” Taylor
said.

Jury Selection
In Melvin Trial
Begins Monday

Jury selection begin Monday at
Paintsville for the bribéry and extortion
trial of Johnson County Sheriff Ray L.
Melvin.

Fifteen of 26 prospective jurors were
dismissed during the three-hour morning
session in circuit court for reasons in-
cluding prejudice, friendship and kinship
to parties involved.

Melvin was indicted by a special
session of the April grand jury on six
counts of theft by extortion and six counts
of bribery while a public official. The
indictments stem from alleged
bootlegging activities in the area.

The afternoon session was recessed
until 9 a.m. Tuesday to give bailiffs time
to summon more prospective jorors.

Because the sheriff is on trial, Paints-
ville city police were sworn in to act as
special bailiffs.

The six indictments against Melvin
allege that while acting as sheriff he
solicited and accepted bribes in exchange
for protection of bootlegging operations.

The incidents allegedly took place on
April 21, 28; May 20, 30; June 21, 27.

Six other residents of Johnson county
‘are scheduled to go on trial next Monday
for allegedly offering and paying Melvin
the bribes.

State To Notify
Surface Owners

Frankfort, Ky.—Beginning Sept. 15,
owners of surface land will be notified by
the state before strip mining on their
property is permitted.

John S. Hoffman, secretary of the
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection (DNREP),
has ordered the state Division of
Reclamation to notify owners of surface
rights that strip mining applications
affecting their land have been filed. The
same notice will also go to persons who
own land within 500 feet of a site where
strip mining is proposed.

Hoffman's order said the notice will be
mailed to the surface land owners not
more than three days after the permit
application is filed. It will be forwarded
to the owners by registered or certified
mail and will be posted in a conspicuous
place at the area office of the Division of
Reclamation where the application was
filed.

Within six days after the application
for a permit is filed, the Division of
Reclamation also will post a notice of the
application in a conspicuous place at the
courthouse of the county where most of
the proposed mining will occur. This
notice will identify the applicant and the
area that the applicant wants to mine.

Labor Day Weekend

Death Toll Second
Lowest on Record

Frankfort, Ky.—A total of four persons
were killed on Kentucky's highways
during the Labor Day Week-end,
resulting in the lowest highway death toll
for that holiday since 1959 and the second
lowest on record.

The traffic fatality count for the Labor
Day week-end in 1959 was two and last
year it was five. The worst Labor Day on
record was 1969 when 25 persons were
killed in traffic accidents.

Two of the four persons killed this year
were pedestrians and one was a
motorcyclist. The victims were identified
as:

—Claude Joseph, 24, of Jeffersonville,
who died Saturday after striking a tree
blown down by a storm on US 460, 5.5
miles east of Mount Sterling in Mon-
tgomery County;

—Ervin A. Vincent, 35, of Louisville,
and William Sanders, 44, of Long Beach,
Calif., who were walking along the north-
bound lane of 1-65 near Smiths Grove in
Warren County when they were struck
and killed by a car late Friday night;

—Earlie Flora, 81, of Carlisle, who died
Sunday of injuries suffered when his car
ran off US 68 in Nicholas County
Saturday.

In additin to the fatalities, state police
also reported 122 injuries resulting from
holiday traffic accidents.

The 500-plus troopers on duty issued a
total of 2,338 citations and 1,534 war-
nings—both figures up over last year. Of
the citations, 240 were for driving-while-
intoxicated violations.

State police officials attribute the low
number of deaths recorded this Labor
Day to beefed up patrols on secondary
roads, moving roadblocks and the use of
all available manpower, speed-clocking
devices and air traffic patrols.

State Police Commissioner Truett
Ricks said the traffic control and en-
forcement efforts, particularly the
concentration on secondary roads, were
launched before the July 4th holiday and
will be continued as part of the
development of a selective enforcement
program,

“We will try new efforts, junk others,
until we can find the most effective way
of patroling the state’s least safe roads,”
Ricks said.

Traffic was reported by state police as
heavy on the northbound lanes of I-75
between Walton and Cincinnati and I-65
between Elizabethtown and Louisville.
With the exception of a tie-up at a con-
struction site near Mt. Vernon in Rock-
castle county, there were no major
problems, state police said.

Drug Arrests
Increase 50%

The number of Kentuckians arrested
last year for narcotic law violations
soared over the 1973 total by more than 50
per cent.

According to the 1974 state police
Uniform Crime Report, which was
recently released, 7,404 persons were
arrested on drug-related charges last
year, a number which broke the 1973
record total of 4,889.

Since 1970, the first year that state
police began collecting statewide crime
statistics, drug arrests have climbed by
more than 375 per cent.

The 1974 figures also showed a 71 per
cent increase—from 969 to 1,657—in the
number of juveniles arrested. Adult
arrests increased by 46.6 per cent, up
3,920 to 5,747. '

The youngest persons arrested in-
cluded nine juveniles under the age of 10.
The oldest were three persons 65 and
older. Both those totals are down slightly
from 1973, however,

A breakdown of the drugs involved
showed that 64.7 per cent of the 1974
arrests were made for selling and (or)
possessing marijuana; 25.1 per cent for
dangerous non-narcotic drugs; 5.6 per
cent for opium or cocaine; and 4.6 per
cent for synthetic narcotics.

Jefferson county led the state again
with 2,349 arrests, up from the 1,962 in
1973. Fayette county was next with 502 as
compared with 287 a year earlier, and
Kenton county was third in the line with
400, up from the 242 in 1973.

No drug arrests were reported in
Elliot, Fleming, Green, Owen, Owsley
and Robertson counties, Three of those
counties—Owen, Owsley and Robertson
counties—have not reported a drug
arrest in the past five years.

According to arrest totals, those most
often arrested for drug law violations
continue to be white males, although
there is a slight but steady rise in arrests
of women and blacks.

The number of women arrested last
year reached 878, which is 315 more than
recorded a year earlier and 465 greater
than the 1972 figure. The number of
blacks arrested went from 708 to 953.

Court Ruling Voids
Sheriff Ouster

The Court of Appeals held last Friday
that Martin County Judge Ray Fields
acted wrongly in ousting Sam Moore as
county sheriff because of his failure to
post bond on time.

The high court, In a unanimous
decision, reversed Martin circuit court
and voided the county court’s order.

Fields declared the sheriff's office
vacant because Moore failed to post his
performance bond until June 2, 1975, one
day later than the deadline. '

The appellate court said Moore had
been ready and able to post it with Fields,
May 29 and thereafter, but the county
judge was out of his office from May 29
until late May 31, a Saturday night.
Fields had not appointed a county judge
pro-tem with whom Moore could post the
bond, the court added.

“The sheriff offered the bond to the
county judge on June 2, which was not
only the first work day of June but was
the first day that the county judge was
back in his office after his journey out of
the state,”” the court said.

**To countenance the action of (Fields)
in creating a hiatus in his office for three
and one-half days immediately
preceding June 1 would cloak the county
judge with power to veto the action of the
electorate of Martin county,’ it said.
*“This, we refuse to do."

Brandeis Veep
Says His Firm
‘Here To Stay’

Chamber of Commerce heard Monday
from an official of the Brandeis
Machinery & Supply Corp., Louisville,
that founding of a Brandeis division in
this county means that ‘“‘we are here to

stay.9|

The speaker was Robert J. Grunden,-

Brandeis vice-president. He and other
representatives of the company were
invited to appear at the meeting by Ted
Nairn, president of the Chamber.

Ground was broken recently at the
mouth of Mare Creek, near Stanville, for
construction of a sales and service center
which will have 30,000 square if floor
space. Occupancy of the structue is
expected around Dec, 1.

The center will be known as the Ap-
palachian Division, with a branch at
Pikeville, and will be responsible for the
extreme southeast section of Kentucky.
It will be one of seven divisions located in
Kentucky, Indiana and Missouri.

Mr. Grunien expressed his company’s
appreciation of the cooperation of the
town of Allen which issued $1,000,000
worth of bonds in an arrangement for
financing of construction of the building
and The Bank Josephine for its par-
ticipation in interim financing of the
project. A lease agreement provides that
Brandeis through rental payments will
amortize the bond issue.

He pointed out that his company, a
distributor of construction equipment,
represents more than a dozen
manufacturers and that facilities of the
new division in this county will assure
service for any piece of equipment sold.
He said the new branch will at first
employ about 50 persons and that
eventually 80 will be working there.

Federal Bill Extends
Food Stamp Eligibility

Frankfort, Ky.—All supplemental
security income recipients using food
stamps can breathe easier as the federal
bill which extended food stamp eligibility
to supplemental security income
recipients has been renewed by Congress
through June 30, 1976.

“By Sept. 30, 1975, all supplemental
security income recipients using food
stamps will have been recertified, this
time for however long their cir-
cumstances warrant,”” said Com-
missioner Gail S. Huecker of the Bureau
for Social Insurance in the Department
for Human Resources.

‘““We are working under the assumption
that the bill will be renewed again in 1976.
Recertifying individuals for up to a year
as we do in all other food stamp cases
assures continued benefits without in-
convenience to the recipient or unwieldy
caseloads, " said Commissioner Huecker.

It is estimated that of the state’s 100,000
supplemental security income reci-
pients, $48,000 use food stamps.

The trail will follow the ridges of the
area traversed, as much as possible,
Elven miles of easements have already
been procured for it. Hundreds more
remain to be acquired. The work will
involve, first of all, the marking of the
trail, then its clearing and the con-
struction of shelter houses for hikers,
approximately 20 miles apart.

The ARC grant was made to the FIVCO
Area Development District, of which
David Salisbury, native of Martin, is
director. The institution of the trail itself
will be under the aegis of the Jenny Wiley
Trail Conference.

Kentucky Fishing Report

Frankfort, Ky., September 8—With
crappie fishing remaing fair to good
across Kentucky, other fishing is
generally slower than last week,
However, Kentuckky anglers can go
after trout, muskie or walleye if they pick
the right lake. The lake-by-lake rundown,
as compiled by the Department of Fish
and Wildlife:

NOLIN: Bluegill excellent along deep
banks on the upper lke; black bass fair on
artificial nightcrawlers on the upper lake
and casting surface lures and shallow
runners over submerged cover along
banks on the lower lake; clear, stable,
215 feet below pool and 82 degrees.

KENTUCKY: Bluegill excellent on
poppers and worms and crickets in inlets
and bays; black bass good on surface to
deep runners over stump beds; below
dam, catfish slow; clear, stable, 312 feet
below pool and 82 degrees.

BARKLEY: Crappie fair in inlets and
bays over submerged cover and around
stick ups; black bass slow on surface
lurss and deep runners over submerged
cover; below dam, catfish fair; clear to
murky, stable, three feet below pool and
82 degrees. ,

CUMBERLAND: Black bass fair to
good still fishing small crawfish on the
lower lake and casting surface lures,
deep runners and bass bugs on the upper
lake; crappie fair to good driftig min-
nows in deep coves over submerged
cover; below dam, trout good; clear,
stable, 41 feet below timberline and 84
degrees.

LAUREL: Crappie good over sub-
merged cover; trout good still fishing
worms off deep banks; clear, stable and
81 degrees.

BARREN: Bluegill fair along deep
banks; black bass slow to fair on medium
runners and artificial nightcrawlers off
deep banks in inlets and bays; clear,
falling, one foot below pool and 81
degrees.

CAVE RUN: Muskie fair to good
trolling deep runners over submereged
cover in the main channel; black bass
slow on surface lures and artificial
nightcrawlers over submerged cover;
clear to murky, stable, three feet below
pool and 73 degrees.

FISHTRAP: Crappie good over sub-
merged cover; black bass slow on sur-
face lures and artificial nighterawlers
along shallow banks; clear, stable, 1%
feet below pool and 80 degrees.

HERRINGTON: Black bass fair at
night on artificial nightcrawlers around
points and drop-offs; bluegill fair off
deep banks; clear, falling, five feet below
pool and 80 degrees.

Paper Work Keeps Employes
From Doing Jobs, Carroll Says

By GLENN HODGES

Frankfort, Ky.—Gov. Julian Carroll
says the most glaring problem revealed
by the recently-completed initial phase of
the ‘“‘Governor to the Government’
program is that too much unnecessary
paperwork is preventing state employes
from doing their real jobs.

After talking to nearly 200 field level
supervisory employes this summer at
Covington, Bowling Green, Somerset and
Flemingsburg, Gov. Carroll said that
some have complained about spending as
much as 60 per cent of their time filling
out forms or being involved in some kind
of reporting procedure.

Many of these complaints came from
employes of the Department for Human
Resources, who said numerous federal
programs implemented in the last year
through their department have required
additional paperwork.

However, distress over the same
problem was voiced by employes of other
departments.

*“This is ridiculous,” said Gov. Carroll.
“Our people (state employes) should be
busy rendering services to the people,
and we're going to make some changes
as a result of this program that will
enable them to spend more time doing
just that.”

The “Governor to the Government’'
visits across the state also have helped
his administration detect problems with
the state’s computer system, said Gov.
Carroll. “I'm not sure that we haven't
become overcomputerized,”” he noted.

The salaries of several thousand lower
pay level employes were raised Aug. 15
as a result of the governor’s program.

When he took office last December,
Gov. Carroll said he found 6,100 state
employes drawing salaries that would
make them eligible for federal food
stamps. Those employes, ranked in their
first seven grades of the state payroll
schedule, had their salaries raised to a
minimum of $415 per month by the
governor’s action.

Gov. Carroll said the visits have been
made in an effort to simplify state
government despite its bigness, and to
put common sense back into the ad-
ministration of government.

In that respect, the program has
demonstrated some successes, and may
show long-range effects.

“l think one thing we have ac-
complished is getting our local county
judges, legislators and mayors to take
their problems to our local (state)
government employes and giving them
the ability to solve the problems im-

mediately.”

In the past, the governor added,
citizens have relied too much on the
governor’'s office or Frankfort
bureaucracies to solve their local state
government-related problems.

He said too much valuable time, effort
and money has been spent in having state
government officials in Frankfort in-
vestigate and try to solve problems that
state government managers on the local
level could solve faster and more ef-
ficiently.

Gov. Carroll said the program will be
continued next year in other cities in the
state, and added that it will be combined
in theory with that of the ‘‘Governor to
the People’’ programs used in past years
by other governors.

“We'll combine it not only to educate
our own employes as to their relation-
ships with problems that we have in
Frankfort and the problems that our field
supervisors have,” Gov. Carroll said,
“But additionally, the ability of the
taxpayers to communicate their
problems to government at Frankfort
and at the local level can be improved.”

When that is accomplished, Carroll
said, he believes that the three levels of
government—policy-making at the top,
the middle bureaucracy and the lower
service level—will ‘‘all function
adequately, each doing what is necessary
without the unnecessary duplication,
expense and bureaucracy that frustrates
the people and makes them lose con-
fidence in their governments system.”

A Carroll aide, who has been assisting
in coordination of the “Governor to
Government'' meetings, said they have
produced many suggestions from em-
ployes for improving state services.

““The governor has directed us to follow
up each suggestion with the agen-
cies involved,"” he said. ‘““What we are
learning will enable Gov. Carroll to make
positive changes in many areas of state
government.”’

Frankfort, Ky.—Vocational education
teachers are not likely to be accused of
living in ivory towers, but they, like
many other educators, are still con-
cerned with bridging the gap between the
educational experience and the actual
working experience students encounter
after graduation. One way of attempting
to bridge that gap is through the Ken-
tucky Appalachia Vocational Staff Ex-
change Program.

The exchange program, funded by the
Appalachian Regional Commission and
administered by the Department of

. Education’'s Bureau of Vocational

Education, links the educational world to
the working world by enabling vocational
teachers and administrators from the
state’s 49-county Appalachian region to
spend up to four weeks in a business or
industry related to their teaching areas.

Now, as the program nears the end of
its first year, approximately 200
educators and representatives from
business and industry are meeting at the
Continental Inn, Lexington, Sept. 11-12, to

discuss the program'’s past and future.

One conference project, according to
program coordinator Patrick White, will
be an evaluation of the program. Judging
from participants' preliminary reports,
White said he expects the program to
receive an excellent rating.

The program is designed to enable
teachers to develop new skills and
keep abreast of changing technology,
especially in such areas as auto
mechanics and heavy equipment
operation. The teachers then revise their
courses to include the new information,
to help make occupational education
more relevant for the students.

But business and industry can profit,
too, since they usually save the time and
money which otherwise might have been
spent in retaining new employes. Also,
they can be confident that students hired
from the vocational schools are skilled,
knowledgeable about current technology
and business practices and, con-
sequently, more likely to be very
productive employes. This, plus the
personal contacts established through
the program, also increases the students’
employment possibilities.

Along with new skills, the educators
also provide their students with a socio-
economic report of the exchange site,
Descriptions of working conditions,
salaries, employe benefits and
educational opportunities to social and
recreational opportunities, shopping
areas, schools and churches areincluded.
Such informatin not only helps the
student decide where to apply for em-
ployment, but it also helps reduce his
adjustment time once he is employed.

The staff exchange isn’t always on a
one-to-one basis, but businessmen and
industrialists do participate at the
schools. This direct contact enables them
to provide input on vocational courses,
identify information which needs to be
taught and acquire teaching techniques
which they can use in their own training

programs.
And, there are fringe benefits too.
Various firms, after becoming

acquainted with a school and is needs,
have donated equipment (including a
bulldozer) or their own training films and
teaching aids. Wayne Supply Co. of
Louisville even plans to loan a $50,000
cut .away diesel engine as a training aid
for those schools teaching diesel
mechanics.

The response to the program was good
last year, as 83 educators participated at
110 sites. But, White hopes that when last
year’s nonparticipants hear about its
benefits at the September conference,
they will become involved, too.

And to help make sure that last year’s
information makes this year’s program
even better, the conference will include
workships on various aspects of the
program.

Floyd County Health Notes

The Floyd County Health Department
advises all Floyd countians that un-
necessary pounds can be more than just
ugly fat: that extra weight means extra
work for your heart. It leads to high blood
pressure and hardening of the arteries,
the two most common kinds of heart
disease,

High blood pressure is usually the
result of a narrowing of small arteries, so
more force is required to push the blood
through them. It can lead to congestive
heart failure, where the heart works with
less strength than is needed for good
health, to hemorrhages or hardened
arteries.

Arteries may be hardened by a build-
up of fatty deposits on the inner lining of
the blood vessels. This progress can be
slowed down by changes in diet. For-
tunately, the same diet which helps
prevent this kind of heart disease is also
a good one for someone who should take
off a few pounds.

The Health Department conducts a
weight control class every Tuesday night
at 7. A nurse is present at each of these
meetings showing films, giving out
materials, counseling and going through
exercises. If you are interested in joining
this weight control class, call the health
department at 886-2788, Monday through
Friday, from 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

Await Court Ruling
On Hospital Workers

By JIM WARREN
(In The Huntington, W. Va.
Herald-Dispatch)

PIKEVILLE, Ky. Aug. 28—The
waiting goes on in the unionization
dispute that started three years ago at
the Methodist Hospital of Kentucky here.

Workers who lost their jobs in that
dispute waited in and outside the court-
room at the U. S. Courthouse here most
of the day yesterday while attorneys met
behind closed doors to argue legalities
that could send some or all of them back
to work.

Arguments began in a National Labor
Relations Board hearing yesterday
morning over whether the management
of the hospital should reinstate about 200
of the workers with back pay from Oct.
10, 1974.

The hearing will resume this morning.

It started late yesterday because
everybody—spectators, attorneys and
records—had to move from the Pike
county circuit courtroom, where the
hearing originally was scheduled, to the
nearby federal courthouse.

And a complicated legal issue im-
mediately sent Administrative Law
Judge Herbert Silberman and lawyers
for the hospital, the NLRB and the
Communication Workers of America into
a closed caucus that lasted off and on for
most of the day.

That left the workers who went on
strike over the unionization campaign in
1972 waiting and wondering again.

One woman remarked, ‘We've waited
three years. I guess a few more hours
won’t matter too much.’

At issue in the caucus was an amend-
ment to the original complaint filed
against the hospital.

language, fired hospital workers left the
picket lines last October and asked for
their jobs back. The CWA, which had
tried to unionize the hospital, also asked
the hospital for employment on behalf of
the strikers, the amendment said.

A third part of the amendment alleged
the hospital refused to employ the people
because of their activities in and support
for the union.

It appeared for a while yesterday that
the amendment would not be allowed.

James Smith, a Louisville, Ky., at-
torney representing the hospital, ob-
jected on grounds the amendment was
confusing, changed the entire theory of
the case and violated ground rules
allegedly set for the case by the general
counsel of the NLRB.

Smith contended a letter from the
general counsel, which authorized the
complaint against the hospital, set
ground rules for the complaint, and that
it was too late to change them under
hearing rules.

The amendment was crucial, ac-
cording to CWA attorney Morgan
Stanford at Atlanta, Ga., who said the
complaint against Methodist Hospital
would be ‘much weaker’ without it.

Late yesterday, Silberman denied
Smith's objection and allowed the
amendment. Silberman said the general
counsel had set ground rules, but added
he assumed the counsel had given
authority to change the rules and amend
the complaint.

However, he said he would be sym-
pathetic to a motion from Smith for a
recess later to make any changes in the
defense to meet the amended complaint.

Attorneys were to work out some
procedural matters later yesterday and
witnesses probably will be called today.

The unionization drive in 1972 was
sparked by the firing of two hospital
workers, Ike Coleman of Elkhorn City,
an admissions clerk, and Peco Williams
of Pikeville.

More than 200 hospital workers later
went on strike, maintaining pickets for 28
months. Last October, strikers left the
picket lines and began trying to get their
old jobs back.

That effort is continuing in the federal
courthouse here.

Plaintiffs contend the National Labor
Relations Act prohibits an employer
from using a worker’s pro-union stand as
grounds for not hiring him.

The hospital is expected to argue in the
hearing that the strike began before the
labor relations act was amended to in-
clude non-profit hospitals like Methodist
Hospital of Kentucky.

LRC Report Critical of Statem

Motor Vehicle Usage Tax

There seems to be no justification for
Kentucky’s present methods of taxing
motor vehicle sales, a new study by the
Legislative Research Commission
(LRC) staff includes.

A report by LRC staff members Edith
Schwab and Donald Roney recommends
that the five per cent usage tax on new
and used car sales should be on the actual
money that changes hands and not on
such ‘‘fictitious’’ standards as
“manufacturer’s suggested retail price”
or “blue book value.”

The report, entitled ““Motor Vehicles:
Certificates of Title and Taxation,” is
available upon request from the
Legislative Research Commission,
Public Information Office, State Capitol,
Frankfort, Kentucky 40601.

The report also includes recom-
mendations on how Kentucky could adopt
a certificate of title law for motor
vehicles.

In the section on taxation the report
recommends that in the sale of motor
vehicles “‘the tax should be on the actual
sales price of the tor vehicle with an
allowance being made for a trade-in.”

“This would bring Kentucky’s method
of taxation in line with that of the
majority of states,”” the report adds.

At present, a person who buys a new
car in Kentucky is charged five per cent
of the manufacturer's suggested retail
price of the car with no allowance for a
trade-in. On a used car the purchaser is
charged five per cent of the blue book
value (the price suggested by the
National Automobile Dealers’
Association for various makes and
models of used cars.)

The law does allow a dealer to subtract
trade-in allowance from a car’s blue
book value to determine the amount on
which the tax should be based.

Responses from 48 states to a
questionnaire indicate that Montana,
Oklahoma and South Dakota are the
only other states that tax on the
manufacturer’s suggested retail price in
the sale of a new car.

Kentucky is also in the minority in not
making an allowance for trade-ins in
taxing new car sales, the report says.

On used car sales most states tax the
actual sales price of a vehicle rather than
its book value when there is no trade-in,
the report adds.

Bills or resolutions regarding a title
law have been introduced in every
regular session of the General Assembly
except on since 1956.

Kentueky is the only state without such
a law.

“Forty-nine states are convinced that a
certificate of title is the most effective
way in which to prove ownership of a
motor vehicle,” the report says.

At present, in Kentucky, a person must
present a bill of sale and a manufac-
turer’s certificate of origin in order to
register a new vehicle. A previous
registration slip is all that is required to
register a vehicle previously owned by a
Kentucky resident, however.

A title law would prevent anyone from
investing in an automobile on which
there was an outstanding mortgage, the
report says.

“If the seller has mortgaged his motor
vehicle, he would have no certificate of
title to delier to the purchaser as the
certificate would be held by the
lienholder until such mortgage has been
satisfied,” the report adds.

Such a law could lead to lower interest
rates on motor vehicle loans “‘since it
would lessen the risk for the lenders that
a mtor vehicle subject to a lien would be
sold,” the report says.

One argument against a title law is that
it would increase the cost of registering a
vehicle.

A key question in considering a title
law is whether titles would be issued
locally or from a central location.

Central issuance would make it easier
to determine if a vehicle was stolen,
thereby discouraging auto thefts, the
report says. Certificate also would be
harder to steal than if they were scat-
tered throughout 120 counties, it adds.

The main disadvantage of a cen-
tralized system is the time delay in
certifying vehicles, the report says.
Automobile dealers have claimed such a
system would hinder the quick resale of
used vehicles.

The best system for Kentucky, the
report says, may be to issue titles locally
in the same manner as present
registration certificates, but to install a
computer in each local office that would
be tied to a central office where
ownership could be verofied before a title
was issued.

The report has been presented to a
special legislative subcommittee which
has been studying the related issues of
titles and taxation. The members include
Representatives Steven L. Beshear, D-
Lexington, chairman; W. Edward
Whitfield, D-Hopkinsville; and Senator
Doug Moseley, R-Columbia.

Corrections Task Force
Studies County Fee System

Lexington, Ky.—A proposal to abolish
the fee system of funding Kentucky's
county governments is one of more than
a dozen legislative recommendations
now being studied by the state Justice
Department’s Corrections Task Force.

The task force, in a recent meeting
here, made no official endorsements but
did begin work on developing a
legislative package to be submitted for
final action to the states Advisory
Commission on Criminal Justice Stan-
dards and Goals.

Jerry Frockt, executive director of the
Kentucky Association of Counties, told
the task force that the fee system is
inadequate to pay the salaries of most
county officials, noting that jailers are
the worst paid of all.

Frockt said that the lowest paid jailer
in Kentucky last year made an annual
salary of $628, with a number earning not
much more than that. He said many of
Kentucky's county jailers earn less than
$5,000 a year, which is considered the

poverty level.

Frocket said the salaries of jailers and
other low-paid county officials could be
increased by establishing a minimum
annual wage for county officials of $7,000
or by having county governments pool
their fees.

He said fee pooling currently is being
used by only three counties—Barren,
Warren and Christian. He said in those
counties the salaries of all county of-
ficials have been brought up to the
maximum level as authorized by state
law of $15,600. He said an additional 45
counties could experience the same
results if they adopted fee pooling.

Frockt said opposition to abolishing the
fee system and the more gradual step of
pooling can be expected from county

New Division Result
As More Seek Jobs

Frankfort, Ky.—Unemployment
statistics in Kentucky have remained
lower than in many other states, but the
Department of Personnel reports that
they are seeing increased applications
for state merit system jobs.

To help keep up with this increased
workload, Gov. Julian Carroll has issued
an executive order establishing a new
division of fiscal management within the
Department of Personnel.

The creation of the division is effective
as of Sept. 1.

Announcing that the department has
received 64 per cent more applicants this
year than last year on a January to June
comparison, the governor listed the
responsibilities for the new division as
fiscal planning for the department,
management of expenditures within the
department, maintenance of internal
accounts and reported and other
assignments deemed necessary by
Commissioner of Personnel Cattie Lou
Miller.

Commissioner Miller stated that she
has not decided on a director for the new
division yet, but that it ‘‘'may very well be
someone already employed in state
government.”

clerks. But he said that clerks and other
opponents must be made aware that
counties cannot operate on fees and
county officials ‘“‘should work together
like one big family instead of vying for
funding and power."

On the issue of regionalizing jails, a
concept which is growing in popularity
among many corrections officials,
Frockt said the idea would be financially
attractive because most counties can't
afford their jails now. He added that
problems—along with stiff opposition
from jailers—may be stumbling blocks.

Joe Williams, head of the Kentucky
Jailer’s Association, agreed that most
jailers would oppose regional jails, ad-
ding that questions of who will transport
prisoners and who will pay for expenses
would have to be resolved.

Other legislative proposals considered
today included recommendations to
implement work-release programs,
elimination of jury sentencing in favor of
judicial sentencing and permission for
cities and counties to contract with the
state to provide correctional services.

George Wilson, a Justice Department
official who is working with the task
force, said it will be a few more weeks
before the group will be able to finalize
their proposals and take them to the state
advisory commission.

The Corrections Task Force is one of
five task forces which are involved in
drafting standards and goals for Ken-
tucky’s criminal justice system, as well
as considering legislation for the 1976
General Assembly.

The other task forces are juvenile
delinquency, assessment, courts and
police.

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Combat Encephalitis Fight Begun

Frankfort, Ky.—With 41 cases of
suspected viral encephalitis, plus three
confirmed cases of the ‘‘sleeping
sickness’’ disease now under observation
in Kentucky, the Department for Human
Resources (DHR) is taking steps to
curtail the outbreak. To date, no specific
treatment has been developed for the
disease, which has a fatality rate of less
than 10 per cent.

Union county, with 20 suspected cases,
has an intensive mosquito control
program under way. Louisville, which
has 10 suspected and three confirmed
cases, has been destroying mosquito
larvae (eggs) for some time. Other
reported cases include five from Fayette
County, four from Hopkins County and
two from Henderson County.

“Elimination of mosquitoes is the only
preventive measure in fighting this
disease,’”” said Dr. Joseh Skaggs,
assistant director of DHR's division for
preventive services in the Bureau for
Health Services.

“The Culex mosquito is the only
carrier we know of that can infect people
with the ‘St. Louis encephalitis’ virus,”
Dr. Skaggs said. ‘“Our department
doesn’t have the equipment or resources
for a statewide mosquito control
program, but when people call us, we can
advise them on how to get this ex-
termination done.”

Dr. Skaggs said his division is also
collecting date from the reported cases
and assisting in laboratory confirmation
of diagnoses.

To confirm a case of St. Louis en-
cephalitis, a blood test must be taken
during the acute stages of the symptoms

and again two weeks later. These
samples are then compared and tested in
DHR laboratories to see if, indeed, the
encephalitis is of the St. Louis strain,
Dr. Skaggs said.

Encephalitis causes inflammation of
the brain, spinal cord and the tissues
covering them.

Dr. Skaggs advised persons to take
precautions against infection by using
insect repellant when around mosquitoes
and spraying their homes with in-
secticides. Culex mosquitoes are
basically night feeders, but they can be
found during the day in damp, dark
places such as under bridges and around
chicken houses, he said.

The state’s only confirmed cases of St.
Louis encephalities, all in Louisville, are
a 29-year-old man and two women, one in

her 50s and the other approaching 80. Dr.
Skaggs said symptoms are most likely to
show up in the aged and very young, but
added that ‘‘the overwhelming majority
of people infected by the virus do not
show any symptoms.”

Symptoms of St. Louis encephalitis
may include mlld headaches, vision and
speech lmpalrments drowsiness and
comas.

The first documented outbreak of this
disease occurred in St. Louis in 1933, The
last time the disease was reported in
Kentucky was in 1964, when one case was
confirmed in Louisville and 14 in Dan-
ville. There were no deaths that year.

Nine other states besides Kentucky are
presently being tormented by the
disease, with the largest number of
suspected cases being 220 in Mississippi.
