City Warns 
Coal Truck 
Operators 
Spillage of Coal 
Presents Problem, 
City Manager Says 

A warning to coal truckers was issued 
last week by Prestonsburg City Manager 
Curtis Clark in the form of a letter to area 
coal companies requesting that coal 
trucks hauling within the city limits 
promptly correct certain "annoying" 
practices. 

Overloading and spilling of contents, 
speeding, tail-gating and faulty mufflers 
were cited as the more serious problems 
connected with hauling coal through the 
city, and Clark stressed that if the coal 
haulers refuse to correct these matters 
voluntarily , "the City is prepared to 
impose a license fee of $1,000 for each 
truck, plus a weigh station will be in­
stalled and all overweight trucks will be 
fined." 

Cla rk said overloading of trucks has 
"caused coal , stone, and dirt to spill over 
on to our streets, especially at corners 
and intersections." He said a new $40,000 
street sweeper was purchased to help 
take care of such spillage but "even with 
this new equipment we still are unable to 
keep our streets clean." To help alleviate 
the problem, the city is requesting all 
trucks transporting coal , dirt, street 
gravel, trash, etc. to cover each truck 
with a tarpaulin and not to load trucks to 
the point where spillage occurs. 

Although Clark said most truckers 
observe the 25 m.p.h. speed limit in the 
city, he pointed out that "it is quite dif­
ferent in a truck hauling 30 tons of coal at 
25 m.p.h. and a small passenger car 
traveling at the same speed." 

" We've had several near accidents 
because these trucks could not stop at the 
traffic lights ," Clark said. 

Trucks operating either with no 
mufflers or faulty ones were cited by 
Clark as another problem and he said, 
"We are asking the state to run noise 
level tests on all trucks within the city 
limits and if the noise is above the ac­
ceptable level, a very heavy fine will 
be imposed for muffler failure." 

Clark said an alternative for coal 
haulers would be to use the new U. S. 23 
by-pass, from the Tourist Information 
Center here to Water Gap on U.S. 23 and 
KY 4. 

"We're all aware of the favorable 
impact the increased mining of coal has 
had on our economy," Clark emphasized, 
" and our citizens welcome this boost to 
our well being, but it has also brought its 
problems." 

Rum Raids, Theft 
Arrests Occupy 
Officers In County 

A raid at Harold Saturday night netted 
county officers the largest haul of illegal 
booze in recent months and resulted in 
the arrest, three days later of E'arl 
Damron on a charge of possession of 
alcoholic beverages for purposes of sale.

Lewis, Harold Johnson, John D. and 
Melvin Martin seized 17-fifths and five 
half-pints of whiskey, five fifths of wine, 
nine pints of gin , eight pints of vodka and 
two additional fifths of wine which were 
partially empty, in the raid on DamEon's 
mobile home . Damron, who ~as 
allegedly selling by the drink as well a~ 
by the bottle, was arrested three days>"" 
later by Sheriff Joe W. Lewis, and 
Deputy Sheriffs Doug Lewis and Harold 
Johnson and booked in Magistrate 
Dewey Roberts' court. 

John Bray, Jr., of Martin, was arrested 
last Wednesday on a charge of possession 
of alcoholic beverages for purposes of 
sale by Deputy Sheriffs Isaacs and 
Johnson.

Union-Hospital 
Wage Contract 
Talks Continue 

Negotiations which have been under 
way for several weeks on a wage con­
tract at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center will resume next Tuesday, a 
hospital source said Monday. 

Two employee groups, one 
representiAg licensed practical nurses, 
the other service and maintenance 
employees, voted last Nov. 13 to be 
represented by National Hospital Un_ion 
1199. A third group representing 
registered nurses voted against such 
representation. Contract discussions 
began shortly after the NLRB-supervised 
unionization vote was held. 

Approximately 225 of the meaical 
center's 312 employees are represented 
by the union in the negotiations. 

A Federal Mediation Service board of 
inquiry met in Morehead last week to 
review the contract negotiations. Results 
of the inquiry are not yet known . 

Martin Stream Work 
Getting Another Try 

The million-dollar Martin stream 
improvement project, like the cat with 
nine lives, is still kicking after having 
been repeatedly threatened with certain 
death. 

Federal funds earmarked for the work 
are still available, although more than 
one deadline for contract letting has 
already passed. 

New surveys by engineers for the city 
of Martin and the Floyd fiscal court are 
under way, and soon an attorney is ex­
pected to be named to negotiate new 
easements required because of new 
boundary lines. John Hill has completed 
engineering work for the county, and 
Mayor E. P. Gribsby, Sr., of Martin, said 
this week that Richard E. Martin, 
engineer for the city, is expected to 
complete his work within a week. 

Easements were procured more than a 

year ago by the county and city for the 
project, and it was thought at that time 
that a contract was forthcoming. But the 
Corps of Engineers later held that 
boundary lines established in the original 
survey were not adequate and that some 
property had been omitted. 

This means that when engineering 
work is completed the process of 

, renegotiating easements will have to be 
done all over agam. Upwards of 50 
condemnation suits were required to 
procure the original easements. 

When and if the work is begun it will 
include deepening and straightening of 
the channel and fortifying the banks of 
Beaver Creek from a point near the 
confluence of Right and Left Beaver 
Creeks through the town of Martin and 
downstream to the Sammy Clark 
Branch, a distance of about three miles. 

Ford Hears Problems of Many, 
Receives Prater Creek's Thanks 

Most of the 300 or more persons who 
talked with U.S. Senator Wendell Ford at 
•he courthouse here last Wednesday 
afternoon discussed such matters as 
social security and black lung benefits,· 
community development and veterans' 
pensions, but at least one group, a 
delegation from Prater Creek, came 
simply to say, "Thank you" to_ the former 
governor. 

The Prater Creek group expressed 
their appreciation to the Owensboro 
native for his role in giving the go-ahead 
to construction of a bridge to span the Big 
Sandy at Banner. Ford, while governor, 
let bids on -the structure which will 
replace the outdated suspension bridge 
which now provides access to the Ban­
ner-Prater Creek section . Construction 
on the bridge is well under way. 

Ford began meeting with area 
residents in the county judge's office at 
about 2 p.m. Wednesday after addressing 
the Prestonsburg high school senior class 
and meeting with county and city of­
ficials earlier in the day. 

Ford's trip here was the second time he 
had brought "government to the people" 
in Floyd county-his first trip coming 
about two years ago while still governor. 
As senator, he has continued the practice 
he began as governor of periodically 
setting up office in various county seat 
towns to meet with residents and discuss 
individual concerns as well as area 
problems . 

Perkins, will help eliminate the red tape 
which delays awarding of benefits to 
eligible miners. 

Cards filled out by those with questions 
concerning black lung were collected by 
staff workers for inclusion in a file which 
is referred to by Ford's office in 
Washington. Similarly, Ford's secretary, 
Helen Price, took notes on the con­
versations of all those who met with the 
senator to use as written references for 
future work by Ford's staff.

After 
confirming that the club was receiving 
cooperation from the Floyd Fiscal Court 
and the Big Sandy Area Development 
District, Ford told the men to notify him 
at the time the grant application is sent to 
Washington in order that he and Carl 
Perkins "can get on it." The club 
representatives explained that money 
was desperately needed on Left Beaver 
for housing. "We've got a goo<i hospital 
and we've got good recreation, but we 
can't keep doctors because we don'thave 
housing," Lawson told Ford.

System Awards 
Pump Contract 
To Up Capacity 

The Prestonsburg Water & Gas System 
has awarded a $44,500 contract to the 
Frye Engineering Company, Winchester, 
Ky., for the installation of new pumps to 
increase the capacity of its plant from 1 
to llh million gallons a ,day. 

Bill Harvey Howard, superintendent of 
the system, said the installation of pumps 
is expected to be completed by June 1. 
The added equipment will include two 
raw water pumps of 2-million-gallon 
capacity and a finished water pump with 
a daily capacity of 3 million gallons. 

Work covered by the contract with the 
Winchester firm is designed to get the 
Prestonsburg water plant out of its 
present emergency situation , the plant 
superintendent said. Cost of the work will 
be covered by a $150,000 FHA loan. Tube 
settlers and mixed filter media will be 
installed later. 

The Prestonsburg system has applied 
for $1,100,000 in HUD funds to do total 
plant expansion which would bring it to a 
daily capacity of 3 million gallons. If 
these funds are made available , Howard 
said, the expansion would enable 
the water system to serve an area with a 
radius of approximately 15 miles and a 
population of more than 12,000 .• This work 
done, he said, the Prestonsburg water 
system could provide water for the towns 
of Allen, David and Auxier and the Bull 
Creek and Abbott-Little Paint water 
districts. 

Regional planning for the area includes 
sewer services to the same areas, and the 
Prestonsburg sewage treatment plant is 
adequate to serve all these if federal 
funds for sewer construction are made 
available , Howard added. 

Father Fhtds Tot 
Lost on Mountain 

Three rescue squads, two from this 
county, were called Saturday night to 
Topmost to search for a three-year-old 
boy who had been missing for several 
hours. 

Before their arrival, however, the child 
was found by his father, a man whose 
name was given as Hunter, atop a 
mountain at an elevation of about 2,500 
feet.

'80 East Ass'n' 
Formed at Meet 
Held Last Week 

A movement initiated here less than a 
week earlier resulted last Thursday in 
the gathering at the Frankfort Country 
Club of 62 civic leaders and officials of 
five Eastern Kentucky counties in a 
vigorous display of the support Governor 
Julian Carroll had asked in his move 
toward reconstruction of KY 80 from this 
county to Hazard in Perry county. 

The group, which met with the 
governor, Secretary of Transportation 
John Roberts, Ex-Governor Bert Combs 
and a number of legislators, formally 
organized the 80 East Association at the 
Frankfort meeting and dedicated itself to 
a continuing effort toward the building of 
the four-lane highway which would not 
only link US 23 with the Mountain Park­
way and the Daniel Boone Parkway but 
also connect the Big Sandy, Kentucky 
and Cumberland river valleys. 

It adopted the slogan, "80 by 80," 
descriptive of the goal of seeing KY 80 
completed by 1980. And that is not being 
over-optimistic, if the money can be 
found for the $175 million undertaking, 
Commissioner Roberts said. He pointed 
out that design work can be completed 
and work begun by the spring of 1977. 
That, he added, would mean that 
Governor Carroll could cut the ribbon 
opening the new road before he leaves 
office. 

Marvin Music, of Prestonsburg, who 
spearheaded the move toward the 
Frankfort meeting, presided as tem­
porary chairman at the organizaticn 
meeting. Estill Lee Carter, also of 
Prestonsburg , was elected chairman of 
the executive committee, with Bill 
Gorman, of Hazard, vice-chairman, and 
Floyd County Judge Henry Stumbo, 
secretary -treasurer. 

Officials of the association returned 
home to stress the importance of every 
person who is interested in a new KY 80 
making that interest known by writing 
Governor Carroll, immediately, and 
letting their legislators know of their 
support. "Copies of your letters should be 
sent to Transportation Secretary 
Roberts," the chairman of the 
association said, "but, above all, write 
the governor."

Last month, the school was damaged 
by an explosion, apparently caused by 
dynamite thrown through a window . 

The boycott has kept 25 per cent of the 
476 students out of class .

Acreage burned in the Eastern District 
of the Division of Forestry which include 
Floyd, Pike, Martin, Lawrence, Magoffin 
and Johnson counties, dropped from 
22,196 acres in 1974 to 6,316 in 1975, ac­
cording to Harry Ni!dler, director. 

New Coal Work Indicated 

Hours before last Wednesday's session 
began, members of Ford's staff began 
registering those who wished to speak to 
the senator, categorizing the topics 
which each person wanted to discuss. 
Because 58 bad come with questions 
concerning black lung benefits, Ford met 
with the entire group in the circuit 
courtroom soon after arriving. He told 
the former miners that it was his un­
derstanding that most of their problems 
on claims had come after a judge had 
ruled them individually eligible for the 
benefits.

tipple or coal preparation plant. 

No confirmation of the power company 
activities was available this week. Nor 
was The Times able to learn the plans for 
coal production. 

It has been surmised that the coal for 
the Hueysville facility might come from 
acreage held in the Salt Lick-Quicksand 

area by National Mines , but The Times 
learned on the best authority Tuesday 
that no production from that section is 
now planned. 

The power company has coal holdings 
in the Ball Fork section of Knott county, 
it was said, and this may be the coal to be 
mined and t!'llcked to Hueysville for 
loading into rail cars. 

Power generating firms have become 
interested in sources of low-sulphur coal 
since EPA set a July, 1977 deadline on the 
use of coal with more than 1 per cent 
sulphur content.

Other factors in the reduced size of 
fires were favorable weather as well as 
fire prevention activities of the division's 
field personnel. 

Of the 1,672 forest fires in the state that 
burned 18,275 acres, all but two were 
caused by people. The two exceptions 
were touched off by lightning. Burning of 
debris was the leading cause with arson 
next and careless smokers a close third.

Police Offer Way 
To Identify What 
Burglars May Take 

There's something you can do before 
the burglar arrives, and the Prestons­
burg Police Department has arranged 
to help you . 

With the cooperation of the Kentucky 
Crime Council, the department has six 
electric pencil engravers which are 
available for use in marking your 
property so that it can be identified if 
later stolen. The engraver may be used 
on metal, plastic or wood. 

Chief of Police Ralph Thornsbury said 
this week that householders or owners of 
businesses may borrow these engravers 
without charge. The police department 
also has available an Operation Iden­
tification record and decals. The latter 
can be placed at entrances to homes or 
businesses as a warning to criminals. 

Operation Identification, it was pointed 
out, is a statewide program which has 
dramatically reduced crime in com­
munities where the majority of citizens 
has joined the program. Police point out 
that most burglars steal valuables for re­
sale, but if all items are marked with 
permanent identification numbers 
(Social Security, Kentucky Sales Tax or 
other number), the burglar will be 
unable to sell them to his "fence" or to 
other underground contacts. The per­
manent numbers also will enable officers 
to contact the owner if a stolen item is 
found.

Road Contracts Last Year 
Amounted to $184.3 Million 

Frankfort, Ky.-The Kentucky Kentucky received nearly $16 million in 
contracts.

Department of Transportation (KYDOTJ 
has released figures showing that the 
state did $184.3 million in business 
through highway contracts during 1975. 

"Kentucky now is in a position to 
complete its Interstate program as soon 
as more federal matching funds become 
available," Roberts said. "We have 92 
per cent of the interstate system open to 
traffic now." 

GUN SMITHING SERVICES 

State Transportation Secretary John C. 
Roberts said the figure was about one­
half million dollars below the amount 
reported in 1974. The highest figure ever 
recorded occurred was in 1971 when the 
state awarded highway contracts 
totaling $370 million. 

According to Roberts, the interstate 
program in Kentucky received the 
largest dollar share of the contracts 
awarded last year. The over-all in­
terstate contract total was $46.6 million. 

Project award totals in other major 
construction areas during 1975 were: 
state projects-$41 million; primary 
highways-$22 million; state rural 
secondary roads-$20 million; the Ap­
palachian Development Program 
(ADP)-$17 million; and secondary 
highways-$14 million. 

State projects include projects funded 
100 per cent with state monies from the 
general fund. Primary and secondary 
highway projects, as well as the ADP, 
are funded on a 70:30 ratio with federal 
and state dollars. Rural secondary roads 
programs are financed by allotments 
from Kentucky motor fuel tax monies. 

The interstate system is supported on a 
90:10 ratio by federal-state funds. 

Most of the interstate funds­
approximately $25 million-went to 1-24 
construction in the western section of 
Kentucky, although 1-275 in northern

Whatever comes of Governor Carroll's plan for severance tax 
benfits to the coal-producing counties, we are convinced that he 
has a deep desire to see that the counties receive just and 
beneficial returns and that these benefits be of a lasting nature.

Several people just stopped in to greet 
the senator and Ermine Hall, of 
Prestonsburg presented him with a 
small, handcrafted game board he had 
carved. ''This is going back to 
Washington with me," Ford said. 

Discussing his "government to the 
people" policy, Senator Ford told The 
Times that the sessions benefit his office 
as a means of "input to me." By talking 
to people and listening to their concerns, 
he explained, "I keep in touch with the 
matters that concern Kentuckians most, 
whether they be individual or area 
problems." 

"Talking with the people," Ford 
continued, "helps me determine what my 
priorities as senator should be ... what I 
should work for." 

The senator said the sessions were 
made worth it when individuals were 
helped in securing benefits which they 
deserved. "Although in most cases 
there's some reason for an individual not 
receiving benefits, there's always those 
who are not getting what they deserve 
because of bureaucratic complexities or 
some other reason." He added, "We help 
people cut through the red tape." 

Ford said the concerns of people in all 
sections of the state are very much the 
same. "They're worried about inflation 
and unemployment, and things like the 
new social security tax increase," the 
senator said. He said the major dif­
ference in his Eastern Kentucky sessions 
were the number of black lung cases he 
encounters. "Otherwise, it's pretty much 
the same everywhere," he remarked. 

Ford, who as governor initiated 
planning and preliminary funding for the 
rerouting and improvement of KY 80 
between Allen and Hazard, said he is 
encouraged that work on the road is 
relatively close at hand. "We made a 
mistake by not putting it in the Ap­
palachianRegional Commission road 
program," Senator Ford commented, 
"but I think with the growin~ support the 
project is getting that it will only be a 
matter of time until KY 80 is improved." 

Although Ford and his staff were 
scheduled to leave Prestonsburg at 5:30, 
meetings with area residents continued 
until 7.

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Ex-Governor Combs presented 
Governor Carroll resolutions urging the 
highway construction. 

Repeating his oft-expressed interest in 
KY 80, Carroll spoke at length of the 
great need of the road. But financing 
remains the big question. The governor 
reportedly has KY BO construction tied 
into the coal severance tax package 
which he is expected to present to the 
General Assembly. 

"I cannot in good conscience ask the 
people of Kentucky to go into debt for 
another road, unless financing is 
assured," he said. "If we can find a 
source of funds, I am ready to design and 
build it." 

The governor called on county officials 
and other leaders at the meeting to talk 
to their legislators and enlist their support 
of the plan which he will unveil, perhaps 
this week. What that plan is, is not 
definitely known, although statements 
issued by State Senators Jim Hammond, 
Prestonsburg, and Lowell Hughes, 
Ashland, have been fairly specific, 
though not in agreement as to amounts 
Carroll would earmark for various 
purposes out of severance tax monies. 

Much hinges upon the person-by­
person support given his program and to 
legislators whose votes are needed when 
the plan is presented, Carroll added. 

Carroll cited the need in Eastern 
Kentucky for good education, housing, 
and sewer and water projects if the 
economy there is to grow, but "even all 
that is for naught if you don't have a good 
transportation system." 

He described the area through which 
KY 80 passes as an area which has the 
greatest need for good transportation. 

Combs and Congressman Carl D. 
Perkins, D-7th District, are the honorary 
chairman of the 80 East Association. 

County Judge Henry Stumbo's 
resolution recommending that KY 80, 
when rebuilt, be named the Carl Perkins 
Parkway was adopted at the Frankfort 
meeting. 

It was recalled that Congressman 
Perkins has been urging a new KY BO 
since the 1960's and that he sought un­
successfully to have it placed on the list 
of Appalachian Regional Commission 
projects after it had been unfortunately 
omitted. 

Floyd, Knott, Perry, Pike, Letcher and 
Johnson counties were represented at 
last Thursday's meeting. The addition of 
four other counties- Martin, Lee, Lamel 
and Clay- will be sought. One television 
program over WKYH, Hazard, has 
already been presented in support of the 
highway, and others will be offered 
Carter said. '

Stories Vary, But All Agree: 
Carroll To Build KY 80 

The news-stories continue to come out 
of Frankfort, each varying as to the 
details of Governor Carroll's coal 
severance tax "package" which is being 
readied for the General Assembly. 

The latest, written by Ray C()hn, of The 
Lexington Herald, says the governor has 
apparently decided not to raise the tax a 
full 1 per cent but may hold the increase 
to 12 per cent. 

But, according to Cohn, the " informed 
sources" which he quotes are em­
phasizing the point that Governor Carroll 
has not weakened in his determination to 
build KY 80 from this county to Perry 
county. Wrote Cohn , in part: 

They explain Carroll has found 
alternate ways of financing the proposed 
45-mile highway ... 

These sources did not know-or 
weren't at liberty to reveal-how the 
highway will be financed. Two sources 
indicated there are two or three different 
alternatives. 

These sources had different estimates 
about how much of an increase in the 
severance tax the governor would 
request. 

Two sources speculated the raise may 
be as much as one-half of one per cent­
from four per cent of the selling price to 
four and one-half per cent. 

But another source, who is opposed to 
any raise on the percentage part of the 
tax, indicated there may be no increase 

or one of only one-quarter of one per cent. 
A fourth source speculated a per­

centage of the tax may be hiked, but 
would n{)t indicate by how much. 

The tax is currently four per cent of the 
selling price or 30 cents per ton, 
whichever is greater. 

All the sources agreed Carroll intends 
for the minimum of the tax to be raised 
from 30 to 50 cents. One source said 
Carroll may even ask for it to go as high 
as 60 cents, although the final figure 
which would be enacted into Jaw would 
probably be about 50 cents. 

Carroll is continuing to meet with 
legislators, elected officials, civic 
leaders coal industry representatives, 
and other interested parties as he 
finalizes his severance tax package. 

One source familiar with the talks said 
"you'd be surprised" how many people 
Carroll has contacted about his package. 

Carroll is to meet with representatives 
of the Kentucky Coal Coalition, com­
posed of county judges an_d other elected 
officials from the approximate 45 coun­
ties in the coal regions, on Thursday. 

All the sources contacted . . . said 
Carroll will go ahead with the highway. 
One, when asked, pointed out two of its 
prime supporters are former Gov. Bert 
T. Combs and Seventh Dist . Cong. Carl 
D. Perkins, D-Hindman.

"A Community Looks at Alcohol Abuse 
and Alcoholism ," a seminar on 
alcoholism presented for the first time 
last fall by the Mountain Comprehensive 
Care Center, will be presented again this 
spring beginning March 16. 

Steve Knowles, district coordinator of 
alcohol services for MCCC , will act as 
moderator and coordinator of the class 
which will be presented in 10 two-hour 
sessions as part of Prestonsburg Com­
munity College's community services 
program. 

Following last year's format the class 
said to be the only program of,its kind i~ 
the state, will feature a series of speakers 
who possess an expertise in alcohol­
related problems either through personal 
experience or professionally. Alcoholism 
will be viewed through the eyes of an 
~lcoholic, al~oholic's spouse/ sociologist, 
Judge, med1cal doctor, pSychiatrist, 
psychologist and a panel of clergymen. 

Leo Weddle, instructor of sociology­
psychology at P.C.C. said the classes 
utilized ''one of the best seminar ap­
proaches to alcohol education we've 
seen. " 

Knowles said the purpose of the 
seminar is a "two-way education bet­
ween the speakers and the community, 
and to hopefully rework attitudes toward 
alcohol abuse." 

The series of classes are free of charge 
and Knowles stressed that "anyone can 
attend one or all of the sessions." Two 
continuing education credits are given 
class members at the end of the seminar 
in May. 

"Alcoholism and problems of alcohol 
abuse should be the concern of 
everyone," Knowles said, and he pointed 
out that last semester's seminar included 
among its members a nurse, social 
service employees, alcoholics and 
alcoholic spouses. 

"This type of seminar would cost a lot 
in most places," Knowles said, "and 
we're hoping to attract a variety of 
people willing to take advantage of what 
we think is an exceptional learning 
situation." Mr . Knowles said MCCC 
hoped to attract law enforcement of­
ficials, educators, those in health care 
government officials as well as th~ 
general public to the seminar. 

Among the professionals scheduled to 
conduct seminar sessions is Dr. Robert 
Straus, chairman of Behavioral Scien­
ces, College of Medicine, at the 
University of Kentucky. Dr. Straus has 
worked in the field of alcohOlism for 30 
years and has written two books on the 
subject, "Escape from Custody," and 
"Alcoholic Society."

"ORDINANCE NO. 2-76" 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 
PE.ESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, 
PROVIDING FOR rHE ASSESSMENT 
OF REAL AND PERSONAL 
PROPERTY AND FOR THE LEVY OF 
A GENERAL PROPERTY TAX AT THE 
RATE OF THIRTY CENTS (30c) PER 
EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLAR 
($100.00) VALUATION OF REAL AND 
PERSONAL PROPERTY LOCATED 
WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF 
THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG 
KENTUCKY, ON JANUARY 1ST, FOR 
1976. 

WHEREAS, it is necessary in order to 
provide the revenue required for general 
purposes of the City's government, in­
cluding general expenses of the City 
including but not limited to general 
health, sanitation, maintenance of 
streets, operation of parks and other 
necessary and indispensable services, 
affecting the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, that a tax be levied upon all 
property, both real and personal, having 
a tax situs in the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky. 

WHEREAS, the total Budget for all 
such expenses for general purposes 
during the year of 1976 in said City has 
been estimated in the amount of 
$474,982.00, and the Budget's source of 
revenue for 1976 includes an estimated 
amount of $100,000.00 to be derived from 
such property taxes, and without such 
amount to be derived from such property 
taxes, the revenue required for such 
general purposes would be insufficient. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR­
DAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. A tax is hereby levied 
upon all property, both real and personal, 
having a tax situs in the City of Prestons­
burg, Kentucky, as of January 1,1976, for 
general purposes, including general 
expenses of the City. All monies received 
hereunder shall be paid to the City 
Treasurer of Prestonsburg and placed in 
the credit of a general fund of the City 
and shall be used in defraying current 
and incidental expenses of said govern­
ment. The tax hereby is levied as 
follows: 

A. The sum of Thirty-cents (JOe) for 
each one-hundred dollars ($100.00) 
valuation of all real and personal 
property located within the City of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as of January 
1, 1976. 

SECTION 2. The property taxes for the 
year 1976 shall become due and payable 
on October 1, 1976, by which date tax 
notices shall have been mailed each 
taxpayer, and all taxes paid prior to 
November 1, 1976, shall be allowed a 
discount of 2 pet. 

SECTION 3. All taxpayers who do not 
pay the tax herein levied prior to 
January 1, 1977, shall be required to pay 
a penalty of 6 pet. of the amount of the tax 
in addition to the tax levied herein. 

SECTION 4. All taxpayers who do not 
pay the tax herein levied on or before the 
1st day of April, 1977, shall be required to 
pay a penalty of 25 pet. of the amount of 
the tax, in addition to the tax levied 
herein. 

SECTION 5. The Delinquent Tax 
Collector is hereby authorized to ad­
vertise for sale in a newspaper having a 
general circulation in Floyd County, 
Kentucky, all delinquent taxes on real 
property placed in his hands for 
collection, and the charge for such ad­
vertising shall be added to the amount of 
the tax bill . 

SECTION 6. All Ordinances or parts of 
Ordinances in conflict herewith are 
hereby repealed, and this Ordinance 
shall take effect as of the date of adoption 
and publication as required by law. 

SECTION 7. The provisions of this 
Ordinance are separable, and if any of 
the provisions or penalties provided 
herein shall be held invalid or un­
constitutional by any court of competent 
jurisdiction, such decision of the court 
will not affect or impair any other sec­
tion, clause, provision or portion of the 
Ordinance which is not in itself invalid or 
unconstitutional .

Rep. Hopkins 
Plans Funeral 
Cost Bill 

Frankfort, Ky.-State Rep. Larry 
Hopkins, R-Lexington, said Monday he 
will introduce a bill requiring that 
funeral costs be itemized. 

"I've decided to go ahead with it 
because I've had two meetings with 
funeral directors, asked them for 
suggestions or alternatives and I've 
heard nothing from them," Hopkins said. 

Basically, the bill would require 
funeral directors, upon request from 
those making arrangements, to produce 
an itemized list of the costs of mer­
chandise and services involved in a 
funeral. 

Currently, Hopkins said most funeral 
directors quote an overall price for a 
funeral. 

"They (funeral directors) say this 
thing would increase the price of 
filllerals, but I don't buy that," Hopkins 
said. "How could handing a piece of 
paper to a person cost anything?" 

"If it does, there is something wrong, 
and there has been something wrong for 
a hell of a long time," Hopkins said . 

Hopkins said he is basically opposed to 
regulation by government, but that he 
felt something ought to be done to control 
the high price of funerals. 

For that reason, he said, he invited lo­
cal funeral directors, plus their state 
association, to meet with him three 
weeks ago, and again last week, to offer 
any alternatives to his bill. 

"They were just like stone," Hopkins 
declared. "I told them the decision to 
introduce the bill wasn't mine, but theirs, 
and since they've offered no suggestions, 
I guess they've made their decision." 

Hopkins noted that his bill calls for a 
list of costs only if the person making 
funeral arrangements asks for one. A 
similar Ia w is on the books in Colorado, 
Florida and North Carolina, he said. 

The idea behind it is to allow people 
who don't want or can't afford some 
goods or services connected with the 
"complete" funeral to reject them. 

Such things might include use of ad­
ditional limousines other than the hearse, 
arrangement of church services, trans­
portation of flowers , organists or 
vocalists, prayer cards and so on. 

"If a person could see this list he might 
find they had two organists or three extra 
limousines, for example," Hopkins said. 
"He might want to cut. these out to lower 
the cost. 

"Why, you wouldn't go into a super­
market and buy a basketful of groceries 
without a list of what's in the basket, 
would you ?"

George Cleaver 
Gets Life Term 

Paintsville- A man convicted of 
murder received a life sentence and a 
man convicted of manslaughter received 
a 10-year sentence last Thursday in 
Johnson circuit court by Judge W. B. 
Hazelrigg. 

George Herman Cleaver, convicted of 
the murder of Mrs. Sandra Penix and the 
robbery of the Boons Camp post office, 
was sentenced to life on the murder 
conviction, and 20 years on the robbery 
conviction. The terms will be served 
concurrently. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Eugene C. 
Rice had asked for the death penalty, 
based on the new Kentucky Penal Code 
which allows the prosecutor to ask for the 
death penalty in a case of combined 
armed robbery and murder. 

It was for that reason- the discretion 
of the prosecutor- that Hazelrigg 
declared the death penalty in this case 
unconstitutional, the first test of the new 
code in the state. 

Hazelrigg had also ruled against a 
death penalty for Johnny (Doc) Preston, 
charged with the murder of Deputy 
Sheriff Robie Fairchilds. Preston was 
convicted of manslaughter and sen­
tenced to 10 years, however. 

Rice had asked for the death penalty in 
Preston's case since the alleged murder 
involved the death of a police officer in 
the line of duty. Since the death penalty 
was again at the discretion of the 
prosecutor , Hazelrigg struck it down as 
unconstitutional. 

Hazelrigg had announced at the 
beginning of his eight-year term as 
judge, which began in January, that he 
hoped to see the conclusion of a number 
of substantial cases this term, some of 
which had been continued from last 
term. 

Five of these substantial cases were 
taken care of , Hazelrigg noted, leaving 
only one, a murder case, which was 
continued to next term.

Hand Speed Guns 
To Enforce Limit ~ 

Frankfort, Ky.-In a move designed to 
further strengthen enforcement of the 55 
mile-per-hour speed limits, the Kentucky 
State Police have purchased 16 additional 
hand-held, radar digital speedguns. 

The guns are being financed under a 
$16,000 grant announced by the state's 
Department of Transportation and Office 
of Highway Safety Programs (OHSP) . 

State Transportation Secretary John C. 
Roberts said each of the 16 regional state 
police posts will receive one of the new 
guns. 

Bennie Maffet, traffic safety coor­
dinator for OHSP, said the guns already 
are being used successfully by many 
police agencies across the nation. When 
hand held and pointed at a moving 
vehicle, the gun gives a digital readout in 
miles-per-hour on a small screen located 
above the pistol-grip handle at the rear of 
the unit. The reading also may be locked 
in so that the police officer can show it to 
the driver . 

However, the most important feature 
of the speedgun is its flexibility, Maffet 
said. It can record the speed of vehicles 
traveling in any direction . 

Roberts added that the speedguns are 
expected to reduce the number of speed­
related accidents in Kentucky by further 
beefing up state police traffic en­
forcement capabilities.

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Sales of Decals 
At Slow Pace 

State and county officials are begin­

nmg to express growing concern over the 

slow pace at which many automobile 

owners are buying the new Kentucky 1976 

license decals. 

"The last minute lines of the past will 

be nothing compared to what we may see 

th~s March if sales don't pick up soon," 

sa1d State Transportation Secretarv John 

C. Roben~. • 

Midnight. March 1 IS the deadline for 

buying the decals which are to serve in 

lieu of issuing new metal tags for 1976. 

The decal is to be displayed on the lower 

right-hand corner of the old 1975 plate: 

According to Roberts, "There currently 

IS no plan to extend the deadline for 

getting those decals." 

Roberts said he believed that the 

lagging decal sales could be explained, at 

least partly by public forgetfulness. 

"In years past, we all were reminded 

that it was time to get our plates simply 

by seeing the new colored plate on other 

cars around us. This year, however, the 

old, blue 0975) plate is not being 

changed. The only difference is that 

small, silver decal in the lower, right­

hand corner of the 1975 plate," he said. 

Kentucky formerly alternated blue-on­

white, white-on-blue color schemes from 

year to year on the metal license tags. 

At least six county clerk offices across 

the state also echoed Roberts' concern 

about lagging decal sales. 

Floyd County Clerk C. "Ollie'' 

Robinson said decal sales are badly 

lagging here. 

Fayette county officials said they were 

9,000 sales behind last year's pace­

"maybe more," said a spokesman, "no 

one's coming in." In Warren county, 

another spokesman reported that they 

also were "way behind," possibly as 

many as 5,000." 

Officials in Jessamine Kenton 

Henderson and Pulaski counties also said 

they were running far behind in the 

number of the decals sold thus far this 

year, as compared to plate sales one year 
ago. 

Of eight counties contacted, only 

Franklin and Pike counties reported 

sales "about the same as last year."

Frankfort, Ky. - April 15th draws 

nearer, with consumers preparing and 
filing their income tax returns. 

Many consumers will have a tax 
practitioner complete their forms. But 
regardless of who completes your tax 
return, remember that you are 
responsible for your taxes being com­
pleted correstly. Here are some prac­
tices of which you whould be aware. 

A tax practitioner may suggest 
discounting your refund. This is an 
arrangement where the consumer signs 
a legal document agreeing th.at the 
practitioner will receive the income tax 
refund and give the consumer a per­
centage upon filing. While this practice is 
not illegal, it does mean that the con­
sumer is not receiving the total amount 
due him. 

Be wary also of tax practitioners who 
guarantee a refund. Remember, you are 
liable for any inaccuracies in your tax

citizens' group proposes that 
the EKHSA governing board 
"include representatives of the 
United Mtne Workers, the 
Black Lung Association and at 
least three members whose 
income falls below federal 
poverty guidelines." 

Although the 1974 Health 
Planning and Resources Act 
that revamped health planning 
across the country and created 
EKHSA in its massive health 
care redistricting "attempted 
to provide for grass roots 
citizen participation", the 
press release continues, the 
EKHSA has failed to allow this. 

EKHSA, "contrary to the 
intent of the legislation that 
formed it, is not representative 
of the needs and problems of 
the vast majority of people in 
Eastern Kentucky," the 
release claims. The EKHSA 
"has failed to properly inform 
the public about their functions 
and has systematically 
excluded private citizens, 
particularly those from low­
income groups, from having 
any input into their 
organization", according to the 
press release. 

Other objections voiced by 
residents in the EKHSA region 
focus on the facts that none of 
the people involved in selecting 
or electing members for the 
governing board were them­
selves democratically elected; 
that the EKHSA will be located 
in Winchester, outside the coal 
fields, and that board members 
from the mountains will be 
outnumbered 10 to 18 by 
representatives from the 
foothills and flatlands. 

"We're mountain people and 
they're (most of EKHSA of­
ficials) flatlanders," said 
Julius Mullins, secretary- · 
treasurer of UMW District 30, 
who supports the citizens' 
group proposal for low-income 
and miner representation on 
thE' board. "Most of the people 
in the agency aren't going to 
know what black lung is or 
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what should be done about it," 
he said. 

East Kentucky Health 
Systems Agency Inc., a non­
profit, private corporation, 
was formed as the direct result 
of the passage of The National 
Health Planning and Resources 
Development Act of 1974, ( P. L. 
93-641). The Agency, if 
designated by HEW, will be 
responsible for health plan­
ning, development and im­
plementation. The future 
provision of health services 
will be greatly affected as a 
result of the decisions made by 
this agency. 

During the past year, open 
meetings have been conducted, 
news releases have been 
printed, radio, TV shows been 
aired, and public hearings 
have been scheduled to inform 
and involve the public in the 
development of the agency al)d 
its organizational structure. 
Articles of incorporation have 
been filed with the state, 
bylaws have been approved, 
and the application to HEW for 
design a lion, as an official 
health systems agency, is 
being prepared. 

According to the law, the 
application will be available 
for public inspection, 30 days 
prior to submission, and 
review and comments will be 

heard at a public hearing 
dw·ing that period.

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Deskins Bill Would 
Let Counties Impose 
Coal Franchise Tax 

Project Underway To Meet 
Clean-Water Requirements

A bill intended as an economic "shot in 
the arm" for Kentucky's coal producing 
counties has been introduced in the 
House of Representatives by Herbert 
Deskins Jr., <Dl Pikeville. 

House Bill494 would allow any county's 
fiscal court to levy a franchise tax on coal 
processed in that county. The minimum 
rate of tax would be 10 cents per ton with 
a maximum rate of one percent of the 
gross value of the coal processed during 
the reporting period. 

Pike county's fiscal court levied such a 
tax but its validity has not yet been 
decided by the Kentucky Court of Ap­
peals. The bill would also allow a coal 
producer to deduct his local franchise tax 
payments from the state severance tax 
assessment. 

The Nicholas County Historical Society 
will publish in July, 1976 a history of the 
county, including discoveries and 
development of Blue Lick Springs as a 
fashionable resort.

Frankfort, Ky.- One of the largest 
coordination efforts in the history of 
Kentucky's water pollution control effort 
has begun-the re~ul t of a Supreme Court 
ruling handed down this fall. 

The result will be the collection of 
information about water quality 
throughout the state, the working out of 
budgetry, regulatory and enforcement 
procedures for localities to clean up their 
water and the implementation of those 
clean-water plans. 

Implementation of the plans is the key 
difference between what the state had to 
do before the Supreme Court ruling and 
what must be done now. 

The Supreme Court decision indicated 
that the entire state should come under 
control of section 208 of the Federal 
Water Pollution Control Act. As a result 
of that decision, last Nov. 28, the U. S. 
Environmental Protection Agency 
adopted regulations requiring each state 
to implement the provisions of section 208 
by November 1978. 

Briefly, section 208 requires each state 
to implement detailed plans for water 
pollution control. According to the 
original interpretation of section 208, that 
was required only for areas with complex 
water quality problems-generally 
urban industrial areas. Those areas were 
designated by the governors of each 
state. 

Former Gov. Wendell Ford designated 
Louisville and northern Kentucky as 
such areas. That was to take two years 
after grants were awarded by EPA. The 
northern Kentucky project should be 
finished in a year. The Louisville project 
should be complete in one-and-a-half to 
two years. 

Now, though, the state must also 
produce detailed plans and im­
plementation procedures for the non­
designated areas of the state. To do that, 
the division of water quality in the 
Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection is combining information 
from studies done by the division and 
other agencies. 

State Idle Rate 
Up for January 

Frankfort, Ky.-Kentucky's January 
jobless rate was 7.9 per cent, up from 
December's rate of 7.7 per cent, ac­
cording to statis.tics released by the 
Department for Human Resources. 

The nation's unadjusted jobless rate 
for January was 8.8 per cent. 

"We're starting out with the highest 
first of the year unemployment since 
January, 1964," said Robert MacDonald, 
chief labor market analyst for Human 
Resources. At that time the jobless rate 
was 9.5 per cent. 

When the recession had just begun 
affecting Kentucky last January, the 
unemployment rate was 7.2 per cent, said 
MacDonald. 

This January's rate means that 117,000 
Kentuckians are unemployed-an in­
crease of 2,8000 since December, and an 
increase of 13,700 since last January. 

MacDonald attributed most of 
January's increased unemployment to 
layoffs, particularly in construction, 
trade and service industries. The layoffs, 
in part due to seasonal factors, are for 
the most part caused by the present 
economic conditions, he said.

Some of the information is coming 
from a comprehensive three-year water 
resource planning study being done of 
Lexington and Ashland by the U. S. Army 
Corps of Engineers . Other information 
will be drawn from a study of the Ken­
tucky River which is being done by the U. 
S. Soil Conservation Service. 

Most of the information is coming from 
river basin studies which were completed 
last summer by private consulting firms 
under contract with the state division of 
water quality. 

Division officials also plan to use a 
computer information system developed 
for the river basin studies. 

According to William Forester, acting 
director of the division of water quality, 
EPA has not decided how detailed the 
plans for the nondesignated areas must 
be. "We're still finding out what level of 
detail we need." Forester said, "and 
coordinating with federal and local 
agencies so we won't duplicate what is 
already being done.

ITEMIZING DEDUCTIONS 
QUESTION: My wife and I had a 
joint income of $17,000 last year. 
Our deductions including contribu­
tions, interest, taxes and medical 
expenses, totaled $2,250. Would it 
benefit us to itemize this year? BY H "' R BLOCK 

ANSWER: Since the standard deduction in your case would 
be $2,600 it would be to your advantage to itemize your 
deductions only if they exceed that amount. However, 
since you already have $2,250 it may benefit you to have 
your deductions reviewed by a competent tax preparer to 
see if you might have any additional items such as educa­
tional and child care expenses, union dues, alimony, tax re­
turn preparation fee, or income production expenses. Then 
if you total deductions exceeds $2,600, it would be to your 
advantage to itemize.

Agency has issued a recall of Cythion 
SEC Insecticide-The Premium Grade 
Malathion, which is manufactured . by 
Coastal Chemical Corp. of Greenville, 
North Carolina. All lots of the product 
coded "L430702" are included in the 
recall. 

According to EPA, the sample product 
coded "L430702" was tested and found to 
be contaminated with Chlordane. EPA 
said the use of this adulterated product 
may cause illegal residues of Chlordane 
in wheat, oats, rice, rye, barley, grass, 
livestock and poultry. There is no 
tolerance for Chlordane on those com­
modities. 

According to the pesticide control 
agency within the Kentucky Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, the recalled 
product is not registered for sale in 
Kentucky. However, anyone who has 
purchased it from another state and 
brought it into Kentucky should return it 
to the point of purchase.

program was established to help the 
state identify drivers and applicants for 
drivers licenses, with mental or physical 
infirmities that might dangerously 
impair their ability to operate a motor 
vehicle safely. 

The case of the young woman cited 
above illustrates much of the public 
misunderstanding which still surrounds 
both the program and the laws that 
created it, say State Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts and his driver 
licensing director, Eugene Hodges. 

"Many people still jump to the con­
clusion that their license is about to be 
taken away from them, " said Roberts, 
" when, in truth, only about 15 per cent of 
the 40 or so cases reviewed monthly ever 
result in actual revocation. " 

"For example,'' said Hodges, "nearly 
everyone is familiar with the 
requirement that drivers with less than 
normal vision must wear corrective 
glasses or contact lenses when driving an 
automobile. They also are familiar with 
the fact that restrictions must be entered 
on the reverse side of the person 's 
driver's license. 

"The misunderstanding sets in, along 
with the fear that the license is in 
jeopardy, when it is determined that a 
driver suffers from some of the more 
serious maladies, such as the onset of 
diabetes in the case of our young lady 
driver," Hodges explained. 

Diabetes and epilepsy account for the 
vast majority of the cases referred to the 
driver limitation program . Other 
maladies include stroke and heart cases, 
and sight and hearing problems. 

And that's where the medical review 
board enters the picture. 

Made up of a panel of medical 
specialists and general practioners 
appointed by Dr. William P . McElwain, 
commissioner of the state's Bureau for 
Health Services, the board meets once a 
month at Frankfort to review each case 
referred to Hodges' office for a licensing 
determination. 

"Safety is our criterion," said Hodges, 
"but we are not doctors, and the 
guidance given us by the review board is 
absolutely essential if we are to reach the 
right decision in each ase." 

The law establishing the review board 
guarantees complete privacy to its 
deliberations and confidentially for the 
records under review. 

Generally, the board may recommend 
either revocation or restriction of certain 
driving activites. Sometimes, 
however,the law decides the case for 
them . 

Revocation is mandatory where a 
motorist has actually suffered a blackout 
or seizure , Hodges said. However, the 
license may later be restored if the 
driver has no seizure or blackout for one 
year. 

Many diabetics and epileptics are 
driving legally in Kentucky right now, 
said Hodges, because they haven't 
suffered any seizures or blackouts within 
the past 12 months and are taking a 
medication which keeps their infirmity 
under good control. 

In some cases, cooperation is so 
complete that epileptic patients them­
selves have reported their seizures and 
accepted the revocations. Once the 
license is restored, the person's on-going 
records from a physician are re­
evaluated on a regular basis by the 
review board. 

The licensing division also receives 
fr equent r equrests from concerned 
relatives to revoke or restrict the driving 
provileges od elderly family members. 
However , Hodges said, "we do not 
discriminate on the basis of age. A 
specific medical condition must be cited 
since approaching old age does not 
automatically mean a lessening of 
driving skills." 

He added that all such communications 
must be in writing and are kept con­
fidential.
