Judge Dis~isses 
Boyd's Contest 
Of Primary Vote 

Contestant's Failure 
To Answer Allegation 
Cited in Final Order 

The lone contest suit growing out of the 
May primary election ended in dismissal 
last week. 

The suit, that of Sandy Boyd against 
Elder Hershel! Hamilton, Democratic 
nominee for Magistrate in District 4, was 
dismissed by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
after Boyd had failed to reply to the 
allegation made by Hamilton that the 
contestant had violated the Corrupt 
Practices Act. 

Hamilton will be opposed in the 
November election by Russell Clark, 
Republican nominee. 

Hamilton had filed a written motion 
asking that allegations in his answer be 
taken as true, and the court sustained the 
motion, pointing out that wtder KRS 
120.055 it was necessary that the con­
testant file a reply to the allegation 
contained in Paragraph 2 of Hamilton's 
answer within five days, and that the 
contestant had failed to do so. 

The contestee had pleaded that the 
allegation in the paragraph should be 
taken "as confessed" because of the 
failure of Boyd to make reply. 

Upholding this contention, Judge 
Conley cited as supporting court cases 
those of Payne vs. Blanton and Britton 
vs. Garland. 

The court also gave another reason for 
the dismissal, pointing out that KRS 
122.055 require~ a contestant to com­
plete his proof within "not less than 15 
days." The dismissal order pointed out 
that no proof had been taken in the case 
and that no extension of time for the 
hearing of testimony had been requested. 

Hamilton defeated Boyd by only 19 
votes.

School Repair Done, 
Tho Funds 'On Paper' 

Despite the failure of federal flood 
disaster funds to arrive in time to be of 
any help, the Floyd County Board of 
Education has gone ahead with the 
work-and the expense-of putting 
schools in shape for their opening to 
classwork Monday, August 22, Supt. of 
Schools E. P. Grigsby, Jr. said this week. 

"We have about $750,000 in federal 
funds, on paper, blt no money; so we're 
going ahead with the work, ourselves," 
Supt. Grigsby said. 

The damage to Floyd school properties 
from the destructive April flood was 
estimated at $2 million, he added. 

The Aug. 22 school opening will be 
preceded by a teachers' in-service day, 
August 17. 

One coaching position left vacant by 
resignation was filled at last Wednes­
day's board of education meeting, but 
another remains open. Kenny Newsome, 
who has been assistant to Don Wallen in 
Martin County, Florida for the last six 
years, was employed as head basketball 
coach at Wheelwright High School. Mike 
Wells restgned as coach of the new Allen 

Central High football team, a month 
after his employment, and that spot 
remains vacant with the new season 
near. 

Supt. Grigsby said Coach Newsome 
has had, in his association with Don 
Wallen in Florida, a part in a notable 
coaching record and is highly qualified 
for the work at Wheelwright. Newsome 
played his high school basketball at 
Wheelwright while Wallen was yet 
coaching there and continued under the 
tutelage there of Coach James F. 
Francis, Wallen's successor. 

Newsome's appointment fills the 
vacancy created by the resignation of 
Randy Ward, who was named 
Wheelwright coach after Francis 
resigned to become associated with the 
central office here as director of physical 
education. 

The board met Wednesday night with 
Fred Wittemore, representative of the

Sandy Regional Airport Board, em 
phasized this week that selection of a sit~ 
will come only after a p1aster J».an 8ft 
site survey is prepared by a consultant 
engin~ring firm. 

The firm, G. Reynolds Watkins Con­
sulting Engineers, of Bowling Green, will 
study potential sites in the Magoffin­
Johnson-Floyd-Martin county area, 
including several recommended 
prospects, plus others the firm may 
recommend independently. 

Site selection will also require ap­
proval by the Federal Aviation Ad­
ministration and the Aeronautics 
Division of the Kentucky Department of 
Transportation, Perry emphasized. 
"Dev~lopment of a regional transport­

type airport is a highly technical matter, 
requiring not only engineering but en­
vironmental impact studies and public 
hearings," Perry said.

Testimony by Commonw"!tll wit-­
nesses was heard r'I'uesday moftdiia 
the examining trial of 19-year-old Don 
Gearheart who is charged with the July 
21 rifle-slaying at Eastern of Brian 
Marshall Conley, 22. 

Principal witness in the hearing, whieb 
was presided over by Cowtty Judee 
Henry Stumbo, was State Police 
Detective Kenneth Deboard. Det 
Deboard, who conducted an investigation 
of the incident which occurred in front of 
Smith's 76 Station near Allen Central 
High School, said he confiscated the 
alleged murder weapon, a Mauser high­
powered rifle, from Gearheart's car. A 
.38 caliber revolver was found lyin& in 
the lap of Conley upon examination of the 
body, Det. Deboard's testimony 
revealed. 

Deboard said Gearheart told him that 
he had shot in the direction of the pickup 
truck in which Conley had just pulled out 
from the station onto Rt. 80 but only tQ 
reply to a shot which Gearheart claims 
was fired from the truck. Gearheart told 
Det. Deboard he asswned Conley was 
shooting at him, since they had had an 
argument earlier, according to the ol 
ficer. Later, according to Deboard 
Gearheart told him he didn't think he had 
hit Conley, because if he had, "the bullet 
would have taken his head off." 'nle 
officer further testified that the rear 
window of Conley's truck was shattered 
and confirmed the fact that a bullet 
struck the victim in the back of hm head 
His testimony confirmed that a bullet 
had been fired from Conley's handgun 
He also said a partially empty 'fifth ' of 
wine and three cans of beer were found in 
the pickup truck.

Of that total, however, $11,979,123 is the 
assessment under the new state law of 
unmined coal. Taxes collected on that 
assessment go to the state.

August is K~.>ntucky's ImmWlization 

Action Month, and the Floyd County 
Board of Education reminds parents that 
all kind~.>rgarten and first-grade children 
must present a certificate stating that 
their child has been immunized. 

This is in accordance with Kentucky 
La\\ KRS 214.036, wh1ch, in part states, 
'' ... no chlld shall be eligible to enroll as 
a student in any public or private 
elementary or secondary school without 
fitst ~resenting a certificate from a duly 
licensed medical physician stating that 
the child has been immunized against 
diphtheria, tetanus, whooping cough, 
polio-myelitis, rubeola and rubella ... 
The governing body of the schools shall 
enforce the provisions of this section." 

This Ia w applies also to transfer 
students who will be entering school for 
the first time this fall. 

Also required under this law is the 
. provisions that the child entering school 

for the first time must also have a 
tuberculosis skin test and a physical 
examination. The tuberculosis skin tests 
are given free at the Health Department 
four days a week, Monday, Tuesday, 
Wednesday, and Friday from B a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. The physical examination 
forms are available from either the 
Health Department or the Board of 
Education, but they must be signed by 
the child's doctor. 

The immunization certificate can be 
procured at the local health department 
or from the family doctor's office, 
depending upon where the child received 
his immunizations. If a child has not 
completed his immunizations, he must 
present a statement from his family 
physician stating that the child has 
started his immunization series and that 
the child will have completed his im­
munization series, including both 
measles vaccines, before entering his 
second school year, 1978-1979.

Asks Time Extended

SBA Loan Deadline Aug. 19; 
Senator Requests Extension 

In an attempt to gain an extension of 
the Aug. 19 deadline for flood victims to 
apply for SBA loans, State Senator Jim 
Hammonds this week sent the following 
letter to Gov. Julian Carroll : 

Dear Governor Carroll: 
After conferring with Carl D. Perkins, 

Congressman, 7th Congressional 
District, as to the extending of the time 
for flood victims in making applications 
for SBA loans, we have been informed 
that a formal request for extension has to 
be made by you as <klvernor of the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky. I un ­
derstand that August 19, 1977, is the last 
date in which a loan application can be 
made. 

A lot of small businesses who gross less 
than one hundred thousand dollars a year 
already had loans with banks that need to 
be serviced or paid off completely. These 
people are at a disadvantage now, as 
opposed to people who would start a new 
business. They have not only to pay off 
bank loans they have already committed 
themselves to, but to borrow new monies 
in which to get started again, 
necessitated by the devastation of the 
April flooding. At first, some of these 
people, at the high interest rate of 6sa 
percent on SBA loans, were told they 
could not borrow the monies they needed 
because they could not project the ability 
to pay same off at that rate, considering 
their other outstanding obligations. Now 
that Congress has acted and sent to the 
President a reduction for disaster vic­
tims in the interest rate, if they can 
qualify, upon getting the proper in­
formation and submitting same to the 
SBA in a formal application, they now 
need additional time. 

By the same token, as you know, people 
who have sustained damages to their 
dwellmgs, who have residential loans, 
and because of their being employed 
were ineligible for grants from the 
Qepartment of Housmg and Urban 
Development, were having difficulty in 
obtaining financing to restore their 
dwellings to livable conditions. They, as 

the small business people discussed 
above, likewise can obtain financing if 
the time period for applications is ex­
tended by at least 30 days so they can 
make the proper application. 

I am sure you will agree that it is en­
cum bent upon myself, you, and 
Congressman Perkins to see that the 
business people and homeowners who 
suffered such grave financial 
devastation by reason of the calamity of 
April 1977 have every opportunity to 
work out their financial problems and to 
have adequate financing so they can pull 
themselves up by their own "boot 
straps" without having to have a "hand 
out". Therefore, would you consider this 
request from myself and Congressman 
Perkins to formally ask the Small 
Business Administration to extend by at 
least 30 to 45 days the time period for 
making applications for SBA loans since 
the United States Congress has acted in 
granting lower interest rates to people 
who come within the federal disaster 
program.

Where Do We Stand? 

Recently Mississippi, following the 
lead of several other states, 
decriminalized marijuana. There have 
been arguments pro and con, but Robert 
Reinhold, whose column is carried in the 
Courier-Journal, and Doug Times, 
coordinator for the National 
Organization for the Reform of 
Marijuana Laws (NORML), summed it 
up in two sentences. Said Reinhold in his 
column, "Observers noted that several 
children of state legislators had been 
arrested on marijuana charges". In the 
same column he quoted Times, "It just 
started getting too close home". Pres. 
Carter, whose son Jack was expelled 
from the Navy for smoking marijuana, is 
in favor of decriminalization of the drug. 

Studies provide evidence that the harm 
already known far outweighs any 
argwnent in favor of legalizing this drug. 

William F. Buckley, Jr. in one of his 
syndicated columns says that Dr. 
Nicholas Pace, president of the New 
York City Council on Alcoholism, warns 
that marijuana might put alcohol in 
second place as the most dangerous drug 
consumed in the United States Berl Sch­
wartz, chief of the Times' Washington 
Bureau, quotes Tim Lee Carter, R-Ky., 
who is a physician, as saying physicians 
in the U.S. and England have provided 
evidence that marijuana causes brain 
damage. Schwartz also says Wendell 
Ford, Dee Huddleston and Gene Snyder 
have expressed concern that marijuana 
leads to harder drugs. Patrick Siddons, 
Courier-Journal staff writer, reports that 
Dr . Roger P. Maickel, Indiana Uni­
versity pharmacologist, told a drug and 
alcohol workshop in Bloomington that 
prolonged use by men can cause a 
decrease in male hormone production 
which leads to breast development, 
changes in hair growth and testicular 
atrophy. He said the cardio-vascular and 
respiratory systems are most affected. 
Users. he said, suffer significant im­
pairment of memory, and the drug has 
been detected in the urine of people who 
have only been in the room where it was 
smoked. He cautions that the effects on 
birth defects may not be known until the 
next generation of children is born.

The time to take a 
stand is now. If we don't, this could pass 
without anyone's making an effort to stop 
it. 

Understandably, the officers hate 
chasing users, while the pushers escape 
with a fine. The way to correct this in­
justice is not to increase the penalty for 
the pusher, and decrease it for the user. 
The growers and sellers can afford the 
fines, and often have political con­
nections to escape conviction. As long as 
there are buyers, the pushers are not 
going to stop selling. The traffic in 
marijuana will be just like speeding, and 
no more of a crime. As long as drivers 
can afford to pay the fines for speeding, 
they are not going to slow down. 
Reducing the penalties for marijuana 
will result in a disasterous mistake. 

It is the responsibility of every voter to 
fully inform himself about the 
widespread use and the harm already 
done to users here and elsewhere and act. 

Maytown First Baptist Church is proud 
to go on record as being against 
legalizing marijuana, or any harmful 
drug. We urge you to send letters to the 
President, your congressmen, both 
national and state, and the governor of 
the state, letting them know where you 
stand.

nounced by Lee D. Keene, the in­
tltutwn's head. 
Both emergency and physical-therapy 

departments of the local hospital have 
been expanded recently, and look for­
ward to further expansion . The 
emergency room, enlarged some time 
ago by the addition of an admitting of· 
flee. will be given considerable space for 
new 'exanuning and treatment rooms. 
Physical therapy, which started in one 
room in 1973, now occupies three, and 
more space is soon to be provided for that 
important service, which will continue to 
be fully staffed, the announcement said. 

Recent additions to the staff of the X­
ray department also were announced by 
Keene. Besides Dr. G. N. Combs, 
diagnostiC radiologist who has been on 
the hospital's medical staff for 29 years, 
the group now includes therapeutic 
radiologist Dr. Jose A. Avila and Dr. 
Brent D. Brandon, specialist in 
diagnostic radiology and nuclear 
medicine. 

In June alone, the group administered 
552 radiological treatments to a total of 
314 patients. Besides the conventional X· 
ray equipment the hospital uses, the 
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powerful new radiation w11t , fmanced by 
local independent coal operators and 
housed in a specially built three·room 
addition, was put mto operation last 
January, and the nuclear .canner, also 
used as a diagnostic tool, has now been 
in use for a full year 

Other staff addttions include two 
pecialists in neurology who visit the 

Pikeville hospital on a regular schedule. 
and three full-time emergency-room 
physicians, on duty there around the 
clock. 

Also planned for the near future is 
renovation of the hosp1tal 's seventh floor , 
which they recently received state 
permission to use for acutely ill patients 
Among the changes will be converting 
the nursing station, built for service to 
extended-<:are patients, to a larger 
tation like those on the other floors . 
In spite of these plans, salaries and 

wages at the Pikeville :\lethodist 
Hospital continue to compare favorably 
with those of other hospitals in the state, 
Keene said. The institution is happy that 
no employees lost any salary during the 
period after the April flood . When some 
were not needed at their regular jobs 
because of the smaller number of 
patients in the hospital at that time, they 
simply stepped in to help clean up the 
mess which engulfed their institution, 
along with the rest of Pikeville and the 
entire area. 

Besides all these expenses, the 
Pikeville hospital is saving taxpayers of 
the country almost half a million dollars 
by paying its share of the purchase price 
of the former Miners Memorial 
Hospitals, W E . Elliott, Sr .. president of 
the hospital's governing board, added. 
He recalled that when the Appalachian 
Regional Hospital chain was set up by the 
purchase of nine hospitals in this area in 
1966, the tenth was sold to the Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital All the transactions 
were financed by loans from the U. S. 
Government, and the Pikeville facility is 
making regular payments to retire its 
debt of $492,000. None of the Pikeville 
hospital's indebtedness has been 
forgiven, as has the remainder of the 
$4,100,000 cost of the ten hospitals.

State Insurance Commissioner Harold 
McGuffey recently told the joint interim 
legislative committee on Banking and 
Insurance that Kentucky's auto no-fault 
insurance law may be working better 
than any other no-fault system in the 
country. 

However, other proponents and op­
ponents alike appearing before the 
legislatm:s advocated some changes in 
Kentucky's two-year-old system, through 
whi~h persons involved in car accidents 
are reimbursed by their own insurance 
companies for expenses, no matter who 
is at fault. Lawsuits may be filed by those 
with no-fault after certain thresholds 
have been reached, such as amassing at 
least $1,000 in medical expenses. 

James O'Connor, executive director of 
the Kentucky Trial Lawyers Association, 
and James Lenihan, of the Kentucky Bar 
Association, both proposed a reversal in 
the elective procedures for no-fault. 
Taking issue with McGuffey's claim that 
no-fault is successful because 98 per cent 
of Kentuckians have opted for the in­
surance, Lenihan said no-fault has been 
chosen by most people only because the 
procedi.D'es for requesting the old tort 
system are too complicated. Persons now 
automatically receive no-fault coverage 
unless they request otherwise. 

Lenihan further contended that no­
fault is basically "health insurance" and 
that 90 per cent of Americans are already 
covered by hospitalization and medical 
insurance. 

Robert Preston, of the Kentucky 
Central Insurance Co. and a former 
insurance commissioner, agreed with 
McGuffey tht no-fault has been beneficial 
to the state. "Regardless of my original 
opposition to no-fault plans, I must 
concede, tht the vast majority of people 
are more interested in getting their bills 
paid after an accident then they are in

determining who was at fault. People 
who have been mvolved in mjury ac­
cidents favor the no-fault system over­
whelmingly." 

But , Preston said, no-fault's provision 
for mandatory auto insurance "has 
failed miserably." He explained that four 
out of 10 private passenger cars are 
uninsured because "it became evident 
th.1t e:-~forcement of this portion of the act 
would be neither vigorous nor un1form." 

McGuffey said his office has noticed a 
recent increase in fines levied by courts 
against those persons who are discovered 
without auto insurance. He predicted 
that the percentage of those drivers 
without insurance would decrease if 
penalties remained high. 

Richard Reeves, an official with 
Travelers Insurance said his firm was 
also pleased with no-fault's success in 
Kentucky. He did advocate, however, a 
"verbal" threshold that would contain 
descriptions of various types of injuries 
for which a person might file suit In­

stead of the current $1,000 medical ex­
penses standard. 

The state Department of Insurance has 
received several requests for increases 
in rates charged for no-fault protection 
since a moratoriwn on auto rate in­
creases ended Jan . 1. Travelers is thus 
far the only company to receive an in­
crease in car insurance rates. 

McGuffey said the filings for rate in­
creases are regarded as a "trickle" by 
his department in comparison to the 
more than 200 companies writing auto 
insurance in Kentucky. Most companies 
have cited inflation as necessitating the 
rate increases and have stated that the 
request would have been higher under 
the previous tort system. 

The Banking and Insurance committee 
will hold three citizens' hearings around 
the state to further gather opinions on no­
fault. The sessions have been set for Sept. 
19-20 at Lake Barkley State Park, Sept. 
29-30 at Jenny Wiley State Park and Oct. 
12-13 at Barren River State Park.

To avoid the itchy ''scourge of summer," it is not only helpful to Jearn what poison ivy looks like, but to learn what looks 
like poison ivy. 

Why? Because poison ivy has severallook-alikes, such as Virginia creeper and box elder. If you learn what they look 
like, then it is easier to spot-and avoid-the "shady character" that causes watery welts and great discomfort. 

Poison ivy, which grows best in the shade and on moist ground, can be deceptive. It can have light green leaves or very 
dark green leaves {turning to yellow or red in the falll and the leaves can be shiny or dull, with smooth or wavy edges. 

"But," says the Ranger Rick article, "poison ivy always has three leaflets, and its flowers and berries are always 
light green or dull white." These characteristics distinguish it from the Virginia creeper, which always has five leaflets 
with jagged edges and whose berries are a bluish purple. 

They also distinguish it from the box elder, although the leaves of the box elder are almost identical to those of poison 
ivy. Some small box elder leaves have only three leaflets, but "if the plant has some leaves with five leaflets, it is a box 
elder," according to Ranger Rick. Another clue: The box elder is a bush or small tree, never a vine like poison ivy, which 
creeps along the ground and sometimes climbs trees. 

The basic differences between poison ivy and its harmless imitators are still summed up in the old Jingle: 
aflets three,let it be. 

Berries red, never dread. 
Is it possible to "get'' poison ivy even if you memorize the jingle and don't touch any "leaflets three"? 
Unfortunately, the answer is "yes," according to Ranger Rick. Because the gwnmy oil found in all parts of the plant 

rubs off on anything that touches it, even in wintertime, it is possible to "go for a walk in the woods with your dog and come 
home safely enough, then pick up the poison by patting your dog!''

to restrict the use of state funds for 
abortions in eases other than rape. ineest 
or danger to the mother passed the In· 
terim Joint Committee on Health and 
Welfare Wednesday, July 27. 

As introduced b) elate Sen. Clyde 
l\ttddletown <H-Covinglon>, the 
resolution d1d not mention abortwns m 
case of incest or rape However, the 
committee amended the rcsolut ion to 
permit use of public funds for abortions 
under those circumstances. 

The resolution asks GoY. Julian Carroll 
and human resources Secretary Peter 
Conn to enforce the intent of the 
resolution. 

The issue is the result of a recent 
Supreme Court decision whieh leaves the 
use of public funds for abortions to the 
discretion of states Abortions in the first 
three months of pregnancy arc now 
available in Kentucky under the state's 
medical assistance program if a woman 
cannot afford to pay for an abortion. 

The resolution passed over the ob­
jections of Rep.

Bill Weinberg, state representative­
elect for the 92nd district, <Knott, 
Magoffin and Letcher counties) last 
week called for the formation of a 
citizens' committee to work with state 
officials in the planning and construction 
of new Route 80. 

Weinberg, who is unopposed in the 
November general election, said that 
such a committee was necessary "to 
safeguard the rights of families being 
relocated and to assure that people being 
affected by the project are treated with 
fairness, respect and dignity." 

He suggested the committee be 
composed of the state representatives, 
the state representative-elect and the 
state senator representing Knott, Floyd 
and Perry counties and two citizens from 
each county. Weinberg said that such a 
committee would provide a regular 
channel of communication through which 
people who are being relocated or having 
land taken by the state could register 
their complaints; and would furnish a 
means of urging changes in project plans 
aimed at increasing the benefits of the 
road for local residents. 

"We must not and cannot forget or 
neglect the human element in our haste 
for changes. Families who have lived on 
the same tract of land for generations are 
being relocated. Many of those being 
relocated are elderly. Moving anytime, 
anywhere is a grinding process; when it 
is a forced movement from a family farm 
which has been a person's lifelong home, 
it is heartrending. Too often, the goal of 
completing the road according to a set 
timetable overshadows, in the minds of 
some state workers, the impact of the 
project on local residents." 

Weinberg said he has had many 
complaints aoout the highhandedness of 
state personnel involved with the road. 
"Time and again, people have com­
plained about having their trees cut or 
damaged without permission being 
requested; aoout being unable to get 
straight answers or even getting false 
information from employees who have 
come to their homes; aoout being treated 
as if they no longer own their land, before 
it is sold; and aoout being offered 
unreasonably low prices for their 
property. Such treatment adds insult to 
injury and it must not be allowed to 
continue." 

Weinberg noted that a citizens group 
has been meeting for several months at 
Garrett to discuss the problems created 
by the road project. Some of the 
problems identified by the group, chaired 
by Floyd county teacher Lowell Conley, 
included unfair prices, appraisers who 
are unfamiliar with local property 
prices, arbitrary relocation procedures, 
unnecessary movement of streams, 
landlocked property, failure to provide 
for continuity of gas supply, and plans to 
fence the right of way to Route 80. 

''The issue is not support or opposition 
to Route 80. The road is going to be built 
and it should be of great benefit to our 
area. But it is the duty of elected officials 
to protect to the best of their ability those 
who are going to be affected by the 
project. It is likewise the duty of elected

officials to work to maximize the benefits 
of the road to local residents. We are not 
interested, and our people are not in­
terested in a throughway for those 
traveling from West Virginia to the 
Bluegrass. We want the road to be used 
as a tool to stimulate the development of 
our region and to increase employment 
opportunities. Fencing the road and 
failing to provide crossovers and access 
will inhibit, rather than encourage 
development; such ideas should be 
discarded. I have asked for, and 
received, a commitment from Governor 
Carroll that the road will not be fenced 
and I look forward to official con­
firmation of this." 

Weinberg said he had sent letters to all 
state representatives and the state 
senator in the three county areas, as well 
as to Lowell Conley, chairman of the 
Garrett citizens group, asking them to 
join with him in forming the Route .80 
committee.

Eastern Kentuckians who were flooded 

are grateful to Congressman Perkins for 
insisting that interest rates on flood loans 
be much lower. It is right to assist foreign 
powers, especially the backward ones so 
drastically in need of technology and 
monetary aid. But it is a shame that we 
contribute billions abroad yearly-by gift 
and loan-much of which likely will 
never be repaid (check records to see 
how many fail here) and then turn 
around and charge interest to our own 
people, many of whom in better days 
paid taxes to help provide loans and gifts 
to outsiders. Perhaps the biggest bouquet 
deserved by Mr. Perkins should be for 
establishing and promoting vocational 
schools that enable thousands to become 
permanently self-supporting, who 
otherwise might not. 

Numerous persons are happy to see on 
the market more shoes made in the 
U.S.A., because they are more attractive 
than many from foreign countries, 
particularly the dress shoes for women. 
Complaints to legislators are slowly 
putting back into business some small 
shoe firms that were curtailed or closed, 
due to trade agreements with other 
lands. Those who do not care for heavier 
shoes welcome a return of a wider range 
of choice. Perhaps some day Washington 
will realize that friendship cannot be 
bought, even by international trade, 
which in recent years has inundated the 
country here with some goods so cheap in 
quality they are close to being useless. 

Recent statements by former Ken­
tucky State Fire Marshal Williams and 
some others seem to indicate a strong 
possibility of some political eye winking, 
looking the other way, and favoritism by 
someone, some time, somewhere along 
the line that may have led, at least in­
directly, to the restaurant holocaust that 
wiped out so many lives.

7-8 years longer than men. The gap in 
longevity of the sexes has trebled in this 
century. Latest figures show a slight 
increase in the lifespan of men and 
women, plus a small decrease in the 
breach. The campaign against cigarettes 
is believed to have reduced both cancer 
and heart fatalities, chiefly among men.

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Monitoring Nuclear Plants 
Sets Safeguard Precedent 

In a pact that may set a precedent for 
the nuclear power industr y, the 
Massachusetts Wildlife Federation 
<MWFl and the Boston Edison Company 
<BE Col have agreed on a plan under 
which an independent oversight com­
mittee w1ll monitor off-site radiological 
emissions from the utility company's 
nuclear power plants. 

The agreement, which received ap· 
proval from the U.S. Atomic Safety and 
Licensing Board on June 9, 1977, after 
four years of negotiation, is the first 
instance where the nuclear power in­
dustry has joined with an environmental 
group to devise such a stringent plan to 
monitor radioactive wastes, and 
establish an oversight committee made 
up of members of the environmental 
community, industry, state and federal 
governments. 

Thomas Kimball, executive vice 
president of the 3.5 million member 
National Wildlife Federation, of which 
the MWF is an affiliate, called the set­
tlement "a splendid example of en­
vironmentalists and industry working 
together to protect our environment from 
potentially hazardous substances. The 
Massachusetts Wildlife Federation and 
the Boston Edison Company are to be 
commended for the extraordinary 

amount of time and effort they spent 
working together to reach this unique 
agreement." Kimball also commended 
the efforts of Dr, Vaughan T. Bowen of 
the Woods Hole Oceangraphic In­
stitution and Henry Herrmann, a 
lawyer, who spearheaded MWF's effort 
during the negotiations. 

The agreement affects BEGs's Pilgrim 
nuclear power plant, already in 
operation at Plymouth, Mass., and a 
proposed plant which is e:'pected to ~e 
constructed at the same s1te starung m 
January, 1978. 

The oversight program, which will be 
funded by BECo, is unique because it 
calls for strict monitoring of plutonium. 
improves the quality control standards 
on laboratory work and provides for a 
radioactive survey of the public beach 
and residential areas near the nuclear 
power site. An improved program of 
monitoring edible shellfish and fin-fish 
will also provide an early warning of any 
radioactive contamination. 

In addition to the monitoring activities 
of the oversight committee, MWF, with 
fede ra l government approval, will 
maintain its own aerial radioactivity 
monitoring station across the bay from 
the plant. 

Special Military 
Exhibits Planned 

The Kentucky Military History 
Museum will present a special swords 
display at a gun show scheduled Aug . 13-
14. The show, in the Bluegrass Con­
vention Center, Ramada Inn, I-64 and 
Hurstbourne Lane, Louisville, is spon­
sored quarterly by the Kentuckiana 
Arms Collectors. 

The exhibit will i'nclude more than 30 
swords, ranging from a silver hunting 
sword used during the Revolutionary 
War to a 1917 U.S. Navy Cutlass, ac­
cording to Nicky Hughes, curator of the 
military history museum. 

During the Kentucky State Fair in 
Louisville, scheduled August 18-28, the 
museum will have an exhibit tracing the 
military history of the Kentucky National 
Guard. "The exhibit will include 
uniforms and equipment from every 
major conflict in which the Guard ever 
participated," said Hughes. 

The musuem, located in Frankfort, 
features one of the world's largest and 
most complete automatic weapons 
collections, according to Hughes. The 
weapons and other items which trace the 
state's military history come from the 
collection of the Kentucky Historical 
Society, the U.S. Military services, the 
Smithsonian Institution and from 
donations of Kentuckians. 

About 100 visitors a re attracted to the 
museum daily, including Sundays, when 
it is open from L to 5 p.m., Hughes said. 
" We are averaging about 1,500 visitors 
per month and the rate is increasing."

"The 
library has all of this equipment-some 
of it new-and it's not being used as it 
could be."

"What we hope to do is to make an area's 
population-not only those who are 
disabled-aware of our services. We also 
wish to make ourselves acquainted with 
doctors, nur ses and such people who may 
possibly know folks that could benefit 
from the LBPH," he said. 

"We're going out there with a big 
club and beat them out of the bushes," 
said Phil Veno, director of special ser­
vices at the LBPH. "There are a lot of 
people all around the state who are not 
a ware that we even exist. Adam's visits 
will change that." 

Ruschi val's first visit, tentatively 
scheduled for Aug. 15, will be to the 
Green River Library Development 
District, a six-county area surrounding 
Owensboro. He will be assisted in that 
project by district library director 
Lucille Callis.

H ighway Em ployet•s 

To Receive Pay II ike Toxic Chemicals Pollution Problem 
Kentucky TransportatiOn Depart­

ment Secretary Cal\ in G Grayson has 
announced pay &djustments for most 
highway maintenance workers. Per 
sonnel Commissioner Addie Stokley 
approved the 10 per cent adJustments to 
become effective Aug 16. 

'Gov Julian M Carroll made these 
needed adjustments possible," Grayson 
stated. "He knows our highway network 
is among the best in the nation. l\luch 
credit is due the workers who maintain 
that network These pay adjustments 
acknowledge their efforts," Grayson 
emphasiZed. 

''These adjustments are made 
possible by Gov. Carroll's foresight in 
asking all state agencies to eliminate any 
non-essential positions through attrition 
from retirements, resignations, etc. The 
transportation department has ef­
fectively reduced its total payroll by 927 
permanent full-time employees since 
Jan . I, 1976, making additwnal funds 
available for use in upgrading the 
salaries of essenlial employees on a 
selective basis," Mrs. Stokley noted. 

Transportation officials estimate 
annual savings from these payroll 
reductions in excess of $6.5 million. 

After six months as administrator of 
the Environmental Protection Agency, 
Douglas M . Costle thinks that an "in­
sidiOus epidemic of potsonous 
chem1cals" is the "single most 
demanding problem" facing his agency. 

With approximately :10,000 chemicals 
in use, " we are just beginning to learn 
how toxic some of them are," the EPA 
chief said in an interview published in the 
current lAugushSeptemberl issue· of 
.\'ational Wildlife magazine. 

Enforcement of the new Toxic Sub­
stances Control Act, Costle said, is 
further complicated by the fact that 
qualified scientists in the field are scarce 
and "industries that will have to comply 
with a toxic substances control program 
are just as anxious to find them as we 
are." To administer the act <PL 94·469) , 
which became effective last January 1, 
"we have to establish a brand new 
organization," he added. 

Despite these problems, "the job is 
doable," Costle said. ''We can't afford 
not to do it. The stakes are too high." 

Costle, who observed his 38th birthday 
on July 27, was a member of the study 
comm1sswn that recommended 
establishment of the EPA seven years 
ago. He later served as head of Con-

One of h1s first struggles after bemg 
named EPA admtmstrator ast February 
was to win Carter AdministratiOn ap­
proval of 600 new EPA jobs to staff his 
toxic substances and solid waste 
management programs. Some of h1s first 
decisions as administrator mvolved 
restrictions on such toxic chem1cals as 
Kepone, PCB 's and l\1lrex. 

In his mterview with Jim Doherty, 
executive editor of National Wildlife, he 
expressed belief that "five years from 
now .. . the toxic substances law w1ll be 
considered as much of a landmark as the 
air and water (an tipollutwn J Ia ws are 
today." 

Asked to characterize his ad­
ministration of EPA after 1ts seven years 
of birth and growth pains, Costle said he 
thought the key word would be "con­
solidation ." 

"We've been through an enormously 
creative legislative period," he said. 
"The natwn now has an imposing array 
of tough new laws to safeguard the en­
vironment and it is EPA's job to make 
those laws work. What we need is a 
period of administrative stability to 
consolidate the legislative gains." 

This, he said, did not mean that he 
would not ask for new environmental 
legislation ''tf I see a need for it. But r ight 
now EPA has w1de-rangmg authority and 
we face an urgent need to consolidate it 
and make it work ''

A the sun sinks behind the majestic 

oak trees on the distant hilltop, there 
follow a period of quiet and solitude that 
all of God's creatures seem to enjoy. It is 
the p~riod in which all activ1ty comes to a 
tand till and nature seems to say, ''It is 

time for a rest period". 
omeone has aid that there IS nothing 

o eloquent as silence To appreciate this, 
one must live off of the beaten path where 
the ound of the motor car and the clang 
of machinery cannot be heard. The only 
time the silence is broken 1s the rum bhng 
sound from an airplane, h1gh m the sky. 

It i the period between undown and 
dark, and as this period changes to 
twilight all the day creatures begin to 
settle down for the night. It is time for the 
nocturnal animals to begin to stir. 

The most conspicuous is the large, 
black, hoot owl that takes his usual place 
on the flat top of the large white, post 
above the tall grass. From this vantage 
point. it keeps watch for small rodents to 
leave the tall grass and emerge into open 
view where the lawnmower has haved 
all green things closer to the earth. When 
the owl spots one of these small rodents it 
drops down from its perch and devours 
the mouse or mole, on the spot. He looks 
about to see 1f the coast is clear and then 
flies to the top of anther fence post to 
resume his vigil as before. This will 
continue until the twilight turns to 
darkness and the lightning bug begins to 
dart hither and yon as he lights up the 
scene with flashes from his everburning 
torch. 

It is about this time that you begin to 
hear the chant of the whippoorwill in the 
deep valleys below. As this strange bird 
continues its oft-rep~ated chant, it moves 
slowly up the mountain. As it emerges 
into the clearing and comes closer to the 
house. one can hear a distinct cluck as it 
repeats its name over and over. 

Next emerges the sly fox . It seems to 
be everywhere as it searches the woods, 
the fields and meadows for anything it 
can eat. It is one animal that is not 
particular about its menu, it will eat 
almost anything. It is, for the most part, 
a silent animal and seldom utters a 
sound, except during the mating season. 

The deer is getting more plentiful in 
these parts. On rare occasions they may 
be seen in the open fields where a herd of 
cattle is feeding; however, you will see a 
lot more tracks than you see deer. This 
would seem to indicate that they do most 
of their feeding in the open fields at night. 
A deer will stand very still and stare at 
you as you approach; however. as you 
come closer, it will suddenly bolt and 
disappear into the brush.

I feel 
Chief Reed was definitely a strong figure 
in keeping me and a lot of the officers 
here because, when everything reeked of 
politics, Chief Reed was kind of like a 
rock . He was the one we looked to, 
depended on."

Commission May Get 
Preservation Grant 

Frankfort, Ky. <Aug. 9, 1977)-"If all 
goes as we hope it will, Kentucky will be 
receiving the largest historic preser· 
vat ion grant fund in its history, II said 
Eldred Melton, state historic preser· 
vation officer, to members of the Ken­
tucky Heritage Commission at their Aug 
4 meeting. 

On July 27, 1977, President Jimmy 
Carter signed into law a new process for 
apportioning preservation grants funds 
to the states, thus allowing ap· 
proximately $45 million for historic 
preservation on a national level in fiscal 
1978, Mrs. Melton told the commission. 
"If events go in Kentucky's favor, the 
state will receive approximately 
$800,000, 11 she said. 

Receiving the amount is contingent 
upon two factors: 

-Congress, which is currently 
discussing the apportionment process, 
must free a percentage of the funds to be 
divided equally among all the states. 

-Kentucky must be able to provide 
matching funds. 

Also at the meeting, the commission 
approved a recommended federal grant 
of $5,000 for architectural research and 
preparation of plans and specifications 
for the restoration of Liberty Hall. 

The Kentucky Heritage Commission 
will next meet at a special session 
scheduled to take place at Russellville in 
October.

Kentucky Afield

Are there giant geese in Eastern 
Kentucky's future? 

There well could be, if things work out 
the way Daniel Boone National Forest 
officials hope. 

Last Monday, 20 giant Canada geese 
were released along the shore of Cave 
Run Lake, near Morehead. Gene Brown, 
a wildlife biologist with the U.S. Forest 
Service, hopes these goslings will form 
the nucleus of a resident flock on the 
lake 

The giant Canada goose gets its name 
from its size-it weighs about four 
pounds more than the common Canada 
goose. But what is more important, this 
subspecies isn't migratory. 

This means that these large geese will 
stay near where they were ::-aised .. 
Regular Canada geese will return to the 

far north with the coming of swnmer (not 
a bad idea, considering the weather 
we've been having lately). 

The 20 goslings at Cave Run are what 
Brown hopes will be the beginning of a 
flock of these birds on the lake. The forest 
service will ask the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources to close the lake 
to goose hunting to allow the birds to 
grow and multiply. Nesting first occurs 
when the birds are three years old, so it 
will take a while to get a flock 
established. However, Brown hopes to 
get a few pair of adult birds to speed up 
the population growth. 

"The first benefit will be aesthetic," he 
says, "visitors to the lake should enjoy 
watching the birds." But he hopes the 
population will grow large enough to 
allow hunting in the not too distant 
future.

Elem. Teachers Announce Engagement 

HaveAmpleTime 
For Basic Skills 

A study of elementary school 
curriculum directed by the legislature 
shows no evidence that teachers have too 
little time to teach basic skills. 

Dr. Donald Van Fleet, head of the 
Department of Education's research and 
planning office, gave a report on the 
study Wednesday during an Interim 
Joint Committee on Education meeting. 

A draft copy of the study report says 
that from the information collected from 
a random sample of 600 teachers , " there 
is no evidence that the overloading of the 
curriculum with courses such as con­
sumer education and career education 
results in a reduction in the amount of 
time a teacher has to spend on the basic 
skills.'' 

Of the questionnaires mailed out, 66 
per cent were returned. 

Van Fleet noted that basic test scores 
have declined over the last few years , in 
Kentucky as well as nationwide. 

He said that this is not because teach­
ers are doing a poor job of teaching. A bet· 
ter retention rate for Kentucky schools 
means that a different type of student 
body is now taking the tests, according to 
Van Fleet. That student body now in· 
eludes students who several years ago 
would have dropped out of school and not 
taken the·tests. 

According to the study draft, the 
teachers surveyed agree that students 
should be required to prove specific 
competencies in basic skills, such as 
reading and math, before being 
promoted to the next grade level. 

The Department of Education is 
working on a four-year plan for in­
troducing competency-based education 
in schools statewide, Van Fleet reported 
to the committee. A major testing 
company will help the department 
develop tests to measure competency, 
then students who do poorly on the tests 
will receive needed attention to help 
them master the basics, he said. 

An education and arts subcommittee of 
the full -<:ommittee recommended 
Wednesday that because of the education 
department's plan, no legislation in the 
area of accountability be passed during 
the 1978 session of the General Assembly. 

In other action, the full committee 
heard a subcommittee report critical of 
the education department's involvement 
with consumer education. 

Sen. Kenneth Gibson <D-Madisonville), 
chairman of the subcommittee on im· 
plementation oversight, accused the 
department of ignoring the legislature's 
mandate on the integration of consumer 
education in the schools. 

State Attorney General Robert 
Stephens, whose office is responsible for 
consumer protection in the state, told the 
committee he expects to recommend 
legislation on mandatory consumer 
education courses f<tr schools for con­
sideration by the next legislature. 

Of the present system of consumer 
education interspersed with other course 
matter, Stephens said, "I don't think 
we're doing a good job." 

Responding to the sharp criticism from 
Gibson and Stephens, Van Fleet said the 
education department has encouraged 
local school districts to participate in 
consumer education programs. He added 
that a survey of schools on the in­
corporation of consumer education was 
honest and objective. 

Gibson and Stephens also criticized the 
survey.

Health Notes

That big moment is JUSt a few days 
away for some children m Floyd county 
who will be enrolling in the first grad£' 
this fall, and as l'Vcry parent knows, 
those last days can go by in a hurry 

Certain Jmmw1izations are required by 
. tate law before a child may enter the 
first grade. Kentucky Revised Sta~ute 
158.035 state~ that "l<:xcept ns otherwise 
provided in KRS 214.036, no child shall be 
eligible to enroll as a student m any 
public or pri\'ate t>lemt>ntary or sec.cn­
dary school without first presenting a 
certificate from a duly licensed medical 
or osteopathic physician stating that the 
child has been immunized against 
d1phtheria, tetanus, poliomyelitis, and 
measles . . . The governing body. of 
private and public schools shall enforce 
the provisions of this section." 

The Floyd County Health Department 
urges all parents, especially those having 
children enrolling in school, to see if their 
children's immunizations are up to date 
and if not. to see that they receive their 
needed immunizations. The health 
department will be offering immuni­
zations against all of these diseases, 
free of charge, :\Ion day through Friday, 
from 8 to 12 and 1 to 4. 

The following two clinics will be con­
ducted by the Floyd County Health 
Department within the next few days: 

Thursday, August 11, a pap smear 
clinic will be held at the health depart­
ment from 9 to 11:30 and 1 to 2. This clinic 
provides all women with the opportunity 
to be screened for cervical cancer. free of 
charge. Also available at this clinic will 
be literature and an eight-minute film 
teaching women how to detect cancer of 
the breast by doing their own breast 
examination, once a month. This clinic is 
a free service and all women are 
welcome to attend. 

Monday, August 15, a public health 
nurse will conduct an outpost clinic at 
Ethel Osborne's Store in Bypro. Clinic 
hours will be from 10 to 12 and 1 to 2 with 
the following services being available: 
Immunizations, TB skin tests, diabetes 
screening, and blood pressures. All 
persons in the Bypro area are welcome 
and urged to attend this chnic for these 
free medical services being offered in 
their community.

Former F,loyd Man Outlasts 
Mistake That Impoverished Him 

(The following, which appearl'd in The

privations suffere-d by a formt'r Floyd 
county man and his family becau~c of a 
Social Securitv Administration mi take 
whil-h for se' ;ral years depriHd him of 
Black Lung benefits. l

The coal mines and the govPrnmPnt 

deprived his body, but they couldn't take 
a way his soul. 

Charles :\Icadows, 49, of 314 Virginia 
Ave., has been living with his family in a 
dilapidated house with peeling paint. 
broken boards on the porch and tattered, 
borrowed furniture in the living mom. 

For the last few months, they've had no 
electricity and no gas. Helen Meadows, 
38, cooked on a small barbecue grill unttl 
someone loaned her a camp stove. She 
drove a taxi at night to earn grocery 
money. 

Then, on Wednesday, Meadows 
learned that the government found a 
mistake made several years ago in 
computing Meadows' black lung 
benefits. The Social Security people have 
mailed him a check for $15,233 to cover 
years of too-low payments. 

"We can get our electricity turned 
back on," said ~Irs. ~1eadows, \I.-hen she 
found out about the money 

Her husband was calm and a little 
unbelieving. 

About a month ago, Mrs. Meadows 
told the family's problems to this news­
paper's Times Line colwnn, a consumer 
information and complaint service. The 
Times contacted Emory Crandall. 
assistant to Sen. Sam Nunn, <D-Ga.), 
who contacted the Social Security Ad­
ministration. 

At that time, the Meadows were con­
cerned because their monthly checks of 
$168 had stopped coming, and because 
their utilities had been cut off. 

Nunn's office got the governmental 
wheels turning, and the Social Security 
office immediately mailed a check to the 
Meadows for two months' benefits. 

But before that check showed up, one of 
the missing checks arrived and the 
Meadows cashed it. And when the new 
check came they were afra1d to use the 
money. So on Wednesday tbey were still 
without electricity. 

The Meadows have no te ephone, so a 
reporter went over Wednesday to give 
them the news, which came from Nunn's 
office, about the big certified check for 
$15,233 which is on the way. Nunn's office 
also said Meadows' monthly benefits will 
go from $168 to $410. 

:\1eadows, a tall man with a firm jaw, 
and Mrs. Meadows, a redhead with large 
blue eyes, were sitting around on worn 
chairs and sofas with their three sons, 
Charles Henry, 18, Roy Michael, 17, and 
Stephen Matthew. 14. 

They were cheerful before and after 
hearing the news and spoke of the kind­
ness of local residents. 

Since they'"e been in Valdosta, 
l\lcadows hasn 't had pncwnonia, his >wife 
said He used to get It two or three t1mes 
a month, ~he said. 

Meadows seems to have an inner 
strength-perhaps from years of en­
during poverty and poor health. 

Yet he has a gentle nature too­
perhaps from the love hts fam1ly btnlt as 
they overcame hardships together 

Committee Told 
Miners Harassed 

Representati\'es of the United 
:\tine Workers testified last 
week before the Interim Joint 
Committee on Labor and In­
dustry about the year-long 
strike at the Blue Diamond Coal 
:\line in Stearns. Kentucky, and 
the committee neard the U:\1W 
representatives charge the 
Kentucky State Police with 
harassing striking miners. 

Lee Potter, a L:\1\.\' orgamzer 
in Stearns, said the state police 
are promptly answering calls 
from the Blue Diamond Com­
pany when there are problems 
with strikers. But, according to 
Potter, the strikers do not get 
similar treatment when they 
request help from the police.

Some sounds, hke the call 
of migr:ltlng geese or the 
lonely, far-off whistle of a 
train, st ir up 1e~ollcctions so 
poignantly nostalgic tha t the 
mood of the moment may be 
completely alte red. The 
auditory nerve picks up the 
sound, carries 1ts findings to a 
seat of memory and imagina­
tion. and. as a bucolic poet 
once wrote, "!>ets the fancy 
drifting to dear spots we used 
to know .. . some wood, 
meadowland, or pastureland 
of the days of long ago." 

Probably no other sound 
possesses such profound 
capabilities of recall as that 
made in autumn by the mole 
cricket. 

A seldom seen resident of 
damp meadows and roadside 
ditchlines, it begins its song 
around mid-August and con­
tinues until ice begins to glass 
over small pools and potholes 
in November. Silent by day, 
it does not start articulating 
its th oughts and emotions 
until the afternoon sun sinks 
low on t he horizon and 
objec t s start casting long 
shadows across the land. 

In this melanch oly twilight 
concert, there is all the bitter­
sweet sadness of a requiem. 
In the imagination, the sound 
seems a threnody, a lament 
for all the generations and all 
the summers gone. 
· Those who grow bottom-

land crops often consider this 
lonesome creature an in ,ect 
villtan. Uv1ng in underground 
burrows of its 0\\ n d 1ggmg, it 
sometimes supplements 1!!> 
diet of larvae and earth\\Orms 
by feeding on potatoes and 
roots of otller garden crops. 
Also, it is not what most 
would call a pretty insect. 
Abou t two inches long, 
havmg a fat velvety-brown, 
bulbous body, and grotesque 
forefeet not unlike the 
diggers of a mole, It IS 

actually somewhat formida­
ble in appearance, But other 
than sometimes damaging 
crops, it is harmless to man· 
kind. 

An old-time. circuit-riding 
min ister of acquaintance 
loved to listen to its sound as 
he rode home from late even­
tng church services. and called 
it the "s,.,cet singer of lion." 
He stated that Its sweet and 
somewhat somnolent mc!ody 
must have been written by 
the divine harmontst llun elf. 

T here have been many 
others-Theocritus, Thoreau, 
a nd Whittier- who paid 
tribute in story and verse to 
the mole cricket's song. 

There is no evidence that 
any insect enjoys reason, l1as 
any variety of thought, or 
feels any need for expression. 
but there is no doubt that the 
mole cricket's song fills a 
place in the great plan of 
creation. It is a sweet singer 
of the swamps, if not of Zion, 
and should you be passing 
along a country road some 
later afternoon and hear a 
d rowsy "churr, churr, churr ," 
coming from the damp ditch­
line, this will be a mole 
cricket busy at its vespers.

Protection had charged the company 
with discharging black water from its 
coal preparation plant in violation of 
state water pollution statutes and 
regulations and failing to report those 
discharges to the department's Division 
of Water Quality.
