Jaycees Name Dr. Grady Stumbo
One of 10 Outstanding Young Men

McDowell's Dr. Grady Stumbo learned
last week that the U.S, Junior Chamber
of Commerce had named him one of
America's Ten Outstanding Young
Men—and immediately gave his boyhood
friend and current associate, Benny
Bailey, equal credit for the national
honor. «

“It's a surprise. I didn't think I had a
chance,” said the 31-year-old Hindman
physician after learning of his selection
by the United States Jaycees.

Dr. Stumbo said he would be in Las
Vegas Saturday (this week) to accept the
award ‘‘and my good buddy, Benny, will
be with me.”

Benny Bailey is the other half of the
team that set up the million-dollar
Eastern Kentucky Health Services
Center in Knott county without a penny of
federal money.

The center, opened late in 1972 with
private donations, treated 32,000 patients
last year. The staff of 28 includes four
physicians, a dentist and three nurse
practitioners.

“That’s not bad for two guys who
slarled wilh $53 and a dream,' Stumbo
remarked.

Stumbo said he and Bailey '‘grew up
four miles apart at McDowell and it was
natural that we would be roommates at
Alice Lloyd College in Pippa Passes.”

It was there, Stumbo recalled, that “‘we
sorta got infecled with the concept that
one is supposed to do more for mankind
than make money."

While Stumbo was going through the
University of Kentucky Medical School,
Bailey was picking up a Ph.D. in

“We used the money I made to pay the
necessary bills and the rest was invested
in Benny and airplane lickets," Stumbo
said.

Bailey knocked on the doors of private
foundations and eventually obtained
enough money to set up the center.

“We promised we would be self-
supporting in 36 months,"” said Stumbo.
“We made it in 22,

Most of the patients are covered by
some form of insurance, either the

“‘Nobody’s turned away," said Stumbeo,
adding that a satellite clinic opened
recently al Kite in Knott county.

Salaries are set al a level at which staff
personnel can live comfortably.

Stumbo said the Jaycees’ award
wouldn’t have been possible without
Bailey, the center’s director.

For $2,779,706
In Federal Funds

The Eastern Kentucky Concentratea
Employment Program (E.K.C.E.P.),
prime sponsor for the U.S. Department of
Labor's Employment and Training
Administration activity in 22 counties of
Eastern Kentucky (including Floyd), is
applying for a total of $2,779,706 in
federal funds.

Of the total, $2,073,188 in Title VI funds
is being applied for under the Com-
prehensive Employment and Training
Act of 1974, If approved, these funds will
be used to continue public service em-
ployment activities for 365 persons
throughout the 22-county area. Con-
tinuing employment opportunities which
are proposed for funding include, but are
not limited to, crime prevention and
control, health, education, maintenance,
fire prevention and control and com-
munity social services.

“Itis not likely that Gerald Ford will be ranked among the great
presidents of the country, but history may note that he was the
nation’s ““Man of the Hour " in time of crisis.

Ford has been criticized for lack of imagination, for a tendency
to maintain the status quo instead of launching out boldly to
attempt to solve pressing national proglems.

But he may have been just what the country needed.

To the high office which had been a mess of intrigue and
scandal he brought plain, common decency to restore the faith of
the American people in their form of government.

Briefly, his moonshine procedure went as
follows: "“Take 30 pounds of meal, boil it
and let it cool—Sprinkle flour on top to
hold heat—Next morning take 10 quarts
of sprouts, grind it up and put in the
cooked meal and stir up together—Let it
‘work up’ and ferment for 6-7 days."

“When you run this through the still,”
Salisbury said, “it'll give you about
seven gallons of whiskey if you use 50
pounds of sugar.”

Salisbury said he had seen a good deal
of moonshine made on Cushaw Hollow,
near the old postoffice of Salisbury, when
he was a child. 'They’d make whiskey
from brown sugar back in those days,
during the Depression," Salisbury said.
**Most people in the mountains use cern
and rye, though,” he added.

Salisbury outlined the federal laws
against making whiskey and spoke of
their severily. '‘They can give vou ten
vears for just the intention to make
whiskey,'' the ABC agent pointed out.

Kentucky, surprisingly, is a relatively
insignifican! producer of illegal whiskey,
according to Salisbury, ranking low
among the ‘“‘moonshine bell'" states
which also include Arkansas, Tennessee,
Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi, Virginia,
North Carolina, South Carolina, Florida
and Oklahoma. Georgia, he said, was No.
1. “It's estimated that there are now
200,000 illegal stills in operation,’
Salisbury pointed out, ‘‘but last year, for
instance, only 53 were reported for
Kentucky,"” He said there are no more
than one or two stills in the county at
present.

"‘When you have honest law en-
forcement officials like you do in Floyd
county, you're not going lo find many
people willing to risk making illegal
whiskey,” Salisbury said,

Although it's not very expensive,
Salisbury said a great deal of work is
involved in making whiskey, “'But I've
heard of good moonshine going at $50 and
even $100 a gallon, so some people ob-
viously think il’s worth the risk to make
it."

Salisbury spoke of bad whiskey, or
moonshine containing additives such as
carbide and anti-freeze which are used to
bring the proof up. “‘I've seen fellows go
blind or take *jake leg’ from drinking it,"
he said,

Salishury told the group of special
alterations which are made to the
vehicles of bootleggers and other “‘tricks
of the trade.” He said bootleggers would
employ special shocks, secret panels and
other methods of concealment. *‘I've
seen a car with 99 cases of beer init and if
you saw it on the road you couldn't tell it
was hauling."

The ABC agent told of widespread
corruption in many Eastern Kentucky
counties between bootleggers and county
sheriffs. “'If, for example, the sheriff of
Floyd county wanted to, he could make
$10,000 dollars a week on payoffs,”
Salisbury said. “But to do that, he'd have
to sell himself—pride and everything.”

“We've gol an honest sheriff here who
fights illegal liquor,” Salisbury pointed
out, ‘‘We've honest officials as well as
law-enforcement officials, and
bootleggers in this county really have a
hard time."

Salisbury said that, although his
concern was with illegal liquor, he would
still never vote for the county to go
“wet."”

""A man would be a fool to want Floyd
county to go wel while all these counties
around us would stay dry. That's my
point,” Salisbury argued. "It would be an
open invitation for all the roughnecks
from every county to come here to buy
whiskey."

“If I've got a polecat loose in my town,
I'd rather have it on a back street,"
Salisbury pointed out.

Salisbury has lectured on the illegal
liquor business at Alice Lloyd College,

ell as at other local schools. Before
oming ABC agent, Salisbury worked
th the C. & 0.

Almost everybody is aware of the great
contributions trees of the pine and
hardwood families have made to the good
welfare of mankind, but there is another
tree that has been of equal, if not greater
usefulness. This tree is the palm which,
at least to peoples of the mid-East, parts
of Africa and India, Southeast Asia and
many islands in the Pacific, has been
historically the 'tree of life.”” It has
supplies them with such necessities as
food and drink, shelter, apparel, utensils
and even books. The trees also furnish
such luxuries as candy, wine and distilled
spirits.

In many other ways palm trees have
played important roles in technology.
Palm oil is used in making soaps,
shampoos, detergents, margarine and
other food products. Medicines are
compounded from the tree along with
synthetic rubber, brake fluid for planes
and plasticizers for safety glass. Dyes,
resin, tannin, yeasts and sugar are also
derived from various species of palms,
and wax from the leaves is found in
polishes,

Although the coconut and the date
palm may be the most widely known,
there are at least 1,100 species of palm
Irees. Foresters tell that they range from
200-foot giants in the Columbian Andes
to the rattans and vines that sometime
grow to a length of 550 feet. Palm trees
live from 60 to 100 years and bear fruit
ranging from pea-sized berries to 40-
pound double coconuts.

County Judge Henry Stumbo said,
when he recently ordered a large
quantity of contraband intoxicants
returned to the state ABC board, thatl he
did so because he realizes thal even if it
were destroyed other liquor would take
its place. He said he felt the intoxicants
should be returned to the ABC so that the
county’s general fund could benefit from
is share of the value of the contraband.

The grand jury voted only 21 in-
dictments, which is believed to be
smallest number of true bills returned at
a regular grand jury session in the
county. In its final report it noted that it
had interviewed a number of witnesses
but that “it seems that either the cold
weather has caused a decline in the
crimerate . . . or witnesses have failed to
appear because of road conditions."”

Reporting that it had discussed ‘‘the
serious problem™ which the county has
with garbage collection and disposal, the
jury expressed the opinion that the fiscal
court should give top priority to the
development of *a workable garbage
system for this county."”

The report commended Jailer
Lawrence Hale for the good condition of
the county jail at this time and said it
found the meal program for prisoners
“more than adequate."” Il also com-
mended the fiscal court for awarding a
contract on jail plumbing repairs.

Complains of
Unkept Promises

The following is a letter which I wrote
to Judge Henry Sturrbo on Oct. 10, 1976.

Dear Judge Stumbo:

Reference is made to a road-grader
employed, I presume, by the county
fiscal court, since the county school bus
goes up Mill Creek in the mornings and
the afternoons.

This particular road-grader did con-
siderable damage opposite our house,
and in the lane coming into our farm.

My mother, Mrs. Walter Martin, Sr., is
in advancing years. She now resides with
my oldest sister in Wheelwright. She
likes to come back to her home two or
three times each week where she reared
so many children. She can come now only
with a risk, since she has to be helped.
She will be 87 the 25th of next month
{November).

I was the only one here with money to
pay to correct the damages.

The operator of the road-grader may
have meant well, but the damage was
done; nevertheless. The road-grader
broke a natural-gas pipeline coming to
my mother's farm home.

If Kenneth Roberts had some men, he
would have taken care of the whole thing.

I presume my mother is responsible for
the gas line coming to her home, so 1
bought a joint of pipe from Moore's
Hardware, Lackey, Ky., for $17.95.

When the road-grader backed up in our
lane, it broke a culvert that carries water
into Mill Creek, and pushed wet dirt and
gravel a foot high or more upon a metal
gate. I employed Bruce VanHoose to take
his small dozer and push the mud and
gravel out of thdlane, and into Mill Creek
so the gate could be closed, and I could
get my car out™4.paid him $15.

He had to leave then, but his brother-in-
law, James F. Slone, who owns one-half
of the dozer, had to be employed to dig a
ditch for the gas pipeline, and to go back-
wards and forwards to push the mud out
of the road so the school bus could make
its daily run. I paid him $15 also.

If I had not been here, I wonder what
would have happened?

The destroyed culvert was about 12 feet
long with a diameter of 10 or 12 inches.

My brother, Shirley Roger Martin,
Hazard, Ky., loaded the crushed culvert
on his truck, and hauled it away.

I've no idea what a new culvert will
cost, but I did pay $20 for a used water
pipeline of the right length but only about
six inches in diameter, It will take too
such pipelines, if another can be found, to
handle the water.

Your Honor, I do not question the joint
of pipeline for the gas coming to my
mother’s house as her responsibility, but
the other damage, 1 do not think that you
will accept as her responsibility,

Sam Henry Fitzpatrick, the foreman of
rural roads was called several times. He
would always say, “I will be at your
mother’s farm tomorrow."” Tomorrow
never came!

Ordinance No. 1-77

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
PROVIDING FOR THE ASSESSMENT
OF REAL AND PERSONAL
PROPERTY AND FOR THE LEVY OF
A GENERAL PROPERTY TAX AT THE
RATE OF THIRTY CENTS (30c) PER
EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLAR
($100.00) VALUATION OF REAL AND
PERSONAL PROPERTY LOCATED
WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF
THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG,
KENTUCKY, ON JANUARY 1ST, FOR
1977.

WHEREAS, it is necessary in order to
provide the revenue required for general
purposes of the City's government, in-
cluding general expenses of the City
including but not limited to general
health, sanitation, maintenance of
streets, operation of parks and other
necessary and indispensable services,
affecting the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, that a tax be levied upon all
property, both real and personal, having
a tax situs in the Cily of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the total Budget for all
such expenses for general purposes
during the year of 1977 in said Cily has
been estimated in the amount of
$666,500.00, and the Budget’s source of
revenue for 1977 includes an estimated
amount of $110,000.00 to be derived from
such property taxes, and without such
amount to be derived from such property
taxes, the revenue required for such
general purposes would be insufficient.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR-
DAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AS
FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. A tax is hereby levied
upon all property, both real and personal,
having a tax situs in the City of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky, asof January 1, 1977, for
general purposes, including general
expenses of the City. All monies received
hereunder shall be paid to the City
Treasurer of Prestonsburg and placed in
the credit of a general fund of the City
and shall be used in defraying current
and incidental expenses of said govern-
ment. The tax hereby is levied as
follows:

A, The sum of Thirty-cents (30c) for
each one-hundred dollars ($100.00)
valuation of all real and personal
property located within the City of
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as of January
1, 1977.

SECTION 2. The property taxes for the
year 1977 shall become due and payable
on October 1, 1977, by which date tax
notices shall have been mailed each
taxpayer, and all taxes paid prior to
November 1, 1977, shall be allowed a
discount of 2 percent.

SECTION 3. All taxpayers who do not
pay the tax herein levied prior to
January 1, 1978, shall be required to pay
a penalty of 6 percent of the amount of
the tax in addition to the tax levied
herein.

SECTION 4. All taxpayers who do not
pay the tax herein levied on or before the
1st day of April, 1978, shall be required to
pay a penally of 25 percent of the amount
of the tax, in addition to the tax levied
herein.

SECTION 5. The Delinquent Tax
Collector is hereby authorized to ad-
vertise for sale in a newspaper having a
general circulation in Floyd County,
Kentucky, all delinquent taxes on real
property placed in his hands for
collection, and the charge for such ad-
vertising shall be added to the amount of
the tax bill.

SECTION 6. All Ordinances or parts of
Ordinances in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed, and this Ordinance
shall take effect as of the date of adoption
and publication as required by law.

SECTION 7. The provisions of this
Ordinance are separable, and if any of
the provisions or penalties provided
herein shall be held invalid or un-
constitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such decision of the court
will not affect or impair any other sec-
tion, clause, provision or portion of the
Ordinance which is not in itself invalid or
unconstitutional,

Kentucky
Afield

By JOHN WILSON

If you plan to spend some of your New
Year's vacalion hunting or fishing, better
make sure you've got yvour 1977 license.
All 1976 licenses expired al midnight,
Dec. 31.

The new licenses are now available
from all county court clerk’s offices and
from many sporting goods dealers. In
spite of inflation, your license will still
cost the same as last year—8§5 for
resident hunting or resident fishing
licenses and $9 for a .resident. comi-
bination license, which is good for both
hunting and [ishing.

A year-round nonresident license is
$27.50 and a comparable fishing license
costs $10. For shorter visits, a three-day
nonresident small game hunting license
is available for $10, and visiting fisher-
men can choose between a three-day
license ($2.50) or a 15-day license ($4)

Licenses are required of all hunters
and fishermen except: landowners and
members of their immediate families
hunting or fishing on their own property;
tenants and their families hunting or
fishing on lands where they reside;
servicemen on furlough of four or more
days hunting or fishing in the county of
their legal residence at the time of en-
tering service; and Kentucky residents
over 65 years old.

Children under 16 may fish without a
license, but a junior hunting license is
required for hunters under 16. This
license costs $3.50 and the parents’
permission must be obtained before it is
issued.

Trout fishermen need a lroul stamp
($2.25) and deer hunters must have a
deer tag ($10.50). These cost the same for
residents and nonresidents and are
required in addition to the appropriate
hunting or fishing license.

Although the licenses listed above are
those which interest the sportsman, the
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources actually issues a total of 41
different licenses, tags and permits,
ranging in cost from five cents (for a
trapping tag, required for each trap) lo
$300 (for a nonresident mussel buyer’s
license).

The revenue from these licenses goes
into a special fund, the Fish and Game
Fund, and is used lo finance the
operations of the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources, Approximately 80
per cent of the department’s income is
derived from the sale of sports licenses—
hunting licenses, fishing licenses, deer
permits and trout stamps.

Thus the money you spend for the new
license will go to a good cause—{fish and
wildlife conservation. It will be used for
everything from apprehending deer
poachers to studying the needs of the
state’'s endangered species, teaching
conservation education in the public
schools and acquiring land for wildlife.

So instead of thinking of the cest of
your license as an expense, think of it as
an investment in the future of our fish
and wildlife resources, an investment
which will return dividends in the form of
enjoyable days afield or afloat, both for
yourself and for the next generation.

Roads, Brldges Share
Big Part of Coal Tax

Frankfort, Ky,—Industrial sites, rural
garbage systems, community centers,
airports, sanitation districts and water
districts are among lhe 536 projects
approved during the two-year existence
of the Kentucky Coal Producing County
Development Fund

The largest portion of the funding—
more than $13 million—has gone for
construction and improvement of roads
and bridges.

Another $3 million-plus has been used
to acquire or develop industrial siles.

Industrial site projects have been
approved in Breathitt, Clay, Daviess,

Harlan, Hopkins, Knox, Lelcher, Mec-
Creary and Muhlenberg counties. The
requests ranged from initial acquisition
of land for industrial development to
completing acess roads, utilities or ex-
cavation of siles

The site work requesied has been
completed in Breathitt, Daviess, Knox
and Muhlenberg counties.

Return of a portion of the coal
severance tax to the coal producing
counties began with the imposition of the
tax in 1974, Since the first projects were
approved two years ago, the counlies
have allocated $32,906,242.74 with more

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Council Meets,
Mayor Outlines
1977 Priorities

Addressing the Prestonsburg City
Council for the first time since he became
mayor a month ago, Harold W, Cooley
presented at the council’s first meeting of
the vear last Thursday night an outline of
his views regarding priorities and goals
which he feels are of importance to the
continued development of the city.

Cooley was elected mayor by the
council early in December after the
resignation of William 0. Goebel, Jr.,
who gave up the post upon physicians'
recommendations. Mr. Cooley was a
council member at the time and his
position was assumed by Dr. Larry
Leslie.

Mayor Cooley said of major im-
portance to community growth is an
‘‘effective’” Planning and Zoning
Commission, ‘‘not only for the planning
of the city within its present boundaries,
but also to assume the responsibility of
the Five Mile Radius statute.”” (The
statute give the Planning and Zoning
Commission jurisdiction over land within
a five-mile radius of the city limits as to
new developments.)

“No longer is it true that what happens
outside of the city has no effect in the
city,” Cooley told the council.

The conlinued vitality of the downtown
area of the city was also placed high
among the mayor's priorities. ‘I intend
to try to influence the activation of a
downtown merchants' committee which
was appointed by Mayor Goebel last year
for the preservation and upgrading of the
downtown area as a viable shopping
area,” the mayor said. ““This must be a
combination of city government effort,
planning effort, and, most importantly,
the merchants’ effort.”

Mayor Cooley told the council it should
look into the possibility of annexation of
additional territories to the ecity,
“egpecially in the Katy Friend and
Lancer areas.” He pointed to these areas
as being largely undeveloped and said
they would '‘add growth potential
without pver stretching our provided
services.”

Other goals which Cooley mentioned
included the addition of a pump at the
flood wall here and action on three major
street. improvemenls, ‘‘as early as
possible."’ The street projects to which he
referred are the Mays Branch road, the
Court Street extension, which has
already been approved by the council,
and the Goble-Roberts entrance road. “1
have instructed the cily manager lo
contact the cily engineer to survey the
first ftwo projects with respect lo
providing installation of adequate
drainage and preparation of
specifications for bidding,” Cooley said.
**On the third project I would like Council
to approve engineering in the near
future."

The mayor also said a fire station to
replace the Highland Avenue station “is
a must.”

Cooley called this year's city budget
“‘optimistic,’’ and charged the council to
be "‘observant in the spending within this
budget."™

He called on city employees to continue
and increase efforts toward working
“more efficiently and economically.” He
specifically asked that every employee
“take better care of their equipment to
lessen repairs, to cut waste, as for
example, gasoline expense, and to make
efficien! use of their lime while working
for the city.”

Cooley said, effective as of Thursday
night's meeting, ‘‘there will be no
mayoral appointments of council
representatives to the various depart-
ments."” He said execution of department
functions will be “the responsibility of
the executive branch of this government
and his staff as set out in city ordinances
and the Kentucky Revised Statutes.”

During the council’s business session,
Councilmen Donald Nunnery and Ronald
Hager and City Manager Curtis Clark
were named to a city personnel com-
miltee. Appointed to the tax equalization
board for 1977 was Tom Lemaster, Jack
Hyden and Jimmy Joe Derossett. Joe P.
Tackett, Jr. was appointed to act as tax
assessor for 1977 upon the recom-
mendation of Cily Manager Clark, and
the couneil accepted Lhe resignation of
City Policeman Craig E. Kilgore, At the
same time, il was decided to advertise
for a patrolman to take Kilgore's place.

The city police judge's report for the
month of November showed a tolal of
$2,320 in fees collected.

Kentucky Had More Deaths
In Coal Mines During 1976

Kentucky led the nation in mine
fatalities in 1976 largely because of twin
disaslers in Letcher county—but the
number of men who died digging coal
declined both nationally and in this state
last year.

Despite the Scotia Coal Co. mine
disasters which claimed 26 lives in a
single week at Oven Fork, last March,
the number of men killed in Kentucky
coal mines dropped from 48 in 1975 to 42
last year, Frank Henderson of the federal
Mining Enforcement and Safety Ad-
ministration (MESA), said,

Henderson said nationally, coal mine
deaths dropped from 155 in 1975 to 144 last
year,

Th spokesman for the federal agency
agreed with Harreld N. Kirkpatrick,
commissioner of the Kentueky Depart-
ment of Mines and Minerals, that the
Scotia disasters may have been one
reason that fatalities in mines declined
slightly last year.

“l1 kind of felt it might have had
something to do with the Secotia
disaster,”” Henderson said. ‘‘Everytime
there was some activity at Scotia, there
was a tendency for the fatals to go
down."

He said West Virginia had the second
highest number of mine fatalities last
year with 33, followed by Pennsylvania
with 20, Virginia with 16 and Ohio with
seven.

Henderson said he believes other
factors were involved in the decrease in
coal mine deaths.

“We don’t consider it a fluke,” he said.
“We have been continually making in-
spections, and education and training of
miners has increased,” he said. ‘‘Coal
companies have been doing training, the
United Mine Workers requires com-
panies to provide so much training, (and)
the state of West Vifginia requires
training for new employes.”

Kirkpatrick said perhaps ‘‘the only
good thing that came out of Scotia’’ was
that it might have led to the decrease in
mine fatalities.

‘‘Sometimes, something like that
makes people more aware,” he said.

Had it not been for the Scotia disasters,
Kentucky’s death toll in the mines would
have been lowest since 1974, when 20 men
perished, Kirkpatrick noted.

Spurred by the Scotia disasters, the
Kentucky General Assembly adopted
coal mine safety legislation to require
mine safety analysts lo inspect mines
more frequently. The legislation also
requires periodic relraining of ex-
perienced miners. It also requires that
men entering the profession be trained
before going to work in coal mines.

Rep. Carl Perkins has promised to
reopen hearings early this year into the
cause of the two blasts at the Scotia mine.
Federal officials say it's possible the
cause of the Scotia explosions can be
pinpointed by the middle of February.

According to MESA, 640 million tons of
coal were mined in the nation in 1975. A
MESA spokesman said precise figures on
how much coal was mined last year were
not available. He said, however, the 1976
figure would be about 2.7 per cent above
the amount produced in 1975.

In 1975, about 189,000 persons were
employed in the coal mine industry, the
MESA spokesman said, compared to
about 209,000 last year,

‘Copter Pads for Hospitals
To Get State Assistance

Frankfort, Ky.—The state Trans-
portation Department's program to
provide emergency helicopter landing
pads near hospitals across Kentucky has
moved another step closer lo reality.

Transportation Secretary John C
Roberts signed a departmental policy
stalement in November providing for
stale financial assistance in the con-
struction and improvement of heliports
near hospital emergency entrances,

The average cost of these facilities is
expected to be about $10,000 each, and the
funding will be split on a 50-50 state and
local basis, Roberts added ‘‘that the 50-50
shares will be flexible, depending on the
various individual situations."

Gov. Julian M. Carroll’s 1976-'78
biennial budget provides $200,000 for the
state's share of the cost of the initial 40
heliports to be built,

The Secretary said that the goal of
KYDOT's Heliport Development
Program which will be administered by
the Division of Aeronautics is to provide
100 modern, safe-hospital helipads
during the next five years.

The heliports will be used in con-
junction with the Military Assistance to
Safety and Traffic (MAST) program
which is designed to use military
helicopters from Ft. Knox and Ft,
Campbell to transport persons in need of
emergency medical attention to medical
facilities in the shortest possible time.

Roberts pointed out that some heliports
now in existence will not require much

more than clearing the area of trees and
powerlines, or only the installation of
fences and lighting to meet safety
standards.
“These facilities will also be eligible
for the state funding assistance,"” he said.
The policy statement also says that two
or more hospitals may combine interests
and resources in a joint facility. Roberts
cited the six-hospital complex in Louis-
ville as an example of such a situation.
Roberts said that the projects will be
considered on a ‘'first-come, first-serye"
basis, excepl that he will reserve the
right to extend priority to certain
projects depending on the services
provided by individual hospitals.
Special consideration may also be
given to Velerans Administration
hospitals, prison and special service
ospitals, and emergency-oriented law
enforcement groups.

State Reduces
Welfare Errors

Frankfort, Ky.—Kentucky has reduced
its error rate in welfare payments by 36.8
percent for the six months which ended
last June. Gov, Julian M. Carroll
received the news from the US.
Department of Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW) Atlanta office.

Frank J. Groschelle, regional director
of HEW's Social and Rehabilitative
Service, noted. ‘'This is in contract to the
reduction of payment errors in Region IV
from 14.7 percent to 9.8 per cent, a net
decline of 33.3 per cent.” (Kentucky is
one of eight southeastern states in Region
Iv.)

Gov. Carroll said, ‘I am very pleased
that Kentucky remains a leader among
states in this part of the country in the
effort to cut down, as much as is humanly
possible, the error rate in payments of
Aid to Families with Dependent
Children. An underlying theme of this
administration has been to place a
premium on the most efficient uses of
state and federal tax dollars in all areas
of state government."

According to HEW figures, Kentucky
has reduced its error rate from 174
percent to 11 per cent. Current error
rates are 6.3 per cent ineligible and 11.9
per cent overpaid. The HEW notification
described the improvements in the
overpald cases as '‘a significant decline .

. from 29.4 to 11.9 is a net reduction of
59.5 per cent."

The Aid to Families with Dependent
Children program is administered
through the Bureau for Social Insurance
in Human Resources, Gail S. Huecker is
commissioner of the bureau.

Rice said he understood Leo Marcum
in Martin county, Bob Greene in Johnson
county, and Gene Wilson in Lawrence
county were interested in the job. Wilson
and Greene are Democrats and have
indicated they would accept an ap-
pointment from Carroll, Rice said.

Rice said he was holding on to the of-
fice to give Frazier some experience.

He said it was also best that he handle
the Johnson circuit court term which

begins next Monday.

“The Johnson County term is prefty
rough,’” he said. *It's the hardest docket
we've got in the three counties."

Rice said he was turning in his letter of
resignation early to give the governor
time to select the best man available as
his successor.

He said the decision to send the letter
now was made in order to give attorneys
in the three-county area enough lime to
file for his unexpired term,

When he revealed his intention to
resign last July Rice said he was step-
ping down primarily because there was
no funding for an assistant. He said the
three-county district was too much to
cover without help.

Rice said his private practice also has
built up and that he could no longer give
good service to both his private clients
and the state,

A community health nurse from the
health department will conduet an
outpost clinic at Ethel Osborne’s Store at
Bypro, Monday, Jan. 17. Clinic hours
will be from 10 to 2 p.m., and free im-
munizations, diabetes screening, blood
pressures and TB skin tests will be
available.

The weight control class held in the
basement of the health department has
been reopened. This class will meet
every Tuesday night at 7. The class is
open to the public.

Diabetes is the sixth leading cause of
death in Kentucky and the third leading
cause of blindness in the United States.
Diabetes results when the body can't
transform sugars and starches properly,
thus the amount of sugar in the blood is
abnormally high.

It is estimated that more than two
million Americans are victims of
diabetes without even knowing it, These
people are known as ‘‘Hidden Diabetics’'.
This disease is most likely to occur in
people who are over 40, people having
diabetic relatives or women who have
had a baby weighing over nine pounds at
birth, Other common symptoms of
diabetes are being overweight, con-
stantly thirsty, eating excessively, tiring
easily or finding that wounds heal slowly.

Anyone in these categories should be
tested for diabetes. The Floyd County
Health Department does diabetes
screening, free of charge, Monday
through Friday, from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.

‘Old Fashion Winter’ Hits Area

Floyd counly, as almost every
Kentucky county, has the feeling that it
has been the center of the storm.

Since snow in varying depths—from
three to five inches—piled last Sunday
onto snow that had lain from the
preceding week, business aclivities have
been at a crawl, So has the traffic. The
snow conlinued into Monday, and that
was followed Monday night by sub-zero
temperatures.

Streets here and in other towns
remained veritable sheets of ice through
Tuesday. Although main highways were
open to traffic, they are slick in spols,
and secondary roads are virtually im-
passable. The salt supply for county
roads was exhausted.

And there’s a chanee of more snow
loday (Wednesday), according to the
Wealher Bureau,

Sunday's storm missed no section of
lhe state. Even air travel out of
Bluegrass Airport, Lexinglon, was
curtailed until Monday night. State of-
fices at Frankfort closed Friday noon.

When Floyd county’s schools remained
closed today it was the 13th day missed
because of weather, and County Supt. E.
P. Grigsby, Jr. said that if they remain

closed through this week the earliest
their terms can end will be June 16,

Anticipating more of an *'old-fashioned
winter' such as this part of Kentucky has
not seen in years, Grigsby said he will
join other school heads in asking
Governor Carroll and the state’s
Congressional delegation to try to help.

“We need relief with more ‘calamity
days,’ he said, “'Under stale law we can't
have school past June 30; there are
summer college terms teachers want to
attend, and another stretch of bad
weather such as we've had sinee
Christmas could leave school systems in
a bad situation,”

Federal official help will be asked
because the Head Start Program may be
jeopardized,

Despite the wretched condition of high-
ways, nobody has been seriously hurt in
traffic mishaps in the county, State
Police said. *'Six or seven fender-benders
about told the story,'" a spokesman said.

~ Approval of Planning Council

The Kentucky Comprehensive Health
Planning Council reviewed at its
December meeting 18 applications from
Eastern Kentucky facilities. The council
approved 12, approved five with
stipulations, and disapproved one.

Projects approved in this area and
their estimated costs are:

—Morgan County Appalachian
Regional Hospital, West Liberty, to
construct an addition for offices, physical
therapy and surgical suites, $528,000.

—Elmwood Village Nursing Home,
Ashland, to convert 23 beds from per-
sonal care to intermediate care.

—Hamilton Family Care Home, Hi
Hat, to establish a three-bed family care
home,

—Blanton Family Care Home, Seitz,
Magoffin county, to establish a three-bed
family care home.

—Pineville Community Hospital, to
modernize 20 existing acute care beds,
surgical suite, recovery and intensive
care unils, $1.8 million.

—Ridgeview Nursing Home, McKee, o
construct a facility with 47 intermediate
care and 13 personal care beds, $600,000.

—Clay County Emergency Ambulance
Service, Manchester, to cease
operations.

—Colonial Chapel Funeral Home,
Harlan, to cease operation of an am-
bulance services.

—Allen Family Care Home, Middles-
boro, to establish a two-bed family care
home.

Approved with stipulations:

—Mountain Laurel Nursing Home,
Flatwoods, to construct a 120-bed in-
termediate care facility, $1.8 million,
approved with the stipulation that the
applicant must provide evidence of
linkage agreements with other area
health providers and a breakdown of
project costs.

—McKenzie Personal Care Facility,
Louisa, to construct a 31-bed personal
care facility, $150,000, approved with the
stipulation that the applicant must
supply additional information on the
financial feasibility of constructing and
operating a facility with less-than the 50

beds recommended by both the Fivco

and state plan.

—Pike County Health Care Center,
Pikeville, to construct a 120-bed in-
termediate care facility, $1.83 million,
approved with the stipulation that the
applicant specify the site for the project
and obtain linkage agreements with
other area health providers.

—Big Sandy Valley Ambulance Ser-
vice, Salyersville, to establish an am-
bulance service which conforms to state
standards, approved with the stipulation
that the ambulance services provided by
area funeral directors are to be ter-
minated.

In other business, the council:

—Approved the Fiveo-Big Sandy
Emergency Medical Services Trans-
portation Component Plan, in respect fo
the number of vehicles called for in that
plan.

—Voled to consider ambulance ser-
vices which either provide limited ser-

vices to selected clientele, or are owned
and operated by an industry for the sole
purpose of emergency transportation of
that industry's employes, as ‘'special
purpose’’ seryices which will be licensed,
but' not included in planning quotas
established in regional Emergency
Medical Services plans.

—Approved the 1976-'77 revisions to the
Kentucky State Plan for Health Facilities
Development (Hill-Burton),

The Council has adopted recom-
mendations for utilization of com-
puterized axial lomographer scanners,
equipment used in diagnostic screening
and in-depth diagnostic procedures. The
council had imposed a moratorium on
applications for such scanners until ils
study committee could submit a report
and recommendations regarding this
special technical apparatus.

The recommendations were:

—The minimum medical services of a
facility requesting a scanner must in-
clude neurology, neurological surgery,
internal medicine, opthamology and
general surgery.

—All physicians on the facility’s staff
must be board certified or eligible, and at
least one must be a qualified neuro-
radiologist, either by training or by
virtue of the fact that at least 50 per cent
of his professional time is spent in in-
terpreting neuro-radiology procedures.

—The facility must submit evidence of
the need for a scanner, and must have
performed at least 200 intracranial ar-
teriograms (examinations of arteries in
the brain), 750 isotope scans and 35,000
total x-ray procedures over a year's
time.

—New scanners may be approved
within an area developmenl district
which already has a scanner, providing
the existing scanners are being used at
sufficiently high rates. Also, applicants
for new scanners must show that
arrangements lo share use of the existing
scanner are not satisfactory.

—Projected use of the scanner would
be al least 80 percent for neuro-
diagnostic procedures.

One Man’s Disillusionment

By GEORGE L. MOORE

Herbert Pinson never did anything in
moderation, Where others avoided ex-
tremes: Herb Pinson made extremes a
way of life. He seemed always to be
ready to rush in where angels feared to
tread. 1 cannot recall when he wasn't
going from one extreme lo another

When he became a member of the Old
Regular Baptist Church, most of the
people who knew him shook their heads
in disgust. The membership of the Old
Regular Baptist Church was made up of
adult men and women who were noted for
their conservative manner of doing
things. At their services there was never
an outburst of emotion to express
feelings. But on the day that Herb was
baptized it was different. Immediately
after he was immersed he began a wild
dashing, splashing act that disgusted the
older members and delighted the small
fry scattered among the willows on the
creek bank. He began to dash about in
circles, splashing the water violently
with both hands. As he emerged in the
shallow water, he began to kick with his
feet while the congregation retreated
frmm the water's edge to avoid being
drenched by the heavy sprays of water
that filled the air. No one could
remember when the waters of Beaver
Creek had been agitated like this before.
My uncle, who was a devout member of
the Old Regulars, said, *'There is no use
for Herb to cut a shine like this.”" Sheer
exhaustion forced him fo subside.

He had not been a member of the
church but a short time until he said that
he had been called to preach. According
to Herb, he had a vision which he
described as being much like that of the
Apostle Paul on the road to Damascus.
Since he was a member in good standing
and since on one challenged his account
of his calling, reluctantly he was in-
stalled as a minister.

It was the custom in this church for the
ministers to begin their sermons in a
slow and easy manner. Herb was an
exception to the rule, He was no slow
starter; he leaped into the affair with the
zeal and fire of a Billy Sunday. He smite
the sinners, hip and thigh. He described
the awful torment that awaited those who
departed from the straight and narrow
way. He said that the life of each in-
dividual was suspended by a tiny thread
with the scorching flames of purgatory
licking about it. To listen to his sermon,
one got the impression that he
memorized the famous sermon of Cotton
Mather: '‘Sinners in the Hands of an
Angry God"”, It was a custom in this
church to sing the preacher down if his
sermon was too long. It took at least two
songs to slow Herb down. My uncle said
that the main trouble with Herb was that
he ran over loo many good stopping
places.

In the late "20’s the Klu Kluxers were
riding in Eastern Kentucky. Herb
became one of their most eifeetive
organizers. Although he was only a ten-
dollar member, when you listened to him
you got the feeling that he was at least
the chief assistant to the Imperial
Wizard. The Klan published a paper
called ““The Followship Forum.” This
paper denounced all black people, all
foreigners, and especially the Catholics.
Herb would read from this paper how the
Pope, in conspiracy with his red-capped
henchmen, was getting ready to take
over this country. After he had relieved a
new member of the $10 fee, he would
move on to another victim. After the
presidential election of 1928, the fortunes
of the Klan began to decline and today it
has faded from the rural scene.

After the advent of the New Deal in
1932, a new field of activity opened for
Herb. The United Mine Workers began to
send organizers from Pennsylvania to
organize the miners of Eastern Ken-
tucky. In the early stages, the attitude of
the operators was that of hostility against
the union. If a car or truck carrying an
organizer pulled over to the curb to talk
with the miners, a company policeman

appeared and ordered them to move on.
The only way they would talk to the
miners was to pause in the street and call
for the miner to come out and talk lo
them. Herb was one of the first to run out.
They had made no more than two trips up
and down Lhe sireet till Herb was in the
front truck urging the miners to come out

and sign up
The miners were all organized in a
short time. Herb tried his best to be

elected president of the local union. He
failed, and the best he could do was
secure a place on the mine committee.
While serving in this capacity, he was a
consistent thorn in the company’s side.
He caused considerable trouble as he was
always finding fault with almost
everything,

Finally when Herb's activities became
intolerable, the ‘coal company official
called him to the main office. The
general manager said Lo him, ""Herb, we
need a man of your ability to assist us in
the man :gﬂnnnl of the company's af-

fairs.”” He gladly accepled when they
made him an overall trouble shooter and
placed him on a monthly salary. This
meant that he was no longer a member of
the union nor did he have its protection.
His popularity ameng the miners rapidly
declined. They called him a turncoat, a
sell-out, a company suck and many other
vile things

After a few weeks had passed, Herb
was called to the office again. The coal
company officials informed him that his
employment was causing toe much un-
rest among the miners. They said that
they did not want to do it but they would
have to fire him, Since he was no longer
protected by the union, there was nothing
he could do about the matter,

Soil erosion is a result of improper land
use. In recent years in the U.S., there has
been improved control of soil erosion
from well-managed agricultural lands,
but the gains have been more than offset
by the increasing erosion resulting from
marginal or abandoned farms,
overgrazed land, improper timber
harvesting, and newly graded land
related to highway and powerline con-
struction, industrial and suburban
development, and surface mining,

Unbelievable amounts of soil are lost
each year to erosion. It has been
estimated that the rivers of the US,
carry about one billion tons of sediment
to the oceans annually. This amounts to
more than 300 tons per square mile of
land surface per year, and this does not
even include all the soil lost to wind
erosion.

Much of the loss comes from direct
earth scarring from strip mining and
construction activities. There are
currently more than four million acres
exposed in surface mining operations
and this use alone contributes about 150
million tons of sediment to the nation's
waterways. There are laws which
promaote reclamation, but the distur-
bance is so great, the laws, enforced or
not; can never compensate for at least
some erosion. There is no estimate
available for the amount of sediment
resulting from other land clearing, such
as that done for house and business
construction, but the loss is considerable.

Flooding, a natural phenomenon within
certain limits, is the other side of the
erosion coin. In mild forms, flooding is
usually nondestructive and even has the
ecological benefit of restoring the soil
fertility of bottomlands and river deltas.
Inthe Nile River system, the Aswan dam
series; built for flood control and
irrigation purpeses, has trapped
thousands of tons of fertile silt behind it.
As a result, it has been necessary to
begin an expensive crash program of
artificial fertilization to help replace the
lost nutrients.

In severe forms, floods are very
destructive, Although some severe floods
occur naturally, most of them are made
much worse by improper land use. Any
activity which removes vegetation from
the land encourages flooding and
siltation. Once the vegtative cover is
removed, the land loses its ability to
gradually absorb the water and runoff
volume and speed are greatly increased.

Norfleet Becomes
8th MSU President

Morehead, Ky.—Dr. Morris L. Norfleet
took office Monday as the eighth
president of Morehead State University
and told of his hopes for the school’s
growth and advancement.

He said during the afternoon of his first
day on the job that he would strive for
“eontinuity, adaptability and flexibility"
in his administration,

““We are going to work for continuity in
our programs while also being flexible
and adaptable in every situation,” Dr.
Norfleet told reporters al a news con-
ference. ‘"However, this concept is not
new to Morehead State University."

Nor is President Norfleet new to MSU.
He came to the school in 1962 and served
eight years as vice president for research
and development before being named
aclive interim president in July. He was
named president early in Oclober and
officially assumed office Jan. 1.

The new chief executive succeeded Dr.
Adron Doran, president since 1954, whose
retirement was effective Dec. 31.

When asked of his immediate plans,
Dr. Norfleet said he would concentrate
on getting the spring semester under way
and then turn his attention to preparing
the annual operating budget and biennial
budget.

‘'l see no administrative changes in the
immediate future,”” Dr. Norfleet said.
‘“We have outstanding young ad-
ministrators at Morehead State
University and I know we can work
together in a team effort.

Asked if his presidency would be
formal or informal, Dr. Norfleet smiled
and said:

“1 will be what I am."

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Digest of 35 New Laws

The Kentucky General Assembly,
meeling in an extraordinery session from
December 1 through December 18,
passed 35 near laws. Governor Carroll
signed most of the bills into law, and the
others went into the statutes without his
signature. None was veloed.

SENATE BILLS PASSED

SB 1—An Act relating to Voting
Machines. Allows use of supplemental
paper ballots when voting machines will
not accommodate all candidates or
public questions.

SB 2—An Act relating to State Police.
Requires five years of service before a
state policeman can be promoted to
sergeant.

SB 5—An Act relating to Deep Mine
Safety, Establishes corps of 100 deep
mine safety analysts, with powers of
mine inspectors.

SB 6—An Act relating to Sales Tax
Exemptions. Establishes sales tax
exemption for coal processing
machinery purchased for new and ex-
panded industry

SB B—An Act relating to Deep Mine
Safety. Requires training and cer-
tification of all underground miners.

SB 10—An Act relating to the Courts,
Creates a small claims court as a
division of each district court to handle
disputes of $500 or less.

SB 12—An Act relating to Louisville
Sewer Districts. Establishes $437 million
expansion program for wastewater
collection by metropolitan sewer
districts in city of Louisville.

SB 15—An Act relating to the Courts.
Defines jurisdiction of trial courts and
modifies language of New Unified Court
System.

SB 16—An Act relating to the Courts.
Repeals a law that required judicial
candidates to idenlify themselves by
political party. Not required under new
court system.

SB 17—An Act relating to Courthouse
Tax. Allows counties which have a
second class city and a courthouse
district tax to levy a county tax of not
more than 2.9 cents per $100 properly
valuation to contruet or repair their
courthouses.

SB 18—An Act relating to the Courts
Defines duties: of county judge as
executive only, without judicial powers.
Renamed official ‘‘County Judge
Executive'',

SB 20—An Act relating to the Courts.
Establishes the administrative office of
the courts. The office will serve as staff
of the Chief Justice.

SB 23—An Acl relaling to Public
Defenders. Permits public defenders to
withdraw from frivolous cases. Outlines
procedures for payment and recovery of
atlorney fees.

SB 24—An Act relating to Corporate
License Tax. Allows a parent-subsidiary
corporation to be treated as one cor-
poration- for corporale Jicense lax pur-
poses.

HOUSE BILLS PASSED

HB 2—An Act relating to Medical
Malpractice Insurance. Creales a
compensation fund to pay medical
malpractice claims against University of
Louisville,

HB 3—An Act relating to Electric
Utilities., Requires electric utilities to
charge same rate for customers inside or
outside the city.

HB 4—An Act relating to Automobile
Usage Tax. Allows trade-in value of used
car to be deducted from the retail value
of new car in figuring state auto usage
tax; effective only if federal gasoline tax
is reduced one cent and reduction is not
passed lo consumer.

HB 6—An Act relating to Wills. Allows
a $3,500 personal property exemption to a
surviving spouse who renounces his or
her spouse’s will.

HB 8—An Act relating to the Courts,
Requires district and eircuit judges to
issue all written judgments or orders in
civil actions within %0 days after case
was submitted for final action,

HB 10—An Act relating to the Courts.
Expense for prisoners be paid by unit of
government where law was violated.

HB 14—An Act relating to Capital
Punishment. Reinstates the death
penalty in Kentucky to conform with
recent U.S. Supreme Court rulings

HB 15—An Act relating to Health
Maintenance Organizations. Permits
state and local governments to offer
health maintenance organization (HMO)
coverage lo employees.

HB 16—An Act relating to the Courts.
Returns net court revenues to cities and
counties.
