Four Floyd Co.
Fail To Report

Four Floyd county candidates are
among the 400 or more in the state who
are '‘delinquent’ in filing their primary
election campaign expense accounts with
the Kentucky Registry of Election
Finance.

The Floyd list of candidales has been
submitted by John Craig, Registry
secretary, to Commonwealth’s Attorney
James R. Allen, and the candidates will
be required to clear their belated reports
through him.

Some were delayed by the flood con-
ditions. Others plain forgot. Allen ex-
pects no trouble with gaining compliance
by the Floyd county candidates.

If any candidate does refuse to file an
expense account, however, the
prosecutor could seek a court order
demanding compliance, or he could
prosecute the candidale.

The first campaign spending and con-
tribution reports were due by 4:30 p.m.—
closing time for the registry—April 23.
However, Craig said there is a five-day
“grace’’ period which expired at 4:30
p.m, last Wednesday. ““We don't want to
harass candidates,” Craig said, ‘‘we
don’t want to interfere with the political
process. We simply want to enforce the
law."

Craig said, “We aren't interested in
prosecuting anyone unless we have to."
Yesterday he said that philosophy
basically holds true. Prosecution, in any
case, is up lo each commonwealth's
attorney, But Craig feels it should be
done where candidates violated or
deliberately attempted to violate the law.

Craig feels one of the problems with the
failure to file the reports is that, in the
past, the registry has not enforced the
law. Craig explained, although the 1974
General Assembly tightened the law,
that until recently the registry's staff
was too small to enforce it,

Cyclists Seek Lodging Here
On 498-Mile-Long Trail

Efforts are currently being made to
establish an overnight hostel here to
provide lodging for bicyclists travelling
the 498-mile-long Erie-Appalachian
Bicycle Trail scheduled to open to bicycle
traffic this summer, it was learned last
week.

The hostel would be one of four which
will be located at about 50-mile intervals
along the route which will begin at
Milford, Mich., near Detroit, and join the
Trans-America National Scenic Bicycle
Trail near Pippa Passes (Knotl county),

Ken Russell, bicyele trail developer for
the Columbus Counsel of American
Youth Hostels, said it is hoped that home
hostels might be established at first, and,
later, a permanent overnight facility.

*‘We don’t expect much traffic on the
trail this summer," Russell commented,
“and we're trying to locate local bicycle
enthusiasts who might be willing to let
cyclists stay overnight on their way

through.”' Russell is also talking Lo lecal
organizations which might lease space
for a permanent facility. “All that's
needed, really, is any sort of bunk house
where cyclists can stay overnight and
maybe cook meals,"” Russell explained.

Bicycling has experienced a
tremendous growth during the past few
years and Russell said 2,700 enthusiasts
from every state in the U.S. as well as
those from 17 foreign countries passed
through the Knott-Perry county section
of the TransAmerica Trail last summer.
“It's a great sport,” said Russell, '‘and
the Erie-Appalachian Trail offers a
beautiful ride and good access to the
Trans-America Trail."

The Erie-Appalachian Trail, as most
other bicycle trails, follows smaller
“back’ roads which offer atlractive
scenery and receive relatively light
vehicle traffic;

Eleven projects under the HUD
Community Development block-grant
program worth $2,921,600, were approved
last week for the Seventh district,
Congressman Carl D. Perkins and
Senators Wendell Ford and Dee Hud-
dleston announced,

Among the projects approved were two
involving $500,000 in Floyd county.

Rep. Perkins said he was gratified that
the hard work done by the residents and
officials of the communities, in con-
junetion with his office and the senators
had been productive, but he said he was
very disappointed ‘‘becaue many
deserving projects had not been funded
on this go-round.”

In Road Dispute

A dispute last Saturday afternoon aver
bulldozing work on a roadway on Little
Paint Creek resulted in the shooting of
Larry Spencer, 26-year-old operator of
the machinery, who is in a Lexinglon
hospital with a .22-calibre bullet in his
head.

Ed Hall, Jr., 30, was jailed here by
State Detective Gary Rose and Trooper
Sizemore shortly after the shooting.
Named by Detective Rose in a warrant
alleging first degree assault, Hall
remains in jail while the oulcome of
Spencer's: wound is awaited. His con-
dition was described Monday as eritical.

Spencer, a foreman for B & B
Engineers, had borrowed one of the
firm's bulldozers to work on a roadway
off the main Little Paint road, and he and
Hall apparently engaged in a dispute
involving Hall's property. The shot was
fired, Detective Rose said, while Spencer
sat in the seal of the bulldozer.

One report says the bulldozer was in
the county road passing Hall's home. The
two men were neighbors.

County Attorney Harold Stumbo and
County Detective Sam Hale this week
questioned Ella Mae Keathley, of Mud
Creek, who is in Good Samaritan
Hospital, Lexington, apparently
recovering from a shotgun wound in her
leg.

State Justice Department Says
Organized Crime in Coal Area

John L. Smith, secretary of the state
Justice Department, says it has hap-
pened. For months now, the rumor has
been heard that the Mafia has ‘‘gone into
the coal business."”

But the Justice Department and of-
ficials in other branches of state
government are sitting tight on a report
outlining organized crime activity,
although it was completed and delivered
to Governor Carroll in March.

Smith said ‘‘high velocity action”—
meaning rapid development of coal-rich
land—has attracted criminal elements.

“Any time there's a lot of money
changing hands, the vultures descend,"
Smith said.

However, Smith, whose experience
includes work on a US. Justice Depart-
ment organized crime and racketeering
strike force in New Orleans, said
organized crime “has not obtained the
foothold here that it has in other states.
We want to make sure il doesn’t.”

Securities Director Bunnell said that
organized crime apparently surfaced in
Kentucky because it appeared that a lot
of money could be made in the energy
field.

Bunnell said the report indicated at-

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Flooded Pikeville Library Books

Brought Here to Deep-Freeze

The public libraries in Pineville and
Pikeville received extensive damage
from the recent spring floods, according
to Barbara Williams, state librarian,

Mrs. Williams estimated the damage
for both libraries to be between $130,000
lo $195,000. “This is a very rough
estimate. The mud left by the flood in
both places has ruined much of the metal
furniture in the libraries,” she said.

Mrs. Williams said the library at
Pikeville did not burn as was announced
earlier.

“The water damage was great to the
books in Pikeville,"” Howard Goodpaster,
director of records and archives, com-
mented. ‘'However, they were able to
salvage part of the valuable collection.
The books have been put in plastic bags
and sent to Prestonsburg where they
were placed in a deep-freeze unit prior to
taking them to St. Louis to be freeze-
dried."”

“"The greatest threat to wet books is the
mold that sets in within 48 hours,” he

added. '‘As soon as possible, all wet
books should be placed in an area where
the temperature is maintained at 60
degrees or less. Also fans should be used
to circulate the air.” By placing lhe
books in a tool area the mold is checked
from forming.

Mrs, Williams said she estimated the
damage to the Pikeville library to be
between $15,000 and $20,000. The library
was housed in two buildings. The library
rented one building and owned the other
which was a trailer attached to the
rented building. The trailer was com-
pletely unindated by the flood, even
though it was six to eight inches off the
ground.

The damage to the Pineville library is
between 850,000 and 875,000 to the
building and $15,000 to $25,000 to the
equipment, said Mrs, Williams.

Several members of Goodpaster's staff
were in Pikeville last week assisting with
the salvage of books and clean-up
operations.

Mother’s Day -First Observed
By Ky. Woman, 90 Years Ago

By HELEN PRICE STACY

A marker at the juniction of Green and
Center streets in Henderson tells
passersby that here in 1887 a Henderson
county woman first. observed Mother's
Day.

Mary Towles Sasseen Wilson, a
teacher, began with her pupils to
promote the idea of honoring all mothers
with a special day, and in 1893 she
received national recognition for her
efforts. The Kentucky Ilegislature
credited her with originating the idea,
and in 1914 Congress adopted the second
Sunday in May as a holiday to observe
Mother's Day.

In neighboring West Virginia, Anna
Jarvis began campaigning in 1907 for a
national observance honoring mothers,
and to promote her idea she chose the
second Sunday in May as the special day
and began the custom of wearing a
carnation.

On May 8, 1914 President Woodrow
Wilson together with Congress signed a
resolution to observe that day as
Mother’s Day. Julia Ward Howe is said to
have suggested a special day for mothers
in 1872, choosing June 2.

From the days of ““Rock me to sleep,
Mother, rock me to sleep,'’ poets have
honored mothers with their words

In Boyd county, Juanita Johnson
recalled earlier days through memories
of childhood. She recalled a rustic fence,
bright red geraniums on a window sill,
red roses, an aster bordered lane and an
old farmhouse where each night the
children, in from play, sat around the
hearth, "*Where hymns are sung at end of
day, and prayers are said at night.”

Eve Spears of Scott county remem-
bered an old superstition in her poem, *'A
Stranger to Myself.” Her mother had
said, “'Take your son upstream if you
would have good luck."”

The late poet, I. N. Phipps, used his
childhood memories to sustain him later
in life when he found the world was not
altogether a time “‘when youth lay wrapt
in a golden dream."" Resting on the banks
of Licking River in Eastern Kentucky or
Elkhorn Creek in Central Kentucky, he
wrote his poems and made pen and ink
sketches to accompany them. He wrote,

“To that dear land of story books,

O’er sunny meads and babbling
brooks,

Where happy childhood plays its part,

And where is found no breaking heart,

I often turn, because I find

Rest and solace for the mind."”

One of 13 Cars Checked
Found Faulty, Report

One of every 13 vehicles inspected in
Kentucky during 1976 was found to have
at least one mechanical defect, ac-
cording to a report released by State
Transportation Secretary Calvin
Grayson.

The Division of Inspections of the
Bureau of Vehicle Regulation reported
that 1,751,601 automobiles had been in-
spected al more than 3,000 official
stations across the state.

Although the number of vehicles in-
spected increased by 7.3 per cent over
1975, the number of rejected automobiles
was up by only four per cent.

Archie Craft, Director of the Bureau of
Inspections, credited this to the upswing
in new car sales during 1976.

On the average, inspectors found 1.5
defects for each vehicle they rejected.

As in past years, the most frequent
cause of rejection was a faulty exhaust
system. Other common defects found by
the inspectors were turn signals, tires,
tail lights, stop lights, head lights and
windshield wipers.

In ancother poem, Phipps viewed the
mother's side, this time one whose
husband and son had gone to sea and
perished. 0! a sorrowful life and a
lonely lot must that of the childless
widow be!"

Alma Robison Higbee, native of
Eastern Kentucky, once wrote, *‘My
mother was a gypsy and this is what she
said, "He who makes his pride a mantle
finds a lonely bed.'

A forgotten Kentuckian once wrote,
“No memory will ever to me be more
fair, than that of Mother combing her
long, dark hair."

Elliott county native Rufus Click wrote
many poems aboul his mother, one of the
most poignant, "'‘But Where is Ma?"" He
told about the empty log house in the hills
if he came in from school and his mother
was not at home. If he had been helping
in the fields and came to the house for
water, he first looked for his mother
When a lad and coming home from play
with neighbor boys, his first thought was,
“But where is Ma?"'

Along the same thought is the poem by
Taylor that goes,

“Who ran to help me when 1 fell

And would some pretty story tell,

Or kiss the place to make it well?

My mother."

Alexander Anderson, who died in 1909,
wrote in his poem, '‘Cuddle Doon,'
thoughts of mothers everywhere:

“The bairnies cuddle doon at nicht

Wi' mirth that’s dear to me;

But soon the big warl's cark an’ care

Will quaten doon their glee.

Carroll pointed out that he signed an
emergency regulation the morning of
April 26 directing the State Higher
Education Authority to reserve $100,000
in student aid funds for families that
have suffered financial losses from the
recent flooding in eastern and
southeastern Kentucky.

A year ago, when Republicans com-
manded HUD and the White House and
there was a presidential election just
around the corner, the heavily GOP 5th
District ended up with 66 per cent of
Kentucky's total allocation.

Public officials—mostly Democrats,
mostly outside the 5th District—
complained bitterly that politics had
entered into HUD's decision-making
process.

Rep. Tim Lee Carter, the Republican
who represents the district, just
shrugged off the criticism, rejected the
charges of ‘“‘politicking"” and wondered
why his impoverished district didn’t get
more.

This time around, however, with
Democrats back in the saddle at HUD
and the White House, the 5th District
again has scored well—nothing like 66
per cent— in landing the federal money.

“We only got 40 per cent this time,”
Carter said with a grin. **We still have a
lot of communities in our district with
severe needs. But I'm pleased and thank-
ful with what the administration has
done.”

“They've got a right good computer
down there,"” he said.

The state’s two senators, Wendell Ford
and Walter (Dee) Huddleston, pointed
out that there really is nowhere near
enough money in HUD's coffers to fill the
needs of rural Kentucky.

HUD received more than 130 ap-
plications from rural cities and counties,
which, if granted, would have come to
$150 million. The state’s share of the
grant pie, however, was only $13.2
million.

Huddleston said he was confident that
congress will continue to support the
bloe-grant program.

Ford said he was troubled by the fact
that only 20 per cent of the total federal
fund can go to nonmetropolitan areas.

‘“The program expires this year and |
believe we need to take a close look at
both the current funding level and pre-
sent distribution formula to determine
if a method can be devised to direct a
greater portion of these funds into small
towns and rural communities,” he said,

Architect Victim
In Lake Mishap

William C. Bryant, 55, Lexington ar-
chitect, died at the Highlands Medical
Center last Wednesday afternoon, less
than half an hour after he had suffered an
electrical shock while working on his
houseboat moored at the Terry Boat
Dock on Dewey Lake.

A battery charger had been placed
atop the stern drive unit of the boat, and a
110-volt line had been run to it without a
ground, it was said. Mr. Bryant was in
the water at the stern of the boat and
when he touched the metal of the stern
drive the shock occurred.

Johnson County Superintendent of
Schools Orville Hamilton and Hamilton's
brother, Doug Hamilton, were aboard the
boat at the time. When a man went to the
stricken man’s rescue the electric charge
was 50 strong that he could not reach
Bryant until the line to the charger was
unplugged.

The Hamiltons applied mouth-to-
mouth resuscitation on the scene and en
route to the hospital without success. The
architect was declared dead at the
hospital at 4:31 p.m,

Mr. Bryant had served the Johnson
County and Paintsville Boards of
Education in designing several of their
school structures, the latest of which is
now under construction at Johnson
Central High School.

An autopsy was performed, but a
report is not expected for a week.

The architect’s body was taken to the
H. R. Milward Mortuary, Lexington, and

121,150(2), which prohibits *‘solicitation
from and contributions by candidates
and party executive committees to any
religious, charitable, civie,
eleemosynary or other causes or
organizations established primarily for
the public good."

The penalties for violation of this and
other provisions of the Corrupt
Practices Act, K.R.S. 121, established in
K.R.S. 121,990(9) (10}, are a fine not to
exceed $1,000 or imprisonment for not
more than one year, or both; further, the
nomination for, or election to, an office of
any candidate who violates these
provisions shall be void.

State’s Crash Bridge Program
Mainly To Skip Floyd County

While bridge replacement in a number
of surrounding counties has been
radically stepped up by the Kentucky
Bureau of Highways in recent weeks as
part of an effort to take advantage of a $9
million federal windfall, no stich work is
planned for Floyd county, a Department
of Highways spokesman said this week.

‘“The question of which bridges will be
replaced is simply a matter of
priorities,” said Freddie Goble, chief
bridge engineer at the Dept. of Highways
district office at Pikeville. Goble ex-
plained that bridges slated for
replacement are primarily concrete
structures with weight limits in the two-
to three-ton range which receive
relatively heavy traffic, especially from
coal haulage. *‘We're replacing several
bridges of this type in Letcher,
Lawrence, Pike and Knolt counties,”
Goble pointed out, ‘'but the need in Floyd
county at this time is just not as urgent."”

Eighty-two of the 7,800 bridges on the
25,000 miles of state-maintained roads
will be replaced during the next four
years, according to A, R. Romine,
assistant state highway engineer.

State highway officials received word
of the federal money in October, 1976,
and the funds must be obligated by this
October or Kentucky could lose it.

Goble said a state funded bridge
project last year resulted in the
replacement of several county bridges,

especially in the Mud Creek area.

Bridges which will not be replaced
under the federally-funded project and
are considered sub-standard will be
inspected regularly, according to Goble,
and repairs will be accomplished through
the use of state funds. Goble said, as an
example, that the German bridge, which
crosses the headwaters of Dewey Lake at
the confluence of Buffalo and Johns
Creek, "is being inspected weekly." He
said reinforcement work on the bridge is
scheduled in coming weeks,

Kentucky's bridges are in good shape,
much better than those in many states,
Romine said. The state has had a
program for several years in which
money was earmarked for bridge
maintenance, he said, with about $9.2
million in state funds going into that
program annually.

Each of the highway districts has a
bridge engineer whose primary duty is to
inspect bridges.

State inspectors also make an annual
inspection of mest bridges in the state
system, he said.

City and county bridges are the
responsibility of local governments, but
the state assists local road departments
in watching for problems, he said.

Some think she is just a housewife, but
hers is the most difficult job of all, It is
never [inished. She is a jack-of-all trades,
excels in a dozen disciplines, needs no
signed diploma or degree, for her
professions are engraved on her heart
and reflected in the lives she fashions.

She brings
laughter, plans picnics and outings for
the family, plays games with the kids,
guides little footsteps daily, with a
listening ear for her brood. It's Mom who
reads them Bible stories and hears their
bedtime prayers, goes with them to
Sunday School more often than Dad does,
answers their questions, settles disputes
and keeps secrets, waits up at night until
the last one comes home. Mother knows
it is easier to build boys than it is to
repair men, She gives so many things
money cannol buy, things some
millionaires may never have, like faith,
trust, hope.

Mother is the one who says, '‘Run
along, honey, or you'll be late. I'll do that
job for you.” If anyone goes without new
clothes, a trip, or needed appliance,
usually it is Mother, She can juggle the
budget, stretch the dollars, concoct a
swell new dish from leftovers, design an
evening gown for Sister from old lace
curtains if funds are low, bandage the
baby’s sore thumb, mend the wounded
heart of four-year old Teddy, mentally
outline her talk for the P.T.A.—all in less
time than is needed to tell it. She can do
two or three things at once, converse with
a friend on the phone, tell Charlie where
to find his pants to wear to school, remind
Mary to brush her teeth before she
leaves, answer Dad's query—
simultaneously—and remember every
word each of them said!

Her children may feel like prisoners
growing up, fastened in by “Do’s”" and
“Don’ts.”” During their adolescence she
may seem out of date, but in later years
when they return and note the blighted
lives of some whose mothers had neo
restrictions, they are glad their Mom
did! In the process of rearing their own
offspring they glimpse the wisdem Momi
had when beseiged by '"Why, how, what,
when, where, whose, which?" They
realize how largely she molded their
minds and ideals.

Dickens attributed his passion for
reading to his mother. Lincoln gave his
mother credit for all he became. Hannah
Wesley, mother of two renowned sons,
devoted one hour weekly to spiritual
instruction for each one of her fourteen
living children. Childless Hannah
dedicated Samuel to God before he was
conceived, as she prayed for a son, It was
through the teachings of his nurse-maid
mother that Moses, adopted son of the
Egyptian princess, found strength to lead
his people out of bondage instead of
becoming heir to the throne. Eunice and
Lois, mother and grandmother of young
Timothy, shaped the life of Paul's
spiritual son and warrior of the cross.

Most mothers are down to earth,
preferring simple things, family, friends,
books, and flowers. The symphony of
their matchless lives will never be
heralded. The proponents of ERA are
deing everything they can to downgrade
motherhood and homemaking, to make
Mother feel neglected, cheated, worth-
less, unfulfilled.

“Every-individual the world over has a
valuable stake in the conservation of
natural resources. That stake is his
health, well-being, even his life,”’ Don
Wills, environmental engineer for Nation-
al Mines Corporation, said as the
speaker at a recent meeting of the
Lackey-Garrett-Wayland Woman's Club.

The ‘Unsinkable’ People

By BETTY ARCHER DAVIS

Floods bring out the best in people, and
the people of Appalachia are at their best
when we look around us to see our neigh-
bors suffering

The '77 flood will be one of life's
memories to all of us, but for me there
will be some special ones. The first urge
we all have is to do something—and
David had a building full of clothes. The
Red Cross was snowed under meeting
housing and food needs, and so they told
us, “Go do it."”

Joe Weddington had an emply
building, the City Police blocked off
parking space; we loaded the David
Child Care vans with clothes and the
Floyd County Emergency Clothing
Center was born.

We were immediately swamped with
people needing clothes—and people
donating clothes. Nearly every business
indowntown Prestonsburg did something
to help us. Abby's put their phone
number on the air for us and for several
days she and her husband coped with

.most problems we had.

Other businesses did various things;
and it was beautiful, the way racks to
hang things on just turned up—or a
broom showed up—or a neighbor washed
our windows as he washed his. We had
trucks unloading in the back and [ront,
and all sorts of confusion, but the Mat-
toon, Ill. convoy stopped and blocked
traffic. Tables came from St. Theodore’s
and the Rescue Squad, and the Sisters of
Divine Providence brought us a large
coffee pot. The Red Cross and St. Vin-
cent's Mission got the power turned on.
Presbyterian Meals on Wheels fed us
each day. The Methodist van and
minister picked up clothing daily for
people who couldn't deliver them—and
members of the various churches showed
up to help sort or straighten.

This was a beautiful example of a
wonderful bunch of Christians doing their
best—never mind what denomination it
was, they were all doing God's work
together!

We were literally flooded with clothes
and much of it came from the people here
(twelve pages of them are listed, not to
mention many who wouldn't leave their
names), Senior citizens and high school
students came to help sort clothing. Some
of our volunteers were flood victims who
saw the spot we were in and pitched in to
help. WDOC—worn out after days and
nights on the air, apologizing because
they had got an announcement mixed up;
the faithful few who never missed a day
and tried to cope with whatever came up.
One Red Cross official assured one that
disasters were always disorganized. Our
part certainly was! The problem was
that our supply and our demand were so
ever-present that we gave away tons of
clothes—our list has 900 families and at
times our record-keeping was skelchy.
We sent clothing to Martin, Mud Creek,
Drift, a tractor-trailer-load went to
Grundy, Va. Another tractor-trailer-
load, or more, was distributed in the
county by truck before we got it. Many
pick-up loads went to various places,
Clothing is still coming in, but a large
part of what we gave out came from
here—ifrom neighbors who wanted to
help. The heart of Appalachia was
coming out—and they swamped us with
their goodness. This wasn't rummage
stuff, this was good clothing, often
beautiful things, some with price tags
still on. Our people have been down so
much, they need to help and they did, in
any way they could.

Most of the flood vietims were holding
their heads up, and I'll always remember
a man going through a baby-car bed of
baby clothes, dividing them with a lady
who had a baby, and telling us he got
wiped out in 1957, 1863, was in the tornado
in Frankfort and got wiped out again in
1977. But he was smiling.

That is the heart of Appalachia, and to
see it you will know why has Appalachia
the world's greatest people,

There are so many who helped, it
would be impossible to mention them, but
I must mention a special few: John and
Charlotte, Otela, Blanche, Mary S.,
Tommy Slone, Jr., Wanda, Juanita,
Irene, Lois, Gracie, Leetha, Jerry,
Brother Tim, and his staff, the city
policemen, the Rescue Squad, the church
people, all the businesses, Brother Ed
Nadalsky from Dayton who brought a
tractor-trailer-load, the city of Mattoon,
IIl. for their 17 pickups, the gentleman
who said he was from Ypsilanti till we
found the Floyd County Times in one of
his boxes, the ordinary people who broke
our backs by pulling up every few
minutes with loads of stuff—Knott
County, Magoffin County and Floyd
County,

So
for me, any way, the 1977 (lood will bring
memories of pride in my land and my
people. And to everyone who helped, I
have to say, Thank you, and God bless
you!"

interviews with persons who suffered
loss as a result of flooding.

“We have received 688 individual and
business applicalions totaling $12.3

million that are now in processing,"
Blankenship said.

disaster loan offices have been
established, Among these are offices at
Prestonsburg Community College, the
old Pikeville High School, and at the law
aoffices of Herbie Deskins, Jr.

All offices are open, 9 a.m. to 6 p.m.,
seven days a week.

In addition, offices will be open Thurs-
days, 9 a.m. to 6 p.m., at the Martin
county courtheuse in Inez, and at Hazard
High School's new gym.

Any person whose properly was
damaged by the recent severe storms
and flooding is eligible to apply for an
SBA disaster loan.

4,000 Apply for HUD Help;
600 Homes OK’d for Repair

Jack Ingram, director of the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) Disaster Field
Office in London, Ky., reviewed last
week-end HUD's activities in
Southeastern Kentucky,

As of April 30, HUD had received more
than 4,008 applications for temporary
housing assistance. These applications
are assigned to damage assessment
inspectors whose job is to determine
eligibility of the application and if
eligible, what type of HUD program is
needed.

To date, nearly 600 homes have been
approved for the Minimal Repair
program (MRP), Repair contracts for
more than 200 homes which can be made
livable and safe with a few basic repairs
have been awarded.

Regarding mobile homes, Ingram
stressed that ‘‘mobile homes are used as
temporary housing as a last resort. Not
everyone who applies to HUD for help
will live in a mobile home. Where
possible, existing resources and MRP
are used to provide temporary housing
assistance.”

Field Offices are located at Pikeville
College, Belfry, Inez and Hazard.

Engagement Announced Mud and Destruction

Are Signs of Flood

First, you hear it. No matter where you
twirl the dial on your car radio, it's the
same. Broadcasters hoarsely in-
terrupting other, regularly-scheduled
programs to repeal, over and over again,
the locations of food distribution points
and disaster relief centers . . . warning
sightseers lo stay away.

And then, almost without warning,
you're there. Trash and barely-
recognizable articles of clothing festoon
the tops of forty-foot trees. A grey, dusty
haze blankets the streets ahead. The mud
and the dust is everywhere. And
everyone seems to be washing, cleaning,
sorting and throwing something away.

Although more than a week has passed
since the Cumberland and forks of the
Big Sandy River boiled over their banks
to inundate entire towns in their path, it’s
eagy to imagine whal those first terrible
hours must have been like,

The signposts are still there.

Just north of Pikeville, Vaughn Syck
watches wearily as a crew of seven state
highway workers clear debris from
around his parents' house. If you look
closely enough, some of that debris still is
recognizeable as chairs, kitchen ap-
pliances, knick-knacks and clothing.

Vaughn's son was pleading with his
father to salvage a child's pedal car half-
buried in the mud.

And Vaughn's house? With a wave of
one sweat-stained hand, he points at a
row of concrete blocks sticking through
the mud. ““That's where my own house
trailer was. They haven’t found it, yet,"
he adds,

Eugene Carver, a truck driver with the
state highwaymen helping Syck, has
never seen anything like it,

He, along with a large number of other
highway crewmen brought into the area
from Carter County to assist in the
cleanup operation, has “been helping
folks every day, now, from daylight to
dark for almost a week." They have no
idea, yet, when the job will be finished,
and they can return home.

Gail Mullins, state highway engineer at
Pikeville, said that the only reason his
men weren't working around the clock
was because the town hasn't been able to
turn its street lights back on yet.

“But, we have been working 10-11
hours-a-day, seven-days-a-week, trying
to get things cleaned up,"” he said.

You hesitate to ask Mullins how he
fared in the flood. But, as you watch him
and his men helping others, you wonder.
Someone mentioned that Mullins and
some 20-25 of his personnel were among
those washed out by the flood.

At Pineville, one of the areas worst hit
by the rampaging flood waters, the tell-
tale, high water mark is still plainly
evident, 15 feet above street level in the
downtown area.

The once-green courthouse lawn is a
sea of river mud, and a trailer, without
its tractor, kneels crookedly in a three-
cornered stance at the foot of the court-
house steps.

A highway crew from Somerset mans a
street cleaner circling the downtown
streets, futilely trying to keep the
choking dust at a minimum.

And for truck driver Stan Rutledge,
loader operator Phil Fisher and other
members of a highway crew brought in
from neighboring Knox county, it's been
seven long days of moving mud and trash
with no end in sight.

Mack Arthur Blevins lives at Dizney
and is a member of both the Harlan
County maintenance crew and the local
National Guard unit. He has been on the

scene al Harlan since (he earliest
evacuation efforts

First, with the Guard. Then, when Gov.
Julian M. Carroll ordered state highway
maintenance crews into the area to
relieve the Guard, Blevins simply
‘‘changed hard hats'' and stayed on at
Loyall.

At the height of the effort, over 300
state highwaymen, from district offices
at Jackson, Lexington, Somerset Man-
chester, Pikeville and Flemingsburg
were involved in the relief and clean-up
task.

About 100 dump trucks and almost 50
pieces of heavy equipment, such as
bulldozers and road graders, were also
brought into the area.

““We are also using some of our county
maintenance facilities as sorting houses
for people's possessions,'’ state Trans-
portation Secretary Calvin G. Grayson
said.

All four district offices at Pikeville,
Manchester, Jackson and Somerset also
were pressed into service as com-
munications centers, and state barn and
repair garages in Bell county were
converted to house displaced persons
there.

Grayson also opened seven vacant
houses—rent free—located on highway
rights-of-way to families in need of
shelter in Pike County.

The homes had been purchased some
time ago to make way for future road
improvements.

Now, however, single families chosen
by the office of Pike County Judge Wayne
T. Rutherford are being allowed to live in
the houses on a temporary basis.

The ARC and FEastern K entucky

(First in a series of three articles
reviewing the region's plight and what
has been, or may be, done, to solve its
problems.)

By MAC HARRIS

What does Appalachian Kentucky want
for itself? State ARC people hope the
area's citizens will help answer that
question at a series of public meetings
held in each of the Appalachian area
development districts last month.

What is ARC? What has it meant to
Appalachian Kentucky, and what will it
mean in the future”

Eastern Kentucky, the epitome of
Appalachia—called '‘The Other
America’’ by Michael Harrington in his
1960 book by that title—suffered greatly
in comparison to the rest of Kentucky
and the nation 20 years ago. By 1960 it
was clear thal poverty was becoming a
way of life and the future for many Ap-
palachian Kentuckians.

The Appalachian Regional Develop-
ment Act passed by Congress in 1965
helped change that sad outlook.

“*Since 1965 the population trend away
from Eastern Kentucky has reversed,"
said Kentucky Development Cabinet
Secretary William L. Short. '‘The
average per capita income has in-
creased, employment has increased, and
there are significantly fewer persons
with below-poverty-level incomes.”

“Eastern Kentucky would not have
made the progress that it has without the
Appalachian Regional Commission,"’
Short said, “‘It hasn't solved all our
problems there—far from it. Ap-
palachian Kentucky was so far behind—
and it still isn't up to—the rest of the
state, but ARC has to receive a large
share of the credit for the progress we've
made.”’

The ARC is a unique partnership
between local and state governments and
the federal government.

“ARC is the best example of state and
federal cooperation there is,” Short said.
“Unlike other federal programs, the
states are full partners."

ARC policy and priorities are deter-
mined by the 13-member governors and a
federal co-chairman, with much of the
input to the governors coming from their
states’ local development distriets.

Why was such a program for the
nation's eastern mountains undertaken?
Isolation—the mountainous terrain had
virtually cut off Appalachia from
America's social, economic and cultural
mainstream,

The commission was created in a time
of crisis for the region. Because of the
expense of building roads in the moun-
tains, little industrial development had
occurred in Appalachia. The existing
roads were poor, making it difficult for
residents to keep up with the outside.

Only coal had provided jobs fer Ap-
palachian residents before the 1950's;
mechanized farming methods had made
the small farms of the region un-
competitive with larger producers in
flatter lands.

But the demand for coal began to
diminish after World War II, and new
mine technology put even more miners
out of work. Local governments, with no
tax base, could not provide necessary
social or utility services. With no work
available, young people left the region in
droves during the 50's to search for jobs
and a better life.

Appalachian states were left with an
economic problem they could not solve
alone—communities in the region could
tax only a small percentage of the
diminishing population, and the ones

they could not tax demanded more and_

more services as their plight increased.

That was the situation when the Ap-
palachian Regional Development Act
was passed. Appalachian states’
governors had begun to work around 1960
to find a solution to their problem, and
the Appalachian Regional Commission
established by the 1965 law was the
result.

The first step was access to the region.

“The reason the Appalachian highway
program has been so impertant to us,"
Short said, "is that little more than 15
years ago Eastern Kentucky did not have
one highway adequate for economic
development transportation require-
ments. We've come a long way.”

After ten years of ARC, over halfl of the
nearly 2500 miles of highways planned
for Appalachia were completed or under
construction.

In Kentucky, by 1975, nearly 275 of the
total 422 miles of the Appalachian
Program highways were completed or
under construction. Together with the
state's Mountain Parkway and Daniel
Boone Parkway, and Interstates 64 and
75, they opened Eastern Kentucky for
industry, and the region's people no
longer are so limited in their social and
cultural lives,

As the new highways provided access
and stimulated growth in Appalachian
Kentucky, ARC was investing money in
other projects—water and sewer im-
provement, health care, vocational
education, child development, housing,
community facilities and energy and
environment projects.

Although ARC officials quickly admit
the commission is not without problems
and that not all of the program has been
successful, they also claim great sue-
cesses—both in the program and in the
state-federal partnership.

So while Eastern Kenlucky is still a
long way behind, each time Lhe sun rises
over the Appalachian Mountains, Ken-

tuckians there are a little better off—
“largely due to ARC," says Secretary
Short

Sewage Treatment Plants and Collector Lines
The required planning is being done throughout the County to qualify for federal funds. To dafe,
all RURAL AREAS are at the BOTTOM in the federal priority system. Not ONE dollar is
available right now for these projects in Floyd County.

Without federal assistance, sewage treatment by conventional methods would cost each of you
at least $30 per month. Federal dollars will be necessary to accomplish this task.

Revenue Sharing Funds

During the first two years of Revenue Sharing, Floyd County received only $212,168 per year. At
my request Congressman Perkins arranged for James Allen (County Attorney) and myself to
meet with the Washington Revenue Sharing Office people in Washington.

Result: Our annual revenue rose to $363,704 per year, plus a $258,000 check for adjustment over
the first two years. This one conference has been worth $875,000 to Floyd County.

Our Floyd County Magistrates all know that Revenue Sharing Funds must be spent within two
years of being received. These funds cannot lie idle in financial institutions.

Manpower Programs

Coal Haul Roads

Our economy depends on hauling coal. At present neither the State of Kentucky nor any of its
Eastern Counties can maintain the roads needed to support our coal industry and have the
roads in a condition that is suitable for all of our Citizens.

Many consumers have been attracted
or persuaded by advertisements which
declare, “‘Thousands of fabulous jobs are
opening up . . . Lel us qualify you for a
high paying, prestigious career . . . All
you need is ambition to secure the job of
your dreams . . . and only $10 down . . .
sign here . , ."

Unfortunately advertisements of this
type often mislead consumers into in-
vesting in an illegitimate private
vocational or trade school'that results in
a great loss of both money and time.

If you are considering enrolling in a
private vocational or trade school,
consider the following:

Comment

First, obtain the school catalogs or
brochures. Study these carefully, be sure
to note the educational objectives.

—Consider the advertising. The school
should be honest in its advertising and
promotional activities, including
“honest’” salespeople. Remember, an
honest school does not pressure its clients
into signing the contract. Look carefully
at the “enrollment application”—is it
really a contract that will obligate you to
pay money to the school?

—Check for a reasonable tuition
collection and refund policy. Make sure
you understand it. Many schools require
you to pay in full for the course if you
attend 50 percent of the course or more.
Thus, if the course is 2 years long, and
you only attended one year, you may
have to pay for the entire remaining
year.

Second, obtain further evaluation of
the school's courses and service through
visiting the school and contacting present
and former students and graduates.

Third, secure information concerning
job opportunities available through state
employment agencies, prospective
employers and professional counselors.
Beware of schools that guarantee em-
ployment. Some schools fail to keep their
“promise.” Check the value of the
schools ‘‘placement services'' by
checking with school graduates.

Last, carefully read and understand
the contract before you sign. Never sign
any contract unless you intend and ex-
pect to live up to its obligations. Avoid
oral promises suggesting that you can
break the contract. Remember, even if
you only have to make a small down
payment, with the Federal Government
loaning you the rest of the tuition,
eventually you will have to pay the loan
off! This will be due whether or not you
finish the course. Also don't sign
anything until you have taken time to
consider the offer.

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Red Cross Aid
Is $4,358,550
In Kentucky

John McGraw, manager of the Ken-
tucky Division American Red Cross,
reported this week that 8,673 families
have been assisted al various Red Cross
centers in Southeastern Kentucky since
the April 4 flood waters inflicted heavy
damage.

In the four-state affected area of
Kentucky, West Virginia, Tennessee and
Virginia, 16,864 families have registered
for assistance, and the final registration
total will probably surpass 19,000
families according to Red Cross officials
in the area.

Red Cross financial commitments to
the disaster victims have now reached
$6,894,000. By far the greatest ex-
penditure 1s in Kentucky where $4,358,550
has been committed.

Red Cross dollar commitments in the
other three states are as follows: West
Virginia $1,619,130, Virginia $847,000,
Tennessee $69,320.

The largest expenditure $4,130,157 has
been for food, new clothing, and other
essentials needed by families in their
recovery. A total of $2,394,615 has been
spent on household furnishings for those
families that have been able to return to
their homes. Another $317,746 has been
spent on mass care which includes all
emergency feeding in Red Cross
shelters, cots, blankets, and other
commodities needed for the comfort of
the victims in the early days of the
operation. Medical and nursing
assistance has totaled $42,209.

The 47 Red Cross mass care centers,
where a cumulative total of 7,615 victims
were housed, have now been closed.
These facilities were made available to
Red Cross by boards of educations,
religious institutions, municipalities, and
other civic institutions.

Hundreds of volunteers are sup-
plementing the relief efforts of over 350
Red Cross staff assembled from
throughout the Eastern United States.

Mr. McGraw said ‘'Early in April those
of us at the disaster site projected our
disaster commitments in the Appalachia
area would come to about $10,000,000.
Based on our reports to date, it looks like
that figure is going to be realistic. Cash
contributions are needed to make sure the
needs of the victims are met. Those who
can help should send a donation to their
local Red Cross Chapter or to the Ken-
tucky Division American Red Cross P. O,
Box 1675 Louisville, Kentucky 40201 and
mark their check for “flood victims."

$475,000 Funding
For Cleanup OK’d

The U.S. Department of Labor has
granted $475,000 for hiring workers to
clean up flooded eastern Kentucky
counties.

The funds provide 253 jobs in the 15
counties hardest hit by the floods. The
grant will be administered by the
Eastern Kentucky Concentrated Em-
ployment Program (EKCEP), the prime
sponsor for employment grants in the
eastern counties.

“I'm grateful for the speedy response

toour request for this federal aid to clean
up our flood-ravaged counties,” Gov.
Carroll said. ‘““This money will allow
many Kentuckians now unemployed to
provide for their families while per-
forming a needed service to their com-
munities.”

Department for Human Resources
Secretary Peter Conn secured the special
flood grant at the request of EKCEP
Director Virgil Osborne, whose central
office in Hazard was severely flooded.
Most of the agency's records were
destroyed.

Human Resources, working in
cooperation with the Department of
Labor in Washington, applied for the
special jobs grant April 20, Formal ap-
proval of the funds arrived last Wednes-
day and 90 per cent of the 253 job slots
have been filled, Osborne said,

Strict procedures normally involved in
grant application were waived in view of
the crisis situation, according to Dave
Lollis, federal-state coordinator for
human resources. Some restrictions
concerning the eligibility of job ap-
plicants have also been lifted, Lollis said.

The special flood grant is part of the
Comprehensive Employment and
Training Act, administered by EKCEP in
22 Eastern Kentucky counties. The funds
will be used to hire workers to rebuild
public as well as some private facilities
destroyed or damaged by floodwaters
early this month.

The 253 jobs are to be distributed ac-
cording to the extent of flood damage in
each of the 15 counties in the disaster
area.

Influenced Plants Differently

Some of the flowering dogwoods, even
though within the same neighborhood or
area, have produced only sporadic color
this spring.

The guestion as to why is explained
by Robert McNiel, UK extension hor-
ticulturist, as possibly being due to
genetic or plant location differences.

““The plants with reduced color had
their outer bracts killed by the winter
cold and the inner bracts slightly
damaged,” McNiel said. The bract is a
modified leaf that grows at the base of a
blossom, such as is normally produced
by the dogwood, it was explained. As a
result a dogwood that was in an un-
protected area was more likely to have a
reduced color oulput.

“Plants showing good color were
usually found in protected areas—or they
may be one of the cultivars which have
been selected for increased hardiness,"
McNiel stated.

But while the extreme winter weather
did do severe damage to some plants, il
enhanced the flowering and development
of others.

He described the flowering dogwood
and the southern magnolia as plants
which have marginal cold hardiness in
Kentucky and thus can be injured by
severe weather, such as experienced this
past winter. He noted while the flowering
dogwood had bracts damaged by the
cold, the southern magnolia suffered leaf
damage.

‘“The southern magnolias are starting
toleaf out and the next few weeks will tell
the extent of the winter damage,” the
horticulturist said. He advised that any
green leaves still remaining on a
magnolia not be removed. “It is
recommended that even slightly
damaged green leaves should be left on
the plant so that it is not placed under any
greater stress,” McNiel said.

Noting the winter damage in the case
of the dogwood and magnolia, McNiel
said, '‘it may sound as if the cold weather
can only be a problem, That is probably
true if the plant is not hardy enough for
the particular area in which it is located.
However, cold temperatures are
beneficial to many of the plants that are
adapted to the colder areas.”

He said many such plants require a
certain amount of cold temperatures for
maximum floral bud development. “‘If
one of these plants is influenced by only a
limited quantity of cold, then only a few
flowers may open and set seed,” he
observed, noting if such plants are ex-
posed to cold weather for a longer period
of time, more flower buds are promoted,
giving a greater abundance of flower
buds and probably a heavier seed set.

Another possible reason for heavy
flowering and fruiting could be a reaction
from the weather of the previous vear.
He said frosts during April and May in
1976 killed many flowers and thus
reduced the amount of fruit for that
year—such as was the case with apples.
The horticulturist pointed out the
reduced fruit set encourages heavier
flowering the following year.

“Since this past winter was cold for
such a long period of time, many of the
landscape plants that are adapted to
northern areas are flowering in whal
appears to be record quantities,”” McNiel
observed. ‘‘The spring flowering maples,
crabapples and wildflowers are exam-
ples of this." He noted the maples have
developed large quantities of seed this
spring—and so far the crabapples ‘‘have
presented a very splendid floral
display,'’ as have the wildflowers.

In summary, McNiel said cold tem-
peratures are thus of great benefit to

some plant varieties, but in doses such as
pecurred this past winter can be very
damaging to others. The extreme cold for
such a long period probably caused
damage to even the hardiest of plants in
many instances because the normal
winters are not of prolonged severity.
“But Mother Nature hasa way of being
kind to her plants, even under ex-
tremes—and a lot of the plants that were
affected probably have only suffered a
temporary setback,' he concluded

Welfare Workers
To Get Training
To Reduce Error

Kentucky welfare workers will be
trained to gel more accurale and com-
plete information on medicaid clients to
reduce payments to ineligible recipients,
Gail Huecker, commissioner of the state
Bureau for Social Insurance, said last
week

That is part of a corrective aclion plan
submitted to the {ederal Department of
Health, Education and Welfare recently,
along with figures on how many
erroneous payments occurred in Ken-
tucky between April and September,
1976, she said.

Another part of the plan, she said, is to
check more extensively before a client is
approved for Medicaid benefits to make
sure he is not receiving similar benefits
from other sources.

“If a person has private medical in-
surance we'll make sure that pays before
the Medicaid is paid,"” Mrs. Huecker
said.

The national survey, released last
Thursday, indicates the federal and state
governments are paying $1 billion a year
to ineligible recipients in two portions of
the Medicaid program.

The report gave the amounts each
stale paid to ineligible recipients during
the six months studied and the percent of
error found.

In Kentucky, the amount was $698,000
and the error rate 9 per cent. Among
surrounding states, Ohio paid $25,730,000
for an error rateof 17.4 per cent; Virginia
$4,556,000, 7.1 per cent; Tennessee
$1,552,000, 5.3 per cent, and Indiana
$1,323,000, 2.1 per cent. West Virginia's
reporl was incomplete.

Mrs. Huecker noted that while Ken-
tucky has the second-highest error rate
among those states, the amount
erroneously paid out was the lowest.

The reason, she said, is that Kentucky
““has less people institutionalized,
because of our commitment to keeping
people in their own homes."

It costs less per client to care for people
at home, she said. *'It is the most cost-
beneficial way, as well as providing a
more meaningful way of life for the in-
dividual "

During my term in office the Floyd Fiscal Court has purchased two
new graders, two dump trucks, two bulldozers, one backhoe, one tractor trailer to
haul the equipment. This equipment was bought out of the coal severance tax money,
also this equipment is shared among each district. The Fiscal Court paid $37,500.00 for
the land for the Mini Park at Minnie, Ky. for Dist. 3. The right of way has been bought
from C. and O. Railroad for the new Cushaw bridge at Printer, Ky. During my term of
office | have blacktopped two and one tenth miles of the Frazier Creek road which
cost $100,883.45. The Salisbury Road blacktopped two and one tenth miles, the cost
$82,500.00. Weeksbury road .6 of a mile, $12,000.00; Arkansas road has been resur-
faced with the help of the Kentucky State Highway Department. The Floyd Fiscal
Court bought the land for the new Floyd County Park at Allen, Ky., and the work has
now begun on it.

The above was all paid for out of the coal severance tax money. In the new Fiscal
year 1977-78 Floyd County will be allotted $256,000.00 in severance tax money.

A final version of the bill was passed by
the house Friday.

A companion measure is moving
through Lhe senate energy committee,
When the Senate passes its bill, dif-
ferences will have to be worked out in a
House-Senate conference.

Committees in both chambers have
made their own modifications.

“We'll have to wait and see whal
happens there," said Begley. *'It's a little
too early to see what the final Lhing is
going to look like.

“They've sure got plenty of lime left to
gut it,”" he said.

Changes already made that would
especially affectl Kentucky include a
temporary exemption from the law for
small and medium-sized operations and
a relaxation of restrictions on the
mountaintop removal method of strip
mining.

A Senate energy subcommittee ap-
proved a 2'2 year exemption from all
provisions of the bill for mining
operations producing 200,000 tons of coal
or less per year.

Coal operators’ representatives have
said the exemption would affect up to
half the operations in Eastern Kentucky
and could save many from going out of
business.

But Begley said the exemption would
only extend the damage to the en-
vironment. “‘It’s just going to be 212 more
years,” he said.

“We don't need to revise the law to suit
their economics. They have to revise
their economics to suit the law. That's
the American way,” he said. “If they
haven't got it they go out of business. If
they have it they get to stay in. They
don't need to be subsidized."

As for mountaintop removal, Begley
said its effects will depend on how
strietly it is controlled.

Coal operators, and Natural Resources
Commissioner John Witt, have said that
in many cases, in the steep hills of
Eastern Kentucky, coal can be mined
with less environmental disruption by
mountaintop removal than by contour
mining,

One advantage of mountaintop
removal, said Begley, is that ‘‘they could
save the topsoil.”

But currently, he said, “‘they don't. It's
taken over and dumped in a hollow fill
first of all. It winds up underneath
everything.

‘‘Mountaintop removal, like every
other type of mining, requires a lot of
pre-planning, which they very seldom
do," Begley said.

Coal interests are still irying to get rid

“of a provisions in the legislation that

requires full restoration of mined land,
including elimination of highwalls—the
bare cliffs left when the mining is
through.

Begley said ‘'there is some merit to that
(opposition). There is an angle of repose
for different materials.

“For the sandstone and shale, the stuff
that is worked in Eastern Kentucky,
there is an angle of repose of about 26
degrees.”

If the material has to be piled up more
steeply than that to cover the highwall
and restore the contour of the mountain,
he said, ‘‘you may have a slide.

“If it came down to me to choose
between having a slide or having a little
highwall left 1'd pick the latter," he said.

Though he agrees with the operators on
that point, Begley said, ‘‘their objection
is because it costs more to do. It's a lot
easier to sling it off to the side.

“‘My objection is that if you pile it up
there (steeply enough to cover the high-
wall) a few years later it could come
down on somebody’s house,” he said.

Kentucky Afield

Spring is when a camper, hiker or
fisherman might encounter voung wild
animals in the woods. The first impulse,
in many instances, is a desire to “adopt"
the baby skunk, raccoon, fawn or other
creature.

But the besl course of action, according
to Joe Bruna, fish and wildlife's director
of fame management, is to leave baby
animals, even those seemingly ‘‘or-
phaned,” where they are.

Although this advice may at first
glance seem hard-hearted, it is actually
Kinder in the long run for both the animal
and the humans involved, Bruna says.

First, the baby animal may not be
orphaned at all. A fawn, for example,
that seems all alone in the big woods
probably has an anxious mother waiting
nearby, but she will not show herself
while a human is in the vicinity.

Second, the care and feeding of a young
animal is demanding and complicated,
so most of those taken from the wild will
die unless they are given the expert care
that only a knowledgeable person can
provide.

And if the animal does survive past
infancy, other problems arise. Unlike
dogs or cats, which have been
domesticated for centuries, wild animals
seldom lose their “‘wild"’ nature. An adult
deer, particularly a buck, can be ex-
tremely dangerous, and a raccoon, even
one raised in the house, starts thinking he
can whip anybody in the family when he
gels to weigh about 25 pounds—and he’s
right

Wild animals raised in captivity can
seldom be returned successfully to the
wilds, creating the problem of what to do
with an unmanageable adult fox, rae-
coon, skunk or deer. Often the animal
must be destroved, since it is almost
impossible to get zoos to accept wild pets.

Then there's the problem of disease,
Wild animals can carry and transmit to
man several diseases, the most serious of
which is rabies, Often, an animal which
allows itself to be captured is diseased, so
any animal which does not show a nor-
mal fear of man or displays signs of
distress should be left strictly alone.

Skunks are particularly dangerous,
since they can carry the rabies virus for
six to eight months before symptoms
appear. Even a skunk bought from a pet
store and certified disease-free could
develop rabies months after it is pur-
chased.

Skunks and foxes probably represent
the most common reservoirs for rabies in
the wilds, although virtually all mam-
mals are capable of carrying this disease
and transmitting it to man. The danger of
rabies, by itself, is reason enough to
leave wildlife in the woods.

Finally, there's the legal aspect. To
keep wildlife as pets, a permit from the
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources is required, and a permit will
be granted only for those animals taken
during the open season for that par-
ticular species or for animals obtained
from pel stores or other legal sources.

Without a permit, the animal is subject
to confiscation and the owner can be

fined. A conservation officer, upon ap-
plication for a permit, will check to see if
the animal was obtained legally and if
the facilities for keeping it are sanitary
and of adequate size, The officer will also
make periodic checks to make sure the
animal is being well cared for.

So for both animals and people, the
best course of action is to leave wildlife in
the wilds. Although the impulse to adopt
a wild creature can be great, it's better to
enjoy birds and animals in their natural
surroundings instead of subjecting both
them and you to unnecessary hardships.

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They (Eof Out of Hon_le ‘Rut’
By Helping Flood Victims

“You kind of gel into a rut at home
You work and work and work, but nobody
appreciates it. You ask yourself, "What
have I accomplished? Is it worth it?’
Then you come here and see a siluation
like this."”

Judith Douglas is one of more than
1,000 employes of the state Department
for Human Resources who volunteered lo
help eastern Kentucky flood vietims. She
and colleague Dorothy Richards,
residents of Scottsville in Allen county,
volunteered to help staff the disaster
relief center in Pikeville,

Like all of the 1,000 volunteers, they
received no promise of extra pay or
special privileges for their work. Many of
the volunteer employes left their families
on short notice. Most turned in 15-20 hour
days in less than ideal conditions.

“i“We left home not knowing what lo
expect or how long we’d be here," Miss
Douglas said. ““We spent the first night on
Army cots in the chemistry lab at
Pikeville College, where there were only
three sinks for 24 women."

Their predicament that night was
relatively serene, compared to whal
followed. Pikeville's water supply was
shut off the day after the women moved
to cluttered third-floor rooms in a men'’s
dormitory at the college.

*“We averaged aboul two hours of sleep
the first two nights,” they said. “‘After
hauling our belongings up three flights of
stairs, we had to move junk out of rooms
which had no screens on the windows.
After awhile, we actually had to stop and
try to remember what day it was."

When asked whether they were anxious
to return to their families, Douglas and
Richards preferred to talk about the
valuable ‘‘education™ they were
receiving and the "‘tremendous’’ spirit of
the people they were serving.

“You keep your enthusiasm because of
these people,” Douglas said. "They
really appreciate everything you try to
do for them. We’ve got a home to go back
to; they don't. We can bundle up and go
home—dust off our shoes and sleep in a
clean bed. These people’s troubles have
probably just begun.”

When the disaster centers closed on
Tuesday, April 19, several state offices
relocated in more convenient locations,
in or near downtown areas of towns
struck by the flooding. With rein-
forcements on the way and a general
decrease in the number of applications
for relief, many Human Resources
volunteers have returned to their
families. Most were eager to go home,
but many said they intend to return to the
disaster areas.

As they prepared to return home,
Douglas and Richards recalled their
experiences. ‘'l asked a man, ‘Where do
you start?’ * Douglas said. “*He said you
start with a pick and a shovel."
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“Dorothy forgot her toothbrush, so we
tried to find one the first morning,” she
said. “We pulled up in front of a small
market where a young man was oulside
cleaning up. He told us he might have a
toothbrush, if it hadn’t been washed
away. He went in and came back out
grinning from ear to ear, but he refused
to accept payment for (the toothbrush),

“*As he handed the toothbrush to
Dorothy, he said, ‘No, ma’am, if you'd
lost as much as I have the last nine days,
one toothbrush isn't going to make that
much difference.” Of course," Douglas
said, “we all cried.”

In Pineville, where flood waters
reached the second-floor level in most
homes and businesses, Jim Roberts
directed a crew of Human Resources
volunteers who often worked late into the
night unloading truckloads of donated
supplies

“We don't have any control over when
the trucks come in,”" said Roberts,
assistant director of community services
for the department. “'If someone comes
from Michigan with a load, we can’t tell
them to wait until we get ready to unload
it, We've unloaded at 3:00 or 4:00 in the
morning. The biggest truck we had
carried something like 15 tons of just
canned food on it, It took us from 9:00
until midnight to finish."”

Roberts coordinated the operations of
80 volunteers from the federal disaster
center at Ward Chapel School, five miles
south of Pineville. Home deliveries and
an extensive supply of food and clothing
at the center enabled the volunteers to
serve more than 2,000 families during the
first week after the floods.

Jack Nugent, coordinator of the
Federal Disaster Assistance Ad-
ministration's Harlan office, said his
staffl included at least 14 volunteers,
assisting with registration, reception and
exit interviews.

“Many of these flood victims have lost
their jobs, so they may be registering for
unemployment benefits for the first time
in their lives, We have a system set up
here where, within a matter of hours, we
can give them a check so they can ge
down Lo the post office and actually pick
up their food stamps,” Nugent said.

Paul Simpson, a co-supervisor of food
stamp, family grant and unemployment
insurance operations in Harlan, com-
mended the volunteers from Human
Resources. ‘I think the biggest sacrifice
made by our employ volunteers was that
many of them had family and friends
coming in for the Easter week-end. Some
had already asked for leave. They gave
all that up to come here, even though
they were not assured of any com-
pensation,” he said.

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State Law Requires
Septie Tank Cleaners
To Get Bond, License

Septic tank cleaning services may be
operating in Kentucky withoul bonding
and licensing required by state law. And
according to reports received by con-
sumer health officials in the Department
for Human Resources, the unlicensed
tank cleaners could cause health
hazards.

“An unlicensed septic tank cleaner
could do damage to septic systems and
may not dispose of waste products
properly,” Don Dixon, sanitation branch
manager of the Division of Consumer
Health Protection, said.

“Consumers may have no recourse if
improper cleaning methods used by
unlicensed persons result in property
damage," Dixon said.

Licensed septic tank cleaners must
post a $1,000 bond before they can
operate in Kentucky. The bond covers
any property damage which could occur,
Dixon explained.

“Consumers should ask a septic tank
cleaner for proof of licensing in Ken-
tucky,” said Dixon. Law requires the
license number to be painted on the
operator’s vehicle.

“Persons licensed and bonded in
Kentueky are held accountable for their
procedures and disposal of waste,”
Dixon said. ‘‘Unlicensed or ‘fly-by-night’
operators, on the other hand, may not use
hygenic methods and could be dumping
septic waste improperly."”

Dixon noted that anyone questioning
whether a cleaning service is licensed
should contact the nearest local health
department.

Kentucky’s $1.2 Million
To Help Ashland Facility

Ashland, Ky.—Kentucky Commerce
Commissioner W. Terry McBrayer
announced Friday that the state will
provide $1.2 million for establishment of
a convention center and Appalachian
cultural park here.

““The state Convention Center Advisory
Board is happy to approve the request of
the Greater Ashland Area Cultural and
Economic Development Foundation for
$1,259,600 for this project,"” McBrayer
said at a news conference.

“The state feels that the park and
convention center complex will help
provide entertainment and employment
opportunities for the people of the area,”
McBrayer added.

Total cost of the Ashland project—the
state grant represents a 50-50 matching
fund—will be $2.4 million. It will include
a convention center, designed to ac-
commodate large meetings of civic and
other groups, and an amphitheatre.

Perkins Sees Opportumty
To Improve School Situation

his “‘whole-hearted
" in solving school financial
problems, U.S. Rep. Carl D, Perkins (D-
Kentucky) in a speech al Lexington
assured educators from 10 southern
states that Congress recognizes the
financial plight of elementary and
secondary schools,

Speaking before the Southeastern
Conference for School Finance
Equalization, Perkins said, *‘I view this
period (the upcoming legislative session)
as a tremendous opportunity Lo improve
elementary and secondary programs,
and at the same time make these
programs for you people at the state and
local level less burdensome to ad-
minister,"

Perkins commented that the federal
government must become a betler
partner in supplying additional funds to
the schools in the future.

“Pressures at the local level have
intensified in the past decade to broaden
and improve curricula, reduce class size,
utilize new technology and media,
provide supplemental services and to
improve and update school facilities,”
Perkins said.

““Along with these demands, school
systems have, like every other segment
of our economy, been confronted with
substantially rising costs," he continued.

Pledging
cooperation

Despite substantial increases in
federal funding, federal money
“represents less than seven per cent of
the funds being expended for elementary
and secondary education.”

According to Perkins, states are
moving in the direction of more equitable
distribution of funds for school finance.

But equal educational opportunities for
every child, regardless of his place of
residence, will not be possible, Perkins
said, “‘until additional federal funds are
made available to the states to assist the
states in augmenting funds to those
school systems which cannot adequately
finance elementary and secondary
school programs.”

Perkins also expressed confidence that
the present administration and Congress
can work together to simplify
educational programs which have
become complicated to administer.

He recommended that Congress “‘take
a long, hard look at each and every
program, receive input from a wide
range of groups and gather all the in-
formation we can about how they are
operating now."

The conference focused on school
finance equalization and its status in the

southeastern states. Educators [rom
Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia,
Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina,
South Carolina and Tennessee attended
the conference, which was coordinated
by the Kentucky Department of

Education.

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Student Funds
In Flood Areas
Total $100,000

Gov. Julian Carroll has signed an
emergency regulation reserving $100,000
in college student aid funds for families
affected by the flooding in Southeastern
Kentucky earlier this month,

In addition to setting aside the $100,000
specifically for grants to the flood vie-
tims, the Higher Education Assistance
Authority regulation will give the
families more flexibility in updating
their financial status to reflect their loss
of homes, businesses or other property

Gaov. Carroll also said he had been
advised that additional federal money
will be made available to flood vietims
who need more aid this school year.
“*Colleges can apply for the money and
then pass it on to the students under the
College Work Study Program and the
Supplemental Educational Opportunity
Grant Program,” Gov. Carroll said. *‘We
are working on trying to get additional
federal funds for the flood victims for
next school year as well.”

The assistance authority estimates
there could be approximately 2,000
students affected. Those students may
plan to attend any of the eight post-
secapdary education institutions in the
flood-stricken area or elsewhere.

Students normally are encouraged to
apply for' grants administered by the
assistance duthority by April 1 and the
available monay is distributed soon after
that. The money for flood victims now
will be reserved until July 15.

The grants start at $200 and range up to
$850 for students attending private
schools and $300 for those at public in-
stitutions. Eligibility is determined by a
family's income and assets.

Paul Borden, executive director of the
authority, said that agency is in-
vestigating the possibility of getting
increased federal funds for ‘students in
families affected by the floods.

MSU Offers Class
For Mine Personnel

Morehead, Ky.—Morehead State
University, in cooperation with the State
Department of Mines and Minerals, will
conduct a basic Emergency Maedical
Technician class for coal mining per-
sonnel in Prestonsburg beginning May 4.

The proposed rate filing is based upon
the following considerations:

1, The effect of Kentucky House Bill 28
on Compensation rates and on the overall
cost of Workers' Compensation for un-
derground coal mines. The overall
change in benefits effective January 1,
1977, represents an average decrease of
4.9 percent.

2. The effect of the automatic benefit
increase effective January 1, 1977. The
effect of this benefit change increases
workers compensation rates for coal
miners by 3.7 percent.

3. The effect of revisions of disease and
traumatic rates effective January 1,
1977.

A. The proposed change in disease
rates for codes 1005 and 1009, which
reflects the combination of state and
federal occupational disease rate, results
in a 58.4 percent decrease in the present
disease rates. The proposed change in
the disease rate for code 1016, which
reflects the combination of a state and
federal occupational disease rate results
in a'64.0 percent decrease in the present
disease rate.

B. The large mine revised traumatic
rate represents a decrease of 19.0 percent
below the existing traumatic rate while
the small mine revised traumatic rate
represents a decrease of 21.5 percent
below the existing traumatic rate.

Flood Cause Report
Nears Release Date

A comprehensive analysis of factors
that may have contributed to the
devastating floods in Southeastern and
Eastern Kentucky will be released by the
state early next week.

The report, which will include in-
formation regarding whal possible ef-
fects strip mining and other factors had
on the disaster, is being coordinaled by
the Kentucky Department of Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection.

Gene Brandenburgh, director of the
divisionof water quality, was assigned to
head up the study and said the report was
still being compiled as of yesterday.

*We plan to work the week-end on 1t,"”
Brandenburgh said. '‘But we hope to
submit il to the commissioner by Mon-
day.”

The study began immediately after the
flooding in Southeastern and Eastern
Kentucky earlier this month {o deter-
mine what factors caused the flooding to
be so severe, Preliminary damage
estimates peg the loss at more than $100
million from the flood, which Ileft
thousands homeless and affected a 15-
county area.

Brandenburgh said the report will also
offer recommendations the state can
undertake to prevent a similar occurance
not only in Eastern Kentucky but the
entire state.

“The major purpose is not to cast the
blame on anyone or any one thing,"
Brandenburgh said. "“We're going to try
to offer some recommendations to
prevent a disaster of this magnitude
from happening again."”

Gov. Julian Carroll, several days after
the flood, said he didn't believe strip
mining would be labeled as the major
reason the flooding was so severe.
However, other officials, including some
in neighboring West Virginia, have
maintained strip mining helped con-
tribute to the disaster.

Brandenburgh said the conclusions
could not be released at this time, but
gave some indications as to what will be
contained in the report:

—A survey of what effect industrial
development in flood plain areas had on
the flood.

—The effect, if any, that strip mining
and coal production had on the area of
the flood.

—The exact amounl of precipitation
that fell in certain areas and how fast the
waters rose on the Cumberland, Big
Sandy and Levisa Fork Rivers.

—The success or failure of the dams
and floodwalls in the area to prevent
more serious flooding.

Brandenburgh served as coordinator
on the survey, with informalion being
obtained from the bureau of reclamation,
bureau of land resources and director of
reclamation. In addition, field workers
quizzed U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
officials and river forecasters at the
National Weather Service offices across
the state.

However, no residents of the affected
areas were interviewed by the state,

“We had great cooperation from
everyone concerned in compiling this
report,”” Brandenburgh said. *“We have a
lot of data to sift through vet this week-
end, however,"

J. B. Trout, International Executive Board Member District 30, of Pikeville,
Kentucky the UMW of A, states that the Unions' Pension system flor retired
coal miners and widows is unfair, and needs revising. He is definitely
against the “two-pension’ plan set forth in the 1974 Coal Wage Agreement
with the Bituminous Coal Operators Association,

Under that system, miners who retired prior to January 1, 1974, receive
monthly pensions of $225 to $250. Miners who retired after that date receive
as much as $500 monthly.

I believe we're all United Mine Workers and should be treated equally. 1
favor combining the 1850 and 1974 pension plans and so making all pension
payments equal. The two plans must be combined for the purpose of
protecting all our retired miners. The older retired miner must not he
forgotten, because they built this union and made it what it is today,

Miners should not be penalized for having black lung, yet, under the 1974
contract, miners who receive black lung receive $225 whereas, miners who
do not; receive 8250 monthly.

This union is penalizing a coal miner $25 monthly, because he has black lung.
Certainly, miners didn’t get black lung because they wanted it. This is one of
the reasons 1 voted against the 1874 Contract. The only way to improve the
Contract is through tough bargaining with the coal operators this fall. If I am
re-elected, as your District 30 International Executive Member in May, I
will be on the Bargaining Council in support of the retired and disabled
miners as well as the working miner.
