Receives Appreciation Award 3 Races Fea ore 
Drive for Votes 

80-Unit Complex 
Beginning Slated 
Here, November9 

A $2.8 million housing project which a 
few weeks ago was prematurely reported 
stalled or endangered was officially 
approved in Louisville"last Thursday at a 
meeting of local housing officials, the 
Housing and Urban Development Ad· 
ministration (HUD) and the contractor. 

As a result, it was announced this week 
by Julia M. May, executive director of 
the several housing projects here, work 
will begin November 7 on the 80-unit 
Highland Terrace for housing of the 
elderly ahd handicapped. 

The contractor, J. T. Goggans, Dan· 
ville, Ky., has 16 months in which to 
complete the project, and it is expected 
that Highland Terrace will be ready for 
occupancy by the spring of 1979. 

A new corporation, Highland Terrace 
of Prestonsburg, Inc., is the local 
sponsor, taking the place of the Church 
Housing Association which originally 
planned the development. Its personnel, 
however, is the same as CHA's, and the 
Rev. Taylor Biggs, of Community United 
Methodist Church, is its chairman. 

Highland Terrace will be built on a 
2.63-acre tract purchased by Highland 
Terrace, Inc from the Prestonsburg 
Housmg Authority at what was described 
as a figure "below market price." The 
location is near the present Indian Hills 
housing development at the mouth of 
May Branch. 

The four-story complex will be con· 
structed of steel and brick, and each unit 
"'ill have one bedroom, a living room, 
kitchen, dressing room and bath. Twelve 
units will be especially designed for 
'·he lchair <lC<'upants 

The structure will have two elevators, 
a large community room, a crafts room, 
a game area and a communal feeding 
area on each floor. Each apartment will 
have its own balcony. 

Completion of Highland Terrace will 
make, in all, 315 subsidized housing units 
here for families of low and moderate 
income. 

Applications from prospective tenants 
are now being taken at the Green Acres 
housing development office on a first 
come, first served basis, it was said. 

'Dome' at Allen 
Salt Warehouse 
For Area Roads 

Remembering the road-choking snows 
of last winter and the sub-zero tern· 
peratures of last January and February, 
the Kentucky Department of Highways is 
preparmg for what may come in the next 
few months. 

It is building at Allen and five other 
points in the state "salt domes" or dome­
shaped buildings which will hold about 
4,500 tons of salt for use on highways. At 
120 other maintenance lots across the 
state it also is stockpiling 30,000 ad­
ditional tons. The Allen "dome" will be 
the central salt supply for Eastern 
Kentucky. 

A. R. Romine, assistant state highway 
engineer for operations, said last win­
ter's road clearing operations cost the 
state a bout $4 mill ion more than had been 
anticipated. 

"A large chunk of this was overtime for 
road crews," he said. "Many of our

Girl Repudiates 
S · ci e Report; 
Hall Arrested 

Fourteen-year"{)ld Sharon Kay Hall 
last Sunday renounced her previous 
cla1m that her sister, Charleen Varney, 
killed herself at Grethel last July 21, and 
told County Attorney Harold J. Stumbo 
that her husband, Randy Hall, fired the 
shot which killed Miss Varney. 

On the basis of her signed statement a 
VI arrant charging Hall with murder was 
issued Monday morning from the office 
of County Judge Henry Stumbo. The 
warrant was served on Hall who already 
was a prisoner in the county jail on other 
charges. 

"On May 21, 1977 ... I saw Randy Hall 
shoot and kill Charleen Varney with a 
pistol," Mrs. Hall's statement said. 

Shortly after Miss Varney's death, 
Mrs. Hall Cthen Sharon Kay Varney) told 
investigators that her sister shot herself. 
At the same time Hall said he was outside 
the home of his father, McKmley Hall, 
where the shooting took place, but that he 
heard the shot. 

Miss Varney, who was shot one time in 
the breast by a .38-calibre bullet, died en 
route to a hospital 

"I told the State Police that Charleen 
Varney shot herself, but that was 
because Randy Hall had threatened to 
kill me 1f I told the truth," the girl said in 
her statement to the county attorney. She 
added: 

"The fact that I told the State Pohce 
that C'harlt>en Varne) 's would was self· 
inflicted has bothered me, because 
Charleen was my sister and I was con­
cealing evidence from the officials."

Akers Suit Attacks 
Fiscal Court Order 

Ceremonies held Saturday morning at 
the Floyd County Juvenile Detention 
Center-Courthouse Annex here marked 
the official ded.cation of the new 
structure, the second such facility of its 
type in Southeastern Kentucky. 

Although the $928,033.35 structure will 
not be opened until Jan . 1, to coincide 
with the initiation of the state's new 
judicial system, the building is, in all 
respects, ready for operation. W1th 13,743 
square feet of floor space, the three-story 
structure will house juvenile offenders in 
accordance with a Kentucky Court of 
Appeals decision which directs that 
JUveniles be detained out of sight and 
sound of adult prisoners. The top floor, 
lighted by skylights, contains living and 

recreational facilities, classrooms and a 
cafeteria for juvenile prisoners while the 
main floor will house offices of county 
officials, relieving the overcrowded 
conditions. The building's air· 
conditioning, heatmg, hghting and other 
mechanical components arc housed m a 
third floor section. 

The building, which was designed by 
McCloskey and Assoc1ates, of Lexington, 
was financed by revenue sharing and 
coal severance tax funds. General 
contractor on the project was Barco, 
Inc., of Lexington. 

Master of ceremomes at the ded1cation 
was Arnold Turner, Jr., Floyd County 
Attorney-elect, who mtroduced other 
speakers who mcluded Judge Stumbo, 

Mayor Cooley and the featured speaker, 
Commissioner Graves. 

Others present for the ceremony in· 
eluded County Attorney Harold Stumbo, 
Tax CommissiOner Love!

The September 26 action of the Floyd 
fiscal court which set a $5 ceiling on 
monthly charges to be made by county 
cable television systems was attacked in 
circuit court week. 

The suit, filed by Everett Akers, of 
Martin, and others, followed by two days 
the court's subsequent action last Tues· 
day when it directed the county attorney 
to file suits against any TV system 
operator who is charging customers 
more than the prescribed $5 a month. 

Plaintiffs in the suit, in addition to 
Akers, arc his wife, Adis Akers, Mr. and 
Mrs. Everett Akers, Jr., Becky Walters, 
the Akers Cable System and the Big 
Sandy Telecastmg Company, who are 
listed as appt>Jlant-defendants. Named as 
defendant with the fiscal court and its 
members was the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. 

The appellant-plaintiffs allege that the 
court's Sept 26 order violates their 
constitutional rights under the First, 

Fifth and Fourteenth Amendments in· 
that it is "capriCIOUS, arbitrary and 
hows an utter disregard for the property 

rights of people engaged m the TV cable 
system (business\ in Floyd county" 

They also allege: 
That the order destroys appellants' 

right to contract or be contracted with in 
matters relating to the TV cable system 
and 1ts mc1dentals. 

That the order was entered without 
notice to the appellant-plaintiffs or 
people concerned as citizens of the 
county 

That it is an attempt to u e police 
power in contra\ention of plamtiffs' 
con titut1onal rights, in an attempt to 
regulate the prices to be p81d by each 
customer 

That the order is votd and un­
constitutiOnal in that it prohibits the free 
enterprise system without promoting the 
general health and welfare of the county.

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ARH Chain Gets $500,000 Grant

total $1 million federal Economic Development Administration award. ARH operates 10 hospitals 
in eastern Kentucky, West Virginia and Virginia, and has experienced financial problems for the 
past year. 

Gov. Julian M. Carroll presented a $500,000 check Monday to the financially troubled Appalachian Regional Hospital 
CARH> system. 

The grant, which Carroll ptesented to ARH system president, Dr. David K. Heydinger, is half of the total $1 million 
federal Economic Development Administration award approved earlier this month . Another $500,000 presentation \\.ill 
follow later . 

The grant application was made by Kentucky's Development Cabinet, headed by Secretary William L. Short, and 
backed by the governor and Kentucky's congressional delegation. 

Carroll was in Washington, D. C. in August trying to obtain monetary assistance for the ARH chain from the U.S. 
Department of Health, Education and Welfare for the three-state health care system. As a result of that visit, he and of­
ficials from West Virginia announced a plan to provide $1 million (an amount separate from Monday's presentation) in 
accelerated Medicare and Medicaid payments to the hospital chain. 

ARH operates 10 hospitals in Kentucky, West Virginia and Virginia, along with clinics, pharmacies and related out­
patient facilities . The chain's financial woes have increased steadily since last winter's severe weather cut back on patient 
admissions. The problem has been compounded by spiraling inflationary costs and the April flooding in southeastern 
Kentucky. 

A cutback in health benefits for United Mine Workers put the non-profit facilities in an especially severe financial plight. 
Nine of the original 10 ARH hospitals, including McDowell's, were built by the United Mine Workers' Health and 

Retirement Funds in the 1950s. The ARH was formed in 1963 to operate the chain when the union pension fund terminated 
its sponsorship after operating losses. 

The Development Cabinet grant application for the $1 million noted that many of the hospitals are the only sources of 
health care in their area and are thus essential as treatment facilities as well as for employment. Some 2,650 persons were 
employed by ARH as of Aug . 10. The 1976 ARH payroll was more than $25.6million .

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Martin County's Needs 
For a Road, the Real Issue 

A corridor for KY 40 to serve Martin county is now being 
batted around by officials and civic leaders, many of whom do 
not reside in Martin county, the area which needs the road. 

It is not unusual to see those outside Martin county urging 
construction of the highway so that their own towns and counties 
will be benefitted. Nevertheless, the real question is, Which route 
will best serve Inez, Martin county and contiguous area? 

That being true, THE TIMES is willing to accept the 
suggestion made by Russell Williamson, of Inez, whose 
judgment is widely respected and whose interest in getting a 
road connecting Inez and Warfield with "the outside world" has 
been evidenced by work to that end over a period of years. 

This is what Mr. Williamson suggests, apparently thinking 
first of his own county and without prejudice against any other: 

The corridor should leave US 23 at the mouth of Johns Creek-a 
point which is almost midway between Prestonsburg and Paints­
vill~and follow Johns Creek to the present KY 3 at the mouth of 
Daniels Creek, then generally follow the present KY 3 to Inez and 
on to Louisa. 

It is Martin county that needs the outlet. KY 3 as it now exists 
has never been anything but a wretched coal-haul road. The 
new corridor would replace that with a highway usable both by 
coal-haulers and the general public. It would, as it should, first 
serve the Martin county area, then leave its neighbors in a fair 
competitive position for travel and business from that coal-rich 
county.

Budget Views Aired 
At Meet Here Friday 

A meeting Friday at Prestonsburg 
CommWiity College, chaired by Ken­
tucky Justice Secretary John Smith, 
afforded area residents the opportWiity 
to voice their feelings on current policy 
affecting the distribution of the state's 
budget. 

Smith told the approximately 75 per­
sons present at the public discussion that 
the primary purpose of the session was to 
enable state government to come into 
closer touch with the wishes and opinions 
of residents in the formulation of the 
state budget. He said the state wished to 
give citizens a more active role and 
described the budgetary process as 
" innovative, honest and open." 

After a film presentation by Smith 
which described where Kentucky's $3.1 
billion was used, citizens were given the 
opportWiity to speak out on issues which 
they considered important to state 
budgeting. 

Education was clearly an important 
priority at the session, and Jean 
Rosenberg, of Prestonsburg, expressed 
the wish that the state budget would 
reflect a greater concern with its com­
mitment to education. Mrs. Rosenberg 
mentioned increases in teacher salaries, 
teacher in-service training to assure 
greater familiarity among teachers of 
current methods in education, increases 
in the number of free textbooks available 
and of special classes such as art, music 
and drama as well as the more effective 
use of guidance counselors and increased 
extra-curricular activities. 

Sedley Stewart, of Beattyville, who 
represented retired teachers, supported 
Mrs. Rosenberg in her views and em­
phasized that teachers need increased 
salaries, proportionate with inflation and 
a general high cost of living.

people worke 16-hour shifts during the 
worst spells of bad weather." About 4,000 
highway workers statewide were in­
volved in the road-clearing operations. 

In addition to overtime costs, the state 
also used by 89,300 tons of salt, and would 
have used more if it had been available, 
Romine said. The salt bill for the year 
was up by $475,000. 

Salt shortages were a major problem. 
Both because Wiusually heavy snows 
created an Wiusually heavy demand for 
the chemical, and because damaged 
locks at Paducah and a freeze-over on the 
Ohio Rivet halted barge deliveries of salt 
being floated up the Mississippi and Ohio 
Rivers from Louisiana. 

According to Calvin Grayson, 
secretary of the Department of Trans­
portation, work on the domes is 
scheduled to begin in about a week. A 
recent meeting with contractors in­
dicates that two of the buildings may be 
ready by Thanksgiving, another two by 
Christmas and the last two sometime in 
January. 

Romine said that the state also is well­
prepared for road clearing operations. 
Statewide, the Bureau of Highways has 
322 road graders and 578 trucks which 
can be pressed into service as snowplows 
or salt spreaders. Reserve stocks of 
snowplow blades, chains and snow tires 
are considered adequate too, Romine 
said. 

The state also has a priority system for 
de-icing roads, which was explained by 
George Asbury, director of the Bureau of 
Highways' Division of Maintenance. 

"We start with interstates, parkways, 
steep hills and other major thorough­
fares," he said. Then we work our way 
through state primary and secondary 
roads." 

The basic procedure for clearing roads 
is simple. First, the bulk of the snow is 
scraped off with graders or trucks out­
fitted as snowplows. Then- if the tem­
perature is at least 20 degrees above zero 
and rising- salt is sprinkled by dump 
trucks using special spreaders. 

At temperatures Wider 20 degrees 
Fahrenheit, Asbury explained, salt is 
ineffective. When that happens, abrasive 
materials--sand or cinders, for exam­
ple- are used instead . 

The odds are small that this winter will 
be as bad as last , but the state is taking 
no chances. 

Mike Mullins, a Floyd coWl ty native 
who is a staff member of Alice Uoyd 
College at Pippa •Passes, expressed a 
number of his own views concerning the 
state budget and also spoke on behalf of 
State Rep.-Elect Bill Weinberg, of Knott 
county. 

Reflecting Weinberg's opm10ns, 
Mullins said that ''as long as the state 
legislature is limited to a 60-day session 
once every two years, you might as well 
offer one practice a week to the 
University of Kentucky basketball team ~ 

to prepare for the NCAA finals." 
Weinberg, he said, supports the in­
creased length and frequency of 
legislative sessions concerning 
budgetary matters. He alsp added, "The 
administration is conspituous by its 
silence," and said it stands to gain the 
most from the failure of the con­
stitutional referendum. 

Expressing his own views, Mullins 
advocated an increase in taxes on 
minerals other than coal and suggested 
that 50 per cent of coal severance tax 
money go back to coal coWities with less 
restrictions on its use. Other possible 
improvements in the budget which 
Mullins suggested included a state-paid 
program to educate county officials and 
small businesses, a reduction in the rate 
of the sales tax and in the number of 
exemptions, and for more funds to be 
allotted elementary and secondary 
schools. 

An increase in the amount of state aid 
going to extension programs was cited by 
Northeast Kentucky Extension Council 
Chairman Ollie J. Arnett, of Salyersville 
as an important priority. He pointed to 
the fact that while federal fLIDding had 
increased 134 per cent and local funding, 
130 per cent, state money for extension 
programs had only been upped by 80 per 
cent. Referring to the services rendered 
by extension programs, he said, "It 
affects the lives of every person in the 
form of commLIDity development and 
commerce.'' 

Pike County Commonwealth's At­
torney John Paul Runyon asked for a 
greater commitment from the state in 
the prosecution of criminals. RWiyon 
cited the fact that there are only 56 
Commonwealth's Attorneys in the state 
and asked citizens who had pointed to 
other financial priorities to also en­
courage legislators to help with funding 
to combat crime and prosecute criminals 
more effectively.

Rural Child Care 
Operates 2 Centers 

The Kentucky Youth Research Center 
operates two child development centers 
in this county-at Dwale and Drift. 
Primary purpose of the program is to 
provide quality services to the children 
and their families. Various educational 
curricula are practiced, and so the 
program expands far beyond the 
"babysitting" label some people apply to 
it, it was explained this week. 

Each child has the opportunity to make 
his or her own plans for the morning 
activity. They can work in four areas. 
The art area includes painting, coloring 
and working with molding clay. In the 
housekeeping area, the children sweep 
the floor, wash dishes, feed and change 
the doll baby, and cook pretended meals. 
The main activities in the quiet are are 
reading books, working puzzles and 
stringing beads. The block area looks like 
a construction project as the children 
build with blocks of different shapes and 
sizes. This if a favorite area for the boys. 
Occasionally they allow a girl to join 
them. All of these activities are carried 
out while under supervision, and the 
teacher also notes in each child's records 
if he or she actually completed his or her 
plans for the day. 

Parental volunteer work has added 
greatly to the activities for the children. 
They enjoyed a field trip and picnic to the 
Dewey Dam spillway, and carnival rides 
at the Floyd County Fair. They have 
compared the seeds from grapes, apples, 
oranges and pumpkins. One day, the 
children explored "Hairy" (a coconut). 

All of the children will receive a 
medical screening by the health 
department. Some of the children have 
already visited the dentist-a first-time 
experience for many. 

Parental involvement is the "back-
vbone" of the centers. The parents have 
sponsored rummage sales and tupp­
erware parties to obtam additional 
funds for the centers. This money will be 
used for a Christmas party and gifts for 
the children.

A University of Kentucky chemical 
researcher in the Department of Plant 
Pathology of the College of Agriculture 
has developed a simple, logical idea into 
a process that may revolutionize 
agriculture. 

By spraying young plants before trans­
planting them, Dr. Joseph Kuc 
<pronounced Kooch) has been making 
them imrnWle to the diseases of the field. 

A "booster" spraying six weeks later 
keeps them immune. 

And some day, says the scientist, "we 
may be able to immunize by treating the 
seed." 

Kuc and a UK graduate student, Frank 
L. Caruso, of Wyckoff, N.J., raised 
considerable interest in September, last 
year, at an American Chemical Society 
meeting in Chicago where they presented 
Kuc 's findings. Kuc has worked on his 
idea four years at UK. 

His is a new method for disease con­
trol, "exciting because it is natural," 
allowing plants to ret-ain their own 
defenses. 

Immunization, Kuc points out, has long 
been the basis of preventive medicine in 
man and animals. His immunization of 
plants follows the same model: that is, he 
sprays plants with some form of the 
pathogen that causes a given disease, 
thus triggering the plant's own natural 
defenses against that disease. 

"A plant," says the New York-born 
chemical researcher, "often has aU the 
mechanisms it needs for resistance, but 
they're not always activated. We're 
stimulating the plant to make its own 
protectant." 

Kuc and UK researchers have suc­
cessfully immunized fruit • trees, 
potatoes, watermelons, muskmelons, 
green beans and cucumbers against 
diseases. They have demonstrated the 
irnrnWlizations under field conditions

$17.7 Million Due 
On Severance Tax, 
State Dept. Says 

State audits of 130 coal operators 
during the past fiscal year showed the 
rirms underpaid coal severance taxes by 
$17.7 million, Department of Revenue 
officials say. 

The $17.7 million represents more than 
15 per cent of the $112.6 million collected 
in fiscal 1977. If collected, it would in­
crease revenue to some $130.3 million. 

The revenue department has filed 45 
laY:suits to collect back taxes. Eighty 
cases are being prepared for court action 
against delinquent coal operators. About 
$2 million is involved in these actions, 
many of which simply are collection suits 
to recover delinquent taxes. 

Claude Slone, director of the sales and 
severance tax section of the department, 
said the greatest nwnber of the cases are 
attempts to collect from what are 
described as "fly-bynighters," who do a 
little mining and either skip out or go 
broke and cannot pay the tax. 

Most of the collection cases involve 
amounts under $50,000, and some amount 
to only $300 or $400, Slone said . 

Most of the money due the state, Slone 
said, does not represent attempts by coal 
operators to defraud the state. The 
problems arise from legal questions on 
aspects of the tax that are awaiting court 
decisions, he said . 

"It's not a crackdown," said Raymond 
Kring, deputy commissioner of the 
revenue department. "It's the same 
thing that we went through during the 
first years of the sales tax. We'i:"e trying 
to determine the proper amount of tax 
due and educate the taxpayers on how 
much they have to pay." 

The severance tax went into effect in 
Aprill972. Activity involving the tax has 
increased because issues which have 
surfaced are being workE:d out through 
the Board of Tax Appeals and the circuit 
courts, Kring said . 

"We need these cases expedited. If we 
should lose all of the issues, it would 
mean a substantial loss in revenue. I 
can't put a figure on it, but it would 
certainly affect the state budget," Kring 
said. 

"Not all the problems we have had are 
the coal operators' fault," he said. "It 
has been a misunderstanding and a lack 
of understanding, but guidelines are 
being established and differences of 
opinions worked out."

A burgeonmg criminal syndicate 
called the l\h•x•can Mafia has infiltrated 
and seized control of federally funded 
soc1al programs in Los Angeles, ac­
cording to the lead article in the 
:":ovemlwr RPader's Digest. 

Among the captured programs, reports 
Senior Editor Nathan Adams. was Get 
Going, Inc , an East Los Angeles project 
set up in 1976 to help ex-convicts readjust 
to society. Covernment grants to Get 
Going totaled $228,000. But investigation 
disclosed that: 

\'ehicles bought with taxpayers' 
money and used by Get Going for field 
counseling work were driven by Mexican 
l\1afia hit men to and from at least seven 
murders. 

Many inmates released into the care 
of Get Going were provided with heroin 
to establish dealerships in East Los 
Angeles. A percentage of the profits was 
kicked back to Mexican Mafia members 
involved in the project. 

Federal funds were used to purchase 
drugs in Tijuana, Mexico. They were 
then flown to outlets throughout 
California by couriers using project 
credit cards. 

-Parolees from California prisons 
were enrolled in "ghost" slots at Get 
Going, kicking back as much as $600 a 
month of their unearned paychecks. 

The Mexico Mafia had its beginnings 
at California's correctional Duell Voc­
ational Institute 20 years ago when a 
group of young Chicano inmates formed 
a self-protection society. They found that 
their crimes on the outside could be 
successfully duplicated inside prison, 
and a thriving system of rackets, ex­
tortion and protection was soon Wlder 
way. 

As members of the group were trans­
ferred to other facilities, the Mexican 
Mafia spread. ''By 1967 (it) had absolute 
control over the prison yard at San 
Quentin," Adams writes, "one of the 
toughest maximum-security institutions 
in the country." 

From his cell at the California In­
stitution for Men at Chino, a killer named 
Rudolf "Cheyenne" Cadena, an early 
member of the syndicate, began direc­
ting a program of infiltration of com­
munity agencies with a scope that was 
truly astonishing. One group, the Los 
Angeles-based League of United Citizens 
to Help Addicts (LUCHA>, had as its 
executive director Eduardo A. Aguirre, a 
paroled Mexican Mafia member. "Using 
funds supplied by the U.S. Department of 
Housing and Urban Development, he 
attempted to extend the gang's grip on 
East Los Angeles narcotics traffic," 
Adams relates. When LUCHA collapsed 
in 1973, $300,000 was unaccounted for. 
Aguirre fled to Mexico. 

LUCHA's successor was the Com­
munity Concern Corporation, another 
"self-help" program which received 
nearly $1 million in federal, state and 
local funds. 

"In the past two years, Task Force 
investigators have traced Community

Concern links to a half dozen homicides," 
Adams says. "fo'ormer project coun­
selors have been arrested and jailed for 
offenses ranging from carrying firearms 
to narcotics trafficking to attempted 
murder. Mexican Mafia members, say 
former associates, used the project's 
'Youth Component' to recuit 'hit men' 
and couriers for Mexican-supplied 
heroin." Gang hit men have claimed over 
100 victims so far-both mside and 
outside prison, the article continues 

The influence of the Mexican Mafia 
continues to spread. Authorities report 
that it is active in prisons in the neigh­
boring states of Arizona and Nevada, as 
well as in federal penitentiaries in Joliet, 
Ill., and McNeil Island, Wash. 

Unless the various federal and state 
agencies that are funding community 
projects get together for comprehensive 
top-to-bottom audits, Adams believes, 
the crime syndicate will continue to 
flourish at taxpayer expense. And until 
thorough background checks are run on 
key staffers, the Mexican Mafia will 
continue to infiltrate lucrative social 
programs.

Autumn is the gateway to beauty in 
Kentucky. Travel any road, country lane 
or highway and harvest fall's vibrant 
colors and scenery to store away for a 
few weeks.

affixed to our names, do ordain and proclaim the 
foregoing to be the Constitution of the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. From and after this date." 

This statement was made in 1891 by our forefathers 
who wrote the Constitution which is now in effect for the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky, the people who wrote our 
Constitutuon were the wisest and most brilliant people 
who could be found. They were Kentuckians looking out 
for the best interest of all Kentuckians. 

The section of the Constitution of Kentucky dealing 
with Sheriff's states that no Sheriff shall be eligible to 
re-election or TO ACT AS DEPUTY for the succeeding 
term.

Counties File 
For Rehearing 
On Home Rule 

Jefferson cotmty filed a petition for 
rehearing Monday in the Kentucky 
Supreme Court's decision declaring the 
Home Rule Act tmconstitutional. 

It was joined by the attorney general's 
office and Boyle and Daviess cotmties, 
which said the ruling would have dire 
financial consequences. 

The home rule law of 1972 gave broad 
authority to county fiscal courts to 
manage their own affairs, but it was 
struck down recently by the high court, 
which said the General Assembly cannot 
delegate its legislative powers to fiscal 
courts. 

Jefferson fiscal court insisted in its 
brief that it is a local governing 
legislative body, and "can exercise 
legislative powers as to local matters." 

It said that, if necessary to uphold the 
validity of the act, the high court should 
limit home rule to unincorporated areas 
of a cotmty. 

Calling the Home Rule Act the most 
meaningful piece of legislation in a 
decade, the Jefferson fiscal judge con­
tended "an unnecessarily restrictive 
approach by the <Supreme) Court in 
considering the constitutionality of this 
legislation would be a step backward.'' 

In a friend of the court brief, Boyle 
cotmty said: 

"Relief must be afforded to this county 
and those similarly situated, for financial 
chaos is the ultimate result." 

Daviess county said it is "in· 
dispensable to our free, representative 
form of government" neither the state 
nor U.S. constitutions forbid what the 
General Assembly may do. 

If that were adhered to faithfully, it 
added, rural Kentuckians would receive 
"the same right of self-government as is 
enjoyed by their county urban cousins." 

Departure from that rule, Daviess 
county said, "has malevolent con­
sequences" and would discriminate 
against county residents. 

Daviess county said the Supreme Court 
decision endangers a $1.7 million bond 
issue which is financed in part by auto 
sticker and fire insurance licenses. 

Boyle cotmty cited a bonded in­
debtedness of $1,650,000, and said the 
Supreme Court decision, if left standing, 
would render its occupational license tax 
void. 

Asst. Atty. Gen. Charles Runyan said 
in his brief that the high court 
"misconceived the law" about delegation 
of legislative powers. 

"Actually, section 124 of the con­
stitution, in speaking of 'fiscal court as a 
governing body of a county,' expressly 
indicates that some legislative authority 
is to be delegated," he said.

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Right-to-Read Body 
Meets, Views Tasks \ 

Kentucky's new Right-to ·Read Ad­
visory Council met for the first time this 
week and discussed the tasks that face it. 

Right·lo·Read is a federally -funded. 
nationwide project which ts attempting 
to erarlicate illiteracy in America b) 
utilizing human resources on the state 
and local level. explained Debra John­
son, the Kentucky Department of 
Education Right-to-Read consultant. The 
program focuses on the prem1se that 
every American has a right to read 

Kentucky has received a Right-to-Read 
grant of $100,000. About $36,000 of that 
will actually be sent to local districts 
participating in the state's pilot project. 

The first tasks of the advisory council 
are to establish standards of excellence 
in readmg for Kentucky and to set up 
guidelines for the Right-to-Read pilot 
project. The council will also rHiew 
grant applications for local projects 
before they are sent to Washington, D. C. 

Council members also will act as a go­
between for Johnson and local school 
districts and try to build public support 
for reading improvement programs. 

Another aspect of the R1ght-to-Read 
program is the RIF ! Reading ts Fun­
damental l program. RIF is an inex­
pensive book distribution project. 
Johnson said, in wh1ch matching federal 
funds are provided to school districts. 
single schools or non-profit organizations 
wishing to participate. 

Books bought with the money are 
given. not loaned. to the children. 
Johnson said that in many cases the book 
would be the first the child had of his very 
own. 

The council elected Dr. Gene Rich, of 
Western Kentucky University, as its 
chairman.

.. hailahle in a Yarietv of forms. in­
sula! ion can be 111 blank~ts. tn batts. m a 
form which is bagged and ready to pour, 
and m a form \\ hich must be blown in 
place by a contractor u::;mg spectally 
designed t'quipment. If using the blanket 
or batting form, :;ou may wish to save 
money by mstalling it yourself instead of 
employing a contractor. 

If you decide to buy do-it-yourself in­
sulation. there are some safety 
precautions to follow including: 

-\\'ear proteethe clothing. 
Don't place insulation over electrical 

heat producing devices. 
-Be sure there is good \'entilation. 

Avo1d water vapor. 
Because of the popularity of insulation, 

some inexperienced insulation con­
tractors may try to take advantage of 
unknowing conswners. Investigate the 
reputation of insulation contractors 
before agreeing to hire someone to in­
sulate your home Ask the contractor for 
references and check witjl his other 
customers regarding the contractor's 
work and reliabilit). CalJ your local 
Better Business Bureau to find out about 
the contractor's business reputation. 
Then compare prices for materials a nd 
labor from other contractors. 

Although insulation may be a good 
investment, be careful of companies that 
make exaggerated and unreasonable 
claims. Claims that state you can save 50 
per cent or more on your heating bills by 
insulating may be misleading and un­
true. If your house had absolutely no 
insuJation, and proper insulation was 
then added. you may be able to save up to 
50 per cent on your heating bills. 

:\.lost homes. however. already have 
some insuJation and only require a smalJ 
amount to be added. Therefore, you 
would not receive enough new insulation 
to make a 50 per cent savings on your 
heat mg btlls. Each house will vary in the 
amount of insulation ndded, and thus the 
money saved on heating costs will be 
reflected by this addJtional tnsulation. 

The Council of Better Business 
Bureaus has developed an illustrated 
booklet \Hitten for the average 
homeowner who is considering installing 
insuJation. This booklet provides a 
homeowner's checklist on where to in­
sulate and discusses the types of 
materials used in insulation. Tips for 
choosing a reliable contractor are in­
cluded. as well as other important fac­
tors to consider when making the in­
stallation a "do-it-yourself'' project. 

The Better Business Bureau booklet 
also discusses the "R'' val ue of in­
stallation which is the rating given to the 
ability of materials to resist winter heat 
loss and summer heat gain. Insulation 
materials can be judged by their dif­
ferent "R" values. This booklet explai ns 
the guidelines fo r minimum "R" values. 
These guidelines also help you verify the 
contractor's claims about what is needed 
for your home

Unforeseen and 
unantictpated events and developments

Clear Dockets, 
Word to Judges 

The ::-tate has sent lt•tters to all count:. 
judgl'S remmdmg them to clear their 
dockets h~ Dec :ll 

The letters. sent by finance Secretary 
HussPll :'11cClurP and William Dads. 
dtn'ctor of the Administrat1n~ Office of 
the Courts. urged th<> judges to review 
their dockets and to 1ssue final orders on 
as man~ cases as possihle 

This would enable the counties to 
l'nllect commissions on fines and for­
feitures on cases pending In their courts. 
After the new district courts begm 
opera! ion Jan. 2, 1978, alleollecllons will 
be deposited in the state's general fund. 

l'nder the Judic1al Article, passed b) 
Kentucky nllers m ~0\·ember. 1975, 
which pstablished a unified state court 
system. county, quarterly, police and 
magistrate courts were replaced by 
district courts. 

Cases which ha\·e not been settled by 
Jan. 2 will he turned o\·er to the new 
district courts. The circuit clerk will then 
number and docket the cases, giving 
preference to cases in which a person is 
bemg held in detention. 

Cases which will be passed on to the 
d1strict courts include: 

Ci\'il actions in which no judgement 
has been entered. and in which some 
pretnal step has been taken v .. ·ithin six 
months prior to Jan. 2. 1978. 

Probate actions \\here the will has 
been filed. but no final settlement has 
been accepted. 

Juvenile actions which have been 
filed, but for which no final disposition 
has been made. 

Crimmal actions where citations, 
summonses or warrants have been 
issued but ,.. here no judgement has been 
entered. 

All other cases filed in expired courts 
of limited jurisdiction but not disposed of, 
may be transferred to the district court 
by motion of any party. 

Cases which are appealed from a court 
which is replaced by district courts will 
be tried in circuit courts, de novo. or as if 
they were new cases. 

Cases pending in the circuit courts on 
Jan. 2. which are within the jurisdiction 
of the district court will not be trans­
ferred to the district court, but will be 
decided by the circuit court.

Whatlsa District Judge? 
In Floyd County, the District Judge will do the work 

now being done by five City Police Judges, four 
Magistrates, County Judge, Judge Pro-Tem, Trial 
Commissioner and Juvenile Judge. Floyd County will still 
have a County Judge (now known as County Judge 
Executive) and Magistrates, but their duties will be 
limited to fisca I matters, making up the budget and 
supervising the spending of the county tax money. 

The District Judge will preside over all civil cases 
where the amount involved is $1500, or less, all juvenile 
matters, and the violation of all state laws and city and 
county ordinances, except offenses punishable by 
penitentiary confinement or death. 

In addition to the other duties, the District Judge will 
also preside over a new court, known as the Court of Small 
Claims (matters under $500). 

It is estimated that 68 of every 100 persons having 
business before the courts will come first to the District 
Court. 

The office of District Judge will require a person with 
not only a law degree, but also with considerable ad­
ministrative ability. It will require a person with good 
health, good nerve and a willingness to work long hours. 
How the office is operated for the first time may set the 
pattern of justice in Floyd County for a long time to come. 

Believing that I arn qualified for the job, I respectfully 
urge you to vote for me in the November election. If I am 
elected, the fact that my residence is next door to the court 
house (and jail) will somewhat ease the problem of having 
your District Judge available after hours. 

The office is non-partisan and I welcome the vote of 
my Republican friends as well as my fellow-Democrats.

11 sue. Would-be reducers found comfort 
in some expert opm10n that calories 
t•xpancled through exercise would be 
unrnediately replaced, due to automatic 
increase in appetite. 

FortW1ately for fitness a . well as for 
fatne:ss. exercise has been restored to 
grace and enjoys respectability. It still 
take:s calory control to keep weight under 
control permanently, but exercise helps 
t>xpend calones ; within the usual range 
of activity. it need not stJmulate appetite 
excessi\'ely . The energy output required 
to offset a pow1d of fat is approximately 
:l,500 calories, but the weight n~>ed not be 
lost all at once. 

Instead of the exhausting, often im· 
possible. 36-mile hike within a span of 
hours, a walk of just one extra mile a day 

• for :36 days will get rid of that extra 
pound. Weight gain usually is relatively 
slow, and the extra mile will- for most of 
us help keep weight down to a 
reasonable figure. 

To be effective for both weight 
reduction and for general physical 
conditioning, uxerc1se must be a regular 
part of ~our way of life, and not 
something that is overdone 
spasmodically.

The Question Box answers from the Bible 
to questions from readers. By Pastor 
Forrest Howe, :\1 Div., Box 462, Allen, Ky. 

QUESTION : Can a Christian be scientific 
and believe in the Creation story of 
Genesis'? \ 

A 'SWER: 
Until 1959 there was little debate 

among scientists about Darwin's 
theory of evolution. Anyone who 
suspected this theory was suspect 
himself. It appeared that Darwinism 
reigned supreme. 

However there was a current of 
dissatisfaction and this gained 
momentum within the next several 
.) ears. One writer declared it to be 
one of the most Important academic 
debates of the 1960's . When the 
debate concluded, Darwinism was 
on the verge of tottering from its 
exalted position . 

The • ·Achille's heel'' of Darwinism 
was its theory of the "survival of the 
fittest". Instead of being a 
demonstrated truth it was an un­
proved speculation. It was declared 
by many to be a tautology-a cir­
cular argument. As the results of 
this weakness were made known the 
supporters of Darwinism fell by the 
wayside and today only a few hold 
his views . 

Another blow to evolution has been 
the discoveries within geological 
formations. According to the theory 
of uniformitarianism geological 
ages are deposited upon preceding 
ones. The simpler organisms are 
primarily found near the bottom of 
the column and the more complex 

near the top. This is supposed to 
"prove" evolution by demonstrating 
that simple organisms evolved into 
the complex. At first there was no 
concern when "transitional" forms 
were absent. Geologists felt that 
they would be found in time. Without 
their presence uniformilananism 
would be without a base. These 
forms have never been found. Like 
Darwinism, this theory too was 
sinking in prominence. 

A third argument of evolution was 
that given enough time organic 
matter could result from inorganic. 
Huge computers were used to 
calculate such a possibility within 
the time span allotted for evolution. 
These computers came up with the 
chances of this happening as zero! A 
third leg of evolution was broken. 

From the foregoing information 
one can see that evolution is not 
scientifically sound. Creation is 
indeed a viable scientific alternative 
for the beginning of the world.

The State Board for Elementary and 
Secondary Education recently denied 
requests from two representatives of 
private Christian schools that their 
schools be given temporary ac­
creditation until they could take steps to 
meet state accreditation standards 

The Rev. Tom Malone, of Louisville, 
and Irad Levering, of Hopkinsville, 
submitted the requests so that truancy 
actions against the schools would be 
delayed to give them an opportunity to 
correct deficiencies in their schools. 

A temporary restraining order 
stemming from a lawsuit brought 
against the board has blocked local 
school districts from enforcing Kentucky 
truancy laws. The lawsuit was filed by 36 
parents and ministers, five churches and 
schools and the Kentucky Association of 
Christian Schools on behalf of 20 
Christian schools across Kentucky which 
were denied accreditation last spring. 
. The Rev. Mr. Malone, pastor of the 
Metropolitan Baptist Church in Louis­
ville and chairman of the board of 
education of the Metropolitan Christian 
School, told board members that his 
school is trying to meet state standards 
of accreditation as they become finan­
cially able. 

"We're showing good faith in trying to 
come under the laws. We would like a 
temporary approval or accreditation 
before May to alleviate the truancy 
actions against us," he said. Schools are 
accredited each May by the board. 

He explained to the board that 120 
students attend the school and that there 
are four certified teachers. The school 
uses the Accelerated Christian 
Education curriculum, an individualized 
curriculum which lets children work at 
their own pace. The children work in 
cubicles, or offices, and raise an 
American flag when they need help from 
a teacher or aide. 

Board member Dorothy Slocum, of 
Owensboro, said that she could not see 
use of the pre-packaged curriculum as an 
effective teaching method. 

Levering, who represented Seventh 
Day Adventists schools in Hopkinsville 
and Columbia told the board that the 
schools were having problems meeting 
fire code safety standards. 

After meeting in executive session, the 
board voted to deny both requests. 

The board also received reports from 
73 directors of pupil personnel. They had 
requested the reports after the board 
ordered local districts to enforce truancy 
laws.

Of the 73 reports, 62 districts reported 
that there were no truant students in 
their districts. The remaining 11 districts 
reported that no action was currently 
being taken against the truants due to the 
restraining order. 

The 11 districts which said they did 
have truant students living in the district 
were: Adair County, Boone County, 
Bullitt County, Carlisle County, Carroll 
County, Campbellsville Independent, 
Erlanger Independent, Letcher County, 
Logan County, Taylor County a'nd 
Whitley County. 

The board noted that the reports are 
uncovering private schools operating in 
the state which have not received ap­
proval from the Department of 
Education to operate. 

The board requested that the 108 school 
districts which did not have reports 
prepared for this meeting submit them at 
the next meeting . 

In other business, the board approved 
school bus specifications for 1978; 
granted permission to the Kentucky 
Authority for Educational Television to 
rebroadcast signals originally broadcast 
by transmitting stations where licenses 
are held by the board; and, received for 
approval the department 's biennial 
budget. 

The board decided to delay action on 
the biennial budget tmtil they could meet 
jointly with the Occupational Board of 
Education.

Cecil Webb in the DHH Jaborator) 
st'rvices d1vis10n satd in a recl'nt in 
terview thai some chemicals in drinking 
water cannot exceed two-tPnths of one 
part per billion "This is equivalent to 
looking for an extremely small needle in 
two tons of hav." sa1d \\'pbb 

But the labo-ratory scientists m DHR 
regularly test drinking water from 
across the state for a long hst of poss1ble 
contaminants includmg more than 40 
elements and compounds measured in 
parts per million and parts per billiOn. 

Dr. B. F. Brown, Ia bora tory services 
division director. said the number of 
chemicals to be tested will soon increase 
when ne\\ federal requirements are 
issued under the Safe Drinking Water Act 
of 1974. 

"Any day now, we expect regulations 
hich will require testing for volatile 
chlorinated hydrocarbons which result 
from chlorine combining with organic 
materials in \~ater." said Brown. He said 
these compounds have recently been 
linked to cancer m humans. "Scientists 
have recently expressed concern that 
these cancer causing compounds are 
increasing in numbers and varieties," 
Brown said. 

New safe water regulations are ex­
pected to require hmits on the number of 
parts per billion of various \Oiatile 
chlorinated compounds m community 
water supplies and also provide a 
schedule for the number of tests per­
formed each year to locate the com­
pounds. 

According to Webb, chlorine treatment 
is required in the community water 
supplies to control bacteria It is this 
chlorine treatment which experts say 
combines with organic matter forming 
chlorinated hydrocarbons. 

Laboratories on the ground floor of the 
Health Services Building in Frankfort 
currently analyze about 200 water 
samples each- day for bacteria alone. 
More than 25,000 bacteria tests are 
performed each year, according to Dr. 
George Kilgore who is in charge of 
bacteriology in the DHR labs. 

Kilgore said that a town with as few as 
15 water hookups or 25 persons using a 
community water supply must test for 
bacteria and chemicals. 

A community water supply serving as 
many as 26,000 people is analyzed.about 
30 times each month and a city like 
Lexington must sample its water 140 
times each month. Louisville which has 
its own laboratory, tests its drmking 
water 250 times every 30 days, according 
to state requirements . 

"This water testing was originally set 
up to prevent infectious diseases related 
to bacteria,·· said Kilgore. "But there is a 
growing idea that chemicals may also be 
causing cancer and other health 
problems," he said.

The cost of the lab service:; is about 
$190,000 pPl' year. according to Johnson. 
But he ::;aid that figure would be much 
higher 1f water plants had to do their own 
lab tests. 

Johnson said his office is developing a 
plan to charge water companies for the 
ser\'lce, pr1marily because of increasing 
numbers of impurities to be tested. "The 
fee would be nommal," sa1d Johnson. "lt 
m1ght be about a dollar per day per 
plant," he said. 

Some 22 Kentucky water systems have 
their own certified labs to test their water 

for bactena and tPsts for radioactive 
matenals arc under contract \\ith a 
pn\ ate laboratol'y in Paducah. Johnson 
sa1d.

Since we are rapidly approaching that 
traditional season 1lllCe known as "hog­
killing time." 1t seems appropriate 
enough to look into the history of this one 
time autumnal chore which usually 
began around Thanksgi\'ing and lasted 
until just before Christmas. 

In ye olden times, especially for early 
American farmers and frontiersmen. 
meat, not bread, was the staff of life. The 
early farmers didn't have much livestock 
or grain. so they lived largely on deer. 
bear. turkey. grouse. squirrel, rabbit, 
pigeon. and maybe some other wild 
meats. Bear and 'possum fat was ren­
dered into lard. which was stored in 
deerskin bags with some slippery elm 
bark to keep 1t from getting rancid. 

Of domesticated meat, however. pork 
was the most frequent meat on the 
pioneer table. Since they were allowed to 
forage on beechnuts, acorns and other 
wild foods. hogs were produced 
relatively eas!ly and cheaply. 

As a consequence. salt pork was 
standard fare the year around. Beef was 
a secondary meat. Every farmer 
slaughtered his own animals, usually 
with the help of neighbors. After the crop 
had been harvested, the fall seeding 
done. the winter supply of firewood cut, 
hauled and piled in the woodshed, hog­
killing was in order. 

Then on some chilly November day the 
farmers would gather. making it a sort of 
festive occasiOn, not just because fresh 
meat was a welcome change in the diet, 
but because it offered a chance for 
socializing with neighbors .• 

A 40 or 50 gallon wash kettle was hung 
on a tripod over an outdoor fire to heat 
water for scalding the carcasses and 
loosening the hair so it could be scraped 
off. Another kettle, usually a much 
smaller container, was used to render out 
the lard. 

Slaughtering was done very early in 
the morning in order to have sweet juicy 
tenderloin and brown gravy to eat with

and sliced onions at dmner lime. 

Butchenng was a 'l'r) busy tim<.• for 
the farm wives The menfolk 
slaughtered. scraped and cut up the hogs 
into hams, shoulders and bacon. but it 
was largely left up to the women to salt 
down the meat, make the sausage, 
render out the lard and can up the 
cracklings for crackling bread. 

Down on the farm. hog meat \las made 
into a great variety of food products 
salt pork, bacon. ham, souse, head 
cheese, cracklings. spare ribs. back­
bones, smoked jowls, pickled pig's feet 
and many ollwrs. Sometimes a beef was 
slaughtered, too, and the meat dried, 
corned, or smoked, but the main meal of 
the farm was pork 

At one time in this nation's history. just 
about everyone down on the farm had 
country ham and rich, salt sidemeat with 
which to flavor beans. But alas, that time 
is no more. ~ow only the very rich can 
afford such fare. E\'en those of the farm 
who could fatten and slaughter their own 
hogs usually don't. They prefer to buy all 
their pork goodies at the supermarket. 
The taste quality of the store bought 
product, however, doesn't match that 
processed on the farm. 

But at this date, that is neither here nor 
there. The point is, this nation owes a 
great deal to the hog. The products 
manufactured from this animal was once 
the most popular food found on the table.

Local school districts are findmg 
myriad uses for their first power 
t.•qualization grants. The money will help 
to buy property for a new high school in 
I\lcCreary county, an expanded special 
education program and better in­
structional materials for Bullitt county. 
It means higher salaries for cafeteria 
cooks. school janitors and bus drivers in 
Wolfe county, and will permit schools to 
catch up on bills in Pike county. ac­
cording to to superintendents in those 
districts. 

In areas where property assessments 
and-or low school taxes add up to a little 
local money spread thinly for education. 
power equalization is a "blessing from 
heaven," according to Gayle Bowen, 
director of local school district finance 
for the Department of Education. Most 
local superintendents would find it hard 
to disagree. 

Here's how power equalization funds 
help poorer districts catch up with the 
districts which have more tax money for 
education: local school districts in areas 
where property assessments are low 
would have to have higher taxes than 
wealthy areas to generate enough money 
to support quality education. Some do, 
others don't. 

The 1976 General Assembly passed a 
power equalization bill which recognizes 
that all children are entitled to an equal 
educational opportunity. Taking the 
wealthiest county school district-this 
year it's Fayette County- as a goal, 
power equalization supplements the 
taxes of poorer counties until, 
theoretically, they are on a par with 
Fayette County. 

The catch is that the 1977-1978 power 
equalization grant of $10.5 million is far 
from enough to bring all school distr icts 
up to this equal level. "It is enough, 
however, for the state to make up to each 
local district the difference between what 
the first nickel of its tax rate yields and 
what that nickel would yield in Fayette 
County," explained Bowen. 

The proposed budget of the Depart­
ment of Education. which will be up for 
approval by the 1978 General Assembly, 
would raise tht nickel to a dime for the 
1978-1979 school year and to fifteen cents 
for the 1979-1980 school year. Most local 
school districts would be on an even par if 
that rate were raised to 20 cents, said 
Bowen. 

Wolfe county's school superintendent, 
Richard Jett, says of power equalization, 
"We had been operating at a deficit. Now 
we are able to raise salaries for some 
noncertified personnel. We've hired a 
music teacher and plan to hire a Spanish 
teacher." 

Wolfe county received a $51,000 
equalization grant, an amount that is 
close to what most other school districts 
received. But among the highest grants 
were $407,000 to Pike county and over 
$200,000 each to the Floyd, Bullitt, 
Christian and Harlan districts. 

Bowen cautioned against reading 
poverty or wealth into the exact amounts

"Because ·a district received a par­
ticularly high or low grant does not mean 
that area is necessarily extremely poor 
or on the borderline of being wealthy. 
The size of the grant is figured on the 
basis of average dally attendance 
records as well as on property 
assessments and school taxes." 

Perhaps the only superintendents to 
complain about power equaltzation 
would be those whose school district:; are 
already too wealthy to receive any 
money at all Fayette County and the 
four independent school distncts of 
Southgate, Frankfort. Anchoragp and 
Beechwood. Pulaski did not receive a 
grant because that district does not levy 
a local tax for education.

Island Creek Ordered 
To Add Women Miners 

The Island Creek Coal Co. agreed last 
Wednesday to settle a sex discrimination 
suit by spe{'ding up the hiring of women 
until· 20 per cent of its coal mining jobs 
are held by women. 

The Kentucky Commission on Human 
R1ghts adopted an order settling the 
dispute between the Lexington-based 
firm and seven women who charged they 
were demed mming jobs because of their 
sex. 

Island Creek, which denied any wrong­
doing in the case, agreed to pay more 
than $41,000 in damages to the women for 
their embarrassment or loss of wages. 

Galen Martin, executive director of the 
commission, said the agreement was 
another major step m requiring Ken­
tucky coal firms to obey anti­
discrimination laws. Four other coal 
industry firms signed similar 
agreements in 1976. ~ 

The latest agreement settling the 
discrimination charges only governs 
Island Creek's Western Kentucky mines. 
The firm also operates mines in Eastern 
Kentucky 

Under the terms of the agreement 
Island Creek, which employs 2,000 
miners in six mines in the Madisonville

region, said it would hire at least one 
woman for each three men htred until Its 
mining work force is 20 percent female 

At least half of the women h1red by 
Island Creek will be drawn Initially from 
a pool of 276 who have previously apphed 
for jobs w1th the firm. 

The commttment to create a 20 per 
cent female work force "could open up 
several hundred mining jobs to KPntucky 
women,'' Martin said. 

Four of the seven women who lodged 
the complaints against Island Creek have 
since accepted jobs with the firm. 
Another woman now works with another 
coal firm and the other two work in other 
type jobs.

Brandenburg, 43, earned his· geology 
degree at the University of Kentucky, 
and began work for the state Department 
of Highways in 1957. That same year he 
left state government for nine years' 
active duty in the U.S. Air Force. In 1966 
he returned to the Department of 
Highways as an engineering geologist. 
He became assistant to Bell in the 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Department in March, last 
year, later becoming director of water 
resources and deputy commissioner of 
the new bureau. 

The Bureau of Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement replaces 
the Division of Reclamation in the 
Natural Resources Department "to more 
rapidly and effectively achieve com­
pliance" with stricter standards in new 
federal strip mining legislation which 
takes effect for new mining operations on 
Feb. 3, 1978, and for existing operations 
on May 3. 

The federal act requires that all strip 
mined lands be restored to an equal or 
better pre-mining land use, with topsoil 
segregated to provide satisfactory 
revegetation. With operations on slopes 
of more than 20 degrees, no spoil 
material is allowed over the outslopes, 
with no disturbance of land above an 
operation's highwall. Steep slope 
operations must be returned to their 
approximate original contour, as are all 
strip mining operations. 

The bill calls for states to develop 
reclamation plans for U.S. interior 
department approval. The state 
reclamation organizations must have 
sufficient personnel to administer their 
programs. 

Kentucky must submit its plan for 
approval by next Feb. 3. With an ap­
proved plan the state could receive ap­
proximately $20 million annually for 
reclamation of orphan lands, or lands 
stripped prior to state and federal 
reclamation law. 

The bureau will be divided into the 
following divisions : 

Standards and specifications, to 
promulgate all state regulations, rules 
and standards for reclamation; permits, 
to receive and evaluate all permit ap­
plications and proposed reclamation 
plans; operations and enforcement, to 
cover field operations, inspections, and 
issuance and resolution of all non­
compliances with federal standars, and 
orphan land reclamation, to plan, im­
plement and administer programs for 
those lands.

(3) We acquired $35,000.00 for the purchase of the Swimming Pool 
Complex. 

<4> We are now in process of receiving bids on complete renovation of 
swimming pool complex. Completion date In May, 1978. 

(5) We Installed 10 new street lights. 

(6) We have spent over $10,000.00 on sidewalk repairs-the first 
repairs in 15 years. As money becomes available, we will continue this 
work. 

(7) We have started a tree and brush cutting project with the use of 
County workers, acquired by this Board through Judge Henry Stumbo. 
This Is the first of this type cleaning done In 12 yean here. 

(8) We have been instrumental in acquiring good garbage collection 
for the Citizens and urge all to take advantage of this service. 

(9) We are trying to keep a fair. honest and impartial law enforce­
ment department in the City. 

<10) The City also had road repaired and drains replaced in road 
leading to the Cemetery behind the walled section of Town. 

<til At the present time we have no outstanding debts against the 
City and have between 16,000.00 and 17,000.00 in the General Fund. 

< 12) We have plans to install guard ralls between the road and the 
sidewalk at the swimming pool area, at no cost to the City.
