Here Seen

Contract Expected

Late Next Month
After Long Delay

The one spot on US 23 between
Prestonsburg and Paintsville which is
regarded as most dangerous in a long list
of danger spots apparently is marked for
improvement. /

The Times learned ‘‘unofficially™
Tuesday that the Department of High-
ways will ask bids Friday on cutting back
and terracing the overhanging cliff on
the route, opposite the Pic-Paec Super-
market here and that a contract on the
job may be awarded late next month.

This particular spot is regarded by
many as most dangerous of the many
danger points along the highway because
vehicles entering the parking lot of the
store often hold up traffic behind it, and
occupants of cars at standstill beneath
the precipice are at the mercy of any
slide or rockfall that may come.

Utility lines across the site are ex-
pected to be moved next week. Rights-of-
way or easements have been procured
for a place to store the rock removed
during the work.

The Department of Highways began,
about two years ago, work on the cliff on
force account, but clumsy blasting
operations drew protests and the work
was stopped.

Attention to the hazards of driving US
23 between Prestonsburg and Paintsville
was attracted by the publication Tuesday
by The Courier-Journal of a news-story
by Carolyn Colwell. She quoted Joe An-
derson, a department engineer, as saying
action toward eliminating the admittedly
dangerous situation has not been taken
earlier because of the cost and because of
plans to relocate US 23,

One unofficial source, for instance,
estimated the cost of the one project here
to be. $250,000. . ;

Anderson also was quoted as saying
this stretch of US 23 has been given low
priority because it was considered
““adequate” when the highway was
added to the Appalachian Regional
Commission’s program.

(In fact, however, the ARC has not
added this sector of US 23 to its program,
despite repeated efforts to induce it to do

ordered an autopsy in an effort to
determine if he was dead before the fire
broke out or had died as a result of burns.

Hamilton, of Teaberry. Interior of the
1963 Grand Prix Pontiac which he oc-
cupied was ablaze.

Prevailing Wage
Topic of Hearing
Conducted Here

Eastern Counties Now
In Region with Ashland;
Wage Increase Expected

Representatives of both labor and
industry made presentations at the
hearing held at the courthouse here last
Thursday by the Department of Labor on
the wage scale that is Lo prevail in the
region.

Out of the hearing will come a new
prevailing wage scale for the region,
which now includes the Ashland area.,

These wages apply to construction
projects in which state or federal funds
are involved.

The wage scale which became ef-
fective Jan. 1, it was said here, has
already heavily increased public con-
struction costs. One example given was
that of a sub-contractor who was paying
employees $6 an hour when he took the
contract on the Prestonsburg municipal
building last October. On Jan. 1 the pay
scale jumped to $12 an hour. At that time
common labor on such projects rose from
about $3.50 an hour to $8.68.

A new increase is expected

One effect is reported from Pikeville,
where $6 million was allocated for a high-
rise for the elderly. When the bids were
in, the lowest was about $9 million, and
the project is at least temporarily
stalled.

Southern contractors, in particular,
are discouraged about the prospects.

At that, according to one source, a lot
of construction work is expected in the
area.

In Hall Death

Set at $25,000

Two Left Beaver Creek men were
named last week in warrants sworn out
by Wheelwright Officer Joe W. Lewis,
charging them with the July 21 slaying on
Jack's Creek of Walter G. Hall, 23, of
Letcher county.

The accused men, Danny Meade, of Hi
Hat, and David Slone, of Halo, came here
with Meade's attorney, Lester Burns,
and executed $25,000 bond each, im-
mediately after the warrant was issued
in district court.

Thejrexamining trial was scheduled at
10 a.m. Saturday, but the hearing was
postponed till August 14 when the
Commeonwealth found that its witnesses
were missing.

Commonwealth's Attorney James R,
Allen, who said he has made his own
investigation of the Hall slaying, said the
case is very involved, State Detectlive
Keith Scott said there were perhaps 10
witnesses but none had supplied in-
formation of value. Ex-Sheriff Joe W.
Lewis said one witness had given him a
description of the man who fired the shot
which killed Hall.

Hall was shot one time below his eye as
he reportedly fled the Jacks Creek home
of Hester Slone where several persons
had gathered during the night.

physical by a doctor in order to enroll in
the first grade.

An immunization certificate also will
be required of all first-grade and eighth-
grade students showing that their im-
munizations are up to date or that they
have been started with assurance thal
they will be completed by the end of the
school year.

No More Regionalization, Please

The Times agrees with Pike County Judge-E xecutive Wayne
Rutherford in his recent statement opposing the change of the
present health department system from a program centered
in a single county to one of multi-county, regional scope.

It is argued that regionalization, with one administrator
directing the health work in all counties within a specified area,

would eliminate duplication of services,

provide more

specialized programs and, In effect, get more done for less

money.

That is a bureaucratic pipedream. The actual work still would
be done at the local level by the county health offices, leaving for
the regional administrator and his staff the planning—and the
odds are that the regional staff would pull down no small part of
the money avallable for health work.

By and large, local health departments have functioned well.
They can continue to take directions from the State Department
of Health and get the job done. More people at the top to pass on
these directives to the local health departments aren’t needed.

Says Judge Rugherford:

“There’s got to be a stopping place somewhere before they
regionalize everything. The next thing you know, they’ll

regionalize churches.”’
We agree.

All Can ‘Get into the Act’

In this edition of The Times appears a news-story which should
not be overlooked. It is a reminder that a new state law requires
a public hearing to be held during the coming school year at
every school in the state to give parents, teachers, students, all
concerned, an opportunity to contribute their views of the
schools” strengths and weaknesses.

The same law (HB 579) also provides that every student in the
third, fifth, seventh and tenth grades shall be administered a
screening test fo measure the student’s progress or achievement
in such basics as reading, writing, spelling, language and

mathematics.
It is a good law.

If the public does not attend these mandated meetings and
contribute to the overall improvement of the schools, it is not the

fault of the iegislators.

It is to be hoped that these public meetings will be neither
lovefests nor gripe sessions. The law was not enacted to.provide
school people a sounding board to proclaim their virtues, nor was
it intended to give chronic faultfinders an opportunity to rall at
others or to vent their spleen on individuals.

Rather, this is an opportunity for all to ““get into the act,”” to
help in calm, sensible fashion fo pinpoint the weaknesses of the
schools and at the same time in positive fashion stress their good

points.

In any event, these are important meetings, for it is intended
that out of them will come information that will result in a solid

plan for improvement.

Property Tax Study
May Be Seen on TV

The interim joint Appropriations and
Revenue Committee will hold a meeting
this fall to discuss the issue of property
taxes, and will ask the Kentucky
Educational Television Network to
televise the meeting.

Rep. Joe Clarke (D-Danville) noted
that few people actually understand the
property tax, and the issue needs to be
discussed publicly in a way that makes
some sense,

The committee also agreed to look into
the idea of holding hearings on the
property tax throughout the state.

Tax changes produced by legislation
passed in the most recent session of the
General Assembly will bring in nearly
$50 million more over the biennium,
although this figure, in a Legislative
Research Commission (LRC) report, did

not include increases in fees. The com-

mittee requested a report that would also
include fee increases in the projection.

Proposition 13, which limited property
taxes in California, received a good
amount of attention at a committee
meeting last Friday and various in-
terpretations of the success of the
measure were offered. Gilmore Dutton,
of the LRC staff, said that Proposition 13
was ‘‘really a revolt against government
spending, not against the property tax."

Sen. Robert Martin (D-Richmond) on
the other hand interpreted passage of the
measure as an expression of
dissatisfaction with government in-
terference in the lives of citizens.

Rep. Harold DeMarcus (R-Stanford)
noted that *‘anything we put on the ballot
as far as reducing taxes is going to pass,”
and added that *‘people who are actually
rebelling’’ won’t pay attention to possible
consequences of tax reductions. He
added that inflation is increasing taxes
“regardless of whether the rate is
increased.”

Rep. Lloyd Clapp (D-Wingo) said he
feared ‘‘overreaction' to tax reform
could stifle the growth of the Com-
monwealth, and Clarke cautioned that
“you have to be careful not to equate
California’s situation with ours."
He added that California has the highest
property taxes in the nation while
Kentucky’s is among the lowest and that

If you are planning on taking a cross-
country camping trip this summer, you
may want to learn about the *“Golden
Eagle' passport. For $10 (or it's free if
you are over 62) you can obtain a
“Golden Eagle passport or “Golden
Age' passport for admittance into
national parks and recreation areas
throughout the United States.

The passport will allow unlimited entry
into these recreation areas and will
admit you and a carload of passengers.

You pay $10 for your “Golden Eagle’
passport (which is not refundable) by
mail or in person to the National Park
Service headquarters, U.S. Department
of the Interior, Washington, DC 20240 or
from Forest Service headquarters, U.S.
Department of Agriculture, Washington
DC 20250 or at a regional office of either
organization.

If you are 62 or older, “‘Golden Age”
passport is a free lifetime permit to the
national park monuments and recreation
areas. The "'Golden Age'' passport will
also entitle you to a 50 percent discount
on fees charged for camping, boat
launching, parking, etc.

To qualify for the '‘Golden Age”
passport, you will need to show proof of
age (birth certificate, drivers license) to
the same agencies that you obtain the
“‘Golden Age'' passports from.

Check your local phone book under
“U.S. Government" for the National
Park System or Forest Service Office
nearest you.

the western state has a $5% billion
surplus contrasted with Kentucky, whose
annual budget is less than that amount.

Clarke expressed the hope that the
California measure would focus public
attention on state expenditures and lend
support ‘‘to what this commiitee has
been trying to do for a long time," as far
as reducing state expenditures.

Clarke said government has been
growing faster than personal income. An
LRC study presented to the meeting
indicated that government revenues are
growing 27.5 percent faster than personal
income in Kentucky., Over the period
from 1968 to 1977, average yearly growth
in personal income was 10.5 percent
while the general and road fund in-
creases were 12.4 percent.

The committee agreed to study the
family tax burden in Kentucky as
compared to other states. In action today
the committee also agreed to—Look at
the capital construction fund, long-term
state debt, legislative control over
federal funds, revenue bond projects, the
salary of state employees and the state
retirement system.

Carter Proposal
To Cut Hospital
Costs Loses Out

A House committee dealt President
Carter and his anti-inflation fight a
major defeat last Tuesday by disman-
tling the administration’s proposal to
place a lid on rapidly rising hospital
costs.

By a one-vote margin, the Interstate
and Foreign Commerce Committee
amended the administration bill and
removed a provision for mandatory
controls on hospital costs, which in-
creased 16 percent last year., The
remaining legislation encourages
hespitals to reduce costs voluntarily by 2
percent a year,

Secretary of Health, Education and
Welfare Joseph A. Califano Jr.
denounced the committee vote as *‘a
defeat for the public interest and a vic-
tory for the special hospital interests.”

The organized medical community,
however, was ‘pleased with the com-
mittee’s endorsement of its voluntary
cost-control effort, which began earlier
this year. A typical comment came from
Dr. Robert B. Hunter, chairman of the
board of the American Medical
Association, who called voluntary efforts
*the only responsible approach’ to cost
containment that would preserve
“‘continued delivery of quality health
care."

The committee vote had important
implications beyond the health field
because President Carter has con-
sistently named the cost-containment bill
as one of his major efforts against in-
flation, Califano said Tuesday that the
bill “remains the No. 1 unfulfilled
priority now before the Congress in the
fight against inflation.”

But when asked whether the ad-
ministration would continue to fight for
the bill, Califano replied: ‘‘I don’t know."
He said administration and con-
gressional figures would evaluate the
situation before making a decision. Most
Capitol Hill analysts said they thought
the outlook for the White House version
was not good.

The Commerce Commiltee was con-
sidered more sympathetic to the bill than
the Ways and Means Committee, which
also has jurisdiction over the issue, and it
was believed that there was little chance
now that the Ways and Means would
report a bill containing mandatory
controls.

Funeral services for Harry
LaViers Sr., one of Kentucky's
mosl prominenl coal operalors, were
held at 2 p.m.

Co., which has its headquarters in Irvine
and operates mines in Letcher county,
He had been associated with the com-
pany since 1933.

Kentucky Coal Association President
Tom Duncan described LaViers as one of
the most prominent Kentuckians in the
national coal industry.

“Nobody was more respected,” said
Duncan, who described LaViers as
tough, indomitable, progressive, civic-
minded and a man with a good sense of
humor.

He was a director of the National Coal
Association for two decades and was
named its Man of the Year in 1976. He
was also the first president of the Ken-
tucky Coal Association and was named
its Man of the Year in 1977.

He also organized and served as the
first president of the Big Sandy-Elkhorn
Coal Operators Association

His civic participation included
membership on the Board of Regents at
Morehead State University, membership
on the old Kentucky Council on Higher
Education, serving as a trustee of the
Methodist Hospital at Pikeville and
Highlands Regional Hospitals here, and
membership on the Eastern Kentucky
Regional Planning Commission, a
forerunner to the Appalachian Regional
Commission.

His firm also won a major antitrust
lawsuit against the United Mine Workers
union and the Consolidation Coal Co.
during the 1960’s.

In the lawsuit, LaViers' firm charged
that the UMW and Consolidated Coal had
conspired to drive medium-sized firms
like his out of the coal business. In
making the charge he took on UMW
President John L. Lewis and one of the
nation’s biggest coal companies at the
same time.

And he won, collecting $8.9 million in
damages and penalties from the two
dependants.

He is survived by his wife, Maxie
Auxier LaViers, a son, Harry Jr. of Ir-
vine, and four grandchildren.

Econ Aid Fund
For Floyd Set
At $143,828.82

Kentucky's coal-prodcuing counties
have another $5 million in severance tax
funds for local projects through
Economic Aid Boards, and Floyd
county’'s share for the fiscal year
beginning July 1 is $143,828.22,

Each county first receives $10,000. To
this figure, dollars are to be added from
their allocations according to two for-
mulas.

Pike county, the state’s biggest coal
producer, has been allocated $626,289.27
for Economic Aid projects. Knott
county’s allocation is $171,082.62;
Johnson's, $118,264.02; Martin county’s
$340,556.57; Magoffin's, $92,866.47.

(Economic Aid allocations from
severance tax funds are separate from
other severance tax allocations.)

Economic Aid projects are developed
at the county level by the Economic Aid
Board functioning in each of the counties.
Then they are submitted to the Depart-
ment for Local Government for review,
with final approval made by the
Department for Finance and Ad-
ministration.

Trafﬁc Citations
Show Increase

Citations written by highway en-
forcement officers last month increased
by 13 percent over those of a year ago.

According to state Transportation
Secretary Calvin Grayson, 2,637 citations
were issued in June compared with 2,324
last year.

Drawing the most violations—945—
were missing cab cards. The cards are
required to show that a truck owner paid
state fuel tax, is licensed, and has
authority to operate in a particular area.

Overweight coal truck citations
ranked second among those issued by
highway enforcement. According to
highway enforcement director Dick
Horn, 376 violations in June compared
with 532 last vear.

Horn attributed the reduction to better
compliance with the weight limit laws,
and a better than 50 percent conviction
rate for overweight offenders.

Truck operators in Hardin county led
the state in citations with 494, followed by
Laurel, Shelby, Scott, and Henry
counties.

Nineteen counties reported no citetions
issued,

Highway enforcement’s 74 field of-
ficers are charged with the responsibility
for policing truck and other commercial
traffic on Kentucky's highways.

2-Day Heart Clinic
Set for This Area

A lwo-day consultative and diagnostic
heart clinic for medically indigent
patients will be held in the Pike County
Health Department, Pikeville, on
Tuesday and Wednesday, August 8 and 9.

The clinic is being organized so that
adults only will be admitted to the clinic
on August 8 and children only will be seen
on August 9.

Physicians from the departments of
Medicine and Pediatrics at the
University of Kentucky Medical School
will conduct the clinie.

Co-sponsored by the Kentucky Heart
Association, the Bureau for Health
Services and the county health depart-
ments, the clinic will provide a
diagnostic service for the patient, along
with recommendations for treatment and
management of the case. It also will
provide an opportunity for the referring
physician to consult with the clinician
regarding his patient.

Only those patients who have been
referred by a physician and have a
written referral will be admitted to the
clinic. Counties in this clinic area are
Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and
Pike,

Knott Road Hearing
Held after Injunction

Residents along Ogden Creek in Knott
County have been trying to prevent high-
way construction on the new KY 80 from
blocking access to their homes. A
hearing was held July 19 in the district
court of Judge J. Robert Morgan at
Hindman on a restraining order issued
July 12 which, temporarily prevented
road construction in the area from
blocking the road.

After residents in the area had com-
plained that the road being blocked on
Ogden Creek was endangering the lives
of those who live in the area, the Knott
County Citizens for Social and Economic
Justice (CSEJ) and Citizens for Social
and Equal Opportunity joined the
residents in processing the restraining
order. The July 19, hearing was at the
request of the Bizzack Brothers Con-
struction Company and Bush and Bur-
chett Construction Company, defendants
in the case.

Carl Richtie, who lives on Ogden
Creek, told the court that the road over
which citizens were forced to travel was
full of potholes and turned the normal 15-
minute trip to Hindman into a hour and 15
minute trip. Other residents told of how
the hill over which they would be forced
to travel if the detour was upheld was
impassable during the winter. Many of
the witnesses expressed concern for the
length of time it would take emergency
medical help to reach the area over the
detoured road.

A continuance was granted until
August 11 so that information in the case
could be obtained from the Governor's
office. A meeting will also be held July 24
between area residents and the
Department of Transportation to see if
an ' out-of-court settlement can be
reached.

Grayson Urges Counties
To Handle Road Programs

Local governments are being en-
couraged by state transportation of-
ficials to become more involved in their
county road aid programs and to develop
programs of their own to enforce weight
limits on county roads.

Transportation Secretary Calvin
Grayson addressed his remarks par-
ticularly to county judges and fiscal
court members in an afternoon session of
the Governor's Local Government Issues
Conference at the Galt House in
Louisville last Thursday.

“I believe we need to place greater
control of the County Road Aid Program
in the hands of county governments,"
Grayson fold an audience of about 100
local officials.

He said that this fiscal year the
program will distribute between $35 and
$40 million among Kentucky's counties to
help them maintain and improve local
roads. That figure includes a percentage
of the state motor fuel tax revenue, plus
$15 million in special funds recom-
mended this year by Gov. Julian Carroll
to offset flood and winter damage to
roads,

“Our department is responsible for
25,000 miles of state-maintained roads in
Kentucky; we just don't have the
manpower to maintain the state system
and 19,700 miles of county roads at the
same,” Grayson said.

He added that county governments can
maintain their roads better than the state
because they can pay their workers more
and are more familiar with local con-
tractors and suppliers.

Presently, 84 counties have
cooperative arrangements with the
Transportation Department, Grayson
said. He urged the other 36 counties to
start similar efforts in their county road
aid programs,

Grayson said he would like to see the
transportation department's role in the
program ‘‘gradually reduced until it is
completely out of the picture, and the
state gives the money to the counties to
plan and implement their own
programs.''

To accomplish that goal would require
legislative action, but Grayson said that
could happen if the benefits of
cooperative =~ arrangements are
demonstrated.

Also speaking at the session was Col.
Richard Horn, director of the Tran-
sportation Department's Division of
Highway Enforcement, which patrols all

state-maintained roads to enforce weight
limits and safety regulations,

Horn discussed alternatives for county
officials who want to develop weight
regulation programs for their roads.

“‘Because of our increased respon-
sibilities on state-maintained highways,
we aren't able to effectively patrol
county roads also, but we can help you
police and enforce weight limits on your
own roads,” Horn said.

He said his division can advise local
sheriffs on the type of equipment needed
and how it is best used to enforce weight
limits. He also offered legal advice when
citations are contested in courts,

Another alternative suggested by Horn
is for counties to require industrial haul
permits for truckers using the roads. In
that way, he said, the people using the
roads help pay to maintain them.

Horn also said that county govern-
ments have the alternative of issuing
their own regulations for weight limits on
county roads.

Public To Have Say
At School Meetings

School districts across Kentucky will
hold public hearings during the coming
school year to determine how local
citizens think their educational programs
can be improved.

The public hearings, which were
mandated by House Bill 579, the
Educational Improvement Act, will be
held at each school in Kentucky and will
give parents, students, teachers, ad-
ministrators, and other citizens input

into the development of a plan for local.

educational improvement.

The Educational Improvement Act,
passed by the 1978 General Assembly,
provides for statewide competency
testing and remedial training, as well as
the development of local educational
improvement plans.

Using information gathered during the
public hearings and the results of
screening tests, local school personnel
will determine the strengths and
weaknesses of the school program and
develop the local improvement plan to
address the educational weaknesses.

HB 579 was enacted to “assure the
right of each student in the public schools
of this state to acquire the basic
knowledge and learning skills essential
for completing high school, pursuing a
course of study in post secondary
education, or entering the work force in
our society.”

It provided that each student in grades
3,5, 7 and 10 be administered a screening
test to measure student progress and
achievement in the basie skills, defined
in the legislation to be reading, writing,
spelling, language arts, mathematics
and learning skills.

Diagnostic tests will then be given to
students identified by the screening tests
as being weak in any of the six basic
skills areas.

The state Department of Education
will assist the local districts in the im-
plementation of the act. The Office of
Research and Planning, headed by Dr.
Donald Van Fleet, will help the districts
with- the administration and in-
terpretation of the tests. The Bureau of
Instruction, headed by Randy Kim-
brough, will lend assistance in the areas
of program development and remedial
training. The bureau will also provide
technical assistance in conducting the
public hearings.

The department is currently
developing guidelines to help the local
districts implement their educational
improvement plan. Department per-
sonnel are available to conduct inservice
workshops as districts request them.
About 30 districts have already
scheduled inservice training on the
educational improvement program.

The screening tests will be conducted
on the local level during April and May
1979, using the Comprehensive Tests of
Basgic Skills. The CTBS was chosen
because 150 districts already use the test
and are familiar with the administration
of it. The state department also has the
capeity to score it.

Test results will be returned to the
districts by Aug. 1. Scores will also be
made available to the governor, the state
advisory committee for educational
improvement, the Legislative Research
Commission, State Board for Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education and local
boards of education.

During September and October next
year, each district will administer a
diagnostic test to students identified by
the screening test as being weak in some
basic skills. Tests will be provided by the
state department of education, but the
local district may choose to develop one
of its own or use another test already
developed.

On Oct. 1, 1979, the district’s
educational improvement plan must be
submitted to the department of

education, Each year the plan will be
revised to reflect the previous year's
activities,

When the plan is approved by the
Department of Education, remedial
training can begin for students whose
tests indicated educational weaknesses,
During the second year of the program,
$1.75 million has been allocated by the
legislature for remedial programs.

HB 579 specifies that the test results
will not be used as a means of evaluating
teachers and administrators for the
purpose of promotion, demotion, transfer
or dismissal.

The Educational Improvement Act
does not require students lo meet
minimum requirements for graduation
or promotion.

An advisory committee for educational
improvement made up of citizens,
parents, teachers and administrators has
been appointed in accordance with HB
579 to advise the governor and the
department of education on the im-
plementation of the act. The committee,
which will meet at least three times each
year, is holding its first meeting today
(Wednesday) which in Frankfort.

Have you looked at our creeks and
rivers lately? They don’t look too good. I
mean, they aren’t very clean. Most of the
creeks and rivers have been that way for
some time.

It was because of problems like ours
that Congress passed the Federal Water
Pollution Control Act Amendments in
1972. The Act sets high water quality
goals. An interim goal has been
established for water to be pure enough
by 1983 so that fish can live and
reproduce in it. That may sound
ridiculous, but many of our streams are
so dirty that fish cannot live in them.
Waters are also supposed to be clean
enough by 1983 to be ‘‘swimmable.”
Another goal is set for 1985 when all
discharge of pollutants into navigable
waters is to be eliminated and the water
is to be “‘drinkable’”. We can see that
these goals are high indeed. Maybe the
goals seem too unrealistic. But it was
because we had taken clean water for
granted that Congress reacted in this
way to the problem. We have let too
much sewage run into the creek, have
thrown too much garbage into the creeks,
and have let too much soil erode from the
hills.

Under the guidance of the En-
vironmental Protection Agency each
state is developing its own program to
solve the problem. Task forces have been
established to: (1) identify the water
quality problems, (2) identify pollution

sources, (3) recommend guidelines for
‘‘best management practices’’ to curb
pollution from identified sources, (4)
recommend regulatory programs as
needed, and (5) recommend state and
local agencies needed for implementing
long-term Water Quality Programs.

In Kentucky, the Department of
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection’s Division of Water Quality
has been designated as the state's lead
agency. They are responsible for coor-
dinating all -input from interested in-
dividuals, groups, and governmental
units. Step 1 (identifying the water
quality problems) and Step 2 (identifying
the pollution sources) have been com-
pleted with the help of Kentucky's 121
conservation districts. Conservation
districts were requested to help, since
they have worked with natural resources
for 25 years or more and they encompass
the entire area of Kentucky.

Section 208 of the Water Quality Act
deals with nonpoint sources of pollution.
Pollutants that come from a pipe are
called ‘‘point"’ sources of pollution. That
is, they can be traced to their origin from
the pipe. Other pollutants are called
“‘nonpoint” since they can’t be traced to
a particular point. Examples of these
‘“‘nonpoint™ sources are: cornfields,
which produce silt from erosion; strip
mines, which produce silt and chemical
pollutants at times; house lots where
bare soil easily erodes before con-
struction and grass seeding are finished.

State Farm Mutual Asking Rate Increase

Mutual’s petition for a 9.9 percent auto
insurance premium increase.

auto insurance operation loss was due
primarily to a 39.6 increase in the cost of
bodily injury liability claims between
1976 and 1977. There also were sizeable
increases in the cost of claims for
property damage and collision, he said.

State Farm, Kentucky's largest auto
insurer, last was granted an increase in
its auto insurance rates in October, 1977.
That amounted to 13.1 percent, Burt said.

He also said that if the proposed in-
crease is granted, it will mean that State
Farm’s rates will be about 30 percent
higher than at the end of 1970. Other
costs, such as hospital rooms and doc-
tor's fees, have risen more sharply than
auto insurance premiums, he said.
Between 1970 and 1977, he said, hospital
room rates rose 106 percent and doctors’
charges went up 69.7 percent.

If State Farm's request is granted, the
average premium would increase $7.86
per six-month policy, Burt said.

Roadbank erosion on KY 80, at this site near Hueysville
resulted in adding silt to the stream just below it and
required the construction of an expensive retaining wall.

Silt is the eroded soil that has moved
downhill or downstream from the
erosion. Other sources of pollution in-
clude untreated sewage from outhouses,
septic tanks that overflow, gas and oil
wells that leak, and garbage dumps.

In 1977 the Floyd Conservation District
conducted a pollution survey of Floyd
county. The objectives of the survey were
to locate all sources of pollution and
sediment producing areas, and to
determine the quality of water in the
county. The supervisors of the district
included L. R. Johnson, Prestonsburg;
Ruby Akers, Drift; Lloyd Wells, Auxier;
Billy Merritt, Abbot Creek; Anna Sue
Stumbo, McDowell; Hobert Younce,
Middle Creek; H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr.,
Prestonsburg. They, along with
representatives of forestry, reclamation,
agriculture, conservation, and health
agencies determined that Floyd County's
biggest pollution problems, starting with
the most serious are: (1) surface mining,
(2) solid waste or garbage disposal and
septic tank or sewage problems, (3)
roadbank erosion. The water quality in
Floyd county was called poor, in general.
All streams within the county have been
affected by sediment.

Environmental Protection Agency
memoranda have stated that control or
mandatory programs will not be
required where the state plan shows that
substantial water ‘quality problems do
not now exist and are not likely in the
foreseeable future. That means the state
must prove a voluntary program has
already been working to eliminate water
quality problems. If the state can’t prove
this, some mandatory programs
(regulations) will be necessary for
people like us who are accustomed to
having no controls on the way we handle
soil and water. :

This legislation could eventually in-
volve a large proportion of America’s
outdoor workers—home builders, con-
struction workers, loggers, farmers, and
miners. Clean water—it’s something we
can't take for granted any more.

The use of a constant bass and
a slight echo on the vocals give the song a
haunting, dream aimosphere used in
Fleetwood Mac's ‘Dreams.” *“Is this
moment a fantasy or a vision of what will
be' is spoken well with a yawning sax
and stirring wind sounds. This man's
voice is not to be underestimated as he
can switch rockin' “Easy Driver’’ and
“Somebody Knows." Loggins completes
*“Whenever 1 Call You Friend"” with
vocal help from Stevie Nicks and lyrical
assistance from Melissa Manchester.
The arrangement of Joe South’s ‘‘Down
In the Boondocks’ is uptempoed with a
blue blend of harmonica. The talent of
Kenny Loggins shines on this vinyl.

Tammy and George plus Conway and
Loretta are all at it again. Tammy
Wynette's new album, “Womanhood” is
good country. Only one hang up—no
progression. Tammy is still full of
lovesick blues and none of the cuts reach
out and grab you with greatness, as
always ‘‘they have to grow on you." The
cuts “Womanhood'' and the slightly
corny ‘‘I'd like to See Jesus (On the
Midnight Special)”’ add the touch of
religion to the barroom blues, to keep the
album ‘‘good’'n country.'' The lyrics,
especially on “What's A Couple More,"”
‘‘Memories,"” and ‘“‘Love Doesn't Always
Come (On the Nights It's Needed),”
which Tammy helped to pen are ex-
pressive and moving in their com-
position. Tammy is still the Queen of
Heartache and has one more ‘tear
jerking" album to her credit.

But as for George and his ‘‘Bartender’s
Blues'’ LP, you just wouldn't believe.
Side one, beginning with James Taylor’s
‘“Bartender’s Blues'' is typically Mr.
Country Music. But flip it over and old
George will surprise you. I Don’t Want
No Strangers Sleepin’' In My Bed”
produces an upbeat only to warm you up
for “I ain't Got No Business Doin’
Business Today"' which is actually funky
- a term not often applied to music in the
country field, especially in George's
corner. “Leavin’ Love All Over the
Place'” if full of catchy, suggestive
phrases such as ““ it would take a dozen
carpenters to fix the bed.”” The Jones'
humor continues with “‘(When Your
Phone Don’t Ring) It'll Be Me,”” George
wraps it up with his version of the Oak
Ridge Boys' ‘‘Julianne.”

(Citizen Participation in Strip Law
Enforcement Stressed at Meet Here

A special meeting recently at
Prestonsburg Community College
focused on citizen involvement in en-
forcement of new federal laws regulating
strip-mining and emphasized the point,
as one speaker expressed, that “it’s no
longer necessary to stand in front of a
bulldozer to protest illegal mining
practices.”

About 50 persons heard represen-
tatives of federal and state regulatory
agencies discuss the new laws and ex-
plain the role citizens could play in their
enforcement at the three-hour meeting
which was sponsored by the National
Wildlife Federation and the Appalachian
Coalition.

Glenn Shadoan, inspector with the
federal Office of Surface Mining (OSM),
deseribed the more technical aspects of
the new laws and told citizens of specific
“symptoms’'’ such as the presence of
black water or overburden deposited
over a hillside which could indicate
violations. Private citizens, whether
landowners or not, he explained, may
inform authorities concerning suspected
violations, and actually accompany-
inspectors on the site. ‘‘Informants may
also remain anoymous,'" he pointed out,
If the person claiming the alleged in-
fraction is not satisfied—with the in-
spector’s performance, Shadoan said,
"that person may actually bring suit
against the inspector.”

“Freeway Sunday”
To Play at College

Rebecca Jernigan's ‘Freeway Sun-
day'’ will be presented in the auditorium
of Prestonsburg Community College this
Wednesday (July 26) at 8 p.m. Hosted by
Prestonsburg Community College, it is
sponsored by the Kentucky Humanities
Council and produced in conjunction with
Somerset Community College and the
Blue Troupe.

“Freeway Sunday'’ is a one-act play
about the breakdown in communications
between two people. Basically, it details
the emotions, memories, and perceptions
of a woman and a man following their
divorce.

““Smoke in the Wind," a series of seven
songs, precedes and sets the stage for
"'Freeway Sunday." Following the play,
a forum consisting of actors, directors,
writers, humanities professors and
members of the hosting group will lead
the audience in a discussion of some of
the questions raised by the play. Prof.
Laura Weddle, of Prestonshurg Com-
muntiy College, will be a member of the
forum.

“Freeway Sunday’’ was written and is
directed by Rebecca Jernigan, an
assistant professor of Arts and
Humanities at Somerset Community
College, while “‘Smoke in the Wind" is
directed by its author, Clifford Lee
Johnson, III, executive director of the
Blue Troupe. Performers for both works
are Sharon Whitehead and Clifford Lee
Johnson, III.

No admission will be charged.

Gene Stewart, representing the state
Department of Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection, said state
laws follow very closely with federal
regulations and added that state law is
sometimes even more stringent. As an
example he pointed to the fact that
federal laws do not control sites less than
two acres in size while state law does.

Stewart’s reference to stiff state law
was challenged, however, by one area
resident who pointed out that an oft-cited
Mud Creek coal operator was still
stripping even though he had been guilty
of extreme violations of existing mining
laws.

A resident of Poor Bottom, Pike
county, Edith Easterling, told of the
success of a citizens' group of which she
was a member to stop extensive strip-
mining in the heavily populated Poor
Bottom hollow four years ago. She ex-
plained that through the determination of
the residents and the legal aid of the
Prestonsburg-based Appalachian
Research and Defense Fund, the strip-
ping was stopped, and she stressed, ‘‘that
was long before the new regulations.”

J. T. Begley, solicitor for OSM, also
discussed current strip-mine laws and
how citizens could serve in a “‘watchdog”
capacity.

The speakers emphasized that the new
laws apply only to jobs begun after May 3
and then with the exception of some
smaller strip jobs. All types of surface
mines will fall under the new laws after
December, 1978, however, it was pointed
out.

Citizens were encouraged lo contact
the central OSM office in Knoxville,
Tenn. at (615) 584-4940 or 588-5398, or the
district office at Hazard, 436-5626, if
violations were suspected.

Saturday’'s meet was one of three
which have been held in Eastern Ken-
tucky this spring with two earlier
meetings in Harlan and Hazard.

Tagged Fish Worth
$1,000 to Angler

Roger D, Coffey, of Valley Station, is
$1,002 richer today and all because of a
fish or—to be more precise—because of
three fish, each of which was sporting a
bright orange plastic tag when it ended
up on the “busines end" of a crank bait
Coffey was fishing in the Skaggs Creek
area of Barren River Lake in late May.

And how does all that money figure into
what began as a few quiet days of family
fishing for the 30-year-old Coffey, his
wife, Peggy, and their 4-year-old son,
Todd?

Back in the spring, fishery biologist
with the state Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources, began tagging and
releasing black bass in certain lakes and
streams and in a portion of the Ohio
River. Each of the lags was assigned a
monetary value, chosen by random
selection, ranging from $1 to $1,000, with
intermediate values of $5, $10, $25, $50
and $100. A fisherman catching a tagged
bass had only to return the tag, along
with several of the fish's scales, a few
vital statistics about the fish and tell how
and where the fish was caught, to the fish
and wildlife department in order to claim
their cash reward,

And so Coffey, a native of Glasgow who
was reared in Louisville, proceeded to
calch not just one “‘tagged’ bass but
three—all taken in the same area within
three-or four-day period (he can't
remember now whether the first was
caught two or three days before May 30
when the last two were added to his
stringer), and either the second or the
third bass worth a whopping $1,000.
(Each of the others bore a $1 tag.)

1 knew the department was con-
ducting some kind of tagging program,”
Coffey said when he, Peggy and Todd
dropped by the fish and wildlife depart-
ment's Frankfort offices to pick up his
checks, "‘but I was amazed when they
said I'd won $1,000."

Coffey was presented the "‘reward’’ by
Carl Kays, commissioner elect of the
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources.

“Sofar we're getting higher returns (of
the tags) than we thought we would,”
Ted Crowell, fisheries biologist in charge
of the project, said, adding that the
statewide average is now 13.6 percent
and as high as 40 percent in some areas.

“Increasing the return rate was the
purpose of the cash rewards,” he said,
“‘because we must get the lags back if
we're to achieve our purpose of learning
more about black bass. We're par-
ticularly interested in evaluating the
effects of the new 12-inch size limit and
also hope to more accurately gauge the
fishing pressure on black bass."

The study is planned to run‘for ‘at least
two vears, according to Crowell, and
more fish will be tagged next spring. The
tags themselves will be honored *‘from
now on,” he said.

A Journey into August

Pausing for a brief moment on a high
hill flanking an idyllic little valley of neat
farm homes, opulent gardens and green
hayfields, the wanderer gazed away into

Washington, D.C.—When the
Society of International Cellulose In-
sulation Vanufacturers (SICIM) tells you
“it's in the bag", they aren’t kidding.

“We're cautioning the homeowner to-

read the label on the bag before .they
puréhase "insulation,” "says Gregory: .
Fitzgerald, executive director of the non-
profit national trade association.

‘“The label contains useful information
for the consumer and enables the in-
dividual to determine if the insulation
complies with stringent federal and
industry standards,” said Fitzgerald.

Insofar as cellulose insulation is
concerned, SICIM requires as a condition
of membership in its organization that a
manufacturer of the product submit to
tests by a qualified laboratory with third
party followup assurance. ‘“‘We have
been working toward this objective since
our inception as a trade association in
early 1977," he said, '*and cannot accep!
the idea that any other method will
provide the safeguards needed,
especially in this age of increased con-
sumer awareness.’

Fitzgerald noted that cellulose in-
sulation is well suited to the nation's
massive retrofit insulation programs, as
it is a natural and recycled product. It
also reduces tremendous amounts of
energy consumed in the manufacturing
processes needed in the production of
other types of insulation materials.

If you see a wild animal acting
strangely, leave it strictly alone. There’s
always the possibility that it has rabies,

Although this dread disease is most
commonly associated with dogs, vir-
tually all mammals can contract rabies
and transmit il to man. Foxes, bats and
rats are among the most common
carriers of rabies, but skunks may ac-
tually be more dangerous, since they can
carry the rabies virus for six to eight
months, according to Joe Bruna, director
of the Department of Fish and Wildlife's
game management division.

This means that even a ‘‘deodorized’’
skunk bought from a pet store and cer-
tified disease-free could suddenly
develop-rabies months after it is pur-
chased, Bruna says.

A wild animal with rabies often does
not exhibit the fear of man that is natural
among wild creatures. This can lead
many people to think that the animal is a
lost *'pet."” Children are especially prone
totry to adopt such an animal, since they
have been conditioned by tv shows and
movies depicting all wild animals as
cuddly, loveable creatures

In one recent case, a group of
youngsters at a church-sponsored
children's home captured a fox. They
thought the animal looked sick, so they
brought it to the Game Farm at Frank-
fort for treatment. After a few days, the
fox died, and the Department of Health
confirmed that it was rabid. Two of the
Game Farm employees and all the
children who had come in contact with
the fox had to take the painful series of
rabies shots.

All children, particularly those living
in rural areas where the chances of
encountering wild animals are great,
should be warned about the dangers of
handling, or even approaching, any
animal that is acting sick or unusual, or
which does not seem to be afraid of them

Rabies is transmitted from one animal
to another, or to man, by the saliva from
the diseased animal, usually through a
bite. But the virus can enter the skin
from any open wound which the saliva
contacts.

Any suspicious animal should be
reported to the local authorities—either
the county health department, the local
conservation officer or the sheriff's of-
fice. If someone is bitten or otherwise
attacked, he should seek immediate
medical aid and every attempt should be
made to kill or capture the animal.

By the time the symptons of rabies
appear, it is too late to counteract the
disease by vaccination. Health depart-
ment officials can determine, by
examining the animal's head, whether or
not it is rabid, If the animal cannot be
located, then the victim usually must
undergo the rabies treatment as a
precaution.

Of course, all dogs, cats or other pet
animals should be innoculated as
directed by a veterinarian, and even an
immunized pet should be watched closely
if it is bitten by a suspected rabies
carrier,

Sheriff Says ‘Feds’
Interfere with Him
In Bootlegging Case

(From The Salyersville Independent,
, July 20)

Magoffin Sheriff Thomas R. Salyer this
week suggested that his efforts to contain
a particular bootlegger have been
stymied by a couple of federal agencies
which apparently are using the services
of the aforementioned person as an in-
formant.

Salyer explained a curious set of dir-
cumstances he encountered recently
following a raid on Raleigh Barnett, 55, of
Howard Branch on Wednesday, July 12.

““He was caught with three gallons of
moonshine, a federal offense,” Salyer
stated. ‘It was about an hour after we
raided him that he was booked and
lodged in the Magoffin County jail, at
around 1 a.m. July 13. About 15 minutes
after he had been lodged, a phone call
was received at the jail from a man
identified as an FBI agent who asked
what was going on, and if Barnett was
bootlegging again.”

Salyer reported that Barnett has had a
number of previous bootlegging con-
victions.

The next morning, a Mr. Beam with the
Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms division
of the U.S. Treasury phoned Salyer and
stated that he didn't have a case. The
ATF man called from Lexington and told
Salyer he was notified of the situation by
interagency reports of a phone call from
Barnett's wife stating that he had been
picked up.

Sheriff Salyer said he felt the ATF
people had managed to usurp his
authority in a local bootlegging case, and
said he felt more cooperation in matters
of this type are needed.

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USDA To Make Up
Schools ‘Shortfall’

The U.S. Department of Agricullure
will make cash payments totaling
$615,512 to schools in Kentucky to make
up for a shortfall in food donations for
school lunches. The funds are part of a
national payemnt of $47,026,743.

The cash payments are to be used only
to purchase foods that are produced in
the United States and that meet
specifications of the school lunch and
breakfast programs.

“The National School Lunch Act
provides that states are to be given a
specified value of donated foods for each
lunch served in their schools. If they are
not provided all the foods programmed in
their state, they are given cash payments
to make up the difference.

For the 1978 school year (ending June
30) the value of donated foods was
programmed at 12,75 cents per lunch. As
of May 15, the foods actually donated and
scheduled to be donated amount to ap-
proximately 11.05 cents a lunch; so, the
Department is making cash payments of
approximately 1.70 cents a lunch for the
4.2 billion lunches being served this year.
The per lunch amount will vary from
state to state.

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State Education Support Up
‘But Aid at Local Level Low

The latest edition of ‘‘How
Kentucky Ranks' shows the
state ranking 49th in the per-
cent of revenue—only 16.3
percent coming to public
elementary and secondary
schools from local govern-
ment.

Al the same time the percent
that Kentucky state govern-
ment put into public schools in
1977-'78 jumped from 58.4 to
71.6 percent. This causes
Kentucky to rank second in the
nation in that category. Hawaii
ranks first.

In percent of revenue coming
to public schools from the
federal government, Kentucky
ranks 10th in the nation with its
12.1 percent. In 1976-77 it was
11th with 12.2 percent.

The new Kentucky
Education Association (KEA)
publication, “‘How Kentucky
Ranks, 1978,"" notes that in
1976-"77 the state ranked 40th in
percent of public-school
revenue (29.4 percent) coming
from local government and
10th in percent of revenue (58.4

—For the 1977-'78 school year
the estimated amount spent
from local, state, and federal
funds on each Kentucky public-
school pupil in average daily
attendance was §1298. This
puts Kentucky in 45th place,
two spots higher than the
previous year when $1156 was
spent. But Kentucky still ranks
below all seven of the states
that border it.

—Apparently Kentucky will
continue to rank 40th, as it did
in 1976-'1977, in estimated
average salary of public-school
teachers. The 197778 estimate
was §11,700, compared with
last year's actual $10,926. (The
actual average for the 1977-'78
year now ended was slightly
higher—$11,723, according to
the State Department of
Education, But this does not
change Kentucky's rank.) The
national average is estimated
at $14,244.

In average salary of
classroom teachers in 1977-'78
Kentucky ranks below all
seven of the states that border
it.

—In class size, Kentucky had
the 11th highest pupil teacher
ratioin the nation. In the fall of
1976 there were 21.5 pupils

Y In February, 1863 one of the biggest
snowball fights in American history was
staged by soldiers of the Confederate
Army.

. The battle—involving an estimated
12,000 to 15,000 men per side, and spread
over an area of 10 square miles—lasted
all day, despite orders issued by Gen.
Robert E. Lee and Lt. Gen. James
Longstreet forbidding such activities in
ramp.

Similarly, when soldiers of the 4th

Texas -Regiment awoke early one
monping to find it snowing, a rousing
snowbdll battle involving five brigades
and the cavalary was hastily organized.
The fight lasted well into the evening.
! Scenes like these—which were con-
gidered ‘'serious’’ sporting events by
both Union and Confederate soldiers—
were not uncommon during the Civil
War, according to Dr. Lawrence W.
Fielding, sport historian and assistant
professor un U of L’s Department of
Health, Physical Education and
Recreation.

Fielding, one of the nation's leading
experts on Civil War sports, is resear-
ching this aspect of history for his for-
thecoming book, *‘Sport Along the Road to
Appomattoy: In the Shadow of Army
Life,” He has been researching Civil War
sports for nearly 10 years, using as his
sources diaries he has picked up at flea
markets in the East, letter collections
and personal journals,

Fielding, who became interested in
history and philosophy as a graduate
student in physical education at the
University of Maryland, believes there
are some ‘‘very startling parallels"
between the Civil War period and con-
temporary America in light of the em-
phasis placed on athletic competition.

During the Civil War, for instance,
sport was used as a ‘‘measuring stick"’ of
an individual's “‘manliness’’. In order to
be considered a ‘‘man’' in the soldier
society (and in some cases soldiers ac-
tually achieved a '‘hero’’ status as a
result of their athletic abilities), a man
had to prove himself physically through
competition in a wide variety of games,

“You had to be able to participate,”
Fielding noted, *‘and that got you through
the first level of acceptance; and then
you really needed to excel in a particular
sport in' order to get the recognition
soldiers apparently wanted, It boils down
tothe fact that you were not considered a
‘man’ unless you possessed physical
abilities."

Officers also were measured on their
sporting skills and were either acclaimed

or derided depending upon their physical

prowess,

James Longstreet was extremely
popular among his men because he
organized horse jumping contests every
afternoon in camp, In addition, he was an
avid hunter and good poker player.

“For some reason,” Fielding ob-
served, “the soldiers at that time felt
moresecure fighting for a man whowasa
good gambler and sportsman. In some
cases, generals were popular because
they were good baseball players."

There were other reasons, of course,
why the soldier society during the Civil
War was intensely sports-minded.

First, some of the men—particularly
the Confederates—had great difficulty
obtaining reading material. Second,
sports counteracted much of the
boredom of camp life.

“‘Confinement was a tremendous
problem for soldiers, because they had
never really been confined up to this
time,"" he noted, “‘and had never before
been told to stay in camp. Soldiers were
used to going where they wanted, when
they wanted. And some soldiers con-
tinued to do so even though they were in a
war.

‘‘This was probably more often the
case on the Confederate side, where
soldiers—if they wanted to go into town
or hunting—went; and officers, in many
instances, were powerless to stop them."

Fielding said that during the war Union
and Confederate soldiers ‘‘played a little
bit of everything” in the way of sports

Horse racing was the most popular
sport. In this sport a soldier's worth
wasn't necessarily measured by his
ability to ride and win, but his skill at
picking the winning horses.

This activity became so popular that
Gen. George Meade in 1864 issued an
order prohibiting horse racing because it
was so disruptive. Soldiers would ac-
tually leave their posts in camp to attend
a race.

Baseball also was a very popular sport
during the Ciyil War, and was played by
both the North and South.

Soldiers organized and policed their
own games, and in almost every in-
stance, the activity got "'out-of-hand."” So
much so, that officers often had to come
in and control the situation, but ended up
joining in the games themselves. The job
of policing the games was then kicked up
to the higher commands.

““Most of the time,"” Fielding pointed
out, “officers were expected to par-
ticipate, If they didn't, their subordinates
would be apt to ‘get them’ afterwards.
Sometimes soldiers would hide behind
trees and shoot at the officers; and
because of the heavily wooded areas
around camp it was difficult to catch
them in the act."

One of the more interesting forms of
baseball played by soldiers during the
war was ‘‘corner ball,” The idea of the
game was to throw the ball at the op-
ponent to get him out. This type of
baseball was used by the soldiers even
though the ““New York'' game—what we
refer to as baseball today—was actually
being played by the naticnal baseball
association in 1858.

In the spring of 1863 there was a
tremendous baseball boom. An
eyewitness—standing on a hill
overlooking the plains of Falmouth, Va.
where Union soldiers were encamped—

“If the next legislature discontinues
the program, then recurring expenses,
like salary raises, would have to be made
up out of local funds,” he said.

“It's possible at Falmough," Fielding
said, “'because the lay of the land lends
itsell to athletics on a large scale. The
soldiers had the space for it. Acutally
having tramped across such fields
myself, it gave me 4 little insight on why
such a thing was possible.”

Fielding, an avid sportsman himself,
coached two junior college teams to the
national tennis championships while in
Maryland, and currently is operating a
series of tennis and golf camps from U of
L's Shelby Campus.

When his beok is completed this fall, it
should give Civil War historians bath
understanding of the kinds of sporling
events popular ameng Union and Con-
federate soldiers, and an interesting
glimpse at the personalities of the men
who fought on American battlefields
nearly 120 years ago

Kentucky Ends
Year in Black

Kentucky finished the 1977-78 fiscal
year in sound financial shape, with
General Fund receipts a fraction above
estimates, according to the Department
of Revenue.

The state's General Fund totaled
$1,476,114,586 at the end of the fiscal year
June 30, just barely topping the budget
estimate of $1.475 billion.

“l think it puts us in pretty good
shape,’ said Paul Tanner, director of the
state Revenue Department’s research
staff.

Revenue officials were concerned that
the long coal strike last winter would cut
about $10 million from anticipated
severance tax receipts.

But a record month in May and the
department's collection of back taxes put
coal severance tax receipts within $3.5
million of what had been anticipated.

Severance taxes totaled $121.5 million
for the year, short of the $125 million

estimate but an increase of 14.8 percent .

over the previous fiscal“year.

Transportation fund receipts were 8.9
percent for a total of $512.3 million. The
receipts increased by B.6 percent,
representing about $349.3 million of that
total.

Motor vehicle usage tax receipts of
$109.4 million were up 20 percent for the
year, well over the estimate, but motor
fuels taxes did not meet expectations.

“Our great strength is the motor
vehicle usage tax,"” Tanner said. ‘‘People
continue to buy ecars and trucks and
continue to put things on them, and they
cost a lot of money."

But motor fuels taxes increased by
only 3.4 percent. Tanner said the big loss
occured in January when heavy snow
resulted in road closings and hampered
travel. *“When you lose a period like that
you never get it back,’ he said.
