Ordinance Error 
Halts Proposed 
Annexation Suit 

The court action reported last week by 
The Times as having been taken by the 
City Council toward annexation of a wide 
territory su,rroundjng Prestonsburg not 
only did not take place-the entire an­
nexation ordinance earlier enacted was 
rescinded because of an error discovered 
in the description of one tract involved, 
according to Mayor Harold Cooley. 

The report that the suit had been 'filed 
originated with City Manager Jack 
Hyden , who apparently did not know at 
the time of the error discovered by the 
city attorney and engineer. (The Times 
itself erred in failing to follow a basic 
rule-check the record.) 

Now, Mayor Cooley said; a new or­
dinance is to be enacted, then the filing of 
the court action after the required 
publication of the ordinance. He said the 
new ordinance will be exactly that of the 
original, except for the error. 

Meanwhile, interest in the annexation 
issue, pro and con, continues unabated, 
with an_ti -annexation meetings con­
tinuing to be held and others scheduled. 
Residents of rural areas which the city 
would annex contend that annexation 
would mean increased taxes and 
restricted use of their holdings. The city, 
on (he other hand, claims owners of 
newly annexed properties would pay less 
fire insurance and would benefit from 
utilities s ervices, fire and police 
protection and a systematic garbage 
collection service. ·

"There is the total range of feelings ," 

he added. "Many feel positive about it, 
and most districts are entering the 
program in the spirit intended." 

Van Fleet also said that some 
super~ntendents are concerned about 
how the test scores will be viewed by the 
press. 

Van Fleet recently held a workshop for 
journalists at the annual convention of 
the Kentucky School Boards Association 
and urged. that the results not be used as 
a basis for comparing school districts. 

He said the main purpose of the tests is 
to identify and help students with learn­
ing deficiencies and not to create an 
academic "Sweet Sixteen" of schools. 

Van Fleet has also urged local 
educators not to rely solely on the tests in 
evaluating students because of many 
variables. 

"I would encourage the use of te11cher 
judgment as well as a test score,'' he told 
a gathering of local school officials last 
fall. "It would be criminal to put a 
student in the wrong type of program 
simply on the basis of one test score." 

All students will be given the Com­
prehensive Test of Basic Skills developed 
by the California Test Bureau, which is 
already given voluntarily by many 
Kentucky schools. 

Funding to the extent of $3 million for a 
three-year improvement program in the 
town of Wheelwright was in sight this 
week.

The largest contract calls for grading 
and drainage work on one mile of new KY 
80 in Floyd county, from about one-half 
mile north of Warco to a point near 
Dinwood. The project includes grading, 
drainage and surfacing on cross roads. 
The successful bid of 8.1 million was 
submitted by R.C. Durr Co., In-
dependence. , 

Two Magoffin county contracts 
totaling $588,284 were· awarded to East 
Kentucky Paving Corp., Grayson, for 
blacktop surfacing on 11 .2 miles of U.S. 
460 from the Morgan county line to KY 7 
and 5.5 miles of the Lick Creek road (KY 
2019) from U.S. 460 to KY 1081. 

East Kentucky Paving Corp. was a lso 
awarded a $484,340 contract for surfacing 
three other roads- five miles of the 
Louisa-lnez road <KY 3) in Lawrence 

county from the Martin county line to 
Yellow Creek road, 3.7 miles of KY 3 in 
Martin county from the Crum Branch 
road to KY 40 and four miles of the Inez­

Donald Osborne, New Postmaster 
Appointment of Donald W. Osborne as 

postmaster here, effective Saturday, 
April 7, is announced by John P. Doran , 
regional postmaster general for the 13-
state Central region. 

Mr. Osborne served in the U.S. Army 
from June 24, 1947 until June 24, 1950 and 
again from January B, 1951 until January 
B, 1954. He began his postal career as a 
substitute clerk-carrier in 1956, ad­
vancing to a regular clerk in 1967, then to 
supervisor in 1970. 

Postmasters are selec ted on merit, 
based on recommendations by a 
management selection board, and ap­
pointed by the postmaster general. 
Appointments are not subject to Senate 
confirmation.

The town of Wheelwright and its 
utilities are privately owned by the 
Mountain Investment Company, and 
before the $3 million program can get 
under way there that ownership must 
pass from private hands. 

Funding for the first year of the 
proposed three-year program there will 
be '$952,438, Congressman Perkins said. 
~re-application had been filed for 

$500,000 each for the town of Martin and 
the Cliff site, near here. Neither was 
invited to forward a final application and 
are considered rejected. 

One-year grants appArently will be 
made to two other Eastern Kentucky 
communities : Hindman, $210,550, and 
Whitesburg, $189,156. 

-Runaway Car Beheads Man, 73 
The bizarre deat-h by decapitation of 

Hobart Stevens occurred last Tuesday 
afternoon when a runaway coal gondola 
apparentJy struck Mr. Stevens from 
behind as he was walking down the 
railroad track opposite the Wayland 
Grade School building. 

The 73-year-old Stevens, who was last 
seen at about 12 :30p.m., was found about 
three hours later by a C&O crew who had 
been called when the gondola broke away 
shortly after noon as metal company 
workers were loading scrap from an 
aban doned tipple which is being 
dismantled on Steele's Creek at 
Wayland. 

Trooper Danny Stumbo, who in­
vestigated the death, said that Danny 
Bates, of Bevinsville, who was in charge 
of the gondola, stated that he was unable 
to tighten the hand-operated brake on the 
car. Bates stayed on the car 100 to 150 
,yards before jumping off, and the 

gondola continued -down the tracks for 
about one mile before derailing. 

Mr. Stevens was a retired miner and 
was a native of Oneida, Tennessee, son of 
Mrs. Mary Jane Vanover Stevens, of 
Wayland, and the late $terling Stevens. 

He is survived by two sons, Hobart 
Darrell Stevens, of Portland, Oregon, 
and Carl Ray Stevens, of Comas, Wash. ; 
one stepson, Larry Blair, of Estill; one 
daughter , Mrs. Betty Sue Jacobs, of 
Martin ; a stepdaughter, Mrs. Judy 
Wiley, of Estill; a brother, Ira Stevens, of 
Comas, Wash.; three sisters, Mrs. Grace 
Warwick, also of Comas, Wash ., Mrs. 
Frances Rink, of Ft. Thomas, and Mrs. 
Gertie Walker, of Wayland and five 
grandchildren.

Change of Plan 
For New Bridge 
Told by Carroll 

Residents of Garrett, where new KY 80 
crossed Right Beaver Creek, have won 
their fight for alteration of plans for the 
bridge over which the highway makes 
the crossing, Governor Julian Carroll told 
Rep. James "Jitter" Allen last week-end. 

Governor Carroll announced plans for 
the addition of a 104-foot span on the west 
end of the new four -lane bridge which is . 
under construction. · 

Both Carroll and Department of Trans­
portation Secretary Calvin Grayson 
visited the site last fall and talked with 
people who will be affected by the 
revision. Additionally, according to the 
governor, the access road which serves 
West Garrett will be moved some 100 feet 
to the west and will give a direct con­
nection, above high water, to that 
community . 

Secretary Grayson said that by 
providing direct access to KY 80 for West 
Garrett, the Department has eliminated 
the risk that the community will be cut 
off in time of flooding. 

The length of the two-lane blacktop 
access road to West Garrett will be ap­
proximately .2 mile. 

The added 104-foot span will take the 
place of a fill in the area near where Rock 
Fork Creek joins Beaver Creek. 
Residents of Garrett had expressed the 
fear that the fill would leave the water 
nowhere to go but into the town. Sub­
stitutil)n of the new span will, 
presumably, permit the unimpeded flow 
of water when the streams rise. 

The. revisions will be incorporated into 
the existing contract on the bridge. There 
was no estimate of the cost.

Researcher's Guide 
Work Under Way 

Al present , a researcher can spend 
hours and travel many miles just seeking 
the rocation of a record. Then, finding it 
is no assurance that it. contains the in­
formation needed. 

The lqng hours and many miles will be 
reduced or elimihated with the 
culmination of the Kentucky Guide 
Project, a survey of every collection of 
records and manuscripts available for 
research in the stale. When the project is 
finished, a researcher can directly locate 
a record along with the collection it is in 
and the respository where it is located 
simply by looking in a book. 

The Kentucky Guide Project is a 
survey of the manuscripts and record 
holdings in Kentucky, according to Tom 
Converse, project archivist with the state 
division of archives and records 
management. 

"Right now, the project is for two 
years, but we hope to get an extension of 
an additional two years," he said. 
Converse, who started his job February 
1, will hire four assistants to help him 
conduct the field work. 

"We will visit every place in this state 
that holds records and manuscripts, and 
write down the title of each item in the 
collection," said Converse. 

The project will attempt to 
systematically survey and briefly 
describe every collection of records and 
manuscripts that is available in any 
degree for research in the state, ex­
cluding records in their original county 
or city. 

The survey is a pilot project sponsored 
by the National Historical Publications 
and Records Commission, which is af­
filiated with the National Archives in 
Washington . The national commission 
recently gave Kentucky a $115,000 grant 
to help fund the project. Three states, 
New York, Washington, and Wisconsin, 
are also participating in the pilot project. 

According to Barbara Williams, state 
librarian , the best elements of each state 
project will be combined to form a 
suggested plan for a national project, 
which, if realized in its fullest form, will 
gener;:,te a national computer data base. 
This data base will allow a researcher to 
search either on-line or through printed 
Union Guides all the repositories of 
America for desired information. 

Williams said that once the guide is 
published, it will be a valuable reference 
tool or bibliography to studen(s, scholars 
and genealogists. "For the first time, one 
reference tool will guide searchers 
directly to collections per tin en t to their 
needs, and allow them. to avoid time­
wasting correspondence and travel," she 
said.

Hamilton Case 
Goes to Jury 
Late Tuesday 

The jury in the trial of Elder Lee 
Hamilton on a murder charge for the 
slaying last May 18 of his neighbor, the 
Rev. Charlie (Hat1erJ Hamilton, began 
its deliberations shortly after 5 p.m. 
Tuesday following a two-day trial in the 
Floyd circuit court. . 

Testimony showed that the shooting 
was the culmination of a dispute between 
the two men over a Mud Creek rpad 
~icb 'passes the Hatler Hamilton hpme 
and leads on to that of Lee Hamilton. The 
only eyewitness was the defendant. 

The accused man claimed that the road 
was blocked and that he was attacked by 
the other when he alighted from his 
truck. He said he was struck twice on his 
head by a .22-calibre rifle swung by 
Hatler Hamilton and that the latt~r put 
the gun to his head and that he heard the 
click of the weapon. 

Although defendant's case was based 
on self-defense, Hamilton testified that 
he remembered nothing abou t what 
occurred on the scene of the slaying after 
he had been hit. 

The Commonwealth, however, pointed 
to a statement made by the defen~ant to 
State Detective Keith Scott who quoted 
him as saying that he ''guessed'' he went 
to his truck, got his gun and fired one shot 
after Hatler Hamilton had struck him . 

Hatler Hamilton was shot one time, the 
.38-calibre bullet entering his chest, 
ranging downward and emerging at the 
back. 

Commonwealth testimony claimed the 
road was not blocked, as the defendant 
contended, and also pointed out that the 
victim was found lying within 10 feet of 
his own home. 

Charles E . Lowe, of Pikeville, 
represented the defendant. Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen 
was assisted by W. W. Burchett in the 
prosecution of the case. 

The murder trial of Rufus and James 
Clemmons, of Knott county, was con­
tinued last Wednesday when Lester 
Burns defense counsel, reported he was 
ill and unable to represent the defen­
dants.

What goes up must come down­
sometimes \ 

Of course the major exceptions to this 
rule is Pioneer and Voyager's epic flights 
to fly by Venus , Jupiter, etc. which are 
destined to continue indefinitely 
throug hout space. 

This has to do with escape velocity or 
initial speeds. If it were possible to hurl a 
rock at 11.23 kilometers per second, it 
wo·uld not fall back to the earth 's surface 
and would continue until captured by the 
mass of a larger gravitational system. 
Pioneer and Voyages had an excess of 
this velocity. 

Not so , however , Skylab, the large 
space orbiting laboratory launched by 
NASA in the early 70's. This 85-ton 
vehicle was used to house and maintain 
some of our astronauts for long, periodic 
studies of outer space which made 
possible the design of vehicles like 
Voyage and Pioneer and many more to 
come. 

Skylab was designed to stay in orbit 
until 1983 so that our recently designed 
space shuttle and other vehicles could 
bOost its velocity to allow us permanent 
use of this valuable piece of hardware. 
However, sun spot activities and cut-

' backs in NASA funding has doomed 
Skylab to an earlier flaming return to the 
earth's surface. All hope of saving this 
vehicle for future use has been aban­
doned. Reliable estimates predict its 
death hurdle sometime this summer, 
possibly as early as May. It is expected to 
scatter debris over a path 4000 miles long 
and 50 miles wide, somewhere between 
50 degrees north and 50 degrees south. It 
is impossible to predict where it will 
enter the earth's atmosphere. 

This should be a spectacle never before 
recorded by modern man. Imagine, will 
you, 84 tons of fiery debris scattered over 
an area 50 mile wide, 4000 miles long. The 
Jatgest fragment expected . to reach the 
ground should not weigh more than two 
and a half tons. 

Most of you remember the confusion 
and excitement when the Russian 
satelite entered the atmosphere and 
disintegrated over the wilds of Canada, 
scattering radioactive debr is and the 
controversy over who was to pay for the 
necessary search. There is evidence of 
an unrecorded and unidentified object 
landing in Siberia, which left evidence of 
the utter destruction of every living 
thing in its path. However, Skylab is not 
known to contain any radioac tive 
materials and its chance mutilating a 
highly populated ani!a is almost as 
remote as being struck by a meteorite. 

NASA has contingency plans fo r 
assistance from state, defense and 
justice departments and federal 
preparedness agencies in the event 
pdpulated areas are involved.1

Task Force To Decide This Week 
Asbestos -Tests for Other Schools 

Asbestos, the issue which sprang to 
prominence with its discovery in 
Prestonsburg High School, now concerns 
other sections of Kentucky as well as· 
scattered points over the nation. 

This week, the task force appointed by 
Gov. Julian Carroll at the height of the 
asbestos controversy here, will decide if 
samples shall be taken from every school 
in the state that is suspected of con­
taining asbestos ceiling material . 

At the same time, high levels of 
asbestos have been found in Central 
Kentucky water supplies. It is not known, 
however if ingesting asbestos is as 
dangero~ as the breathing of the tiny 
fibers . 

(Many water lines are known to have 
been made of a material containing 
asbestos.) The water supplies of Dan­
ville Frankfort, Nicholasville an d 
Tayl~rsville had the heaviest con­
centrations of asbestos in their drinking 
water . 

On the testing of schools the task force 
will decide if county health department 
personnel will be used to take samples or 
to rely on the local school districts to do 
the testing for the suspected cancer 
agent. . 

The decision will be based m part on 
the willingness of the local school 
districts to pay for the te$ting. 

"One question to be answered. is .the 
willingness and ability of school distncts 
to pay for the lab analysis," said Ken 
Hines, an official of the state Department 
for Natural Resources and En ­
vironmental Protection who has been 
working with the task force . 

Wendell Butler , secretary of the 
Education and Arts Cabinet and a 
member of the task force, is presently 
surveying local school officials about 
their willingness to pay. Butler was 
expected to have a report for the task 
force ·at its meeting Monday. 

Growing concern has been expressed 
about the use of asbestos- which medical 
experts believe can cause cancer- for 
ceiling tiles, insulation, sound and 
fireproofing in Kentucky school buildings 
between 1946 and 1972, when its use was 
banned. 

The task force had hoped to make its 
decision on what local action to take in 
Kentucky prior to April 1, when the U.~ . 
Environmental P rotection Agency 1s 
scheduled to begin pushing a voluntary 
federal program . 

Hines said EPA regional officials have 
assured him they will cooperate with the 
state and do nothing before Monday, this 
week. 

"There is no danger they will distribute 
some of the information they are 
proposing in Kentucky before April 2," 
Hines said. 

The EPA will send every school district 
in the country a package of information 
advising them on the potential danger of 
asbestos and how to indentify and 
remove it. 

Hines said the task force is now looking tJ 
strongly at modifying the contents of the 
EPA package to eliminate any confusion 
about asbestos testing in Kentucky. 

Hines and Na tural Resources 
Secretary Eugene Mooney have ex­
pressed reservations about the success of 
a voluntary program after a survey of • 
Kentucky school districts about asbestos _,l 
turned up incomplete returns. 

"We in Kentucky have already tried a 
voluntary program," Hines told the task 
force last week. " It has not worked in 
Kentucky." 

Reclamation, Topic 
Of Ag. Engineers 
Meet at May Lodge 

About 30 agricultural engineers from 
across the state gathered at Jenny Wiley 
State Park, Friday and Saturday, for the 
annual spring meeting of the Kentucky 
section of the American Society of 
Agricultural Engineers. 

Although a variety of topics ·were 
discussed at the meeting which featured 
Dr. William E. Splinter, president of the 
national society and chairman of the 
Department of Agricultural Engineering 
at the University of Nebraska, "the 
problems of Eastern Kentucky and the 
part agricultural engineers could play in 
solving these problems ," was the 
primary focus, according to Larry Wells, 
of the University of 'Kentucky. 

After a tour of the Addington Brothers 
Coal Co. surface mine operation on 
Daniels Creek, the engineers heard a 
presentation by Joe Davis of the state 
Soil Conservation Service concerning the 
role of the service in reclaiming ''or­
phan" strip-mined lands. 

Wells pointed out that agricultural 
engineers are becoming increasingly 
involved in mine reclamation, "in both a 
design and active function."

Crime in State 
Higher in '78 

Crime in Kentucky increased 1.5 
percent during the past year . 

According to the latest uniform crime 
figures released here today by the 
Kentucky State Police, the overall 
number of major crimes reported during 
1978 totaled 105,697 as compared with 
104,127 for 1977. · 

State police said that forcible rapes, up 
10 percent, showed the biggest increase · 
among the seven categories of offenses 
from which the overall crime rate is 
tabulated. 

Smaller increases also were reported 
for auto theft, up 3.3 percent ; burglary, 
up 2.6 percent; larceny and robbery, 
each up 1.3 percent. 

Murder and aggravated assault were 
the only offenses that resisted the 
general trend toward more crime last 
year. In those two categories, the state 
police s tatistic51;howed 8.6 percent fewer 
killings and 7.9 percent fewer assaults.

had been convicted of conspiracy and ex­
tortion charges . 

Her man sdorfer sentenced Patr ick , 
who was sheriff from 1974 l.o 1977 to an 
eight-year term and a $10,000 fine on the 
conspiracy count of which he was con­
victed, and 10-year sentences on each of 
three extortion counts of which a jury 
found him guilty. 

The judge then suspended the 10-year 
sentences in favor of five years' 
probation. 

He said Patrick would begin serving 
the eight-year sentence as soon as he 
completes the prison term he is now 
serving after pleading guilty last year in 
federal court in West Virginia to selling 
union cards . 

Before he imposed the sentences, 
Hermansdor fer char acte r ized the 
evidence against P atrick as "over­
whelming." 

"You manipulated that office for your 
own personal gain and that of your 
associates," Her mansdorfer told 
Patrick. " You violated a public trust. " 

Hermansdorfer said he exam ines pre­
sentence reports about individuals in 
hopes of finding "something positive" in 
them. " In your case, sir , I find nothing 
positive," he told Pat rick. 

Less severe sentences were imposed on 
the Pattons . 

Lum Patton, who at one time served as 
a deputy sheriff un der Patrick, was 
meted a five-year prison term on his · 
conspiracy conviction and a consecutive 
five-year term on his extor tion con­
viction. 

Hermansdorfer then suspended the 
five-year extortion sentence and placed 
Patton on five years' probation a fter he 
completes the conspiracy prison ter m. 

Mrs. Patton, who was convicted of one 
count of conspiracy, was given a five­
year prison term, all but four months of · 
which was suspended in fa vor of five 
years ' probation. 

Hermansdorfer told Mrs. Patton the 
extortion conspiracy in which she had 
participated was ' 'disruptive to the whole 
concept of government. " 

" You are through participating in a ny 
kind of criminal activity, " the judge told 
her. 

Problems Said Few 
With Switchover 
To New Bell System 

" When you get ready to throw that 
final switch, there's always a fear in the 
back of your mind that maybe something . 
will go wrong- that all of the:_ com lex 
circuitry and equipment won't functionlf 
just right. But it did and we're j us( 
delighted with how smoothly everything 
has gone with the new system ." 

Those were the words of South Central 
Bell official Phil Scott referr ing to Bell 's 
activation Saturday of its new Electronic 
Switching System <ESSJ, a system called 
the most advanced and efficient 
available anywhere. 

At a central office, the ESS operates 
like a computer , using solid-s ta te 
equipment and offering a whole host of 
seemingly futuristic conveniences . 

" Although we anticipated a rash of 
service calls, they've actually been less 
than we expected-nothing beyond what 
we could handle with routine service 
schedules and personnell ," Scott com­
mented. 

Scott said the problems that did crop 
up were expected. Many residents, for 
example , neglected to use the full seven­
digit number (the 886- in P restonsburg 

.numbers instead of the single " 6") and 
immediately heard a recording . He also 
said some telephone subscribers used the 
" 1" which precedes dir ect dial calls for 
local calls (to Allen for instance) when it 
wasn't needed. "The new system rejects 
these calls," Scott pointed out. 

He also stressed that residents who 
insist on leaving phones off the hook will 
fi nd with the new system that their lines 
become disconnected , requir ing an 
expensive service call . " With the new 
system," he emphasized, " if you leave a 
phone off to avoid unwanted calls o_r for 
any other reason , the line will go dead 
and it may lake up to three days for 
service to be resumed. " 

The switchover has been " 98 per cent 
successful" accordiing to Scott who 
added, " and that 's even better than we 
hoped for ."

"We should be pretty tough . We have 
everyone back from last year and most of 

J these boys have been playing together 
through Babe Ruth and high school," 
Dawson said, " It's hard to say how good 
we'll be at this time of the season, but we 
ought to be decent." 

King feelss the better the regular 
season schedule, the better prepared his 
club will be as the strive toward their 
goal of the regional tourney. "I want the 
boys to get experience playing against 
some of the best teams we are able to 
play. That's a great way for them to 
improve and gain confidence." 

McDowell is confident and ready to 
start play with all but three back from 
last year. "We have experience and 
talent. We're ready to play," King an­
nounced. 

W.heelwright appears to be solid up the 
middle of the defense and, as Dawson 
states, "That's always a good place to be 
strong." The infield and outfield of a year 
ago are all back and the Trojans are 
expected to be one of the strongest 
defens1ve teams in the region. 
·One of the keys for Wheelwright is how 

the pitching shapes up for the season. 
The mound staff is considered "decent" 
by Da_wson's standards. "We'll just have 
to wa1t and see about the pitching. Joe 
:rackett, the Trojans' ace for three years 
1s gone from last year, Dawson ex­
plained . . 

The T~ojans are still getting their 
schedulemorder with only six games set 
before the season opener. "I was hoping 
you'd be a coach wanting to schedule 
some games when you called," Dawson 
laughed during out recent conversation.

Washington, March 12-Secretar y of 
Agriculture, Bob Bergland, today 
suspended the use of the herbicides, 2, 4, 
5-T and 2, 4, 5-TP for forestry , right-of­
way, and pasture uses. In so doing, this 
removed cost-share assistance for use of 
these herbicides under those programs 
which provide conservation assistance to 
farmers. "We do not want to take even a 
remote change that any of our programs 
will result in health hazards to the 
American people," Bergland said. 

The herbicides are widely used in the 
United States and other countries to 
control brush and weeds on forest, 
pasture, ,range, and other land including 
right-of-way.

The department's agencies affected 
include the forest service, which ad­
ministers the National Forest System 
lands: Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conser vation Service (ASCS), which 
provides cost-shar ing assistance to 
farmers and ranchers for installing 
conservat ion and forestry practices ; and 
Soil Conservation Service (SCS), which 
provides technical assistance to land 
users.

Bergland said the department's field 
personnel would continue helping far ­
mers and other land users understand 
the potential health hazards of these and 
other herbicides in all allowable 
agreements and contracts with farmers 
so they can be modified to comply with 
the suspension order . 

The department will, however, con­
tinue to provide fi nancial and , technical 
assistance to farmers and ranchers using 
2, 4, 5-T and 2, 4, 5-TP on range or rice 
fields. These uses were not included in 
the March 1 emergency suspension by 
the Environmental Protection Agency on 
the sale, distribution and use of these 
herbicides.

Clinic personnel as well 
as space and equipment will be provided 
by the Floyd County Health Department, 
the Bureau for Health Services and the 
Kentucky Heart Association. 

Only those patients who have been 
referred by a physician and have a 
written referral will be admitted to the 
clinic. Counties in this clinic area are 
Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and 
Pike. 

Grant To Aid Driver's 
Ed for Handicapped 

The Kentucky Depar tment of Trans­
portation has awarded a federal grant of 
$105,482 to Murray State University to set 
up a program to insure that handicapped 
students in Kentucky have an equal 
opportunity to- receive driver education. 

State Transportation Secretary Calvin 
Grayson said that the grant will be used 
for the development of a center for 
driver-education training and for 
curriculum resource materials for the 
handicapped. The center will be located 
in the university's Department of Safety 
Engineering and Health. 

"Every school age child in the Com- . 
monwealth who is of licensing age and 
who desires driving and traffic safety 
education should have the chance to get 
it," Grayson said. He ~ added that 
currently there are an estimated 22,000 to 
25,000 handicapped persons of driving 
age in the state.

Tlie. Ftoyd 'Fiscal Court of Floyd 
County, Kentucky, at a special meeting 
held at 7:00p.m. E.S.T., on Wednesday , 
March 28, 1979, at the Courthouse in 
Prestonsburg, Ken Lucky, enacted, upon 
the second reading (following the 
scheduled reading on Thursday, March 
22, ill79) an Ordinance relating to the 
issuance and sale of ~18,975 , 000.00, of 
CaLm ty of Floyd, Kentucky, residential 
mortgage revenue bonds, series 1979, 
duted April 1, 1979. 

The Ordinance authorizes the issuance 
and sale of said Bonds in stated form and 
denomination , and approves the 
execution by the County of a Trust In­
denture, authorizing and securing the 
bonds , and approves the execution by the 
CoLmty of a Sale and Service Agreement 
with three local financial institutions (the 
"Agents"), viz., The Bank Josephine, 
The First National Bank of Prestons­
burg, and the Floyg, Federal Savings & 
Loan Association~ all of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, pursuant to which Ordinance, 
Indenture, and Agreement, the CoLmty 
will purchase mortgage notes from the 
Agents through the proceeds of the Bonds 
for the principal purpose of making 
residential mortgage loans to facilitate 
the construction of single-family 
residences and two-family residences in 
the County. 

The Ordinance provides for the ad­

by the Bonds) shaJl be fixed at the time of 
sale of the Bonds; and the aforesaid 
Indenture provides for the creation of 
certain funds sufficient to pay the 
principai of and the interest on the Bonds 
as and when same mature.

Unemployment Rate 
Down from January 

Unemployed Kentuckians num bered 
99,100 in February, down from the 114,600 
without jobs in January. The February 
unemployment rate dropped to 6.6 
percent. The January rate was 7.5 per­
cent. 

"This decrease in unemployment was 
due primarily to fewer persons being lai d 
oft in February and to people previously 
laid off being called back to work," sa id 
Robert MacDonald, chief labor market 
analyst for the Department for Human 
Resources. 

The high levels of . unemployment 
experienced during the first quarter of 
this year are caused by seasonal layoffs , 
bad weather conditions a nd national 
economic coonditions, MacDonald ad­
ded. 

The national rate of unemployment 
was 6.4 percent in February . · 

The total number of Kentuckians 
working in February was 1,407,100. This 
is 25,100 or 1.8 percent more people 
working than during February 197S. 

Of those unemployed in February this 
year, approximately 30 percent or 30,000 
people were out of work due to seasonal 
factors, about 25 percent or 24,800 per­
sons were new workers and those r e­
entering the labor force who were unable 
to find jobs, an d the remaining 45 percent 
of 44,300 we're unemployed by layoffs 
infl uenced by economic conditions.

Report 

Frankfort, Ky., April 2- While heavy 
weekend rains slowed fishing in some 
locations, fair to good catches of black 
bass and crappie are being reported at 
other major lakes. The lake-by-lake 
rundown, as compiled by the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources : 

GREEN- Black bass good casting 
spinner baits and crank baits and jigging 
nightcra wlers off points and in inlets and 
bays ; crappie fair over submerged 
cover ; in tailwaters, trout fair , crappie 
slow ; murky to muddy, rising, three feet 
below summer pool and 51 degrees. 

LAUREL-Trout good (best on the 
lower lake) still fishing cheese, corn and 
worms; crappie fair in timbered coves ; 
clear to murky to muddy, rising, one foot 
below power pool and 52 degrees. 

BARREN-Black bass fair to good on 
spinner baits in inlets and bays; crappie 
fair to good over submerged cover ; 
murky to muddy, rising, three feet above 
summer pool and 56 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND-Black bass fair 
casting spinner baits and artificial 
nightcrawlers and jigging live night­
crawlers in inlets and bays and still 
fishing nightcrawlers at the heads of 
tributaries and run-ins; crappie fair over 
submerged cover and willow bushes; 
rockfish good on white dollflies with pork 
rind trailers on Beaver Creek ; in 
headwaters, white bass, slow on Laurel ;

Those Who Quit Jobs 
To Lose Food Stamps 
· Primary wage earners who quit their 
jobs will find their households barred 
from the food stamp program for two 
months tmder a new food stamp rule, 
Assistant Secretary of Agriculture Carol 
Tucker Foreman has annotmced. 

"This rule will prevent primary wage 
earners from quitting their jobs in order 
to get food stamps,'' Foreman explained. 

flood-related improvements. This project

program . An addendum has been added 
to the Environmental Review Record for 
the Section 407 Disaster Rehabilitation 
Program dated September, 1977. This 
addendum describes changes in en­
vironmental setting and makes a finding 
of no significant effect. 

The rule app_lies to food stamp ap­
plicants subject to the program's work 
registration requirements. Under these 
requirements, all able-bodied, unem­
ployed household members between the 
ages of 18 and 60 must register for work 
and accept an offer of suitable em­
ployment. If a food stamp participant 
who is registered for work fails to accept 
or continue an offer of suitable em­
ployment , the entire household is 
automatically disqualifi ~d from the 
program. The new rule expands this 
provision to disqualify households whose 
primary wage earner quits a job and then 
applies for food stamps. 

Foreman said that the new rule is 
consistent with the desire of the Ad­
ministration and of Congress to assure 
that those not in need of food stamps not · 
receive them while doing more to get 
stamps to those who truly are in need 
such as the elderly and the working poor. 

The Environmental 'Review Record 
respecting the project has been made by 
the · city of Prestonsburg which 
documents the environmental review of 
the project.

The ,city of Prestonsburg will 
undertake the project described above 
with Block Grant funds from the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development (HUD l. The city of 
Prestonsburg is certifying to HUD that 
the city and Harold Cooley, in his official 

·capacity as mayor, consent to accept 
the jurisdiction of the federal courts if an 
action is brought to enforce respon­
sibilities in relation to environmental 
reviews, decision-making, and action; 
and that these responsibilities have been 
satisfied. The legal effect of the cer-
tification is that, upon its approval, the 
city of Prestonsburg may use the Block 
Grant funds, and HUD will have satisfied 
its responsibilities under the National 
Environmental Policy Act of 1969. HUD 
will accept an objection to its approval of 
the release of funds and acceptance of 
the certification only if it is on one of the 
follow'ing bases : (a) that the cer tification 
was not in fact executed by the chief 
executive officer or other officer of ap­
plicant approved byHUD ; or (b) that the 
applicant's environmental review record 
for the project indicates omission of a 
required decision, finding, or step ap­
plicable to the project in theen­
vironmental review process. Objections 
must be prepared and submitted in ac­
cordance with the required procedure 
(24CFR, Part '58) and may be addressed 
to the Federal Department of Housing 
and Urban Development at P .O. Box 
1044, Louisville, KY 40201. Objections to 
the release of funds on bases other than 
those stated above will not be considered 
by HUD. No objection received after 
April 'n, 1979, will be considered by HUD. 

The rule, which complements a 
provision of the Food Stamp Act of 1977, 
was established in proposed form last 
November and drew 235 comments, most 
of them favorable . It was establi shed in 
final form in the Federal Register on 
March 23.

The investment package is prepared 
by the ARC staff in the Development 
Cabinet and is sent to the commission in 
Washington for approval . 

Short said this year 's investment 
package follows closely the focus on 
economic development for Kentucky 
Appalachia in past years. 

"Kentucky's ARC program has 
focused from its beginnings on the 
economic development of Eastern 
Kentucky, first through highway con­
struction, and in more recent years 
through the expansion and diver­
sification of job opportunities in Ap­
palachian Kentucky," he said. 

Short said the 1979 ARC project 
package "continues to emphasize an 
approach centering on enterprise 
development by focusing on community 
facilities , housing, health and child care 
development. " The package also in­
cludes selective investments in access 
roads. 

Development in . all those areas sup­
ports the overall economic development 
strategy of Kentucky's ARC program, 
Short said, in that essential services and 
facilities can provide a s ignificant in­
centive to the location of new industries 
and other economic development activity 
in Kentucky Appalachia. 

"By taking short-term actions, we are 
achieving long-term goals," he com­
mented. 

In making up the state investment 
package, the ARC staff gathers projects 
packages from Appalachian Area 
Development Districts. 

The ADDs work closely with 
prospective grantees in developing ARC 
pre-applications. All pre-applications 
must be included with the state's in­
vestment package if they are to be 
considered for funding by ARC. 

Projects included in this ye ar 's 
package have been selected and 

• reviewed by the Kentucky ARC staff and 
Gov. Julian Carroll to assure their 
conformance with ARC regulations and 
to assure that the investment package 
consistently represents the governor's 
official policy for Appalachian 
Development, Short said. 

"We hope the package as a whole1 as 
well as each project included in it, 
represents the Commonwealth's overall 
goal of expansion of employment op­
portunities," he added. 

The investment package is also meant 
to reflect the wishes of the local citizenry 
of Kentucky Appalachia, Short said. 

Though meetings, forums , hearings 
and committee sessions, the public has 
had the opportunity to participate in 
planning the investment package . . 

News media, printed reports and 
surveys were also used to inform Ap­
palachian residents of progress and to 
obtain responses. 

"The investment package reflects the 
concern and contributions of local · 
government , ADD officials, s tate 
agencies, private organizations an d 
individuals who were given the op­
portunity to participate in its develop­
ment," Short said.

state's investment package. At the April 
commission meeting of the Appalachian 
governors, those packages thought ac­
ceptable are approved. 

But , Short added, approval of the 
overall package does not indicate ap­
proval of all the grants. 

"ARC approval of the state investment 
package means only that the overall 
scope of the year 's investment strategy 
has been approved," Short expalined . 

Prospective grantees must then file 
applications with the Development 
Cabinet. Only after screening through 
related state government agencies to 
prevent duplication of services, is the 
final ARC grant application once again 
sent to Washington by the Development 
Cabinet's ARC staff. 

The applications are then sent through 
various federal agencies in a similar 
screening process before they are finally 
considered individually a nd at length by 
the ARC, Short said. 

" It ' s a tremendo usly involved 
process," Short added, "but thus far it 
seems to be working. Eastern Ken­
tuckians are better off economically 
today than they have ever been. We think 
this is due in part to our work with the 
ARC.' '

Classroom 'City'·· Teaches Basics 
MOSCOWCUPI)- Three people have 

been sentenced to death by firing squad 
in the town of Blegorod for collaborat ing 
with Nazi occupation forces during World 
War II, the official Soviet news agency 
Tass reported Thursday. They were 
identified only by their last names, 

One "city" in Kentucky hasn't had any 
inflation this year and is smoothly run by 
a ten-year old mayor. 

The city is Paradise City and the 
mayor is Mike Vargosko. 

Paradise City exists within the walls of 
Barbara O"Connell's fifth grade 
classroom at Kingsolver Elementary 
School in Fort Knox. For two years the 
simulated city has hel~ed reinforce the 
English and math skills of O'Connel's 
fifth 'graders and has taught them the 
basic principles of democracy. 

O'Connell developed the idea of the 
mock city, . with its bank · and elected 
officials, as a means of helping students 
put their skills to work "in a way that is 
not painful for them:" 

''I was in college before I ever filled out 
a check," said O'Connell. "I wished I had 
had something like this in my 
education." 

Paradise City is not a game. Students 
have checkbooks and balance sheets, and 
they pay property and income taxes. And 
if one should break the rules of the city, 
he or she pays a fine levied by the of­
ficials elected by the class. 

Every student has two jobs to do each 
week. Some consist of manual labor 
such as cleaning areas of the class' 
washing the chalkboard or passing out 
papers. Students also have academic 
contracts to fulfill which may mean self-

. testing or working on a particular math 
or English skill. 

Paradise City has its own currency. 
The students are paid a salary for 
completing their work and bonuses for 
doing extra work. Out of this they must 
pay property taxes, based on where they 
live, and income tax. The tax form is the 
Paradise City ·10-90. 

"Everyone can participate in the 
town," O'Connell said. "The basic skills

RICHMOND, KY.-John L. 
Meisenheimer, Jr ., Senior Cap­
tain of the Eastern Kentucky 
University swim team, has made an 
attempt to break into the record books 
with an almost unbelievable stunt. 
Before a crowd of 300 spectators, John 
managed to swim over one-half mile with 
his foot in his mouth at EKU's Donald 
Combs Natatorium. The fact that a 
person can. swim one-half mile with his 
foot in his mouth was made even more 
amazing by finding out the distance was 
covered in just 30 minutes and 14 
seconds. 

Meisenheimer is hoping the stunt will 
be included in the Guinness Book of 
World Records as an entirely new event. 
Currently there are few swimming wo ld 
records included iin Guiness that are not 
of the s tandard competitive or en­
durance-marathon type. · 

John performed the arduous stunt by 
swimming on his back using a slightly 
modified elementary backstroke 
movement of his arms to propel himself 
forward. His foot was held in his mouth 
by biting on his big toe which was padded 
with foam rubber. John overcame the 

, breathing problem of having a foot in his 
mouth by inventing what he calls a toe 
snorkel. This is a three-inch long curved 
plastic tube which is taped to his big toe 
and fitted into his mouth. 

Coach Dan Lichty, who recently led 
Eastern to a first place finish in the 
Kentucky Intercollegiate Swim Cham­
pionships, said "John made the swim 
look easy, but the stunt required an 
extreme amount of flexibility, strength, 
and endurance. John also overcame pain 
barriers during the swim from pulled 
muscles in his leg and pain in his toe due 
to loss of circulation, but he is an ex­
tremely hard worker and when he puts 
his mind to doing something he does it." 

"He planned the stunt months in ad­
vance and trained for it on his own time 
which was difficult, because Eastern's 
swim team practices four hours a day 
and John maintains a 3.9 G.P.A. with a 
Pre-med. major." 

When Joryn was asked why he did it, his 
only reply was, "It has a great deal of 
symbolic meaning."

But there is room 
for the more advanced students to excel , 
mainly through starting businesses. " 

To start a business, a student must 
have a bank balance of $100 and 
demonstrate good conduct and study 
habits. Also the business must not cost 
the student or his parents very much real 
money. 

"There are about seven businesses 
operating right now, " said O'Connell. 
"One girl sells popcorn. Other students 
sell things they make, such as book­
markers and woodburnings. " 

The elected officials, a mayor and 
three city council members maintain 
order in Paradise City. Stud~nts caught 
disrupting class or running in the halls 
are fined. Only the elected officials can 
levy fines and students must pay them. 
''There's no abuse of power because I say 
there won't be," added O'Connell. 

" I 'm not trying to teach any complex 
democratic and economic principles," 
she said. "Just the broad, basic concepts. 
You have to work to earn money, and you 
need to spend it wisely. · 

"Some parents have told me they were 
impressed by the program. And the 
students seem to be learning from it. One 
student said, 'It's fun to act like a grown­
up."' O'Connell said. 

Like their parents, students in 
Paradise City are preparing for the April 
15 deadline for taxes. The advanced math 
students will be profiting from taxes 
since they will be opening up their own 
version of H and R Block.

Sarvis . Its . showy white 
flowers signal the arrival of 
spring and is a most welcome 
sight for winter-weary eyes. 

creeks. It can be fo und grow­
ing along wooded roadsides 
and as an understory tree in 
the fo rest. Contrasted against 
the drabness of winter, it is 
very conspicuous when in 
fl ower but as spring pro· 
gresses, it fades into the 
undergrowth and is scarcely 
noticed throughout the rest 
of the year. 

There are many legends 
surrounding Robin Redbreast 
who will soon be seen pulling 
redw orms from the lawn. 
There are legends such · ~ 
those telling of this bird's 
compassion for our Lord on 
the Cross, how it got its red 
breas t by bringing fire down 
from heaven to help mankind 
and how it became the rein­
carnation of the only son of 
an Indian chief. 

There ia an old Kentucky 
mountain folk belief that a 
robin flying into the house 
presages illness or death. By 
the same token, a robin 
mistaking its reflection for a 
rival and tapping on a win­
dow is a portent of disaster. 
In some parts of the region, 
too, it is considered ominous 
for a sick person t_o hear a 
robin singing. 

• DOUBLE STEEL BELTS 

The' name, "'Sarvis," is a 
co rru pti o n of the word, 
"Se rviceberry," an English 
tree that produces a fruit 
much like the Sarvis and is 
very good ea ting. The English 
tree, however, is a mountain 
ash with the bo tanical name 
of " Sorbus." At least tha t is 
what forest experts say. 

An o ther name fch the 
Sarvis is Shadbush. This na)\le 
comes from the fact that the 
tree was in bloom when the 
shad were running upstream 
to spawn in the rivers of the 
Northeast. The blooming of 
this tree was a sign for the 
early settlers to get out their 
pitchforks and speaps, ·hasten 
to the streams and lay in a 
supply of fresh fish·. 

The Shadbush still blooms 
in the spring but because of 
pollution and other adve rse 
factors, the great runs of shad 
up the rivers are no more. In 
fact most people in this day 
and time wouldn't know a 

. shad fro"m a sturgeon ·and 
couldn't care less. As the fruit 
of the Shadbush ripens in 
June, the name J uneberry is 
also used for this tree. 

The Iroquois and other 
Indians of Canada and the 
Gre'at Lakes area made good 
use of Sarvises. They gathered 
the fr uit, pounded the berries 
in to paste and dried it for 
winter use. TI1e fresh berri~s 
were oft en boiled with meat. 
Drie·d Sarvises were also 
added to pemmican. The way 
birds love Sarvises and start 
eating them just as soon as 
they start to ripen, it is to be 
wondered how the Indians 
were able to find enough to 
pick. 

The fruit of the &lrvis is 
small, (ab out one-third inch 
in diameter), dark red to 
purple in color and has a 
sweet, un forge ttable taste and 
fl. avor. Sarv is-huntin' was 
on ce a favorite, fo rm of 
recreatirm for fa nn youths 
during the month of June. 

Since the Sarvis tree rarely 
grows beyond 40 fee t in 
height and is usually less than 
12 inches in diameter at 
ground level, its wood is 
practically witl:10ut commer­
cia l va lue. It s attractive 
fl owers and tasty fruit , how­
ever, makes it very desirable 
as an ornamental. 

But if there are many 
legends about this friendly 
I itt l e harbinger of spring, 
there are considerably more 
superstitions , most of which 
o ri gin a ted in Europe . In 
England, for instance, an old 
superstition holds that the 
hand of a person who kills a 

. robin will always shake. 

The robin has long been 
' regarded as a weather proph­
et. A robin singing low down 
in the shrubbery is said to 
' foretell bad weather but if it 
·sings from ·high · in the 
branches of a tree, fair 
weather is in the offing. Then 
in the fall of the year if 
robins frequent the vicinity 
of the house, an early and 
s e vere winter can be 
expected. 

One of the most curious of 
all superstitions surrounding 
the robin is one carried over 
from the Middle Ages when it 
was believed that if one of 
these birds found a person 
dead in the woods, it would 
cover the corpse over with 
moss. 

Taking note of this con• 
cern f.>r the dead, a writer of 
that day in an essay 6ri 
··•N-otable Thins$," staieci that · 
" A robbyn readbreast, find· 
ing the dead body of a man 
or a woman, wyll couer the 
face of the same with moss . 
And as some holdes opinion, 
he will couer also the whole 
body."

Have you ever needed a large, ex­
pensive item for just a short period of 
time-too short a time to be worth buying 
the item? If you need a car, furniture or 
some other appliance or personal 
property for only a certain amount of 
time, perhaps leasing is a better idea 
than buying. 

If you are an individual leasing per­
sonal property for more than four months 
and will use it for personal, family or 
household use, the Federal Consumer 
Leasing Act requires leasing companies 
to tell you the facts about the cost and 
terms of their contracts. 

With this information, you can com­
pare the cost of leasing with the cost of 
buying or even the cost of leasing fronm 
another company. 

Before you agree to a lease, the law 
requires you to get a written statement of 
the costs. You must also be informed 
about certain terms of the lease, in­
cluding types of insurance needed, 
warranties on the property, who is 
responsible for maintenance, penalties 
for default, cancellation clauses, and 
whether or not you can buy the property 
and at what price. 

There are basically two kinds of lease 
payments : open end and closed end. 

In an open end lease, you are 
responsible for the value of the property 
at the end of the lease. If the property is 
worth less at the end of the leasing period 
than the leasing company's original 
estimate, you may have to make a 
balloon payment. A balloon payment 
means that you must pay the difference 
between the original estimated end value 
and the actual end value. The leasing 
company must tell you before you sign 
that you may have a balloon payment 
and how it is calculated. Also at the end 
of the lease you have the right to obtain 
an estimate of the property's worth from 
an ~ndependent appraiser. Both parties 
must abide by the estimate. The law 
limits any balloon payment to no more 
than three times the average monthly 
payment. 

In a closed end lease, you are not 
responsible for the property's value at 
the end of the lease, but the monthly 
payments will probably be higher as a 
result. 

When you decide to lease or buy, 
consider all expenses such as insurance,

In Jenkins , a model housing project 
will provide 144 single-family and multi­
unit homes for coal miners and other 
Eastern Kentuckians on a 92-acre site 
that was formerly an unclaimed strip 
mine bench. 

In Corbin, a 410-acre industrial park 
will eventually provide employment for 
approximately 5,400 persons from Knox, 
Laurel and Whitley counties at 30 or 
more industries. 

In Hazard, a much-needed water plant 
renovation will increase the treatment 
capacity to meet· the needs of an ex­
panded population and to accommodate 
new industries . 

In Vanceburg and Grayson, a regional 
medical center is offering improved 
primary medical treatment and home 
health care. 

And at the Mayo and Hazard state 
vocational centers, mock mines will be 
built to provide technical training for 
today's better-educated, safety­
conscious coal miners . 

These are among the hundreds of 
community and economic development 
projects in Eastern Kentucky aided by 
funds from the Appalachian Regional 
Commission <ARC). 

Kentucky's 49 Appalachian counties 
have received a total of $131 million in 
federal funds from the ARC's non­
highway program since the federal-state 
commission was established by Congress 
in 1965. 

The money goes in a single block grant 
each year to the state, which works with 
local officials to determine how funds can 
best be invested in Eastern Kentucky's 
development. Specific projects are 
submitted to the state's ARC office and 
then on to the federal ARC office for 
approval. The allocation for the current 
fiscal year is $9.3 million. 

In addition, the ARC has committed a 
total of $393 million in highway funds to 
provide a network of major highways 
within and across the once-isolated 
mountain region . The state' s 1979 
allocation is $22 .5 million. 

Gov. Julian Carroll has set as the main 
goal of Kentucky's ARC program the 
economic de velopment . of Eastern 
Kentucky to create jobs and improve the 
quality of life for the area's nearly one 
million residents. 

Carroll and the go\'el'nors of the other 
12 Appalachian states are ex officio 
members of the commission. Develop­
ment Secretary William Short serves as 
Carroll's alternate on the commission 
and administrator of the Kentucky ARC 
program. 

Short said a primary aim of the 
program is to reduce Kentucky Ap­
palachia's dependency on a single, 
nonrenewable resource-<:oal-which, 
though now In demand because of 
reduced oil supplies, has historically 
produced a volatile, boom-or-bust 
economy for the area.

The ARC investment strategy focuses 
on enterprise development. This is 
defined as any activity which leads to 
permanent job creation and job reten­
tion, an' improved local tax base and 
diversification of the economy, Short 
explained. 

The day-to-day operation of Ken­
tucky's ARC program is the respobility 
of the Development Cabinet's office of 
community and regional development, 
headed by Ralph Coldiron. Of the office's 
staff of seven, six are Eastern Ken­
tuckians. 

"Long-term employment is the key to a 
stable economy ln Kentucky Ap­
palachia," said Coldiron, a native of 
Whitesburg. 

He pointed out that, al though previous 
estimates have been that Eastern 
Kentucky has enough coal to last for 75 to 
100 years, no one actually knows how 
long the region's coal supply will hold 
out. 

Despite the resurgence of the coal 
industry following the energy crisis of the 
early '70s, Eastern Kentucky continues 
to have higher unemployment ~hatn the 
rest of the state, Coldiron poted. (The 
rate for the state as a whole has 
remained well below that of the nation in 
recent years) 

As Eastern Kentucky 's natural 
resources dwindle or the demand for coal 
drops, the importance of a diversified 
economy to provide employment op­
portunities for this growing population 
will become even more evident , 
Croldiron said. 

Since 1965 the ARC has provided ap­
proximately $48.6 million for health 
services and facilities in Eastern Ken­
tucky, $35.7 million for vocational 
training and other educational 
programs, $9 million for child

development and $23.9 million for 
housing and community development, 
including water and sewer systems. 

Other ARC expenditw-es in Eastern 
Kentucky include $11 million for various 
research and demonstration projects, 

• including technical assistance to Area 
Development Districts; $2 million for 
energy and environmental programs, 
$575,836 for enterprise development and 
$202,155 for transportation programs 
other than highway construction. 

Figw-es from the U.S. Department of 
Commerce show that the per capita 
income of Kentucky Appalachians grew 
by 183.6 percent between 1965 and 1975, 
from $1,375 a year to $3,899 a year. 
Dw-ing that same period, per capita 
income grew by 133.1 percent in Ken­
tucky as a whole and by 95.6 percent in 
the nation. 

\. · At the beginning of that period, the 
income of Kentucky Appalachians was 
about half that of persons in the rest of 
the country. By 1975 it had grown to 71.6 
percent. 

The basic philosophy of the ARC 
program is that the funds should be p supplemental, providing up to 30 percent 
of the local matching share needed to 
qualify for other federal grants, Coldiron 
explained. 

As a rule, about half the funds for a 
given project come from some other 
federal source, such as the Department 

(* · of Housing and Urban Development, the 
• Economic Development Administration, 

the Farmers Home Administration or the 
Environmental Protection Agency, he 
said. 

For most ARC programs local com­
munities contribute 20 percent, Coldiron 
said. This contribution produces a 
sounder and better program because 
local residents are involved in planning 
and financing the projects and feel a 
pride of ownership, he added.

palachia is not coal, is not timber, is not 
the natural resources," Coldiron said. 
"It's the people. The futw-e of Ap­
palachia depends on Appalachians 
taking care of their own problems," he 
explained. 

This was the thinking beghind the 
governor's creation of the 22-member 
Appalachian Development Council, 
Coldiron explained. 

The Appalachian region will not 
always have federal dollars to bolster its 
economy, and residents must plan now 
for that time, said Coldiron, who serves 
as executive dire~tor of the council. 

The council, which is made up of Ap­
palachian residents, has the task of 
recommending to the Governor's 
Economic Development Commission and 
the Development Cabinet the actions and 
legislation needed to promote economic 
development in Kentucky Appalachia. 
Ashland banker G. B. Johnson Jr. is the 
council chairman. 

Coldiron said Kentucky 's ARC 
program has these six major goals: 

-To support the coal industry 
-To create six marketable multi-

county industrial parks (Preliminary 
work is under way on parks in Mount 
Sterling, Corbin, Somerset and Mol.¥1t 
Vernon. Others are planned in the 
Prestonsbw-g-Paintsville area and the 
Hazard-Jackson area.) 

-To be an advocate for Eastern 
Kentucky with other federal and state 
agencies. 

-To maintain a sound investment in 
health , .education, community facilities, 
housing and. site development 

- To develop individual industrial sites 
in locations determined to be marketable 

-To streamline the ARC program, 
encouraging the development of regional 
strategies through the Area Develop­
ment Districts, along with monitoring 
and evaluation of existing programs 

Coldiron explained that ARC funds are 
allocated to Kentucky "under a formula 
based on population, the number of 
counties, per capita income and other 
factors. 

In addition to assisting with highway 
construction and area development 
projects, the ARC makes annual grants 
to the state to provide supplementary 
funds for the operation and planning 
activities of the nine Area Development 
Districts which are wholly or partially in 
Kentucky Appalachia. 

The ADDs, which receive their 
primary support from other federal, 
state and local funds, serve as the local 
implementing arm for the office of 
community and regional development. 
Coldiron said his staff works closely ~ith 
the ADD staffs in planning and 
developing ARC projects.

LET'S GO WITH JOE!

Although most sportsmen are getting 

geared up for spring fishing, there 's a 
small but dedicated group of hunters who 
are making last-minute preparations for 
their season. 

April is wild turkey hunting month in 
Kent.ucky. Although turkey hunting does 
not rank among our major outdoor 
pursuits, its followers are growing in 
numbers as turkeys are restored to more 
and more areas of the state. 

This year tw·key hunters must pur­
chase a "turkey permit" similar to the 
tag-familiar to deer hunters. The permit, 
which costs $5.50, is required of all 
resident and non-resident turkey hunters 
in addition to the appropriate annual 
hunting license. A three-day non-resident 
license in not valid for turkey htn:~ling. 

The 10-day turkey season this year 
opens April 21 and runs through April 30. 
The counties open to turkey hunting are 
Bath, Buller , Jackson , Lee, Letcher, 
Menifee, Owsley, Pike and Rowan.

except on LBL and Ft. Campbell, where 
hunters may stay out until one-half hour 
after sunset, ocal prevailing time. Hand 
or mouth operated turkey calls are 
allowed but electronic calls are 
prohibited. . 

Turkey hunters may use shotguns from 
10 through 20 gauge, muzzle-loading 
shotguns and muzzle-loading rifles. 
Modern breech loading rifles are not 
permitted this year. Archery equipment 
may also be used. Crossbows are per­
mitted only on the Pioneer Weapons 
area, while on other open counties and 
areas longbows or compound bows with 
barbless broadhead arrows at least 7/s 
inch wide are legal. 

On the Pioneer Weapons area, muzzle­
loading handguns and crossbows of at 
least SO-pound pull may be used, but 
breech-loading firearms of any kind are 
not permitted. Federal areas have other 
firearm requirements, so be sure to 
check before hunting. 

All hunters who take turkeys must 
have the birds checked at the nearest 
open check station or by a conservaticn 
officer no later than 6 p.m. of the day the 
turkey is taken. A list of check stations is 
attached to each turkey permit. The 
check station lrocedure for turkeys is 
similar to that used for deer and its 
purpose is the same-to give biologists 
quick and accurate harvest figures . 

Each hunter is limited to one turkey 
per year. Only turkey gobblers with 
visible beards may be taken in any open 
county or special hunting area. 

Kentucky wildlife biologists expect to 
see a steady increase in · turkey 
populations over the next decade, with a 
correspondmg increase in hunter in­
terest. Bagging a turkey is one of the 
biggest thrills and biggest challenges 
hunting has to offer. As suitable turkey 
habitat is identified and stocked, this fine 
big-game huntiilg will become available 
to more and more Kentuckians.

In a letter to the President , 
Congressman Perkins said the planned 
OPEC oil price increase would have 
"horrible effects on our economy." 

He said the President should ask for 
legislation giving him the authority " to 
put a limit or a cap on the price any 
American company may pay for oil from 
any exporting nation or exporting en­
tity." 

"I want to urge that you promulgate 
synthetic fuels from coal programs with 
the same degree of effort we were able to 
manifest to produce the atom bomb in 
World War II, Perkins wrote. 

In his letter to the President, 
Congressman Perkins, who is chairman 
of the ~ommittee on Education and 
Labor, said: 

" I realize there are a great many 
domestic and international ramifications 
to a decision which would have the effect 
of telling OPEC it cannot arbitrarily set 
oil prices with no real regard for the 
horrible effects on our economy, but I

also believe the people of this country 
would stand beh ind you and support you 
unyieldingly." 

"The risks of inaction are monstrously 
larger than any risks involved in moving 
ahead with a limit, once and for all. It is 
the only way to break the oil cartel, and 
the people would understand that , and 
support you for it," he said. 

In the part of his letter which con­
cerned itself with synthetic fuel from 
coal, Congressman Perkins said: 

" But, so far as synthetic fuel from coal 
is concerned, I must alert you to the fac t 
the Administration officials with a 
responsibility for energy erroneously 
believe we do not have commercial scale 
technology. I say this because former 
Congressman Teague mentioned that he 
heard it in just the last few weeks. 

"This was a sad demonstration of 
ignorance, because the commercial scale 
technology was developed even before 
World War II , and was used by the 
Germans· during the war for its fuel. 
South Africa has used it for many, many 
years also. 

"As a matter of fact, the United States 
was well along with coal to liquid fuel and 

underground gasification after World 
War II, with plants at .Louisiana, Mo., 
and Gorgas, Ala., and liquid fuel was 
being produced from coal at only a 
couple pennies more a gallon than from 
petroleum. 

"But after the 1952 election, President 
Eisenhower installed an oil company 
official as chairman of his energy policy 
group, and, with the support of the oil 
companies, appropriations of only a 
couple of million dollars to continue the 
synthetic fuel program were beaten on 
the House floor. I remember the 1953 
debate vividly because I participated in 
it, and the loss of that few million dollars 
is costing us billions today. "

[lis time for boaters to start preparing 
for lhe 1979 boating season, Rear Ad­
miral Bernie Thompson, Chief of the U.S. 
Co,ast Guard's Boating Safety Office 
suggests . 

Thompson, a 31-year veteran of the 
Coast Guard and a recreational boater 
since his youth, gave this advice recently 
when he was asked, "How can boaters 
enjoy a safe boating season?" 

"Make preparations for the boating 
season now," Thompson said. "Examine 
your craft, your boating equipment and 
yourself. Start getting them all in 
shape." 

Expanding on his answer, the admiral • 
offered these additional safety hints to 
boaters. 

Make needed repairs on your boat now 
before they become major problems 
during the boating season. Inspect your 
boat's fuel and ·electrical systems and 
ventilation ducts. 

Examine your equipment. Be sure 
your boat has all of the safety equipment 
required by the Coast Guard. This in­
cludes personal floatation devices, fire 
extinguishers and flame arrestors on 
your boat 's engine. 

Examine hourself. Are you 
totally familiar with all aspects 
small boat seamanship? Do you know 
what to do in an emergency? Thompson 
suggests that it migl)t be a good idea to

proaching bad weather. 

5. Fuel vapors are explosive. When 
fueling, extinguish all galley fires, pilot 
lights and smokes. Keep the filling nozzle 
in contact with the tank to prevent 
sparks. Fill portable tanks out of the 
boat. Do not use gasoline stoves or 
heaters on board. 

6. Keep passengers in the cockpit area 
of your boat. Riding on the bow or gun­
wale leads to falls overboard. 

7. If you capsize and your boat con­
tinues to float," stay with it. It will support 
you while you are waiting for rescue, and 
it will be an easier target for rescuers to 
spot. 

9. Before departing on a boat trip, 
leave a float plan with someone ashore. 

Thompson said the Coast Guard has

There are as many as 1,000 new cases 

of cervical cancer reported by Kentucky 
physicians each year . If all mature 
women in Kentucky would have a yearly 
Pap test, this statistic would be 
drastically reduced. The Pap test is a 
painless procedure recommended by 
doctors for women to have at least once a 
year so that they may have continuing 
protection against cancer of the uterine 
cervix. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
will be conducting a Pap smear clinic on 
Friday, April6 from 8: 30 to 11 :30 and 1 to 
2. All women needing their annual Pap 
test are urged to mark their calendars 
now and attend this clinic for this free 
screening service. 

Monday , April 9, the regularly 
scheduled Wayland Outpost Clinic will be 
conducted in the basement of the 
Wayland Methodist Church from 10 to 12 
and 1 to 2. The following free medical 
services will be offered at this clinic: 
immunizations, TB skin tests, diabetes 
screening, and blood pressures. This 
clinic in addition gives an opportunity for 
children in the Wayland area to receive 
their immunizations and TB skin tests 
before entering school for the first time 
this fall. 

The public is welcome to attend this 
clinic for these important medical ser­
vices. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
will not be offering nursing, clerical, or 
WIC services on Monday, Tuesday, · or 
Wednesday, April 9, 10, and 11. On these 
days the health department staff will be 
involved in the Regional Heart Clinic. 
Regular business hours will resume at 8 
a.m .

Nearly Two Million Added 
To Food Stamp Program 

Preliminary estimates show that 17.8 
million people participated in the food 
stamp program in January, an increase 
of 1.7 million people over the previous 
month, Assistant Secretary of 
Agriculture Carol Tucker Foreman has 
announced. 

Program participants in January 
received an average monthly food stamp 
bonus of $30.40 per person or 33 cents per 
meru. . 

The ~verage monthly bonus cost in­
creased from December because of food 
price inflation. The larger than seasonal 
increase represents low income peaple 
who were able to participate for the first 
time due to implementation of a 
provision of the -1977 Food Stamp Act 
which ended the requirement that low 

(all items may not be available in all stores) 

income families put up lump sums of 
cash to buy their stamps. A family that 
formerly paid $60 for $100 worth of 
stamps, for instance, now receives $40 in 
stamps without charge. 

Various studies found that many poor 
families -~d not receive food stamps in 
the past tn!cause they could not afford to 
buy them. The 1977 Food Stamp Act was 
designed in part to remedy this problem 
and to simplify administration by 
eliminating the purchase requirement. 

The U.S. Department of Labor funds 
several programs to provide job-related 
services and support to ex-offenders so 
that men · and women who have been 
convicted of crimes can secure and keep 
productive employment.
