AS the final application for funds for a 
gigantic renovation job in the town of 
Wheelwright was being prepared this 
week the Floyd County Urban Renewal 
and Community Development Agency 
was also in the process of filing with HUD 
an application for funding of site 
preparation for single-family housing on 
a 117-acre tract on Abbott Mountain, near 
here . 

The final application for $3 million for 
the wide-scale Wheelwright program is 
being made at the invitation of HUD, and 
this invitation is construed as almost 
certain approval of the project. 

Yet the ownership of most of the town 
by the Forida-based Mountain In ­
vestment Company stands as a barrier to 
the planned -improvement. Unless that 
company 's interests there can be 
acquired, the community plans cannot 
reach the work stage, it was said. 

Anna Jean Tackett, executive director 
of the Urban Renewal and Community 
Development Agency, said Monday that

the application on the Abbott Mountain 
project will be for site development 
funds. It is proposed that 46 sites for 
single-family residences be made 
available on the mountain tract. An 
application also is being made to the 
Appalachian Regional Commission for 
funding assistance. 

Mrs . Tackett explained that after sites 
are developed home construction could 
be don«i! by a private developer, who in 
turn would be required to sell the homes 
within a specific price range, or in­
dividuals could build their own homes . 

In either case, she said, construction 
funds would be provided through Far­
mers Home Administration (FmHA) 
loans. 

The homes are planned for low-to­
medium-income families .

Lower Interest 
Loans Offered 
As Bonds Sold 

An upsurge in home construction is 
seen for Floyd county with county-state 
efforts combining to make money for this 
purpose available at lower-than-usual 
interest rates and on a lengthened loan 
repayment schedule 

First of all, the Kentucky Housing 
Authority has allocated $2 million to the 
Bank Josephine which may be loaned to 
persons in the $16,000-$20,500 income 
bracket which may be used for either 
homebuilding or the purchase of existing 
homes. The maximum loan is $40,000 and 
may be for a 2o-30-year period at 8lfs per 
cent interest. The down payment 
required of borrowers maybe as low as 5 
per cent. 

Then last Thursday the sale of Floyd 
county's residential mortgage bond issue 
of $18.57 million made available through 
all three of Prestonsburg's banking in­
stitutions $15.375 million for borrowers of 
up to $80,000 for new home construction 
only. These loans are available to per­
sons whose income does not exceed 
$40,000 a year , plus $1 ,000 for each 
dependent, at 8.8 per cent interest over a 
20-year repayment period. Borrowers, 
however, will be required to make a cash

Louisville Man 
Asks $501,000 
I~ Damage Suit 

Edward Kallaher, of Louisville, has 
filed in U.S. district court a suit seeking 
to recover from Adrian Lafferty, Thomas 
Lafferty, Jr. and six county officials a 
total of $501,000 damages allegedly 
resulting from his having been wounded 
last Oct. 31 at the Plantation Motel, near 
here. · 

Officials named as defendants with the 
Laffertys are Sheriff Doug Lewis, County 
Judge-Executive Yvonne S. Jones and 
members of the fiscal court, Magistrates 
Ray Wilcox, Kenneth Roberts, Eddie 
Caudill and Hershel! Hamilton. 

Plaintiff alleges that the Laffertys 
were serving as deputy sheriffs at the 
time of the shooting and that the incident 
involved their placing him under arrest, 
applying force to his person and firing 
the pistol shot which wounded him. He 
<!Ontends that these two defendants were 
deputy sheriffs with the "special ap­
proval and consent" of the fiscal court 
and that their acts are imputed to Floyd 
county and Sheriff Lewis. 

Kallaher claims $1000 for medical 
expenses, $50,000 for physical pain and 
suffering, $50,000 for humiliation and 
embarrassment and $400,000 damages. 

(Reports of the filing of civil suits 
present only the plaintiff's version of 
such cases.)

Housing Study Delay Voted 
The Kentucky Housing Corporation 

tx.ard of directors has agreed to delay­
at least temporar ily-the proposed 
statewide housing study after hearing a 
special committee's recommendations. 

The committee, chaired by Carroll 
Knicely, state Commerce Commissioner 
and a member of the corporation's board 
of directors .. was formed to "review the 
scope of the study, study aiJ proposals 
(form consultants) and recommend a 
course of 1 action· to the board." 

On April 3, the committee heard the 
presentations of proposals by two firms 
who bid to undertake the study project. 
Research Triangle Institute of North 
Carolina put the cost for the first phase of 
the project at $134,112, while Hammer, 
Siler, George Associates, a Washington, 
D.C. firm, estimated $234;ooo for the first 
stage. 

After hearing the costs and deter­
mining the wide scope of the study the 
board wants to undertake, Knicely's 
committee recommended the study not 
be be started until "a better defined 
scope of informational needs is deter­
mined by the board of directors." 

The committee's report also recom­
mended that the board establish 
priorities as to what information it wants 
to get from the study and that the people 
be done by state universities or by the 
staff of KHC to reduce the cost. 

The proposed study has come under 
fire recently by some KHC directors. 
Board member Jack Rhorer, a Frankfort

savings and loan president and an out­
spoken KHC critic in recent months, has · 
called the study "a total waste of 
money. " Rhorer questions the need for 
the study, the high cost and the wide 
scope of the project. 

.The committee also recommended the 
board request the KHC staff to begin 
redefining the study by preparing a 
proposal of a more narrow scope, 
focusing on the housing delivery systems 
(the availability of new or existing 
houses) and availability of financing. 

The board reviewed the . recom­
mendations made by the committee and 
voted to file them · and tocontinue 
reviewing how the study should be made. 
· KHC Executive Director F. Lynn 
Luallen agreed with the findings of the 
Knicely report and said he thought the 
KHC staff has the "capabilities of 
developing the necessary information to 
give you the scope you want." 

In other action, resigning board 
member Robert Hoff described the 
recent criticism of KHC of giving loans to 
middle-income families. The board 
recently voted to establish guidelines 
which limit the maximum adjusted gross 
income of a person seeking a loan 
through KHC to $15,000 a year or $16,500 
in 36 eastern Kentucky counties put a 
'ceiling on the price of the house at $40,000 
and place an asset limitation so that the 
person seeking a loan must not have 
more than one-third of the purchase price 
in liquid assets. 

Hoff criticized the new guidelines 
saying they were an error that "will be 
reflected in KHC's inability to serve the 
lower-income families in the single-

. family program it was intended to ser-
ve."

payment of 20 per cent of the cost of the 
proposed new home, but banks will be 
permitted to accept real estate as 
collateral toward meeting this 
requirement. The borrower 's in­
debtedness or other obligating may not 
exceed 25 per cent of his or her gross 
income, and certain eligibility standards 
must be met. 

But the total of $17,375 million that is at 
hand for those wanting to build will be 
available only for a limited time. The $2 
million in Kentucky Housing Authority 
funds for loans not exceeding $40,000 per 
qualifying borrower 'must be loaned 
within nine months. The remaining 
$15.375 in bond funds, placed with the 
Bank Josephine, the First National Bank 
and Floyd Federal Savings & Loan Assn., 
must be loaned within 30 months. 

The Housing Authority money may be 
loaned outside as well as within Floyd 
County, but the residential mortgage 
funds may be loaned only in the county. 

Bank representatives here said in­
terest in both sources of funding have 
already created wide interest.

Gas Rates Compared

A person who is physically unable to 
get up, or someone who could hear an 
intruder or prowler, could utilize this to 
summon a neighbor or passing motorist.

This should make 
our older, infirm and disabled people feel 
much more secure, because help would 
always he a finger tip away.

Hearing Here To Sound Sentiment 
OnDew~y Primitive Weapons Area 

The Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources will conduct a public 
hearing next Tuesday at the courthouse 
here to determine public sentiment for 
designating the Dewey Lake Wildlife 
Management Area <WMA ) a primitive 
weapons hunting area. 

The 7 p.m . meeting Is open to the 
public. Officials of the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources and the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers will be present. 

The 8,650-acre a rea is owned by the 
Corps of Engineers and managed for 
wildlife by the state Department of Fish 
and Wildlife under license . Il has been 
closed to hunting but will be open for a 
short bow deer season next fall. 

The proposal to designate the area a 
primitive weapons hunting area follows a 
request for such an area in far eastern 
Kentucky by Dr. W. W. Campbell, of 
Jackson, who represents the Seventh 
Wildlife District on the Kentucky Fish 

and Wildlife Resources Commission. 
Currently the only primitive weapons 
hunting area in Kentucky is the Pioneer 
Weapons Wildlife Management Area of 
the Daniel Boone Na t ional Forest, 
located in Bath and Menifee counties. On 
that area hunters may use only 
longbows, crossbows and muzzleloading 
firearms. 

According to J oe Bruna, director of 
game management far· the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources , the public meeting here is 
being held to assess the degree of public 
support the proposal has in the area .

Counties To Get 
Pilot Program 

The Appalachian Regional Com­
mission has approved a $300,000 grant 
that will be used to establish a flash flood 
warning pilot program to serve Eastern 
Kentucky and West Virginia, Kentucky 
Senators Wendell Ford and Walter (Dee) 
Huddleston announced last week. 

The senators said that initially five 
Kentucky counties- Pike , Magoffin , 
Martin , and Johnson, Floyd- will be 
served by the new warning system. The 
West Virginia counties of McDowell , 
Wyoming, Logan and Mingo also will be 
covered. 

Eventually, the Virginia counties of 
Buchanan , Wise and Dickenson are 
expected to be part of the program . 

The warning system, which will use 
radar, com~uters and automated rain 
gauges as well as conventional equip­
ment and volunteer observers to give 
advance warning of floods, will be the 
first of its type in the nation. 

Operation of the system, which will 
begin on a limited basis later this year, 
will be the responsibility of state offices 
of emergency services and of the county 
governments , with input from the 
National Weather Service. 

The system will be used as a model for 
programs in other floodprone areas of 
Appalachia and the nation.

Changes Made in 

Tobacco Program 
William R . Vincent, acting state 

executive director of the Agricul tural 
Stabilization and Conservation Service 
CASCS ), has advised that an all-out effort 
is being made to inform bur ley tobacco 
farmers of the changes in the burley 
tobacco program effective for 1979 and 
subsequent crop years. 

Vincent said it is very important that 
each burley producer knows of these 
changes before planting lime in order 
that he (she) may adjust planting to as 
near the 1979 effective quota as possible 
to eliminate overproduction. 

Vincent said the changes were made to 
strengthen the administration of the 
burley tobacco prog_ram, to discourage 
the overproduction of tobacco, and to 
help prevent program abuses. 

The changes are: 
1. Procedure for storage of producer 

carryover tobacco with (marketing 
agent) warehouse is discontinued. 

Farm operators will not be permitted to 
store their poundage of tobacco produced 
above 110 per cent of their farms, 1979 
effective quota under assignment 
(contract) to warehousepersons and 
receive payment October 1, or later as in 
the past. 

Each farm operator will be responsible 
to store his or her own tobacco produced 
above 110 per cent of the effective quota 
for the farm. 

Each farm operator will be required to 
report at the end of each marketing year, 
beginning with the 1979 .crop tobacco, the 
amount of tobacco on hand and where the 
tobacco is stored. 

The procudure for transfer of burley 
poundage quota to and from the same 
farm in- the same year has been 
discontinued . 

Greensburg was established in 1792, 
the year Kentucky enteced the union , and 
was named for Gen. Nathaniel Greene. 

Pameroy , Ohio in the early 1800s was a 
few hundred miles from Louisville via 
the Ohio Ri ver . In 1819 the community 
mined its first coal and transported 1,200 
bushels of the fuel to Louisville, where it 
was sold for· 25 cents a bushel. 

In 1846 Maj. Jacob Fowler lived in 
Covington. When he was 80 a newspaper 
account of his experiences in early In­
dian battles stated that "his eye has not 
waxed dim, nor his natural force abated'' 
and that the Kenton Countian " can still 
pick off a squirrel with his rifle at 100 
yards distance."

Although it seems unusual, the En­

vironmental Protection Agency <EPA) 
has very little authority over hazardous 
waste disposal sites. According to 
Douglas Costle, Epa Adm inistrator , 
many states have more legal authority 
over these very toxic wastes than does 
the federal government. Even the extent 
of the problem has been better resear­
ched by the individual states. Some 
states have completed individual surveys 
of hazardous waste sites, while others, 
including Kentucky , are presently 
finishing their studies. 

Under the Toxic Substances Control 
Act and the Resource Conservation and 
Recovery Act, recently passed by 
Congress , EPA will have more 
jurisdiction. They have already proposed 
rules governing hazadrous waste 
production from "the cradle to the 
grave." However, these rules will only 
apply to those toxic substances produced 
now or in the future ; old dump sites are 
not covered. 

Shortly before the new rules were 
proposed, EPA released its estimate of 
possibly hazardous sites. There are at 
least 32,254 facilities , owned and 
operated by military installations, 
private industry, federal research units, 
and city and county governments, which 
may contain hazardous wastes . More 
than 100 of the sites have some in­
formation on file with EPA; some have 

been cleaned up and others are involved 
in lawsuits. 

Old, sometimes forgotten hazardous 
dumps present a problem. EPA has very 
limited authority to clean up inactive or 
active sites, although they can take 
enforcement action against the owner if 
it presents a susbstantial human health 
danger . 

Cleanup causes some problems to 
surface. The owner or operator often 
does not have enough money or the 
proper equipment to do the job. When 
ownership has changed, the cleanup 
burden is difficult to assign. A very real 
question is whether the owner or 
operator can even be held liable because 
early laws were not strict on disposal. 
Another problem is state liability ; it is 
not ~lear whether states should use tax 
money to help with cleanup expenses, 
which sometimes exceed one million 
dollars per site. EPA is trying to get 
Congressional approval for help with 
expenses, but legislators are divided on 
this proposal because EPA was intended 
to be a regulatory agency, not a granting 
one. One way EPA plans to get the money 
is to change a surtax or reclamation tax, 
to come from hazardous waste handlers. 

Many old abandoned dumps have been 
discovered recenUy and several of them 
have caused human health problems. 
Some of these dumps, including one of 
the largest in the country, have been 
discovered in Kentucky.

Inez-IDysses Road 
Bid-Letting Slated 

A number of resource recovery road 
projects will be included in the Trans­
portation Department's May 4 bid­
letting, according to Gov. Julian Carroll. 

The department will open bids on five 
resource recovery road projects: the 
Ul.ysses-Inez road in Law,rence and 
Martin counties, the Beattyville­
Zachariah road CKY 11) in Lee county, 
the Fleimingsburg-Maysville road CKY 
11) in Mason county, the Helechawa­
Index road <KY 205) in Wolfe and 
Morgan counties , and the Greenville­
Central City road (U .S. 62 ) in Muhlen­
berg county. 

The resource recovery road program, 
initiated by Gov. Carroll,-is financed by 
coal severance tax revenue. 

An energy road . fund allocation · of 
$209, 126 for Floyd county has been an­
nounced by the stale Department of 
Transportation for improvements on 
slate-maintained roads. 

Transportation Secretary c a·lvin 
Grayson said the program for the 1979-'80 
fiscal year will include blacktop resur­
facing'for 7.5 miles of KY 122 , the Marlin­
Prestonsburg road. 

The energy road program was 
established in 1976 to help maintain and 
improve roads in coal-producing coun­
ties. The program, financed by coal 
severance tax revenue, sets aside 60 
percent of the allocations for state­
maintained and 40 percent for county 
roads. 

Blacktop resurfacing of 1.5 miles of KY 
1100, the Whitaker road, beginning at KY 
1428 and extending west, also wa:. an­
nounced. 

Transportation Secretary Calvin 
Grayson. said the project will be financed 
with state funds. The work will be done 
by a private contractor and will be up for 
bids May 4. 

Cleaning and painting bridges are also 
being advertised for letting May 4. These 
prbjects are the bridge over US 23 and 
the Big Sandy at Betsy Layne, the bridge 
across the river at Cliff and the Harold 
bridge.

Mine Safety School 
To Open in MU 

A program to prepare mine safety 
technicians will be inaugrated this 
summer by the Community College of 
Marshall Univers ity in cooperation with 
the National Health and Safety Academy 
in Beckley, W.Va. 

Students throughout the nation are 
eligible to apply for the program, ac­
cording to Dr. Paul D. Hines, university 
vice president and dean of the Com­
munity College. 

Students admitted to the program wi ll 
attend both summer ter ms at Marshall in 
1979, beginning June' l2, and complete a 
two-semester program at the academy 
during the 1979-80 academic year, Hines 
said.

Have More Authority 

A functional reorganization of the 
Bureau of Surface Mining Reclamation 
an? E~forcement will allow regional 
off1~es m the state to provide permitting 
assistance and coordination orphan land 
reclamation services and' a broader 
supervision of the bureau's activities. 
. Control of the bureau's regional of­

flees , formerly known as area offices 
will be shifted away from the director of 
the Division of Operations and En­
forcement to direct control from Com­
missioner Gene Brandenburg's office. 

The reorganization will insure that all 
services and functions of the bureau are 
available on a local level through the 
offices. 

Announcement of the reorganization 
was made by Brandenburg and Eugene 
Mooney, secretary of the state Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection. 

Prior to reorganization, the area of­
fices were mainly concerned with the 
operations and enforcement aspects of 
surface mining and the surface effects of 
underground mining. 

"This move is a major corrective step 
toward ·efficiency and better outreach 
with respect to this major and important 
bureau" Mooney said. The Bureau of 
Surface Mining Reclamation and En­
forcement ~as created in October 1977. 

The reorganization should also 
facilitate the institution of the new Small 
Operator ' s Assistance Program, he 
pointed out. The program was enacted 
during the 1979 special session to aid the 
problems faced by small coal operators 
attempting to meet new federal and state 
mining requirements. 

The organization change now places 
the deputy commissioner of the bureau 
directly in line to the commissioner. 
Formerly, the deputy commissioner was 
mainly responsible for overseeing the 
orphan lands program and was not in­
volved in other bureau activities.

Bill Would Cut 
Period for ADA 

The Interim Joint Committee on 
Education last Tuesday voted to prefile a 
bill which would permit school districts 
to have average attendance com­
pensation on seven and one-quarter 
months , rather than the full schoof year 
of nine and one-quarter months. 

Under the bill, school districts would 
declare only seven and one-half months 
of average daily attendance as the basis 
for compensation from the state 
minimum foundation grant program. 
The two lowest months of attendance 
would not affect compens'ation under the 
grant program . 

Rep. Buel Guy, D-Scottsville, chairman 
of the committee Subcommittee on 
E ducation and the Arts, said the bill is 
designed to reduce the use of extended 
school days and can cellation of classes 
on " marginal" snow days by school 
officials. 

Guy said the measure would cost about 
, $1.4 million annually in additional 
minimum foundation funds . 

The subcommittee drafted the 
measure following a resolution by the 
1978 General Assembly.

TO REMOVE PAINT 
IN WOOD GRAIN 

When stripping paint off furniture , 
there's often a problem of paint residue 
left down in the pores of the wood. 

Get the wood as clean as possible using 
paint remover and steel wool. Then coat 
the wood with orange shellac-just as it 
comes from the can. Let the shellac dry 
over night. Then apply more paint 
remover to lift the shellac. As the shellac 
is scrubbed off with the steel wool, the 
paint residue should come out with it.

SAVE ON HOUSEHOLD CLEANERS 
Consider using some common 

household chemicals for spring cleaning 
this year. You'll save some money, and 
you might already have these few, 
reliable standbys on hand. 

Baking soda, household ammonia and 
vinegar can provide effective cleaning 
power. Most people just need to be made 
aware of the jobs each can do. 

Use baking soda. to clean wall tile, 
procelain enamel and glass. It can 
remove coffee stains from china, plastic 
cups and stainless steel. It's useful , too, 
for removing odors and for cleaning the 
inside of the refrigerator. Be sure to rinse 
carefully. Don't use baking soda on 
aluminum items, because it will darken 
them. 

Household ammonia is much stronger 
than baking soda, and if used incorrectly 
it can burn the skin or eyes. When 
opening a bottle of ammonia, be sure 
there is enough air circulation. 

Never mix ammonia with any other 
household cleaner, such as bleach, 
because the fumes produced are very 
dangerous and sometimes fatal. Be sure, 
also, to keep ammonia in its original 
container and out of reach of children. 

An ammonia solution . is good for 
cleaning painted walls, washing windows 
and cleaning ovens. In fact, ammonia is 
much safer than commercial · oven 
cleaner, although it works more slowly. 
Simply place one-half cup of ammonia in 
a container in the oven overnight. It will 
loosen the grime and make cleaning 
easier the next day. 

To clean range drip pans and rims 
around units, remove and place· paper 
towels between them and on top. Put the 
stack inside a plastic bag ; a bag from the 
cleaners will do . Pour a bout 112 cup of 
amonia on the towels, and fasten the bag. 
Leave for 4 to 6 hours or overnight. Final 
cleaning in the morning will be much 
easier. 

Vinegar is a mild cleaner. It can be 
used to remove hard water deposits from 
glassware, as well as rust stains from 
sinks. It will also brighten darkened 
aluminum ports and pans.

Flintlock Rifle 
Team Trials Set 

By JOHN WILSON 
The Kentucky Corps of Longriflemen 

has announced the times and places of 
this year's tryouts for the official stale 
flintlock rifle team. 

Any flintlock shooter in Kentucky is 
welcome to participate, says Bill Fur­
nish, the corps' vice president. 

The team, which will represent Ken­
lucky in various "shoot outs" with other 
slates, will be made up of the 10 
marksmen scoring the highest averages 
in two separate tryouts. To be eligible, 
shooters must participate in both shoots, 
Furnish says. 

The first tryout will be May 5 and 6 at 
the Don Wells range, near Morehead. 
The range is located about five miles 
south of the Clearfield community off KY 
519. 

The second shoot is scheduled for June 
9 and 10 at the Craigs Creek range 
in Woodford county. From US 62 in 
Versailles take the McCowans Ferry 
road (1964) <High Street) for about three 
miles to the Scotts Ferry road (just 
before the Bluegrass Parkway un­
derpass) . Turn right on Scotts Ferry 
Road and look for the sign to the range 
just after the road crosses the parkway 
again. 

"If you get lost, just stop the car and 
listen for the sound of shooting," Furnish 
says. " The sight of black powder drifting 

over the treetops is another sure sign that 
.you're near a longrifle shoot." 

The corps of longriflemen will also hold 
a rendezvous April 21 and 22 at the 
Yellowbank Wildlife Management Area 
north of Slephtmsport in Breckinridge 
coty. While this is primarily a social 
function and is not required for team 
membership, Furnish suggests it will be 
a good opportunity to meet other 
longriflemen and to sharpen up the 
shooting eye in some of the informal 
matches there. 

Anyone with an interest in the flintrock 
rifle is invited to attend the rendezvous, 
he says. · 

During the formal tryouts, shooters 
must use flintlock rifles and must " load 
out of the pouch"-that is, carry their 
powder, patches, bullets and other 
necessities with them to the firing line in 
paunches, frontier style. 

The second 10 highest scorers make the 
"renegade" team and also compete in 
shooting matches. Members of this 
"second team" are on standby in case 
regular team members can't attend a 
shoot or other function. 

Shooters must participate in both the 
May and the June shoots to qualify for 
the team, but it's only necessary to show 
up on one day of each shoot-either May 5 
or May 6 and either June 9 or June 10, 
according to Furnish.

Those who make either the first or 

second team become members of the 
Kentucky Corps of Longriflemen, an 
organization which grew out of a 
challenge by the state of Pennsylvania 
over the name of the flintlock rifle. 
Kentucky's shooters easily won all the 
matches with Pennsylvania and thus 
retained the label ''Kentucky Rifle'' for 
this famous flintlock.

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Harlan Rum Probe Seen 
Harlan county Sheriff Harold Howard 

and three of his deputies have been or­
dered to appear before a federal grand 
jury to answer questions about 
bootlegging in the virtually " dry" 
southeastern Kentucky county, one of 
those subpoenaed said. 

Chief Deputy Sheriff Larry Lewis said 
he and the other three were subpoenaed 
by a FBI agent and a state police 
detective. 

"They told us to appear April 20 in 
London to answer grand jury questions 
about possible extortion in connection 
with the bootlegging operations here," 
Lewis said. 

" I'm not sure in what capacity I'll be 
testifying. I don't know if I'm accused or 
if others are accused, " Lewis said. 

The deputy said the subpoena-servers 
"asked if we had knowledge of extortion, 
taking money in exchange for letting 
bootlegging o, and I said I didn't." 

He said_ he has heard rumors the 
federal probe is more extensive " but 
that 's just rumor." 

FBI spokesmen in Harlan and Louis­
ville would not comment. Assistant U.S. 
Altorney Robert F . Trevey in Lexington 
said, " A grand jury has been impaneled 
for April 19 and 20. A number of sub­
poenas have been issued, and they are 
generally confined to Harlan county." 

Trevey said " perhaps other officials 
have or will receive subpoenas" but he 
would not elaborate because of "the 
secrecy of grand jury proceedings."

Besides Lewis and Howard, deputies 
Dillard Davis and Jack Coots were 
served.

"The same thing happened during 
Prohibition," Lewis said , "and all the 
federal , all the state, all the local law 
enforcemtnt agencies couldn't stop it. " 

Howard took ffice in Jan uary, 1978, 
and Lewis and Davis were hired that 
month. Coots joined the department in 
May last year , Lewis said. 

"I'll tell them everything they want to 
know," Lewis said. "I don 't want a 
Watergate or a Koreagate. I want an 
Opengate.'' 

Bill Approves 
Sheriff's Fees 

A bill providing sheriff's fees and one 
allowing for dissolution of special 
districts received approval today of the 
county issues task group of the local 
government · statute reyision com ­
mission. 

The sheriff bill provides for fees for 
services assigned to the sheriff under the 
new judicicial system, but for which no 
fees were previously provided. 

For misdemeanors, sheriffs currently 
get nothing if a defendant is found not 
guilty. The proposed legislation would 
allow for compensation from the unit of 
government whose law was violated if 
the defendant is found not guilty. 

Dissolution of special districts . would 
be accomplished in the smae manner as 
the district was formed, under the 
proposed legislation reviewed today by 
the commission. Districts formed by 
petition woUld have to be dissolved by 
petition, those established by referen­
dum must be dissolved by referendum 
and those by fiscal court action by that 
same action. 

Causes for dissolution of a district as 
.stated in the proposed legislation would 
be: 

1. The service which the district was 
created to perform has been completed 
or is no longer necessary ; 

2. The district has failed, for a period of 
three consecutive years, to perform or 
take substantial steps toward performing 
the service for which it was created ; 

3. The cost which the district charges 
for its ser~ce has escalated 
unreasonably ; 

4. The county or another general 
purpose local government wishes to 
perform the service, or .. the COUI}tY 
determines that another entity can 
provide the service, and the county 
determines that the general purpose 
government or other entity can provide 
an equal or impr;oved level of service at 
no extra cost to 'service users. -

The bill also provides for the handling 
of assets, liabilities and contracts of the 
district in the base of dissolution. 

Also discussed was content of 
legislation providing for removal of 
district officers where no such provision 
now exists. This will come to the com­
mittee in the form of a bill draft at its 
next meeting. 

Final approval for action by the full 
commission was given to a district ac­
countability bill discussed during the last 
meeting of the task group .

ARC To Intensify 
Children Benefits 

The Appalachian Regional Com­
mission plans to intensify its actions to 
benefit children and families in the 
Appalachian states, according to Bov. 
Julian Carroll. · 

Commission members unanimously 
approved a resolution based on 
recommendations from a November 1978 
conference on " Raising a New 
Generation in Appalachia'' at a recent 
meeting in Arlington, Va. The .recom­
mendations supported in the resolution 
include extension of funding for child­
care programs. 

Development Secretary William Short, 
who serves as Carroll's alternate on the 
commission, said only those child-care 
programs receiving ARC assistance this 
year will be eligible for extended fun­
ding. Such funding will be at the option of 
individual states, he explained. 

The commission also adopted 
resolutions making ARC funds available 
for up to 80 percent, rather than the 
present 70 percent, of the cost of high­
ways approved under the Appalachian 
Development Highway System after 
April 1, and approving Appalachian 
states' plans for spending some $130 
million on such programs as health 
community development and education.

Columbia To Get More Gas 
Substantial supplies of Can dian natural 

gas being developed by another unit of 
the Columbia Gas System will increase 
Columbia Gas of Kentucky 's ability to 
serve new customers, Columbia's 
Prestonsburg area manager , Jack 
Stumbo, said this week. 

Stumbo referred to an application filed 
Friday by Columbia Gas Development of 
Canada Ltd. to seek permission from the 
National Energy Board of Canada to 
export 204 billion cubic feet of gas over a 
15-year period to the United States. 

The Canadian gas would increase 
flowing gas supply to Columbia Gas 
Transmission Corp., an interstate 
pipeline company which is the primary 
pipeline supplier for Columbia of Ken­
tucky and 74 other affiliated and non­
affiliated gas distribution companies. All 
the Columbia companies are units of the 
Columbia Gas System. 

" As we look to adding new customers 
this summer, the availability of this gas 
becomes even more important," Stumbo 
said. "It is further evidence of a five­
year, $1 billion investment of the 
Columbia Gas Ssystem which has led us 
to the point where we can again offer our 
clean, efficient fuel to homes, offices, and 
factories." 

Columbia has an application to resume 
gas sales pending before the State 
Energy Regulatory Commission . 

Dome Petroleum Limited, Amoco 
Canada Petroleum Co. Ltd., Esso 
Resources Canada Ltd., Alminex Ltd., 
Canada Southern Petroleum Ltd. and 
Magellan Petroleum Corp. 

Under present plans, deliverles from 
the Kotaneelee field would begin in 1980. 
It is expected that further reserves will 
become available for export as the 
Kolaneelee field is completed. Govern­
ment permits to export additional 
volumes will be sought at that time. · 

Production from the Kotaneelee field 
began ~arlier this year. Gas from the 
field currently is being sold on a short­
term basis to Westcoast Transmission 
Co. Ltd. 

Jack Stumbo noted the Kotaneelee 
field is among many Columbia supply 
development programs, the effects of 
which are just now starting to be seen. 

"But we're not stopping there ," he 
said. "The Columbia System has pledged 
another $3 billion over the next 10 years 
to continue supply development. 

"These new sources won't be cheap," 
he noted. "As we continue to go to more 
remote locations and drill deeper into the 
earth to find gas, the cost is naturally 
going to rise. 

"The costs of all forms of energy are 
increasing, however, and we feel con­
fident natural gas will remain one of the 
best energy bargains available, com­
pared to the price of other fuels , for years 
to come," he said.

Set at Oak Ridge 

Charles B. Rector, of Jenny Wiley 
State Park, is one of many ingenious 
exhibitors at the fifth annual Ap­
palachian Inventors Fair, to be held 
April 27-29 at the American Museum of 
Science & Energy in Oak Ridge.

Floyd's Would Be District Jail 
If Proposed System Is Adopted 

The state Bureau of Corrections has 
drafted a working proposal aimed at 
transforming Kentucky's antiquated and 
unsafe prison system into a modern 
three-tier district jail system by 1985. 

Corrections Commissioner David 
Bland said last Thursday that the plan, 
which will establish district and feeder 
jails and temporary lockups, will be 
presented to a task force on jails today, 
(Wednesday) for its comments. 

Under the proposal, 36 district jails 
would be established across the state in 
densley-populated, centrally-located 
counties lo handle long-term convicts. 
Ten of those are now considered to be in 
good shape, 15 require renovations and 11 
jails will have to be built from scratch. 

Recommended as district jails are 
those of Floyd, Pike and Perry in the 
area. The Johnson, Martin and Knot 
County jails were listed as feeder jails . 
The Lawrence and Magoffin jails were 
classified as temporary lockups. 

These " sophisticated" jails, Bland 
said, would offer all services, including 
inmate separation, plus all levels of 
security and will provide an alternative 
to sending an inmate to one of the larger 
state pr isons. 

The 40 feeder jails proposed in the 
report would hold inmates for more than 
72 hours and would be located in adjacent 
or nearby counties. Bland said the 
maximum distance between a district 
and feeder jail would be 25 miles. 

The third level of jail would be the 44 
short-term lock-ups primarily located in 
counties of Jess than 20,000 people. 
Although the bureau proposes 44 of these 
jails, more rural counties may choose to 
maintain their facilities. 

According to the report, the district 
jails will house 70 percent of the 
prisoners rtot placed in state jails. Feeder 
jails will account for 18 percent of those 
prisoners while the temporary holding 
jails will house 12 percent. 

Bland, who advocated such a district 
jail system in 1975 as a consultant to the 
governor , said the new system is 
essential because many of the state's 
estimated 125 jails have failed to meet 
minimum fire and safety standards. 

The bureau's report, which Bland 
emphasized is only a working proposal, 
also recommends that jailers be paid an 
annual salary rather than the fees by 
which they now earn their living and 
which are tempting areas for abusf . 

"A jailer's livelihood is dependent on 
the fees," Bland said. "We've created a 
system that makes the jailer creative" 
by conjuring up new methods to increase 
the amount of his fees. 

Bland and Fred James, director of 
regional jails, said the proposed system 
will result in a graduating scale of 
facilities, from the state prisons to the 
district jails to the feeder jails and, 
finally, to the lock-ups. 

But, they acknowledged there are 
problems at his early stage. "The major 
question," said James,. "is whose 
responsibility is it to build and maintain a 
jail?" He and Bland also said the 
question of whether the state will build 
the jail and then lease it to the county 
remains unresolved. 

They said the cost of the proposal has 
not been determined, but James said it 
would probably cost "significantly less 
than $250 million.". 

An irritant to the two officials is an 
effort by county judge-executives, 
originating in Campbell county, to have 
the state pay for maintaining the jails or 
assume total control over all jails in the 
state.

Poachers Get Highest Penalties Yet 
Warren District Judge Henry J. Potter 

last Wednesday levied what Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources officials 
are calling the severest penalties for deer 
poaching in state history. 

Meted the maximum fine of $5,000 each 
were Larry Wholbrey and Harvey 

· Bryson, both of Bowling Green, and 
Lonnie McMillan, of Maryville, Ten­
nessee. In addition to the fines, each man 
was ordered to pay $333.33 in 
replacement costs for the five deer found 
in possession and court costs of $27.50. 

Judge Potter also sentenced each man 
to a total of 450 days in jail, but probated 
the sentence provided the men sacrifice 
their hunting rights for the next five 
years and pay the entire fine. 

"It is encouraging to see deer 
poaching, which is a serious problem in 
Kentucky, being taken seriously by the 
state judiciary," remarked Director 
R.W. Garrison of the department's 
Division of Law Enforcement. Garrison 
added that this is one of several ·cases 
where maximum poaching fines have 
been levied since the fine was raised to 
$1,000 for each offense.
