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Effect on Park 
Of Gas Situation 
Held Uncertain 

Will drastic increases in the price of 
gasoline seriously affect the number of 
visitors to Jenny Wiley State Park? 

"It's just anybody's guess," was the 
reply of Jenny Wiley Park Superin­
tendent Lowell Baker this week. Baker 
said reservations for the coming tourist 
season are running about the · same as 
last year with only a few scattered room 
vacancies through July and August, but 
he stressed that any long term predic­
tions on how Kentucky state parks would 
be affected by increased fuel prices 
would be impossible to make. ' 

"We do n't know-we're anxious to find 
out ourselves," Baker commented.

Pointing out that the parks system as 
well as most motel-hotel organizations 
had officially protested to a federal 
proposal that gas sales be curbed on 
weekends, Baker said he felt that more 
costly fuel would make Kentucky parks 
more popular with $late residents, since 
travel time and distance would be far 
less compared to out-of-state 
vacationing. Local Gas Rates 

To Go Up, May 1 
Because Kentucky West Virginia Gas 

Co., its supplier of natural gas, will raise 
its rate 29 cents per thousand cubic feet, 
the Prestonsburg Utilities Commission 
this week announced a raise to its 
customers, effective May 1. 

The fishing report (see elsewhere, this 
edition) describes Dewey Lake as "clear 
to murky to muddy."

If they con­
tinued in full bloom, the summer long, 
most of us would become oblivious to 
them.

The new rate here, which will be 
reflected in the June 1 billing, will be 
$1.85 per 1,000 cubic feet for all gas used 
above 2,000 cubic feet for which a 
minimum charge is made. To customers 
outside the corporate limits of Prestons­
burg the rate will be $2.25 per 1000 cubic 
feet. 

The minimum charge of $4 in Prestons­
burg and $5.60 outside remain un­
changed. 

The new rates for gas above 2,000 cubic 
feet reflect an increase of 40 cents, both 
in and outside Prestonsburg. The 11 cents 
added to the 29-cent raise made by the 
supplier was necessary, it was explained 
by Bill H. Howard, utilities superin­
tendent, to meet the system 's increased 
costs resulting mainly from inflation. 

"Although we have had several in­
creases from our supplier, Kentucky 
West Virginia Gas Co., we have passed 
on to our customers only the actual in­
crease in the cost of gas ," Howard said. 
He added that the 11 cents added to the 
supplier's 29-cent raise is the first in­
crease resulting from the system's 
operating costs since August 1, l!YI'5. 

Water rates remain unchanged. 
Howard agreed that nobody welcomes 

a rate increase but pointed out that gas 
consumers here have been favored with 
lower rates than in neighboring county­
seats. In Pikeville, for example, he said, 
the minimum is $7.36, and 20,000 cubic 
feet there costs the customer $69.64 as 
compared with $30.10 in Prestonsburg. 
Paintsville collects $33.66 for the same 
volume of gas. 

Kentucky West Virginia's increase also 
affects Paintsville, but it is not known 
what the new overall rate there will be. 

Meanwhile, for the first time in recent 
history, the state's Energy Regulatory 
Commission (successor to the Public 
Service Commission) Monday denied 
Columbia Gas of Kentucky a requested 
increase to residential consumers . It did, 
however, gran't ihe company a raise to 
commercial and industnal consumers. 

$201,000 from HUD 
To Restore Homes 
Damaged by Flood 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins an­
nounced last week that Floyd county will 
receive $201,000 from the U.S. Dept. of 
Housing and Urban Development, to be 
used for the rehabilitation of homes 
damaged by the 1977 flood. The grant is 
unde'r the Section 407 program. 

"I was happy to be of assistance to the 
people of Floyd county and will continue 
to work to improve the quality of housing 
in Eastern Kentucky," Perkins said.

Baker also said he believed 
vacationers would be willing to pay the 
higher gasoline costs. ''When people save 
and plan all year on a trip or vacation, I 
don't think they're going to give it up 
because gas costs more per gallon," 
Baker said. 

The park superintendent said although 
no major new projects or construction is 
being initiated at the park this season, a 
good deal of effort is being directed at an 
over~ll cleanup, of the park. He said 
crews of 10 workmen were being em­
ployed twice a week to remove litter 
from roadsides. 

More Co.,.... Burned 

More coal is being burned, these days, 
and yet the coal market is in the 
doldrums. 

So says Harry La Viers, Jr., president 
of the South-East Coal Co., one of the 
largest and oldest of independent coal 
producing firms in the region. 

That being true,- and it is confirmed · 
by at least one heavy buyer of coal- , 
better days lie ahead for Eastern Ken­
tucky's coal business. Those better days 
will come, say those who agree with 
La Viers' thinking, when the whittling 
away of coal stockpiles takes them down 
to the point where they must be 
replenished. 

Said La Viers in an interview with Scott 
Payton, of The Lexington Herald-Leader 
(Sunday, April 22 edition) : 

''Sales of coal are, of course, down 
dramatically. But the consumption of 
coal is up dramatically. I don't know 
exactly what's going on, but I know it 
can't go on very long." 

Coal consumption was up in January 11 
per cent above the colder January of 
1978. 

And, despite all the troubles coal is 
having with environmental regulations, 
its use in electric power p~duction may 
be expected to increase-particularly so, 
if atomic power plants remain as un­
popular as they have become since the 
Three Mile Island mishap. 

LaViers told The Lexington 
newspaper: 

"There are a lot of coal-fired 
generating plants under construction­
enough to raise coal anywhere from 700 
to 900 million tons a year for domestic 
utilities, depending on the technology · 
employed. The amount of coal that's 
actually going to be consumed by the 
existing facilities is a little hard to 
predict. But it could be almost double 
what it is now, five years from now, with 
available hardware." 

But he does not see the conversion of 
coal to oil or gas as playing a significant 
role in the energy picture in the next 20 
years. 

And the metallurgical coal market also 
is another and less heartening story, 
because, it is pointed out, the facilities to 
coke more coal simply do not exist.

·u.s. Shoe Moves 
To West P'burg 
Ready To Start 

Prestonsburg Shoe Company (U.S. 
Shoe) was preparing this week to leave 
vacant by next Tuesday the building 
across the Big Sandy from Lancer which 
it has occupied since it first begain 
production in this county about 12 years 
ago. 

At the same time preparations were 
being made to move equipment, 
materials and workers into the newly 
renovated KAI building at West 
Prestonsburg which the shoe company 
has leased from the Prestonsburg 
Development Corporation. 

"We have to vacate the building here 
by May 1," Tom Crabtree, local shoe 
company manager said. 

The building being vacated will be 
converted into the Job Corps Center to be 
operated by the Department of Interior. 
Plans of the dpeartment are not fully 
known, but it is expected to remodel the

Almost a year after it was chartered, 
the Prestonsburg Water Resources 
Assistance Corporation has been 
awarded a grant of $200,000 to carry out a 
program of helping water systems of the 
area that are in trouble. 

The grant, it was announced by 
Senators Huddleston and Ford, was 
made by the National Demonstration 
Water Project, of which the local group is 
the only Kentucky member. 

The Water Resources Assistance 
Corporation (WRAC) proje'ct in the five 
counties of the Big Sandy Area 
Development District is a pilot effort, the 
success of which is considered "the key 
to the success of the Kentucky program." 

Three troubled water systems in this 
county will get attention initially, and 
after that the work of the corporation will 
spread to other counties of Big Sandy 
ADD. All the systems which will benefit 
are pubLicly owned. 

The $200,000 grant which has been 
approved will finance equipment and 
·required staffing. Briefly, the services 
the non-profit corporation will perform 
are: 

1. Financial management, which in­
volves a central computer billing and 
bookkeeping service. 

2. Field management service, which 
involves the complete operation and 
maintenance activities of a water 
system. 

3. Manpower services, including the 
coordination of training and placement of 
persons certified to operate such ·a 
system. 

Roger Recktenwald, of Big Sandy 
ADD, who is director of the pilot 
program, said he is hopeful that ad­
vertising for equipment and personnel 
will be done within the next three-four 
weeks . · 

Water systems receiving the services 
will be charged a small fee. "I don't see 
this as a giveaway program. I expect it to 
be self-supporting," Recktenwald said. 

The first systems to be afforded the 
services are those of Mud Creek, Allen 
and the Sandy Valley Water District. All 
have their problems- some with water 
supply, some with management, perhaps 
all with lines in disrepair. The program 
will extend next year into Magoffin, 
Johnson and Martin counties. 

One project of the corporation will be to 
cooperate with Big Sandy ADD in the 
coordination and planning of water and 
sewer development proje~ts. Another

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objective will be to make an assessment 
of the management, maintenance, 
operation and manpower needs of par­
ticipating water systems. 

The Water Resources Assistance 
Corporation was formed, it was pointed 
out by Bill H. Howard, of Prestonsburg, 
chairman of its board of directors, to 
meet a situatiof\ in which some water 
systems were caught in a spiral of ser­
vice in terruptions, increasing debt and 
personnel costs "and a general lack of 
public awareness of the severity of the 
problem." The troubles of some systems 
were compounded by the April, 1977 
floods and two hard winters. 

Federal agencies· providing fWJding of 
the project through the National 
Demonstration Water Project are 
FmHA, EDA, HUD and EPA. 

''Federal agencies have funds in· 
vested in these water systems, and they 
are anxious about their success and 
ability to repay loans made them," Mr. 
Howard commented. 

Main items of the corporation budget 
for Fiscal Year '79 are $77,000 for per­
sonnel-a field manager, equipment 
operator, bookkeeper -co mputer 
operator, meter reader, field assistant 
and secretary-receptionist; and $81,150 
for equipment. 

Equipment will include a backhoe, low­
boy trailer, service truck, one-ton dump­
pull low-boy, vehicle for meter reader, 
tapping machine, pipe cutter, hand tools, 
compactor, portable floodlight system, 
leak detection equipment, air com­
pressor and accessories. 

In addition to the Water Resources 
Assistance Corporation here, other 
systems which have become affiliated 
with the national program range through 
Florida, Alabama, Georgia, Louisiana, 
the Carolinas, Arizona, Texas, 
Maryland, West Virginia, Ohio, New 
Mexico, Viriginia, Wisconsin, Montana, 
and six mid-western states. 

The water resources group here was 
(•hartered as a non-profit organization 
last April. Part of the $25,000 originally 
allocated it and administered by the Big 
Sandy ADD staff provided the Allen 
system a ':YaJer pump an~ ti.e-in. with the 
Prestonsourg sys~m. A f1lter sysfem 
was also provided the Mud Creek 
Water District so that water from an 
abandoned mine could be used in the 
upper section of the system where water 
service was ineffective.

I am reading again the first novel 

ever read. "Ishmael." And if I make it 
through this one I may tackle the sequel, 
"Self-Raised."

Johnson, Martin 
Get ARC Help 

Gov. Julian Carroll has annoWJced 
approval of $190,000 Appalachian 
Regional Commission grant to the 
Johnson CoWJty Housing Authority for 
development of a 10-acre housing site. 

The site development funds will be 
used for clearing and grubbing; ex­
cavation and grading; construction of a 
package sewage treatment plant, lift 
station and lines ; water lines and storm 
sewer installation and road, street and 
sidewalk construction. 

Development Secretary William Short, 
Carroll's alternate representative to the 
ARC, said the housing site is located 
three miles northeast of Paintsville along 
the Big Sandy River . 

The project, to be known as Riverview 
Village, will consist of 60 WJits of low and 
moderate income housing for in­
dividuals and families, Short said. A 
separate building will house an office, 
laundry room and ma\ntenance space. 

The $190,000 grant is part of a $2 million 
grant to the Development Cabinet which 
administers the Commonwealth's Ap­
palachian housing program. 

ARC granted a Joan increase to the 
Martin county fiscal court for develop­
ment of the Dempsey Housing project in 
that COWlty. 

The increase will bring the project 
planning loan total to $59,772. An initial 
project planning loan of · $25,000 was 
made in JWle 1978. 

Secretary of Development William 
Short said the loan increase stems from 
an increase over the 75 housing Wlits 
which were originally planned for the 
project. 

A special allocation of 160 Housing and 
Urban Development housing units has 
been made to the Martin fiscal court, 
expanding the scope of the project "and 
requiring investments of time and effort 
much in excess of what was originally 
expected," Short said.

Lament for -Floyd County 

I am not one of the "furriners" you 
referred to in last week's Times . My 
heritage has deep roots in Floyd coWJty 
and, after 25 years of Jiving in 
Hoosierland, I am still just a proud and 
misplaced Appalachian moWJtaineer. 

I have never had any reason to be 
ashamed of my home coWJty but I had a 
twinge of disappointment recently. 

My daughter and I had been visiting 
relatives in Weeksbury. We had motored 
in on Thursday night before Easter 
SWlday. We had enjoyed a pleasant ride 
through the Blue Grass of central Ken­
tucky. We had appreciated the spring 
greening of the Red River lowlands of 
Powell coWJty. As the Mountain Parkway 
snaked its way upward into the highlands 
of Wolfe county the kaleidoscopic 
panorama of the valleys and streams 
below exposed patches of a ravaged land 
and sludge-filled streams. It was most 
evident the damage had been wrought by 
the hands of men, machinery, and by 
repeated furies of nature. 

We slopped at a roadside park near 
Campton. A little lake rippled and 
reflected the budding dogwood and 
redbud trees along the shoreline. The 
beauty of this rustic scene was mutilated 
by overflowing waste cans, broken 
bottles, discarded food and paper ar­
ticles. 

Night had settled over the moWJtains 
by the time we had reached Prestonsburg, 
thus we were spared the visual insult for 
the remainder of our journey into Left 
Beaver . 

Easter SWlday morning, we left Weeks-
bury and the farther down the road we 

·drove the more WI believable the scene 
became. The creek banks were littered 
with filth beyond description. Hundreds, 
yes, hWJdreds of gallon bleach and milk 
jugs dangled by their handles from the 
branches of willow and sycamore 
trees, flWlg there by rising waters from 
frequent floods. Disposable diapers, 
bathroom tissue and old ragged clothes 
cavorted on tree branches and bushes in 
wild disco dancing, orchestrated by a 
brisk wind. 

Beautiful and expensive homes built on 
terraced lots overlook the creek and road 
in many areas. These properties are 
well-landscaped and bordered by 
manicured lawns. Pride in these homes 
is apparent. P lastic bags packed with 
garbage and tied securely are stacked up 
waiting for Monday's pickup by the 
sanitation trucks servicing the district. 
We learned that many families use and 
pay fo r this service, whereas many 
families dump their refuse down any 
available hillside,· by a convenient road 
or over-a nearby bank to be carried away 
with the next big "wash-out." It is any 
mystery what the huge "jam" really is at 
Martin where Left and Right Beaver 
Creeeks come together? Poor Big Sandy· 
River! 

Tfie concerned citizens should demand 
an immediate pollution solution to this 
disgraceful problem. Ordinances, if any, 
should be strictly enforced and if the 
officials responsible for the adherance to 
the law will not get the job done, remem­
ber,ElectionDay is drawing near , isn't it? 

I am not trying to put Eastern Ken­
tucky down. In the LoUisville area we, 
too, have problems. Polluted skies blind 
us, WJdergroWld chemical dumps buried 
in leaking barrels choke us and foul 
tasting and stinking water from the Ohio 
River is almost lethal. By the way, some 
of my drinking water can well be some of 

. that sludge I saw creeping down into the 
Big Sandy River; looking for the Ken­
tucky River to bring it on into the Ohio 
River water that is piped into my kit­
chen. Revolting! 

It is shameful and sinful what we have 
done to our environment. God created a 
beautiful world for His people and this 
present generation has done more to 
destroy it than all the civilizations gone 
before. We are His tenants and surely we 
can help to leave something better for 
our children and their children. 

Yes, I am also a concerned citizen. I 
am for cleaning up this mess, all the way 
from the head streams of Floyd county, 
Kentucky to the Knobs of Floyd county 
Indiana!

Register Lists 
Gardner Home 

Five historic sites in Kentucky were 
recently listed on the National Register 
of Historic Places, according to Eldred 
W. Melton, executive director of the 
Kentucky Heritage Commission. 

Lone Oak in Christian CoWlty. Located 
in Hopkinsville, the house is also known 
as the Judge Joseph Crockett house. It 
was constructed for Judge Crockett in 
1834 when the area was still frontier. 

· James F. Buckner, at one time Croc­
kett's law partner, boutht the house in 
1845. He was speaker of the Kentucky 
House of Representatives in 1847 and 
elected 'to the state senate in 1855. The 
house is considered to be one of the best 
preserved examples of Greek Revival 
arChitecture in Christian County, ac­
cording to Mrs. Melton. 

Dinsmore House in Boone CoWJty. This 
. frame house, constructed in 1841-42 in 
the Federal and Greek Revival styles, is 
situated on approximately 300 acres. It 
has Qne of the finest stands of Wl­
disturbed woodland in Kentucky. The site 
r etains many of the original out­
buildings, including a single pen log 
structure, slave quarters , log 
smokehouse and graveyard. 

Thomas W. Fleming House in Fleming 
County. The house is locally known as the 
Dudley house because the family owned 
it from 1919 to 1977. The two-story 
Federal style brick house was con­
structed aroWJd 1819 for Thomas W. 
Fleming, whose father , Colonel John 
Fleming, built the first permanent set­
tlement in the coWJty. The building is • 
currently owned by the Fleming County 
Historical Society. 

Moss Side in Woodford CoWJty. Moss 
·side was built around 1820 for Henry 
Watkins. He and his wife, who was the 
mother of Henry Clay by a previous 
marriage, operated one of the first ,J,.-1 
taverns in Versailles. According to Mrs: • 
Melton, the house is a finely executed and 
well-proporti{)ned brick structure in the 
Federal style. 

Judge D.W. Gardner House in 
Magoffin CoWJty. This two-story frame 
house, located in Salyersville, is a well­
known local landmark. It served as the • 
home of Circuit Jud~e D. W. Gardner for 
more than 20 years. The house, which 
was originally known as Greencrest, was 
built in 1885 for George B. Gardner, the 
·judge's brother. When George Gardner 
became chairman of the Board of Ap­
peals for the United States Department • 
of the Interior, he sold the house to his 
brother. 

The National Register of Historic 
Places is the official list of the nation's 
resources worthy of preservation and is 
maintained by the U.S. Department of 
the Interior. 

Listing on the register enables 
property owners to apply for federal and 
state matching grants-in-aid and for 
federal tax benefits. It also provides 
limited protection from a1teration or 
destruction by federally -fun ded or­
licensed projects.

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New Law To Help Middle Class 
Cope with Soaring College Costs 

A new law is t ~!ping middle-class 
families cope with soaring college costs 
by making student loans ·Nith "interest­
free" benefits available, reg_ardless of 
family income size, says W. Thomas 
Cooper, CPA, president of the Kentucky 
Society of Certified Public Accountants . 

Mr. Cooper says it's now possible for 
almost any student enrolled in a qualified 
school to get a government-guaranteed 
loan that is, in effect, free of interest until 
nine months after graduation. But the 
new law, the Middle Income Student 
Assistance Act, received little publicity 
when it took effect last November 1, and 
many families are unaware of it, he 
contends. 

Previously, "interest-free" benefits on 
guaranteed loans generally were denied 
students of families with adjusted gross 
incomes of $25,000 or m.ore. "Our -

lawmakers seem to understand now that 
$25,000 is no longer a lavish income for a 
typical family with a house to maintain 
and children to educate," says Mr. 
Cooper. 

Unfortun-ately, he adds, students who 
obtained guaranteed loans before the 
new law was enacted and were not 
eligible for the " interest-free" provision 
then cannot change the terms of their 
current lOans. 

The CPA president says parents who 
are planning ahead for the financial 
burdens of college should give careful 
consideration to the student loan 
program. He observed that "severe 
financial sacrifice for the sake of the 
children's education may be un­
necessary. The opportunity to carry 
thousands of dollars of debt without in­
terest for several years can represent 
one of the best ways to finance a higher 
education. ' ' 

The fact that banks currently are · 
charging their best commercial 
customers ll lh to 12 percent interest 
underscores the value of the student 
loans, says Mr. Cooper. 

·The loans- up to $2,500 a year for 
undergraduates, more for graduate 
students- are available under the 
Guaranteed Student Loan Program. The 
money can be applied to qualified 
vocational, technical and hospital nur­
sing schools, as well as to colleges. 

For students planning to enter school in 
the fall semester, now is a good time to 
apply for a guaranteed loan, says Mr. 
Cooper. Allow plenty of time for 
processing in any case, he advises. 

Applications usually are available 
from commercial and savings banks and 
other lending institutions. A student must 
send the application to his or· her school 
for certification of enrollment and o(.Jler 
additional information. Then it goes to 
the potential lender, who must get -ap­
proval from the agency that is guaran-
teeing the loan. , 

The interest rate on guaranteed 
student loans is seven percent. But the 
interest is subsidized by the federal 
government while the student is in school 
and for at least nine months after 
graduation, when repayment of the 
principal usually is scheduled ,to begin. 

The loans are "guaranteed" in the 
sense that the federal government, or in 
some cases, the state government or a 
non-profit private agency, will repay the 
loan ifthe student defaults and then try to 
recover the funds from the student.

Spring Sports Increasing In 
Floyd County High Schools 

By KENNY RICE 
Before 1973 not every high school in 

Floyd County had a baseball team let 
alone any other type of spring sport. 
After basketball season in March 
athletics in most county schools wer~ 
over until basketball practice resumed in 
September. 

When Allen Central fielded a basebali 
team in 1973, the school's first year, all 
five county high schools had a baseball 
team. It was a small step toward a spring 
sports program comparable to those in 
surrounding counties, but it was a step 
forward. 

Presently, some of the county high 
schools have at least one additional sport 
to offer students in the spring besides 
baseball. And while Floyd county is not 
regarded for producing strong teams in 
the spring sports, most teams are above 
average. 

Why has Floyd county finally gotten 
around to improving their springs sports 
program? One reason is the availability 
of coaches. Varsity basketball and 
football coaches also coach a spring sport 
now. Superintendent Pete Grigsby, Jr. , 
has placed emphasis on the minor sports 
program in the county and has en­
couraged basketball and football coaches 
to coach a spring sport. 

Former Wheelwright basketball and 
baseball coach James " Frankie" 
Francis, who is now an administrator 
with the School Board, offers another 
reason for the growth in participation 
and popularity of spring sports. 

" I feel the Olympics have created a lot 
of interest among the young people in the 
county, especially the track and field 
sports. Most of our county schools are 
offering track now. The publicity given 
the Olympics has stirred interest. 
Another sport that has received a lot of 
television coverage lately, and as a result 
creat ed interest in our schools, is golf. I 
think all but a couple of schools have golf 
teams now," Francis added, " Not 
everyone can play basketball, and those 
with abilities in other sports should have 
the chance to pursue them . I'm glad to 
see the spring sports .in our county get­
ting stronger. " 

Francis would also like to see a 
revising of the baseball· schedule 
throughout the state. "The best time to 
have a baseball schedule is when school 
is ending as far as the weather is con­
cerned. This is not feasible, of course. 
However surrounding states are ahead of 
Kentucky in high school baseball by 
using a fall and spring schedule or ex­
tending the season past the completion of 
the school schedule. I've heard Morehead­
State bas~ball coach Steve Hamilton talk 
about Kentucky's need to have a longer 
schedule. Our weather isn't permissable 
for April baseball, and there are many 
games rained out. Our teams are getting 
in the groove just about the time the 
season is ending in May. Fortunately 
here in Floyd County, we have a good

Death Brings Back Memories

<In The Lexington Herald) 
The United Press International report 

said his car had a blowout and left the 
road and Charlie OsbOrne was killed. 

The wreck occurred at Flat Gap in 
Johnson County and Charlie Osborne was 
killed. 

I guess it had been years since I had 
even thought about Charlie Osborne. But 
I thought about him when I read that he 
had been killed back home last week. 

I thought about Charlie Osborne 
because he was one of my firs t real live 
heroes . I remembered when he played 
for Flat Gap High School in the mid-50's. 
Two of his teammates were Carroll 
Burchett and Jess Salyers. Their coach 
was "Buzz" Stapleton. Flat Gap had one 
of the best teams in the 15th Region those 
years, when Osborne and Burchett were 
the stars. They were fine players and 
both enjoyed success in college, Osborne 
at Western and Burchett at Kentucky. 

I remember those years when they 
played at Flat Gap because my best 
friend's father was the principal and he 
would take us from our homes in Paints­
ville out to the county school where 
mountain ball at its best was played. 

THE FLAT GAP gym was tiny, a 
"bandbox" like so many gyms back in 
the hills. Why, I was positive many 
outside shots would rattle around off the 
rafters before returning to earth­
usually through the goal , of course 

Virgil Porter, the principal, would turn 
hi~ son, Johnny, and me loose, hoping we 
would stay out of trouble. We were 10 or 
11 at the time, just getting interested in 
basketball. And we watched two of the -
best in Osborne and Burchett. 

I don't think Flat Gap was ever as good 
as it was when they were there. The 
Greyhounds were good enough to reach 
the State Tournament but some other 
team would always . get in their way. 
Pikeville won the region a couple of the 
years they ·played and a legend named 
Kelly Coleman led Wayland out of the 
hills one season. 

Too bad really , because Charlie 
Osborne and Carroll Burchett were 
worthy of playing in ·the State Tour­
nament. Those were the days when the 
competition was ferocious-just within 
Johnson County. 

Meade Memorial 's Red Devils were 
the only team that ever reached the 
Sweet Sixteen and they did it three times, 
the last in 1968, the year before all the 
county schools were consolidated into the 
new, huge Johnson Central High School. 

THE SMALL SCHOOLS can vanish, 
most often for the best, but the memories 
remain. That's why I thought about 
Charlie and Carroll this week. 

I thought about Wendell Wallen, the 
only survivor from the old days. He 
coached at Meade Memorial, left the 
profession awhile for health reasons, 
then resumed coaching at Johnson 
Central. Buzz Stapleton, the Flat Gap 
coach, is living in Ohio. Rusty . Yates of 
the Oil Springs Wildcats is .retired. Jim­
Wheeler is still an elementary school 

principal in Paintsville. I'm told Howard 
Ramey, coach of the Van Lear Bank 
Mules, teaches at Johnson Central. 

I was talking with Mack Stapleton, a 
friend of mine in Lexington, about those 
days. Mack played for Oil Springs after 
Osborne graduated but he remembered 
seeing him in action, too. We regretted 
the reason for recalling the past but our 
memories were pretty clear . 

And, even now, Charlie Osborne's 
name remains in the Western Kentucky 
University record book. Six-foot-six when 
he played on The Hill, he forged the best 
free throw percentage for a three-year 
career (80.1 percent) and one season 
(84.3 percent) in 1960-61. The record 
book shows he made the all-Ohio Valley 
Conference team two years. But these 
are only lines in a record book, and who 
really cares? 

The sadness is that it too often takes 
tragedy to bring such pleasant memories 
from the recesses of the mind. When I 
thought about Charlie Osborne, a p'erson 
I may never have talked to in my life, I 
thought about that little gym out at Flat 
Gap, the excitement of the games, .the 
frenzy of the crowds, the joy of being a 
kid and having real live heroes. 

SURE, I . DREAMED about playing 
shortstop for the New York Yankees like 
my hero Phil Rizzuto. I cherished my 
Little League uniform with No. 10 on the 
back, just like the No. 10 the Scooter 
.wore. I read books about my old-time 
hero Lou Gehrig but I was too little to 
understand why he died at such a young 
age with a mysterious ailment that it 
came to be called ' 1Lou Gehrig's 
disease." 

But these were faraway heroes, 
inhabitants of a dream world in a distant 
place. Rizzuto and the Yankees were 
caricatures seen through a TV set and 
between the pages of newspapers and 
magazines. · 

But I could watch in person as Charlie 
Osborne threw his weight around the 
basket and see Carroll Burchett use his 
finesse to lead the Greyhounds to win 
after win. 

When they left, my heroes ~ecame the 
Paintsville Tigers. I lived and died with 
the exploits of such players as my cousin, 
Mike, Tommy Daniels, Phil Estep, 
Bryan Davis Hall. Paul Winston 
Williams, Dave Butler and the other 
Tigers. 

Then I began to grow up. My heroes 
changed and , mostly , disappeared. 
Perspective was different with the end of 
childhood and days of wide-eyed awe. It 
was a loss of something beautiful and 
rare that lights up the mind of a kid. Can 
the age of innocence ever be regained? 

Not really, I'm afraid, in this cynical 
world of win-at:all-costs college athletics 
and in the greedy realm of pro sports. 

But I refuse to despair. There are my 
memories although I'm so sorry Charlie 
Osborne died to remind me of the "old 
days." But i'f my wife Susan and I are 
blessed with a son, I will want to know his 
heroes and see his little world through his 
glowing eyes, the way my dad watched 
me. Every kid needs his heroes. We all 
do .

Pot-Smoking Drivers, Dan·gerous EKU Honors Floyd 
Educators, April17 The perils of the drunken driver are 

well known to law-enforcement officials 
and the public alike . A massive public­
education drive has alerted people to the 
r isks they incur when they drive under 
the influence of alcohol, and many slates 
have inexpensive and legal roadside tests 
for es_tablishing alcoholic intoxication. 
Drunk drivers frequently find their 
driving privileges revoked. 

Yet comparable legal provisions to 
protect the public from drivers stoned on 
marijuana are in most states not in 
place-there are no cheap .roadside tests 
to detex:mine drug intoxication, and most 
pot smokers perceive their use of the 
drug as " relaxing," never dangerous. 

They are wrong. The May Reader's 
Digest reports, "Persuasive evidence is 
mounting that such drivers (high on 
marijuana ) often have a distorted sense 
of space and lime, altered peripheral and 
central vi~ion ; and impaired 
manipulative ahd coordination· skills. " 

In the article, written by Peggy Mann, 
there are "remarkably consistent" 
r esearch findings that indicate 
marijuana smokers are " over­
represented in fatal highway accidents." 
In several studies- in Boston 
Alburquerque, Baltimore and Oklahom~ 
City- about 16 percent of drivers in­
volved in accidents had been smoking 
marijuana prior to the event. 

The first large-scale study linking 
marijuana to traffic arrests was com­
pleted by California 's Department of 
J ustice last year and revealed that of 
1792 arrested r ivers 16 percent had a 
sufficiently high level of THC, the chief 
mind-altering ingredient of marijuana, 
to constitute marijuana intoxication. 

Incredibly, in one study, 25 percent of 
the pot smokers believed pot actually 
improved their coordination, while an 
equal number believed it had no effect on 
their driving.

Urge More Centers· 
For Drug Treatment 

Bo'th law enforcement and drug abuse 
treatment personnel called for establish­
ment of additional residential treatment 
centers in Kentucky during testimony 
last Wednesday before the subcommittee 
on drug abuse. 

The testimony was given a public 
hearing at Northern Kentucky Univer­
sity. This meeting was the fir.st in fi ve 
planned around the Commonwealth by 
the subcommittee on health and welfare. 

Witnesses also suggested early drug 
education in elementary schools plus 
stiffer penalties for drug suppliers and 
sellers might ease the problem. 

Robert Sanders, assistant Com­
monwealth's Attorney in Kenton County, 
said the highest drug treatment suc cess 
rate in his coun ty has been achieved 
when an abuser can be placed in a 
residential center. However, this is 
difficult in out-of-state placement at Ohio 
Centers, he said. 

Mark Toennis, of Dayton (Campbell 
County), a drug alternative program 
organizer, said there is only one 
residential center now operating in 
Kentucky- the 17-bed Off-Broadway 
House in Lexington. 

Sanders , in a presentation with Robert 
Robertson, director of the Northern 
Kentucky Narcotics Enforcement Unit, 
said drug abuse is increasing in al l 
directions including frequency, variety 
of substance and expansion of the age 
group beyond college students to include 
children and middle-aged people. 

Since drug dealers cross city and 
county barriers, regional drug en ­
forcement units should be created, said 
Sanders. The units should be funded by 
the state and staffed by local officers on a 
rotating basis, he explained. 

The Northern Kentucky Enforcement 
Unit, formed in 1977 with federal funds, 
has indicted 172 people on 288 felony 
counts, said Sanders, and has seized 
drugs worth $547,890. If the federal grant 
is not extended, funding runs out at the 
end of the year , he added. 

Newport probation officer Karen Wires 
said drug abuse is not being controlled in 
Northern Kentucky. Undercover agents 
are quickly spotted, informants are 
"working both sides of the street" alld~ 
plea bargaining in Campbell county, in 
particular, is being abused, she added. 

Sanders said there is also a plea 
bargaining problem in Kenton county. 
Many offenders are paroled when they 
should be jailed, and there is difficulty in 
getting paroles revoked, he said. 

Lack of drug treatment services limits 
judges to either jailing offenders or 
returning them to their old en­
vironm.ents, Wire's said. 

The subcommittee on drug abuse was 
originally formed to make plans for drug 
seminars in Kentucky. It was later ex­
panded by the slate Legislative Research 
Commission to a fact-finding body. 

LANDSCAPE SCHOOL 
The third in a series of landscape 

lessons sponsored by the Floyd County 
Extension Service was presented last 
week. 

House plants was the topic discussed 
by Dr. Robert Anderson, U.K. Hor­
ticulture Specialist. He emphasized 
selection of quality plants, regular 
feeding and water care, the importance 
of good soil, light and insect control.

Flowers in your Landscape" was held 
yesterday (Tuesday,) at the library .

On July 7, 1978, the District Court of the 
District of Colwnbia entered a Stipulated 
Order providing that the definition of 
fa:nily income for purposes of computing 
maximuin rentals for public housing, as 
contained in a HUD Circular , wh ich 
excluded spouses from the $300 deduction 
for each depende'nt .and exc luded 
dependents from the $300 deduction fo r 
each secondary wage earner, was invalid 
and violated the United States Housing 
Act of 1937, as amended. The effect of this 
determination is that certain families 
who lived in public housing during the 
period from March 16, 1971 to September 
26, 1975, may have been charged too 
much rent. Therefore, the District Court 
ordered HUD to establish a one million 
dpllar fund for the payment of claims 
which current or former tenants of vublic 
housing may submit for a refund of any 
overpayments. 

The District Court 's Stipulated Order 
provides that, if valid claims exceed one 
million dollars, HUD has the option of 
having the Order dissolved in which case 
NTO and HUD may negotiate a modified 
settlement or proceed with further 
litigation. Thus , claimants should real ize 
that the submittal of a claim determined 
valid by a PHA may result in full , partial , 
or no payment, depending on the t~tal 
amount of valid claims submitted to

Left Beaver Squad 
Coal Severance Aid · 
Gets Dept. Approval 

A $1.,000 allocation recommended by 
the Floyd County Coal Sever ance 
Economic Aid Board has been approved, 
according to Commissioner William S. 
O'Daniel, Department for Local 
Government. 

The money has been given to the Left . 
Beaver Rescue Squad and Volunteer F ire 
Department to purchase equipment. 

Economic aid funds were established 
by Gov. Julian Carroll in 1976 and' ap­
proved by the 1976 and 1978 legislatures 
with $10 million allocated from coal 
severance money each biennium. Funds 
are allocated to the 47 coal-producing 
counties on a formula that includes 
population and per capita income. An 

.-. economic aid board in each county 
selects the projects to be presented from 
its allocation to the Department for Local 
Government. 

Funds are admi nistered by the 
Department of Finance which has final 
approval of all projects following a 
technical review.

WITH SPRING COMES ~SPARAGUS 

We are right in the midst of the peak 
season for asparagus . Keep in mind the 
following tips to choose good quality 
stalks and to maintain the quality with 
proper storage after .YOU purchase it. 

You'll want firm , crisp, bright green 
stalks. The tips should be closed tightly 
and almost purplish green. There should 
be no soft, dark spots around the tip ; soft 
slimy spots are signs of decay. 

Take a good look at the bottom part of 
the stalks when you are inspecting 
asparagus . The entire stalk should be 
plump. If the lower part looks shriveled 
the asparagus is old. 

Large asparagus yields more servings 
per pound or bunch than thin ones 
because there is less waste. The amount 
of woody, tough, inedible stalk varies in 
asparagus. Generally, thin ones have a 
larger amount of fibrous stalk. 

Buy only what you will us~ in a few 
days, unless you plan to freeze or can it. 
Asparagus ages quickly. Store it un­
washed in a moisture-proof bag in the 
refrigerator, and use it within two days 
for best quality . 

To prepare, bend the stalk so it snaps 
just below the tender part. Check un­
derneath the scales in the asparagus tip 
to make sure you removed all trapped 
sand when you washed the stalks . 

Nutritionally, asparagus is a good 
source of vitamin C- a one-half cup 
serving provides almost half of an adult's 
daily need. It also provides vitamin A, 
and other vitamins and minerals as well 
as fiber . 

Cooked and chilled it makes a tasty 
salad or it may be served hot as a 
vegetable in a variety of ways. 

HOW TO EXTEND 
YOUR FOOD DOLLAR 

Planning is one of the best ways to 
stretch your meat dollar . After serving a 
large beef roast for one meal, the 
remainder can be prepared in several 
different ways. · 
· You may spend a little more money 

initially, but a roast with little fat and no 
bone will serve three for each pound of 
meat. A cut with more fat and bone will 
serve two per pound of meat. 

After a meal, cool the mea~, broth and 
gravy quickly, and store well-covered in 
the refrigerator. It should be used within 
three days. 

You can freeze part of the leftovers in 
meal-size packs. Use freezer bags or 
freezer paper labeled, telling what the 
leftovers will be used for. Large pieces, 
removed from a bone, can be sliced for 
another dinner , smaller pieces for 
sandwiches, and bits and pieces for 
casseroles or hash. 

Here are some suggestions on how to 
use your extra -beef:- . 

-Reheat roast in the oven, wrapped in 
foil to retain juices. ' ' 

-Slice and reheat in gravy, adding an 
herb for a different flavor. 

- Grind the meat , combine with a thick 
white sauce. Fry and serve as 
croquettes. 

- Chop beef, and combine with white 
sauce to make creamed beef. 

-Make into a stew with the left-<Jver 
gravy and fresh vegetabies. 

- Make into a casserole by chopping 
beef and combining with vegetables, 
rice, noodles or macaroni . 

-Make chopped beef into a pie with 
vegetables and top with biscuits. 

-Slice or chop and use for sandwiches 
with lettuce and salad dressing. 

Slice and serve cold with a sauce or 
relish like chili sauce, catsup, mustard 
and piccalilli. · 
-If there is bone, use this along with 

the remainder of beef to make a pot of 
vegetable or barley beef soup.

EASTERN TENT CATERPILLARS 
The webs of the Eastern Tent Cater­

pillar are becoming very numerous 
again this year . The Tent Ca terpillar or 
Apple-Tre'e Tent Caterpillar is primarily 
a defoliator of wild cherry trees in 
spring. However, other trees are also 
attacked especially when the caterpillar 
runs out of food on cherry trees . Most 
trees are not seriously harmed by 
defoliation so early in the spring because 
they put on new leaves when the cater­
pillar is gone. However, the tent web of 
the caterpillar is unsightly and remains 
in trees through the summer . The 
caterpillar may also be a nuisance 
during the times it migrates across the 
ground.

The insects pass the winter as eggs 
which have been laid in a collar-like 
mass encircling the twigs of host trees. 
The egg mass which contains about 200 
eggs, is about % inch long and 112 inch in 
diameter and has a shiny, varnished 
appearance. .

The caterpillars leave the nest during 
the good weather to feed on leaves on all 
parts of the trees. At night and during 
bad weather they migrate back to the 
nest, following silk trails they laid down 
when migrating from the nest. As the 
caterpillars grow they add layers of 
webbing to the nest to accomodate their 
increasing size. The nest may reach the 
size of a basketball. If they strip a tree 
before they have reached their full 
development, they migrate together to 
another tree and build a new nest. 

It takes about six weeks after hatching , 
for the caterpillar to be full grown.

The 
larvae are preyed upon by some ground 
beetles, predaceous bugs, and few birds 
and toads . Several kinds of wasps attack 
the eggs, caterpillars or pupae.

Tents in small yard trees can be torn out 
by hand or with a pole and the cater­
pillars crushed. One may also burn the 
tent out with a torch. Either of these 
methods should be clone at night or on 
cloudy days when most of the cater ­
pillars are in the nest.

Q-I 'm 69, and on Social Security 
retirement. I haven't worked since I 
started drawing three years ago. Now I 
have an opportunity for a part-time job. 
I'm drawing $300, and my wife gets $150, 
per month on my record. How much can I 
earn without losing my Social Security? 

A- Since you are over 65, you can earn 
$4500 this year without losing any 
benefits. If you earn over $4500, for every 
additional $2 you ear , $1 is withheld from 
the Social Security yo u and your wife 
have coming for the year. If your wife 
has earnings of her own, the same for­
mula applies to her checks separately 
(since she gets on your record, her 
earnings would affect her check but not 
yours . l 

Q-My children and I have drawn 
Social Security since my husband died in 
1970. I'm o'nly 35 and have a chance to 
marry again . What I want to know is, if I 
decide to get married again , will my 

· children' s Social Security checks stop? 
A- No. Your check will stop when you 

remarry , but the checks to the children. 
will continue . A child eligible on her 
father 's record can draw until age 18, 
marriage, or death. If he goes to school 
ful l-time, he can draw until age 22. If he 
has a disability which began before age 
22, he may continue to draw disabled 
child's benefits after he becomes an 
adult. 

Q-I 'm 62 years old and have been 
getting a widow's check since my 
husband died 2 years ago . I have a 
chance to marry a younger man who 
hasn't retired. Will my widow's check 
end if and when I marry him? 

A- You're in luck ! The 1977 Amend­
ments to the Social Security Act permit 
ful l payment of widow's benefits to a 
widow age 60 or older who remarries. 
The amount of your check will be un­
changed. Before the amendments, a 
widow who remarried generally suffered 
a substantial reduction in her check.

If you put your bow and arrows away at 

the close of last year's deer archery 
season, you might want to drag them out 
again- for some fishing. 

Bow fishing for rough fish is an ex· 
cellent way to get in some extra archery 
experience. In addition, it's a sport in its 
own right. If you already have a bow, you 
only need a little bit of additional 
equipment. 

Most bow fishermen use a special bow 
reel which attaches to the bow just under 
the hand grip and allows line to flow off 
(much like from a spinning reel) when 
the arrow is released. The only other 
gadget needed is a special fi berglass 
fishing arrow with plastic fletching. 

The legal restrictions on bow fishing 
are few and easy to remember : all 
longbows , compound bows · and 
crossbows shooting arrows with at least 
one barb are permitted. Bow fishing 
activity must be confined to daylight 
hours and is permitted in all waters of the 
Commonwealth with just a few ex· 
ceptions. 

Bow fishing is not permitted within one 
mile below Wolf Creek Dam (Lake

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Group to Fight Wilderness 
POSITION OPEN 

FOR STAFF NURSE, RN, LPN. 
Development in State, Nation 

Environmentalists plan an intensive 
campaign in Congress to block or delay 
the Carter administrations's decision to 
open 36 million acres of national forest 
lands to development , including acreage 
in Kentucky. 

"We think this is . unconscionable," 
William A. Turnage, executive director 
of the Wilderness Society, said Tuesday. 
Turnage wants much of the land 
classified as wilderness, a designation 
that wold stop timber cutting, oil and gas 
drilling and new mining ventures . 

"These are marginal lands," Turnage 
said. "We're losing 36 million acres of 
wilderness. There's no necessity for it. 

President Carter's decision to open the 
land to development came under the 
Agriculture Department ' s Roadless 
program, known to many as RARE II. 
Under the program, 62 million acres of 
roadless and undeveloped national forest 
lands were studied for possible inclusion 
in the wilderness system . 

Carter proposed 36 million acres be 
opened for development, 15.4 million 
acres be classified as wilderness and 10.6 
million acres be studied further . The 
latter category blocks most development 
during the study period. 

Excluding Alaska, Carter's proposal 
would increase wilderness acreage by 
470,000 acres over the RARE II plan 
released in January by the U.S. Forest 
Service. His changes in the Forest 
Service plan also would decrease by 
140,000 acres the land opened to 
development and reduce by 330,000 ac'res 
the land designated for further study. 

, The plans includes these recom­
mendations for Kentucky: 

11,115 acres in the Red River area 
would be designated wilderness. The 
area is east of Kentucky 715 and north of 
Rock Bridge Rqad. In that area, no roads 
coul.d be built and no motorized vehicles 
wold be permitted. 

3,225 acres in the Cave Creek Cave 
area would be designated non-wilderness 
and opened for limited development. The 
area is in Pulaski and McCreary counties 
east of the existing Beaver Creek 
Wilderness Area. 

Coal firms already own most of the 
mineral rights in that area, and Dick 
Wengert, supervisor of Daniel Boone 
National Forest, said some deep mining 
probably would be permitted. 

2,934 acres on the Tennessee border in 
McCreary County was recommended for 
more study. The area is part of the Big 
South Fork National Recreational area. 

The national 'forest system contains 187 
million acres, of which 14.7 million acres 
already are classified as wilderness. The 
addition of 15.4 million acres would mean 
that 16 percent of all national forest lands 
would be preserved as wilderness. 

Tur11;age, however, said the percentage 

of wilderness "should be closer to one­
third," or 33 percent. 

Don-Lee M. Davidson, president of the 
National Forest Products Association, 
said the net result of Carter 's proposal 
"could well be either shortages of wood 
products needed by consumers or in­
creased imports."
