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Meade Murder
Clues Missing,
Officers Say

(vas Company Official
Found Slain Friday
On Johnson Co. Road

State police and Johnson county of-
ficers were reported baffled this week by
4 lack of clues in the murder of Robert C.
Meade, 43, whose body was found outside
his' car on the Davis Branch road,
Johnson county, early last Friday
morning.

The victim, wha was assistant
superintendent of field operations for the
Kenlucky West Virginia Bas Com., was
en route from his Davis Branch home lo
work at lhe gas company office here,
when he was shot with a shotgun and a
revolver, Theshotgun blast took effect in
his left side. The bullet wounds were in
his head. He was dead on arrival at the
Highlands Regional Medical Center here.

Meade’s body was found al 6:45 a.m.,
lying at the rear bumper of his car. His
wallel, which officers were told con-
tained no more than $100, was missing,
Officers reportedly were puzzled by the
facl that bloodstains were found on the
hood of his auto

One rumor heard was La the effect that
the road bad been blocked, Detective
Keith Scott said Meade and his car were
aboul one-third mile south of the nearest
residence and that occupants of the
dwelling told of hearing shots.

Gas company officials and employees
expressed shock at the murder and said
they did not know if Meade had any
enemles. '‘He was a man who came to
work every morning—you could almost
set your wateh by his arrival—and at-
tended to his business.” They described
him as a “fine man,"

Woman Accused
(f 4 Forgeries.

A Johnson countv woman who was
jailed here Jan. 28 on forgery counts
involving four checks totalling more than
827,000 was released last Thursday under
$20.,000 bond for psychiatric evaluation at
a Louisville hospital.

The defendant, Ruba Jordan, was
charged by State Police Delective
Kenneth DeBoard with criminal
possession of a forged instrument. Three
of the checks, drawn on the Citizens
Bank, Paintsville, included one for $8,000
bearing the name of Nancy Jo Perry,
another for $3625.25 with the name of
Benjamin Horton, and a third for $7,810
bearing the name of Edward €, Hall. The
fourth check, to which the name of
Connie Williamson had been signed, was
drawn on the Bank Josephine for
$8.324 .56.

On motion of Public Defender Gary E.
Johnson, District Judge Harold J.
Stumbo issued an order directing that the
accused woman be taken by Paintsville
Police Detective Jack Music to River
Region Hospital, Louisville, for
psychiatric evaluation by the hospital's
forensic psychiatry unti. Judge Stumbo's
order directed that the unit determine if
the defendant is mentally able to com-
prehend the nature of court proceedings
against her and if she is able to assist her
attorney in her defense. It also asked that
it be determined if she is able to com-
prehend the commission of a crime.

The bond was signed by Jay Jordan.

Jenny Wiley Trail Awaits Hikers

The Jenny Wiley Trail is alive and well,
according to Bryan Mattingly, trails
project director, and heavy use by hikers
and nature lovers is expected with the
arrival of warmer weather,

Mattingly, an avid hiker and out-
doorsman, was hired a year ago to direct
further development of the trail by the
FIVCO Area Development District, the
Catletisburg-based ADD which initiated
the project in 1975, Al that time FIVCO
ADD Executive Director David Salis-
bury, a Floyd county nalive, saw the
opportunity for the establishing of a
ma jor recreational attraction in Eastern
Kentucky and, with funds provided by
the Appalachian Regional Commission
IARC) work was begun,

The trail, which follows an unbroken
ridge called the Potisville Escarpment
from Portsmouth, 0. to Jenny Wiley
State Park, was later financed by money
from the state Department of Human
Resources afid is currently receiving
funds from the Kentucky Department of
Parks. v

The northern sector of the trail, from
about Elliott county northward, is all but
complete, and use by hikers there has
been considerable for some time. To
hasten development of the trail along the
southern leg, Sonny Houston, of Letcher
eounty, has been employed as ranger-
irails manager in charge of concluding

purchase of right-of-way along the route.
Mattingly said Houston was working
primarily in an area from Ivyton north lo
Oil Springs where Lhe trail follows the
Magoffin-Johnson county line. Right-of-
way purchase in Floyd county is all but
complete, Matlingly said.

Mattingly said enthusiasm for the trail
in the northern area has been high, and a
Jenny Wiley Trail Conference formed in
that section has regularly sponsored
hikes and outings on the trail. ““This
spring, with work on the southern part
of the trail resumed, we want to form a
southern Jenny Wiley Trail Conference
to engage in the same Lype of activities as
the northern group,”” Mattingly said. He
added lhat the northern trail group has
also been active in working toward trail
maintenance and encouragement of
proper use of the trail and its environs.

The trail, like the famed Appalachian
Trail, which follows mountain ridges
from Georgia to Maine, features shelters
for overnight hikers, spaced at intervals
along the route. Two shelters bave
already been erected in this area, with
one near Bear Hollow at East Point and
another near Ivyton, .

Mattingly said a news release is
currently being prepared for publication
this spring which will provide complete
directions on trail use, as well as a map
of the entire route.

Attack Follows
Store Looting

Ten days after his store was
burglarized of an estimated $400 worth of
merchandise, Graydon Howard, former
Pyramid postmaster, was attacked last
Saturday night in his home by a man who
gained enlrance on the pretext of wan-
ting to supply information about the store
incident.

Jimmy Moore, of the Middle Creek
section, was later jailed by Sheriff Doug
Lewis and charged with second degree
assault, third degree assault, lerroristic
threatening and criminal trespass.

Howard, a man in his 70's, told
authorities that Moore attacked him
when he refused to accompany Moore
from his home to his store late at night,
Howard was beaten, also bitten on his
leg, and his daughter, Mrs. Gladys
Shepherd, was struck. He said Moore had
armed himself with a part from a slove
when Howard's grandson, Grady
Stephens, arrived and overcame his
assailant,

The Howard home and store are within
a mile of the home of Mrs. Mary Castle
who lost $5,000 in cash ‘and other
valuables to burglars recently. Earl Ray
Slone and Lee Griffith, of the same
vieinity, were arrested and charged with
the burglary, Only about $200 of the
stolen money has been recovered, and
Commonweallh's Attorney James R,
Allen said an effort to get help for the
elderly widow through the state’s
criminal vietims fund have failed, The
money taken represented Mrs, Castle's
life savings, it was said.

Constable Bob Hackworth, of Martin,
last week reported the arrest of Crit
Caudill, of Hueysville, and two juveniles
after breaks inte three Ribht Beaver
Creek service stations.

Paul Osborne, a former turnkey at the
county jail who served Wheelwright at
one time as police judge without pay, has
offered to serve withou! salary as trial
commissioner al Wheelwright.

Of the addition of a commissioner at
Wheelwright Chief Justice Palmores
said, “*As long as they know we are not

-appointing a judge who will try cases, I

can’t think of a single reason why it won't
work. It’s no big deal, We have done this
in several other areas.

Dr. Carlos Blankenship, Wheelwright
dentist, is one of the leaders who had
pointed out that for an invididual living in
that area to get a simple warrant of
arrest a trip of almost 50 miles to
Prestonshburg has been necessary.
‘“‘There's nothing wrong with the distriet
court system; we just have a special
problem,” he said,

Judge Stumbo pointed out that a
commissioner there will serve a large
portion of Left Beaver Creek, Mud Creek
and perhpas some parts of Right Beaver
Creek. A full-fledged commissioner at
Martin will make district court in iis
preliminary work nearer for residents of
both Beaver Creek sections,

Stumbo said the possibility of keeping
prisoners in the Wheelwright area
overnight in the city jail there has been
suggested but commented that the jail
would have, first, to meet health
department standards.

Wright Jailed
After Brother
Bullet Victim

Stephen Ronald Wright, 28, was jailed
here late Monday night by state police
after he allegedly had shot and killed his
brother, Larry, 29, and wounded his
father, Edgar Eugene Wright.

The shooting, which took place at the
home of John Flanery on Buck's Branch,
near Martin, followed a dispute between
the three, State Detective Donnie Phipps
said he was lold. The accused man made
no official statement but was guoted as
saying he did not rembember anything
aboul the shooting. Detective Phipps said

it was indicated some or all involved had.

been drinking.

Larry Wright was shot in the chest and
abdomen and his father in the thigh. The
elder Wright's wound was not considered
serious. Both were hit by bullets from a
.38-calibre revolver. The detective said
his investigation showed that neither
Larry nor Edgar Wright was armed.

The victim was born in Bakersfield,

" Calif., and was unemployed. He is sur-

vived by two sons, Stevie and Larry, both
of Florida; his parents, Edgar Eugene
and Alice Barnett Wright, of Martin; his
brother and an aunt, Mrs. Elsie Wright,
with whom he resided.

His funeral will be conducted at 11 a.m.

Court Review
Of Franchises
Slated Feb. 13

When the Floyd fiscal court meets next
Tuesday the franchinsing of solid waste
collection and disposal is scheduled for a
hard look, and some poinled guestions
may call for answers, it was indicated
after County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr.
had at the last court meeting submitted a
written review of the unsettled situation.

In his letter the county attorney
pointed out:

1. That the franchises awarded in early
1975 provided that the franchise-holders
would pay to the county 1 per cent of their
gross receipts from all customers. "It is
the understanding of my office,"" he
added, “that no payments have ever
been made by any [ranchise holder to the
Floyd county General Fund or any other
public body."

2. That the formal resoulution adopted _
by the court on April 17, 1975 provided
that ‘‘the landfill situate in Floyd
county'' be open for local people to haul
their own garbage for the price of $1.50
per vehicle, that it authorized Floyd
County Sanitation, Inc., one of the two
original franchise-holders, to collect the
$1.50 through its own fulltime employees
“and apparently keep the same.”

3. In a statement not included in the
letter County Attorney Turner pointed
out that the city of Prestonsburg, which
has its own waste collection system, is
paying $1000 2 month to “'‘somebody’’ for
the right todump its garbage in a county-
owned landfill.

The landfills are maintained and
garbage is covered by counly-owned
machinery operated by county-paid
employees, hesaid. Bul pay for the use of
the landfills by Prestonsburg has not
been made to the county.

“Actually,” said Mary Jo Hereford,
bookkeeper for the city, the amount pald
is $1150 a month."" She said the monthly
check is written to the order of Floyd
County Sanitation and the First National
Bank.

4. That the residential rate for
collection was set at 84 a month, with a
minimum of once-a-week collection, and
special arrangements made for business
and industrial customers. (Cuslomers
have complained that from two to four
weeks have elasped between collec-
tions.)

5. That the county retain the right to
collect garbage, using the equipment of
the franchise-holders, if at any time the

Lab Says ‘Shock’
Caused Bird Kill

Approximately 1,000 songbirds were
found dead or dying around a Columbia,
Gas Company commuttications tower on
a Praler Creek mountaintop on the
weekend of Sept. 23, and, although it at
first seemed apparent that the massive
kill had resulted from the application of
herbicide around the tower, a spokesman
for a Lexington, Ky. animal disease
diagnostic laboratory would only say this
week that the birds had died of *‘shock."
The report was given only after The
Times requested il via telephone.

After the incident was reported by a
Prater Creek residenl, Royce Sammons,
who discovered the dying birds while
larget shooting on the mountain at the
head of Watson Branch, seven specimens
were sent to the lab by District Game
Biologist George Wright,

Although shock was given as the cause
of death, the lab reported that it could not
determine what had induced the shock,
whether a chemical or physical agent.

Initial evidence which pointed to
poisoning as the cause of the bird deaths
included the fact that some of the birds
died relatively slowly, some flutlering a
distance down the mountainside. Some of
the *‘sick'’ birds were taken home by
Sammons, only to grow weaker and die.
Conservation officers who conducted the
first investigation of the incident also
pointed out that while insects are ren-
dered only temporarily sluggish by
contact with herbicides, birds suffer fatal
consequences after eating the insects
.which are coated with the weed-killer. It
is the guantily of insects eaten by the
birds which determines how quickly and
severely the birds are affected, it was
said. Herbicide spraying around such
towers is routine, although the gas
company said no herbicide application
had been made for three months before
the incident.

Significantly, perhaps, the species
represented among the dead birds were
primarily insect-eating varieties rather
than seed-eaters including finches,
redstarts, thrushes, chats and warblers.

A number of electrical lines which are
connected to the tower may have figured
in the bird deaths, although, again, the
lab was not specific. (The weight of many
birds on an electric power line has been
known to cause electrical shock.)

Remains of Lthe birds which were tested
have been destroyed, the lab reported.

6. That there would be no assignment
(and by implication, sale) of franchise
rights without the consent of the county.
In addition to the original holders of
franchises, Floyd Sanitation and Okey
Lawson, of Betsy Layne, lwo or three
others are now collecting garbage,
Turner said.

7. That the contractors warranted that
they would comply with all state laws,
furnish the labor and equipment and
execute a $5,000 bond to insure per-
formance.

“It should be obvious," Turner com-
mented in his letter to the court, that the
garbage collection system—has been, at
best, loosely enforced and followed. It is
my understanding that there has been a
number of transfers of ownersip of the
garbage collection systems, extended
periods of non-collection of garbage
{even though a 30-day failure is an
automatic revocation), as well as no
compensation ever being paid to the
county by the holders of franchises."

He added that “‘all alternatives should
be considered by the court to establish a
competent garbage system—for the

“people of Floyd county. I feel the court

does have the power to pursue revocation
proceedings against some of the con-
tractors (franchise-holders)..."”

But he accompanied the suggestion
with a warning. If franchises are
revoked, the county will be faced im-
mediately with the problem of doing the
collecting on its own. The county also
would have to determine if it would be
required to compensate the franchise-
holders for loss of their cintractural
rights.

It was matters such as these that were
discussed last week in Frankfort with the
attorney general by a delegation com-
posed of County Judge-Executive
Yvonne S. Stumbo, County Altorney
Turner, County Planner W. R. Callihan,
Magistrates Ray Wilcox and Eddie
Caudill, and Teddi Pence, assistant
director of Community Development.

Turner told the court he has been in-
formed by at least one person in the
business of collecting garbage that they
are incapable of making a profit from
their business.

The franchise-holders have asked to
attend next week's court session,

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Vox Publico Is Heard

Those who take the position that it avails nothing for the so-
called common man to protest surely are discomfited, these
days, as both the national Congress and the state Legislature are
being careful fo hear and heed what the people say about taxes
and their spending.

The scene in Frankfort Is Washington in miniscule. Everybody
is busy at the political game, and almost everybody apparently
has decided the best politics Is to give the taxpayer a break.

At the national level there are some who would slap onto the
Constitution an amendment requiring a balanced federal budget.
This, like other economy measures, sounds good, but their
soundness does not depend upon the echo in legislative chambers
of words mouthed by legislators. If the nation should go to war—
and it will, some day—emergency spending for defense would
result in an unbalanced budget. Then should the United States
have to wait on repeal of that Constitutional amendment before it
can meet an emergency on which the life of the nation might
depend?

Kentucky’s Legislature has placed a 4 per cent ceiling on the
annual property tax increases, and no taxpayer will lose his
temper because of that. But even that is not as simple as it
sounds, especially at a time when separate groups and interests
continue their demands that the retrenchment in spending hit the
other fellow but not their own pet projects. The state is headed
for a big loss in its severance tax on coal as the industry sags.
Federal revenue sharing may end next year. States, counties
and municipalities have never had it so good, but the cash flow
may by comparison become a trickle. Austerity in budgeting
may become more than mere talk.

In Kentucky, as in California when Proposition 13 became
effective, ways will be found for government to continue, The
need is not for new taxes but to see that present taxes are im-
posed on all.

For example, the billions of dollars’ worth of real estate and
other holdings that have, somehow, escaped local tax
assessment may now of necessity be located and listed for
taxation.

For allour frustrations, the voice of the people is heard. Public
demand extends beyond the market-place. This is important. |t
is important, too, that these demands be reasonable and that
they be for the public rather than the private welfare.

President Carter Should Clarify
Coal’s Role in U.S. Energy Policy

{ An editorial in The Lexington Herald)

Where does coal stand in the nation’s energy scheme?

That's something President Carler needs to clear up immediately. Until he
does, the nation will in essence be withoul an energy policy.

For at the momentl there is deep confusion about what that policy actually is,
Such cenfusion can lead to major capital investments that go counter to the
nation's long-lerm energy interests,

Is Carter committed to encouraging industries and utilities to convert from
natural gas and oil to coal? Is he commifted to vastly increased coal production
by 19857

Supposedly he is. Last year Congress passed Carter-backed legislation
designed o encourage industry lo convert to coal. Coal is the nation’s most
abundant energy source and the idea behind the legislation was to help reduce
U.S. reliance on foreign oil,

Bul Senate Majorily Leader Robert C. Byrd of West Virginia claims ad-
ministration poliey is actually prompting industry to convert to natural gas. Byrd
is also upset because the administration proposed cutting coal research from $681
million in 1979 to 663 million in 1980. The research is supposed Lo develop means of
converting coal into clean-burning fuels.

The West Virginia senator has obvious political interests, in all this since his
state is a leading coal producer, His political interests, however, don’t reduce the
significance of the questions he is asking.

Byrd wants to know why the president didn't mention coal in his state of the
union message, why he devoled only 12 words to energy. After all, last year he
told Congress the nation's energy problems amounted to the “moral equivalent of
war.

The nation must have an energy policy. Energy fuels the economy; ils
escalaling costs have caused significant disruptions in western economies since
the 1973 oil price increase.

Is the nation going lo continve to rely on oil and natural gas? Or should Ken-
tucky coal operators invest more money so they can mine much greater amounts
of coal in the 1980s”

Kentuckians—all Americans—need an answer, Mr. Carler.

Water District Situation
Reviewed by Chairman

On January 3, the undersigned wrole
the following letter to the Republic
Service Commission, attention of Mr,
Richard D. Heman, Secrelary:

Having to do wilh requests for in-
formation from the PSC concerning
letters they had received ahbout water
service, billing, interruptions in water
supply and more particularly a petition
which was circulated and signed by
many of our consumers, non-users and
school children in the Estill and Wayland
area, a copy of which you probably
received.

1. Re: Letter January 23rd, James
Bradley, Wayland. Service to this
customer is metered and they were billed
for the amount of consumption.

2. Re: Letter January 29th, Leonard
and Patricia Cieslak.

3. Re: Lelter January 12th, Darrell
Kester,

4. Re; Letter January 25th, Glenda
Stewart,

5. Re: Petition, (Estill and Wayland
residents).

For the past lwo years Beaver-Elkhorn
has been extending lines lo other areas,
such as the Town of David and branch
lines on bhoth Beavers, which
necessitated tie-ons to a waler main,

For the past year a contractor has been
moving our waler mains out of the way of
Highway 80 vrelocation, making
necessary ‘for waler service in-
terruptions when tie-ins are made. There
are still 6-7 more of these to be made on
Right Beaver and certainly there will be
interruptions of service. We give notice
of this Lo our consumers hy radio, as best
we can determine “‘off'' time.

Further, we have been suffering from
breaks in main line near Estill, caused by
flood wash-out in April, 1977, This section,
of washed-out line has been relocated
and, hopefully, the problem solved.

We have had other line breaks, by
reason of high water. A big problem we
have experienced during the last %
weeks has been with water intake,
caused by floating debris accumulating
around our intake pipe in the river,
preventing sufficient water going to the
plant to serve all our contractural
customers, plus 100 percent needs to the
City of Martin,

It is hard to explain all this by letter
and many people don't stop to think what
a job it is to operate a system as large as
we have, with approximately 100 miles of
water mains, booster pumps,
chlorination stations and supply tanks
aleng the way. When many turn a spigot
and no water comes from it, they are
ready to notify our County Judge
Executive, our Congressman, Health

, or by letter, the Public.
Service Commission or sign a petition.

We have qualified and dedicated
personnel to attend o our service needs
who do a good job; however, during these
line breaks or pumping problems, as I
have tried to explain, it just takes a little
more time and, occasionally, for high
waters to recede.

Our children have
missed 11 days of school. On two different
occasions that they were in school, the
parents, had to take water to them lo
drink. The lunchroom attendents had to
melt ice in order to wash dishes. It is
impossible to keep conditions clean and
sanitary without water, All this could and
will lead to unhealthy children. Also
uneducated children.

In all communities of this type we have
invalids and senior citizens who are
unable to get water for themselves. They
shouldn’t have to suffer.

The article on the front page of The
Floyd County Times left us to believe
that this was the first time we have been
without water. For the last four years the
people in this area have suffered every
time the creeks overflow their banks.
The flood of Dec. 9th cut us off five days.
The following week 18th, 19th and 20th,
waler was cut off. On the 25th of
December, while preparing Christmas
dinner, the water went off and stayed off
24 hours. On Thursday, Dec. 27 il was off
again and then on Dec. 29. This is a
patlern we have had over the past four
years.

If it rains everyone starts to fill up
bathtubs, milk jugs, pots, pans, buckets
and washing machines. We know that the
water will be off. The line breaks at
Estill, Lackey, Warco, pumps freeze and
now we hear debris gets into the system's
intake mechanism.

We feel that before any monies are
spent to strengthen and extend the
services to other communities our
systems should be perfected. I our
system is an example of what the Beaver
Elkhorn Water District can do, then
other people should be wary of closing
down their present systems and signing
with the Beaver Elkhorn Water District,

Clergymen bypass constitutions, twisl
scripture, hoping no one notices but
many do; delight to personalize (the Holy
Spirit conviets); break confidences (Pr.

(Pr.16:28.) On file 1s the slory of a young
“parson’” who used his childhood pastor
as evangelist. BEach year the protege
described members he thought
responsible for the lack of progress,
unloading THEIR sins and HIS WOES on
the sepluagenarian, whom he urged to
personalize. No revival succeeded. When
the last one ended ‘'Timothy'' asked his
mentor to name the worst Achan in the
church (Josh. 7:1, 20-25; 22:20.) The aged
soul-winner prayerfully handed him a
mirror!

Conference convened. Late one af-
ternoon a friend drove to the campus
lawn, to chat with preachers he had
known, astounded by their denuciation of
parishioners. A young preacher attended
his first associational rally with fellow
workers, stunned to hear many condemn
their congregations between sessions
The ministerial grapevine accounts for
some discord.

Bill To Aid Coal Operators
Clears House on 53-35 Vote

A bill providing state help to small coal
operators in complying with the new
federal strip mine law remained alive
Wednesday in the special session of the
General Assembly.

The bill passed the House of
Representatives 53-35, and it needed 51
affirmative votes since it is an
emergency measure going into effect as
soon as it is signed into law.

The small coal operators assistance
bill would provide for seven additional
employees in the state Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Portection to help small operators cut
through the red tape involved in getling
strip-mine permits under the federal law.

It also provides money for contracis
with private experts to provide technical
assistance to small miners, defined in the
bill as those miining 20,000 tons or less
per year.

Majority floor leader Bobby Richard-
son, D-Glasgow, said it appears to be the
consensus of the people in Eastern
Kentucky that many small operators will
be driven out of business by the federal

regulations—set to gointoeffect April 1—,

if help is not provided.

Johnson County Brothers
Quizzed in Wells Murder

Investigation of an unrelated case
resulted last week in a statement im-
plicating two former Johnson county
brothers in the kidnap-murder last May
of James Leonard Wells, 27-year-old
Paintsville motel clerk.

But the suspects are serving time in
Ohio and Florida for other crimes and it
was nolt immediately known when they
may be returned to Johnson county.

Lt. Det. Charles W. Hargis and
Dispatcher Tim Hayslett, of the Pikeville
detachment of Kentucky State Police,
identified the suspects as David King,
about 28, and James Arthur King, about
33. The brothers were thought to have
been living in the Sitka area of Johnson
county May 13, when Wells was abducted
while on the job at the Heart O'Highlands
Motel in Paintsville.

David King is now in a state peniten-
tiary near F't. Myers, Fla., serving a 20-
year sentence for kidnapping and rob-
bery. Florida law officers arrested him
last June.

His brother, James, is in a Delaware,
Ohio, jail facility north of Columbus. He
reportedly was arrested Jan. 24 on an
armed robbery charge.

Hargis said none of the cases are
related. Investigation of a fourth case
provided the information leading to the

brothers, he said.

“We were investigating a completely
unrelated case one week ago and we
came in contact with a person who was
able to tell us these two were the ones
involved. We obtained a statement that
would implicate these people,” Hargis
said last week.

Dispatcher Hayslett said a woman was
picked up on a different incident, not
something that bad, about a week ago.
Then, through the crime she is thought to
have committed, some information was
turned up about the Wells murder.”

Hayslett and Hargis said the woman'’s
identification, as well as details of the
incident about which she was questioned,
must remain undisclosed until the case is
more fully developed.

Warrants were issued last Tuesday for
the Kings. Paintsville City Det. B. J.
Music and Johnson County Sheriff Frank
Johnson were dispatched to Ohio and
Commonwealth’s Det. Clyde Ratliff and
KSP Det. Kenneth DeBoard were sent to
Florida to interview the suspects.

Murder victim Wells was abducted
from the Paintsville motel, the night of
May 13. Three days later, a gas company
employee found him dead, bound to a
tree off the Little Creek road-U.S. 23 area
of Pike county.

Wells had been shot in the head “more
than once' in what police described as
“an almost classic example of an
execution-type slaying.”

Motive for the slaying is thought to be
$608 discovered missing from the motel.

Hargis said luck was a key factor in
picking the Kings as suspects. ‘‘Luck
enters into it when you have no actual
witnesses. We had some information
from a person who checked into the motel
prior to the robbery, but no others.

“We did not have a great deal to go on
and we don’t have a lot of cases like this
one. About 3,000 man-hours were logged
on this case. Our telephone bills have
been an indication.

““There have been large periods of time
when we were making no headway and
then periods when we found something to
get excited about,” Hargis related.

Asked how solid the groundwork on
which this week’s developments rest,
Hargis replied, ‘‘Based on what we have
now, we are relatively certain we have
the folks involved. The court felt we had
enough case to issue warrants.”

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Coming Attraction: Solar Eclipse

On Feb. 26, the moon will move bet-
ween the earth and the sun, creating a
total eclipse of the sun. It will be the last
total eclipse seen in the continental
United States in this century, according
to Dr. John Kielkopf, a University of
Louisville physics professor.

Only a partial eclipse will be visible in
Kentucky. About 69 per cent of the sun
will be covered at the maximum of the
eclipse, which is to occur about 11:53
a.m. (EST), The moon will begin to cross
the sun here at 10:36 a.m., peak at 11:53
and end at 1:12 p.m. The percentage of
eclipse visible decreases the further
south one goes.

The eclipse will be total along a 180-
mile wide track cast by the moon's
shadow moving east from the state of
Oregon across the northern tier states
into northeastern Canada, The shadow
will first touch Oregon at 11:10 a.m.
(EST) and leave Canada passing toward
Greenland at about 12:35 p.m.

Since ancient times, eclipses have
frightened and fascinated people.
Kielkopf said eclipses have been
recorded since about 2600 B.C., and there
is evidence that eclipse tracking was
done at Stonehenge in England and at
other monolithic stone structures.

One of the earliest known recorded
eclipses occurred in China during the
reign of Chung Kang, the fourth emperor

of the Hea dynasty in the autumn of 2158
B.C,

Greek historian Herodotus tells of an
ongoing war between the Lydians and
Medes that ended when an eclipse oc-
curred in 585 B.C., turning ‘‘day into
night.”’ The combatants stopped their
fighting immediately and made peace,
cemented by two marriages,

One of the most descriptive myths
came from India, where an eclipse was
viewed as a dragon with very black claws
reaching out to catch the sun and moon.

And in Scotland, Feb. 25 is known as
“Black Saturday’’ because legend has it
that on that day in 1598 *‘some persons in
the North lost their way in the time of this
eclipse, and perished in the snow.”

Today, said Kielfkopf, total eclipses
are of special interest to scientists
because they allow better observation of
the solar corona, the halo-like outer
atmosphere of the sun which shows up
when the moon blocks the sun’s disc. The
corona shows the sun’s magnetic field
and how it interacts with gasses
produced by the sun, said Kielkopf.

Also, in recent times, he said, scientists
have looked for stars near the sun during
eclipses to test the theory of relativity by
noting whether the sun's gravity bends
starlight,

Thoughfascinating, no eclipse—partial
or total—should be looked at directly,
either with the naked eye, with
sunglasses or through a telescope even if
equipped with filters. Permanent,
irreparable damage to the eye can result,
Kielkopfsaid. When the sun is bright, the
human reflex is to turn away. When the
sun is blocked, the temptation is to look
directly at it, forgetting that the sun's
rays are still coming to earth.

Kielkopf said the lens of the eye acts as
a magnifying glass. Scouts learn to start
fires by holding a magnifying glass over
dry leaves or paper in full sun. The same
result oceurs in the eye when exposed to
the sun’s rays: the retina at the back of
the eye is burned and blindness can

For do-it-yourselfers, observation kits
are easily made.

(1) Cut a large hole in the end of a
shoebox and cover the hole with wax
paper or tissue paper to make a screen.
In the other end of the box, prick a needle
hole about one sixteenth of an inch in
size. Pul the cover back on the shoebox.
Hold the box up with the screen end
nearest your eyes and the needle hole
pointing at the sun. The image of the
eclipse will be projected onto the paper
screen.

(2) A cardboard mailing tube also can
be a viewer. Use a tube at least two feet
long, cover one end with aluminum foil
and the other end with wax or tissue
paper. Put the needle hole in the foil end
and point toward the sun. (A paper shield
to block light from interfering with
seeing the screen’ image may be
necessary). Point the needle hole toward
the sun..

{3) An even simpler method is to punch
a small needle hole iin a sheet of card-
board. Turn your back to the sun and hold
the cardboard up over your shoulder so
the eclipse image is projected through
the needle hole onto a wall.

When buying lamb chops
remember that ribs chops are
likely to be more tender
than shoulder chops.

Farm Milk Prices
Expected To Rise

The price paid for milk at the farm is
expected to increase during 1979 to an
average of about 10 percent higher than
1978, according to the U.S. Department of
Agriculture.

That outlook, combined with feed
prices which are expected to remain low,
could lead to much improved milk-feed
price relationships, reports Gary Lane of
the University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture. :

Lane, an Extension specialist in-dairy
nutrition and management, says the
November average blend price in the
U.S. amounted to $11.50 per hun-
dredweight. “‘So you're talking about
almost $1 per gallon at the farm,” he
said.

The Louisville market price in
November was $11.15 per hun-
dredweight.

Lane says the improved milk-feed
price ratio could provide a stimulus for
heavier concentrate feeding and
resultant increases in output per cow this
year. The milk-feed ratio is at 1.86, close
to the record 1.88 ratio set in November
1971,

“People will feed a little more con-
centrate to try to get a few more pounds
of milk,"” observes Lane.

He thinks it is safe to assume higher
farm milk prices, coupled with increased
production and transporting costs, will
mean some increases at the retail level
this year. Cheese and butter prices
probably will show the largest gains,
according to Lane.

Lane advises dairymen that since milk
prices and feed supplies are good, “‘It is
an excellent time to reap some profit if
you don't let low or inefficient production
creep into your herd.

HEALTH NOTES

Sweet snacks no...sweet smiles yes!, is
the slogan coined for Chldren's Dental
Health Week, February 4-10, in Ken-
tucky. Children’s Dental Health Week
places emphasis on sensible snack
selection and less sugar in the diet. Sugar
in a child’s or adult's diet is the agent
causing decay in that it feeds bacteria in
the mouth and starts decay producing
acids that destroy tooth enamel. These
acids attack for at least 20 minutes after
eating meals or snacks rich in sugar
content. In this special week for dental
health, it is advocated that parents in-
troduce more fresh fruits, raw
vegetables, cheese, milk, and less candy,
cookies, soft drinks, and other sugar-rich
desserts into their child's diet.

The children in Floyd county
elementary schools receive exlira
protection against tooth decay by their
participation in the flouride mouthrinse
program conducted by the school and the
Floyd County Health Department.
Fluoride can make a child’s tooth enamel
stronger thus reducing cavities by 40
percent. A new dental program, the
fluoride supplemental program, is
designed to supplement fluoridated
water supply in their home. This
program will prevent decay up lo 65
percent in children under 6 years of age.
Also underway are dental sealants,
which are applied directly to the surface
of children’s teeth to shield them againsl
cavily causing agents.

All these programs are funded by the
Kentucky Department for Human
Resources, Dental Health Branch, and
are hoped to be introduced into Floyd
countly.

The following is a schedule for clinics
to be held soon:

Wednesday, February 7, a Pap smear
clinic will be conducted at the health
department. Clinic hours will be from
$:30 to 11:30 and 1 to 2.

Monday, February 12, a communily
health nurse from the Floyd County
Health Department will be conducting
the regularly scheduled Wayland Outpost
Clinic in the basement of the Wayland
Methodist Church. Clinie hours will be
from 10 to 12and 1 to 2, The following free
medical services will be offered at this
clinic: immunizations, TB skin teslts,
diabetes screening, and blood pressures.

Monday, February 12, a glaucoma
clinic will be conducted at the Floyd
County Health Department from 10 to 12
and 1 to 3. All persons age 35 and older
are invited to attend this clinic to be
screened, free of charge, for glaucoma—
a disease that is the second leading cause
of blindness,

One of the many crises families face
with their teenagers is a sudden reluc-
tance on the youngsters' part to attend
worship services with their parents. Why
do they spurn values they've accepted for
so long, and how should fheir troubled
parents handle the situation?

Alice Fleming, writing in the February
Reader's Digest. says lhis form ‘of
rebellion is not uncommon—in many
inslances it represents young people's
efforts to gain independence from the
family wunil. Handling the situation
tactfully is a question of avoiding
dammed-if-vou-do-damned-if-you-don’t
extremes. To accept the youngsler’s
decision passively may mean that he or
she will find a new, more destructive
battleground, such as aleohol or drugs
Threats and ultimatums, on the other
hand, may produce outward submission,
but are unlikely lo provoke a real change
in altitude

Dr. Robert Simon, clinical director ol
the Ackerman Institute for Family
Therapy in New York, advises parents to
take a firm stand, hul to be prepared 1o
lose, “Just sav that you stand by your
beliefs. but that you respect yvous
voungster's right lo make up his own
mind."

Sometimes the son or daughter has a
legitimate complaint, Fleming points
out, and parents should take a careful
look al their church and at themselves, A
poorly led congregat ion or one that fails

a young person's interest in religion

In addition, she writes, “'Even young
children can often sense the con-
tradietions between what’s preached in
church and what is practiced at home."
But if the [amily leads a moral life, it is
very likely that the children will too
whether they attend church or not

“Rebellion against religion is often a
temporary phenomenon that disappears
with time and maturity,” Fleming
counsels. “‘But even if it doesn’t, parents
should Ly 1o make it ¢lear that no matter
how far their child strays from the
family’s faith, their affection for the
youngster will remain unchanged.”

1978, a Busy Year

For Prestonsburg
Police Department

"We've come a long way," said
Prestonsburg Police Chief Dick Camp-
bell recently, referring to the addition of
equipment which has resulted in
modernization of the police force here.

Over the past year the police depart-
ment has acquired three investigative
(fingerprint) Kkits, three new radios,
seven new walkie talkies, a new 100-watt
base station, two new cameras and a
dictaphone as well as two new police
cruisers, Campbell. who cited the
cooperation of the City Council as well as
the help of the Big Sandy Area
Development District in application for
funding, said the department has also
applied for narcotics analysis kils to aid
in the identification of illegal drugs.

1978 was also a busy year for
policemen. A summary of activity of
uniformed Prestonsburg police officers
follows: breaking and entering-nine
investigations; shoplifting-16 arrested;
possession of marijuana-14 arrested;
homicide-two arrests; theft-56 in-
vestigations, 10 arrests; auto theft-four
investigations with two arrests; armed
robbery-one arrest; concealed weapons-
seven arrests; child abuse-one arrest;
drunk driving. 172 arrests: public in-
toxication, 271 arrests; molorists assists-
100 responses; wrecks-285; complaints-
771 answered. citalions (no operalor’s
license, etc.)-809.

Campbell said 1978's offenses followed
the usual crime pattern with more
crimes in summer while most auto ac-
cidents were recorded during the winter
months

The Prestonsburg Police Department
includes 10 paid patrolmen and eight
auxiliary policemen.

Microwave Oven Tests Begun

Because of Lhe increasing popularity of
microwave ovens, the Department for
Human Resources, in conjunction with
local health departments, has developed
a program to test microwave oveuns for
possible safety hazards.

Through this program, which began
last November, citizens who suspect
their home or commercial microwave
ovens lo be a safety hazard may have
them checked by a qualified technicians.

“Local health department personnel
participating in this program will be
checking the ovens for possible
microwave leakage,"" said Don Hughes of
the Department for Human Resources
radiation control xranch.

Microwaves are from a elec-
tromagnetic energy which operates on a
frequency and wave length between
radio waves and infrared waves.
Microwaves will not make foods or any
other material radioactive, he said

State radiation personnel train and
equip local health department personnel
to test the microwave ovens, Hughes
said.

“Although these microwave ovens
present a potential for injury,” said
Hughes. “It is highly unlikely that any
injury will occur, due to the strict federal
performance standards under which they
are manufactured.”

Conventional stoves and ovens,
because of exposed hot surfaces and
other factors, present greater hazards
than do microwave ovens, he added.

“If any injuries do occur because of
microwave ovens, they will most likely

This heating effect is the result of friction
between rapidly vibrating molecules.”

Microwave leakage from some older
models of microwave ovens also miay
cause some models of hear! pacemakers
to malfunction. “‘However, microwave
ovens are not the only electrical device
that can cause this to happen,” added
Hughes. '*This malfunction alse has been
noted in electrical fields generated by
various communication equipment,
electric razors, spark coils and gasoline
ignition systems. "

Currently, approximately 20 local
health departments are participating in
this program. Many more would like to

participate, said Hughes, but lack suf-

ficient personnel.

**We offer this service to anyone in a
region served by a participating local
health  department,”” he said.
“Sometimes people request a check on
their ovens just for their own peace of
mind."”

Anyone wishing a check on a home or
commercial microwave oven may
contact the local health department fo
find out if the service is available.

The House and Senate will have to
reach a consensus on the issue of paying
for the tax cuts and, so far, the two
groups have taken differing outlooks on
how best to make up the lost revenue.

In recent legislative action the House
of Representatives passed a bill which
puts a limit on the amount of property lax
revenue which can be collected by a local
government, school board, or other
taxing district. The bill was passed only
after lengthy debate, both in the A&R
Committee and on the floor of the House.
Opponents of the bill say it will handicap
governments and others because it will
prevent them from collecting the money
which 1s necessary for them to grow and
continue offering services lo people.

Fish Attractor Experiment LARK & SPAKE

Convinces Fisheries Division

By JOHN WILSON

Ever wonder what fisheries biologists
do during cold winter weather, when it’s
too nasty to get out and do field work?
Well, in addition to the perpetual
paperwork, they do much the same thing
fishermen do—make plans for spring.

A part of this winter's planning at the
Kentucky Division of Fisheries' offices
concerns [ish attractors. Division
Director Charlie Bowers has recently
returned from a western Kentucky
meeting where he and representatives
from the Tennessee Valley Authority and
the U.S. Corps of Engineers had some
right serious planning sessions aboul
altractors.

A fish attractor, in case you don’t
know, is some objecl or group of objects
placed in the water. The most common
allractors are just submerged brush
piles, anchored to the bottom with cables
and rocks or old concrete blocks.

Both fishermen and biologists have
known for years that fish iike such sites,
but no one suspected just how effective
they actually are until last September,
when the American Fisheries Society
conducted a massive fish population
study at the Crooked Creek Embayment
of Barkley Lake.

Several one-acre attractor sites were
established in Crooked Creek the
previous spring as a part of the study.
These were netted off and sampled
separately—and the results shocked
everyone. Ore attractor site, composed
of brush piles, yielded 575.8 pounds of
crappie per acre, while a nearhy cove
held only four pounds of crappie per acre
and an open water area, 30,7 pounds. The
attractor also conecentrated largemouth
hass, channel catfish and bluegill in far
greater numbers than anywhere else in
the 207-acre cove.

What fisheries managers see in these
findings is a quick, effective and
economical method of bringing fish and
fishermen logether. As everyone who's
fished much knows, catching fish is fairly
easy once you've located them. Attractor
sites, marked with buoys or shoreline
stakes. can solve much of this problem of
fmrim:., the fish.

“We expect to see a big increase in the
use of attractors througnout the
Sputheast as a result of the Crooked
Creek Study,” Bowers says, "'More al-
tractors can lead to more fishermen,
more successful fishermen, an increased
utilization of our fisheries resource and
increased recreational opportunity,
particularly for the casual angler or

visiting lisherman who doesn’t have time
or opportunity to familarize himself with
the fish-holding areas of a lake.”

Coal Resé;rch

Budget Lower,
Disturbs Ford

Sen. Wendell Ford (D-Ky) said this
week he thinks President Carter’s
proposed Fiscal Year 1980 budget
represents the fiscal restraint and
conservalism necessary lo balance the
federal budget and bring inflation under
control.

““The President promised us a lean,
tight budget, and that's exactly what we
gol,” Ford said. ‘I haven’t had time to
make a detailed study of those of reduced
Federal spending and intend to help the
President reach those overall spending
levels which were set.”

But Ford indicated he was “‘disturbed
over the significant reduction in
proposed federal outlays for energy
research and development.

“The budget recommends $500 million
less than last year—down to $7.9 billion
from $8.6 billion,"” Ford said. **For us to
believe that we have come to grips with
our energy problems would be a serious
miscalculation on our part.”

“If we learn anything from the current
situation in Iran, it should be that we
can’t continue to depend on other nations
for our energy needs without a fail-safe
contingency plan. We must develop
alternatives to oil and natural gas. Until
we realize lhis, we're keeping the
economic stability of our country in
somebody else's hands.

“We've been talking about the need to
develop alternative sources of energy for
years, but as long as we're content to do
no more than pay mere lip service to this
area, our counliry’s energy stability will
be far from secure."

For example, Ford pointed out that the
proposed funding level for coal research
and development represenls a decrease
from the previous year.

“This effort is totally inadequate and
represents only a fraction of what is
needed to bring the emerging new
technologies for converting coal to clean
liquid and gaseous fuels on line com-
mercially in this centruy,” Ford said. “'If
we had accelerated our research efforts
in this area 20 years ago lhis county’s
energy situation would be much more
stable now.

“Don’t forgetl that this is just the first
step in the budgetary process,"” added
Ford, who is a member of the Senate
Energy and Natural Resources com-
mittee which most certainly will revise
the proposed energy spending levels.
“We were able to increase the spending
authority for coal research and
development last year by a significant
amount because the Department of
Energy was unable lo justify why we
should hold the line in this area. As far as
I'm concerned, the burden of proof is still
on them."

The Floyc_i County Times
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Pike Coal Firm Sues EPA

A Pikeville coal company filed suil last
week o stop the US. Environmental
Protection Agency from implementing a
proposed policy that would prevenl
Kentucky coal operators from selling
coal to Ohio electric utilities.

MecCoy-Elkhorn Coal Corp., a sub-
sidiary of General Energy Corp., of
Lexington, ¢harged in the suil that the
EPA's proposed aclion was an un-
constitutional interference with in-
lerstate commerce,

McCoy-Elkhorn asked the court to slop
the EPA from implementing the order
and to declare the section of the law
involved lo be unconstitutional,

McCoy-Elkhorn said thé proposed
order had already put its $7 million-a-
year contract with an Ohio utility in
jeopardy and was interfering with its
right to sell more coal in Ohio.

It also said that the policy could
prevent coal firms in Kentucky from
selling as much as 10 million tons of coal
a year to Ohio utilities. (Al current
prices, that’s about $250 million worth of
coal.)

To meet EPA’s anti-pollution
requirements, Ohio utilities, which used
to burn a lot of high sulfur Ohio coal, have
been switching to lower sulfur coals from
Kentucky and West Virginia.

To continue burning large amounts of
Ohio coal, the utilities would have had lo
install devices called *“serubbers” on
their smokestacks lo remove the sulfur
dioxide. Utilities generally have opposed
scrubbers on the grounds that they are
expensive and unreliable.

But EPA wants the Ohio utilities to
install the scrubbers and to continue
burning Ohio coal. The EPA has justified
its action on a section of the law that
allows the burning of local coal if a
switch to other coals would cause severe
economic disruptions.

After hearings in Ohio recently, the

Wells Is Associated
With Atkins Campaign

EPA concluded that by 1980, Ohio
utilities would drastically cut their use of
Ohio coal and that 5,270 coal mining jobs
and aboul 10,000 other jobs would be lost
in Ohio if the switch lo low sulfur coal
were allowed lo continue.

It ook the action at the request of Ohio
coal operators, United Mine Workers
Union locals in Ohio and Ohio politicians.

Utilities in Ohio have opposed lhe
action, as have coal operators in Ken-
tucky and Wesl Virginia.

The McCoy-Elkhorn suil said the
proposed order would create a monopoly
on coal production in Ohio and ‘is
designed solely lo promote special in-
terests. "

It also charged that the proposed order
had nothing to do with the purpose of the
Clean ‘Air Act. In fact, the suit charged,
the EPA's action would result in the Ohio
utilities polluting the air from five to 10
years longer than allowed under the act
because of the time required to install the
scrubbers.

When the act was amended in 1977, the
local coal provision was added, ac-
cording to Kentucky producers, lo keep
eoal from Weslern states from replacing
Eastern coal, not to prevent sales among
Easlern stales.

MeCoy-Elkhorn said it signed a con-
tract in 1976 to supply Dayton Power &
Light with 360,000 tons of low sulfur coal a
year through 1990.
