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Court Appoints
Own Task Force

Panel of Five
Named To Study
Garbage Service

In an atlempt to formulate a strategy
for the upgrading of what was termed an
“Iinefficient" system for the collection
and disposal of garbage in the county, the
Floyd fiscal court Monday approved a
resolution Lo form a five-member task
farce to investigate the presenl system
and make recommendations for im-
provements,

In a letter submitted at the last
meeting of the fiscal court, County Al-
tarney Arnold Turner reviewed the
alleged disorganization and Inadequacy
of garbage collection franchises in the
county pointing to instances of fatlure of
franchise-holders Lo collect garbage for
as long as four weeks, numerous lrans-
fers of ownership of garbage collection
systems and charges of no compensation
ever beiing paid the county by franchise
holders. [t is such problems that the task
force, to be known as the Floyd County
Solid Wastle Task Force, will address

Turner explained that the primary
purpose of the group will be to study and
recommend alternate realationships
between the fiscal court and the fran-
chise holders as well as alternate
methods for collecting and [reating solid
waste. Turner said as the garbage
collection system in lhe countly exists,
“we (the fiscal court) are in the dark
concerning what garbage collection and
disposal costs, what would be the best
way o go aboul it, or even how il is

“done,"'

According to the resolution, it would be
up to the task force lo determine such
factors as the actual number of persons
or sub-contractors collecting garbage in
the county -approximuale assets held by
those entities, present lechnigues utilized
by franchise holders and employees in
the collection and disposal of garbage,
and estimates as to the revenues being

Woman Jailed Here in Forgery
Said To Have Cleared Mystery

A Johnson county woman who was
arrested al Martin and booked at the
county jail here on four forgery counts is
known to have provided authorities with
information which resulted in murder
charges being lodged against David and
James King, Johnson counly brothers,
for the kidnap-murder of James Leonard
Weils, Paintsville motel clerk, last May.

The woman was identified in the
warrants issued here as Ruba Jordan but
by The Johnson Counly Journal, by
which she was formerly employed, as
Ruby Lyons. (She reportedly is
estranged from her husband, a man
named Lyons.)

Commonwealth's Attorney James R,
Allen admitted that the woman made a
statement here but refused to divulge its
contents,

The Johnson counly newspaper,
however, reported last week that the
woman ‘‘reportedly’’ had been with the
King brothers, en route lo Florida and
might have been with them at the lime of
the killing of the Highland House clerk.

Wells' body was found in Pike county,
aboul 72 hours after his abduction.

The newspaper also reported that the
woman has been offered prolection,
either immunity from prosecution or

prosecution on a lesser charge, in return
for her cooperation in solving the
mystery slaying,

She was sent from here; a few days
after her arrest, to River Region
Hospital, Louisville, for psychiatric
evaluation.

Paul . Deaton. Jobhnson com-
monwealth's attorney, said Tuesday (hat
he will go to the Jehnson grand jury
egither tomorrow (Thursday) or next
Monday and ask an indictment against
the woman. He said he knew of no plea
bargaining. Commoanwealth’s Atlorney
John Pau Runyon, of Pike county, said
he had an impression that officers had
given the woman '‘some assurance.”

Apparently, court officials of the two
counties have agreed to hold the trials of
the brothers in Johnson county. "I feel."
Runyon was guoted as saying, ‘‘that
since Lhey have the cooperative wilness
in Johnson county il will make things a
lot easier if it is tried there."

Neither of the King brothers had been
returned lo Johnson county this week,
David King is serving a 20-year lerm in
Florida for a kidnapping, and his brother
is serving a Lerm for an armed robbery at
Delaware. Ohio.

The Floyd Counly Board of Education
last Thursday night in a weather-delayed
meeting rescinded its December order
which sel the removal of asbestos [rom
Prestonsburg High School at a date
following the end of the school term, and
accepted a contractor’s bid lo remove the
material “as soon as possible.”

The low bid on the ashestos removal
and restoralion of ceilings, etc., as
described in specifications supplied by
Marvin Crider, Jr., the board's architect,
totalled $§73.005—$3005 mdre than the
funds committed by Govdenor Carroll
and the Floyd fiscal court for the work.

But Supt. Pele Grigsby, Jr. announeed
Friday that an eslimatedf$28,500 maore
will be needed before Lhe cyncer-causing
ashestos can be removed arfd the ceilings
and electrical installationdg replaced.

At that, Grigsby said Monday, he does
nol think the malter of additional funds
will delay work. The superintendent said
he will meel next Tuesday with the State
Board of Education, which must approve
the contract before the work is done, and
with the Governor's Task Force on
Asbestos Lo discuss sources of the ad-
ditiopal funding needed,

“The task force promised us they
would get additional funds, if we needed
them, some way, somehow,” He ex-
plained. '‘They said they would,
regardless of cost, help us get vid of it
(the ashestos).”

Corps Report Ends
Lake Mercury Scare

The Huntington Distriet Corps of
Engineers’ office this week laid to rest
fears of mercury contaminalion of
Dewey Lake

Mercury has been found in water
samples taken from the lake, as repor-
ted, but apparently the chemical got into
the water after it had been placed in
containers for transport o a laboratory.

Geerge Kincawd, cnief of the water
quality section, and Conrad Ripley,
public affair chief, for the Corps' Hun-
tington office, expiained in a telephone
conversation with The Times what
happened when mercury was first
veported, After a study of the walershed
and possible fall out from smokestacks
and other faclors had failed to identify
the source of mercury contamination,
Corps researchers decided to check the
preservatives introduced to the water
after it had been placed in containers to
prevent changes in the samples before
laboratory lesting could be made,

Last spring, a change was made from
the standard preservatives used since
1975 on Dewey Lake waler samples to a
“new"" method of preserving the water
quality. And since thal time, both men
said, all tests of Dewey Lake water have
shown thal if there is mercury in the
waler il is below detectable limits,

“We are delighted,” Mr, Kincaid said
of the discovery that the mercury threat
is, in effect, non-existent.

No tests have been made al the lake lo
determine if PCB, the contaminant
stemming [rom electrical installations
which threatens the Ohio River, is
present. “'We have no reason Lo believe il
is there,"” Kinecaid added, But he did not
rule out the possibility that future waler
quality studies there will include PCB
testing.

Mercury has been found in Pickwick
and Cherokee lakes to the extent that the
public has been warned against eating
fish caught in either impoundment,
Mercury poisoning affects the brain. It
first affected hatmakers who used it to
stiffen hat-brims; hence, Lhe expression,
“mad as a hatter."

Neither Kincaid nor Ripley knew of
any present plans for construction of
upstream silt dams to control the heavy
rate of sedimentation al Dewey. The
silting-in process at the impoundment
admittedly continues, unabated, The
monitoring of sedimentation conlinues,
and it was pointed oul that, in addition to
sedimentation, the turgidity of the lake
resulting in a lack of light penetration of
the water is being noted. This is a con-
dition which prevents the growth of
aqualic vegelation,

Heavy growth of a weed in shallow
parts of the lake developed last year,
however. And that may compound the
problem at problem—beset Dewey Lake.

Ford Blasts Policy
Reversal on Coal

Energy Secrelary James Schlesinger
says he agrees with Senator Wendell
Ford (D-Ky.) that coal has been
deemphasized in the President's 1980
budget, but says that Administration
policy contemplates more funding in
later years.

Schlesinger also asserted during a
Senate Energy Commiltee hearing last
week that efforts to retain or increase
federal support for pilol and demon-
stration plants and a coal loan guarantee
program had been overruled by the
Office of Management and Budget.

““The Secretary said that OMB refused
to budge and simply would not approve
requests [or the items in the fossil fuels
program,'’ Ford said after the hearing at
which Schlesinger (testified. ‘‘Despite
what the President recommends and
despite what OMB kills, I put the
Department of Energy on notice that I
intend to do whatever possible to retain
the proper fossil fuels funding level.”

Ford told Schlesinger that the proposed
energy budget ‘reflects a complete
turnabout in the Energy Department’s
posture from a year ago, shifting [rom
short-term sources of fuel to long-term
usage.

The Senale Engrgy and Natural
Resources Commiliee, in a major
realignment of subcommitlee
jurisdiction, has moved lo consolidate
coal-related issues under & single panel
that will be chaired by Senator Ford.

Ford's Energy. Resources and
Materials Production Subcommittee will
have jurisdiction over coal preduction,
leasing, distribution and utilization;
mining policy in general; oil and gas
production; stralegic and national
petroleum reserves, and oil and gas
leasing in addition to a humber of other
areas,

In view of the federal government’s move to restrict speeds of
Louisville & Nashville Railroad trains handling hazardous
materials, it would appear that some sort of class action should
be taken on behalf of citizens whose homes and businesses are

near Chessie System fracks.

Hazardous materials are being hauled over those tracks, too.
The coal cars which have a habit of leaving the tracks are in
themselves hazardous materials.

Train wrecks in Floyd county have almost ceased to be news,
they are so commonplace. Unless train speeds are curbed till the
company becomes interested in maintaining its tracks to the
extent that they are capable of carrying heavy trainloads,
wrecks will continue. And, some day, they will become news,

tragic news. Lives will be lost.

At the scene of a recent wreck in this county several homes
have been built downslope from the level of the railbed. Coal
spilled into yards and to the porch of at least one. The tons of
metal in those coal cars could have toppled onto those homes.

An unconfirmed report says that one wreck occurred at a spot
where track defects had been observed by residents of the area,
who reportedly had asked that repairs be made.

The Federal Railroad Administration has issued an order
requiring not only a reduction to 30 miles per hour for L. & N.
trains carrying hazardous materials but also the doubling of the
frequency of track inspections and the repair of track and

railbed materials immediately.

The order should not be issued only to L. & N. Chessie has not
had the dramatic wrecks that blot the L. & N. record, with lives
lost, people evacuated from their homes, but it operates under
conditions that have all the ingredients of tragedy.

Among '‘alternate relationships”
between the court and franchises listed
by the resolution for study were the
following possibilities: 1) Revocation of
present franchises held by present
franchise holders and the re-issuance of
similar franchise agreements by the
fiscal court to qualifying grantees; 2) Re-
negotiation and refinements of the
present system of garbage collection and
disposal, with such re-negotiations being
with present holders; 3) Possible
revocation of existing franchises with the
creation of a county agency or similar
publicly-held organization under the
direct control of the Floyd fiscal court or
other county agencies: 4) Purchase or
condemnation of present franchises with
substitution of the personnel now
operating by the fiscal court with county
employees.

Want To Buy Own Gas

Since the early '70s several taxpaying
Knoll countians have been trying to force
the Kentucky-West Virginia Gas Com-
pany to sell them natural gas for heating
their homes. All their efforts have been
denied.

Even though this company’s pipelines
run across these citizens' land, they have
been refused service, In spite of the fact
that the law specifically says that if a gas
line runs within a half-mile of a home
thal the company must sell gas to any
citizen desiring to buy it, the company is
still trying to find a way around it.

In 1978 the Hon. John Chris Cornett
ruled in favor of Donnie Patrick, issuing
an order that the gas company live up to
the law and connect Mr. Patrick’s home
to their line, This order has been ignored
by the company.

Meanwhile the company has en-
countered no difficulty in gaining rate
increases in the name of rising
production costs. A person cannot help
but wonder: If a gas company can S0
easily bend the ear of the people in
power, why can’t an ordinary citizen get
more positive action in a shorter period
of time?

Most of Knott county's gas is piped
directly to Pennsylvania. Does any Knott
countian honestly think thal Penn-
sylvania oificials would ship gas to Knott
county residents if it were needed in
Pittsburg and other Pennsylvania
towns?

These citizens are not asking for a
handout. They are asking to buy what is
rightfully theirs already. They are
willing to pay the price, plus the Ken-
tucky tax. Pennsylvania residents, by the
way, pay no Kentucky tax. In other
words our gas leaves our state tax-free
while our roads, schools and public
facilities suffer for lack of money.

I feel that it is time that the county and
state officials stand behind the ones they
represent and see fo it that the ordinary
people are taken care of as well as the
companies are.

Supt. Grigsby also explained that the
estimated $6,000 item for extra ceiling
removal and installation involved work
on the second floor of the building which,
according to the architect’s nolation,
‘“‘was not originally noted on the contracl
document.”

Other bidders were
Elliott Contraeting Co., Prestonsburg (on
ceilings and lighting only) ; Du-All, of Mt,
Loyal, N.J., and State Roofing & Pain-
ting, Portsmouth, Ohio. '

A task force spokesman was quoted as
saying that, although the task force has
no funds of its own, it has made a com-
mitment to help with a search of more
money, if it is needed, but added that it
had been expected that only $8,000 to
$10,000 in additional funding would be
needed.

“Depending upon what the situation is
on the additional money, it is quite
possible that Secretary Mooney will
approach Governor Carroll for some
additional money,” Jack Wilson, liaison
representative of the task force, said.

comparatively saie to use, and can be
produced from virtually any source of
primary energy—including wind and
sunlight.

The main technical drawbacks in using
hydrogen are in storage and f(rans-
portation. Because of its bulkiness,
hydrogen is besl stored under pressure
and lransported through high pressure
pipelines. However, al high pressure, the
hydrogen causes fractures in the pipes;
at low pressure, it leaks three times
faster than natural gas—its compelitor.

Another problem hydrogen has lo
conquer is public acceptance, The
Hindenburg disaster of 1937 has made
people wary of using hydrogen. Because
the airship was kept afloat by hydrogen,
it was assumed Lhal exploding hydrogen
was responsible for the loss of lives,
Actually the deisel that powered the
airship did much more damage than the
hydrogen,

Today, many experts, including Willis
Hawkins of Lockheed Corporation, claim
that hydrogen is safer than kerosene
when it explodes. To prove the point,
Lockheed is planning to build four wide-
bodied L-1011 planes powered by coal-
generated hydrogen to fly & cargo route
between the United States, Europe and
the Middle Easl. Liquid hydrogen has
already been used to take rockets to the
moon, and NASA is designing hydrogen
rail cars.

“The End of the Rainbow," Thursday,
March 1, examines nuclear fusion, the
power Lhat fires the sun and stars and
creates the H-bomb’s megaton blast.

Nuclear fusion has heen called the
most difficult challenge of the century.
This year, the U.S. is spending more than
a million dollars a day on fusion
research.

In its progress report on fusion
“‘Nova'' visits major research centers in
the U.S. and Europe and talks wilh fusion
scientists and eritics on the prospects for
scientific and commercial success,

At Princeton, researchers are al-
tempting to control fusion by magnetic
confinement in a giant machine called a
“Tokamak,” a Russian development,
Seientists al Livermore and Los Alamos
are experimenting in weapons-related
work on inertial confinement, using
monstrous lasers lo bombard tiny fuel
pellets to produce controlled fusion
through mircro H-bomb explosions.

Legislative Summary

As the special session of the Kentucky
General Assembly came to a close, the
state's budget was finally adjusted to
include the changes made during the
session. And, although some taxes have
been cut or limited, there will be in-
creased slale spending between now and
July, 1980.

The  Legislature is balancing the
budget by using about $23 million cut
from slate agency budgets and the
Capital Conslruction Fund, along with
$71 million in lapsed funds from previous
years and anticipated surpluses, to offset
$55 milliin in tax cuts and about $36
million in new state spending approved in
the special session.

The major items on this session's
legislative agenda were tax-related and
were adopted almost unaimously. The
five percent state sales tax was removed
from residential utility bills and a limit
was placed on the amount of property tax
which could be collected by local
governments, school boards, and other
taxing authorities,

Most of the $55 million in tax revenue
which will be lost by the state is a result
of the removal of the sales tax on utility
bills.

To offset part of that loss, the budget
for the Department for Human
Resources is being cul by about $10
million, administrative expenses for the
state’s constitutional officers and the
Legislature are being cut by two percent,
the Capital Construction Fund is reduced
by $3.4 million, the Department of
Energy by $3.4 million, the Council on
Higher Education will lose $700,000, and
the state’s subsidy to Air Kentucky is
being reduced by $200,000.

However, the special session also
approved some major increases in state
spending, including $15 million more for
the Bureau of Highways, $14.1 spending,
million for various jail and court-related
fees which have been increased, $5
million to increase salaries of state
employees, about $3.5 million for schools’
capital outlay, $2.9 million for the
Department of Revenue, $2.1 million for
the military affairs department and
about $1.5 million to increase payments
to local governments for use of court
facilities.

In addition, the Legislature has ap-
propriated $435,000 to the Bureau of
Corrections to purchase and install
equipment for prison inmates to
manufacture, once again, Kentucky's
license plates, a job which has been
handled recently by an out-of-state firm.
Also, $300,000 was given to the Depart-
ment for Natural Resources and En-

For Clean Water Violations

The U.S. Altorney for the Easlern
District of Kentucky has filed a civil
complaint against two Kentucky coal
mining operations for violations of the
Clean Water Act. The actions were filed
al the request of the Environmental
Protection Agency's Region 4, and were

the first in the Southeast taken against
coal mines for water pollution violations
under the Clean Water Act.

The charges were filed against Scotia
Company, of Cumberland, and the
Canada Company, of Pikeville. If con-
victed for the violations, the firms could
be subjected to monetary penalties of up
to $10,000 per day of violation,

John C. White, administrator of EPA’s
Region 4 in Atlanta, said, "‘We are now
beginning to enforce the requirements of
the permits issued to the coal mines.
Presently, enforcement actions are
pending against several other mines
which have been violating the condilions
of their pollution control permits.”

During 1977, nearly 800 mines in
Kentucky, Tennessee, and Alabama
were issued permilts lo restrict the
amounts and types of pollutants that may
he discharged into local waterways. The
permits were issued under the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES). Currently, nearly 1,400 mines
have been issued permits, and many
more are being prepared for issuance.

White continued, ‘‘We realize the great

To insure the
compliance of the many permitted
facilities, we have increased our in-
spection activities and are working
closely with the Office of Surface
Mining.”

The permitting program was
established by Congress in passing the
1972 amendments to the Federal Water
Pollution Control Act, which has now
been re-titled the Clean Water Act. The
Act requires any facility which
discharges, or plans to discharge, wastes
into the nation’s waterways to apply for a
pollution control permit, and to comply
with the limitations placed within that
permil.

U.S. Orders L&N
To Cut Train Speeds

By BENZ HERSHERERG
(In The Courier-Journal)

Saying the Louisville & Nashville
Railroad has the “worst record of any
railroad in the country'’ in handling
hazardous materials, the federal
government moved vesterday to restriel
the speeds at which trains carrying
dangerous substances can operate over
the rail’s 6,500-mile system,

The order, which takes effect al noon
tomorrow, limits L&N trains carrying
hazardous materials to a maximum speed
of 30-mph compared with the 50-mph
speed at which such trains now operate
on main lines,

The Federal Railroad Administration,
which regulates and enforces railroad
safety, said the action was necessary
because the “L&N's safety record
demonstrates an apparent lack of in-
terest in the safe transportation of highly
dangerous chemicals.”

As evidence of this lack of concern, the
agency, a part of the U.S, Department of
Transportation, cited the 121 accidents
in which L&N trains carrying hazardous
malerials were involved from January
1976 Lhrough last June.

Because of the accidents in that period,
42 tank cars leaked hazardous malerials,
19, people died and roughly 7,200 were
evacuated, according lo the FRA,

“This is the worst record of any
railroad in the country,” FRA ad-
ministrator John Sullivan said yesterday
in a press release.

Richard Spence, president of the L&N,
said last night that “based on what ['ve
heard of the order, I think it's ridiculous
and will serve no purpose.”

He explained that he had not received a
copy of the document but had been given
some information about it.

“The railroad’s safely record needs to
be improved," Spence observed. But he
does not believe the FRA order will help
company safety efforts.

No
date for submission of the report was
available vesterday.

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Her Birth 92 Years A g_o
Attended by ‘Great’ Snow

Mrs. Martha Hoover Hayes, pictured
here with her late husband, Kennell
Hayes, observed her 92nd birthday Tues-
day at her home on Turkey Creek, near
Langley, where she has lived for 70
years.

One of the heaviest snows ever known
inthisregion fell February 13, 1887, day of
Mrs. Hayes birth. The snow was repuled
to have covered fence posis and she
recalls that her mother later told her of
the great snow on the day of her birth,
saying '*When the door was opened, snow
fell inside the room."

Sheis the last surviving member of the
family of George and Nan Lawson
Hoover who had seven children,

In her girlhood, Mrs. Hayes attended a
one-room school from July to November,
the usual school term, on Stone Coal near
her father's farm with other students
from Bstill, Garrett, Salt Lick and Goose
Creek. The three R’s and geography
were taught by Lee Turner, Willie Hayes
and Eli Stumbo.

She recalls her first trip lo Prestons-
burg in 1906 was made by horseback as
far as Allen and then on by train.

On November 1, 1909, Martha Hoover
was married to Kennel Hayes by Rev,
Sammy Patton, of Henry’'s Branch and
the young couple began housekeeping on

Turkey Creek where she still lives. They
farmed, raising most of their vegetables
as well as cattle, hogs, and chickens, and
she would walk across the hill, carrying
eggs from Turkey Creek to Eastern
where she would catch a lrain lo Garrett.
There she would trade the eggs for mine
“serip”’ or drygoods,

Mr. and Mrs. Hayes had six children of
whom three, Gladys Hayes Hicks and
Edgel Haves, both of Langley, and Cledis
Hayes Laferty, of Elizabethtown, sur-
vive. Last August, Mr. Hayes died at the
age of 92, and in December a daughter,
Nora Hayes, who was 70, died,

In 1916, Mrs. Hayes was baptized into
the Regular Baptist Church, and she
missed few Sundays being in church until
recent years.

Mrs. Hayes has enjoyed remarkably
good health, having been hospitalized
only once, and a friend says, **Her mind
is as alert as ever and she has good
eyesight.”

She, herself, says, “'I have lived a good
and happy life with Kennel and I'm just
waiting for my call to heaven.”

A group of students from Alice Lloyd
College which her grandson, John Hicks,
attends, have written and taped stories
told by Mrs. Hayes.

Immunized Cattle
Said More Valuable

Calfhood vaccination to immunize
cattle against brucellosis will raise the
value of the animal $200 or more, says J.
D. Wolf, assistant director of livestock
sanitation for the Kentucky Department
of Agriculture.

The vaccination program, part of a
comprehensive brucellosis eradication
effort initiated by state Agriculture
Commissioner Tom Harris last
February, is offered to state livestock
producers as a free service. The program
is jointly funded by the state and federal
governments.

Brucellosis, a bacterial disease which
causes abortions and other breeding
problems for cattle, costs farmers in
Kentueky and throughout the nation
millions of dollars annually.

The disease alse causes undulant fever
in humans. it is contracted primarily by
drinking unpasteurized milk or handling
calves from infected livestock.

“In cattle, the main sympton is
abortion. The cows do not appear to be
sick. but the infection attacks and kills
the fetus,” said Wolfe, “"Retained af-
terbirth, or placenta, and ulerine in-
fections are symptoms.

“So far, we've found the vaccination
program to be about 70 percent effective
in preventing the disease and vaccinated
dairy calves have increased in value
more than $200 al the stockyards since
we started the program,” added Wolf.

Calves that are three to six months old
are eligible for the program, However,
the state velerinarian's office recom-
mends that calves be vaccinated at three
to four months of age for best protection.

Harris stressed the importance of
having all cattle inspected for the
disease.

"“By the first of June, many states will
have laws in effect thal will prohibit the
importation of caltle into the slate unless
the pwners or lransporters can show
proof of vaceination against brucellosis,"
he said.

Local veterinarians will vaccinate the
calves as a free service.

In the opinion of this
writer, the best book on the work of
church leaders is by a long-lime
president of Southwestern Baptist
Seminary in Fort Worth, who says, *I
does nol seem wise for one man to hold a
major place of leadership in more than
one church organization.. Here are some
principles on which we build the com-
mittee work in our church. The first is
that no man shall serve as the chairman
of the same commiftee two years in
succession. In addition, we do not have
the person Lo serve more than lwo years
on the committee, whether chairman or
not, This makes it possible to use many
people in the program. Il also encourages
the use of a man in diiferent places of
responsibility. The more places one
serves, the more acquainted he becomes
with what actually goes on in the life and
program of the church."” Robert E.

Tax Cut Voted, Budget Increased

After weeks of deliberations and hours
of caucuses and compromises between
the House and Senate on the final day of
the session, the General Assembly today
passed a budgel that increases agency
appropriations by $35 million, cuts
agency budgets by $17 million, and culs
laxes by about $50 million.

In its final day today the House and
Senale bogged down on House Bill 19 over
a House amendment presented by Rep.
Joe Clarke (D-Danville) that would have
required tax cuts to be matched with cuts
in state programs. Clarke had contended
that failure to match tax cuts with budget
cuts would result is putting a future 1980
session of the General Assembly in
financial jeopardy. The Senate however
said that the current budget is financed
with recurring revenues that will con-
tinue to exist in the future.

Conference committees from Lhe
House, Rep. Buddy Adams (D-Bowling
Green), Rep. Harold Demarcus (R-
Stanford) and Rep. Bob Jones (D-
Crestwood) and from the Senate, Rep.
Robert Martin (D-Richmond) Sen. Gene
Huff (R-London) and Sen. John Berry
(D-New Caslle), were appointed to
resolve the difference.

The conference committee was unable
toresolve its differences, and a free con-
ference committee was appointed, (A free
conference committee has Lhe right to
rewrite any portion of a bill, while a
simple conference committee only can
accept or reject amendments causing the
disagreement.) Membership on both the
free standing and original committee
was the same,

A free conference committee quickly
voted (by a four to two margin) to
restrict itself to rewriting only Senate
amendments to the budget bill.

The committee removed the Clarke
Amendment, clearing the way for the
adoption of the budget. Sen. Martin, who
led the fight against the House Amend-
ment in the committee, said that the
General Assembly has always used
carry-forward funds from previous years
to finance recurring necessary govern-
mental expenses. He charged that since
the author of the amendment said it could
take a lawsuit to define nonrecurring
funds, the amendment would “put a
cloud of doubt on state programs."

Other commiltee agreements on
Senate Amendments reduce the ap-
propriation to the Legislative Research
Commission by $50,000, appropriate
$150,000 to the Attorney General’s Office
for expert witnesses for rate intervention
cases before the Public Service Com-
mission, and subtract $150,000 from the

amount set aside for loans to
communities for lourism projects.

The House accepted the conference
committee report on Senate amendments
to the bill by a 56-34 margin and went on
to pass the budgel by a 62-37 margin. The
only major protest against the bill was
voiced by Rep. Art Schmidt (R-Cold
Springs) who said the bill adds about $13
million to the last budget passed by the
General Assembly, adding *‘there’s no
way you can balance a budget by cutting
taxes and increasing expenditures.’

The Senale approved the bill 21-0.

As passed by the General Assembly
today the budget bill balance tax cuts and
additional agency appropriations with
$71 million in lapsed funds and increased
revenue estimates, a $17.4 million
reduction in operating programs and
about a $3.5 million reduction in capital
construetion funds.

The bill includes Senate amendments
that will appropriate $4.5 million to the
Coal Producing County Development
Fund and $1.5 million to the Coal Impact
Road Fund, if and only if general
revenues exceed estimates by $20 million
and the coal severance tax is more than
$147.5 million in 1978-79.

As adopted by the General Assembly
HB 19 essentially adopts budget revisions
submitted Jan. 31 to the General
Assembly by Gov. Julian Carroll.
However, there were two relatively
minor changes, including reducing a $7
million additional salary improvement
for state employees to $5 million and
shifting $2 million of that amount to the
School Building Authority Fund. The
change also included a two percent
($43,000) reduction in the administrative
budgets of constitutional officers,
(governor, lieutenant governor, auditor,
secretary of state, etc.)

State and county officers arrested
Donald Kimberley, of Langley, Saturday
night at his mobile home after a search of
the premises uncovered a small quantity
of marijuana.

$744.5 Million
Involved in Sale

Five companies have agreed in
principle to acquire Ashland Oil Inc. oil
and gas properties in transactions
totaling $744.5 million, company
spokesman said yesterday.

The agreements, to purchase the
properties from the company's Ashland
Explorations Inc. unit, have been an-
nounced in recent days by the five
companies, said Dan Lacey, a
spokesman al Ashland, and Bill Hartl,
Ashland's director of financial com-
munications,

Ashland, the nation’s 15th largest oil
firm, has been divesting itself in recent
months of its less profitable operations.

Tenneco Inc., based at Houston, Texas,
has said its Tenneco Oil Co. unit and
Mesa Petroleum Co. of Amarillo,
Texas—acting as equal partners—
agreed to acquire Ashland Exploration’s
Midcontinent Region oil and gas
properties for $340 million.

That acquisition would involve both
producing and exploration properties—
including 350,000 undeveloped acres in
Okahoma, Kansas and Texas, and net
proven reserves estimated last Oct. 1 at 2
million barrels of oil and 740 billion cubie
feet of gas.

Tenneco said the agreement was
subject to negotiation of a definitive
accord and receipt of government ap-

proval.
Getty 0il Co., based in Los Angeles,
Calif., said it agreed in principle to

acquire interests in 15 oil and gas
properties and support facilities from
Ashland Exploration for $267 million,

The properties—offshore of Louisana
and Texas—currently produce 6,500
barrels of oil and about 25.6 million cubic
feet of gas a day.

Included in the support facilities are
four natural gas plants in Louisiana and
pipelines connected to the various
properties being sold. Getty said it ex-
pected to complete the transaction in
April, retroactive to Jan, 1.

Petro-Lewis Corp. of, of Denver, Colo,,
said it agreed in principle to purchase the
producing oil and gas properties of
Ashland Exploration's Rocky Mountain
Southeast and Southwest regions for
about $120.5 million.

Lear Petroleum of Dallas, Texas, said
it agreed in principle to purchase ex-
ploratory acreage in the Ashland unit's
Southwest, Southeast and Rocky
Mountain regions for $17 million,

That acquisition would involve about 1
million acres, including 304 possible sites
for exploration and 30 sites currently
identified as drillable.

Ashland Oil began negotiating the sale
of its oil and gas properties last year and
ahnounced last month that it had
received bids totaling $750 million.

Orin Atkins, board chairman and chief
executive officer of Ashland 0il Inc., said
last June the company intended to
*‘eritically examine every segment of the
company which hasn't been a net cash
generator or doesn’t possess a high
potential for growth."

Many superstitions cluster
around Feb. 14, one of which
is that birds of the air choose
their mates on this date.
Some older citizens observe
this date as Ground Hog Day,
tather than Feb. 2. It is also
the date on which many older
gardeners plant sallet peas.
There is an ancient midwife
belief that babies born on
Feb. 14 grow up to be
“loving and giving."

Feb, 14, of course, 1s most
noted for the time-honored
custom of young people send-

ing oul cards, candy and
trinkets bearing tender
messages to their sweet-
hearts—a practice that began
more than 17 centuries ago.
The custom commemorates
St, Valentine, a4 gentle Roman
priest, who had the courage
to resist and defy war and
died as a consequence of this
resistance on this day in 270
A.D.

About 250 A.D., the
Roman emperor, Claudius the
Cruel, began a long series of
useless and bloody wars of
conquest for which his people
had no heart, The most
beloved person in Rome at
the time was a kind, compas-
sionite priest named Valen-
tine. To his church flocked
the families of soldiers pray-
ing for peace and safety of
their husbands and

sons,

fathers. Gradually young men
whom the Emperor drafted
to replenish his armies came
under the influence of this
good, peace-loving priest and
sought sanctuary in his
church,

As a result of Valentine's
activities, Emperor Claudius
experienced difficulty in
recruiting Roman youths for
his armies. He issued a decree
forbidding all marriages and
engagements until his wars
had been fought to a victori-
ous close,

Young people were in
despair. Valentine, however,
thinking the decree wicked
and unjust, ignored it com-
pletely. Defying the Emperor,
he secretlly marred and
blessed all young people who
came to him. For some time
this gentle, valiant man of
God continued to preach the
gospel of love and peace, and
endeavored to help sad,
bewildered young people
work out their destinies,

But in the year 270, the
Emperor succeeded in seizing
the aging priest and put him
in a dungeon, where on Feb.
14 he died of mistreatment.
His sorrowing friends, par-
ticularly his young friends,
decided they would meet
every year on the anniversary
of his death and do honor to
his name, It became a favorite
day for engagements,
marriages and exchange of
loving gifts. Young lovers
adopted it as their special
day. As the years slipped by
and many other holidays
were lost in the dust of time,
St. Valentine's Day persisted
to become an even more
popular and holy day.

Training of Officers
To Offset Stress
Of Work Slated

More than 3,000 local law enforcement
officers across Kentucky will receive job
stress awareness lraining this year,
aceording to Ray Kottak, acting Justice
Department secretary.

The instruclion is designed to help
police officers identify and deal with
stress in their working environment,
Kotlak said. The stress awareness
training is part of a 40-hour course
provided local officers by the Bureau of
Training 1 Richmond,

Kottak said that current research has
implicated psychological stress as an
important causal agent in such health
problems as coronary disease, gastro-
intestional malfunetion, dermatological
problems, severe nervous conditions,
neurosis and a number of other physical
and mental disorders.

He speculated that health problems are
not the only consequence of this stress
He said allegedly high rates of divorce
and marital discord among law en-
forcement personnel may be attributable
al least in part to eccupational siress.

Bureau of Training Commissioner
Robert Clark Stone said law enforcement
has been described as one of the most
emolionally dangerous vocations in
today's society, “'Our slress awareness
classes are designed to identify the
‘stressors’ in police service, such as shift
and beat rotation, high-speed chases,
publie serutiny, some negative attitudes
by the public and occasional boredom,"
Stone said.

“They are also designed lo prescribe
means of reducing stress, such as
identifying the ‘stressors’. eslablishing
regularity by reducing shift rotation as
muech as possible, assuring three
bhalanced meals a day, exercise and
plenty of sleep,

On July 7, 1978, the Distriet Court of the
Distriet of Columbia enlered a Stipulated
Order providing that the definition of
family income for purposes of computing
maximum rentals for publie housing, as
contained in a HUD Circular, which
excluded spouses from the §300 deduction
for each dependent and excluded
dependents from lhe $300 deduclion for
eachsecondary wage earner, was mvalid
and violated the United States Housing
Actof 1937, as amended. The effect of this
determination is that certain families
who lived in public housing during the
period from March 16, 1971 o Seplember
26, 1975, may have been charged loo
much rent, Therefore, the District Court
ordered HUD Lo establish a one million
doltar fund for the payment of claims
which current or former tenants of public
housing may submit for a refund of any
overpayments

The District Court's Stipulated Order
provides that, if valid claims exceed one
million dollars, HUD has the option of
having the Order dissolved in which case
NTO and HUD may negotiale a modified
settlement or proceed with further
litigation. Thus, claimants should realize
that the submiltal of a claim determined
valid by a PHA may resultin full, partial,
or no payment, depending on the total
amount of valid elaims submitted to
HUD, or the final outcome of any further
litigation. Any person wishing to receive
a copy of the Stipulated Order or a claim
form may do so by making their request
known 10 a local PHA.

The arlicle
stressed thal a child learns in [wo ways,
.s"ymlmlic and experimental. Mr. Martin
further quoted, **Symbolic is whal
children gel in traditional educational
education, but experimental learning is a
requirement for symbolie achievement.
Given the proper lools with which to
work, a child will nalurally show an
aptitude for order and sequence which are
so much a part of learning math and
seience.” *'Children need to be taught to
use their hands (intelligence), but that is
not acknowledged in the schools," the
article staled.

“However," Mr. Martin pointed oul,
“children need to be creative in order lo
properly express themselves as a
complete person, not just for the good it
might do them in the learning of math
and science.”

Acecording to the article from which he
quoted, art is fighting a lesing baltle in
the schools. ““The big squeeze is on and
art is being pushed to the bottom of the
list, which we can see all around us," he
added. ‘'‘Taxpayer rebellions and
pressures from parenls to cut out what
some people erroneously class as [rills
has caused a part of the squeeze, but
whatever the reason, it always ends up
being a curtailment in the arts.” Al the
conclusion of his talk, he passed out
three-page lists of some of the numerous
professions related Lo arl.

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Regional System in Effect
For All Ky. Circuit Courts

The success of an experimental project
in regional court administration led last
month to the establishing of regional
administration for all of Kentucky's
circuit courts. A (urther outgrowth of the
success story is the formalion of three
experimental regions for the district
eourts, ‘which will he organized along
similar lines, with (heir organization
effective February 8.

Until the passage of the Judicial Ar-
ticle, the concept of regional ad-
ministration had never been considered
for Kentucky courts, The only forerunner
to the idea was the Model Courts Project
initiated in 1972 to study the use of trial

court administrators in nine pilot
counties comprising five judicial
districts.

The drafters of the Judicial Article, in
anticipation of future need, included a
provision in the Constitution which
allows judicial administration by region
A statewide regional court ad-
ministration plan was developed by the
Administrative Office of the Courts and
presented o the Judicial Council for its
consideration. In June, 1977, the Judicial
Council recommended the plan to the
Surpreme Court and provided that lwo
pilot regions of the ecircuil courts be
designated for inilial experimentation
with regional administration. The pilot
project became effective January 2,
last year.

The regional administration project
has four goals: 1. To equalize work
among the judges within regions; 2. to
expedite the disposition of litigation
within regions; 3. to promote uniform
procedures and practices within regions
and throughout the state; 4. to increase
the responsiveness of the Administrative
Office of the Courts to the needs of the
trial courts.

A number of factors were considered in
determining the composition of the pilot
regions, including the caseload per
circuit judge, the rank order of judicial
circuits by caseload per judge, the
number of circuil judges and counties,
geographical constraints, highway
quality and access, trial commissioner
use and kinship disqualification.

Under the provisions of the charter
accompanying the order of the Supreme
Court, an administrative judge is
selected in each region by the circuit
judges within Lhe region. His duties are to
plan, coordinate and supervise aclivities
within each region; advise the regional
coordinator of information necessary to
make a judicial transfer decision, work
with the regional coordinator to set up
exacl procedures for conducting the
project within his region, and exercise
within his region the temporary

Floyd Store Loses
Food Stamp Status

Hammond’s Grocery, of Stanville, has
been barred from accepting food stamps
for a year because of violations, the U.S.
Department of Agriculture’s Food and
Nutrition Service reports.

Owned by William Hammonds, the
store was disqualified from the program
for one year, starting Jan. 23, after being
charged with selling several cartons of
cigareties and other ineligible items for
food coupons.

Robert L. Cunningham, who is in
charge of the Prestonsburg field office of
the Food and Nutrition Service, ex-
plained that the store will not be allowed
to accepl food coupons during the
disqualification period.

Cunningham added that food stamps,
by law, can be used only to buy food. The
only exceptions, he said, are garden seed
and plants o be used to produce food.

The two pilot regions created for ex-
perimental purposes were the Eastern
Region, composed of the 21st, 23rd, 25th.
37th and 39th judical circuits; and the
Central Region, composed of the 9th,
10th, tith, 29th, 40th, and 55th circuits,
The success of the two pilol regions was
such that in July, 1978, an additional
region known as the Soulheastern
Region, was established to compose the
13th, 27th, 34th, 44th and 50th judicial
circuits. With the addition of the
Southeastern Region, a (total of 43
counties, 17 circuits, and 18 circuits, and
18 circuil judges were included within the
initial regional administration project.

The administrative judges selected in
each of the pilot regions—Judge James S.
Chenault of the Eastern Region, Judge
Robert Spragens of the Central Region,
and Judge Henry V. Penninglon of the
Southeastern Region—had all been
participants in the Model Courts Project
during the course of the experiment.
Their experience with the utilization of
court administrators in trial courts has
been invaluable lo the success of the
project.

Kentucky Judicial Council recommended
to the Supreme Court that the Regional
Administration Project for circuil courts
be expanded statewide lo 10 regions,
including the three pilot regions already
in existence, The Council also approved
three pilot regions for the district courts,
which will be organized similarly to the
cireuit court regions.

The greatest advantage claimed for
regional administration is the abilily of
administrative judges to shift judges
from one district or distriet to another in
order to share heavy caseloads. This is
viewed as an alternative lo redistricting
or addition of judges and trial com
missioners.,

An unusual aspect of the project is that
it is administered by judges, rather than
by court administrators. A member of
the staff of the Administrative Office of
the Courts has been designated as
regional coordinator whose duties are lo
gather and maintain statistical in
formation, and to keep the judges ad-
vised of the availability of judges for
transfer. Although the regional coor-
dinator meets regutarly with the judges
in each region, it is the judges them
selves who are responsible for the ad-
ministration of the project.

Cattle Grubs
Now Evident

When' beef producers notice large
bumps under the skin of the backs of
their cattle in late January, February
and March, already oo lale ta do
attvthing gbout the cause an en-
tomalogist in the Umyersity of Kentucky
College of Agricullure

The bumpsare caused by cattle grubs,
according 1o Chriz Christensen, and the
lime tocontrol hen is belween the end of
July and the end of Octorber

Christensen explains that application
of systemic insecticides when the larvae
are at certain locations in the body could
have a detrimental effect on Cattle. When
killed later than October, lissues in-
flamed by the dead grubs can cause the
esophagus lo swell or pul pressure on the
spinal column, he says.

The entomaelogist explains the lifecyele
of the vatlle grub:

The flies become aetive in the spring
when the weather is-warm. They attach
eggs on the hairs of catlle. then young
larvae bore through the skin and spend
the next 8-10 months migrating through
the bodies of the caltle

Eventually the larvae or maggols
come up under the skin on !he back
where they ot holes in the hide lo
breathe and begin growing

Christensen says the larvae become an
inch long and half an inch in diameter
and are covered with spines which cause
constderable irritation to the caltle, The
animal reacts by crealing a puss pocket,
or cvst, in the area.

“The important thing is that when
you're finishing grubby cattle, the meat
has to be Irimmed wherever grubs are
located, and this Irim is from the mosi
valuable part of the carcass,” notes
Christensen.

Also. holes in the cattle hide made by
grubs for breathing hurl the economic
value of the hide, he adils

Besides the economic damage Lo
finishing cattle, callle grubs cause
reduced feed efficiency in livestock
studies indicate heavily Infested
cal !Ie gain two-tenths of a pound less per
day than cattle in which grubs are
controiled. says Christensen

"“The problem is apparent now, but il
could have been easily controlled by
applving systemic insecticides to
livestock from the end of July to Oet. 31,
he points out. Insecticides may be ap-
plied as pour-ons, spol-ons, sprays or
feed-through products,

Christensen notes that Ireatmenl for
lice will not cause problems in grub
infested cattle.

Lice, a Winter Problem

Lice are a major winter insecl problem
for livestock, says Chris Crhistensen,
Extension entomologist with the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture.

“Lice don't cause many problems in
the summer'' he says, explaining that
lice seem Lo be sensitive tolight and heal.
However, lice populations build up in the
winter when hair coats thicken and skin
becomes dry and scaly, according (o
Christensen.

Late January, February and March is
the period to watch for infestation since
populations usually build up to sufficient
size to cause irritation, he advises.

Christensen points out thal heavy lice
populations not only irritate cattle, but
also can cause blood problems, such as
anemia, As a result, animals may
become more susceptible to disease and
pregnant animals more susceptible te
anemic abortions.

In addition, lice infestation often
reduces the vigor of livestock, causes a
loss in milk production and less efficient
feet ulliization.

Christensen describes two types of lice
that infest livestock. One is the chewing
and bitiing type which feeds on bits of
skin, hair, debris on livestock and raw
flesh around wounds. These fast-moving
pests cause considerable irritation, but
usually don't inflict heavy economic
damage.

The other type is the sucking lice which
have piercing mouth parts. Slate gray in
color, these lice often are found in
colonies that may look like patches of dirt
or manure on the animal.

The lifecycles of the sucking and
chewing lice are such that damage is
compounded as their numbers increase,
according to Christensen. Louse eggs are
altached to the hair, young lice hatch and
they feed in the same manner as adulls,
he explains.

“Lice infesled animals do a lot of
rubbing and scratching,” says
Christensen, If this aclivity is noliced, he
suggests the farmer examine the
animals closely, looking behind the ears
(inside the ears for hogs); around the
muzzle, brisket and tail head, and around
the udder in dairy animals

If heavy infestations are found, the
animals should be treated to control the
lice, advises Christensen.

Several insecticides for controlling lice
are available, with water-based in-
secticide sprays being the most com-
monly used, "It is important to com-
pletely wet down the animal for good
coverage and kill,”" Chrislensen says.
adding the use of waler-based sprays 1§
not advisable in frigid weather.

Dusts also are used in controlling lice,
although they may be inconvenien! for
use on larger livestock. So, Christensen
suggests the use of dust bags to keep lice
populations al a manageable level.

Another more convenient way of
controlling lice on beef cattle and hogs is
with pour-on insecticides. Christensen
stresses the importance of establishing
the weight of the animal to be treated and
using only the amounl of insecticide
recommended for that size animal.

When treating livestock for lice in-
festation, he emphasizes the need Lo lreat
the entire herd to prevenl reinfestation of
the herd. “If some can't be treated,
separate Lhe animals until they can be,"
advises Christensen.

It is possible to completely eliminate
lice if animals are lreated again after
two or three weeks, according to the
entomologist. The first treatment takes
care of mobile lice, and the second
treatment, made after eggs are hatched
but before they mature, eliminates the
young lice (nymphs).

Reinfestation can occur when new
animalsenter the herd or if a herd comes
in contact with a neighboring herd, notes
Christensen.

He says animals on a good plane of
nutrition usually show fewer effects of
lice, whereas, cattle or hogs on a
maintenance diet are more easily af-
fected by lice.

Studies conducted in Arizona indicate
heavily infested animals on a poor diet
lose twice as much weight as those not
infested, according lo Christensen.

Increase in Homestead Exemptions
To Save Floyd Residents $114,000

The Kentucky Department of Revenue
has notified all county property valuation
administrators of a $1,300 increase in the
homestead exemption for 1979 and 1980,

This increase raises from $8.900 to
$10,200 the exemption from property tax
of qualifying residential property owned
and occupied by persons 65 or over,

The Department computed the in-
crease based on the rise in the U.S.
Department of Labor consumer price
index. The recomputation is required to
be made by the Department of Revenue
every two years under Kentucky law,

Since 1972, Kentucky laxpayers have
been eligible to apply for a homestead
exemption provided: (1) they are over 65
years of age; (2) they own the property)
and (3) the property is used as a tax-
payer's personal residence.

Qualified applicants were eligible for
only a $6,500 exemption on the value of
their property subject Lo taxation when
the program was first slarted in 1972, The
homestead exemption statute was
amended in 1974 to state that the $6,500
exemptlion must be adjusted every two
years if the consumer price index has
changed as much as one percent,

In accord with this, the dollar value of
the homestead exemption was adjusted
Lo $7,700 for 1975 and 1976, and further
adjusted Lo $8,900 for the years 1977 and
1978.

Homeowners who will be 65 or over this
calendar year have until March 1 to
apply for the $10,200 exemption. Persons
who qualified for the old exemption do
not have to reapply. The increase will
automatically be credited to them.

Persons wishing to apply may do so by
going Lo their county property valuation
office.

Proof of age is required at the lime of
application. Medicare cards are
preferred, but a birth certificate, school
or Bible records, or, if none of these are
available, a driver's license will be ac-
cepted.

The homestead exemption legislation
saves senior citizens considerable
amounts of money on their taxes. It
means that those citizens who will be 65
or over this year, and own a home
assessed at $20,000, will pay property
taxes on only $9,800 of that assessment.

Age Limit Is Eased
For 56 Year-Olds

Gov. Julian Carroll has issued an
executive order which will allow some
five and six-year-olds to begin kin-
dergarten and first grade earlier than is
normally allowed.

The order sets up procedures by which
parents may pelition the bhoard for their
child to be admitted to kindergarten if
the child becomes five after Sept. 1 and
before Dec. 31. The parents of a child
whose sixth birthday falls during the
same period, and who has not attended
an approved kindergarten, may petition
for the child to be admitted to the first
grade.

If a child in this category has attended
an approved kindergarten, the decision
on his premotion or retention will be
made by local school authorities, and the
parents are not eligible for the petition
process.

Parents must submit their petitions to
theseeretary of the state board by May 1,
unless they have moved from another
state after that date, in which case the
deadline is Aug. 1.

The exemption also removes, of
course, significant amounts from the lax
rolls of local units of government. The
altorney general has ruled, however,
that taxing districts may adjust their
compensating tax rate annually to offset
the revenue that would otherwise be lost
as a result of the granting of those
homestead exemptions,

State Sen. Jim Hammond (D-Prestons-
burg) recently asked E. Tarleton Rogers,
director of the state General Properly
Tax Division, to compile figures showing
the savings lo qualified taxpayers in Lhe
four counties he represents.

Based on 1978 tax rates, which are
nearly the same rate as this year, the
exemptions will mean a tolal savings of
$114,000 to those residents 65 or older in
Floyd county; $65,000 to those in Knott
counly; $104,000 to those in Perry county,
and $22,000 to those in Martin county.

Broken down by cities, the additional
$1,300 exemption this year will mean an
additional savings of $15.24 to each
qualified homeowner in Prestonsburg:
$10.35 in Hindman; $13.21 in Martin;
$16.20 in Wayland and $20.10 in
Wheelwright. The total savings lo each
homeowner in 1978 will be $119.55 in
Prestonsburg; $81.19 in Allen, excluding
city rate; $103.63 in Martin; $127.08 in
Wayland and $157.69 in Wheelwright.

In Hindman, where the counly
property tax rate is 24.3 cents per $100
property valuation, the school rate is 24.6
cents, the city rate is 10.0 and the state
rate 31.5 for a total of 90.4 cents per $100
valuation, the additional $1,300 will mean

an additional savings of $11.76 per
qualifying taxpayer this year and next,
and an overall savings of $92.21 per
taxpayer 65 or older this year.

For Hazard residents, the total tax rate
is $1.565 per $100 peroperty valuation.
This means an additional savings of
$20.35 and an overall saviings of $159.63
for each taxpayer who qualifies for the
homestead exemption,

In Inez, the county property lax rateis
27.2 cents per $100 property valuation,
the school rate is 18.7 cents, the city rate
is 0, and the slate rate 31.5 for a total of
77.4 cents per $100 valuation, the ad-
ditional $1,300 will mean an additional
savings of $10.06 per qualifying taxpayer
this year and next, and an overall
savings of $78.95 per taxpayer 65 or older
this year
