Future Asbestos Removal Operations
May Be Charged to Manufacturers

Congressman Carl Perkins, said last
week that the asbestos industry even-
tually may have to pay’for removing
asbestos materials from classrooms, but
that he wants federal aid for local sheool
systems righl now.

His suggestion came after Robert
Raunch, an atlorney affiliated with the
Environmental Defense Fund, told
Perkins' subcommittee that “‘as far back
as the early 1950s, the asbestos industry
knew that exposure to asbestos increased
one's risk of getting lung cancer.

An unknown number of schools in the
nation contain sprayed asbestos that was
installed as a fireproofing or sound-
proofing treatment. Perkins introduced
legislation last month that would help
public schools to pay for identifying and
replacing the asbestos materials.

Raunch said evidence of industry
knowledge about the health risks of
asbestos was obtained by lawyers for
several hundred personal injury suils
filed against the industry by asbestos
workers,

Raunch said he would try to deliver the
evidence to Perkins, but he added that
“the lawyers working on the cases have
not authorized their release yet."

It would cost between $30 million and
$40 million, Raunch estimated, to inspect
schools for the presence of asbestos and
it is fair to say that removal of asbestos
materials will be expensive.

“We feel the legislation’s chances for
passage will be enhanced by a directive
that will allow the government to seek

reimbursement from the industry,”
Raunch said.

Perkins agreed with that assessment.
But he said it was important to provide
federal financial assistance immediately
and then let government and industry
haggle later over who should pay the
cosls.

Perkins said he felt the federal
government and local school districts
should split the cost of removing asbestos
materials from classrooms on “‘perhaps
a 50-50 basis."

He predicted his subcommittee on
elementary, secondary and vocational
education would approve the legislation.

The Kentucky Democrat introduced
the legislation after hearing testimony
that hundreds of schools in the nation
may be contaminated by asbestos fibers
that can cause cancer and respiratory
diseases many vears after human ex-
posure to them.

But Perkins’ push for the legislation hit
an obstacle Thursday when William A.
Blakey, a deputy assistant in the
Department of Health, Education and
Welfare, said the Carter administration
objects to the proposal.

The program would be ‘‘extremely
large and complex,’” Blakey testified,

But, he said, “the fact that exposure to
the fiber has been identified in some
schools does not make il the federal
government's responsibility lo provide
funding for removal."

High blood pressure is now recognized
as one of the leading diseases producing
premature sickness, disability, and
death among Americans. It is estimated
that 23 million Americans have high
blood pressure - that's one in every seven
adults. One in four blacks have the
disease. Doctors have also discovered
that some women may have special high
blood pressure problems associatew with

contraceptives, pregnancy, and
menopause.
For years blood pressure was

overlooked as a major threat to life.
Little was known about its causes and
effects. Until recently, it was thought
that high blood pressure increased
naturally and beneficially with age.
Today, blood pressure just a few points
above normal is considered a serious
health problem at any age that can
eventually lead to stroke, heart disease,
and kidney failure. Most doctors now
realize that even minor deviation from

A person whih high blood
pressure may look and feel healthy until
it erupts suddenly in the form of heart
disease, stroke, or kidney failure.

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Pressure on Spending Mounts

Nationwide pressure to limit govern-
ment spending mounts. Already voters in
several slales— —among them Arizona,
Hawaii, Idaho, California and Ten-
nessee—have voted to limit spending
and-or taxes. Similar measures are being
proposed across the country, Does this
trend mean a bottom line of reduced
services as well as taxes?

Not if municipalities take an in-
novative approach toward their budget
problem-solving, say Mark Frazier,
director, and Jim Lewis, reseau.h
analyst of the Local Government Center,
a non-profit consulting group in Santa
Barbara, Cal. Writing in the March
Reader’s Digest, they cite numerous
inventive solutions arrived at by widely
disparate communities. Among them:

—Suburban Garden Grove, Cal., has
substituted modified one-family homeq
for vastly :nnre expensive traditional
firehouses. ‘‘Expanding the garages to
hold a fire engine and adding a back-yard
facility for hose drying and storage have
made these stations completely
adequate,” Frazier and Lewis note, In
the event that a population swing would

make one of these stations unnecessary,
it can readily be re-converted to a one-
family home and sold.

~In Franklin county, Ohio, a new
approach to first-time, non-violent adult
offenders is saving $322,000 a year in
court costs. Instead of conventional
probation, about 200 individuals a year
are placed on ‘“‘diversion''—an op-
portunity to work off their debt to society,
pay back lheir victims and eventually
have their criminal records erased. The
program has an additional plus: its
recidivism rate is only 15 percent.

—In Jacksonville, Fla., the Sheriff's
Department simply switched from
standard-sized patrol cars to compacts—
and saved $720,000 a year in gasoline and
maintenance costs,

—In Lynwood, Cal,, a landscape firm
took over the tree-triming operation from
the city. In one week it accomplished
what the cily crews did in a year.

Some of the basic strategy that com-
munities are employing in their search
for more efficient and less expensive
administration includes offering in-
centives for productivity and efficiency,

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Major Food Stamp Changes
Become Effective Thursday

Tomorrow (Thursday) the Department
for Human Resources will begin im-
plementing major changes in the federal
food stamp program. including a revision
it eligibility standards,

Under the new rules, income limits
used determine eligibility will be lowered
to federal proverty guidelines set by the
US. Office of Management and Budget.
Formerly, the limits were established by
the U.S. Department of Agriculture.

Some families with higher incomes no
longer will qualify for food stamps, and
others will receive less benefits. Some
lower income families will receive in-

creased benefits, according to Gail
Huecker, Bureau ofr Social Insurance
Commissioner.

Floyd Co. Park
At Allen Gets
$125,000 Help

* Approval of an application of $125 000
for the Floyd County Park near Allen was
among 38 approved last week by
Governor Carroll.

The applications totalling $1,699,478
are for development of public parks and
outdoor recreation areas across Ken-
tucky.

Kentucky Parks Department officials
said the funds were made available by
the Heritage Conservation and
Recreation Service of the U.S. Depart-
ment of the Interior and will be ad-
minstered by local city and county
governments.

Some $5.5 million was allotted for fisecal
year 1978-79 from the federal Land and
Water Conservation Fund.

Of that amount, $1.8 million was
allocated earlier for city and county
projects through the 15 area development
districts, and approximately $2 million
was set aside for state projects including
planning and administration, parks
officials said.

In remarks concerning the grant,
Carroll described as very important the
federal aid local governments have
received to help develop the parks and
ouldoor recreation needs of Kentuckians.

Current food stamp cases will be
reviewed under the new standards over
the next few months on an individual
basis. Food stamps households will be
notified in advance of changes in their
benefits.

Division of Forestry Preps
For Fire Season in This Area

“‘Accident or arson—any wildfire is
illegal,"” Stephen R. Brackett, law en-
forcement supervisor, Kentucky Division
of Forestry, said this week in a preview
of the spring forest fire season. He fears
destructive fires are ahead,

Because the Eastern Kentucky area
has had few heavy snows, accumulated
leaves in our forests will not be com-
pacted, and this will cause spring fires to
burn very hot and rapidly, resulting in
greater fire caused damage, he said.

The Division of Forestry intends to
cope with this problem by increasing its
law enforcement activities to the
maximum. ‘‘The appointment of ad-
ditional officers in the Eastern Kentucky
area and prosecution through district
and circuit courts will certainly be an
added deterrent to the majority of forest
law offenders', he said.

The spring fire season officially begins
March 1 and ends May 15. During this
period, it will be unlawful to burn any
flammable material located within 150 ft.
of any woodland or grassland leading to
woodland except between the hours of
4:30 and 12 o'clock midnight.

Any person violating KRS 149,400 shall
be fined not less that $10 nor more than
$100 or imprisoned for not less than 10
days nor more than six months, or both.

Any person violating KRS 149.380
(willfully, wantonly, or maliciously set-
ting of fire) shall be fined not more than
$1000 and imprisoned for not more than
two years in the state penitentiary, or
both,

Concerning The Proposed Construction of A Coal Tipple To
Be Located In Prestonsburg, Kentucky

The Blackhawk Mining Company has applied to the Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental Protection for a permit to construct
a coal tipple to be located on Water Gap Road near Prestonsburg, Kentucky.

The application proposes the construction of facilities for receiving coal
by truck; facilities for crushing, screening, conveying, and stockpiling coal;
and facilities for loading coal teo railcars. Air pollution control measures
proposed by the application include the use of enclosures and wet sup-
pression using high pressure fogging nozzles.

The proposed construction is subject to the Standards of Performance
for New Stationary Sources (NSPS) and to the Prevention of Significant
Deterioration (PSD) of air quality provisions of the Clean Air Act (40 CFR
52.21). Paragraph (k) of that Federal Regulation exempts the proposed
construction from an air quality analysis for the determination of con-
sumption of allowable increment of air quality deterioration, since allowable
emissions would he less than 50 tons per year, 1000 pounds per day, and 100
pounds per hour. Therefore, no air quality analysis has been performed.

Based on the information submitted by the applicant, the Department
has concluded that the proposed construction will comply with all applicable
emission and air quality standards. Therefore, a preliminary determination
has been made to grant a permit to construct.

Offer Prepaid
Legal Services

Responding to increasing public
demand for greater availability of legal
services, the Kentucky Bar Association
and the Louisville Bar Associatiion have
jointly established Kentucky Legal
Services Plan, Inc., a non-profit
organization which will offer an open
panel statewide plan of prepaid legal
services.

The action has terminated a seven-
year study of the need for an open panel
prepaid legal services plan and the
method to implement it. It is the first
open panel plan in the state and it is
designed to reach those whose legal
needs are currently unmet and those whe
are apprehensive respecting thé cost of
legal services.

Under the Kentucky Legal Services
plan, Midwest Mutual Insurance Com-
pany of West Des Moines, Iowa, the plan
underwriter, will market in Kentucky a
prepaid legal expense policy of insurance
to groups composed of eight or more
persons. A reasonable premium for a
family of less than $10 per month has
heen sel. Legal services included under
the plan, among others, are: bankruptcy
proceeding, divorce actions, will
preparation, adoptions, defense of
criminal charges and traffic violations,
and major trial coverage.

Presently the prepaid legal services
plan covers United Auto Workers -
Chrysler and, on a voluntary basis,
employees of the Commonwealth of
Kentucky.

The purpose of the plan is to provide to
the general public a program for prepaid
legal services to be rendered by Ken-
tucky lawyers in good standing who must
carry legal malpractice insurance to be
eligible for participation.

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Auxiliary Police Force Serves Well—Without Pay

By DAVID EVANS

The attitudes of the American people
toward the police service often are in-
consistent. The police are appreciated
when they are needed but are often
feared because they represent authority.
They are often ridiculed in the low humor
of situation comedies and idealized in
police television drama. In some cases,
political ideology dictates attitudes of
respect or hatred toward the police. Only
rarely is the real nature of the police
service broadcast; rarely is the man
inside the uniform known, or his true role
appraised. Yet, his role in critical. Every
day of his professional life he is met with
conflicts and situations that are too
painful or too frightening for many
Americans to confront.

There is no confusion about one point
When faced with trouble, Americans
expect quick police response; when
victimized, they want—and expect—the
services of a professional,

The city of Prestonsburg is fortunate to
have an outstanding police department,
but in addition to the fulltime police of-
ficers the city utilizes the services of an
auxiliary police force.

In 1974, David Cooley approached Sgt.
Craig Kilgore of the Police Department
with the idea of starting an auxiliary

police force. Major Harold Cooley, who
was then police commissioner, was then
asked to check into the possibliity of
slarting the auxiliary, He talked with the
City of Ashland, whiech had an
established such a force, then regulations
were drawn up, based on those of the
Ashland force, and The City of Prestons-
burg Auxiliary Police Force was formed
in 1975 under a city ordinance.

Currently, there are eight auxiliary
police officers, whose duties are to
control the crowds at all special events in
the city such as festivals, tournaments
and parades. The officers also work on
Friday and Saturday nights with the
city’s fulllime officers, The auxiliary
force receives no compensation for their
duties. In the words of auxiliary
policeman Bobby Burchett, “We give
everything and demand nothing in
return,”

Each auxiliary policeman must
receive 40 hours of training per year in
addition to 400 hours of training before
they start on the special force. This
training is done by Prestonsburg
Policeman Craig Kilgore and consists of
law, use of weapons, narcotics analysis,
court procedures, arrest procedures and
self-defense. The auxiliary force is
trained on any regular police officer
would be. All training material comes
from the Bureau of Training at Eastern
Kentucky University. As trainer Kilgore
puts it, “‘we do not accept any thing less
than professional on the auxiliary force,
because any thing less than professional
is not an officer.”

The auxiliary police force is selected
through an extensive study of the in-
dividual applying. First the application
must be submitted to the chief of police
and then the correct auxiliary policemen
investigate the applicant must go before
a personnel board and explain why he
wishes to become a member of the
special force. After that, the personnel
board will make a recommendation to
the city council for its final decision. In
the past, only one of every 10 applications
have been accepted. The applicant must
be a high school graduate, live in the city
limits and be between the ages of 21 and
42.

Sgt. Kilgore says he believes that the
auxiliary force is the greatest thing to
happen to this city for protection. “These
are men who live and work in the city and
just want to do their part to make this a
safer city. I think the cily and the police
force are lucky to have the services of the
auxiliary force.” State Trooper Don
Weedman said that Prestonsburg has the
best auxiliary police force he has seen in
the state, Kilgore said that the men are
on call 24 hours a day in the case of jail
breaks, murders, robberies and other
major crimes. It’s a lot better to have 18
officers at the scene of a erime than 10,”
said Kilgore ‘‘This makes our job
easier.” .

Even though the other oOfficers are
behind the force, the auxiliary policemen
often meet with some resistance from the
community, “‘I think it’s half and half;

some people in the communily accept us
and some don't,” auxiliary policeman
David Chaffin said. ‘*Most people don't
understand the amount of training we
have, they think they (the eity) just put
us on the street and stick guns on our
hips, We just wish the people would
realize thal we are trained and that we
are here to make for a safer cily."

The special force has not been without
some lense moments. On one occasion a
child in the Goble-Roberts Addition had
stopped breathing. Both police cars were
not in operation at the time, so David
Cooley and David Chaffin rushed to the
scene in their own vehicle and ad-
ministered mouth-to-mouth resusciation
and saved the life of the child. The
auxiliary police force has taken part in
hundreds of arrest without one bad in-
cident. Mayor Cooley said he was very
pleased with the help of the force in
special siluations and that the city
council is glad to have them working.

The feelings of the auxiliary policemen
are besl summed up by one of its
members, Bobby Burchett, who said *'If
we are able to just help one person who is
in trouble, il will be worth all our time."

The auxiliary police force can be
assumed that they have helped that one
person, plus many many more in
Prestonsburg.

Says Sewage Treatment Process Dangerous

he National Wildlife Federation has
urged the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) to restrict the use of a
widely used sludge treatment process
which produces toxic chemicals.

EPA has drafted a “'guidance em-
morandum'’ to its regional offices
containifg information on the process,
known as superchlorination. The process
is used in at least 57 municipal waste
treatment facilities throughout the
country to stabilize and disinfect sludge
before it is dumped in landfills. Another
14 plants are under construction. (In
Kentucky such a facility is in operation at
Rolling Hills, Owenshoro.)

But NWF, the nation’s largest citizens
conservation organization, believes the

EPA memo should “'strongly
discourage'’ superchlorination of
municipal and industrial sludges because
it is a threat to human health.

“Evidence exists that there is very
good reason lo anticipate adverse im-
pacts unless adequate restraints are
placed on the continued use of this
treatment method," said NWF in a letter
to EPA. The letter cites two studies
revealing that the superchlorination
process produces more than 40 iden-
tifiable chlorinated organic compounds,
17 of which are known to be toxic, and
three of which are known or suspected
carcinogens,

“It's ironic that while EPA is working
to control toxic chemicals, it would allow
superchlorination—which generates new
toxic substances—to be freely used in
federally-funded treatment facilities,"
said NWF attorney Kenneth Kamlet.

Not enough is known about the
potentially harmful effects of landfilling
superchlorinated sludge to risk continued
use of the process, according to Kamlet.
When the treated sludge is buried or
placed in a landfill, it is not known to
what extent the soil will retain the
chlorinated organics present in the
sludge, he said.

If chlorinated organic compounds
leach oult of the sludge and into the
groundwater or surface waters, they
may l'nnlaminale drinking water

surrounding area, Kamlet pointed out.

One waste treatment facility where the
superchlorination process is used is
planning to produce 960 to 1,220 pounds
of new chlorinated organics daily, the
NWF letter said.

It is also probable, said NWF, that the
likely presence of the loxic gas cyanogen
chloride poses a health hazard to people
working at or visiting treatment facilities
which use the superchlorination process.

EPA should require use of alternative
sludge treatment processes, such as
composting, said NWF. Where super-
chlorination is the only feasible ap-

proach, EPA should require that treated -

sludges be contained and isolated in lined
landfills.

In addition, said NWF, EPA should
u-l.,ard superchlorlnated sludges as both

“‘hazardous waters,’ coming under
requirements of the Clean Water Act and
the Resource Conservation and Recovery
Act, and as a source of new toxic sub-
stances, subject to the Toxic Substances
Control Act.

PSC Offers Fuel Bill Help '

The chairman of the Public Service
Commission has announced that the
commission 1s laking immediate action
in the face of rising energy costs to help
persons of limiled economic means,

Chairman Richard Taylor outlined the
commission’s action at a new conference
today.

tures," Taylor said.

direct benefit to the rate payer. The
commission will file a regulation to
implement this policy no later than
March 20," Taylor said.

Taylor said an emergency regulation
has just been implemented to give utility
customers a better opportunity to pay
overdue bills before service is ter-
minated. This regulation extends the
notification period, provides for partial
payments and directs utilities to provide
a budget payment plan.

Realizing the prejudice surrounding
the fuel adjustment clause, Taylor said
the recently implemented com-
prehensive uniform’ fuel adjustment
clause permils close scrutiny by the
commission of the utilities’ coal charges.

In May, as required by the regulation,
“the commission will begin examining in
the public arena every aspect of coal
purchase procedures. Monitoring
already is in progress and the present
procedures appear to be the fairest to the
rate payer,"” Taylor said.

‘‘However, we're not irrevoecably
bound to any procedures if found at any
time for any eason not to be beneficial to
the consumer."”

Taylor also said the commission plans
to intervene, when it believes it can do so
effectively, in major federal and state
actions that appear to have a potentially
detrimental effect to the rate payer.

Alice Lloyd and
her Typewriter

by Lynn Evans

*All service ranks the
same with God-With God,
whose puppets, best and worst,
are we: There is no last nor
first:™

Drawing inspiration from
these lines from Robert Brown-
ing's “Pippa Passes,” Alice
Lloyd helped establish and pro-
mote education in eastern
Kentucky. She set up 100
grade schools and 15 high
schools as well as the junior
college she founded in a town,
Pippa Passes, Ky., which she
named in honor of Browning's
poerr.

Alice Geddes Lloyd spent
the first 40 years of her life as
a proper Back Bay Bostian.
educated at Radcliffe and mar-
ried to a successful lawyer. In
1916, after being given only a
few months to live because ol
spinal ‘meningitis, shé was told
to move to a milder climate.
She and her 65-year-old mother
accepled the hospitality of a
minister who offered them the
use of his cabin in Knott Coun-
ty, Kentucky. Mrs. Lloyd never
left that gencral area, where
she lived for 46 more years

A mountaineer with nine
children asked Mrs. Lloyd to

eduecate his children and offer-
ed her 30 acres of land on
Caney Creek. There. in 1923,
with three students. she estab-
lished Caney Jumior College,
later known as Alice Lloyd
Junior ('U[]CL_'_L‘. The school was
designed especially for the
children of the hill country.

On her old Oliver No. 9
typewritter, she would write 1o
friends and acquaintances ask-
ing for money, books, volun-
teer teachers and-anything that
would perpetuate her work at
the college. -She wrote, “"The
leaders are here. YES, LEAD:-
ERS! Doctors and lawyers and

engineers, school principals and

became physicians,

She did everything from
fund raising to personally sele¢-
ting the students. She estab:
lished a strict curriculum and a
strict code of conduct--uniform
dress was required and *'no to-
bacco or playing cards, no
liquor, no firearms, no unauth-
orized meetings  with  the
opposite sex.”

Each student had chores
to  perform along with his
schoolwork. In return for an al-
most free education, the
student had to promise to com-
plete his education and retumn
to the hills of Kentucky. The
promise was reinforced by a
ceremony called Purpose Road.
Each pupil had to state his
goals in life in front of Mrs.
Lloyd, the teachers and the
other students.

She said, “*Education
cannot be paid for in money
like food or shoes. The world
would still be in ignorance to-
day if men and women had not
repaid their schools of learning
in more precious coin than was
ever stamped in metal: the coin
of service."

Today Alice  Lloyd
College has changed with the
times; there is a more liberal
code of conduct and dress, the
campus is more modern in
every way- Whathasn't changed
is Mrs. Lloyd's goal of bringing
the best education possible to
studénts . in. the eastemn
Kentucky hills,

Alice Lloyd and her old
typewriter collected over $2
million in donations for the
school until her death in 1962
at the age of 86.

summary'' prepared for the National
Coal Association, Laviers said that coal
consumption is at a record high—6.9 per
cent higher last month than any previous
January. Despile this rise in con-
sumption, large coal consumers, like
electric utilities, are reducing their in-
ventories. Laviers said inventory
reductions are the result of a number of
factors including the high cost of
money—interest rates of 13-14 per cent-
and a confidence by coal consumers, in
coal producers ability to produce coal.

“While consumption of coal is at a high
level, production is at a higher level,"”
Laviers explained. "It isn't so much that
coal consumption is down as that our
ability to produce coal in this country is
at an even higher level. Of course, it

amounts to the same effect. And, the
customer worries less about stock-
piling."”

Meanwhile, coal producers had 145
million tons of coal stockpiled at the end
of January, according to the statistical
summary. Pointing out than only 650
million tons of coal were consumed last
year, Laviers said, ‘‘Stocks are con-
siderable. I don't believe this is a record,
but it's a lot and it represents a trend.”

South-East has been affected this year
by record importation of foreign coke. It
takes two tons of coal to produce a ton of
coke, so the 5-10 million tons of foreign
coke imported last year is equivalent to
twice that amount of coal. **“We produce a
lot of metallurgical coal and we have the
same problems that other melcoal
producers in this country have,” he said.

Laviers said that in addition to suf-
fering from foreign imports, exports at
South-East have dropped this year. “The
export of coal is off because the foreign
steel mills don't have a lot of business
themselves,'" he said. Overseas exports
account for 40 per cent of South-East's
production.

With improved weather conditions,
Laviers said South-East expects ‘“‘sub-
stantial more running time in March
than in February.” He said the company
should be back up to full schedule by
summer.

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Says ABC Top Sex Programmer

TUPELO, MISS.——ABC was the
lop programmer of sex on tele-
vision, while CBS was the top
network for profanity according
1o the report of the National
Federation for Decency for last
fall's monitoring program.

The NFD report showed ABC
with 1212 scenes of suggested
sexual intercourse and sexually
suggestive comments, CBS was
next with 968 while NBC was the
least sex-oriented network with
518,

When jiggly scenes (defined by
the NFD as undue and unneces-
sary emphasis on the female
anatomy) were added, ABC was
rated 1948, CBS at 1579, and
NBC at 1013,

The report covered 762.5 hours
of prime-time programming be-
tween September 10 and Decem-
ber 2. It showed that 88 percent
of all sex shown on television was
depicted outside marriage.

Most of the sexually-oriented
programming appeared on net-
work movies. CBS Movies was
the highest rated, with ABC
Movies next and NBC Movies
third. Other programs with high
sex ratings included Soap, Love
Boat, Three's Company, Dallas,
The Big Event, Charlie's Angels,
and Vegas.

The least sexually-oriented
programs were Grandpa Goes to
Washington, World  Series,
Aunerican League Playoffs, Life-
line, Project UFO, Different
Strokes, Little House On The
Prairie, The Waltons, Monday
Night Football, and Donny and
Marie.

ABC aired 4.76 sex incidents
per hour not including the jiggly
scenes, while CBS rated 3.86
and NBC 2.0l. Adding the

jigely scenes ABC aired 7.65
per hour, CBS 6.30 and NBC
3.93.

At the per hour rate viewers
would be exposed to 11,639
sex incidents over a year of prime-
time viewing not including jiggly
scenes, and 19,578 sex incidents
including the jiggly scenes. The
amount of sex aired, not including
the jiggly scenes, increased 25.6
percent over the monitoring re-
port for the fall of 1977. The
NFD did not include jiggly
scenes in its 1977 report.

The top sponsors based on an
ad ratio factor (total amount of
sex sponsored divided by the total
number of ads) included Gulf
& Western (No-Nonense hosiery),
Smith-Kline, Revlon, Squibb,
Miles Laboratories, Mazda,
Noxell, Toyota, Mr. Coffee, and
Unilever-Lever Brothers.

The least sponsors based on
the ad ratio factor included
Xerox, Nissan, Philip Morris,

In the profanity part of the
report, CHS was tops with 497,
followed by ABC wt 273 and NBC
with 266.

The least constructive pro-
gramming sponsors included
Gulf & Western, Noxell, Dunkin
