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Grand Jury 
Names Four 
For Murder 
Special Panel Ends 
Work After 1 Y2 Days; 
Petit Jurors Named 

Although in session only a day and a 
half, the special grand jury which con­
vened Monday morning voted three 
murder indictments and nine others 
alleging major offenses. 

One of the murder indictments named 
Reva Jean Martin in the death by 
drowning of her newborn daughter . . It 
alleged that the crime was committed by 
throwing the infant into Left Beaver 
Creek, resulting in its drowning. 

Another murder bill charged Stephen 
Wr!ght with the revolver slaying near 
Martin recently of his brother, Larry. A 
first degree assault charge was also 
lodged against Wright on the allegation 
that he shot and wounded his father , 
Edgar Wright, at the same time. 

The third was a murder charge which 
was made against James and Rufus 
Clemons after a similar indictment made 
against them in Knott county, scene of 
the slaying in which they allegedly were 
involved, had been quashed. They are 
accused of the murder of Charley Hall, 
Jr. The two also were named in a first 
degree assault count for shooting and 
wounding Orris Little.

'First State-Operated Center 
For Juveniles Opens Here 

The first state-operated juvenile 
detention center in Kentucky was 
scheduled to open here Monday for 
limited operation. 

The center, which is housed in the new 
Co thouse Annex and planned as a 
multi-county facility, is at first accepting 
only female juveniles because not enough 
male personnel has been employed to 
handle male prisoners satisfactorily, it 
was explained. 

Twelve aides'-two for each of three 
eight-hour shifts- are necessary for the 
care of prisoners of both sexes. As of last 
Saturday, five women had been em­
ployed and it was thought at that time the 
center could be opened Monday to 
receive girls. Only two men had been 
hired for the same work with boys, and 
this situation resulted in the delay in 
accepting male juveniles. 

The center, as now arranged, has a 
capacity for only 16 juveniles but can be 
arranged to accommodate 25 . 

Sheriff Doug Lewis commented: "We 
could fill it within a week. But most of the 
prisoners would be boys." 

Other officials agreed. They said about 
10 boys to one gJ:rl is ib.e proportion of 
juvenile arrests. " Most of\lle girls we get 
are runaways," one comm~ted. 

Roy Stivers is acting superi'iht._endent of 
the center, and Johnny Caudil1 is his 
assistant. Mrs. Marta Hicks is juVenile 
counsellor. 

Primarily, the center is for the 
detention of juveniles until final decisions 
in their cases, including other "treat­
ment," are made. 

The detention center is designed to be a 
complete unit, separate fr om the outside. 
Meals will be prepared and served within 
its walls. A nurse is available for blood 
tests and other services to inmates. A 
program of schooling will be offered, and 
recreation will include games and 
television-viewing. 

"But it will not all be play for the 
youngsters, " a staff member said. 
" There'll be work-mops to push, 
brooms to use." 

Insubordination, use of foul language 
and other infractions will be carefully 
noted and will result in penalties- in 
some cases, isolation ; in others, loss of 
privileges. 

Officials are doubtful if the facility 
here is large enough to accommodate not 
only Floyd's but also youths from 
Johnson, Magoffin and Martin counties . 

They are hopeful, however . Because of 
the court ruling that juvenile prisoners 
must be separated from sight and sound 
of adult prisoners, few juveniles in this 
county are being held. All officials 
contacted say that is a bad situation, and 
they are equally unanimous in saying 
that new juvenile laws are so "weak" 
that it's almost (mpossible to cope with 
juvenile crime.

Specialized Techniques 
Used in Asbestos Work 

Work which was begun Feb. 23 to 
remove asbestos from ceilings and walls 
of Prestonsburg High School was said to 
be "on schedule" this week as workmen 
of the J . L. Seagull Co. , of Dayton, 0 ., 
project contractor , labored behind 
carefully locked doors to remove the 
material which has been linked to cancer 
and certain serious respiratory diseases. 

the work fell behind even befo-re asbestos 
emoval began when 2·o hours were 
equired on an unexpected cleanup of the 

school to remove asbestos dust which had 
settled over the years on floors and walls . 
Another problem cited by Welch was the 
effect of asbestos fibers on electric 
motors used to spray solution on sur­
faces . Welch said the asbestos is so 
abrasive that even small amounts which 
work in to the motors quickly destroy 
seals and other non-metallic com­
ponents. Another problem which has 
begun to affect work crews at the school

The actual asbestos removal con-
stitutes a tedious and seemingly 
monumental task with work proceeding 
generally as follows: 

To the whir of a number of large 
capacity electric motors which circulate 
contaminated air through specially­
designed (and quite expensive) HEPA­
filters , workmen must first line walls and 
floors with heavy duty plastic to seal 
them against settling asbestos particles. 
Then asbestos-bearing surfaces are 
sprayed with a mixture of water and a 
detergent wetting agent to minimize 
scattering of the minute asbestos 
fragments. Still working in the seal 
ed, plastic chamber, workers strip the 
asbestos layers from wall and ceiling 
surfaces, and seal the material in 
large drums for removal 
to a disposal site in Pike county. 
A work force of about 22 men, mostly 
residents of the Louisville area, work in 
shifts around the clock to complete the 
work which iS expected to end sometime 
next week.

Construction 
Near Here Set 
To Start Soon 

Construction will begin shortly on new 
facilities near here to hause opemtions of 
Columbia Gas Translllission Corp. in the 
Prestonsburg area. Camden Garrett, 
area manager for the company, said the 
overall cost will be abo.ut $925,000. 

Columbia Transmission, a unit of the 
Columbia Gas System, is the principal 
gas supplier of 75 natural gas distribution 
companies in the East and Midwest and 
is responsible for production operations 
of the Columbia Gas System in the 
Appalachian area. 

The Prestonsburg area operation is 
responsible for all company activities in 
Floyd, Pike, Knott, Johnson, Breathitt 
and Magoffin counties. 

The complex, designed by Ashland 
architect Harry Homan, will be a 
modern masonry and brick building, 
containing 17,808 square feet of floor 
space. Akers and Akers Constractors, 
Inc., of Dana, is general contractor for 
the project. 

The building will include offices, 
garage facilities, a warehouse and a 
$250,0()0 microwave station. 

For more than 25 years, Columbia has 
leased a two-story building in Prestons­

. burg ~or its area headquarters and 
garage. The company also operates a 
warehouse and pipe storage yard on the 
site where the new headquarters is being 
built, four miles south of Prestonsburg on 
KY 1428 (Old US 23) 

Fifty-six Columbia employees will he 
headquartered at the new facilities when 
completed next fall. Twenty-nine, in­
cluding five employees of Columbia Gas 
of Kentucky, now work out of the 
Prestonsburg office ahd 27 at Lahcer.

School Officials See 
Deficit Cut in Half 

S1:1perintendent Pete Grigsby, Jr. said 
this week, following a meeting with of­
ficials of the Division of Local School 
District Financing, that he expects the 
deficit in the general fund of the Floyd 
county schooJ district to be cut in half this 
year. 

The budget def~cit as of last July 1 was 
$668,703.90, but expenditures were cut 
back after that date, and the projected 
general fund deficit for J.uly 1, this year, 
is $395,715.53, which woUld . indicate a 
reduction of $272,988.37. 

James A. Duff, who represents 
Division 2 of the county on the school 
board, released to The Times in­
formation contained in a merrio to Gayle 
Bowen, director of the financing division, 

from the division"s accounting examiner, 
Darrell Boggs, last Sept. 27 after Boggs 
had reviewed the situation in this county . 

Boggs reported on factors contributing 
to the deficit: 

1. Overstaffing: 434.6 units (teachers ) 
were employed from local funds in fiscal 
year 1978. Of those 434, only 397.3 units 
were allotted under Minimum Foun­
dation funds," repr~senting overstaffing 
by 37.3 teachers. <This, Mr. Duff said, 
represents an outlay of more than 
$300,000.) 

2. Increased costs of gas , electricity 
and other commodities necessary to 
school operation, all much greater than 
revenues available. This situation was 
compounded by the cold winter of 1977-78. 

Clark·s a He, Did Not 
3. The tax rate was calculated to ac­

crue maximum revenues of $530,412.23, 
but taxes actually collected- 91.3 per­
cent of the total in tax bills- was 
$484,592.18. 

Boggs recommended that the board : 
1. Reduce and reallocate the existing 

staff more nearly to equal the number 
allowed by the Minimum Foundation.

Former Superintendent of Schools 
Charles Clark this week broke his self­
imposed silence on school matters to 
deny that he left a deficit for his suc­
cessor to inherit. 

"When I left office July 1, 1976, we had 
a surplus of $43,000," Mr. ·Clark said in a 
telephone conversation from his home at 
Hueysville. 

The ex-superintendent 's statement 
followed published statements by o'thers 
on three occasions when they said the 
present school board's deficit of $350,000 
for the current school year and a deficit 
for the preceding year were " inherited." 
One statement, published earlier in this 
newspaper, was to the effect that the 
deficit had existed four years. 

" I know," said Clark, they (the board) 
have problems, serious problems-old 
buildings which need repairs, increased 
costs of transportation and other ex-

. penses- and I am in sympathy with 
them . But I resent this placing the blame 
on me." 

The ex-superintendent recalled that he 
had specifically urged that the budget be 
in balance by the time he left office and 
that a month before the end of his term 
his assistant superintendent, for finance, 
Ray Brackett, reported to him that there 
was a $43,000 surplus. 

"I told him he should tell this to the 
board at the next meeting, and he did," 

Clark added. " I later read that Ray had 
said the present deficit had existed for 
four years." 

Clark said that at one time there was a 
deficit of $65,000 and that he went before 
the state board and promised to 
eliminate it by the next year by reducing 
the number of units. "And I did," he 
declared. "I caught the criticism, but I 
cut the units, and the deficit was wiped 
out. " 

(Clark said it should be understood that 
the budget referred to is the one which 
involves current expenses.) 

"They inherited old buildings, but they 
also inherited more than 180 new 
classrooms and a surplus of $43,000," 
Clark added. 

The latest statement to the effect that 
the deficit was inherited was apparently 
made by Dr . Franklin K. Belhasen, of 
Paintsville, a member of the state Board 
of Education in refutation of a news-story 
published by the Huntington (W. Va.) 
Herald-Dispatch . The statement, as 
reported in another local newspaper , 
read: 

"Mr . Grigsby inherited the deficit and 
has been extremely cooperative with the 
State Board of Education in getting it 
reduced . We have confidence in 
Superintendent Grigsby and feel he 
will get the job done."

Refen i{lg to the Herald-DisP~atch story 
written by•l{uane Rosenlieb, Jt -.1 , which 
said in its lea tl paragraph that the tate 
board at its Feb. 21 meeting hi::lrl 
"unanimously rejected a Floyd county ' 
school budget that projects $3~,000 
deficit for this school year," Dr. 
Belhasen wrote the Huntington news­
paper , in part: 

" I didn't miss a moment of the board 
meeting and at no time was there a vote 
taken on the Floyd county budget, or any 
other' budget. The Floyd county budget 
was discussed at no time during the 
meeting. The board has never voted to 
reject the Floyd county school budget. To 
my knowledge , the Floyd county board 
does not have to submit an operating 
budget on March 14, as stated in the 
article. " 

Supt. Grigsby designated as "crazy" a 
statement in the news-story which quoted 
Chairman Pogue, of the state board, as 
saying Grigsby had claimed that "part of 
the deficit was in conjunction with the 
expenditure for asbestos. " 

" How could the asbestos work have 
anything to do with the budget when 
$70,000 of the cost was already sub­
scribed by Governor Carroll and the 
fiscal court?" he asked. 

Mr. Grigsby at that time was con­
sidering the possibility of libel action 
against the Huntington newspaper. ~

2. Continue working to improve tax 
collections. 

3. Continue to invest surplus funds in 
short -term savings. 

4. Institute a conservative policy on 
expenditures and thus pay for only those 
items necessary for the educational 
program. 

5. Explore the possibility of assessing 
one of the taxes authorized by law­
utilities, excise or occupational.' 

Discussing these recommendations, 
Mr. Duff said the cutback on units has 
already been effected by about 25 and 
that further staff reduction and a tough 
policy on expenditures to hold them to the 
absolute necessity level will be adopted. 

The utility tax was proposed, as 
suggested, but met overwhelm(ng op­
position and was dropped. " Nobody's for 
taxes," Duff commented . 

One item of business which b.,e said he 
expects action on at the next meeting of 
the board tomorrow (Wednesday) night 
will be a review of the 1879-'80 salary 
schedule to bring it to the ~evel required 
by statute. 

" If we continue as we are now going," 
Duff said, "I believe we 'll eliminate this 
deficit in one more school term." 

uperintendent Grigsby pointed to a 
big roofing job on the school buildings 
done at the recommendation of the 
Division of Buildings and Grounds which 
cost the general fund $400,000 over the 
last three years . He also cited costs of 
projects related to the 1977 flood as factor 
in the deficit.

Anyone who has visited a grocery store 
lately knows that the price of head let­
tuce is sky high. And as a result of the 
farm labor troubles in California 's let­
tuce growing valley, the price will shoot 
even higher. 

What can you do if the cost doesn't fit 
your budget? Try substituting other 
sa lad greens that are more reasonably 
priced. 

Fresh spinach, Chinese cabbage and 
endive are a few possibilities. Or stretch 
salad greens with other raw vegetables , 
like shredded raw carrots, broccoli or 
celery. 

Or you may decide to forget a bout 
tossed salad until next summer when you 
can grow leaf lettuce, bibb or some of the 
other varieties in your garden. In the 
meantime, serve vegetable or fruit 
salads. 

Three-bean salad made by combining 
canned green and yellow beans a nd red 
kidney beans is one possibility. Cabbage 
and grated carrot slaw is economical and 
nutritious. Fruit salads which combine 
some fresh fruits with canned are good, 
and for variation try a molded vegetable 
or fruit salad using unflavored gelatin.

People who had to go to a doctor or a 
hospital on Saturday night and Sunday in 
these areas had to go in four-wheel drive 
vehicles.

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The .Romance of Pepper

In this quaint and picturesque region of 
Appalachia there is an irreverent little 
folk tale about an old mountaineer who, 
finding himself in dire economic s traits 
·one 'day, decided to take his troubles to 
the Lord. 

Getting down on his knees he informed 
the Lord that his wife and children were 
desperately hungry a nd had been 
existing for days on nothing more than 
meatskins and scalded bread made from 
dried whiteoak acorn meal . 

" Oh Lord," he prayed, "send us a 
barrel of flour so we can make us some 
gravy." 

Then thinking he needed something 
with which to flavor the gravy, he added: 
" Oh Lord send us a barrel of pepper." 

At that point hjs wife who had been 
kneeling with him broke in : ''Land sakes, 
Rafe," she said, "that's too much pep­
per. " 

" Not to worry," her husband replied. 
' 'If we get it, we can always swap it. " 

And no doubt but that he could, since 
from time immemorial black pepper has 
been an item of trade and sou~r,c almost 

eagerly as gold. J. ~a:'duri~g the 
ddle Ages iJ. en served as curtency 

was 'ti'C'cepted as legal tender Jn 
ent of debts. 

istory reveals that the great\ 
arity and demand for pepper helped 

world exploration and was once 
of 'the discovery of America by 

ristopher Columbus. Sailing westward 
n search of pepper and other spices of 

the fabled Indies, Columbus did not find 
what he sought. Instead, he discovered a 
new world. 

This condiment which has fl~vored so 
much history and exerted such an in­
nuence on early commerce, is native to 
the Indo-Malayan region. C. R. Roberts, 
University of Kentucky Extension 
horticulturist, says it is unrelated to the 
sweet and the hot varieties grown in our 
gardens. The berries are harvested 
before they are ripe, dried, ground, 
placed in small boxes and sold in grocery 
stores around the world. Sometimes the 
peppercorns are marketed whole for use 
in pickling and for those who like to grind 
their own. · 

In early times bla~:k pepper had two 
. important uses that are of little import 
today. It was in great demand to make 
overripe and tainted meats more 
palatable and for use as a medicine for 
treating fevers . Although refrigeration 
and antibiotics have lessened the need 
for pepper in these two c~tegories, the 
great demand for it is still extant. So 
great, in fact , that very few , if any, 
kitchens exist throughout the land that do 
no have ·a box or two of black pepper in 
the cupboard. 

During World War II, as man:r, 
housewives will remember, black pepper 
all but disappeared from the merket and 

to get a box, a customer had to know 
somebody who knew somebody, and.then 
pay an outrageous price for what he got. 
The price was usually paid with a 
minimum of complaint because gravy 
just isn't gravy without being dusted with 
ground black pepper. 

Actually few other items of trade and 
commerce have been of such 
significance as black pepper. In addition 
to the uses already mentioned, it adds to 
the piquancy of bland foods , keeps 
skippers away from curing hams, 
banishes certain species of lice and flies, 
and according to the Universal Botanical 
Guide and Reference, is valuable in the 
treatment of a "languid state of the 
stomach, dyspepsia, colic, and in­
termittents." 

In the technical lingo of botany, black 
pepper is c lassified as " piper nigrum." It 
is a product of a climbing or trailing 
shrub and its sharp, biting taste comes 
from an acrid resin and oil it contains. It 
is one of the most favored of household 
condiments.

Development District used about $66,000 
of the district's $162,000 allocation this 
year from the Department for Human 
Resources program offering grants to 
elderly or disabled Ken tuck .ans to help 
pay winter fuel-bills.

The Paintsville - Johnson County 
Chamber of Commerce announced last 
week that its board of directors had 
unanimously passed a resolution calling

Former U. S. Shoe Head 
Succumbs in Cincinnati 

Nathan Stix, former president and 
chairman of the board of the United 
States Shoe Corp., died Saturday in 
Cincinnati following a short illness . He 
was 80. 

Mr. Stix 's entire working life was spent 
in the shoe industry, and under his 
direction United States Shoe expanded 
from its only brand, Red Cross Shoes, to 
several brands, including Selby a nd 
Joyce shoes. Mr. Slix rose from general 
manager of United States Shoe to 
chairman of the board in 1968. He retired 
in 1972 and remained as a consultant and 
a director until his death. 

A 1921 graduate of the University of 
Michigan and a avy veteran of World 
War, I, Mr. Stix joined United States 
Shoe in 1941 when it acquired his Plaut­
Butler Shoe Co. in Harrison. 

Mr. Stix was a pioneer in the field of 
human relations, men who worked with 
him said. His practice of participatory 
decision making and his concern for the 
individual set standards that are 
recognized throughout the industry 
today. In the mid-19405, he established 
one of the first profit-sharing plans for 
employees. 

Mr. Stix is survived by two sons, 
Robert, a group vice-president of United 
States Shoe, and Charles, a 29-year 
employee of United States Shoe who now 
works for Chemical Fireproofing Corp.;

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Woman Mining Pioneer Information Available 
On Miner Education 

Rosella Lemaster has quietly made 
history at the Big Creek No. 2 Mine of 
Island Creek Coal Company in Pike 
county. She passed the landmark with 
the same quiet dedication and interest in 
her work that has marked her four-year 
career with the company. 

In November, 1978, Mrs. Lemaster 
became the first female underground 
supervisor in the history of Island Creek. 
The five-foot, three-inch , 109-pound 
woman began her supervisory career as 
a "fire boss" and has progressed to 
supervising a general labor crew. She is 
still in training, but as soon as a new 
section is opened at Big Creek she will 
become a section foreman-the first line 
of management at a coal mine. 

"I'm looking forward to it," Mrs. 
Lemaster says. "I've always tried to do 
my best in anything I attempt."

Th e Board of liner Training, 
Education and Certification, Kentucky 
Department of Mines and Minera ls, 
ruled that effective last Nov. 1, a ll 
Kentucky coal miners who worked in 
underground mines must meet minimum 
certificat ion and education re­
qairements. All Kentucky under­
ground coal miners who have 90 
working days' experience prior to that 
date may be "grandfathered" into the 
system without enrolling in the 48-hour · 
inexperienced miner 's course and suc­
cessful completion of the examination 
given in connection with this course. Sol 
H. N. Kirkpatrick, commissioner of the 
Kentucky Department of Mines and 
l\linerals, has urged all miners who meet 
the qualifications set by the board to 
contact the local district office of the 
Department for information in com­
plying with the board's requirement. To 
insure successful completion of the 
board's ruling, eligible miners should 
complete all necessary filing of forms by 
March 9. 

To work as a certified apprentice 
foreman in Kentucky, a person must 
have three years of underground working 
experience and pass a certification test 
administered by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Mines and Minerals. To date, 
according to the Department, about a 
dozen women have qualified to be 
foremen, but not all those are actively 
working as supervisory personnel in the 
mines.

The road to obtaining a foreman's 
certification is a long, hard pull, but Mrs. 
Lemaster believes the end result is worth 
the trip. "It was one of the hardest 
courses I have ever taken," she says. "I 
think it's worth it in the end, but you 
really have to want it." 

"It's been a lot of hard work-you 
won't believe what my husband has gone 
through . Every evening he would cook 
and wash the dishes so I could have 
enough time to study for the certification 
test. " Her husband Cody and her 16-year 
old daughter Kathy are now very proud 
of her accomplishment. "My daughter 
was very skeptical at first, but now she 
tells everybody about her mom. " 

Mrs. Lemaster also credits a member 
of Island Creek's top division 
management team for encouraging her 
and helping her along. Curtis Evans, 
district manager of the Big Creek district 
for Island Creek, was the first to ask Mrs. 
Lemaster if she would like to attend 
classes to receive her certification. 

"The company did encourage me, and 
one man really pushed me through this 
whole thing-Curtis Evans. There was a 
time when I had doubts, but he always 
talked to me and .encouraged me, " she 
recalls. 

"We have tried to push her in a sense," 
says Evans, "because she was ex­
ceptionally interested in her work. She 
can do just about anything, and she can 
run all the equipment we have." · j 

"She has a good personality and that i 

helps her," continues Evans, "and the l 
men respect her and try to help her . They I 
try to help her because she is the type I 
who tries to help herself. She gets down to I 
business and gets the job done." j

Medicaid To Pay 
Cost of Second 
Medical Opinion 

Eaeh year, Kentuckians participating 
in the Medicaid program are faced with 

·surgery. Often surgery is necessary to 
treat a particular health problem. But in 
some non-emergency cases, alternatives 
to surgery might be considered. 

For this reason, the Department for 
Human Resources administers a 
program' through which second medical 
opinions will be reimbursed through · 
Medicaid. , 

U.S. Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare officials believe the second 
opinion program can help reduce the 
costs of surgery to the Medicaid 
program. According to HEW, most 
surgery is clearly necessary . But any 
person concerned about the need for 
surgery can procure the name of a 
physician or specialist who will give him 
a second opinion. 

Gail Huecker, commissioner of the 
department's Bureau for Soda! In­
surance, said, "For non-emergency 
surgery, a second medical opinion helps 
patients to weigh the risks and benefits of 
surgery against the risks and benefits of 
other methods of treatment. In an effort 
to emphasize the use of second opinions, 
the bureau soon· will publicize the 
program through letters to physicians 
and Medicaid recipients." 

Pat ients in Kentucky may now obtain 
the name of a second physician through a 
referral center established by -HEW. The 
regional center maintains a list of 
specialists in Kentucky participating in 
the program, Huecker said.

Okay New Customers 

Columbia Gas of Kentucky, a unit of 
the Columbia Gas System, applied today 
to the Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission for permission to take on new 
residential, commercial and industrial 
customers in Kentucky starting April 1. 

Columbia is in a position that it should 
promptly begin to take on new customers 
and return to normal conditions as they 
existed prior to the imposition of 
restrictions," Michael J. Barna, district 
manager of Colubmia Gas of Kentucky, 
said. 

The company and its principal supplier 
project that Columbia has sufficient 
s upply to serve existing load 
requirements, additional customers and 
provide for a t least a 10-percent-colder­
than-normal weather reserve. 

Columbia listed the following reasons 
for improved gas supply: 

-Substantial improvement in gas 
supply from the company's principal 
supplier, Columbia Gas Transmission 
Corp. 

- Substantial conservation by 
residential and commercial customers . 

- Substantial and permanent un­
derruns by large industrial customers. 

- Enactment of the federal Natural 
Gas Policy Act with its potential to in­
crease further the flowing gas supply. 

Columbia currently receives ap­
proximately 93 percent of its total supply 
from Columbia Gas Transmission Corp. 

The Public Service Commission or­
dered Columbia- at the company's 
request- to stop ta king on new 
customers in 1972, when Columbia ex­
perienced a supply shortage. Columbia 
asked for the new business ban in order 
to protect requirements of existing 
customers. 

" While supplies have increased, 
Columbia has experienced at the same 
time a significant reduction in the total 
requirements of its existing customers," 
Barna said. "All of the new business we 
expect to add through the next six years 
still will not recapture the load we have 
lost during the past seven years." 

Usage by residential customers has 
declined a total of 15.3 percent of their 
normal demand since the 1972-73 oil 
embargo. Additionally, the company has 
experienced a 25.0 percent reduction in 
usage by commercial customers and a 
25.8 percent reduction by industrial 
customers.

Madison Jurors 
Fail 'fo Agree 
In Murder Case 

A jury in the Madison circuit court trial 
of Ralph Anderson, charged with murder 
in the slaying in this county of Mack 
Lewis, began its deliberations around 3 
p.m. last Tuesday and was dismissed at 1 
a.m. the following day as hopelessly 
disagreed. 

Date for a retrial of the case has not yet 
been set. 

Eight men who claimed they were 
eyewitnesses of the Lewis slaying 
testified that he was shot while unarmed, 
his hands at his sides. One witness said 
Anderson fired three shots, paused, then 
resumed firing, remarking, " That 'll fix 
you." 

Anderson was the only witness for the 
defense, but he claimed, as did others, 
that Lewis ran his hand up his back and 
told him that he was "yellow all the way 
to the top of his head." 

The defendant said he had two 
weapons, one on his hip, the other in his 
belt at his back, and that when Lewis ran 
his hand up his back he feared that Lewis 
had got possession of the pistol in his belt 
and would kill him. He said he whirled 
and fired, lost control and kept shooting, 
and was snapping on empty cartridges 
when he regained his senses. 

Some of the witnesses testified, 
however , that Anderson did not fire until 
after Lewis had said, "you won't do it." 

Judge Chenault, who presided at the 
trial, permitted the defense to impugn 
the reputation of Mack and admitted 
testimony that Lewis had killed two 
persons and was considered dangerous. 

Commonwealth witnesses testified to 
Lewis' good behavior over a period of 10-
15 years and of his activities in his 
church. The prosecution argued without 
effect that the incidents cited in Lewis' 
life to establish his reputation as a 
dangerous man were too remote to be 
acceptable in the trial but was overruled. 

At the same ttme, the Commonwealth 
was not permitted to introduce testimony 
impugning Anderson's reputation.

Bank Here Asks·} 
$2 Million of 
Housing Funds 

The Kentucky Housing Corporation has 
allocated $49.4 million of a proposed $60 
million .bond issue to 15 lending in­
stitutions, one of which is The Bank 
Josephine here, under a new loan-to­
lenders program. 

The program permits lending in­
stitutions to make conventional mort­
gag_e loans at rates well below market. 

Under the program, the housing cor­
poration will lend the money from the 
sale of bonds to lending institutions at 
one-half point above the sale price, and 
the lenders will make mortgage loans at 
a point and a half above that. 

That rate won't be set until the bonds 
are sold sometime next month, but it 
means that if the selling rate is 6.5 per­

. cent, money can be loaned to home 
buyers at 8.5 percent-well below the 
cost of conventional loans. 

To qualify for mortgage loans under 
the loan to lenders program, homebuyers 
would have to fall within current KHC 
income and asset guidelines, and the 
house must be selling for less than 
$40,000. 

Lending institutions in this area which 
are involved in the program and the 
amounts sought by each follow : 

The Bank Josephine, Prestonsburg, $2 
million; Pikeville National Bank and 
Trust, $1 million. 

The banks cannot begin taking ap-
. plications until the bonds are sold, since 
they do not know what the rate of interest 
will be until that is done, but they may 
take informal requests for loans.

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Fayette Jury Management 
s ·aves State $55,575 in '78 

A recent study of expenditures for jury 
fees in Fayette county indicates that· a 
jury management program has saved 
the state $57,575 during 1978. 

Under the jury management system in 
that county, a jury panel is drawn every 
30 days and summoned to appear in 
Fayette circuit court on the first trial day 
of the month. At their orientation, the 
jurors are assigned identification 
numbers and given a telephone number 
to call. The jurors, through telephone 
recordings, receive information about 
when they are to report for jury duty. 

College Offers Courses 
Starting This Month 

Prestonsburg Community College will 
be offering three classes in car­
diopulmonary resuscitation during 
March. Certification by the American 
Red Cross will be granted to those who 
successfully complete the course 
requirements. Each of the classes will be 
held in room 155 of the Administration 
Building during the week of March 19-23. 
A basic cPR class will be held March 19 
and 20 from 6 to 10 each evening. Two· 
CPR instructors' classes will be held 
·during the week. There will be a day 
class from 9 a .m. to 1 p.m. on March 19, 
20 and 21; also, an evening class from 6 to 
10 on March 71, 22, and 23, enabling 
participants to teach Basic CPR. 

According to Chief Circuit Judge L. T. 
Grant, only .certain jurors report on 
certain days rather than having the 
entire jury panel report and then make 
assignments. Additionally, jurors 
assigned to trials which may have been 
scheduled but settled prior to trial date, 
are notified through the recording 
system that it will be unnecessary for 
them to appear in court. 

Statistics compiled by Donnie Taylor, 
Fayette circuit court administrator, 
indicate that during 1978, the Com­
monwealth was saved $57,575 by the jury 
management program under which 4,606 
jurors who would have appeared for jury 
duty at $12.50 per day, were notified in 
advance that they were not needed. 
Under the law, persons who appear in 
response to summons for jury duty and 
who are not relieved from jury service, 
shall receive full compensation for each 
day they are required to be and are in 
attendance even though they are not 
sworn or accepted for jury service. 

Other figures compiled for Fayette 
county indicate that during 1977, a tot.al 
of $110,600 was disbursed for juror pay 
for circuit court alone. In 1978, a total of 
$108,112.50 was spent fot jurors in both 
circuit and district court. 

The Fayette county jury management 
· system, through the use of recording 
devices, is novel to Kentucky and has 
been investigated for use in other states.

C. "Ollie" Calls Play-by-Play for 26th Regional 
By KENNY RICE 

It started with the year Inez won its 
second state championship and continues 
this season as Virgie tries for it's third 
consecutive regional title. " It" is the 
streak of 26 straight 15th Regional 
Tournaments that C. "Ollie" Robinson 
has announced in play-by-play radio 
broadcasts. 

The "voice of Eastern Kentucky 
sports" has had his string threatened 
only once. "That was abOut 1969-'70, I 
called the Wednesday session of the 
regional , and woke up the next morning 
with such a terrible case of the flu , I 
wasn 't able to call play-by-play for the 
rest of the tournament" the personable 
Robinson recalled. 

Ollie began his announcing career on 
December 5, 1953 with a five-minute 
sports show, and he has been keeping the 
·area sports fans in touch with Kentucky 
and Floyd county sports ever since. He 
called his fir~t basketball game " just 
after the first of the year in 1954 when 
Prestonsburg played at Maytown ." 
Robinson went on to call "about 18 
games, counting all the tournament 
games" that year. He doesn 't know 
exactly how many games he has called 
since 1954, but ,estimates calling "an 
average of 25 games a year over the last 
25 years." · 

The dean of area announcers has also 
called football play-by-play since 1954. 
"Prestonsburg played eight games that 
year, and I called them all . I've averaged 
around eight football games a year since 
1954," Ollie noted. Robinson has also 
been the play-by-play man for district 
and regional baseball tournaments, and 
was one of the first sportscasters un the 
area to give high school baseball ex­
tensive coverage. 

Robinson has many memories about 
the job that has covered over a quarter of 
a century. "It's hard to come up with the 
most exciting game or tournament, but 
the 1957 season had two memorable 
games_ Wheelwright beat Maytown and 
Prestonsburg beat Betsy Layne in two 
very exciting games. Those games come 
to mind pretty fas t. I called three games 
in the state tournament at Freedom ~11 
in Louisville and that was an exciting 
experience for me, one that I won' t 
forget. And one day I ann~unced seven 
games, I couldn' t speak for two weeks," 
Robinson mused. 

Ollie's announcing career has not been 
limited to high school sports even in a 

. region where local college sports are 
overshadowed by high school athletics. 
"Morehead played a basketball game at 
Prestonsburg in the 50's . They played 
Middle Tennessee and I called it. I didn' t 
know I was going to be paid, but I got $30 
for the game, which was as much as I 
was making per week at the station at

that time," he laughed. The other 
college game I called was Kentucky 
Weslyean at Pikeville College. 
Pikeville's announcer was sick, so they 
contacted me and I called the game for 
them." , 

When his career began, the games 
were taped at night and played back on 
AM radio the next day. One game that 
stands out during this era of all games 
being taped delayed is when Prestons­
burg traveled to Belfry. "We drove to 
Belfry, I called the game and then on the 
way back, Rex Osborne, the man who got 
me started in radio, turned on the 
recorder to find out how it sounded and 
there was nothing on it, it hadn 't 
recorded. When we got back to the 
station, I looked at the statistics and used 
my memory to recreate the game. We 
put in background noise and it turned out 
O.K." Robinson said. 

Tonight as listeners tune in the smooth, 
baritone voice that has become so 
familiar to this area, Robinson will call 
his 26th consecutive 15th Regional 
Tournament. Ollie has reached a point in 
his career that few achieve. He has 
become synonymous with sports an­
nouncing in Eastern Kentucky.

One or more conservation officers will be 
assigned to the lake to interview 
fishermen as 'to their catches.

The survey will seek in­
formation as to their numbers and 
growth. He emphasized the point that 
fishermen must release any muskie 
measuring less than 30 inches. 

One or more brush-type fish attractors 
of approximately one-tenth acre size will 
be constructed in the lower section of the 
lake while the water is at winter pool, he 
said. The work will be completed before 
the lake is restored to its summer stage, 
which is five feet above the present level.

Problems Delay KY 80 

Ribbon-Cutting 
·More Distant 

Governor Julian Carroll has given up 
on his hope of cut ting the ribbon officially 
opening new KY 80 from Water Gap in 
this county to Hazard before his ad­
min istration ends next January. 

In a letter to William D. Compton, of 
Pikeville, who had expressed his deep 
interest in completion of the new four ­
lane route , the governor said ~e­
cently that "problems associated :-v.' th 
right-ofway acquisition, ut1h~y 
adjustments, permits for crossing 
Beaver Creek and the C. & 0 . railroad 
have been enormous and have resulted in 
unexpected delays." 

He said he has been advised by Trans­
portation Secretary Calvin Grayson that 
progress on the road "is more than 
satisfactory when the magnitude of the 
project is considered .. . " 

Carroll described KY 80 as "one of the 
largest road construction projects that 
we have ever undertaken in the Com­
monwealth." 

To hasten its completion, he pointed 
out, there will be 22 contract sections for 
grade and drain and that 18 of these 
sections have already been let to con­
tract, with construction under way. The 
remaining four are expected to be let to 
contract this month. 

Now, he expects one or more sections 
of the road completed before next 
December and the entire sector of high­
way from Hazard to Hindman, including 
the Hindman connector, completed and 
open to traffic by the end of next year. 

"If all goes according to schedule," 
he wrote, the remaining section 
of the roadway from Hindman to 
Water Gap is expected to be completed in 
1981, " he added.

Despite an increase of 2.7 percent in 
the nwnber of Kentuckians employed in 
January, 1979 compared to the same 
period last year, Kentucky's unem­
ployment rate rose to 7.5 percent in 
January. The state's unemployment rate 
for December was 4.9 percent. 

The increase occurred primarily as a 
result of national economic conditions, 
which appear to be causiing a higher 
nwn ber of layoffs than usual, said Robert 
MacDonalq, chief labor market analyst 
for the state Depar tment for Human 
Resources . 

"In addition to layoffs due to economic 
reasons, the increase in unemployment 
in January is linked to bad winter 
weather conditions and seasonal 
layoffs," MacDonald said. 

MacDonald added that he believes the 
higher unemployment rate is a seasonal 
condition and that it should begin to drop 
in March and drop much lower in A:pril. 

The total nwnber of Kentuckians 
working in January was 1,411,900. This 
represents an increase of 37,000 people, 
or 2.7 percent more people in the labor 
force than were there last January, 1978. 
But the percentage of those unemployed 
was higher , which accounts for 
January's higher unemployment rate, 
MacDonald explained. 

The number of unemployed persons in 
Kentucky in January, 1979 totalled · 
114,600, an increase from the 77,600 
Kentuckians without jobs in December, 
1978. 

Of those unemployed in January, 
MacDonald said that 23.6 percent, or 
27,000 persons, were out of work due to 
seasonal and bad weather factors. About 
19 percent, or 22,000 persons, were new 
workers and those re-entering the labor 
force who were unable to find jobs. 

The remaining 56.7 percent, or 65,000 
persons, were unemployed by layoffs 
caused by economic conditions.

Conservation Corps 
Jobs Open to Youth 

More than 290 young Kentuckians 
interested in earning money while 
conserving U1e natural resources and 
improving the environment of their state 
will have that opportunity, Gov. Julian 
Carroll announced last Thursday. 

Applications are being taken through 
March 15 from young people, 15 through 
18 years old, who want a summer job in 
the Youth Conservation Corps, (YCC), a 
federally supported work-study 
program. 

YCC is funded through the state, the 
U.S. Departments of Agriculture and the 
Interior, and through project sponsors­
city or county governments for the most 
part. The .YCC program is administered 
through the Department for Human 
Resources for Manpower Services. 

The jobs will be divided among 23 city­
county projects across the state. This will 
be Kentucky's sixth year of participation 
in the YCC. The grant applications this 
year come from 11 different Area 
Development Districts. 

Applicants for YCC jobs must be in 
good health and have a work permit and 
Social Security number. Because of the 
nature of the work and the fact that some 
positions will be in a residential camp, 
applicants must also have their parents' 
permission in order to be eligible for the 
jobs. The selection of jobs will be made 
on a random basis from eligible ap­
plicants. 

YCC workers receive fede ~tl ' • 
minimum wages for their work ac­
tivities. Six hours daily are spent in 
"beautification or conservation work," 
and two hours a day are devoted to 
conservation education. 

Youths, both female and male, who are 
interested in applying for jobs in the YCC 
program, should contact the Bureau for 
Manpower Services office in the county 
where they live or see the principal of the 
school they attend before March 15.

ow is a good time to remove those 
pruners from the shed and start pruning. 

To many people, especially those faced 
with an overgrown or neglected apple 
tree, pruning becomes a puzzle. As trees 
differ in their development, especially 
those neglected as young plants, each 
situation is a little different. · Pictures 
seldom help in evaluating a tree, because 
the tree in a picture never seems quite 
Hke the one facing us. 

Late winter, from February through 
early March, is when most pruning 
should be done. Young trees should be 
pruned each year as they develop . 
Proper pruning in the early years saves 
much work later, and a fruit tree that is 
stronger and easier to care for will 
develop. 

One objective in pruning a young apple 
tree is to select 2 or 3 wideangled bran­
ches to form the skelton , or "sc-affold/ ' of 
ll}e tree the first year. 

In an old, neglected tree , the goals 
should be to reduce the number of main 
branches 'to only 4 to 5 coming from the 
trunk. 

Uniform spacing and wide angles 
cannot always be developed in an old 
tree , but the best major branches that 
are spaced around the tree should be 
selected. All others should be removed. 

Another objective to pruning apple 
trees is to develop an open center. Any 
branches leaning toward the center of the 
tree might be removed. If severe pruning 
is necessary, do it gradually over severa l 
years . Apples produce fruit on 2-year-old 
wood. Remove no more than 5 to 10 
percent of the bearing wood from regular 
apple trees and 2 to 5 percent from dwarf 
trees . 

Another characteristic of a neglected 
apple tree is a dense thicket of upright 
shoots called " watersprouts". These are 
mainly in the center areas of the tree, 
and should be removed to help open the 
center of the tree.

Weak, pendulous branches should also 
be removed. Limbs that rub against each 
other should be removed. 

The cente r of a standard apple tree 
should be fairly free of limbs for good 
sunlight penetration. Any branches that 
have been broken or damaged should 
also be cut back. Always prune to a side, 
or lateral branch so that a long stub does 
riot remain . 

Do not cut back upright , unbranched 
major shoots. Let them bear fruit, and 
allow the weigh t of the fruit to pull them 
down and give them a more desirable 
horizontal position . Cut out side branches 
that grow toward the inside of the tree. 
This helps them to bend toward the 
outside of the tree when they are heavy 
with fruit. 

Fully dwarf trees usually need ad­
ditional support from a post or trellis. 
Little pruning is usually necessary in 
older dwarf trees that have been 
properly pruned other than removal of 
basal shoots, broken branches, weak 
branches and an occasional thinning as 
needed.

"Spur" growth on apple trees also 
reduces the need for heavy pruning, and 
care must be taken not to remove too 
many " spurs" . The " spur" type apple 
branch has short , compact lateral 
branches that produce flowers and fruit. 
These spurs may produce fruit for 10 to 15 
years. Because their longitudinal growth 
is slow, removal of them is not desirable 
or necessary.

Years past a brilliant young liberal 
minister tried to sell the idea of the social 
gospel to a group who were discussing it.

The recent 
Times story by a Presbyterian minister 
should alarm parents. His son had been 
brainwashed by a prolific cult. A similar 
case appeared in Abby's ·column in the 
Courier Journal <2·16). Last week the 
Senate was discussing the same-group, 
citing its astounding wealth, property 
and investments. But one Senator op­
posed investigating them because his 
daughter belongs! WSAZ in Huntington 
reported on the Satanic cult there last 
week. With typical apathy many will 
likely say it can ' t happen here, or that 
their youngsters are immune, but many 
do succumb, for peer pressure is terrific. 
In 1972 a Maytown assembly heard a 
speaker describe a fearful cult operating 
in this count.' nearby, a ll in the name of 
religion! Churchianity and religiousity 
are not Christianity. On Feb. 14 PTL 
presented two young folks who 
had been closely associated 
with Jim Jones of the People's 
Temple, for years. Sadder stories could 
not be conceived. 

About fifteen years ago the Reader 's 
Digest carried a magnificent article on 
"Getting Involved." Refusal of millions 
to become entangled helps account for 
the apparent moral _deterioration 
engulfing the U.S. Time-honored Biblical 
standards of conduct and decency have 
been cast overboard because Christians 
pften defaulted. Today, the concern for 
righteousness is mounting a'mong 
believers and non-be!ivers. Of all 
professions the ministry is the most 
respected , as is the church , of all in­
stitutions; but evil forces are making 
inroads in both, as Herbert Philbrick 
declared, decades back.

because nuclear war threatens, and the 
Mid East is a boiling cauldron t!Jat ac­
cording to Biblical prophecy will some 
day engulf the entire world. 
Denominational "hierarchy" exposes 
politics in some churches of various 
faiths. A friend remarked that an 
acquaintance whom everyone had 
expected to be made bishop did not run 
for the office. "You mean that they 
campaign for church offices?" someone 
asked. "Absolutely," she replied, and she 
was in a position to know. More than one 
has heard of letters being sent leaders 
and-or churches to urge the support of 
"John Doe" for an ecclesiastical post. No 
doubt some sending such claim to believe 
in the autonomy of the individual and of 
churches. It is time that we do as the 
Beereans did in Bible times- search the 
scriptures daily and be guided by them.

Poses Danger to Unborn Babies

A fetus cannot be expect<!d to 
thrive wi th a limited suprly of oxy­
gen. Yet that is e· entially what a 
mother who smokes is asking her 
fetus to do. 

Research from ''llr laboratory 
~how~ that ~mol..ing in pregnancy 
causes a decrea;e in the fetal oxy· 
gen supply. NicL>ti ne sets off a sym­
pathetic nervou~ <\·~tern discharge 
that causes con m 1-.: tion of blood 
vessels leading to the uterus. A~ a 
result.the blood flowcarryingoxy­
gen to the fetus is reduced. This. 
together with prolonged increase 
in the amount of carbon monoxide 
in the fetal blood ~tream may cause 
a conrinuous.oxygen deficiency. 

Smokers vs. non-smokers 
The influence of smoking on 

the outcome of pregnancy can be 
seen when comparing groups of 
pregnant women who smoke with 
those who do not. Among women 
who smoke. there is a greater in­
cidence or miscarriage, fetal dis­
tress, premature birth, low birth­
weight. and smaller-than-average 
body and head measurements 
in the newborn. Low birthweight, 
with its risks of disability and 
death. is four times as common, 
and fetal deaths have been 27 per 
cent higher. 

We are not certain which of the 
4.000 chemical compounds in cig­
arette smoke causes damage to a 
fetus. Some investigators suggest 
that it is none of these. They be­
lieve that smoking depresses the 
mother's appetite, causing her to 
limit her eating to a degree that 
brings about growth retardation in 
her unborn baby. Whether these 
effects on fetal growth carry over 
into childhood development is not 
yet known. 

.. 

STUDIES NOW SHOW that among women who smoke there is a greater Inci­
dence of miscarriage, fetal distress, premature birth, low birthwelght, and 
smaller-than-average body and head measurements in the newborn. To avoid 
these risks, women of childbearing age should not smoke. 

The damage caused by ~moking 
usually stops when. ahd if. a preg­
nant mother quits smoking. Break­
ing the habit before or. at least 
early in pregnancy is the best way 
a mother can protect her bahy 
from the dangers of smoking. 
Pregnancy is an ideal time to edu­
ca te her about dangers to her un­
born baby and provide motivation 
for quitting. 

Waystos;op 
The Massachusetts Department 

of Public Health offers several 
recommendations to cut smoking 
among pregnant women. They ad­
vise health personnel to: ( I ) At 
the first prenatal visit, include cig­
arettes in the list or drugs known 
lo have adverse effect on the out­
come of pregnancy: (2) Tell preg­
nant women that smoking is even 
mor~ hazardous if they have a his­
tory of miscarriage or newborn 
loss. bleeding. or placental com­
plications: if they are anemic; or if 
they are in an older age group: 
(3) Consider testing every preg-

nant patient for carbon monoxide 
levels in her blood and warn her 
if the reading is high : (4) If 
a woman has any bleeding, ques­
tion her about smoking and re­
emphasize the dangers: (5) Pro­
vide pregnant women who smoke 
with the locations of .. stop-smok­
ing" clinics; (6) Enforce "no 
smoking" rules in all health facili­
ties where staff and patients come 
in con tact. 

One sure thing 
Although the " what" in tobacco 

smoke that endangers a fetus re­
mains unsolved, the "what-to-do­
about it" has a clear-cut answer: 
women of childbearing age should 
not smoke.
