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Bonds May Help 
On HomeBuilding 

• Floyd May Be 
Second County 
To Adopt Plan 

~ Although it was described by those 
attending it as 'a sort of learning 
seminar,·· a meeting held here Monday is 
firmly expected to result in new money 
for homebuilders at a comparatively low 
rate of interest. 

The program discussed is similar to 
that which Johnson county adopted to 
help builders of homes through a mort­
gage bond issue. Johnson county was the 
first in Kentucky to float such a bond 
issue-in its case, $10,000,ooo-and as a 
consequence builders there may borrow 
money at 87 s per cent interest over a 

<Ji': period of 20 years. 
As discussed at the meeting, the bond 

issue would be for $18,950,000, $15 million 
of which would be lendable funds placed 
with local banking institutions. The 
major portion of the bond issue-$3.95 
million-would be held in reserve to 
handle defaults interest arrearages.

Design for Improvement . 
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County To Get 
$188,000; Four 
Projects Listed 

Floyd county will share in unexpected 
slate road repair funds to the extent of 
$188,000 this fiscal year, and a s a result 
four highway projects have been ap­
proved in this county by Otto Graham, 
deputy transportation commissioner for 
rural and municipal aid. 

County Judge-Executive Yvonne Jones 
this week said these road projects are: 

One mile of blacktop surfacing of the 
Frasure's Creek road; .7 mile of grade 
and drain on the right fork of Toler 
Creek; 1 mile of blacktop on the Corn 
Fork road and 1.1 mile of blacktop sur­
facing at Auxier. 

The allocation to this county comes 
from $10 million found to be available 
this year for county roads. 

The funds were on hand, unnoticed, 
after the state had set aside $40 million to 
match federal funding for coal-haul 
roads. The federal legislation for that 
purpose failed of passage, however, 
leaving Kentucky's road money un­
needed for matching purposes. 

Half of the state funds on hand, 
Governor Julian Carroll said, will be 
spent this fiscal year-$15 million for 
county road repair and $5 million to 
repair city streets. The remaining $20 
million will be spent next fiscal year.

Board Plan 
To Make Up 
Time Voted 
Budget Statement 
Reviewed at Board 
Meeting Last Week 

Floyd county's schools began their 
current school term early after losing 
around 35 days last winter to the 
weather, but the winter now ending has 
taken its toll, too, through flood, snow 
and ice, and the Board of Education is 
trying to make up enough lost time to get 
out of school at a reasonable date. 

With their early start, and if no time 
had been lost to bad weather and roads, 
the schools' closing date would have been 
May 5. But most of the schools have 
already lost at least 26 days, some 28, and 
now the board is shooting for a June 8 
closing. 

The board at its meeting last Wednes· 
day evening amended the school 
calendar to eliminate two spring 
vacation days, March 16 and 23; one day, 
April 6, for the Floyd County Teachers' 
Association meeting, and the in-service 
day was moved to Saturday, May 5, 
saving four days in all. 

Joseph Reis, representative of 
Seasongood & Meyer, Cincinnati bond 
firm, expressed the hope that the bonds 
could be sold at a rate so favorable that 
builders or purchasers of homes could 
get 2Q-year loans at 812 per cent interest.

College Claims 
Detour Causes 
Campus Damage 

Prestonsburg Community College likes 
visitors on campus but not caravans of 
coal trucks, automobiles and everybody 
on wheels. 

Dr. Henry A. Campbell, Jr., director of 
the college, has written District High­
ways Engineer Banks at Pikeville about 
the situation, and G. A. Cowan, business 
officer for the college, has contacted 
others. 

The campus has been used as a 
detour around the area here where 
removal of an overhangiing cliff on US 23 
is under way. Sometimes it is an alter­
nate route when traffic piles up, awaiting 
a flagman. 

The result, Dr. Campbell wrote, is 
"quite extensive damage" to the streets 
and parking lot on the campus. Its use as 
a detour or alternate route also creates 
safety problems, he pointed out, since the 
campus parking lot of 350-car capacity is 
nearly full at any given hour of the day 
and the college is used not only by its

It appears that the efforts of a group of 
Prestonsburg business people to effect 
improvements and provide a general 
facelift for the town in coming months 
will not fall by the way as several such 
efforts mounted here in the past have 
done. 

A meeting Tuesday morning of the 
Prestonsburg Merchants' Development 
Committee and Allen Johnson, president 
of General Designs, Inc., a Greenville, 
Ill. architectural planning firm, served to 
confirm the committee's determination 
to carry through wi'h a city renovation 
prcgram as Johnson's firm was officially 
hired to formulate a workable im­
provement plan for Prestonsburg. 

The latest renovation effort on the part 
of Prestonsburg merchants began to take 
shape last October with the general 
agreement that the city stood to suffer a 
business drain from the continuing 
construction of major shopping centers 
and other commercial development in 
neighboring communities. At that time a 
group of merchants travelled to the 
Western Kentucky town of Russellville 
where a large-scale renovation project 
had caused a dramatic renewal in a 
downtown business climate that had 
deteriorated as a result of new shopping 
centers in the Russellville area. 

Johnson, whose firm provided the 
Russellville plan as well project outlines 
for several other Kentucky cities, 
outlined the procedure for formulating a 
renovation strategy. After preliminary 
research, inte(views with a variety of 
citizens is carried out to provide a Jist of 
priorities according to the opinions of 
local people, Johnson explained. 

"We interview not only merchants but 
bankers, industrial representatives, 
county officials and shoppers," he 

Tipple at Hueysville 
~ May Be Given Permit 

• 

Although it was built and\operated 
without a permit, the coal ipple at 
Hueysville which has been a target for 
community protests apparently will be 
granted a permit by the state Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection. 

Robert J. Yarbrough, allorney for the 
department, is quoted as saying that if 
Beaver Elkhorn Fuels, Inc., owner of the 
facility, takes the steps asked of it to be in 
compliance with state regulations, and if 
it appears that the tipple can be operated 
without causing excessive dust, a permit 
will be granted. 

At the same lime Yarbrough filed suit 
against the tipple owners in Franklin 
circuit court, alleging that the tipple was 
built and operated without necessary 
permits. He asked that the company be 
fined $2,500. He also procured a 
restraining order to preventJ Beaver 
Elkhorn from operating the tipple or 
receiving coal until it does get a p~rmit. 

Asked by a Courier-Journal repo~ter if 
it might appear inappropriate to ~tant 
the company a permit after accusing it'Qf 
flouting the law, Yarbrough replied: ) 

"We're not trying to put people out ¢ 
business, that's not our job. We're just 
trying to ensure that people don't put out 
unacceptable limits of air pollution." 

Yarbrough also said the fine was 
designed to make the illegal construction 
and operation of the tipple uneconomical 

for the company. 
Gerald Goebel, chief of the Minerals 

Process Section in the department's 
Division of Air Pollution, told The 
QQ!Jrier-Journal of Feb. 21 that proof of 
the company's illegal operation would 
provide the state with a strong argument 
for rejecting Beaver Elkhorn's ap­
plication for a permit. 

The newspaper reported the next day 
that the tipple had operated on Feb. 21, 
depositing coal from a crusher onto a 
conveyor belt that dumped the coal into a 
railroad car. 

And Del Kerwyn Martin, the com· 
pany's secretary-treasurer, 
acknowledged that the tipple had been 
operating without permits since August. 

After a public hearing at the Courhouse 
here on Feb. 22, Yarbrough said he and 
Goebel visited the tipple with another 
department official and saw three loaded 
coal cars there. 

It was that discovery that moved him 
to file suit against Beaver Elkhorn, 
Yarbrough said. 

Despite his statement last month, 
Goebel said last week that the state does 
not want to deny the company an 
operating permit "just as vengeance for 
past violations of the regulations." 

"The important thing is that they'll be 
operating in compliance, and they'll be 
watched closely after they get a permit," 
he said 

pointed out. "We then report on interview 
findings, establish priorities, compile 
renderings, and then come back with 
slides for further community input. 
"Then we work with you to address the 
problem of just how the renovation can 
be affected," he told the group 

Committee members stressed that 
parking accom.modations "are on 
everybody's Jist of priorities" and 
Johnson explained that the parking 
problem would beat the top of the list for 
improvements, along with a study of 
possible solutiflns to impro ed l"afhl.. 
flow through. the town. Development 
Committee Chairman Abby Grant said 
Mayor Harold Cooley, himself a member 
of the committee, had voiced the city 
government's support of the plan and 
stated that commitments for extra 
parking would come from the city with 
the continuing development of the 
project. 

Johnson told the group that the 
renovation design will not be limited 
strictly to the downtown section. "We 
don't draw a circle around an area and 
exclude all else,'' he explained. "We 
want the upgrading to affect the town 
generally, either. directly or indirectly, 
and not just the central shopping

The school reopened for classes 
Monday morning. Pupils lost 10 days of 
classwork while contractors were 
removing the asbestos and repairing 
ceilings but the lime lost will not have to 
be made up, since the State Board of 
Education granted "calamity days" to 
cover the period. 

Presumably, the school is clear of 
asbestos, which is held to be a cancer­
causing agent. Monitoring of the air was 
made during the work, and a report on 
finai tests is awaited.

Seagull Co., contractor on the job is yet 
unpaid, but Supt. of Schools Pete 
Grigsby, Jr. said the Governor's Task 
Force has promised its help to get the 
balance financed and that the Parents for 
Better Schools <PBS) had indicated it 
would help. 

"I am real well pleased with the job 
that J. L. Seagull did," the superin­
tendent said. "I think it will be good for 
the community as well as for the school, 
and, hopefully, we can now get back to a 
real learning situation." 

People for Better Schools began last 
fall its drive to get the asbestos removed. 
It demanded immediate removal. 
Tempers became short. 

Mrs. Ruby Catherine Clifton, PBS 
president, said Sunday that the 
organization does not intend to stop its 
work, now that the asbestos is gone. 
"There are lots of other things that need 
doing in the school," she said. There is no 
reason that Eastern Kentucky and Floyd 
county can't have the best school 
systems in the state, and that's what 
we're going to work toward." 

The asbestos situation here received 
national news media coverage and has 
been. made a pilot project for Kentucky 
where a number of schools and other 
public buildings reportedly have the 
same problem. 

"Our differences <those of the school 
board and PBS) lay in the lime the work 
was to start," Supt. Grigsby said this 
week. 

Of the total cost, $35,000 came from the 
governor's emergency fund, and $35,000 
from the Floyd fiscal court's coal 
severance tax fund. 

Asst. Supt. Ray Brackett commented 
briefly on the statement of Ex-Supt. 
Charles Clark <published in The Times 
last week) to the effect that when he left 
office there was no deficit-instead, an 
actual surplus-in the board of 
education's general fund budgel. 
Brackett told the board that the final 
audit for the fiscal year ending June 30.

Sunday Blackout Hits 
Seven Area Counties 

Thousands of homes, business and 
churches in a seven-county area were 
without electric power most of Sunday 
after what was described as a malfunc­
tion had occurred at the Kentucky Power 
Company's major transmission station 
at Hi Hat in this county. 

Electricity was lost here around 9 a.m., 
and service was not restored in some 
parts of Prestonsburg-apparently the 
last to get electricity back-until after 5 
p.m. 

The daytime blackout included all or 
parts of Floyd, Knott, Johnson, Pike, 
Letcher, Magoffin and Martin counties, 
according to Roger Dyer, public 
relations representative of the power 
company. 

"Ironically." Dyer said, "we were just 
getting ready to start construction of a 
new transmission station that will cost 
SlO million." 

Kentucky Power crews were already 
at the scene of the out age with equipment 
when the trouble developed. When tht> 
power went on the blink, all available 
employees were rushed to connecting 
substations to flip the switches manually. 

Most businesses were closed, but 

churches held their scheduled services, 
though central heating systems could not 
operate and candlelight was necessary. 
Service stations could not operate 
because their pumps are electrically 
powered. Sunday business at stores also 
was eliminated because their cash 
registers also depend upon electricity. 

All hospitals of the area operated on 
their own emergency generators. Only 
one radio station, WPKE. Pikeville, was 
reported to have continued its broadcasts 
on its own generator, but only those with 
battery-powered radio could receive its 
broadcasts. Television stations reaching 
the area continued their telecasts-to 
blank sets. 

Dyer explained why service was 
restored in some places within an hour or 
two but not until Sunday afternoon at 
others. "We had to go. section by sec­
tion." he said. Turning the power back on 
had to be done carefully to prevent 
overloads. 

It was estimated that between 6,000 
and 10,000 customers of the power 
company lost service during the day 
when outside temperatures was in the 
20s.

In the last four years a number of 
projects and purchases have been made 
possible by funds donated by the 
Auxiliary. Included are a patient 
mobilizer, blood pressure cuffs for all the 
rooms on the hospital's third floor, some 
audio-visual equipment, and a picnic 
area on the hospital's grounds. The price 
tags for these projects total over $12,000. 

Presently on order is a fetal heart 
monitor that costs some $7,000 to be paid 
for by the Auxiliary. Another $500 has 
been set aside for pediatric equipment 
purchases, and immediate plans call for 
more blood pressure cuffs and additional 
improvements to the hospital grounds. 

To generate their money, the Auxiliary 
maintains and operates the hospital's gift 
shop. They also provide a hospitality cart 
from which patients can buy sundries, 
reading materials, and other needed 
items.

Wnling the Btble required around 1600 
yt•ars, by approxunately forty different 
writers. few of ~hom knew each other 
The Bible has outsold all oUJCr lx>oks. 
appeared in more languages and dialects 
than any oth(•r. Though some m e\·ery 
grnt'ration vow to destroy it, it remains 
the best seller. Vollaire, famous fo'rench 
philosopher. author, and infi del of the 
18th century. pr<>dicted it would soon be 
nonexistent, but for years Bihlcs have 
been sold in his former home. 

;.-.;ot long ago <lnc young teacher m this 
county flung the Btble on the floor. called 
it "just another book "A second teacher 
in Floyd declared it was only one of many 
good books. It is THE BOOK of books. 
One man disdainfully threw down a copy, 
stamped it hard, and died suddenly a few 
weeks later. Its central figure in Old and 
New Testaments is Christ, who is the 
Word. Jn. 1:14 reads, And the Word was 
made flesh and dwelt among us . Since 
God protected his Son-even raising Him 
form the dead- He will preserve his 
Word. Luke 21:33. Prov. 30:6. Deu 4:2 
and 12:32 warn agaiinst adding to or 
taking from the Word. Its critics ignore 
this. In various colleges and seminaries 
of different faiths some instructors are 
doing everything possible to convert 
future minist<'rs and Christian workers 
to their beliefs, which water down the 
Word, sometimes denying it. Public 
apathy and the desire not to get involved 
keep most persons from condemning 
such. Instead of denouncing those guilty 
of casting aspersions on the Bible, a few 
may even criticize the ministers and 
others exposing heresies. This is 
equivalent to defending a murderer and 
condemning those who repor t his crime. 
It is a bit analogous to laws that protect 
criminals far more than their victims. 
Several recent translations are excellent 
for study, but a number are "way out" as 
they omit the blood, atonement. deny the 
virgin birth etc. Some make hundreds of 
changes not confirmed in the Greek or 
Hebrew. People minus biblical 
backgrounds often do not recognize 
blatant alternatio ns, which their 
posterity likely will accept without 
question. 

Time has provt'd the Bible is true. 
Archaeology supports it over and over. 
Mideast events substantiate its 
prophecy. The Dead Sea scrolls verify its 
truths. ~lost convincing of all, millions of 
born-again people in all strata of life 
authenticate its chief message. of 
salvation, by their changed lives. It does 
contain some parables, allt>gories, and 
symbols, as indicated in it, but it is truth 
ttself. Were it as incongruous as some 
claim, it could not have survived. for no 
one has confidence in inconsistent books 
or persons. Someone asks, "Don't 
scholars to today- with high degrees and 
years of research know more than the 
early writers did?" That "is beside the 
question. The point is, do they kno~ more 
than GQd? Does the creature know more 
than his creator? More than one 
authonty of high repute in dif erent fields 
has declared "So-and-so· to be in­
disputably true, only to find later how 
mistaken they were. And God often used 
some humble individual of limited 
education to show them. I Cor. 1:27 
reads, But God hath chosen the foolish 
things of the world to confound the wise. 
We should Jearn a lesson from seeing how 
God is blessing churches, large and 
small, whose leaders in many faiths 
stress the reliability of his Word. It is 
dangerous to tamper with his book. 
Fewer conver ts then may be just one sign 
of his disapproval. 

Will what we and future generations 
believe about the scriptures depend upon 
men of today, or on the King James 
Version, which has been the hallmark of 
the most outstanding leaders of 
prominent denominations since St. Paul . 
and also of Christianity as a whole, for 
nearlv four centuries? Will our faith and 
that "or posterity be determined by 
scholars and what they claim, or by God 
himself? The ultimate future of this 
nation may rest upon the answer a 
majority of Christians-clergy an d 
laity- give to that question.

$4 Million Suit 
Hearing Started 

Trial of a $4 million damage suit 
growing out of contracts awarded in 1970 
on Floyd county road construction began 
last week in Franklin circuit court at 
Frankfort, and it is expected to continue 
for several weeks. ~ 

In the suit Goebel Mattingly, president 
of the Mattingly Bridge Co., Caneyville, 
Ky., alleges that he and an Illinois 
contractor lost out on three multi-million­
dollar contracts on US 23 in this county 
through the improper influence of two 
other contractors. .._., 

Mattingly has been pushing the suit for ~ 
several years, even though his original 
partner in the suit has lost interest. 

The suit was filed by Mattingly and C. 
D. Barter Construction Co. of Harris­
burg, Ill., against two officials of the 
Kentucky Association of High way 
Contractors. 

They sought actual damages of $2 
million for the loss of anticipated profits 
from the three jobs and $2 million in 
punitive damages against Jack Ruth, of 
Georgetown, president of the con­
tractor's association, and Victor Comley, 
of Nicholasville, the executive director. 

Barter, which now operates mostly out 
of the country, had withdrawn as a 
plaintiff at one time, but was restored on 
a motion by Mattingly's attorneys. 

The Barter firm submitted low bids 
totaling $9,782,754 for the reconstruction 
of three sections of U.S. 23 in this county, ~ 
but the bids were rejected by the slate ~ 
Bureau of Highways. 

Mattingly said he was a joint-venturer 
in the Barter bids and had suspected a 
possible bid-rigging before the bids were 
made. 

Mattingly, the first witness in the trial, 
charged that Ruth and Comley conspired 
to influence then-Highway Commissioner 
Eugene Goss to reject the bids.

Shift of Funds 
May Get Water 
Job Under Way 

Financial troubles of the developing 
Bull Creek-Water Gap Water District 
may be over, it was said here last week. 

The district has been delayed in getting 
work under way because of KY 80 con· 
struction in the Bull Creek area. Homes 
of some of those who had signed for water 
service were taken for right-of-way or 
moved. Lines could not be laid until road 
location was established. And while the 
district waited inflation caught up with it. 

It had $400,000 for line construction, but 
latest FmHA estimates say $300,000 more 
will be needed. 

Last Friday, while a delegation 
representing the district and 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins were 
meeting with William Short, Kentucky 
secretary for the Appalachian Regional 
Commission, and FmHA representatives 
in an effort to get additional funds, State 
Rep. James "Jitter" Allen told Secretary 
Short in a telephone call that he had 
contacted Mayor Hambley, of Pikeville, 
and that Hambley had agreed to release 
$280,000 which the ARC had provided for 
the Pikeville water system. P ikeville 
could not use the money this year, but 
will have No. 1 priority for funds next 
year when it is ready for work. 

Short assured the delegation that this 
amount would be diverted to the Bull 
Creek project, subject to approval by 
ARC in Washington, and FmHA agreed 
to increase its loan or grant to the water 
di~trict. by an amount necessary to 
~r10g~ 1ts funds to the increased cost 
estimate. 

Representing the water district at the 
Frankfort conference were Curtis 
Hatfield, water district chairman; Jesse 
Wallen, commissioner; Gregory Stumbo, 
attorney for the district; Bill Harvey 
Howard, superintendent of the Prestons­
burg water system and a resident of the 
Bull Creek area, and Tom Lafferty, 
landowner in the district. 

Congressman -Perkins is pushing for 
final ARC approval of the additional 
funds, and Stumbo said that, barring 
unforeseen problems, the project should 
be advertised for bids within four to six 
weeks and that construction may begin 
about June 1.

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The President of the United States listened attentively 

as the Secretal} of one of his Departments outlined 

his sugges~ion that a major road building program be 

undertaken in Appalachia. The Secretal}'s idea was 

that it was in the best interest of the Nation to assist 

this vastly wealthy area to develop along with the rest 

of the Nation.

For the first time since the devastation 
of the flood of '77 there is good news in 
Pikeville for all who loves basketball, 
that is. The gymnasium at Pikeville 
College will at last be restored 

Dr. Jackson Hall, president of 
Pikeville College, announced plans for 
the work last Thursday following a 
dec1sion by the board of trustees to go 
ahead with plans for the athletic facility. 

Dr. Hall, obviously happy with the 
decision, explained the pos1t ion of the 
board regarding the long delay. "For 
some time college officials have not been 
satisfied with the manner in which the 
Federal Disaster Assistance Ad· 
ministration arrived at the original level 
of grant support for the renovation of the 
gym." 

Now, however, bid specifications have 
been developed which will permit a final 
agreement wtth FDAA officials as to 
what the actual cost would be in Pikeville 
to return the gym to pre-flood condition, 
according to Dr. Hall, and the long 
stalemate is broken. The FDAA will 
provide grant support only to restore the 
facility to its original condition, and Dr. 
Hall noted, "This is not a satisfactory 
course to follow. We need an improved 
gymnasium." 

An architectural rendering (re­
produced above> reveals a structural 
snape familiar to everybody, but im­
mediately noticeable are two entrances 
on the side nearest the tennis courts, 
rather than in front as was the case in the 
pre-flood structure. These doors are 
approached separately from long con­
crete ramps at each end of the building 
adjacent to parking both in front and 
back. The entrances open into a large 
lobby and ticket booth. 

Inside the main level, the court has 
been turned laterally instead of length­
wise, as in the old gym, to allow for

greater seating capacity along each side. 
Floor level seating is planned with 
chairbacks for greater comfort. There 
\\ill be 364 seats to a side, bringing a 
capacity of 728 seats at the main level, 
and the seating w11l run the full length of 
the floor. Fixed bleachers will provide 
480 additional seats on the upper level, 
bringing capacity seating to more than 
1,200. 

Crawl space under the gym w11l be 
filled with crushed stone and a concrete 
slab will be built on top, with a tartan 
surface applied to the playing floor. This 
is a new surface material, impervious to 
flooding, can actually be hosed clean, 
and is somewhat soft or cushiony under 
foot. The playing floor will consist of the 
long court and two cross courts for in­
tramural sports activity. 

New gas radiant heating units will be 
installed for the gymnasium, with ducted 
forced air heating used for pubijc 
facilities and locker rooms, altogether 
far more efficient and suitable than the 
old gas blower system. 

Corridors will be provided on each side 
for separated access to public facilities 
and to the locker rooms. Under the new 
plan there will be space for two extra 
classrooms. Restroom facilities will be 
modernized and partitioned. There will 
also be a storage area for a portable 
stage and related equipment on the main 
level Adjacent to that area will be the 
concessions area. 

The men's exercise room, lockers, and 
coaching office will be on the main level 
to the right of the lobby area, while op­
posite the lobby, at the far end of the 
gym, the women's section is to be 
located, with lockers, laundry, showers, 
and a women's coaching office. Already, 
plans are being introduced for a women's 
varsity basketball and expanded in­
tramural athletic program and a

The original commitment from FDAA 
for restoration to preflood condition was 
$268,832. Estimates in Pikeville at 
today's prices come to $408,832 with 
restoration only, no improvements. That 
represents a potential cost increase to 
the FDAA of $139,342 and is probably 
close to the amount that can be expected 
in federal support. The college expects 
some word from the FDAA within a 
week.

Block and Graham Disagree 
On 'fhreat of Asbestos 

Two leading ~tat~ offictals involved tn 
the rssue of asbestos in the schools aren't 
agreed as to the dangers of the ~1tuat10n. 

Dr. J . Bradford Block, medical con­
sultant with the State Department of 
Labor. sees it as a potential threat. On 
the other hand, Dr. James Graham. 
superintendent of public instruction, 
doesn't think schools of the state have a 
serious problem. 

The Courier-Journal •·eviewed the 
disagrence of opinion last w~?ek after this 
fashion: 

Preliminary reports from a stale 
Department of Education survey in· 
dicate that 133 schools in 68 districts 
possibly contain some asbestos material, 
now banned by the federal government in 
constructiOn. 

The federal Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration has said that 
anything greater than 2 a~bestos fibers 
per cubic centimeter of air should be 
considered dangerous for adults. There is 
no indication in the report that any 
Kentucky schools have asbestos levels 
that high. 

Block disagrees w1th Graham's 
assessment of the situation . Block, who 
urged the statewide survey of schools 
after the discovery of asbestos fibers in 
the air at Prestonsburg High School 
under emergency appropriations from 
Gov. Julian Carroll and the Floyd fiscal 
court. 

Graham, in an interview last week, 
questioned the need for immediate action 
in schools-including Prestonsburg. 

"Really, the test they had was .7 
<Ftbers per cubic centimeter of air) and 
it had not reached the 2 level. So we said 
in our own way of thinking at the state 
level that this is too low a guage to 
affect anybody," he said. "I think it was 
sort of an irrational fear. the way I 
gathered it." 

Graham said he shares parental 
concern for the health of children but 
does not view asbestos as a serious 
problem. 

"Dr. Graham probably is not suf­
ficiently informed as to what's going on, ·• 
Block said. ·'The more we gel into it, the 
more it looks like a major problem." 

The 2 fibers per cubic centimenter of 
air allowed by OSHA is for adult workers 
in the asbestos industry. Block ~aid. "We 
feel that there is no safe level for 
children,'" he added. 

The governor's task force, headed by 
Eugene Mooney, the secretary of the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, has been 
preoccupied with the Floyd county high 
school problem and has not made a 
statewide recommendation. 

But the task-force staff, which con· 
eructed the survev, has recommended 
that test sample~ be taken from all 
suspect school buildings. 

The samples will be taken by local 
health-department sanitarians and 
turned over to the Department for 
Human Resources for laboratory testing, 
staff member Kenneth Hines said. 

"Once the material is identified, it will 
be cataloged-so we can get an idea of 
the problem statewide," Hines said. 

Laboratory work w11l be expensive 
and a method of funding for this work 
hasn't been determined, he said .

Block said that the Department of 
l.nbor has already checked matenals 
from buildings in McCracken, Bullitt, 
Chnstian. Fayette, Marshall. Muhlen­
berg, Barren, Logan, Union, Daviess and 
Floyd counties. 

The laboratory tests from about 20 
school buildings showed that all but two 
or three contained asbestos fibers, Block 
said

The usc of asbestos in buildings was 
widespread between 1946 and 1972 until it 
was banned. 

It was not limited to school buildings, 
Block noted. Many public buildings, 
including the Capital Plaza Tower in 
Frankfort, contain it, state officials said. 

Also, the state library system, in a 
survey, identified 12 public libraries-all 
in Louis}·ille-that have ceiling tiles that 
may contain asbestos. 

The cost of removing asbestos from 
buildings could cost millions of dollars. 
Graham has estimated that the cost to 
Kentucky school districts would be $25 
m1lhon to $30 milliun. 

State officials now think some of the 
asbestos materials can be spray-coated 
with a substance that will prevent it from 
getting into the air. That method would 
be cheaper than removing it, they said~ 

A House subcommittee. headed by 
Rep . Carl Perkins, has approved 
legislation that provides $30 million to 
school ~ystems to identify asbestos 
problems. 

The legislation, which may be up for a 
vole in two weeks before the full House 
Education and Labor Committee, also 
provides long-term no-interest loans to 
schools to remove asbestos, a sub­
committee staff member said. 

The asbestos industry would be 
required, under the proposed law, to pay 
$30 million to the federal government to 
help fund the effort. · 

One industry official said that scare 
tactics are being used to dramatize the 
asbestos problem. 

Shirley Palmer-Ball, executive vice 
president of Palmer Products Corp., 
Louisville, said the fight against asbestos 
has "gotten out of hand." 

"As far as this asbestos story is con­
cerned, the news media is being duped," 
Palmer-Ball said. There are dangers in 
using asbestos, but the dangers are not 
nearly as serious as some government 
ofCicials are saying, he added. 

Pal mer-Ball's company produces 
brake linings from asbestos materials. 

"The thing that scares me to death is 
that the taxpayer, the public, is going to 
get ripped off <for removing asbestos)," 
Palmer·Ball said.

Hughes Says Public rro Benefit

Sen. Lowell Hughes, D-Ashland, says 
that, even though many difficulties we.re 
encountered during the five-week spectal 
session of the Kentucky General 
Assembly, the people will benefit 
tremendously from the work of the 
Legislature 

"We in fact, cut taxes by some $50 
millio~ per year and all taxpayers ~ill 
see some direct tax relief." Hughes sat d. 

"In addition," Hughes said, "we have 
seen government growing, growing and 
growing and during the growth process 
we have seen some waste develop­
ing ... some programs started that 
probably are not necessary." 

"Once we limit the amotll1t of revenue 
the government has to spend," Hughes 
added, "we are going to stop some of the 
growth and waste and hopefully cause 
government to be more efficient and 
responsive in the future."

AN ORD INANCE PROPOSING AND 

PHOVIDING FOR THE ANNEXATION

BURG, KENTUCKY AND MAKING IT A 
PART OF THE CITY OF PRESTONS­
BURG, KENTUCKY, AND WITHIN 
THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY: 

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky is desirous of annexing certain 
territories to the City of Prestohsburg, 
Kentucky, and, 

WHEREAS, the owners of the 
properties to be annexed will benefit by 
having City Fire and Police protection as 
well as other advantages, such as 
reduction in insurance, water and gar­
bage rates. 

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky will be benefited by the 
collection of taxes from such territories 
and the properties thereon, now, 

THEREFORE be it ordained by the 
Board of Commissioners of the City of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky:

Harry Burke: One of the Best 
Ever 'fo Wear a Striped Shirt

The 62nd Kentucky State H1gh School 

Ba:,;ketball Tournament opens today 
!\\'t>dnesdayl at Rupp Arena in 
l.t•xington Sixteen teams will bask in the 
spotlight of fan and media attention for 
the next four days These learns are the 
bt•st in the1r sections of the Com­
monwealth. Whether they were favored 
all the way, or whether they pulled off 
upset after upset, they are their region's 
best at this time. 

To be in the "Sweet 16" is to be among 
the best. And that goes for the overlooked 
group of 11 men in striped shirts with 
whistles around their neck. Being chosen 
to referee in a State Tournament is an 
honor bestowed only on a few across the 
state Selected to referee two state 
tourneys means the first tourney per­
formance was very impressive. To be 
picked for a third carries the prestige of 
bemg one of the top officials in the 
Commonwealth. 

Prestonsburg's Harry Burke has been 
one of the few to caB in three State 
Tournaments. Burke's ability and po1se 
on the hardwood made him one of the 
state's most respected refs during his 12 
years of wearing the black and white. 
During this time of countless regular 
season, district and regional tournament 
games, the popular Burke called 11 
games in the three "Sweet 16s" including 
the championship games in 1970 and 1972. 

With his State Tournament record, it's 
no wonder one of his most memorable 
games is a "Sweet 16" contest. ''I'll 
never forget my first state tournament 
game,'' he recalls. "The biggest crowd 
I'd called in front of was a packed house 
at :\lorehead State's gym and that was 
around 5,000 or so. There at Freedom 
Hall with 17,000 looking on, was 
something I'll always remember." 

Another game Harry won't forget was 
the first time he trotted out on the hard­
wood to referee. "That was the hardest 
game I ever caJled. The game was \'irgie 
against Dorton and this was the first time 
m four years these schools had played 
each other. The two coaches, Virgil 
Osborne and Ronald Curry, called E. B. 
~lay and told him they needed another 
referee. E. B. asked me to caB the game 
with him. If it wasn't for E. B., I would 
never have got into the business. E. B. 
did a lot for referees in this area. And 
I've always had a soft spot for Virgil and 
Ronald for letting me call their game and 
for gelling me for games later on. But the 
first game seemed like it lasted an 
eternity. After the game I was handed a 
popcorn bag that was stapled at the top. 
Inside was pay for the game. There were 
dollar bills and silver inside. I didn't 
count it until I got home. There was Sl5 in 
the bag.'' 

Burke's talent did not go unnoticed 
among college conferences. On several 
occassions he was approached by con· 
ference representatives to find out it he 
was interested in calling college ball. He 
declined because, he says, "You have to 
call high school ball closer. The reason IS, 

college players are more polished, 
there's less awkward bwnping. The 
better high school teams have the ability 
to play in a loose game and the ref 
doesn't have to call as close, but here in 
the mountains the fans demand a closely 
called game. I think it is damaging to our 
players here in Eastern Kentucky to 
have to play in such a controlled game. I 
didn't take the college offers because I 
don't think you can call both at the same 
time. I'm not saying it can't be done, but 
I've never seen anyone who could call 
them both at the same time. When you 
call the looser college game, it's tough to 
adjust to the tighter high school game." 

Bw·ke called games through the 60's 
and into the early 70's. He doesn't feel 
that the players and teams are belter 
no\\ than during the time he called 
games, "Believe me, we were just as 
good then as any team in our area no" I 
know it is the habit of all people as they 
get older to think that their era was the 
best. but there isn't a big improvement. 
:\lost people think the athletes get better, 
and overall they do in some ways, but 
there were a lot of good outside shooters 
a few years ago and I've noticed that's 
changed over the years. The teams are 
all consolidated now. 1t seems. The 
rivalries are lacking ... 

And what advice would one of the 
premiere refs in the stale for over a 
decade give to a person interested in 
refereeing today? 

"Don 'I go into it," Harry laughed, 
"Referee as many intramural games as 
possible. When I started, I hadn't called 
any junior varsity or intramural games 
but I went back and called them after I 
started calling varsity games. to help me 
1rnprove. When you call a game, try to 
forget anyone in the stands.

Floyd Closed to Deer-Hunting, 
Shorter Season for Quai~ Rabbit 

The Fish and Wildlife Commtssion last 
week approved regulations for the 1979 
Kentucky gun and archery deer seasons 
similar to those in effect last year, ac­
cording to Carl E. Kays, commissioner of 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

Gun and bow hunting will be permitted 
in 110 counties, with an archery season 
for either sex deer running Oct. 1-Nov. 9, 
Nov. 13-Nov. 19 and Dec. 4-31. In addition, 
an ll-day crossbow only season for either 
sex deer is scheduled for Nov. 20-Nov. 30 
in all open counties, according to the 
proposed regulations. 

For the gun deer season, Kentucky's 
open counties have been divided into four 
zones, each with differing regulations. 

In 75 counties, the gun deer season will 
consist of two "long weekend" hunts­
Nov. 10-12 and Dec. 1·3. Only antlered 
deer <deer with at least one antler 4 in­
ches long or longer> may be taken in 68 of 
the counties, while in three counties there 
will be one day of either sex and five days 
of antlered deer only hunting. In one 
county and in portions of three others, 
either sex deer may be taken on all six 
days. 

In 35 counties, hunting will be per­
mitted for antlered deer for three days 
only, Nov. 10-12. Ten counties are closed 
to both gun and bow deer hunting. 

The "zone 1" counties (open to either 
sex deer for six days) are Edmonson, 
Barren west of Interstate 65, Hart west of 
I-65 and south of Kentucky 88, and 
Ballard north and west of U.S. 60. The 
other portions of these counties are open 
for antlered deer only on all six days. 

"Zone 2" counties, with one day of 
either sex hunting <Dec. 1) and five days 
of antlered deer only hunting, are Crit­
tenden, Livingston and McCracken 
counties in western Kentucky. 

The "zone 4" counties, open for three 
days <Nov. lQ-12) for antlered deer only, 
are the following: Adair, Bell, Bourbon, 
Breathttt, Clark, Clay, Clinton, Daviess, 
Fayette, Garrard, Greenup, Hardin, 
Harlan, Jackson, Jefferson, Jessamine, 
Kenton, Know, Laurel, Lee, Leslie, 
Letcher, Lyon, Madison, Marshall, 
Mercer, Metcalfe, Montgomery, 
Morgan, Owsley, Pike, Rockcastle, 
Simpson, Whitley and Woodford. All 
other open counties are classed as "zone 
3" and are open for all six days for 
antlered deer only. 

The 10 closed counties are Estill, 
Floyd, Johnson, Knott, Lincoln, 
Magoffin, Martin, Perry, Powell and 
Wolfe. Information on firearms 
requirements, special area hunts and 
details of the upcoming deer hunts will be 
announced at a later date. 

Shorter seasons and reduced bag and 
possession limits for quail and rabbit 
hunting were enacted by the Com­
mission, meeting in regular quarterly 
session in Frankfort. The changes were 
made, according to Commissioner Kays, 
because severe weather of the past three 
winters has drastically lowered 
statewide populations of both wildlife 
species. 

According to the new regulations 
adopted by the commission, the 1979-'80 
quail hunting season will be shorter by 11 
days, opening as usual on thethird Thurs­
day in November (November 15) but 
continuing only through February 17. 
The bag limit for quail was reduced from 
10 to 8, and the possession limit from 20 to 
16. The rabbit season, shorter by 10 days, 
will also open November 15 and will close 
January 21, with limits of 4 and 8 instead 
of 6 and 12. 

Other small game seasons and limits 
set by the commission were virtually 
unchanged from last year and are as 
follows: 

Squirrel, Aug. 18-0ct. 31 and Nov 15-
Dec. 31, limits 6 and 12; grouse, Nov. 15-
Feb. 29, limits 4 and 8, furbearers 
<trapping>, Nov. 15-Jan. 31, no limits, 
and furbearers <by other methods), Nov. 
15-Jan. 31, no limits except that no more 
than one raccoon per hunter or no more 
than 3 per party of three or more hunters 
may be taken Falconry hunting will be 
allowed from November 1 through the 
last hunting date for the species hunted 
with the above bag and possession limits 
to apply. 

Trapping and hunting for all species 
except waterfowl, rails, gallinules, 
woodcock and snipe will be closed 
roughout the entire state during the gun 
deer season, Nov. 10-12 and Dec. 1-3, 
except on eight wildlife management 
areas where hunting and trapping will be 
allowed. Those areas are: West Ken­
tucky, Higginson-Henry, Land Between 
the Lakes, Fort Knox, Fort Campbell, 
Yellowbank, Kleber and Clay.

High school students who want a taste 
of college life may have the opportunity 
to enroll in Berea College, Berea, Ky. , Cor 
a special summer program. 

Four-week sessions in wildlife biology, 
creative writing, astronomy and 
mathematics begin on June 10 as part of 
the Rising Seniors Program at Berea. 
Each carries four semester hours of 
college credit. A week-long workshop in 
graphic arts for high school publications 
is scheduled from June 10 through 16. 

Because of the intensive nature of 
these summer classes, only high school 
students who have completed their 
junior year and have strong academic 
records (3 point average on the 4 point 
system) can be accepted. Preference will 
be given to applicants whose families 
have limited financial resources and are 
residents of the Appalachian region. 

A maximum of 40 students will be 
accepted for the Wildlife Biology 
program which is being funded by the 
National Science Foundation. The class 
provides field-laboratory experiences in 
wildlife management and environmental 
conservation with approximately one­
fourth of the student's time to be spent in 
a student-initiated research project. To 
participate, those accepted must have 
completed at least one year of high 
school biology and must have a 
recommendation from a biology or 
science instructor. Field work will be 
done in the 6,000-acre Berea College 
Forest and watersheds and in the Daniel 
Boone National Forest. The class will be 
taught by Claude Gentry, professor of 
agronomy and biology at Berea. 

Dr. William Schafer, who holds the 
Seabury Award for excellence in 
teaching at Berea, will conduct the 
creative writing course in which students 
will produce original works that will be 
duplicated and reviewed. In addition to 
the instructor, a poet and a writer will be 
in residence for one week each. Students 
should have completed at least three 
years of high school English with a B plus 
average in the subject. 

Students who have completed at least 
one year of high school algebra are 
eligible to enroll in an astronomy class to 
be conducted by Dr. Smith T. Powell. The 
class will explore the possibility of the 
existence of intelligent life throughout 
the universe. The 25 students accepted 
will use both the Berea College physics 
laboratories and the Gilbert Roberts 
observatory. 

The mathematics class, "The 
Geometry of Bending and Twisting: 
Point-Set Topology" will involve 
problems solving, functions, real 
numbers and the major concepts and 
techniques of topology. Enrollment will 
be limited to 20 students who have 
completed three math courses including 
Algebra I and II. Normally, applicants 
are expected to have a B plus average in 
math. Dr. Philip Schmidt will be the 
instructor.

Florida Backs Coal-Slurry Plan 
A Florida Senate committee last week 

voted to give land condemnation powers 
to a group of utilities that wants to build a 
pipeline to carry Kentucky and Illinois 
coal to Florida power plants. 

The Judiciary-Civil Committee voted 4· 
2 for a controversial bill-which the 
railroad industry opposes-that gives 
eminent domain powers to coal-slurry 
pipeline companies. 

Approval came after the panel added 
language that would grant the land­
taking power only if the Pbulic Service 
Commission and other states approve the 
project's environmental and economic 
plans. 

The sponsors also agreed to draft 
language designed to protect sensitive 
areas, such as wildlife refuges, but no 
specifics were worked out. 

they are counting on for future revenues 
to finance modernization of their 
equipment and tracks. Railroads and 
other forms of pipelines have con­
demnation powers. 

Environmentalists said they had no 
major objections to the project but they 
expressed concern that the pipeline 
might cross parks or sensitive lands 
where a slurry spill would be disastrous.

He said 
he remembered hoeing corn in April. 

Without access to weather records to 
limes past it is difficult to figure out 
whether. on the average, the seasons 
came earlier or later than in times 
present. Recalling tales of the big snow of 
May 19, 1894, it is easy to believe that 
springs came later than usual. On the 
other hand tales of planting corn in 
March and hoeing it in April is proof that 
the vernal seasons came earlier. One 
thing for sure, not one old-timer present 
complained that "we don't have the big 
snows like we used to." The big snows of 
this winter and last winter have put a 
damper on that complaint.

In 1964 there were 17 empty business places and 35 empty rent houses 
in Prestonsburg. Very few houses had been built for years because there 
was nobody to r ent to. A third of the Floyd County's and Prestonsburg's 
population had gone north to get iobs. The whole area was near bank­
ruptcy. 

A group of local business people and local leaders met and fried to 
work out a plan to improve the area. The first thing that was decided was 
that we weren't doing things that should be done. Different groups decided 
the best thing to do was to v isit other places that were prosperous and . 
were attracting industr y : Upon their return a meeting was held to find 
what they had learned. 

It was decided that we would have to make Prestonsburg and the 
area a more attractive place to live in if we were to attract industry (the 
coal business was dead at that time).

2. Improve our churches and look to them for additional leadership; new 
churches, improvement of older ones. 
3. Improve our housing-385 public housing units, 150 new houses. 
4. Improve our recreation facilities-State park-Archer Park

s. Improve the Business section-new parking lots, so new businesses 
employing hundreds of people. 
6. Improve roads-end isolation-Mt. Parkway, U.S. 23, KY 3 to Inez, KY 
80.

7. Improve medical facilities-new hospital, two nursing homes, two 
clinics, 14 fine doctors, 5 pharmacies. 
8. Jobs to bring our people back from Michigan and Ohio-U.S. Shoe, 
KAI, Princess Mfg., Srock-McVey, Elliott Glass, Mountain Mental 
Health, May Metal Co., R. & S. Body Co., Overnite Transportation, 
Worldwide Equipment, 5 fine automobile agencies, UPS, and many 
others.

Coal Kentucky's ace-is in the hole. 
The state's coal industry, seemingly 

always on a financial roller coaster, is on 
a downhill ride following a slump m coal 
orders. 

The coal slump has put more than 2,000 
miners out of work in Eastern Kentucky. 
And now the merchants and bankers, 
who rely on coal employee expenditures, 
are beginning to feel the pinch. 

Coal orders have fallen off drastically 
from utility, steel and industrial 
customers. The coal operators blame 
everyone from Mother Nature to Uncle

Sam for their difficulilies. 
The small coal operators are the 

hardest hit. They rely on spot or short­
term contracts and those markets have 
dried up. 

Small operators also are uncertain how 
they are going to cope with federal strip 
mine legislation which takes effect this 
year. 

Some of those who y,atch the industry 
closely say they expect the overall coal 
slump to last through this summer and 
possibly until late this year. 

But others see orders picking up with 
better weather approaching and a 
gasoline shortage growing. 

And there are some sectors of the coal 
industry, particularly coal firms with 
long-term contracts, that are not as hard 
hit. 

Merchants 1n communities like 
Prestonsburg, Pikeville, Harlan and 
Hazard report that shoppers are only 
buying the essentials, but they don't 
expect the coal problems to last through 
the summer. 

Lexington, the shopping center for the 
region and headquarters for more than a 
score of coal companies, has suffered a 
little from the coal slump. 

Store managers in Lexington say 
January and February traditionally are 
slow periods, and it would be hard to tell 
whether the coal slump is adding to their 
woes. 

There were two Lexington merchants 
who said they are seeing fewer shoppers 
from Eastern Kentucky. 

''We are definitely not getting the Big 
spenders we have in the past," A.F. 
Dawahare, president of Dawarhare's 
stores, said. 

"Normally, we know when people from 
the mountains are shopping; many of 
them buy only in cash," he said. 

Rick Hardesty, assistant manager at 
Ben Snyder's Eastland store, said "We 
have noticed that some of our regular 
customers from the coal mining region 
are not shopping on the weekends when 
they usually come m." 

However, other merchants blamed 
slow sales on the weather. 

"It hasn't changed too much here; this 
is usually a slow time of year and when 
the weather breaks, we'll be all right," 
said Pat Avery, manager of Stew.art's 
downtown store. 

First Security National Bank & Trust 
Co., Lexington, has a large number of 
coal company accounts. Tom Murrell, a 
First Security vice president, reported 
that most of the bank's coal customers 
have long-term coal contracts. 

"I think what we are going to see from 
this coal slump is that many of the small­
to-medium size coal operators are going 
to go out of business; they entered the 
business when times were good, and now 
the orders are not there," he said. 

Charles Hazelrigg, v1ce president of 
Citizens Fidelity Energy Corp., said the

delinquency rate on coal mining 
equipment loans has increased slightly 
and the number of new loans on such 
equipment has d<'creased. 

Hazelrigg said his Louisville company 
is financing some large-scale develop· 
ment projects for coal companies that 
hold long·term contracts. 

"The coal market is down overall. 
Some operators are selling coal below 
cost or are just trading dollars to stay in 
business." Hazelrigg said. 

Some bankers in the coal minmg 
communities are seeing some depletion 
of assets. 

Citizens State Bank in Hazard reports 
that assets are about $500,000 to $1 
million below the 1978 year-end figure of 
$27 million 

Harlan National Bank's Herbert Kelly 
said his bank's deposits are down a little, 
"but it's nothing to be alarmed about. 
Overall we are doing all right." 

Reggie Smith, a vice president of 
Pikeville National Bank and past 
president of the ?ikeville Chamber of 
Commerce, said the coal sales slowdown 
• 'has definitely affected retail trade here. 
People seem to be buying only what they 
need." 

Smith said his bank's assets have 
remained the same. "There are some 
people who keep saving, and we are 
writing up a great deal of new car loans," 
he said. 

Dan Thomas, branch manager in 
Pikeville for Whayne Supply, a major 
seller of coal equipment, said business is 
a little slower than average.

Medicaid Clients Offered 
Home Health Care Service 

Some sick or disabled persons prefer to 
remain at home rather than move to a 
nursing home for health care. For the 
past 12 years, participants in Kentucky's 
l\lcdicaid program have been offered 
that alternative. 

The home health care program, ad­
ministered by the Department for 
Human Resources, Bureau for Social 
Insurance, continues to expand in the 
number of clients it serves and the 
number of services it offers, said Gail 
Huecker, bureau commissioner. 

"Studies suggest some ill patients cope 
much better with illness when they 
remain in the familiar surroundings of 
home. Through this program, Medicaid 
clients have an opportunity to do that, " 
he added. 

Through the program, services such as 
skilled nursing care, physical and speech 
therapy, social services and medical 
supplies are offered by 52 home health 
agencies throughout the state. Medicaid 
reimburses agencies for those services. 

The agencies may be associated with 
public or private organizations, most 
commonly health departments and 
hospitals. All but four Kentucky counties 
currently are served by home health 
agencies. The services they offer vary, 
but all provide skilled nursing care. 

To receive home health care, a 
Medicaid patient must request and 
receive physician authorization for such 
care. The physician develops a treatment 
plan detailing services needed by the 
patient. Every 60 days, the physician 
reviews the plan and decides whether to 

Health Department 
Get Immunization Aid 

Thirty-six county and eight district 
health departments have been awarded 
grants totaling $130,650 for the expansion 
of immunization projects during the next 
six months, state Human Resources 
Secretary Peter Conn announced today. 

The grants, allocated from federal 
funds for immunization expansion, were 
awarded on the basis of the number of 
children in each local health unit area. 

"Protecting the children of Kentucky 
through the immunization program is 
one of the most important public health 
services we can offer," Conn said. "We 
must maintain a high level of service and 
public awareness to stem the chance of 
widespread outbreaks of communicable 
diseases," he said. 

Sixteen health units received grants in 
excess of $3,000. Floyd county was among 
28 which received less than $3,000 each.

Home health care is available both to 
chronically-ill patients and to persons 
suffering short-term illnesses, Huecker 
said. 

During the fiscal year encling June 30, 
1978, an average of 1,623 patients per 
month received home health care 
under Medicaid. Total medicaid 
enrollment averaged about 170,000 
persons per month during that fiscal 
year.

Fire Losses 
Less in '78 

With a new forest fire season at hand, 
the State Division of Forestry has taken a 
look at what has happened in recent 
seasons. 

A total of 1,820 forest fires occurred in 
Kentucky during calendar year 1978, 
destroying 38,020 acres, according to 
records from the division. 

This total represents a 48 percent 
reduction when compared to 3,487 forest 
fires that occurred during 1977 
destroying 94,550 acres. 

According to Kenneth Imes, com­
missioner of the Bureau of Natural 
Resources, the reduction can be at­
tributed to fewer dry spells during 1978 
and intensive fire prevention training 
that all forest rangers have received 
ruing the past year. 

The major cause of forest fires was 
debris-burning fires, caused by rural 
residents of eastern and southeastern 
Kentucky. Rural dwellers who burn 
household garbage because collection is 
not available and rarmers who attempt to 
burn old foilage and clear gardens 
without taking necessary precautions to 
prevent fires from spreading are the 
main c9ntributors to debris-burning 
fires, according to Imes. 

Smoking was the second highest cause 
of forest fires destroying 6,480 acres last 
year. "Cigarettes that are thrown out of 
passing cars, particularly on a dry day, 
can ignite dry brush and quickly spread 
to become a major forest fire," said 
Elmore Grim, director of the Division of 
Forestry. 

ln<.;endiary fires (deliberate burning) 
accounted for 349 fires destroying 9,300 
acres. "On many occasions, incendiary 
fires are started out of sheer meaness," 
said Grim, and added, "a grudge against 
a neighbor, a grudge against the 
government or a neighbor wanting to 
promote an action can be the cause of 
this type of fire." 

Legal action has been stressed in vio­
lations pertaining to debris burning and 
incendiary fires through 27 prosecutions. 

Children playing with matches caused 
78 forest fires last year, and neglected 
campfires ignited 64 forest fires. 

Although most people don't think of 
railroads as a major contributor to forest 
fires, records show that 763 acres were 
destroyed last year by trains. According 
to Grim, carbon sparks from a train's 
exhaust system or sparks from the brake 
shoes can ignite dry grass and spread to 
become a forest fire. 

Likewise, sparks from farm equipment 
caused 28 fires last year. Electric fences, 
chain saws and bulldozers all have the 
potential to emit sparks which can cause 
extensive fires during a dry spell. 

Burning houses , automobile and 
broken power lines along with other 
miscellaneous sources accounted for 320 
forest fires which destroyed 1,097 acres.

Citizens May Want 
To Ask 

ANNEXATION 
QUEST ION: What will my property tax be when I am annexed? 
ANSWER: Look at your last county bill and see what they say your land, building and car 

are worth, then multiply that figure by $3.00 and that will be your city tax bill. Example: say 
your land is valued at $5,000, your building at $14,000 and your car at $1000-the total of $20,000 
multiplied by city $3.00 per $1000 valuation would be $60 city tax. Remember-your county 
tax rate is about three times as high as the city tax. 

Q. I have a frame house insured for $40,000. My fire insurance now is $373. What would it 
be in the city? • 

A. $219. Prestonsburg, because of its efficient fire equipment and trained firemen, has 
one of the lowest rates among the fourth class cities in Kentucky. Call your insurance agent 
and ask him what your insurance would be in the city. 

Q. Will the city raise my taxes just as soon as I get in? 
A. Prestonsburg has not raised property taxes since 1964. The legislature adjourned last 

month. It passed a bill freezing all taxes as of last year, except cities may raise their 
assessment 4 percent after geting state approval. We don't see any reason to ask forth is raise 
in the foreseeable future. 

Q. I now pay $4 for garbage collection each month. What would I pay in the city? 
A. The lowest rate of ANY CITY in Kentucky $1.75 per month. This for twice-a-week 

pickups. 

Q. Would I have to pay extra charges for having such things as kitchen stoves, mat­
tresses, refrigerators and tree limbs hauled away? 

A. No, there is no charge, for we have an open truck for this service. However, in the 
spring and fall the demands for this service sometimes takes a week to answer. 

Q. What will my water bill cost? 
A. Much cheaper per thousand gallons, same as the people in the city pay. Call the water 

company for the difference in rates. 

Q. Wi II we have street I ights. Do I have to pay for them? 
A. Yes, where there are several houses together. If there are only a few houses the street 

lights will be about 500ft. apart (until the area builds up). No, the city pays for the lights. 

Q. If I have a fire, will I have to pay for the fire trucks? 
A. No, it's free-in fact, we are now furnishing it free, whether you are in the city or out. 

Q. Will I have city sewer service? 
A. Between the city and the hospital the sewer is already in. There will be a hook-up fee. 

Plans are being made for the Cliff, Katy Friend and Upper areas for sewer systems. 

Q. I have my own septic tank and it works good. Do I have to hook on? 
A. No, if it passes the State Health Dept. standards. 

Q. I am over 65 years old. Do I get the Homestead exemption on my tax? 
A. Yes, on your home but not on your car. 

Q. Will our church have to pay taxes? 
A. No. Church property is exempt by law. 

Q.lliveonafarm.Can I continuetoraiselivestockandhavegardens? 
A. Yes, unless you divide your farm into city lots and sell them. 

Q. Wi II I have pol ice protection 24 hours a day? 
A. Yes, we will have to put on more policemen. We have three well-equipped police 

cruisers and another on order, all radio equipped. They can be reached by telephone and can 
reach any place in the new city I imits within 10 minutes. 

Q. Will we have playgrounds for our children? 
A. Yes, we have Archer Park and one at Gable-Roberts and will build more if there is a 

need. 

Q. Is the city in debt? Will I have to pay on it? • 
A. No, the city is in the black and has been so for several years. Any city indebtedness is 

for sewer and water bonds to improve these plants, and an amount sufficient to retire these 
bonds is set aside from income to retire the bonds as they come due. Your property is not I iable 
for these bonds. The city this past year retired $100,000 outstanding bonds on our parking lots. 
This was 11 years before they were due but we had the money in the bank and there was no 
reason to pay interest when we didn't need to. Ask your bank about Prestonsburg's financial 
condition. 

Q. I understand that the city annexed the Gable-Roberts and Mays Branch subdivisions. 
Did the city live up to its promises and are the people happy to be in the city? 

A. You must know some one who lives in one of these places. Call them and ask if they 
like being in the city. Have you noticed how Gable-Roberts has grown since coming into the 
city? It is one of the most desirable places in the city to live.

Poison Prevention 
Week March 18-25 
During NatiOnal Po1son Prevention 
Week, March 18 to 25, the Department for 
Human Resources would like to make 
every Kentuck1an aware of the 
tremendous danger of acc1dental 
poisoning, sa1d Peter Conn, Secretary of 
the Department for Human Resources. 

Last year, there were about 2,500 
reported po1sonings in Kentucky, Conn 
said Most of the victims were children. 
Children, because of their size, are 
susceptible to more serious polson­
related inJuries than adults are, he noted, 
adding that "almost all of these 
poisonings could have been avoided 1f 
adults had taken proper precautions." 

Acctdental poisoning can be the result 
of the mtsuse of many things, Conn said 
Overdoses of drugs and medications, 
exposure to poisonous gases or fumes, 
chemical drain cleaners, cosmetics, 
pesticides or lead poisonmg from old 
pamt can cause lllJury due to poisonmg 

The Kentucky Electronic Injury 
Surve1llance System lists the followmg as 
the ftve most common products that 
caused poisonmg m 1978: 
(1) Drugs and medications 

approximately 1,500 
(2) Adhesives and adhesive products 350 
(3) Bleaches and dyes 300 
(4) Gasoline 240 
(5) Genital area products 200 

Recently, ''very good progress'' has 
been made in combattmg accidental 
poisoning, Conn sa1d. Most medicmes 
and toxic household products now are 
packaged in child-resistant contamers. 
By Jaw, the lead content of household 
paints and most products with pamt 
surfaces had dropped to the level of .06 
per cent 

Department for Human Resources 
stat1stJcs also mdicate that even though 
most poison-related tnjunes involve 
children, more adults than children are 
mvolved 111 fatal po1sonmgs. 

Edsel Moore, director of the depart­
ment's consumer product safety branch , 
satd th1s occurs because children usuallY' 
get prompt med1cal attention at the 
slightest hmt of poisonmg. "Parents do 
not take chances when they suspect that 
thetr children have been poisoned. But, 
an adult who suspects that he or she has 
been poisoned often will watt unh 
symptoms have started or try self­
treatment." 

"By the time symptoms appear 1t IS 

often too late for effective treatment," he 
sat d. 

"When dealmg w1th potsons, do not 
ta ke any chances," Moore said. "If there 
is the shghtest hmt that you or someone 

/ 

else has been poisoned, seek med1cal 
attentiOn immedtately." 

The Department for Human Resources 
has these suggestiOns for preventmg 
accidental po1sonmg · 

Use safety packagmg when available 
Re-secure safety lids on potent31lly 

dangerous substances after use. 
Keep household products and 

medicines out of reach and out of stght of 
your chtldren 

Read 1ne labels on all products and 
heed warnmgs and cautions.

Kentucky's annual trout stocking 
program begins March 19 and by the end 
of the month 50,000 adult rainbow trout 
will have been placed in suitable waters 
around the Commonwealth. 

Since there are around 25,000 licensed 
trout fishermen in Kentucky, there will 
be two new trout per angler after this 
initial stocking. Many streams and lakes 
also contain what biologists call 
"holdover" trout- those which have 
survived from stockings in previous 
years, so even if everyone who buys a 
trout stamp decides to go fishing April 1, 
there should be enough trout to go 
around. 

This stocking program is one which 
actually pays its own way. Every trout 
fisherman who is required to possess a 
fishing license must also buy a trout 
stamp ($3.00 this year to match those 
new $6.50 fishing licenses). The revenue 
from the sale of these stamps pays the 
costs of the stocking program. 

The trout themselves are obtained free 
from the U.S. F ish and Wildlife Service. 
In previous years, stocking crews had to 
travel down to Celina, Tenn. for trout. 
But this year, a new federal trout facility, 
Wolf Creek National Fish Hatchery 
located just ?elow Lake Cumberland's 
dam, will provide most of the trout for 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources' stockings. 

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service also 
stocks trout in Kentucky, but only within 
the Daniel Bpone National Forest. In 

addition to stocking adult trout, the fish 
and wildlife service also stock some 
remote streams with young fish- around 
two to three inches long. These fish grow 
up in a wild setting and offer a challenge 
to the angler nearly equal to that 
presented by native trout. 

There is some suitable trout water in 
all sections of the state. The streams, 
lakes and tai lwaters chosen for stocking 
are those which can support trout all 
year. In the west central and western 
portions of the state, these are usually 
shady, spring fed streams offer 
numerous opportunities for trout fishing. 

Some good trout fishing also occurs in 
the tailwater areas below dams on our 
larger lakes. Water released from the 
lake's depths is often too cool for warm 
water species such as bass or crappie but 
offers ideal conditions for trout. The 
current state record, a 14·pound, 6·ounce 
rainbow, was caught in the tailwaters of 
Lake Cumberland. 

Biologists emphasize that trout 
stocking is designed to complement 
existing fisheries. Since the places trout 
are stocked are often too cold and too 
infertile to support catchable populations 
of other game fish, the trout program 
provides fishing in waters where there 
otherwise might be very few angling 
opportunities. 

Trout stocking will continue 

• FLOOD INSURANCE 

throughout the spring and summer, 
finally concluding in the fall. Most waters 
are stocked monthly through September 
coctober in some of the Daniel Boone 
National Forest Streams l, except in 
May, the Division of Fisheries' busiest 
month , since many spawning warm· 
water species on both lakes and hat­
cheries require special attention. 

While there is no attempt to keep 
specific stocking dates secret, it 's also 
impossible to announce them very far ,m 
advance, since each month's schedule 
must depend upon the growth rate and 
availability of the trout themselves. A 
guide listing Kentucky's trout waters and 
the months they are stocked is available. 
A phone call to departmental offices in 
Frankfort <502-564-4336) around the fifth 
of each month will provide specific 
stocking dates for your favorite stream, 
but remember that fishing- and fishing 
conditions- are often better a couple of 
days after stocking, so don't think you 
have to meet the truck to catch trout.
