City Files 
To Annex 
New Areas 
Opponents of Plan 
Hold Mass Meeting; 
Others Scheduled 

The City of Prestonsburg, Tuesday, 
filed an order of annexation with the 
Floyd county circuit court, officially 
reaffirming its intention to incorporate 
seven tracts adjoining the present city 
limits. 

The proposed annexation would in­
corporate large sections of the following 
areas: Bull Creek-Water Gap, Cliff, 
Stumbo Hollow (Middle Creek), Katy 
Friend, Auxier Road, Brandy Keg, and 
Town Branch. 

Widespread nppositior. to the proposal 
by residents of the outlying areas has 
been apparent, however, since talk of 
annexation began. The protest 
culminated Friday night in a meeting of 
between an estimated 300 to 400 re­
sidents from the seven areas. 

Although opposition to the annexation 
movement was demonstrated by the 
large number of residents who attended 
the meet, little constructive organization 
or strategy came about as a result of 
business conducted at the meeting, it was 
reported. 

A suggestion that the groups join' 
together and hire a single lawyer to 
represent the cause was scrapped as 
many residents apparently felt that each 
of the seven groups could offer better 
resistance with separate legal 
representatives. 

Residents against annexation Jist 
increased taxes and r 'estricted land 
use among primary reasons for 
opposition. 

Forest Blazes 
Plague County 

"Of 120 forest fires which burned in this 
district last week, probably 115 were the 
result of carelessness," according to 
District Forester Arthur Leach. 

Leach said irresponsible burning of 
leaves, clearing of gardens and other 
domestic activity combined with 
unusually dry weather were the primary 
causes of the fires wh·ich began 
burning heavily March 17 and increased 
in frequency until rain quenched the 
blazes Friday. 

Within the district, which includes 
Pike, Martin, Johnson, Magoffin and 
Lawrence counties as well as Floyd, 
approximately 2,500 acres of woodland 
burned with the heaviest forest damage 
being recorded in Floyd and Pike 
counties where 34 and 40 fires, respec­
tively, were estimated to have burned 
over the six-day period. 

Although many calls were received at 
the forestry division office here from 
homeowners who feared forest fire would 
spread to their property, no damage to 
homes or other buildings was reported, 
Leach said. 

Leach said the fires cost the Division of 
Forestry $8-$10,000 in firefighting cost, 
"and this does not include the future 
money loss from soil erosion and the loss 
of young trees, " Leach added. He also 
pointed out that althou~h l1::1r~~r U!!!l;l~r 
is not killed, trees become diseased or 
may be affected by rot. "This is a major 
reason we have low-grade timber in this 
section," Leach explained.

Maytown Fire Dept. 
And City of P'burg 
Receive Aid Grants 

Gov. Julian Carroll has approved a 
grant of $1,035 to the city of Prestons­
burg. The funds are to be used to upgrade 
the management services of the 
Prestonsburg Police Department. 

Carroll made the award after the 
application received the endorsement of 
the Kentucky Crime Commission. The 
Law Enforcement Assistance Ad­
ministration (LEAA) is providing $931 of 
the total amount. The remainder is from 
state and local funds on a matching 
basis. 

A $5,000 allocation to the Maytown Fire 
Department, recommended by the Floyd 
County Coal Severance Economic Aid 
Board, also has been approved , ac ­
cording to Commissioner William S. 
O'Daniel , De partment for Local 
Government. 

The allocation will be used to pay off a 
loan of the fire department, which 
borrowed money to purchase equipment. 

Economic aid funds were established 
by Gov. Car roll in 1976 and approVed by 
the 1976 and 1978 legislatures, with $10 
million allocated from coal severance 
money each biennium .

Landfill Site Lack 
May Cost Funding 

Under pressure from the state 
Department of Natural Resources and 
facing a seemingly impossible situation 
caused by the county's rugged ' terFain 
and related factors, the county stands to 
lose future funding for waste disposal if a 
suitable landfill site cannot be located, it 
was explained at Tuesday's meeting of 
the Floyd fiscal court.' 

According to County Judge-Executive 
Yvonne S. Jones, "If we · can't find a 
suitable landfill, we'll be right back 
where we started from - unable to get 
funding." The possibility of bringing the 
present county landfill on Middle Creek 
into compliance as a solution was all but 
dismissed by court members when it was 
reported that the Hill Engineering of 
Prestonsburg had told County Planner 
Bill Callihan that such a project would 
cost between $85-$100,000. 

A representative of the Department of 
Natural Resources will be here Friday to 
inspect possible landfill sites and a 
concentrated search is being conducted 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
suggested that "KY SO construction 
might open something up" and recom­
mended that the county look closely at 
projected construction and any potential 
landfill sites which might result. 

In other business conducted at {he 
meet relating to trash disposal, the fiscal 
court voted to rescind a 1975 order 
requiring a service charge of' $1.50 for 
individuals hauling their own trash to 
county-maintained dump areas. As a 
result of the action, there will . be no 
charge for disposing of trash at county 
sites effective April 1. 

The fiscal court, on the motion of Judge 
Jones, approved a resolution in suppPrt 
of a Wheelwright Coal Park and Museum 
which would be created with state funds. 
Judge Jones said she would carry the 
resolution to Frankfort to ask for support 
of the proposed attraction . . ''We may not 
have a shot at the money," she said, "but 
we need to try our best."

Law Governs All 
Coal Excavation 

The Division of Reclamation, 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, has estab­
lished the requirements that a surface 
mine permit must be applied for by any 
perwn excavating coal in the prepar­
ation of a building site for even a one­
f amily . home, State Representative 
James "Jitter" Allen said last week. 
, Allen, • who is chairman of the 
le~islative sub-committee on natural 
resources and environmentalprotection, 
said he will call another meeting of the 
sub-committee-possibly April 3-~nd 
that he expects the body to ask that one­
family home s'ites be exempted. 

"People have a few rights left," he 
commented. "I don't know how long, 
but..." 

State law provides that Division of 
Reclamation restrictions may not be. 
more stringent than those imposed by 
federal law. The latter does not require a 
mining permit if the site is on a tract of 

· two acres or less, or if rfo more than 250 
tons of coal is excavated. 

But, it is pointed out, this section of the 
federal statute applies only to sites for 
state and federal buildings.

Hearing Clears 
District Court 
Probation Issue 
. Responding to criticism of h is 
probation of a portion of the jail term of 
Tivis Neeley who had been convicted of a 
liquor traffic charge, District Judge 
Harold Stumbo announced last week that 
he has set a hearing of the case. 

The hearing was set for Tuesday. The 
judge collected the $50 fine and costs 
from Neeley, probated the last 18 days of 

'his jail term and required him to post 
·· $500 cash peace bond not to violate any 
liquor Jaws of the county and state within 
a 12-month period. 

" I think I was right in handling the 
case as I did, but if I am shown to be 
wrong I am always willing to correct 
myself," he said. 

At the same time, Judge Stumbo 
maintained that it i's more effective to 
hold a liquor defendant under heavy 
court peace bond that to require him or 
her to serve only the full jail term without 
further restraint. "They can serve their 
30 days, t hen go right back to 
bootlegging, but a cash peace bond 
makes it pretty costly." 

Stumbo said he has collected one $500 
peace bond, this from a woman convicted 
on a liquor charge. "If she or any other 
person who violates this peace bond 
comes back into my court, t he peace 
bond will be doubled- $1,000, cash," he 
added. 

Stumbo declared he will require all 
peace bonds to be cash.

The search for an adequate trash 
disposal site looks discouraging.

The s tate Transportation Department 
will open bids April 20 for work on sec­
tions of new KY 80 in Floyd and Knott 
counties . 

The Floyd county project calls for 
grading, drainage and surfacing on 1.8 
miles of KY 80 from KY 777 to near Right 
Fork of Beaver Creek, Gov .. Carroll said. 
The April bid-letting also includes 
grading and drainage on a 5.3-mile 
section in Knott county, from the Floyd 
county line to three miles northeast of 
K-Y. 1098: 

Gov. Carroll said that after these two 
projects are awarded, only one section of 
KY 80 will remain to be placed under 
contract. 

KY 80 and a number of o'ther highway 
projects were ,initialed by Gov. Carroll 
under the resource recovery road 
program, which is financed with coal 
severance tax revenue. 

Like a Teacher" at Clark 
As classrooms become increasingly 

crowded and the variety and complexity 
of teaching methods grow, so does the 
need for dedicated parent volunteers, 
especially in the elementary school. This 
fact was emphasized last week with the 
designation of National Parent Volunteer 
Week. 

Clark Elementary near here enjoys the 
services of a number of hard-working 
parent volunteers, and among these, 
perhaps among all volunteers in the 
county, none are more diligent than Mrs. · 
Eula Mae Hurd, of the Caney section of 
Middle Creek. 

Clark Principal John K. Pitts, who 
praised the school's parent volun leers for 
playing a vital role in aiding teachers in 
the classroom, said he felt Mrs. Hurd 
should have special recognition. 

"She comes early in the morning and 
stays all day-just like an employee," 
said Pitts, who also pointed out that the 
only days Mrs. Hurd had missed were 
due to family sickness. 

Mrs. Hurd, the mother of a second 
grader and a senior in high school, 
started working at Clark two years ago at 
the suggestion of Clark faculty member 
Louise Howard who acts as unofficial 
coordinator for volunt~er parents at the 
school. After a few days work, Mrs . Hurd 
realized the real need for volunteer work 
and she was hooked. " I really Jove it- 1 
love working with the kids ," Mrs. Hurd 
commented. In her daily work roufine 
Mrs. Hurd contructs various teaching 
aids, duplicates material for teachers, 
instructs students in the use of 
educational devices, listens as children 
read aloud or give oral book reports, 
helps in grading tests, or as she says, " ! 
just do whatever needs to be done." 

Most of her energy is directed to work 
in the library or with students in grades 
1-3. "I think the first three years in a 
child's school experience are the most ' 
important and feel that's where I'm most 
needed," Mrs. Hurd explained. 

Louise Howard said "it is volunteers 
like Mrs. Hurd who allow the teachers to 
direct their attention more to the 
children." She said par'ent volunteers 
even painted the school's library and 
helped in building shelving. Describing 
Mrs . Hurd, she said, "She's almost like a 

teacher. She never stops." 
Mr. Pitts stressed the importance of 

volunteer helpers like Mrs. Hurd and 
other Clark workers: " With a volunteer 
parent in the classroom you have maybe 
30 pupils to two adults instead of 30 pupils 
to a single teacher- and that's an . im­
portant dif(erence." 

Summing up her tw.o years of work at 
Clark, Mrs. Hurd said, "I feel if mor.e 
parents would see their child in the 
school situation, they would become 
more involved."

Protest Causes 
Council Dilemma 
On New Program 

For a time last week the U.S. Depar t­
ment of Labor's Job Corps Center 
proposed for Prestonsburg was on the 
way out before it ever arrived. 

Responding to what was described as 
" vehement opposition to letting the Job 
Corps come in," the City Council went on 
record as opposing the location of the 
center here. 

This action was followed by a 
reassessment of the situation, an in­
formal meeting Satur<:Jay· morning of the 
Council with members of the Prestons­
burg Development Corpora tion- and, 
finally, Saturday evening, in the adoption 
of a resolution inviting the Job Corps. It 
won by the narrowest of margins-by a 
single vote. 

Opposition stemmed, apparently, from 
the fear of townspeople that trainees, 
both black and white, might not be 
properly supervised and would create a 
problem. 

This turn of events, however, came 
months after the Job Corps apparently 
had been accepted by the Council and 
after Governor Carroll had approved it. 
As a result of this earlier acceptance, the 
Labor Department had leased the U.S. 
Shoe Company building, across the Big 
Sandy from Lancer, for the Job Corps, 
and U.S. Shoe, in turn , had leased the 
" KAI" building in West Prestonsburg as 
its manufacturing ·site. 

Meanwhile, U.S. Shoe had expended 
between $50,000 and $60,000 on repair of 
the long-vacant KAI structure. 

" We made a commitment. If at all 
possible, we should honor it," Mayor 
Harold Cooley told Council members. 

He later said the credibility of the city 
would be damaged if the commitment 
were not honored and that Prestonsburg 
would probably suffer loss of support 
when it sought future work projects . 

Cooley added that Congressman Carl 
D. Perkins was vitally interested in the 
Job Corps Center here, had personally 
·endorsed it and said its benefits would far 
out weigh any liabilities. 

T)1e Mayor said he had called on 
federal authorities at Atlanta for their 
own commitments as to operation of the 
Job Center and its security features . 
They assured him: 

- ThattheJob Corps is a voluntary, not 
a punitive, program designed to train 
youths for a trade or trades- in the case 
of Prestonsburg, the building trades, 
including carpentry, plumbing, etc. 

- That, hopefully, the trainees will be 
from Eastern Kentucky coun ties and 
would be about equally divided racially. 

- That trainees will be under 24-hour , 
seven-days a -week supervision and 
control, and that if recreation is provided 
them outside the center they will be 
bussed to and from the place of 
recreation and under superyision. 

An early project at the center will be 
construction of a dormitory at an 
estimated cost of $1 million. 

The center will employ 54 in super­
visory capacities. Most of these will be 
residents of the area , officials here have 
been assured. 

The first trainees are not expected to 
arrive before next January 1.

Former Magoffin Sheriff Ben Patrick 
and his co-defendants, Lum and Linda 
Patton, of Royalton , were held guilty of 
conspiracy and extortion charges in U.S. 
district court at Catlettsburg last 
Wednesday. 

They were accused of being parties to 
a plot to collect money from bootleggers in 
exchange for protection. The two prin­
cipal prosecution witnesses were Raliegh 
Barnett and Steve Wright, both formerly 
of Martin. 

The jury found Patrick guilty on four of 
the six counts alleged against him. Lum 
Patton was held guilty on two counts and 
Linda Patton on one. It was said the 
penalty on each count could be as high as . 
20 years' imprisonment or a $10,000 fine, 
or both. 

Federal Judge H. David Her­
mansdorfer set March 30 at 9 a.m. as the 
date for sentencing. 

The trial proceedings, as briefed from 
the report published earlier in The 
Ashland Daily Independent, follows: 

The testimony detailed many 
bootlegging and law enforcement ac­
tivities in Magoffin county from 1974 to 
1977, when Patrick was sheriff and the 
Pattons were transporting alcoholic 
beverages, mostly from Perry county, 
and delivering them to bootleggers for 
resale. 

Testimo.ny brought charges of illegal 
activities of other officials and citizens .. 
County Judge Pro-Tem Walker Howard 
was accused of accepting payments to 
warn Barnett and Wright of impending 
raids. County Judge Hearl Borders was 
said to have sometimes called the Pat­
tons at home, giving them time to hide 
alcoholic beverages behind sliding wall 
panels before law officers could raid 
them. On a tape .recording, Borders is 
heard stopping in at~ bootlegger's house 
and picking up a pint of vodka . The 
names of possibly two dozen transporters 
and sellers were divulged during the 
trial. . , 

In his clo:sing argument Tuesday, U.S. 
Attorney Houl~han, of Lexington, 
defended the United States' use of 
bootleggers as primary witnesses. 

"The government does not choose the 
witnesses. Ben Patrick chose the wit­
nesses . He chose who he dealt with. Who 
better can tell you (the jury) about what 
went on?" 

Houlehan asked the jury not to take a 
negative attitude about the government 
providiing immunity to former Chief 
Deputy Ray Porter, former County 
Patrolman Doug Patton and former 
Jailer Colin Ray Jackson, in exchange 
for their testimony. Those three had little 
to gain from the scheme and only limited 
involvement in it, he said, but might have 
been ri$ing gros~ecu_ti_on on Qth~ 
charges had they testified without im­
munity. 

Houlehan repudiated Lum Patton's 
testimony that he only let Barnett and 
Wright believe he had a scheme going 
with Sheriff Patrick in order to keep up 
his voluminous alcohol delivery business 
with them. 

"There had to be more going on than 
just Lum Patton going around telling 
people things to keep their business," 
Houlehan said. 

Loui e B. Nunn , of Lexington, 
representing Patrick, used statistics 
about the number of bootleggers in the 
county, raids by the sheriff's deputies 
and fines paid in his appeal to the six­
man, six-woman jury. 

Nunn said there were 108 bootleggers 
in the county and that records show that 
deputies raided 40. "And it was said that 
to bootleg, you had to have the approval 
of Lum and. Linda and Ben," Nunn 
scoffed. 

Nunn claimed that Barnett and Wright 
were being raided even though they were 
supposedly paying off, and criticized the 
government's use of immunity. Nunn 
said Porter passed on the blame for the 
scheme without getting himself in 
trouble· J ackson admitted to lying on 
several'occasions; and that Doug Patton 
took a payoff himself and will not be in 
trouble fo r it. 

"If Ben Patrick should be criticized, 
then he should be criticized for some of 
his bad judgments," Nunn said. 

Owen , Doyle, of Paintsville, 
representing the Pattons, presented a 
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brief appeal to the jury, saying, "I 've 
heard of $400, $500, $600, $700, $800, $9-a­
case and $8-a-case deals. With a $64 fine, 
you could be picked up 10 times a month, 
be making a $700 payoff, and still have 
$60 left over. 

"Is it reasonable for a bootlegger to 
pay $700 a month when he could be better 
off if caught 10 times a month? I submit it 
is not," he said. 

Doyle theorized that it is not 
reasonable to assume that the payoff 
deals would vary as much as indicated 
during the trial. 

Both Nann and Doyle said Barnett and 
Wright weren 't worried about monetary 
loss if they didn' t pay off, but were 
looking to bribe officers in order to make 
even more money. 

U.S. Attorney Houlehan had the last 
words to the jury before Judge Her­
mansdorfer gave instructions, as is 
customary. Houlehan said the 
bootleggers did not fear fines, but the loss 
of loads of alcohol often valued at $1 ,000 
each. 

The Pattons will remain free on bond 
while Patrick is serving a two-year 
sentence in the Federal Correction InJ 
stitution in Lexington on an unrelated 
conviction from West Virginia. 

Wednesday's conviction had its 
foundation in the Hobbs Act, which 
concerns public officials using their 
office to obtain money not rightfully due 
them from an individual or company 
involved in interstate commerce. 

When hearing of the case was resumed 
last Monday, Patrick and Mrs. Patton 
invoked their right not to testify. Lum 
Patton did testify, however , and he 
denied that he had ever : 

-Had any deal with Sheriff Patrick or 
any other law enforcement officer to 
extort money from bootleggers in ex­
change for protection against county 
deputy raids.

Patton said,_ .Barnett "did all the 
talking" and that " I didn' t see anything 
wrong with letting him believe what he

may feel is justified before rendering any 
decisions of probation."

Soil-Mapping of Entire State 
To Be Completed in 10 Years 

By 1990 each square foot of Kentucky 
w11l be mapped according to a specific 
soil type . Thirty-six soil scientists in the 
state take samples and make maps and 
inventories of soil series, outlining the 
nat ural capabilities and limitations of the 
land. , 

"A soil scientist is trained to study soils 
in great detail," Bob Somers of the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Bnvironmental Protection's Division of 
Conservation said. "With increased 
concern over land use, additional persons 
trained in classifying soil and in in­
terpreting response of soil under various 
uses will be greatly needed." 

Several soil scientists from a survey 
party to cover and map one area of the 
state at a time. "Once a soil scientist gets 
out on the job it takes him about six 
months to identify the soils by himself 
without the supervision of a party 
leader," Somers said . 

After about a year in the field, the soil 
scientist become an experienced mapper 
and can meet certain goals or quotas. 
"The goals will fluctuate with the terrain 
or region,'' Somers continued, "and 
average from 35,000 to 45,000 acres per 
year." 

The eight soil scientists with Somers' 
department use two or three types of soil 
probes, a slope-measuring clinameter 

and an altimeter to map soil series . "By 
identifying soils," he said, "you're able 
to attain a better use of the land." 

"Soils information may help a 
homebuyer or developer determine soil­
related hazards or limitations that affect 
homesites," Somers said. "It may also 
help land use planners determine the 
suitability' of areas for housing or on-site 
sewage disposal systems." 

In recent years, soil mapping has been 
used to interpret the suitability of sub­
division locations, sanitary landfills and 
surface mine reclamation . From as far 
back as 1930, however, soil mapping has 
proven to be 'an important tool for the 
farmer. 

" I use a soil map constantly," said 
Richard Crutcher, an Anderson county 
farmer. " From that map I determine 
which land I will use for which crop. You 
can tell more about a piece of land by 
looking at a map than by walking around, 
looking at the land itself." 

The work of soil scientists helps land 
owners get the best results from use of 
the land. 

"A soil map is kind of like a financial 
statement. You know what you have to 
start with," Crutcher said. " Of all the 
governmental agencies, soil con­
servation has benefited me the most."

Herbicides Banned 
By Federal Order 

Pesticides dealers and applicators 
have been notified by the state Division 
of Hazardous Materials and Waste 
Management of a federal emergency 
suspension order for herbicides 2, 4, 5-T 
and Silvex. 

The U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency issued the ban Marcf1 1 after 
discovering new evidence linking the 
herbicides with miscarriages in women 
in the Alsea, Oregon area. In the order, 
the distribution, sale and. use of all 
products containing 2, 4, 5-T and Silvex 
was immediately prohibited. The 
suspension also included all products 
containing mixtures of these herbicides 
with other active ingredients . 

The letter issued by the state informed 
Kentucky dealers and applicators that 
the suspension is in effect until the order 
is rescinded or until the herbicides have 
been permanently cancelled. 

It also stated that the cancellation 
process could take as long as two years 
and " in the meantime, EPA asks that the 
product be stored according to label 
directions in an out-of-the-way area." 

Fourth Grader Plans 
Marathon Swing Session 

Stephen ,Davis, Prestonsburg fourth 
grader announced this week he will 
swing (in a regulation sandlot swing, 
presumably ) for 12 consecutive hours on 
April 6. It is not known whether this is 
meant to break any sort of Guinness-type 
records, but it will no doubt be a Floyd 
county first.

Asbestos in New Jersey 
I would like to thank this newspaper for 

publishing my lastletter at the request of 
Mr. Ray Brackett. It provided the people 
of Prestonsburg (PBSJ the opportunity to 
set me (Concerned Parents Against 
Asbestos ) straight! CPAA was shocked 
beyond words when we heard the EN­
TIRE story of PBS. All these months 
(since August 1978) we thought we were 
the only parents in this country facing the 
agony of asbestos in our schools. Little 
did we know ... 

Although the asbestos problems in 
Prestonsburg differ greatly from ours 
here in Cinnaminson, New Jersey, we 
were utterly amazed to hear of PBS's 
difficulties and frustrations in at­
tempting to remedy the problem. We are 
going through the same thing. 

In the fall of 1978, our group called in 
the N.J. Dept. of Health and the Dept. of 
Environmental Protection who 
recommended total removal of the 
asbestos in three of our schools. We 
foolishly thought we had won our battle! 
Our school officials then chose to 
disregard this, as it was only a recom­
mendation and not mandatory (our state 
agencies tell us they have no power to 
enforce). Finally, the district called in 
Dr. Robert Sawyer 3'k weeks ago. <Our 
school board would not permit a 
representative from our group to meet 
with him .) We are now awaiting Dr. 
Sawyer's report. But ... will our officials 
act upon his report? We don't know. 

The EPA has "reasoned that school 
boards are a more responsible segment 
of society, one for which control 
regulations are unnecessary." CP AA 
says, 'If Prestonsburg, Kentucky and 
Cinnaminson, New Jersey are any in­
dication of what is transpiring nation­
wide, then the EPA and their voluntary 
program should go back to the drawing 
board !" 

In closing, I would like to thank Mrs. 
Joyce Everly and all PBS members for 
their encouragement and support. And a 
special thanks to Mr. Barckett and Mr. 
Grigsby-without whom CPAA and PBS 
would never have "met".

Says Empty Hospital Beds 
Result of Wrong Placement 

A health care planner says that it is not 
for lack of patients that many hospital 
beds are empty in central and eastern 
Kentucky. 

"We have the number of beds we 
need-they're just in the wrong places," 
Tony Goetz, director of the East Ken­
lucky Heallh Systems Agency, said. 

The agency oversees and does long­
range health care planning for 57 
hospital~ in a 68-coun ty area. 

The federal government recommends 
there be four hospital beds per 1,000 
population. In the area covered by 
EKHSA, there are just slighlly more than 
four beds per 1,000, Goetz said. 

Yet at least 29 of the 57 hospitals have 
too many empty beds, he said. Some 
have yearly occupancy rates . that are 
less than half what they should be. The 
result is that many are in finan cial 
trouble, he said. 

One or l wo may soon be forced to close, 
and other closings may follow , Goetz 
said. 

Among reasons for the large number of 
empty beds are that many small eastern 
and central Kentucky hospitals lack 
expensive , sophisticated medical 
equipment needed for treatment of 
certain illnesses and injuries. They don't 
have the patients to justify the cost of 
such equipment. 

As a result, those patients travel to 
large hospitals in Lexington or other 
stales, he said, and Lexington hospitals 
are operating at their expected capacity, 
Goelz said. 

Another reason for empty beds is that 
many of the smaller hospitals are located 
too close to one another. 

There is also the problem of beds ap­
proved for a particular use which cannot 
be shifted to other uses. For example, a 
hospital cannot put a heart attack victim 
into a pediatric bed, or a man with 
psychiatric problems into a maternity 
ward, he said. 

Goetz said the federal government 
may be to blame for the large number of 
limited service hospitals in the area , 
because it provided funds for building 
many of them in the 1950s and 60s. 

Goetz said the funds should have been· 
used for building fewer but larger 
hospitals in central locations.

The U.S. Department of Labor will 
conduct two public meetings in Eastern 
Kentucky on April 7, to provide in­
formation about the black lung program 
to coal miners: their families and sur­
vivors, according to Assistant Secretary 
for Employment Standards Donald 
Elisburg. 

An 8:30a.m. meeting will be held at the 
Perry county coUrthouse, and the 1:30 
p.m. meeting will be at the Jenkins High 
school gymnasium. 
· At each meeting Labor Department 
officials will discuss eligibility for black 
lung benefits , c laims procedur es, 
evidence requirements, appeals 
processes and the roles of the different 
offices involved in administering the 
program .

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Toys Banned 
As Dangerous 

Three more toys that contain hazar­
dous levels of lead have been found in 
Kentucky, Peter Conn, secretary of the 
Department for Human Resources, says. 

The three toys, in addition to four 
discovered earlier this year, have been 
banned from sale in Kentucky, Conn 
said. All of the banned toys are mobiles 
for. use in infant's cribs. 

"The paint on some of these mobiles 
contained as much as 8.4 percent lead," 
Conn said. Federal law allows a 
maximum of .06 percent lead in paint 
used on children's toys. 

The banned toys were discovered in a 
continuous inspection program operated 
by the department's consumer product 
safety branch. They are sold under seven 
different names: Butterfly Mobile, 
Birdee Mobile, Honey Bees Mobile, 
Cradle Birds Mobile. Cradle But.terflv 
Mobile, Cradle Bees Mobile and "Little 
Majesti~" Cradle Mobile. 

All of these toys have been confiscated 
and are being held in quarantine or being 
destroyed, Conn said. 

"We have notified the Consumer 
Product Safety Commission of our fin­
dings," he added. "The CPSC has 
verified our findings of dangerous levels 
of lead in the first four toys. We believe 
they also will verify our latest findings 
and require the manufacturers to recall 
these mobiles nationwide." 

The crib mobiles can cause lead 
poisoning only if' the paint on them is 
consumed, Conn said. This can happen 
when infants or toddlers chew on· the 
miblies. 

All of these toys were made in Hong 
Kong, added Conn.

THOMPSON'S IGA FOODLINERS • Prestonsburg • Martin 
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Helped 
Make 
History

Perhaps it is true that many 

Scotch-Irish in Kentucky are 
not so much Irish and Scottish 
as they are English. In 1611 
King James I of England sent a 
population from northern 
England and Scotland to 
Ireland, in an effort to make a 
strong Protestant settlement. 
By 1650 about 3,000 were living. 
in U1ster. 

In 1698, England passed laws 
that hindered the Irish linen 
and woolen .factories and 
imposed severe limitations on 
church and school. 

In one week in 1727, six 
shiploads of Scotch-Irish 
landed in America and soon 
thousands had sailed the 
treacherous seas to reach the 
New World. Some settled in 
Philadelphia, Charleston and 
other ports, some pushed on, 
and of those who traveled on 
some found their way into the 
rugged Cumberlands. From 
Ulster came a people who 
pioneered in Kentucky and 
Tennessee, and by 1782 4,000 of 
them called . Kentucky home. 

James McElhaney was listed 
in Bath county in 1840 as a 
soldier of the Revolutionary 
War and Thomas Lewis· was 
listed in Morgan . The Lewises 
are traced to Wales, but the 
family roots began on the Isle 
of Lewis off the coast of 
Scotland. 

By 1773 the McAfees were in 
Kentucky. James, Robert and 
George McAfee were sur­
veyors whert F rankfort stands 
and traveled in many areas of 
the state before returning to 
Virginia. They surveyed 
around Harrodsburg and 
traveled part time with James 
Harrod. 

In Pike county; Slater's 
Branch is named for the family 
whose ancestor James Slater 
came from Dublin and settled 
in Tazewell County, Va. 

James McBride traveled 
down the Ohio River in a canoe 
in 1754 and carved his initials 
on a tree at the mouth of the 
Kentucky. , 

Joseph Bevins was born in 
Belfast in 1751. By 1803 he was 
in P ike county with his wife, 
Mary Annie Noblett. He and his 
descendants did much to settle 
the Big Sandy·Valley. 

Joseph McMurtry helped 
build the Pactolus iron furnace 
in Carter county in 1824. They 
shipped their three-ton daily 
capacity of iron ore on the Ohio 
River . 

A log cabin on the Thomas 
McCall fa rm in Anderson 
county became the site for a 
Presbyterian church in 1827. 

By 1805 the McClure and 
Kennedy families were settled 
in cabins in Grant county; 
William McConnell was among 
those who brought the first 
horses and cattle into Lewis 
county and northern Ken­
tucky ; McCracken county was 
named for Capt. Virgil Mc­
Cracke:-~ of Woodford county 
who died at the River Raisin 
near Detroit during the War of 
1812; e ight McFadin (Mc­
Fadden ) brothers from North 
Carolina fought in the 
Revoluntionary War, five of 
them coming to Kentucky, and 
one of them, Andrew, built 
McFadin's Station in Warren 
County in 1785 ; James 
Doherty, son of Cornelius (who 
was born in Ireland) and Mary 
Hill Doherty, came to Ken­
tucky with Daniel Boone.' 

Edward McShane, a soldier 
of the Revolution, was an early 
minister of Indian Creek 
Baptist Church, constituted in 
1790 in Harrison county; in 
1809, in Boyle county. Dr. 
Ephraim McDowell performed 
the firs t successful operation 
for removal of an ovarian 
tumor ; his patient was Jane 
Todd Crawford of Green 
Coun ty; in 1813, Dr. Charles 
McCreery performed the first 
successful removal of an entire 
collarbone, the patient a 14-
year-old youth. 

What would Kentucky be 
without contributions made by 
the Scotch-Irish and what 
would it be without historical 
contributions of Germans, 
Britons, Africans, French and 
other nat ionaltties·' In days of 
early settlement, ships carried 
thousands of persons from 
many countries who eventually 
would make their way across 
mountains and through gaps to 
make Kentucky history.

The question of coal industry 
responsi bility for the condition of the 
roads is not l ikely to receive a sym­
pathetic hearing on Little Mud Creek, as 
Senator Hammond and Representative 
Allen discovered when they raised the 
issue last Friday at a meeting of 60 local 
residents at the Spruce Pine school. 
"What is tearing- up your roads," 
Hammond asked a woman in the 
audience, "your fam.ily car or the coal 
trucks?" "My son drives a truck ," came 
the reply, "and I'm not going to put the 
blame anywhere ." 

Janice Pullium, who has organized the 
roads protest and whose brothers operate 
a deep mine on Morgan Fork, estimates 
that 490 percent of the working men of 
Little Mud are employed by the coal 
industry. "We owe all we have to the 
industry," she says. "Before the 
operators came, there was nothing here . 
The only jobs were in Ohio." 

Mrs. Pullium said she felt confident 
that something would be accomplished 
by the Frankfort visit. Magistrate 
Hamilton agreed. "This trip will pay for 
itself," he said, adding, "At least we 
have gone right to the top." Other 
delegates attending the meeting were 
Eula Hall, .Astor Hall, Tommy Kidd, 
Lemuel Meade, and Caner Himter.

Budget Upped 
For Coal Study 

Efforts to increase federal funding for 
coal research and development has 
cleared a major hurdle as the Senate 
Energy and Natural Resources Com­
mittee, at the urging of Sen. Wendell 
Ford <D-Ky ), said it supports substantial 
spending increases over what the Ad­
ministration proposed. 

In a March 15 report to the Senate 
Budget Committee on preliminary 
spending levels, the Energy Committee 
indi cated it contemplates increased 
funding for a number of coal-related 
synthetic fuel initiatives, including 
construction of two solvent-refined coal 
projects and a second high-Btu 
gasification demonstration facil ity. 

The committee recommended a 
spending ceiling of $895 million for fossil 
fuels research- an increase of $150 
million over what the President's fiscal 
year 1980 budget requested. 

"This is a clear indication that our 
committee recognizes coal must play a 
more important role in our national 
energy strategy," Ford said. "The 
potential many of these synthetic fuel 
technologies have for . reducing our 
dependence on imported oil and natural 
gas is a well-known fact, but they will 
never be brought on line commercially 
until full Federal support is assured." 

The committee report on preliminary 
budget estimates anticipates $59 million 
for the SRC I project which would be 
located in Western Kentucky and $45 
million for construction of a SRC II 
facility, scheduled to be located 'in West 
Virginia. An additional $16 million in 
operating funds for both plants was also 
included . The Administration had 
proposed that both projects be funded 
through the preliminary design phase, 
with a decision to be made later this year 
on which one would be funded through 
completion.

Heretofore, 
such cases have been decided on the 
basis of damages. 

The defendant, Middle States Coal Co., 
contended that it used the county road, 
not the Hicks land, but testimony offered 
by the plaintiffs showed that a new road 
or haulway around the hill, above the 
county road, was used. 

The to-cents-per-ton verdict applies to 
coal hauled by the company till February 
28, The charge for hauling after that date 
is negotiable.

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The Rush 
to Rewrite 
Our Constitution 

By DAVID COHEN 

The Constitution is America's basic docu­
ment. We have a responsibility to treat it with 

. care for it serves us well. It enables the majority 
to govern while it protects minorities against 
abuses of government power. It fixes responsi­
bility with elected officials to fashion specific 
remedies that correct citizens' major griev­
ances. 

The move currently underway in the states 
calling for a constitutional convention to require 
a federal balanced budget has to be taken 
seriously. I worry that the care that should be 
taken in proposing constitutional amendments 
has been shunted aside. Any constitutional 
change deserves extensive public discussion 
and deliberation. 

Twenty-eight state legislatures have called 
for such a convention and research by Common 
Cause on the first twenty-one petitions shows 
how seriously flawed the process has been. 
Instead of orderly deliberation with open 
hearings, public discussion and recorded com­
mittee votes, in fact, only six states issued 
committee reports explaining the proposed 
action; only six states held public hearings; and 
in two states no committee even considered 
the petition before the legislatures raced 
passage through. 

Congress, state legislatures and citizens 
should be convinced, beyond a reasonable 
doubt, of the necessity of an amendment rather 
than cater to the passions of the day. As Presi­
dent Lincoln, in speaking about ''the general 
proposition of amending the Constitution,' ' 
said: 

"As a "general rule, I think we would much 
better let it alone. No slight occasion should 
tempt us to touch it. Better not take the first 
step, which may lead to a habit of altering 
it ...• , 

David Cohen is President of Common Cause, 
a non-partisan citizens' lobby. 

For the call to a constitutional convention 
to get this far tells us that our representative 
institutions have ignored people's concerns. 
The drive is capturing a deep-seated public 
anger about government's failure to provide 
good value for hard-earned tax dollars. It gives 
citizens the chance to vent their anger about 
paying for the costs of an ever-growing federal 
bureaucracy. 

Elected officials had better heed the message 
that our tax dollars have to be carefully spent 
on important public needs; that unresponsive 
bureaucracies have to change their bad habits; 
and that waste in government has to be elimi­
nated. But rather than rushing for simplistic 
solutions, they must do what is expected of 
elected officials-face up to our problems. 
We've faced crises before without having to 
rewrite the Constitution. 

There are practical steps Congr.ess and 
state legislatures can take that will make a real 
difference. 

Congress should follow the states' lead in 
passing Sunset legislation which calls for the 
termination or modification of programs that 
have proved ineffective or outlived their 
usefulness. Thirty states have enacted Sunset 
legislation. 

The states should follow Congress' lead and 
pass legislation reforming their civil service 
systems to make them more responsive to the 
citizens they are supposed to serve. · 

Congress should consider carefully the pros 
and cons of writing economic theories into the 
Constitution. It should not rush into judgment. 
The states should do the same before calling 
for a constitutional convention.

"We're weak this year. This is the least 

experienced team at Prestonsburg in the 
last 10 to 15 years," said Blackcat's 
baseball coach Russell Shepherd,'' We 
lost 12 seniors from last year's team 
(which finished second in the county to 
McDowell) and that's a big gap to fill." 
' One of the strongest baseball programs 
in the 15th Region has been at Prestons­
burg High for the last six years. During 
this time, the Blackcats have won four 
Floyd county district titles a nd finished 
second once for a total of five trips to the 
regional tournament. Losing four infield 
and two outfield starters plus key utility 
players is going to make it difficult for 
Prestonsburg to return to the regional 
this season. 

"This year I'm really stressing 
discipline and defense. We have a pretty 
good team offensively speaking, and 
we're going to have to work hard at 
deiense. I think we can win 75 percent of 
the games if we hold the opposition to one 
or two runs, because we can score more 
than that a game," Shepherd continued, 
"We have quite a bit of pitching ex­
perience with Greg Dillon (Sr.) the main 
man of our staff. And Tom Wilson (jr.) 
Randy Griffith (so.), who is our left­
bander, and David Pitts (jr. ) are 
returning pitchers with experience. That 
should be one of our strong points." Two 
freshmen, Robbie Tackett and Steve 
Wright, plus senior Tim Music, "who 
throws a knuckleball and roundhouse 
curve," also bolster the pitching.

Robert Shepherd (sop h. l is expected to 
start in either center or right with 
sophomores Jeff Shupe, Ralph Gilliam 
a nd Tim Bentley and junior Paul Sargent 
competing for the other starting outfie,ld 
spot. 

" There are some juniors and seniors 
who quit baseball after their freshmen 
years, who are coming out for the team 
and some of them may help,."

These are juniors who have been 
starting s ince their freshmen years," 
said first year Central coach Roger 
Johnsoh, "There are 25 out for the team 
and they are all looking real good. 11 

So good in fact that Johnson said there 
are as man y as seven positions up for 
grabs . "Mark Martin has built an im­
pressive pitching record during the two 
years he's started for AC. He 's a left­
bander. and because not many teams 
face that many lefthanders, I think Mark 
has an edge on them and will be our key 
on the mound this year. Mark 's a com­
plete player with the bat and in the 
outfield.

Symbolic of spring and one of the most 
graceful aerial acrobats of the bird 
kingdom, the swallow is deeply en­
trenched in folklore. In ancient legend, 
this was the bird that brought the first 
fire down from heaven to benefit 
mankind. Also it was once believed that it 
was the best of omens when swallows 
built nest under the eaves of houses or on 
rafters of barn~ . The birds were not only 
considered harbingers of good luck, but 
were also regarded as having power to 
protect buildings from storms. 

One of the strangest of all superstitions 
surrounding these cheerful little birds is 
one holding that they possess medicinal 
virtue. In his writings, Pliny told of the 
Assyrians using swallows to treat 
" inebriation and the bites of mad dogs ." 
Then , as late as the 17th Century, a 
concoction of powdered swallows, castor 
oil and white wine was used in England to 
treat epilepsy and "strengthen the 
kidneys." 

swallows wit the fren~ed, incoherent 
speech of a victim of epileptic attack. 

Having a taste for unnatural histiry, 
Pliny also wrote that the swallow used 
the woodland wildflower, celandine, to 
restore the lost eyesight of its young. Just 
how seriously Pliny was taken after 
nearly 2,000 years is to be seen in the 
writings of an American physician. 

"It is said," wrote Dr. 0. Phelps Brown 
in 1875, "that if you take a needle and put 
out the eyes of young swallows, the old 
ones will restore their sight again by 
means of this herb." 

Dr. Brown added that, since he had 
never made any such cruel experiment!', 
he was not prepared to say whether any 
such miraculous power of healing lost 
eyesight was a virtue of the plant, or 
whether it was an instinct or gift inherent 
of swallows themselves.

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Food Stamp Regulations 
To Make Fraud Difficult 
ll will be more difficult to defraud the 

food stamp program successfully under 
the new regulations which went into 
effect Jan. 1, according to Edward W. 
Davidson, southeast regional director of 
the food stamp program . 

"One of the wealmesses of the original 
food stamp act," said Davidson, "was 
the absence of provisions that would 
allow program directors to deal ap­
propriately with those who would 
deliberately defraud the program." 

Under the new regulations, he ex­
plained, it will be the responsibility of the 
states and their district attorneys to 
enforce the food stamp laws. Individuals 
who willfully commit fraud can be dealt 
with promptly and effectively. In ad­
dition to being disqualfied from the 
program, violators can be referred to the 
courts for prosecution. 

Davidson emphasized that no action 
will be taken against anyone suspected of 
fraud until that person has been given a 
fraud hearing. 

Food stamp fraud includes 
deliberately making false statements or 
concealing information to obtain 
benefits , altering coupons or 
authorization cards, using food stamps to 
buy ineligible i tems, and trading or 
selling coupons or authorization cards.

Traffic Court Judges 
To Get Special Training 

Specialized training for the state's 113 
traffic court judges has been approved 
with more than one-third of the judges 
scheduled to participate in the first phase 
of the program under an $11,000 federal 
highway safety grant, according to state 
transportation officials. · 

The program is designed to familiarize 
the judges with traffic law and traffic 
court procedures, Bennie Maffet, trans­
portation safety coordinator, explained. 

Under a law enacted by the 1978 
General Assembly, the jurisdiction of the 
quarterly and police courts, which in­
cluded traffic cases, were placed under a 
district court system, Maffet said. 

" Many of the district judges who took 
office on January 1978 lacked prior 
judicial experience, " he said. "The new 
training program has been designed to 
supply the education necessary for the 
district judges to handle the traffic cases 
as well as their other court duties." 

Of the 35 judges to receive training this 
fiscal year, 30 will attend in-state 
training during August and five will be 
sent out of state for training later this 
month .

A new dental program. the fluoride 
supplement program, is being made 
available to F loyd coun ty and every 
other county in Kentucky. This new 
program is being made possible through 
the Kentucky Department for Human 
Resources. Dental Health Branch. and 
the Floyd County Health Department. 

Fluoride supplements are available 
through the Floyd County Health 
Department for preschool children, ages 
to six, who are not receh·ing fluoridated 
drinking water, other fluoride up­
plements. vitamins with fluoride , or a 
commercial ready-to-feed infant for­
mula. 

The supplements contain the mineral 
sodium fluoride which help in making 
tooth enamel <outside coating on teelh l 
more resistant to decay. Under these 
circumstances tooth decay can be 
prevented up to 65 percent. 

A child's eligibility for fluoride sup­
plements is based on the natural fluoride 
content of home drinking water . Parents 
or guardians are given a water sample 
container along with instructions for 
laking and submitting a water sample. 
Before the child can take fluoride sup­
plements, a Parental Consent form must 
be signed. 

Any parents or guardians in the Floyd 
county area interested in receiving 
fluoride supplements for their preschool 
age children may contact the Floyd 
County Health Department for further 
information. The dates for health clinics 
for the upcoming week is as follows: 

Monday , April 2, the regularly 
scheduled Martin Outpost clinic will be 
conducted at the Beaver Valley Clinic in 
Martin, Kentucky. A Community Health 
Nurse will be offering immunizations, TB 
skin tests, diabetes screening, blood 
pressures, and Pap tests from 10 to 12 
and 1 to 2. 

This clin ic is a free service and the 
public is welcome to attend. 

Monday, April2 , a glaucoma clinic will 
be held at the Floyd County Health 
Department from 10 to 12 and 1lo 3. The 
Community Health Nurses advise all 
persons age 35 and over have a lest for 
glaucoma at least every two years . 
Glaucoma is a disease that can steal a 
persons sight a way slowly and 
painlessly. 

This clinic is a free service and the 
public is welcome to attend. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
a nd the Floyd County Board of Education 
reminds parents that all kindergarten 
and first grade children must present a 
certificate stating their child has been 
immunized. 

This is in accordance with Kentucky 
Law KRS 214.036 which , in part, 

states." .. . no child shall be e ligible to 
enroll as a st udent in any public or 
private elementary or secondary school 
without fi rst presen ting a certifi cate 
from a duly licensed medical physican 
staling that the child has been im­
munized agaist di ph theria, te tanus, 
whooping cough. polio, rubeola, and 
rubella .. . the governing body of the 
schools shall enforce the provisions of 
this sect ion." 

This law applies also to transfer 
students who will be entering school for 
the first time this fall. 

Also required under this law is the 
provision that the child entering school 
for the fi rst ti me must a lso have a TB 
skin test and a physical examination. The 
child who will be entering the eighth 
grade this fall a lso must have a TB skin 
test. Immunizations and TB skin test. 
Immunizations and TB skin tests are 
given free of charge at the Floyd County 
Health Department on Monday, Wednes­
day, and Friday of each week from 8 to 4 
p.m. and at the monthly outpost c linics at 
Martin, Wayland, Bypro, and Mud Creek 
<check this newspaper for dates of each 
clinic>. The physical examination forms 
are available from either the health 
depar tment of board of education but 
they must be signed by the child's doctor . 

The immunization cer tificate can be 
obtained at the local health department 
or from the family doctor's office 
depending where the child received his 
immunizations. If the child has not 
completed his immuniza tions, he mus t 
present a statement from his family 
doctor stating that the child has started 
his immunization ser ies and that the 
child will have completed his im­
munization series, including bo th 
measles vaccines, before entering his 
second school year , 1980-81. 

All forms, phys ical examinations , 
verificat ion of skin testing, and im­
m unizat ion cer tifi ca tes must be 
presented to the child 's school before he 
enrolls. 

By requiring that ch ildren receive 
their vaccinal ions, TB skin tests, and 
physical exam in at ions before entering 
school , the Floyd County Hea lth 
Department and the Board of Education 
hopes to help pr event county-wide 
epidemics of di phtheria, whooping 
cough, and measles among school-age 
children .

The stale Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmentar 
Protection called in more money during 
calendar year 1978 in bond forfeitures 
<money posted by coal operators to in­
sure reclamation of strip mined land~ 
and released more bonds than in any 
previous year . 

A total of $735,947 in bond forfeitures 
were claimed during 1978, compared to 
$315,800 in 1977, thereby bringing the 
total for 1978 to more than double the 
amount collected in 1977. That figure also 
exceed all combined forfeitures in the 
past 19 years. 

In addition, due to completed 
reclamation activities, the department 
released a total of $18,020,320 in bonds 
compared to a total of $15,314,780 in 1977. 

Gene Brandenburg, commissioner of 
the department's Bureau of Surface 
Mining Reclamation and Enforcement, 
attributed the increase to the depart­
ment's active enforcement programs 
and a more efficient and improved 
bonding procedure instituted during 1978. 
He also said that a concerted effort on the 

Black Cutworm Threat 
Control Methods Told 

With corn planting time _approaching, 
farmers are being alerted to the potential 
problem of black cutworm damage to 
their crop. 

Severe damage occurs in the state 
every year, and the pest can attack corn 
from the time it is planted until plants 
are about 24 inches tall, according to 
David Foster, Extension entomologist in 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

Fall plowed fields, with good drainage, 
planted early and following a crop other 
than soybeans, have the best chances of 
escaping cutworm damage, says the 
entomologist. 

Fields most frequently damaged are on 
over-flow land or poorly drained ground, 
have an abundance of si.Jrface litter at 
planting time, produced soybeans last 
year , have high populations of winter 
annual plants, and are planted later than 
normal. 

If a field has a history of cutworm 
damage or fits several of the conditions 
that increase to the crop, F9ster says it 
often is advisable to apply a soil in­
secticide at planting time. Recom­
mended products for controlling black 
cutworm include Lorsban 4E, which 
recently received a label for preplant 
incorporated application at the rate of 
one quart per acre, Lorsban 15G and 
Mocap 15G and 6EC. Application 
directions snould be followed closely. 

Another approach to the cutworm 
problem is to plant without using a soil 
insecticide, relying on rescue treatment 
insecticides later if the pest causes 
trouble. Foster says that this plan 
requires scouting fields closely so that 
cutworm activity can be detected early 
and, if necessary, treatment can be 
applied in time to protect the crop. 

"It's a good idea to scout fields 
regularly for cutworm infestations 
whether or not a soil insecticide is ap­
plied at planting time," says Foster. 
Rescue treatments should be applied 
when damage is apparent on 3 percent of 
the stand and cutworms average less 
than an inch in length. 

The county Extension agent for 
agricul ture has more information on 
controlling black cut worm, including 
recommended insecticides for use at 
planting or later as rescue treatments, 
rates and methods of application.

" These figures also indicate that the 
department is firmly enforcing 
reclamation of strip mined land as set 
forth by Kentucky's newly adopted 
surface mining regulations. By the same 
token, those strip mine operators who are 
performing adequate reclamation 

practices are being recognized by the B I L L w E L L s department through bond releases," he 
added. 

The release of a bond, obtained by the 
coal company from a surety company, 

depends on whether the permit holder FOR cou N TV JuDGE has met reclamation requirements set 
forth by the department. If strip-mined 
land has not been reclaimed properly, 
the department will require the operator Executive 
to forfeit the bond and will" then seek to 
collect from the surety company. The 
department will then use the bond money 
to reclaim the land affected by strip 
mining. Any surplus funds are returned 
to the surety company by the department 
after full reclamation work has been 
performed. 

Brandenburg said that 1978 was the 
first year in a decade that the depart­
ment had less than $1 million in claims 
against surety reclamation bonds issued 
by insurance companies on behalf of 
operators. Approximately $2 million in 
bonds were outstanding a year ago. 

The department also collected more 
penalties from strip mining violations 
during 1978 than in any previous year. 

The total for 1978 amounted to $469,560 
as comparend to $316,000 in 1977. The 
highest previous total was $367,750 in 
1976. 

Eugene Mooney, secretary of the 
department, attributes the increase to 
the advent of the new strip mine 
regulations, an increase in the number of 
inspectors, the added authority the 
department has over surface effects of 
deep mine operators, and more vigorous Democratic primary 
action by the department in pursuing 
available legal remedies.

Unemployment 
In Area Rises 

Unemployment in the Eastern Ken­
tucky area increased from 19,810 persons 
in December to 30,605 in January. The 
rate of unemployment increased from 6.5 
to 10.2 percent in that time. 

"This sharp increase occurred as the 
result of a combination of economic and 
seasonal factors. National economic 
conditions plus layoffs due to bad 
weather and other seasonal factors have 
caused a higher number of layoffs than 
usual," said Robert MacDonald, chief 
labor market analyst for the Department 
for Human Resources .. 

Kentucky's overall unemployment rate 
for January was 7.5 percent and the 
national rate was 6.4 percent. Floyd 
county's rate rose to 9.9 percent. 

Lee county had the highest rate in the 
Eastern Kentucky area at 17.4 percent 
while Martin county was low at 5.1 
percent.

Although drugg ists say it is not official 
in any modern pharmacopoeia and in the 
opinion of many modern physicians its 
medical virtues are all but nil, ginseng is 
still of tremendous commerical im­
portance. At last report the dried roots of 
the wild variety of this plant of super­
stition and legend were selling at over 
$100 a pound. 

Ginseng which in Chinese means "first 
in plants," comes in two species­
American and Asiatic. Some botanical 
authorities say the species are identical. 
Other botanists equally qualified find the 
idea untenable, but on one point both 
sides are in total agreement: The chief 
value of the plant is in the minds _of the 
Chinese who consider it a specific in 
treating everything from dyspepsia to 
nervous disorders and sexual impotence. 
As early as 1750, citiz.c·ns of Peking_ were 
purchasing ginseng at the price of seven 
ounces of silver pe.r ounce of ginseng. 

The American species, Panax 
quinquefoliurn, grows, or once grew, in 
rich woods throughout eastern and 
central North America. Chroniclers of 
early pioneer lore tell that it was used to 
a considerable extent by North American 
Indians. The Indians employed it. in the 
treatment of asthma, stomach dis.orders, 
and to ·promote fertility ·in women. 

Preacticing conservation, the Indians 
dug their ginseng roots only in the fall 
after the plant had dropped its berries . 
After digging the root, they planted the 
matured seed on the same spot and thus 
assured continued existence of this 
valuable wild crop. 

Modern "sang" diggers agree with the 
Indians. Roots dug in the fall, they say,

retain their plumpness and handsome 
appearance after drying. The most 
highly prized roots have a ftne light color 
that comes from plants that have grown 
in deep black forest mould. 

For generations, collecting ginseng for 
expo'rt to China and other Asiatic 
countries has been highly profitable and 
there has always been a ready market. 
As a consequence, the plant has been all 
but exterminated in many areas where it 
was formerly abundant. The tendency 
toward its eradication and its continued 
high market value . has led to its 
domestication in shaded beds once 
known as "sang gardens." 

There are some ginseng proponents 
who believe that its cultivation still offers 
a profitable field to many small family 
farmers . One thing for sure, the demand 
for this fine article for export is not likely 
to be exceeded by the supply. 

Although medical ..sci,eQc~, ._as ..l!l~!l: 
tioned before, is somewhat dubious of 
ginseng as a cure-all or a remedy for 
some of the other ailments.for which it is 
regarded, the Governor's Council for 
Agriculture in Kentucky holds that 
''based on recent biomedical research, in 
which active compounds have been 
isolated that act effectively on ex­
perimental animals when they are 
placed under stress , ginseng may prove 
important for use by everyone. Thus , the 
heavy demand for ginseng may be ev~n 
heavier in the future ." 

Incidental ly , anyone desiring more 
information on this plant such as how to 
propagate from seed, soil preference, 
conservation , when to dig, and how to 
care for the roots, may get this in­
formation fr.om a very neat and in­
teresting little booklet entitled '·'Ginseng 
In Kentucky ." This booklet was 
published last May and if the supply has 
not been exhausted it may be obtained by 
writing The Governor's Council on 
Agriculture , 7th Floor Capital Plaza 
Tower , Frankfort; Ky . 40601.

Over 100,000 Kentucky fifth and sixth 

graders are now bringing home ap­
plications for a rather unusual camping 
program created by the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

While campers participating in this 
program will get their share of outdoor 
activity- swimming, boating , fishing 
and nature study-they a ttend camp 
primarily to learn about conservation 
and safety, according to William Bell, 
director of the Division of Conservation 
Education in the department . 

An important aspect of this education, 
Bell said, is hunter education training. 
All campers receive lessons in the safe 
handling of firearms and archery 
equipment, and those who pass the " final 
exam" earn hunter safety certificates 
which are accepted in the over 20 states 
which now require formal training before 
a license is issued. 

The certificates are also recogrtized at 
Land Between The Lakes, which r equires 
hunter training for participants in its 
youth hunts, and will be accepted by the 
increasing number of regulated hunting 
areas requiring certifi cation, Bell said. 
Campers also learn the hows and whys 
of sportsmanship, are introduced to the 
importance of fish and wildlife laws, and 
learn proper sportsman-landowner 
relationships. 

The camping program stresses safety 
in all outdoor activities- fishing , boating, 
swimming and even hiking in the woods. 
The safety record of the camps them­
selves is excellent. 

" We haven' t had a really serious ac­
cident since the program began in 1945," 
Bell said . 

The conservation education division 
operates three camps, each with a 
capacity of 200 students per week: Camp 
Earl Wallace, on Lake Cumberland ; 
Camp John Currie on Kentucky Lake ; 
and Camp Robert Webb on Grayson 
Lake . The programs at all three are 
identical and the camper attends the 
closest camp to his home. 

Another very appealing aspect of this 
camping program , Bell said, is its cost. 
The week in camp (Monday through 
Friday) cost . $23 plus transportation 
charges. These charges average around

$5, depending upon the distance from 
camp and the kind of transportation 
arrangements made. Insurance is in­
cluded in the costs, but if an applicant 
fails to attend the fees cannot be 
refunded, Bell said.
