knife-slaying of Earl Chester Porter. 

The Clemmons brothers were sen- , 
tenced to 15 years each on the man­
slaughter charge growing out of the 
slaying at Mousie, Knott county, of 
Charley Hall, July 26, 1977. They also 
were sentenced t wo years each for 
second degree assault, a charge resulting 
from the wounding of a bystander at the 
same time Hall was shot. 

Trial of the brothers had been sent to 
the court here on change of venue from 
the Knott circuit court. 

Officials said the Clemmons brothers 
were brothers-in-law of the man for 
whose slaying they were on trial. The 
background of the trouble between the 
brothers and Hall includes the incidentin 
which a younger brother of the Clem­
mons shot Hall and in turn was slain by 
Hall . Thelatterserveda brief pen term and 
was paroled on the condition that he not 
return to Knott county, but he did retUr-n 
and was at a Mousie service station when 
the two accused of his slaying saw him . 
He was killed by a shotgun blast.

Results of the poll do not make mand" 
atory the designation of the area for 
primitive weapons only, but are expected 
to iQfl uence strongly the final decision to 
be made later by the state Fish and 
Wildlife Commission. · 

The commission was represented at 
the meeting by Dr. W. W. Campbell , of 
Jackson , Seventh wildlife district 
commissioner , who earlier had 
requested a primitive weapons area in 
far eastern Kentucky. The only other 
such area in the eastern part of the state 
is the · Pioneer Weapons Wildlife 
Management Area of the Daniel Boone 
National Forest in Bath and Menifee 
counties. 

The 8,650 acres of the Dewey Lake 
Wildlife Management Area is owned by 
the U.S. Corps of Engineers and its 
management for wildlife is handled by 
the state Department of Fish and 
Wildlife .

Killings Stump 
Investigators 

The Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Company this week raised from $10,000 to 
$25,000 the reward it is offering for in­
formation leading to the arrest and 
conviction of the person or persons who 
killed its employee, Robert C. Meade, 
last Feb. 2 on· the navis Branch road, 
nea·r Van Lear . 

Officers have indicated they have no 
clues in the slaying. The body of Meade, 
who was assistant production superin­
tendent for the gas company here, was 
found outside his car in which he was 
driving from his home to work here. He 
!lad been shot with a shotgun in·his side. 
and by a revolver shot to the head. 

No motive for the murder has been 
established. 

The M.eade murder mystery ap­
parently is as dark as that surrow1ding 
the slaying on Arkansas a year ago of 
Berton Conn, guard at a strip mine 
operation. Conn ·had been dead perhaps 
18 hours when the body was found April 
30, 1978. Conn, a man who had no known 
enemy, had been shot through the neck, 
and the bullet was never found. Heavy 
rainfall during the night preceding the 
finding of the body washed away 
whatever clues that might have existed. 

After several weeks of fruitless in­
vestigation by state police and the 
sheriff 's office the case has almost been' 
relevaled to the "unsolved mystery ' ' file. 

"This case has bothered me ever since 
I have been in office," Sheriff Doug 
Lewis said this week. His office file 
details the \Vork he has done, including 
visits to the· scene, digging in the area 
where the body, searching for lhe bullet , 
interviews with persons who live in the 
vicinity. 
· The killing occurred approximately 500 
yards up the mountainside from the Conn 
home. Apparently, nobody heard the 
shot. 

Lewis said coal had been stolen and 
trucked away from the mine site and that 
steps had been taken to stop the thefts. 
He surmises that Conn's work as guard 
may have laid him open to at tack 
because of this , but he holds that whoever 
fired the shot was known to the victim 
and was not suspected as an enemy 
because the guard's own revolver was in 
his pocket. 

The sheriff also learned that checks 
. a moun ling to $2800 had been forged on 

Emmett Conn, a man in his 80's, who

Federal Money 
To Repair Lines 
Promised·Ford 

Two federal agencies have promised to 
find money in their current budgets to 
repair leaky-and potentially ex­
plosive- gas lines in 26 Kentucky towns, 
Sen. Wendell H. Ford, D-Ky., said las t 
week. 

Eight privately owned systems in this 
county are included in the repair 
program . They are the Auxier Road Gas 
Co., B & H Gas Co., Elzie Neeley Gas Co., 
Leslie Oil & Gas Lease, Martin Gas Co., 
Mike Little Gas Co., Mountain In­
vestments and Ohio-Kentucky Utilities. 

The promises are noteworthy, Ford's 
office said, because the agencies aren't 
waiting ' to go through the time­
consuming process of asking Congrress 
for new money to begin the repairs . 

.It still isn 't clear, however, how much 
money the agencies will make available 
or when work can begin. 

As much as $2 million could come from 
the Economic Development Ad­
ministration, a federal pipeline saney 
official told Ford at a Senate hearing. 

The Department of Housing and Urban 
Development has also prom'sed to 
find money in its current budget for 
the work, but hasn't given a dollar 
estimate. 

In any case, said Jim Thomas of the 
Department of Transportation, the 
money won't actually be available in 
time for work to start any eatlier than 
the spring of 1980. 

Department of Transportation officials 
told Ford that municipally owned natural 
gas distribution systems in North Mid­
dletown, Olive Hill and West Liberty pose 
serious problems, as do 23 privately · 
owned systems in 10 Eastem Kentucky 
counties. 

Federal money has already been made 
available to help fix pipelines in Liver­
more. And Ford's office said HUD is 
expected to give final approval soon for 
repair work in Ferguson.

"Identify the problems"-for goodness' sake! We need no list 
of problems in quadruplicate, with code numbers and all the 
trimmings. 

The Big Problem is trash, junk, garbage, filth, waste of every 
imaginable sort. From there you can proceed with the . 
subheadings, or little problems : thousands of people almost 
daily violating the law, dumping waste illegally, along road­
sides, into streams, any"where to get rid of it; scores of stinking, 
rat -infested dumps; the lack of regard for t~e law by those 
charged with enforcing it; unwillingness of the public to pay the 
bill (it will be paid, one way or the other-by the continued 
d isgrace of a desecrated beautiful land if we persist in refusing 
to pay for cleanup and keeping cleaned up,-the list is long and 
sobering. 

If Floyd county and its people can make waste collection and 
disposal pay those who have contracted to do the job, and if its 
officials will crack down on violators to the point that littering 
doesn't pay, the problem will be solved. 

If this talk of educating the public is to become more than the 
stuff of dreams, that education must be in the School of Ex­
perience, experience which includes unwilling visits to court­
houses and taking the painful consequences.

Cites Serious Problem 

It is certain that everyone who 'has 
driven through Prestonsburg in the past 
few months is very well aware of the 
work being done by the Highway Dept. on 
the hill across from Pic Pac. The road is 
in such poor condition through the 
project, that cars must drive under five 
miles an hour to avoid the rough spots 
and large holes. The dust problem alone 
is tremendous. Indeed, most of us read 
with glee Dr. Campbell's complaint 
about the detour traffic being routed 
through the College, and who was 
responsible for repairs. 

I am a resident of Green Acres Housing 
project, and the situation on our back 
street is also very, very serious. Most of 
the children who live in Green Acres play 
on the back street, which is straight 
through to the highway, and very 
narrow. Drivers, not wishing to be held 
up through the construction, or drive 
through the college, drive through on our 
back street, sometimes at 60 miles an 
hour! It is a very unusual morning when I 
am not awakened by the sound of big 
tractor trailers, coal trucks, gasoline 
trucks and the like, not to mention many, 
many cars. This amount of traffic, 
caused completely by the construction, is 
beginning to have serious effect on the 
street and large, damaging deep holes 
are beginning where the traffic is just 
simply too much and too heavy. Cars 
have to drive on the sidewalk to avoid the 
holes, and of course we pray that they 
will also avoid our children who are 
playing on that sidewalk. Our little street 
was never meant to be a freeway, and 
although I have no idea who is respon­
sible for repair to city streets, it seems to 
me that, if money was appropriated for 

repairs on the hill, that must include the 
cost of maintaining alternate routes 
while construction is being done. 

The detour down old 23, or University 
Drive, is also narrow, and in very bad 
condition, so much so that cars and 
trucks are dropping wheels off the road 
and losing control. There is no evidence 
of proper flagmen or flashers. 

Everyone will be thankful to have the 
Hill repaired, but not at the cost of one of 
our children, or someone being killed in a 
wreck. I felt I had to call the attention of 
this problem to our city officials, and 
pray that they will immediately take 
steps to demand that these areas are 
properly handled. We are very fortunate 
that someone hasn't already been hurt. 
To delay any longer would be foolish.

the concern of all the 17 families that live 
in Pitt's Fork and have to travel the road 
to and from our homes, which is 
becoming an impossible and dangerous 
task to do . This road is located on Left 
Middle Creek, just off Rt. 850. This road 
has not been graded since October, '78. 
There are three bridges in the hollow. All 
three -are in need of immediate repair . 
Our main concern is for the safety of our 
school children who have to travel this 
road to get to school. 

We have tried every method we know 
to get our majistrate, Ray Wilcox, and 
the county road Commissioner, Sam 
Fitzpatrick, to repair these unsafe and 
deplorable conditions that exist, but all 
we get are promises that are never kept.

Reed, Other Officers Win Point 
In Richmond Dismissal Case 

Andrew J . Reed, formerly of this 
county, and eight policemen who served 
the city of Richmond while Reed was 
chief of police there, last week won from 
the Court of Appeals a decision setting 
aside their dismissal in 1977. 

The appellate court ruling reversed the 
Madison circuit court and held that Rich­
mond's hearing board violated the Open 
Meetings Act. 

The three-member appellate panel 
said the policemen should have had the 
public hearing that they requested. 
Dismissed with Reed were Pohcemen 
Edward Graves, Wayne Grant, Michael 
Sexton, William Johnson, Carson 
Lawless, Dan Collett, Blaine Martin and 
Glenn Gordon . 

The city's hearing board dismissed 
Reed after it held him guilty of 10 of the 
15 violations alleged against him. Three 
of the policemen were dismissed and five 
suspended.-

"Without reaching the issue of whether 
the evidence before the trial court 
preponderated against the findings of the 
hearing board, we have concluded that 
the judgment is erroneous in each case," 
the appellate court said. 

The city of Richmond contended the 
policemen had not filed notice for a 
public hearing on time, but the appellate 
judges said this cannot be a condition of 
an open hearing. · 

"The requirement---<!ould have been 
satisfied by the simple expedient of 
opening the doors and permitting the 
public to at tend the hearing," they said. 

" .. <The city) argues that timely notice 
was required to make security 

arrangements, but nothing in the record 
supports this." 

But if security was a problem, the 
appellate panel said, the hearings could 
have been adjourned for the. length of 
time necessary. 

It also noted that the closed hearings 
were held without complying with a law 
which requires notice in a regular open 
meeting . 

"As we have voided lhe action of the 
board for failure to comply with the open 
meeting statute and not upon the merits, 
it is foreseeable that the board will elect 
to reconsider these charges at a public 
hearing," the appell?te judges said. 

In this connection, they noted the 
language of the Jaw which calls for 
designating the details of alleged of­
fenses and when they occurred. 

The Court of Appeals did not support 
the contention of the dismissed officers 
that they were denied a fair hearing 
because members of the hear ing board 
were involved in preferring charges 
against them. 

It said the police had the right of appeal 
and the-opportunity to show any evidence 
of prejudice by the board members . 

When the difference between the 
Richmond police and city commissioners 
developed Reed claimed there had been 
repeated attempts to get the police "to 
ay off certain liquor interests." He 
ailed for a grand jury invesitgation.

irresponsible. 

Six years ago we learned what can 
happen when our foreign sources of oil 
are shut off, but we seem to have 
forgotten the lesson. Foreign oil con ­
sumption is greater than ever. In the past 
six years, we have taken no real , 
meaningful steps to rid ourselves of 
dependence upon foreign oil sources. 

Continued reliance upon foreign oil 
sources places our national security in 
jeopardy and poses a serious threat to the 
economy. · 

If our present imports of 8.5 million 
barrels of oil per day were shut off, we 
could lose 20 million American jobs. 
That, added to the 5.9 million presently 
unemployed, would bring total 
joblessness to nearly 27 million, and no 
doubt produce one of the worst economic 
disasters in our history . This is too 
serious a threat to be tolerated. 

Technology to produce synthetic fuels, 
both liquid and gas, from coal is 
available and tested. This energy source 
must be exploited now, and the country 
cannot Wail until 1985 or 1990. 

The nation needs an immediate syn­
thetic fuel program based on the model of 
the synthetic rubber project moun ted 
when natural rubber sources were lost in 
1942. 

The Defense Department should be 
authorized to build a number of synfuel 
plants which would be turned over to the 
private sector to operate under some 
reasonable financial arrangement. 

The expense will be great, but this is a 
question of na,tional security and should 
be treated with a national security 
priority .. 

South Africa already is producing 
synthetic fuel from coal, and an 
American company working in that 
nation is presently using 20,000 workers 
to speed construction of a second con­
version plant. These two plants will 
provide 30 per cen~ of the automotive fuel 
needs of South Africa. 

The well -being of the American 
economy is at stake, and we need to get 
moving right now to rid ourselves of this 
threat to our national security.

Deputy·Oerks Quit 
As Salaries Fall · 
Behind Inflation 

Kentucky's deputy circuit court clerks 
are leaving their jobs because their 
salaries are not keeping up with inflation, 
according to John W. Kearns, circuit 
clerk of Harrison county and a member 
of the legislative subcommittee on 
clerks. The subcommittee is part of the 
special task force now studying the 
commonwealth's legal system. 

Walter-Gattis, personnel officer of.the 
Administrative Office of the Courts, said 
the average monthly salary for deputy 
clerks is $700. 

The subcommittee met last week to 
discuss possible action on the salary 
problem, as well as other manpower 
problems facing the circuit court clerks 
in Kentucky's counties. 

Although there was not a quorum at the 
meeting and the report was not 
discussed, Rep. Jim LeMaster en­
Lexington), chairman of the sub­
committee, said the findings would be 
mailed to the absent committee mem­
bers and would be discussed at a later 
meeting before being presented to the 
task force. · 

The report was based on hearings at 
which circuit clerks, staff of the Ad­
ministrative Office of the Courts and 
deputy clerks presented their views and 
s.uggestions to the subcommittee 
members. Included in the report are 
recommendations to make salaries for 
deputy clerks competitive with other 
sta te employees and ~ plan t~ overcome 
the " drying up" of CETA funds under 
which approximately 30-35 d~puty clerks 
were hired.

· I lis life in the public 
eye began with his job as 
Lou is a's cit) a ttorncy. mov­
ing from there to Common­
wealth's Attorney for the 
32nd Di trict. 

In 1923 he made a 
decision that wou ld pro pel 
him into the national fore­
front for the remainder of his 
life he ran for the U.S. House 
of Representati\'eS and won. 
While serving in that capacity 
he helped push many of 
Roosevelt's !\ew Deal pro­
grams through Congress. He 
remained a member of the 
House with the exception of 
two years until he resigned in 
1938. 

During his service in 
Congress. Vinson developed a 
great deal of confidence in 
American political institutions 
and in the judgeJl'!ent of the 
American people. He felt that 
111 socict~ there were great 
conflicts of interest that were 
not destructive but necessary 

for social. political and eco­
nomic c hange. Com promise 
by the representatives o f the 
people was the best way to 
promote nat io nal strength 
and stability. 

There we re eight years 
bet we~n Vinson 's leaving Co n­
gress and his appointment as 
Chief Justice of the United 
Sta tes. Most of this time was 
spent serving in the executive

branch of gove rnment : how­
eve r, he had a sho rt tenure as 
an associa te justice fo r the 
U.S. Court o f Appeals fo r the 
Distric t of Columbia and 
another as chief justice o f 
t he U.S. Emergency Court o f 
Appeals. 

Vinson was considered 
a financia l wizard and a·pacif­
icator. These two qualities ­
served him weli in his next 
four areas o f respo nsibility : 
fi rst, as Roosevelt 's head of

From time to time I 'm asked how " Over E asy " discovers so many 
people who express positive f eelings about growing older, I

San Francisco newspaper columnist Charles McCabe has many 
opinions on aging. He once wrote that he felt sorry for people who 
harln 't yet passed the watershed of 40. I asked him wha t he meant. 

Life Begins At 40 

"The Hars after 40 have been the richest of my life," he said. 
" Had I ctied when I was 40, I would 've been an unremembered and 
unmourned fellow. For one thing, I 've learned to accept myself. I 
would've hated to have died without fi rs t accepti ng myself. Now 
22 vears later I can because of a series of accidents that happened 
to ~Ho> simply hl'cause I Jived beyond 40. 

"This mav all sound like an ad f or senility, but it's true. I see the 
second hali of life as potentially more intet·esting. Let's face it, 
Hugh, the early years are filled with the t u rmoils of trying to find 
the rig-ht occupation. spouse and so forth. 

"In one of my columns, I quoted a German philosopher ~ho said 
the first 40 vears wa·s life, the rest was commenta ry. In other words, 
vou should ·Jearn to 'edit' those first four rlecades in the following 
;-ears. There is a certain pleasu re in t rying to fig u re out what the 
devil you did and how well or poorly you d id it- a nd looking ahead. 

"Those who don't read me closely thi nk I 'm a pessimist. But I'm 
not really. I believe life is unfa ir but not unkind . Jack Kennedy 
often said li fe was unfai r. Persona lly, I haven't found it to be un­
kind, and I hope it isn't for t he rest of the population. You must 
weigh the unfairness wi th the unkindness. Life and circumstances 
aren't out to 'get' you-bu t they won't give you any quat·ter either. 

"Unfortunately, some people a re ra ised to expect things from life 
that are um·easonahle. They have false expectations. You know, 
'the-world-owes-me-a-living' type of thing-. Th is is a good way to 
Jive out yout· life in disillusionment and bitterness. 

Learn To Work Things Out 

"The key, I think, is to unlearn many of the things you learned 
during- those firsl 40 years. I t took me a long time to work thing-s 
out for myself. I sifted th rough my r igid education and upbringing 
and retai~ed those beliefs that best suit Charlie McCabe. A person 
should r~c>examine his values and convictions and recognize those 
that aren't worth keeping. 

"1 go along with the notion th at people over 40 us ually learn how 
to have a little fun in spite of t hei r troubles. So don't die early." 

Lifp is unfair hut not unk inrl-that's a distinction worth learning . 
Or. as someone once said, t here is nothing so easy to learn as ex­
perience and nothing so hard to apply. My than ks to Charles Mc­
C'ahe. a man who I suspect is applyi ng ex perience in ways to give 
him the most out of life.

the wartime Office of Eco­
nomic Stabilization ; secondly , 
as head of the Office of War 
Mobilization: next, as director 
of the Fede ral Loan Adminis­
tratio n. which was charged 
with the Reconstruction Fi­
nance Corpo raqon , and final­
ly, af ter Roosevelt's death in 
1945. as Truman's Secre tary 
of the Treasury . 

At the time of Vinson's 
appointments in the execu­
tive branch. the joke surfaced 
in Washington that while 
Kentucky was getting the 
most important posts around , 
they were all going to one 
Ken tuckian . 

A great effort was made 
by Kentucky Democrats to 
get Vinson to run for the 
Senate seat vacated by A.B. 
Chandler in 1946. He refused , 
and soon afterwards was 
appointed chief justice of a 
b itterly divided Supreme 
Court on June 24, 1946. The 
division was a clash of per­
sonalities as well as convic­
tions and principles. After 
Vinso n took over there were 
no mo re public displays o f dis­
agreement or factio nalism, 
and split decisions were the 
only meai{s where by the 
citizenry was aware of any 
tum10i1 within the court. 

Vinson's philosophy, 
that the judiciary should 
exercise sel f-restrain t and Jet 
other agencies of government 
play a more active role , paral­

leled Truman's idea o f the 
court system . However, it was 
Vinson's political na ture that 
actually caused Truman to 
select him. Vinson was known 
for his patient manner, h is 
respec t for the views of others 
and his ability to conciliate 
divergent opinions and per­
sonalities by way of com­
promise. 

Fred M. Vinson was the 
13th Chief Justice of the 
United States. Despite pleas 
that he attempt to capture 
the Democratic nomination 
for President in 1952, he 
remained on the court until 
his death on Sept. 8, 1953.

Visit May Bring Success Sooner 
By KENNY RICE 

A couple of weeks ago, Prestonsburg 's 
fine football coach Phillip Haywood and 
his assistants, Tony Burchett and Ron 
Robinson, visited one of the world's 
greatest football factories- Norman, 
Oklahoma, home of the Oklahoma 
University Sooners. The reason for the 
trip was to learn some of the smaller 
things about football that lead up to the 
bigger things-namely, wins . 

"We already have our basic philosophy 
about football. We tmdersland how to run 
our offense and defense. We visited 
Oklahoma looking for detailed things to 
make our attack better. Little things 
make a difference," Haywood explained, 
"We watched game films and sat in on 
practice sessions and saw them execute 
things, then we straightened it out in our 
heads as to how can we work this into our 
game." 

One reason the trio from Prestonsburg 
was able to get deeper into the game of 
football was that this was not a standard 
trip to a coaching clinic. 

"No, this was not a coaching clinic. We 
just lived with the coaching staff out 
there. We looked at a lot of films and 
would break down the offense and 
defense. We sat in on group meetings: 
There were four or five different coaches 
working at different positions and we . 
would go with them. Coach Burchett 
might be meeting with the offensive line 
coach, Coach Robinson would be with the 
secondary coach and I'd be with the 
quarterback coach," Haywood said. 
"College football is a business, but it is 
also a lot of fun. We would star t with their 
staff at eight in the morning and finish up 
sometimes at eight at night. We met with 
the coaches throughout the day, watched 
spring practice and saw so many films 
that our eyes started burning, but it was 
ftm." 

Haywood decided to visit Oklahoma U. 
because Prestonsburg r tms an offense 
and defense (wishbone and fifty) similar 
to Oklahoma's. 

"I think the best way. to learn 
something that may help your program 
is to visit a school that rl.ms a similar 
offense and defense. We went out there 
this year looking for things we may have 
gotten behind on. Football is a gam e that 
changes so rapidly, that it is good to visit 
a school once a year to keep up on 
ch'anges," Haywood notes. 

Haywood has .been impressed while 
visiting colleges to learn more about 
football since his first visit to a college, 
Georgia Tech, when he was coaching at 
Meade County. Haywood has visited 
Oklahoma twice, Alabama and Kentucky 
since coming to Prestonsburg. One thing 
he has learned from the visits is that 
most of the college coaches are very 
helpful and are willing to discuss foot­
ball, especially 'lif you have a good tm· 
derstanding of how a particular offense 
or defense should be executed." 

On each of his visits, Haywood has 
picked up something small that can 
make a play or hurt it. "We know how to 
run certain plays, sometimes picking up 
the overall techniques of the play will be 
useful. At Alabama year before last, we 
learned they taught their offensive 
linemen to follow a certain path no 
matter who lines up across from you. The 
wishbone they ran was to go to a certain 
path and that way there was an idea of 
who was suppose to be there . This year 
we picked up a technique for better feet 
movement on the part of the linemen," 
Haywood said. 

Haywood said he was surprised at how 
similar some of the things Prestonsburg 
and Oklahoma did. Of course, the scale 
was different but the context was close. 
He seemed very pleased with his trip, 
even though he was docked pay and time 
from school. Haywood's goal when he 
returned to Prestonsburg was to bring a 
first-class program comparable to Class 
AA powers Somerset and Corbin. He has 
made big strides in past seasons. 

Maybe the little extras he can pick up 
from college programs will help 
Haywood reach his goal. This year's visit 
to Oklahoma may bring that goal about 
sooner than expected.

The section of the new bill is identical 
to that approved by both Senate and 
House in the 95th Congress, but which did 
not become law because of a technical 
disagreement over other sections of last 

· year 's waterways bill.

"But getting the House subcommittee 
to act this early in the session, I am 
confident that flood control measures for 
the Tug and Levisa Forks will be cleared 
within the next few months," Perkins 
said. 

Perkins and other members of the 
Kentucky and West Virginia delegations 
wrote the Big Sandy section in 1977 as a 
means of preventing future disasters 
such as that of April, 1977. 

The section approved last week by the 
Subcommittee authorized the Corps of 
Engineers to design and build at full 
federal expense such flood control 
measures as are necessary to prevent a 
flood of the April, 1977 magnitude on the 
Big Sandy forks, and the Cumberland 
River and their tributaries. 

It eliminates the need for the Corps to 
apply a benefits-to-cost ratio which has 
prevented construction of needed 
projects in the past. 

Perkins and Rayhall have obtained 
agreement of the House Appropriations 
Committee to permit thetransfer from the 
Corps· of Engineers to the Appalachian 
Regional Commission of $10 million 
voted by Congress for snagging and 
stream clearing projects on the Tug and 
Levisa Forks. A technicality in the law 
prevents the Corps from spending the 
funds, but ARC will be able to contract 
with the Corps to d~ the work. 

This funds transfer will also have to be 
approved by the full House and the 
Senate.

Transportation Secretary Calvin 
Grayson said the maintenance staff in 
the bureau of highways began surveying 
the 23,ooo:miJe state-maintained highway 
system in early March. 

In addition, local officials have 
reported winter damage estimates 
totaling $32 million on county roads and 
$7.2 million on city streets. · 

Grayson said some of the winter 
damage on the state-maintained system 
will be corrected by resurfacing 
programs for 1979. "For the first time we 
are laking bids earlier on resurfacing 
projects, so the work can be completed 
this yeat ," he said. 

The state maintenance budget for this 
year includes about $20 million for 
resurfacing on 650 miles of highways , 
most of which is already under contract. 
Additional resurfacing costing more than 
$15 million will be done under the state's 
energy road fund and rural secqndary 
road program for 1979-,80. 

Repairs by state manintenance crews 
will be financed with existing budgets as 
much as possibl~, Grayson [laid, <~..nd the 
damage estimates will be considered as, 

A. R . Romine, assistant state hgihway 
engineer for operations, said main­
tenance crews are working overtime to 
expedite surface repairs. The crews are 
currently fixing the most severe damage, 
which has the highest priority. Romine 
noted .that " hot mix" material is .now 
available and will be used for more 
permanent repairs in the next few 
months.

Alice Lloyd Trustees Vote 
To Convert to Four Years

Beaver, Ky. The Alice Uoyd College board of 
trustees voted unanimously last week to 
convert the college to a four-year 
bachelor 's-degree-gran ting ins til uti on. 

Dr. Jerry C. Davis, ALC president, 
said that if everything goes according to 
plan the college will admit its· first junior 
class in the fall of 1980, and graduate its 
first class in May, 1982. 

In a separate action, the college 
trustees broke ground for a new library 
and learning center on the campus. A 
contract for construction of the building, 
designed by Marvin Crider & Associates, 
of Prestonsburg, will be awarded shortly, 
Dr. Davis said. Architects estimate the 
cost of the two-story 22,000-square-foot 
building at about $1 million. 

"The library was the major hurdle to 
be overcome in our plans to convert Alice 
Lloyd from a junior to a senior college," 
Dr. Davis said. 

Planning for the library, and the 
transition of the College, he said, became 
a real possibility when ALC received a 
gift of $500,000 for the library from a 
friend of the college who asked to remain 
anonymous. The school hopes to raise the 
remainder of the amount needed irom its 
friends. 

Alice Lloyd College 's present library is 
filled to bursting with 30,000 volumes, 
Davis explained, but as a four-year 
school the library should contain a 
minimum of 50,000-60,00'0 volumes 
initially, with space to expand gradually 
to about 90,000 volumes.

Programs under consideration include 
bachelor's degrees in business ad­
ministration, elementary education, a 
degree in the sciences and a degree in the 
social sciences . 

"Basically, the college will retain its 
character as an institution offering 
liberal arts pre-professional education 
intended to prepare young men and 
women for liV!'!S of leadership and service 
in the mountains," Davis said. 

He added that the conversion of the 
college from two-to fo'ur-year status had 
been under consideration since he 
assumed the duties of president two 
years ago. Last May, the board of 
trustees authorized the formation of a 
long-range planning committee to 
consider the feasibility of ·conversion. 

The committee surveyed currently 
enrolled students, the college's alumni, 
the leadership of public school systems in 
Eastern Kentucky, and potential em­
ployers in the fields of health, social 
services, and the coal industry. Results 
indicated that those surveyed felt that 
the conversion to four years was con­
sistent with Alice Lloyd's traditional 
commitment to leadership education and 

would be more likely to attract the 
region's top high school graduates. The 
survey results also suggested the kinds of 
educational programs the college would 
be able to offer in support of its com­
mitment to value-centered, liberal arts, 
pre-professional education. 

"We are hopeful that within five years 
after making the transition our 
enrollment would roughly double," Dr. 
Davis said. "However, I think it's im­
portant to emphasize that the college will 
remain small in order to continue to 
provide a great deal of personal attention 
for students. I would not want to see 
enrollment rise much above 400 
students. " 

The proposed library, a key to the 
transition, will include classrooms which 
could later become a part of the library. 
Also included are seminar rooms, an 
audio-tutorial center, and a lecture 
auditorium able to seat about 240 per­
sons. The building will be located directly 
across Caney Creek from the present 
library on a site · presently used for 
.parking. At their. meeting last week, the 
trustees also voted to provide 
reP,lacement parking areas on campus .

On July 7, 1978, the District Court of the 
D1strict of Columbia entered a Stipulated 
Order providing I hat the definition of 
fa:nily mcome for purposes of computing 
maXJmum rentals for public housing, as 
contained in a HUD Circular, which 
excluded spouses from the $300 deduction 
for eac h dependent a nd excluded 
dependents from the $300 deduction for 
each secondary wage earner, was invalid 
and violated the United States Housing 
Act of 1937. as amended. The effect of this 
determination is that certain families 
who lived in public housing during the 
penod from March 16. 1971 to September 
26, 1975, may have been charged too 
much rent. Therefore, the District Court 
ordered HUD to establish a one million 
dollar fund for the payment of claims 
which current or former tenants of public 
housmg may submit for a refund of any 
overpayments . 

The District Court's Stipulated Order 
provides that, if valid claims exceed one 
mill ion dollars. HUD has the option of 
having the Order dissolved in which case 
;\/TO and HUD may negotiate a modified 
sett lement or proceed with further 
litigatiOn. Thus, claimants should realize 
that the submittal of a claim determined 
\'al·id by a PHA may result in full , partial, 
or no payment. depending on the total 
amount of valid claims submitted to 
HUD, or the final outcome of any further 
litigation. Any person wishing to receive 
a copy of the Stipulated Order or a claim 
form may do so by making their request 
known to a local PHA. 

Individuals wishing to submit a claim 
must fill in the claim form made a part of 
this 1'\otice and must submit it to the 
Public Housing Agency's address in­
dicated on the claim form, or such other 
appropriate Public Housing Agency if' 
different from the address indicated,.

But rising 
gas prices may be having the opposite 
effect. 

Recent studies have shown that · a 
growing number of drivers are 
destroying the catal,ytic converters on 
their cars by using regular gas instead of 
the un leaded type such converters 
require. Not only are the converters 
disabled as a result but the iincrease in 
pollutants from the exhaust is 
stagger ing . Carbon monoxide 
hydrocarbon, and nitrogen oxides shoot 
up by 200 to 1100 percent. 

One of the recommendations is to use 
gasoline octane and oil grade specified 
by the car manufacturer . Other 
suggestions to save gas include: ac­
celerate modestly and drive at a steady 
pace ; coast to stops instead of slamming 
the brakes ; don't let the engine idle for 
more than a minute; and check tire 
pressure regularly.

OPPORTUNITIES Bert Roark, commissioner of the 
stale's Bureau of Environmental 
Protection, Wednesday told a. 
congressional subcommittee in 
Washington that Kentucky could face 
" some unfortunate consequences" if 
federal funding for sewer projects is 
discontinued. . 

Speaking before the subcommittee on 
HUD and independent ag~ncies of the 
House Committee on Appropriations, 
Roark said Kentucky has "hundreds of 
communities without sewers and hun­
dreds more cities with inadequate or 

203 Mining

According to Roark , the committee's 
staff has suggested that federal funding 
for the program be eliminated , s tar ting 
next year . Their reasoning, he said, is 
that the money has not been used ef­
ficiently . 

Kentucky receives approximately $60 
million annually from the federal 
government under Section 201 of the 
Clean Water Act for construction of 
publicly own ed sewage tr eatment 
systems. Local governments apply for 
the 75 percent federal grants and match 

. that with 25 percent in locally generated 
money. 

Roark's bureau certifies the projects 
and places them on a priority list. 

Elimination of the 1980 funding , .Roark 
said, will force the state to change its 
priorities. The change could foster the 
proliferation of small private " package 
plants" that are inadequately fi nanced 
and ca use pollution problems. 

Such a series · of events , Roark said, 
would have " serious public health im­
plications" and would be a "giant s tep 
backward for meeting the goals of the 
Clean Water Act." 

He also said rural communities would 
inevitably be pushed downward on the 
priority list, and their projects delayed 18 
to 24 months. 

He said funding for the revenue­
generating facilities must be continued 
so communities can become solvent 
'enough to fund their own growth . If not, 
"We'll be building sewage works with 
federal dollars forever ," he added.

The number of bike riders in America increases every year, but 
unfortunately so do bike-related accidents. Here are a few safety tips 
for bike riders: 

• Choose a bike that is the correct size. If the ·bike you are riding 
is too large or too small, you can lose control more easily. 

• Be sure you have good r.eflectors or reflectorized tape on your 
bike, visible from the front, rear, and sides. This is important if you 
plan to ride at night. For better visibility, attach a headlight and 
tail-light. 

• Use rubber-treated pedals on your bike, or attach toe clips to 
metal peaals. Foot slippage is a common cause of accidents. 

• Make sure your bike has a ch'ain-guard to prevent loose clothing 
from catching between the chain and sprocket. Leg bands and clips 
are also useful for keeping clothes out of trouble. 

• File down any sharp points or rough edges on your bike and cover 
them with beavy, protective tape. 

• Maintain your bike on a regular basis. Tires should be checked 
for worn tread and loss of air. Replace damaged or worn parts and 
tighten loose ones. Store your bike indoors to avoid rust. 

An Annual Event 
If you are a discouraged or anxious gardener, flowering annuals can 
give you a real boost. Not only are they easy to find, plant, and 
maintain, but they will brighten up any garden or home 
landscape. 

Most annuals grow best in the sun, but can tolerate shade part of 
the day. Plant them within reach of a garden· hose, because they will 
need frequent watering. If the spot you have selected is very low and 
tends to stay wet, plant the annuals in a raised bed. Annuals also 
grow nicely in ground containers and hanging pots. 

If you haven't grown annuals before, you might be better off buying 
young transplants instead of seeds. Transplants are easier to grow and 
faster to bloom. If you snip off the earliest flowers and flower buds, 
the plants will grow more quickly and produce more blossoms. 

When planting, prepare the soil first by turning and breaking it 
with a fork or spade. Rake the soil smooth, then sprinkle with ferti lizer. 
When planting seedlings, be sure to dig the planting holes larger than 
the plant roots. Water frequently . 

Follow-up care for annuals is also simple. During the next 2-4 weeks, 
water often and k~ep the soil around the transplants moist . Fertilize 
a second time, about two months after planting. When plants are about 
6" high, you might want to spread an organic mulching material (like 
peat ·moss) between them to conserve moisture.

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"Famous 
Kentuckians" 

The Lion of White Hall 
by Wayne Gregory 

Cassius Marcellus Clay 
(1810-l903), Kentucky's "Lion 
of White Hall," grew up in an 
atmosphere of plantation lux­
ury surrounded by his father's 
slaves, but he became an out­
spoken, fierce opponent of 
slavery. The anti-slavery theme 
pervaded a colorful , controver­
sial life as emancipator, politi­
cian, diplomat, soldier, journ­
alist and bowie knife fighter. 
In all his endeavors he main­
tained the image of a stately 
Southern gentleman. 

He gained national recog­
nition for his stand on slavery, 
a stand that often resulted in 
heated encounters like the one 
that occurred during the 1840 
election campaign in Kentucky. 
Cassius Clay was running for 
the legislature ; his opponent 
was Robert Wickliffe Jr. , son 
of central Kentucky's largest 
slaveholder. The two squared 
off in a pistol duel over a cam­
paign issue, but both men 
missed their targets. 

When Wickliffe won the 
election, Clay protested, claim­
ing the election judges were 
corrupt. Later, at a political 
rally, Clay interrupted Wick­
liffe's speech to refu t~ a point, 
whereupon a hired assassin 
called Clay a liar and struck 
him with his cane. Clay pro­
duced a bowie knife, the assas­
sin drew his revolver, and Clay 
rushed him , forcing a shot that 

missed its mark. Clay pounced 
on him and slashed him with 
his bowie knife. Tried on a 
mayhem charge, Clay was 
found not guilty. 

His was a life filled with 
fiery encounters. Even his pro­
posed marriage to Mary Jane 
Warfield , a member of an aris.­
tocratic Lexington , Ky., family , 
was steeped in conflict. Her 
parents wanted her to marry a 

l 
more sedate and respected 
Louisville physician , who had 
written Mary Jane's mother 
that Clay was unfit for her 
daughter. When Clay learned o( 
the d?ctor's statement, he de­
manded a public apology. The 
doctor refused to apologize, 
and Clay promptly whacked 
him over the head with a hick­
ory cane. Clay married Mary 
Jane and they resided at Clay's 
ornate ancestral home , Cler­
mont, later renamed White 
Hall , south of Lexington. 

Clay's staunch opposition 
to slavery Jed him to publish an 
abolitionist newspaper and

deliver a series of anti-slavery 
speeches in behalf of other 
politicians, and eventually Jed 
President Abraham Lincoln to 
appoint him a major general in 
the Union Army and later min­
ister to Russia. 

During his tour of duty 
in Russia, Clay became roman­
tically involved with Anna 
Petroff, a member of the 
Imperial Russian Ballet. Years 
later, a heavily veiled, myster­
ious woman delivered a 10-
year-old boy to Clay's Ken­
tucky home, saying he was 
Clay's Russian-born son. 

This incident led to 
divorce for Clay and Mary Jane, 
an unhappy event in Clay's life. 
To make matters worse, their 
marriage had produced l 0 
children. After this, Clay 
remained at White Hall , but his 
life began to decline. He was 
besieged by creditors, threats 
were made on his life because 
of the anti-slavery position he 
had espoused, and he became a 
recluse. 

At the age of 84 he mar­
ried again--this time to a 15-
year-old daughter of a share­
cropper. This enraged the 
neighbors, who summoned the 
sheriff to "rescue" the girl, but 
the girl didn't want to be res­
cued. Three years later, how­
ever, she moved out of White 
Hall and married her childhood 
sweetheart. Clay sued for 
divorce. 

After this, Clay became 
more withdrawn and his health 
deteriorated. While on his 
deathbed at White Hall he was 
annoyed by a fly that kept 
buzzing around the ceiling. He 
grabbed a rifle, sat up in bed, 
took careful aim and left a 
hole in the plaster V:.here the 
fly had been. Soon thereafter, 
on July 22, 1903, at the age of 
93, "The Lion of White Hall" 
died. On that night, one of the 
worst storms on record hit 
central Kentucky. It was so 
violent that the steeple on the 
courthouse in Richmond was 
blown off and a huge cemetery 
statue was shattered by 
lightning.

Cancer 
Hope line 
Q. I have been using hair dyes to color 

my grey hair for many years. Recently I 
have read where the use of hair dyes may 
cause cancer. Is this true, and if so, is 
this inclusive of all hair dyes? 

A. According to the Carcinogen In­
formation Program Bulletin, Center for 
the Biology of Natural Systems, 
Washington University , (St. Louis, 
Missouri ) eleven colors, which can be 
used in temporary (dyes removable with 
one shampoo) and semi-permanent hair 
dyes (allowed to set for 20-40 minutes on 
the head and are then worked in like a 
shampoo) have been shown to cause 
cancer in labortatory animals. They are: 
FD & C Green No. 2, FD & C REd No. 2, 
FD & C Violet No.1 , FD & C REd No. 1, 
Acid Blue 9, Acid. Blue 74, Acid Red 18, 
Acid Red 87, Acid Yellow 73, Basic 
Orange 2 and Basic Violet 10. It is 
generally agreed that a substance which 
causes cancer in animals . represents a 
risk to some part of the human 

. population. 
In December 1977 the General Ac­

counting Office, the investigative arm 
of Congress, reported that 407 .hair dye 
products contain 2,4-DAA. '2,4-DAA has 
been shown by data collected from the 
Na tional Canc er ' Institute to cause 
cancer in animals. In J anuary 1978 the 
Food and Drug Administration proposed 
that products containing this f hem_ical 
bear a warning label and warnmg s1gns 
to be posted in beauty salons. That same 
month the National Institute on Oc­
cupational Safety and Health recom­
mended that 2,4-DAA be "handled as 
a human carcinogen . In Septemb~r 
1978 Clairol , one of the leading hair 
dye sell ers , a nnounced removal 
of 2,4-DAA from its products. 

Ava ila bl e e vidence sugges ts that 
chemicals related to hair dyes are easily 
a bsorbed through th e skin and 
distributed in small, but significant 
amounts throughout the body. The scalp 
is a good route for this absorption due to 
its large number of sebaceous glands and 
hair follicles. 

Studies of humans who use hair dyes 
are inconclusive about the risks, but a 
more definitive study expressing the 
relationship between dyes and cancer 
will be out soon . It is known that the 
development of cancer can sometimes be 
delayed 10-20 years after exposure. 

If one chooses to use hair dyes they 
should try to avoid the known car­
cinogens, avoid scalp contact by dyes, 
and work to give the Food and Drug 
Administration authority to regulate hair 
dyes .

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The Diesel Debate: Pro's and Con's . \ POSITION OPEN 

By Gregory J. Stone 

What do Volkswagen, Peugeot, 
Mercedes-Benz, Oldsmobile, Cadil­
lac, and Chevrolet have in common? 
All these cars a re available with 
diesel engines, which are comin~ into 
vogue at the ripe old age of 87 . 
(Namesake Rudolph Diesel came up 
with the idea in 1892.)' This year, 
approxima tely 4% of the new 
light-duty ca rs a nd trucks are 
powered by diesels, and experts 
estimate that by the end of the next 
decade one of every 4-5 ca rs may be 
a diesel. It is no wonder that the 
sponsors of the prestigious New 
York Automobile Show have dubbed 
1979 the yea r of the d iesel. If the 
word still conjures up visions of 
locomotives puffing a long a track, 
it's time to reorient your thinking. 

What is a diesel and how does it 
work? Unlike gasoline e ngines, 
which run by igniting a compressed 
fuel-air mixture with electric spa rks, 
diesels use no electricity. Instead 
diesels compress a ir a lone, but th e 
compression is so powerfu l that it 
hea ts the air to temperatures as high 
as I ,000° F A fue l- injection system 
then squirts measured a mounts of 
pressurized fuel into the cylinders 
where it ignites spontaneously in the 
superhea ted air and provides the 
power for the engine. Unfortuna tely, 
many diesel engines a re noisy, for 
the explosions , n each cyli nder 
contribut e to the cha racteristic 
"clic king " sound , but acoustic 
insula tion has virtua lly solved this 
problem in newer models. 

Because diesels have no carbure­
tors to mix air and ga s, no electrica l 
system. and no spark plugs, tune-ups 
a re not required . Another econ­
omical feature is the mileage: it's 
20%-2 5% higher than that of 
conven t iona l engines a nd the fuel 
itself is approximately 5¢ cheaper 
per gallon. You can also expect a 
diesel engine to last longer, because 
they're more sturdily built and 
lubrica te themselves with their 
oi l-like fuel. They've been known to 
ru·n for 250,000 miles without major 
mishap. . 

One undeniable· disadvan tage o 
the diesel engine is tha t it is hard 
sta rt in cold weather, because e 
metal cyl inders: cylinder Fieads, 
precombustion chambers, a nd piston 

crown absorb the cold, lower the 
' temperature of the compressed a ir, 

a nd therefore render ignition d if­
ficult. Many manufacturers have 
cured this ill with glow plugs, devices 
which heat the air surround ing the 
fuel injector nozzles. Thus, the 
motorist turns the key halfway to 
activate the system and a colored 
ligh.t on the dashboard instructs him 
to wait; when the engine is heated, 
a light of a d ifferent color will read 
"Start." (The waiting period may be 
as long as a minute, depending on 
the degree of the cold.) 

In below zero weather, it may be 
impossible to start a diesel without 
a rtificial aids because the fuel will 
thicken just as motor oil does. Thus, 
in areas where the winters are 
a wesome, the owner may have to 
invest in a n overn ight block heater 
or a n electric blanket warmer for the 
batteries. That's right, batteries­
many American models have two of 
them to provide extra power fo r the 
heating system. 

Other disadvantages: More 
freq uen t oil and filter changes are 
necessary (every 3,000 miles is 
recommended), and many d iesels are 
more sluggish than their gasoline­
powered counterparts. 

Pollution is also a major source of 
controversy with regard to diesel 
engines, and proponents and envir­
onmentalists have had some sharp 
exch~wges . The Environmental Pro­
tection Agency recently stated that 
"diesel cars emit between 30 and 70 
times as many particula tes as 
catalyst-equ ipped gasoline-powered 
cars," and it is investigati ng the 
possibility that the cmittants a re 
carcinogenic. It has also proposed 
new regulations allowing only .6 
grams of particulates per mile by 
198 1 and .2 by 1983, at the same 
time · proclaiming that these stan­
dards are not motivated by the fear 
of cancer. 

The other side of the coin: A 
recen t a rticle published in Diesel 
Motorist alleges tha t the EPA is 
"choking on anoth,er red her_ring," 
and a manufacturing company 
cla imed that the reduction from .6 
to .2 grams will produce only three 
ounces less of dust from a mi le-long 
chain of di esel cars . In addition, 
experts acknowledge that diesels 
actually produce less hydrocarbons 
anc;l carbon monoxide than gas 

' ngines. 
O.n balance, the advantages of 

d iesels probably outweigh the dra w­
backs, which mass production will no 
doubt cure. In a ny event, the diesel 
is here to stay.

Kentucky will receive $596,617 to assist 
the state in developing its abandoned 
mine reclamation program, Secretary of 
the Interior Cecil D. Andrus has an­
nounced. 

The funds will be used by the Kentucky 
Department of Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection to compile 
information needed to develop a priority 
listing for its reclamation projects. The 
information will include indentification 
of those lands and waters that were 
adversely affe.cted by past mining 
practices without proper reclamation. 
Where no legal reclamation respon­
sibility remains, sites may be eligible for 
project funding . 

The state agency also will provide 
descriptions of problem areas and how 
the proposed reclamation relates to land 
use planning, and detailed information 
concerning the economic, social and 
environmental conditions that ar e 
prevalent in the state's abandoned mine 
lands . 

The state became eligible to receive 
the fundin g with the signing of a 
cooperative agreement with Interior's 
Office of Surface Mining. 

The funds will come from the state's 50 
percent of fees collected fro~ coal 
operators in the state t~ fmance 
reclamation of abandoned mme lands. 
Coal operators, as provided in the S~r-· 
face Mining Control and ReclamatiOn 
Act of 1977, contributed 35 cents a ton for 
coal that is surfaced-mined, 15 cents a 
ton for deepmined coal and 10 cents per 
ton for lignite. 

Since the fee collection 'became ef­
fective October 1, 1977 , Kentucky's share 
amounts to more than $18.1 million. The

To the Voters of Floyd County: 
Hills and lowlands are green, skies are 

blue, bluebirds are nesting and blossoms 
are drifting through air that seems 
fresher in springtime than any season. 

It is a time for looking up and out to an 
earth changed suddenly from gray­
brown to rebirth and life . It also is a time 
for getting down to earth, sometimes on 
your knees to save your back while 
planting, sowing and planning ahead and 
maybe even praying a little. 

Spring is the perfect time to let fingers 
and soil meet. It can be a lasting hand­
clasp, a never-ending friendship and 
result in green things good to eat the good 
for health. 

Part of this wholesome greentide is not 
so much planting and waiting. It's get­
ling out the old granite-ware dishpan or a 
large flour sack, a paring knife or two 
and as many of the pre-school children 
for a trip to pick greens. 

.It is a ritual in some families, starting 
w1th a mess of dandelion greens on 
Maundy Thursday, or even earlier. Poke 
shoots are coming through the soil, and 
like dandelions and most wild greens 
have a way or reappearing every spring 
without any effort from hand or hoe. 

How early in the year can a greens 
picker take to the creek bottoms, fields 
and garden patch hoping for greens to 
cook? Mrs. Hattie Ferguson of Morgan 
county once picked a mess from her 
garden on Jan. 31. · 

If it's dandelion greens, pickers can 
take to the yard sometimes as early as 
February. Leaves, flower buds and even 
the coin-gold bloom of dandelions are 
edible, but it is the leaves that add that 
good-earth taste. There is also the bonus 
of aiding the appearance of the lawn by 
clearing out the pesky plant. 

Before getting the dishpan or flour sack 
and taking the little ones by the hand, 
first you should have some knowledge of 
what to leave alone. While tender, trans­
parent poke shoots are healthy, poke 
roots are not. Like some wild 
mushrooms, leave poke roots in the 
ground. 

Some of the plants oldtimers say add 
"grit to the era w" and insure a year of 
good health are fuzzy mouse's ear, blue

Sisal (some say blue cecil), plantain, 
spotted dock, wild lettuce, blue violet 
leaves, mullein, sourdock, cress or 
creasises, speckled britches shawnee 
nettlesprouts,' lambs quarter;, purslane:

As is the case with most wild greens, 
good cooks pour off liquid from the first 
boil to take away the wild tang. ·These 
plants must first be washed thoroughly. 
Who wants to partake of a dish of tasty 
greens laced with vinegar only to bite on 
a piece of grit! 

Purist greens pickers "look" each leaf. 
There just might be a bug or two who 
hate to let go. 

Those who know swear by a mess of 
poke all by itself. Others not so hardy say 
it is better to mix several greens. Health 
.faddists say to cook briefly in just enough 
water to cover. But in the South, good 
cooks simmer greens a long time, maybe 
an hour, then place in a skillet and fry a 
few minutes.

In last week's testimony, Rhorer 
charged KHC with routinely violating the . 
provisions of KRS 198A, the statute which 
gave life to the agency by the 1972 
General Assembly to provide financing 
for low-income 'families. 

According to Rhorer, nearly 52 percent 
of all loans made by KHC between 
August 1977 and December 1978 exceeded 
$28,256, the average housing loan made 
by members of the Kentucky Savings and 
Loan Association. Rhorer added that 
although 71 percent of all Kentucky in­
come tax returns in 1977 were for gross 
incomes of $12,000 or less, only 28 percent 
of KHC's loans were to families in this 
income bracket. 

In 1979 KHC raised the maximtun 
income levels of families who qualify for 
loans to as much as $19,000 for a family 
with four children-{)r to $20,500 for 
families in 36 Eastern Kentucky coun ­
ties . KHC also put a cap on the purchase 
price of any home at $40,000. Applicants 
can now have no more than one-third of 
the price of the home in liquid assets to 
qualify. 

Rhorer also charged the agency's 
bonding authority has helped overextend 
the state's bonded indebtedness. The 
agency's bonding authority was raised 
from $200 million to $400 million in 1976 
an·d again to $700 by 1978 legislators.

~OBILE HOMES CAN BE 
ENERGY EFFICIENT 

The value of mobile homes is not 
depreciating as fast as it once was. The 
efforts to make them more energy ef­
ficient is partly the reason for this . 

Some mobile homes are being built 
with 6-inch studs in. the side walls to 
accommodate more insulation and up to 
12 in'che·s of insulation in the ceiling. 

The American National· Standards 
Institute has set up Standard A119, 1 
which states all mobile homes must be 
insulated with fiberglass wool or other 
suitable materials in walls, floors and 
ceilings. They also have vapor barriers 
on the warm or inside walls and ceilings. 
The type, thickness and application of 

. ·insulation materials must meet per-

formance standard, and buyers should 
make certain these standards are met. 

Some mobile homes are marked with 
an "Energy Conserving Home" tag . 
These have been built with more in­
sulation than is· required to meet per­
formance standards and will reduce both 
heating and cooling costs. 

Those who already own a mobile home 
can improve its ·energy efficiency 
significantly. Proper placement on the 
site is of primary importance. Place the 
home so that the long si9es 'face north 
and south. This will give maximum heat 
gain from the sun during the winter 
months. 

Protect the home against winter winds 
by building a semi-enclosed car port 
along the north side of the home or 
planting a windbreak of evergreens 
along the north and west sides. A tall 
fence also can be used as a windbreak. 

To keep ·the house from overheating 
during the summer, awnings, shades and 
porches can be employed to keep the 
summer sun out. 

Several brands of roof coating on the 
market will help protect a mobile home 
from the elements and reflect the sun., 
which keeps the home cooler in the 
summer. For maximum effectiveness, 
coat or paint the roof every year . A 
special conditioner- should ~ used on 
cracks and breaks before applying the 
protective coating. 

If there are active children in your 
family, it would be wise to build a 
vestibule attached in the main entry. 
When children go in and out , they're not 
exposing the home to the elements. 

Proper skirting of a mobile home will 
help reduce the costs of both heating and 
cooling. Before skirting is installed, 
provide front and rear vents to allow 
circulation and prevent moisture from 
accumulating. 

Although it's generally more difficult 
to add insulation in an existing mobile 
home, owners are advised to do so when 
possible. In most mobile homes, batt or 
blanket insulation can easily be installed 
under the floor and held in place with 
chicken wire. 

General conservation practices also 
will be helpful. Caulk all cracks and 
openings where air might get in, 
weatherstrip doors and windows and 
watch the thermostat settings in both 
winter and summer.

Board Approves 
'Calamity Days' 
For 5 Counties 

The state Board for Elementary and 
Secondary Education last week approved 
the school calendars of five school 
districts requesting calamity days in 
addition to those already granted. 

The school districts are those of Carter, 
Jackson, Lawrence, Martin and Mc­
Creary counties. 

The additional four days granted to 
Carter county should allow the students 
to be out by June 1. Superintendent Otis 
Johqson, of Jackson county schools, 
asking for a total of 13 calamity days , 
was allowed an extra five to put his 
schools out on May 28 or 29, depending on 
observance of the Memorial Day holiday. 
The sch.ools of Lawrence, Martin and 
McCreary counties also were granted an 
additional five days. The additional 
calamity · days will allow Lawrence 
county to complete the school year by 
June 4; Martin county, by May 24; 
McCreary county, by June 9. 

The school districts needed the 
calamity days to make up school days 
miss~d due to inclement weather and bad 
road conditions. McCreary county's 
reasons included building construction, 
which ' delayed the start of school last 
year. 

At its March 15 meeting, the state 
board okayed school calendars with 170 
teaching days. The calendars could in­
clude five calamity days, five snow-bank 
days, and five days accumulated through 
an extended school day. 

Set-Aside Cover 
Must Be Approved 
Farm~rs who sign up for the feed grain 

program agree to set-aside one acre for 
every ten planted in 1979 to corn. Graham 
Burchett, chairperson of the Floyd 
County Agricultural Stablization and 
Conservation <ASC) committee, said the 
acreage designated as set-aside must be 
devoted to an approved conservation 
practice that will protect the land from 
weeds and wind and water erosion. 

"This protection must be established 
on the set-aside land as soon as practical 
after beginning of the normal period for 
planting spring crops." 

Mr. Burchett said that approved set­
aside cover excludes a number of crops 
such as corn, grain sorghum and 
soybeans. "Some producers initially 
planted these crops in 1978, not planning 
to comply with the program, and then 
designated the acreage as set-aside after 
experiencing a disaster. Farmers will be 
considered out of compliance in such 
cases, and crops planted in the spring or 
summer that are not approved will not b~ 
authorized for set-aside or voluntary 
diversion." 

Set-aside acres must be cropland that 
was tilled within one of the last three 
years in the production of crop other than 
hay or pasture, unless the hay crop was 
in normal rotation with small grain or 
row crops, or was accepted set-aside in 
1978. "Orchards, vineyards, strips in 
skiprow planting patterns and other 
areas that are too small or are ab­
normally shaped are excluded," the 
ASCS official said. 

·set-aside cover and practices are 
approved by the state ASCS committee, 
with concurrence from the state con­
servationist, various wildlife agencies, 
organizations and other interested 
groups, to assure that the set-aside and 
voluntary diversion will be adequately 
protected.

It is a time when great 
peony flowers bend to the 
ground; when lily-of-the-valley 
scent the air ; bleeding hearts 
sparkle in the lush green 
grass ; and Virginia bluebells 
and myrtle transcend to 
beautiful hues of blue. 

The horticulturists add that 
May is a lime of 
revitalizations, a tnonth that 
causes one to dr eam ; a per iod 
when nature's output exceeds 
gardening. imput. But, put 
aside your nostalgic mood for a 
time, for there are many things

to do. There a re insects to kill, 
shrubs to pr une, weeds to pull, 
lawns to feed with fer tilizer , 
and Maypoles to dance around. 
May is also a fine time to catch 
a mess of bass, crappie, and 
bluegills. 

Entomologists say bagworm 
feeding starts in May. Eggs 
overwinter in the bags, hatch, 
and the larvae begin feeding 
and making cases of silk on 
portions of leaves and twigs 
which theycarrywith them. It is 
a t this active stage that sprays 
of sevi n or malathion should be 
applied. Those that are not 
killed by the spray attach the 
cases to twigs and pupate. 
Females which are wingless, 
legless, and wormlike, usually 
never leave the bag. Males 
emerge as moths and fly to 
female bags to mate. The eggs 
are laid in the bag. Over­
wintering bags or cases should 
be picked off and · destroyed. 

Some are planting gladiolus · 
bulbs about May 1. Plant at 
weekly intervals in order to 
have a longer flowering period. 

Prune baclt Deutzie, Spirea, 
Forsythia, and Lilacs after 
bloom.

Several new effective pesticides are 

biological in nature, rather than 
chemical. The chemical pesticides, like 
malathion, parathinon and the DDT 
relatives , are still very much · in the 
tnajority, but the use of insect hormones, 
predator insects, and bacterial and viral 
diseases to control pests are becoming 
more prevalent. Called "natural 
pesticides," this latter group has had 
several of its members recently ap­
proved for use. 

One of these new weapons is a natural 
bacteri um or germ approved by the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) in February, used to control 
crown gall in California fruit trees, while 
another, approved in March is a 

. protozoan or one-celled animal that 
parasitizes grasshoppers and can control 
them. 

Basketball on Way · 
Eugene Lyons, athletic director at 

Pikeville College, announced last week 
that plans are pending for a varsity 
basketball program for women to be 
organized this fall. Coming on the heels 
of recent anHo\.mcements concerning the 
rebuilding of the flood:damaged gym­
nasium , and the signing of two out­
stan ding players for the men's varsity 
basketball squad, the promise is for a 
very interesting basketball season. 

Pikeville College has never had a 
program for women's basketball. In fact, 
a broader program in women's sports is 
generally necessary to bring Pikeville 
College into compliance with govern­
ment policies under title IX dealing with 
equal programs of athletic activities for 
women. 

"We feel .that there is basketball talent 
among young women of this region of 
Eastern Kentucky," Lyons said. "We. 
plan active scouting and ' recruitment in 
this area." ·' 

Lyons is concerned that girls from the 
area-might not compete and he wants to 
encourage them to try, especially since 
scholarships are at sta~e in some cases. 

The athletic department will be in­
terviewing this summer for a coach for 
women's basketball, and quarters for 
this position have already . been in­
corporated into the plans for the new 
gymnasium.

The Floyd county fiscal court has granted our system a $1.50 
per month rate increase, effective May 1. 

The bactrium developed to control 
crown gall occurs naturally in soil and 
certain water supplies, but not in 
quantities sufficient to control the · 
disease. When concentrated on discs in 
the laboratory, it can be scraped from 
the disc into water, then sprayed on trees 
leaves or roots. Protecting trees from 
crown gall will save nursery growers 
approximately two million dollars an­
nually. Still experimental, the technique 
is presently limited to immature almond, 
apricot, cherry, peach and plum trees in 
nurseries and orchards in California, 
Oregon and Washington, where 10 percent 
of the fruit trees are killed annually by 
crown gall. If successful, the method will 
be expanded to other areas where the 
disease is not as prevalent. .

The microscopic one-celled animal to 
be used for grasshopper control is also 
found naturally in some grasshoppers. 
but again in insuffi cient quantities to kill 
large num hers of the pests. The parasite 
is cultured in the laboratory by infecting 
small numbers of grasshoppers, then 
processing the diseased bugs into a 
concentrated product · which can be 
mixed with food and spread on infected 
fields. During the next several weeks the 
natural pesticide gradually reduces the 
grasshopper population. If quicker action 
is necessary, a chemical pesticide can be 
used initially to quickly reduce the 
population. The natural insecticide only 
affects grasshoppers and is licensed by 
EPA for use anywhere in the country. 

Both these biological methods· are 
harmless to people , wildlife, and 
beneficial insects. Their use will also 
decrease the need for spraying chemical 
sprays. These natural insecticides are 
part of a group of control agents known 
as "biologicals;" the group also includes 
hormones that prevent certain pests 
from developing into adul ts , food at­
tractants so that insects can be trapped 
and destroyed, and sex hormones that 
prevent pest reproduction ,

Most game species 
spawn during this period, and spawning 
activity causes fish to concentra te in 
shallow water areas where they are easy

"We've already had better fis hing this

could be a banner year for spring fishing. 
We have good population levels of game 
fish and they seem more active than 
usual , perhaps because their strength 
hasn 't been sapped by e'xtremely cold 
weather .''

Ther e have been some excell ent 
walleye catches from the South Fork of . 
the Cumberl<Jnd River and white bass 
runs are just about to reach their peak, 
Bowers feels. Crappie are beginning to 
show up more an d more on angler's 
stringers as the water continues to warm 
and good catches of bass have been 
reported from several lakes already this 
year. · 

The only dark spot on this otherwise 
bright angling horizon is the weather. 
Spring in Kentucky is almost alwa ys 
marke d by unsettled weather con­
dit,ions- thun derstorms, cold snaps, 
strong winds, and other disturbances 
that make fishing less than ideal. 

But, Bowers says, fish are more 
adaptable than fishermen and will spawn 
under less than ideal conditions. Those 
anglers who wait for that perfect day 
might miss the peak spawning periods.

SLIBJEC'T: 1\licrowavc Sa fety Program 
Is your microwave oven safe? 
'I'hat 's what a new microwave oven 

inspec tion program , to be conduc ted by 
the Floyd County Health Department , 
hopes to h elp area residents find out. 

Ac cording to Earl Compton,· ad ­
ministr a tor, al though thousands of 
people use microwave ovens today , some 
may worry and-or have questions 
regarding their. safety or the safe ty of 
cooking with microwave radiation. 

" Because of this concern ," Compton 
said, " we are beginning immediateiy 
with a microwave testing progra m ." · 

According to Compton, microwaves 
are a form of electromagnetic energy 
which operat e on a frequency and wave 
l ength between rad io and infrared 
waves. They are a non-ionizing form of 
radiation which will not make foods or 
any other materials radioactive. 

" And the Federal-government has· also 
established stringent standards regar­
ding the design and em ission levels for 
microwave ovens," he said, " and there is 
little conce rn a bout excessive microwave 
leakage unless the door , h inges, latch or 
seal on the oven is broken , and this type 
of damage usually occurs dw-ing ship­
m ent or abnorma l use ." 

With the use of a special instrument 
and through the training of local en­
vironmen tal personnel , Compton said 
that any individual or fo od establishment 
with a microwave oven who would like to 
have it inspected should contact their 
local health department . 

" There is no C'OSt for this serv ice, 
which will begin May 7, ··he added, " and 
the actual · testing will take less than 30 
minutes and does not involve 
disassembly of the oven ." 

In addition , Compton said, those using 
the service will also be instructed as to 
proper care and use of the oven .
