Prosecutor Says He 
Will Not Wait Until 
July for SpL Term 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen announced last week that he will 
not wait till the July court term but will 
call for a special grand jury session soon 
to investigate the gas explosion which 
recently wrecked the kitchen of 
Prestonsburg High School and injured 
seven persons. 

Allen said he will wait for those who 
have been investigating the blast to 
complete their work before calling for 
the special jury. He explained that this 
delay is made so the grand jury, when it 
makes its final report, will be able "to 
give the people a clear picture." 

The state fire marshal, insurance 
company engineers, state police 
detectives and others have been involved 
in the early probe into the explosion and 
circwnstances preceding it. 

The prosecutor said he will subpoena 
"some school people, perhaps some 
officials," to testify at the grand jury 
hearing and also will subpoena the 
reocrds of engineers for the insurance 
company. 

" I intend," he said, ' 'to have the grand 
jury proceedings transcribed." Such a 
permanent record of the jury work is not 
ordinarily kept. 

Both Supt. of Schools Pete Grigsby, Jr. 
and James A. Duff, vice-chairman of the 
Floyd County Board of Education, have 
denied that they had been warned of a 
gas leak at the school. Mrs. Ruby 
Catherine Clifton, head of PBS, the 
parents organization which protested 
the presence of asbestos there, said the 
board was told last September of leaking 
gas. 

Commonwe<tlth s Attorney Allen said 
Mrs. Dolly Music, head cook at the school 
and one of those injured in the explosion, 
was misquoted in last week's Times. He 
pointed out that Mrs. Music did not say 
that there was no response to the 10 to 15 
reports of gas she had made to the 
maintenance department. Maintenance 
workers did come to the school, she said, 
but did not inspect gas lines beneath the 
kitchen floor .

Status of Stream Job Told

About 35 Martin residents heard a 
sobering report last Thursday on the 
state of the proposed Beaver Creek 
channelization project.

to bring them up to date 011 the 10-year­
old plan to straighten and widen 4.5 miles 
of Beaver Creek in the Mar tin vicinity. 

It has been variously estimated that 
the completion of the project would have 
reduced the April, 1977 flood level in 
Martin by from three to five feet.

In 1970, the Floyd fiscal 
court committed $100,000 for the 
acquisition of condemned property, on

Juvenile Center 
Costs Here May 
Be ffighest in Ky. 

The highest cost per capita for prisoner 
care in Kentucky will perhaps be 
recorded this year in the operation of the 
new regional juvenile center here. 

It already has 15 employees, is looking 
for two more- and there wasn't a 
juvenile held in the center as of 3 p.m . 
Monday. 

The center, located on the second floor 
of the new courthouse annex, was opened 
March 7, but only for the detention of 
juvenile girls because staffing of the 
section for males has not been com ­
pleted. That situation still prevails. 

There never has been more than three 
females held in detention at one time, 
although the center is designed to ac­
commodate juveniles from F loyd , 
Martin, Johnson, Magoffin and Pike 
counties. 

The center now has eight female 
employees, including a social worker and 
one cook and four male employees, plus 
the director and assistant director . 

Two other male employees are needed 
but the center will be opened for the 
detention of juvenile males if one more is 
hired.

Collins Challenges 
Election Officer List 

Garmon Collins, Reoublican member 
of the Floyd County Election Com­
mission, said Tuesday afternoon that 
some election officers apparently have 
been picked without a meeting of the 
commission, as required by law. 

Collins said the commission is required 
by law to meet prior to the primary 
election to replace officers who served at 
the preceding November polls but who 
have since died or moved out of the 
precinct. 

County Clerk C. "Ollie"Robinson, 
chairman of the election commission, 
could not be reached for comment. 

Mr. Collins said the list of officers 
which he had seen contained for some 
precincts only two precinct officials. He 
added that the only meeting the com­
mission has had was held recently for the 
inspection of the voting machines . 

It was from the same Indiana hospital 
where he served his residency in hospital 
administration that Rankin came to 
Highlands Regional in 1975.

Polygraph Tests 
.Support Stories 
Told by Youths 

· The discovery last Wednesday mor­
ning of approximately half a case of 
dynamite on the grounds of Prestonsburg 
High School ad':led terror to mounting 
terror in the schools here. 

Prestonsburg police and fire depart­
ment members were joined by a special 
state police detachment and personnel of 
the U.S. Treasury's Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco and Firearms in the subsequent 
investigation which included a foot-by­
foot search of the school itself and its 
grounds for other explosives. None was 
found. 

A day later, two 16-year-old boys, 
students at the school, were accused of 
planting the explosives beneath the high 
school football stadiwn , and they con­
fessed their guilt , shortly afterward. 

The dynamite and dynamite caps were 
stolen, the youths said, from the Harris­
Con'slruction Company at Water Gap, 
then hidden in an abandoned house and 
later buried. Still fearing the explosives 
would be found, they said, they recalled 
that they had once stolen a case of soft 
drinks and hidden it beneath the football 
stands at the high school, where it 
remained undetected. So, they said they 
concluded, the same spot would be a 
secure hiding place for the dynamite. 

The youths were released to their 
parents but agreed later to undergo 
polygraph (lie detector) tests . The 
polygraph examination was ad­
ministered by a state police technician at 
Ashland Monday, and the resnlts con­
firmed that the two had told the truth in 
their confessioons. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner. Jr ., 
who arranged the polygraph tests, 
pointed out the two should be asked 
specifically if any adults had knowledge 
of the placing of the explosives on the 
school grounds, either before or after 
their discovery and if the juveniles had 
any intention to detonate the explosives. 

Both denied any adult was involved or 
that they had planned to detonate the 
dynamite, and the polygraph examiner 
said the lest indicated they were being 
truthful .

Why Not a Warning? 
While the U.S. Senate was debating a routine bill to renew the 

funding of the federal government's alcohol abuse and 
alcoholism treatment program recently, Senator Strom Thur­
mond introduced an amendment to the bi II which would require a 
warning label on liquor bottles. 

And, to the surprise of many, the Senate approved it. Now, if 
the House of Representatives approves, and the President signs, 
the measure, the warning on liquor bottles will parallel the 
warning printed on all cigarette packages, reading: "Caution: 
Consumption of alcoholic beverages may be hazardous to your 
health." 

And why not so warn the pub I ic? It is contended, and pretty 
generally admitted, that alcoholism is a disease. And that the 
disease is "contracted" only by drinking alcoholic beverages. It 
takes the form of liver cirrhosis, damage to the brain cells 
delirium tremens, and so on. 

Kentucky's senators, Ford and Huddleston, opposed the 
labelling, arguing that more discussion of the warning was 
needed before Senate action. That opposition was their 
surrender to the wishes of liquor interests and the powerful lobby 
representing a major Kentucky industry. 

Their opposition does them no credit. Their argument reflects 
the thinking that has caused many of us to consume cyclamates 
and other substances in food, even in medicines, for years before 
an official warning that they are dangerous is sounded. 

Officials Must Get Tough 
A series of incidents bordering on terrorism has disrupted the 

normal activities of Prestonsburg schools to the point that school 
and court offlcials must surely be convinced that tough 
measures must be taken if the situation is not to become 
chaotic, even ridiculous. 

For several years now, anybody-pupil, crackpot, whoever­
has had only to make a telephone call, report that a bomb is In a 
school, and succeed in closing the school. 

This is no mere prank. Youngsters are losing precious time, 
the educational process is being reduced to turmoil, teachers and 
parents are worried, the school year is being lengthened and the 
entire situation is one that is expensive in time and opportunity 
as well as in dollars and cents. 

Persons making such threats can be caught. They should be 
caught. And, once caught, they should not be turned free with a 
mere slap of the wrist. 

One sensible reaction to such a threat came only this week 
when Prestonsburg High School refused to dismiss but met the 
situation simply by emptying the building temporarily until a 
search of the school was made. That must have been plumb 
discouraging to the terrorist who thought his or her telephoned 
warning again would send pupils home and cause the loss of 
another day of classwork.

It has been reported in the newspaper 
that the Floyd County Board of 
Education was notified of a gas leak at 
Prestonsburg High School in September 
of 1978, and nothing was done about it. 
This statement is completely untrue and 
at no time to my knowledge has a gas 
leak been reported to any member of the 
Board of Education. 

The School Board members deeply 
regret the injuries to the workers caused 
by this accident. This is an unfortunate 
accident and in my opinion no person or 
group of people is responsible. 

The present Superintendent has 
inherited many buildings in bad need of 
repairs. It takes time and money to 
correct these problems . The Board of 
Education is being criticized unjustly. 
We are acting in good faith to correct any 
problem that may exist within our school 
system. I have confidence in Superin­
tendent Pete Grigsby, that he will do a 
good job and that the school buildings 
will be repaired as finances become 
avai lable. 

I realize there are those who feel they 
can do a better job as Superintendent and 
as School Board members. These people 
are entitled to their opinion. However, I 
do not feel the people of Floyd County can 
find a more dedicated group of Board 
Members to formulate and implement 
policies necessary to operate our school 
system.

The Log on Bomb Threats 
Bomb threats to schools in this and 

other counties are not exactly news, they 
come so frequently, but the continuing 
class interruptions here have created 
what has been described as "chaotic 
conditions." Here's a run-down on what 
has happened, beginning with the gas 
explosion at the high school, the morning 
of May 11: 

School resumed Monday, May 14, but a 
bomb threat closed it the same day. 

A full day of classwork, Tuesday. 
Wednesday, dynamite discovered on

Elementary school closed Thursday by 
a telephoned threat. 

Friday, the high school attempted to 
open, but another threat closed it.

Tuesday, another threat to the 
elementary school, which was dismissed. 

This last call resulted in a charge of 
terroris ti c threatening being issued 
against a juvenile who allegedly made 
the call about 9:30 a.m. ~ juvenile 

hearing was expected to be held later in 
the day. 

"I feel the case against this juvenile is 
a sound one and should forewarn any 
potential offenders who are con­
templating such threats toward the 
schools that they are not acting free of 
criminal liability and prosecution," 
county Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. said. 

Supt. of Schools Pete Grigsby, Jr. 
added: 

"We will push for the prosecution of all 
offenders."

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HRMC "was still primarily a Floyd 
county hospital." Now, he pointed out, 
more than half of patients served are 
from other counties. He called Highlands 
''a model hospital for a regionalization ' 
plan ," and added, "It's been a beautiful 
thing to watch over the past four years.'' 

Rankin said the addition of a variety of 
specialists to the hospital had acted as an 
important growth catalyst at the facility 
along with vastly increasing the quality of 
health care in the area. He pointed out 
that the acquisition of specialists had 
relieved a great deal of pressure from 
physicians in general practice and had 
created "a fine environment for prac­
ticing physicians." He said the existence 
of specialists in an area invariably at­
tracts other doctors, thereby increasing 
the quality of medical services. 

Rankin said he felt particularly proud 
that HRMC had encouraged continuing 
education, referring specifically to the 
nursing program at Prestonsburg 
Community College · which was rein­
stituted through the hospital and the fact 
that state universities utilize the facility 
as a site for seminars and student 
training sessions. "We've earned the 
respect of colleges and universities , and 
that's important," Rankin emphasized. 

Even though he is leaving, Rankin is 
perhaps most excited by what the future 
holds for HRMC. Pointing to a 347-page 
certificate of need application which will 
be submitted in June for preliminary 
review by a local health planning board, 
he outlined proposed expansion work 
which he terms "simply carrying out 
plans outlined in the '60's." The work, 
which would include building of a new 
wing as well as major basement con­
struction, would expand the hospital's 
patient capacity to 184 beds rather than 
the 250 beds outlined in original plans, 
and hospital rooms would be enlarged. A 
new emergency room, lab, intensive care 
unit, physical therapy department and 
expanded surgery are also called for in 
the plans as well as lar:ger waiting areas, 
a first floor chapel and a variety of 
convenience features for staff and 
visitors. " I'd love to be here to see it 
through," Rankin commented. 

Rankin , who described his new position 
in Lafayette as "a unique opportunity 
that doesn't present itself very often," 
said he will miss the area and its people. 
He spok-e of local pride and how "it's 
always th~ quality of the people who staff 
a facility that determines the ultimate 
success." 

After discussing his experiences here 
and his upcoming move, Rankin stressed 
the importance of looking to the future. 
"What's really important is not that an 
administrator is leaving, but what lies 
ahead for Highlands Regional Medical 
Center."

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The full complement of employees 
would insure operation of the center on a 
round-the-clock basis, staff members 
working in shifts. 

The center is designed to house a 
maximum of 26 juveniles, evenly divided 
between the two sexes. 

Roy Stivers, director of the center, 
explained that the state has insisted on 
high standards of care and adequate 
staffing because this is the first regional 
juvenile detention center to be operated 
by the state and so it is important that 
supervision, care and all the other work 
involved are done right. 

"The state doesn't want to start with 
one shoe off," he added. 

Some county officials have pointed out 
that, were the ,center operated by the 
county, a staff only a fraction the size of 
the one being recruited by the state 
would be operating it. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
said under the prevailing circumstances, 
with male juvenile offendors excluded 
from the center, court officials have two 
alternatives: 

" They can send the boy home, which 
may be treatment that is too light; or, 
they can commit him to an institution, 
which may be too harsh." 

(A court ruling has forbidden the 
jailing of juveniles in sight and sound of 
adult prisoners.) 

Mr . Stiver estimated that the operation 
of the center on a regional basis "will 
pump approximately a quarter of a 
million dollars a year into the local 
economy."

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What title work has been done dates 
back to 1970-1972. It has been estimated 
that updating it would employ an at­
torney. fulltime for six months.

Thomas Tackett, principal at the 
elementary school spoke of the fear 
prevading the community. "You can see 
it in the faces of the mothers. Everyone is 
scared, including me.' ' 

In Washington last week, State Senator 
Jim Hammond conferred with 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins about the 
situation here, and Perkins called on U.S. 
District Atty. Patrick H. Mallow and the 
Bureau of Alcohol , Tobacco and 
Firearms to investigate and prosecute 
"to the full extent of the law those per­
sons responsible for the threats."

Supply of 'Gas' 
Adequate Here 

Motorists traveling into Floyd ~ounty 
and most other parts of the Big Sandy 
valley for the Memorial Day week-end 
apparently will have no trouble at the 
gasoline pumps. 

A partial survey of bulk suppliers of 
fuel indicates that the farther the 
motorist gets from the larger population 
centers, the fewer his worries aboul a 
refill. In Lexington last week, with no 
holiday or special event increasing the 
demand, motorists were not left without 
gas but in some instances had to hunt for 
it. 

The Gulf, Texaco, Phillips and Pure Oil 
dealers supplying stations in the county 
and elsewhere in the valley are operating 
on allotments, but they see no problem 
for the week-end, except for those 
stations which remain closed on Sun­
days . 

The Texaco distributor said there is a 
possibility that 10 per cent of his stations 
in an area of seven counties could be out 
of gasoline by the end of the month but 
saw no shortage for drivers in the Big 
Sandy valley. 

Gulf was certain of "an ample supply" 
its stations .. 

Pure Oil reported "no problem for any 
of our stations," but all except perhaps 
two which are operated in connection 
with grocery stores close on Sundays. 

Phillips has no gas supply problem, but 
most of its stations also close, Sundays. 

Gasoline allotments to most bulk 
plants in lhe valley have been cut 20 to 25 
per cent.

Is Rent Control of Apartments Benefici~l 
to Consumers? 
PRO: The following represents the statement of John Atlas, 
an attorney from Shelterforce, a national pro rent control 
organization. 
Rent control has been found to be an effective mechanism to control 
inflationary rents. It holds the line against rent gouging, prevents 
speculation, and can reduce housing deterioration and 
abandonment. 

What is rent control's effect on the larger community? John 
Gilderbloom, a housing expert who has made one of the few 
comprehensive studies of rent control that has not been sponsored by 
the real estate industry, has concluded that rent control works. It 
stabilizes rents without adversely affecting new construction, property 
maintenance, and the tax base. Unlike the real estate supported 
experts, Gilderbloom compared rent-controlled and non­
rent-controlled cities in an effort to isolate rent control itself from 
other factors affecting a city's housing stock. 

The simple truth is that modern rent control laws have no effect 
on construction rates. New construction is usually exempt from rent 
control. Moreover, broad economic and political factors such as 
unavailability of mortgage money, the high cost of land, maintenance, 
and financing, and government aid determine whether new housing 
will be built. 

Gilderbloom also analyzed the data on building maintenance and 
abandonment. He concluded that maintenance did not decline, and 
in some cases actually improved under rent control. This was to be 
expected since modern rent controls allow landlords to pass the full 
cost of some repairs and all improvements on to tenants. Rent control 
systems often tie maintenance to rent increases and thereby act as 
an inducement for the landlord to fix up their property. 

The argument that abandonment is caused by rent control fails to 
take account of the fact that landlords neglect and abandon buildings 
even where there is no rent control. Besides Gilderblooms', a number 
of studies have laid to rest the old bugaboo that rent control causes 
abandonment. A National Urban League study of abandonment 
ranked New York fifth behind four cities that don 't limit rents: St. 
Louis, Cleveland, Chicago, and Hoboken. The prestigious Woman's 
City Club's (NYC) extensive abandonment study in 1977 found that 
"buildings with higher rents were as likely to be abandoned as 
comparable ones with lower rents," and concluded that rent control 
is not a reason for abandonment. 

Even the Temporary State Commission on Housing and Rents in 
New York City concluded, "Rent control...can have little effect for 
it's clear that it is the oldest, least desirable tenement housing which 
(is) abandoned-housing which is unable to produce substantially 
more income in a free market." 

Gilderbloom also addressed the contention that rent control erodes 
the tax base. Again, he found no adverse effect. In the rent-controlled 
cities in New Jersey, for example, only seven showed decreases in 
property valuation. In 26 controlled and non-controlled New Jersey 
cities, Gilderbloom found an identical 25% increase in the tax base 
of each grouping. 

The fact is that real estate operators are bent on making as much 
profit as they can from housing and are willing to use scare tactics 
in opposing rent control. The tax base argument is meant to enlist 
homeowners in the rent gouger's battle against tenants. 

But homeowners should not be fooled. First of all, rent control often 
stabilizes neighborhoods, taxes remain stabilized, and if the 
community wants to increase taxes, commercial taxpayers can and 
should bear the brunt. 

Rent control can begin the process of shifting the tax burden to 
those who can afford it and away from the poor, middle, and working 
class family. 

Moreover, rent control gives people security that they will not be 
evicted next week or next year because of some exorbitant rent hike. 
This stabilizes neighborhoods and tenants gain a stronger sense of 
community. And when people have a greater sense of security and 
community they become involved socially and economically. 

Rent control is not a solution to the housing problem. But for the 
elderly, the poor, the unemployed, the average working family, as well 
as the financially burdened middle class, rent control is an excellent 
short term solution.

Con: The following statement represents the position of the 
National Apartment Association. 

Rent control advocates claim that because there is a shortage of rental 
housing, rent controls are needed to provide well maintained 
apartments at low 'rents. 

Let us examine this argument. Rent control is the surest way to 
turn decent housing into slums. Apartment operating expenses, such 
as energy costs, building maintenance, and personnel salaries, are 
increasing at a greater rate than rents. (Since 1967. rents have 
increased 66%, compared to a I 00% increase in the price of general 
goods and services.) Because these expenses are increasing more 
rapidly than rents, the building income eventually becomes insufficient 
to maintain the property if rents are not increased. Since rent control 
prevents the owner from raising rents enough to covet increased 
expenses and receive a fair return on the investment the owner is forced 
to cut back services and maintenance. 

To make this point clearer, assume that you own a couple of rental 
units. This is not so strange an assumption, since most rental units 
are not owned by large conglomerates, but by small investors. As the 
expense of running your rental units keeps rising at a faster rate than 
rents, your profit starts shrinking. So, when a rental unit needs a 
repair, you might delay the repair or use less costly materials. You 
might delay replacing old sinks, refrigerators, and other appliances. 
Eventually the rental units become run down. Then even if you wanted 
to make repairs, you could not obtain a loan from a bank because 
of the physical and financial condition of the rental units. Banks in 
New York City, D.C., and other localities with rent control are 
reluctant to lend money to repair apartment buildings because they 
fear there will be a default on the loan. 

The scenario just described is not fanciful. It has happened in New 
York City, Washington, D.C. and other cities with rent. control. 
Apartment buildings become so run down and unprofitable, the owner 
cannot even sell the building to cover delinquent property taxes. Then 
the building is abandoned and the neighborhood deteriorates. Senator 
Proxmire's Senate Committee on Banking, Housing, and Urban 
Affairs unanimously concluded that rent control is a major cause of 
the abandonment of dilapidated rental units. The Committee found 
that, since 1960, over 300,000 rental units have been abandoned in 
New York City and presently an average of 30,000 units are 
abandoned every year. Before officials in your locality consider rent 
control, a careful study of its effects should be made. · 

Rent control achieves just the opposite of what its advocates 
intended. Instead of supplying the consumer with well-maintained 
low-cost housing, it provides him with low-rent slums. 

Even individuals who do not rent suffer because of rent control. 
Rent-controlled buildings are worthless, so they pay less property tax. 
The local governments must raise both income and property tax rates 
to make up the difference. For example, in Cambridge, Massachusetts, 
the Principal Tax Assessor stated that Cambridge suffered its fi rst 
decrease in its tax base since the Depression. He attributed the 
decrease wholly to the imposition of rent controls. Consequently, a 
non-renter ends up paying more taxes because of rent control. 

Even with all these adverse consequences, rent control advocates 
claim rent control is merely a temporary measure due to the rental 
housing shortage. But rent control cuts off future housing construction 
which further increases the shortage. Remember, no one works for 
free. If an investor can't make a fair profit by owning an apartment 
building, he will not build one. In all cities where there is rent control, 
private construction of apartment buildings has ground to a halt. The 
consumer discovers that, as a result of the "temporary" rent control 
measure, the housing shortage has gotten worse. He no longer can 
find a vacancy and waiting lists develop. Already vacancy rates are 
at a 23 year low. 

Rent control fails to achieve the goal of its 'advocates, and the 
consumer ends up with the worst of all worlds. The apartment shortage 
is worsened and the existing apartment buildings begin to deteriorate. 
The solution to the housing problem is not rent control, but increased 
production of housing and government rent supplements to low-income 
groups.

"It's amazing to think that a com­
munity this size could produce a theatre 
that has done so many quality produc­
tions," he said "That shows that the 
community is really dedicated to the 
theatre. That makes us work harder." 

Campbell has been with the theatre for 
five seasons. This is h1s first year as 
general manager . The dedication he 
speaks of was around long before he 
came to Jenny Wiley. 

The idea of putting a summer theatre 
in Prestonsburg came about after a local 
resident, Katherine Frazier, attended a 
performance of ''The Stephen Foster 
Story" in Bardstown, KY. and decided 
that Prestonsburg could produce a 
similar drama. According to Mrs. 
Frazier, the theatre was originally in­
tended to house a continuing production 
of the life of Jenny Wiley, a young 
pioneer woman whose escape from In­
dians over the rugged mountains of 
eastern Kentucky made her a local 
legend. 

Playwrite Paul Green designed the 
theatre with the intention of writing the 
play. However . it was later decided that 
Prestonsburg did not have enough motel

space to accomodate the visitors needed 
to maintain a continuing outdoor drama. 
The theatre was built, but the idea of a 
continuing drama was scrapped. 

For years, the theatre was used mainly 
by touring companies , with a few local 
productions being produced each year . 
Local residents deYoted long hours of 
their spare time to produce shows like 
" H. M.S. Pinafore," "South Pacific," and 
"The Sound of l\lusic " 

In 1968, the theatre was staffed with a 
mixture of local residents and actors 
imported for the summer to work full 
lime on the shows. Since then, the 
theatre's company has been 
professional, doing three or four 
productions each summer from late June 
until the August. 

The shows have included several 
major Broadway musicals as well as 
some lesser known plays. They have 
ranged from shows with small casts and 
tiny sets ("The Fantastics") to shows 
which feature lavish production numbers 
<" Hello Dolly"). 

Campbell said this season will offer a 
mixture of both. "Starting Here, Starting 
Now," a three-character muscial revue, 
will open the season, playing June 20 
through June 24 and continue on Friday 
evenings through August 17. Three 
" larger" musicals will be presented 
Wednesday through Sunday nights 
! excluding Fridays) starting with "The 
Robber Bridegroom" <June 27 through 
July 15) and continuing with "A Funny 
Thing Happened on the Way to the 
Forum" (July 18 through July 29) and 
"Pippin'' (August 1 through August 19). 

Curtain time for the performances is 
8:30p.m. and ticket information may be 
obtained by calling 1 606) 886-9274 or by 
writing the Jenny Wiley Summer Music 
Theatre. Box 22 Prestonsburg, Ky. 41653. 

Many changes have taken place in the 
theatre over the years, according to 
Campbell. This year's company will be 
housed in mobile homes that are owned 
by the Jenny Wiley Drama Association. 
In previous years the companies have 
been housed in the theatre's dressing 
rooms or have had to search for housing 
in the surrounding communities 

Even with the mobile homes, the ac­
tors' accomodations are less than ex­
travagant. " It is a six-mile drive from 
the theatre to the mobile homes,'' 
Campbell said . " Two of those miles are 
on a dirt road which goes through a 
construction site. It is not an easy drive."

There have also been other major 
changes. In the early years, music for the 
shows was provided by pianos . A few 
years ago, an orchestra pit was instal led, 
and a 12 piece orchestra now ac­
companies the performance. A wooden 
floor is being installed on the stage to 
replace the cracked, uneven concrete 
one. A new sound system and new 
lighting trees are being installed. 

These improvements have been needed 
for many years, according to Sally 
Murphy, assistant general manager. 
Because the theatre is outdoors, the 
harsh winters take their toll on the 
facilities . "With these improvements and 
with the help we've been getting from 
Lowell Baker, Superintendant of Jenny 
Wiley State Park, it looks like we may be 
able to make the theatre presentable 
again", Murphy said. 

Another big change has been the cost::; 
of the productions- they have continued 
to rise. Campbell said the theatre 
welcomes contributions and has special 
Patron arrangements for different levels 
of contributions. "With these im­
provements being made in the theatre , 
we need all the financial support we can 
get," he said. _ 

One thing that hasn 't changed is the 
dedication of the actors, according to 
Campbell. Hundreds of actors have spent 
time at Jenny Wiley, and while some 
have traveled .on ~o carreers cloaked in 
obscurity, others have become famous . 

Perhaps the most famous former cast 
member is Ron Palillo, who created the 
role of Arnold Horshack on television 's 
"Welcome Back Kotter." Patillo , acted 
and directed at the theatre in 1970. 
Cynthia Bostic, a 1969castmember, went 
on to become Miss Kentucky and was 
la!er featured in the daytime drama· 
"For Richer, For Poorer ." Eileen 
Barnett, who appeared at Jenny Wiley in 
1968 and 1969 now appears on "Days of 
Our Lives." Randy Jones, a member of 
the group " The Village People" was a 
member of the company in 1972. 

This impressive list of alumni is proof 
that Jenny Wiley ranks among the best 
summer theatres in the country, ac­
e ording to Campbell. 

"We've come a long way , and we've 
learned a lot in our first fifteen years," 
he said. " The quality of the per ­
formances this season will reflect that. " 

But, he added, the theatre will not stop 
getting better. "our next fifteen years 
are going to be dynamite!" he said.

Development agency, and the new Water 
Resources Assistance Corporation-a 
recent spin-off from the Big Sandy Area 
Development District-had been crea ted 
for this purpose. 

Judge Jones also praised the ap, 
pearance of private housing corporations 
using newer engineering techniques to 
lower building costs, calling it "welcome 
news in these days of profit gougers ." 

Even as she spoke, local builders in 
another part of David were erecting the 
frame of a demonstrat ion house being 
bui lt to a design developed by an 
engineer at the Virginia Polytechnic 
Institut e. Innovative features of the 
house include the use of air-dried rather 
than kiln-dried lumber and passive solar 
heating. 

The builders, Bob Meyer and Tony 
Bentley, claim that the unconventional 
design features will mean a significnat 
reduction in the cost of building 
materials without any reduction in the 
qual ity of the housing. 

Work is also due to begin shortly on the 
construction of 28 homes in David's 
Schoolhouse Hollow, and approval has 
recently been given for 24 federally­
subsidized "section 8" housing units. But 
perhaps the surest sign of David's 
growing self-confidence, according to 
DCDC administrative assistant Ereline 
Allen, is that the town is now responding 
to calls from other small communities 
anxious to learn from David's experience 
in the art of community development.

Every bass fisherman dreams of 
catching a stringer full of fat and sassy 
three- to four -pound largemouths, with a 
couple of Junkers-seven and eight pound 
fish-thrown in for good measure. 

Although this dream occasionally 
comes true, the actual situation is quite a 
bit different. On a national basis, ac­
cording to figures compiled by the Sport 
Fishing Institute (SFil and based on 
scientifically collected data from the 
various states, an average catch is one 
" keeper" bass for every 20 to 30 hours of 
fishing . 

The SFI also calculates that, on 'the 
average, every square foot of potential 
bass habitat is fished at least three times 
each season. If all the waters in the 
nation which could harbor bass were 
divided among all the fishermen, each 
angler would have to depend "upon the 
productivity of only 34 of an acre of water 
to satisfy his annual recreational fishing 
needs," the SFT says. 

It's obvious from these sobering 
figures that enormous angling pressure 
is being exerted on bass populations and 
that some means of regulating bass 
harvest must be imposed if any kind of 
quality fishing is going to be maintained 
at all. 

"Among the tools available to fisheries 
managers," the SFI report concludes, 
"none offers more potential for im­
proving bass yields and angling quality 
than appropriate minimum size limits." 

Kentucky is entering its second season 
with what the SFI considers an "ap­
propriate" minimum size limit- 12 in­
ches. Biologists who work closely with 
bass can already see the difference, 
particularly in smaller lakes and pounds 
(always the first to respond to charges in 
management). 

Bass fishermen should also be able to 
note a change, according to Kentucky's 
Fisheries Director Charlie Bowers. 
Bowers predicts that both the total 
number of bass caught and the total 
pounds of bass harvested will increase 
this year. 

Bowers says the anglers should notice 
an increase in the average size of the 
bass they catch this spring. Even the fish 
they must return to the water will be 
larger- 10 and 11 inches instead of eight 
or nine, as was common under the 10-inch 
limit. 

Although the new size limit is still 
under evaluation, biologists feel it is 
working as predicted and the quality of 
bass fishing will continue to improve. 

But like other fish and game laws, 
Bowers says, this one will work only if 
fishermen observe it. Keeping un­
dersized bass is not only illegal, it's also 
unsporting and harms the future of bass 
fishingJor us all.

A Shopper's Guide to Q·oali ty Forni tore 

By Richard Lacayo 

The average piece of home furniture 
is less expensive than a car and less 
complicated than a stereo system. 
But y,.hen it comes time to make a 
purchase. it is no less difficult to 
choose a sofa than it is a station 
wagon. 

For one thing, the decision to buy 
is commonly made on the basis of 
appearance rather than craftsman­
ship. It is often not so much a 
decision as an impulse, a response to 
design rather than quality construc­
tion; a stylish fabric can be a lot 
more interesting than a snug-fitting 
corner joint. 

Another problem is that even 
those buyers who want to look more 
closely at a sofa or chest of drawers 
may not know what to look for. 
When it comes to upholstering or 
cabinetry, most customers are at a 
disadvantage, and unscrupulous 
salesmen know this. At first glance, 
the interior of a sofa might appear 
to the uninitiated to be as simple as 
a clam. But as clam lovers can tell 
you, there are clams and there are 
clams. 

Shopping For Furniture 
There are two basic categories of 
home furnishings: upholstered pieces 
(chairs, sofas, and recliners, for 
example) and case goods (such as 
dressers, cabinets, tables, and 
desks). 

The anatomy of an upholstered 
item has four main areas. Proceed­
ing outward from the center, these 
include the frame, which can be 
made of wood, plastic, or metal, the 
spring foundation, the cushion 
filling, and the outer _fabric 
covering. 

When shopping for a sofa or chair, 
look for frame made of kiln-dried 
wood, which resists warping, rather 
than air-dried wood. 

Check the visible joints. These 
should be tightly joined, and there 
should be metal reinforcements, 
particular!; at the corners. 

There are two kinds of internal 
spnng construction. The less expen­
sive of the two, called the "zig-zag" 
design, produces a kind of interlaced 
trampoline surface. It has a reputa­
tion for being firm and not very 
flexible. The alternative, "coil" 
construction, is known for comfort 
and bulk. 

Cushions are likely to be filled 
with latex or urethane foam. Check 
the labels- the-best foam contains a 
high percentage of urethane. Fiber­
fill produces the deep-sink "stuffed" 
look. In some cases, fiber is inserted 
around a foam core. 

Nylon and olefin make the 
longest-lasting cover fabrics. The 
most durable coverings are also the 

most tightly woven, such as damask 
and tweed. Vinyl is wear-resistant, 
too, plus easy to clean and a good 
deal less expensive than leather. 
However, with time, vinyl can 
harden and split. The best vinyl 
coverings are also the thickest. 

Keep in mind that cover fabrics 
constitute the single largest factor in 
determining the final price of a 
finished item. But furniture man­
ufacturers receive no guarantees 
from manufacturers concerning the 
durability of their materials. Con­
sequently, you won't be receiving 
an) guarantees, either. 

In shopping for upholstered items, 
there are a number of general 
questions to keep in mind: 

• Is the frame well-padded, 
especially at the corners? 

• If there are hanging skirts along 
the bottom, are the hems even? 

• Are the cushions snug? 
• Are the buttons sewn on 

tightly? 
• Are the seams straight? 
• If there are quilted surfaces, is 

the stitching secure? 
• Do the fabrics have any protec­

tive finishes to guard against wear, 
soiling, or fading? 

• Do patterns, plaids or stripes 
match at the seams? 

• Do sofas and heavy recliners 
have casters? 

If you are thinking of buying two 
or more upholstered pieces of the 
same color, order them all together. 
There can be variations within a 
single shade between one fabric 
dye-lot and the next. 

Buying case goods requires you to 
know something of the' vocabulary of 
woodworking. Oak finish means that 
woods other than oak have been 
used, but finished to resemble oak. 
"Solid oak" signifies that all exposed 
surfaces are of oak. A "veneer" is a 
thin layer of wood affixed by glue 
to a solid base. 

A well-finished case item should 
be smooth from adequate sanding 
and rubbing. Run your hands around 
it, especially around the undersides. 
Look for hairline cracks and streaks 
of lacquer or stain. 

Check the drawers. Do they move 
smoothly? Look for "glides"-

. plastic, wooden, or metal tracks that 
keep drawers moving evenly-and 
"stops" that keep drawers from 
pulling out too far. Make sure that 
drawers don't wobble and that 
there's no more than a V.S" of 
sideways play. Check between 
drawers for dust panels that help to 
keep contents clean. 

Look at joint construction on 
drawers and elsewhere. Be wary of 
drawer panels that are simply glued 
together; in a well-constructed

drawer they should interlock. An 
abundance of staples should make 
you suspicious, too. Staples should 
not substitute for screws in holding 
on back panels or other 
attachments. 

Most manufacturers of case goods 
have an informal guarantee policy 
that applies to defects that appear 
within a year after manufacture, but 
this guarantee is not an industry­
wide policy. Problems that turn up 
more than a year after purchase will 
be treated as the result of usage. 

The imperfections covered by the 
typical case goods guarantee include 
the loosening of glued joints, 
warping, splitting, and 
"de-lamination." 

Channels For Complaint 
If the springs start popping through 
your new recliner and your recently 
purchased desk collapses when you 
lean on it, what can you do? Well, 
it depends. Most consumer com­
plaints involving furniture are 
resolved by the retailer. In a few 
cases, the manufacturer steps in. But 
an organization does exist to help 
solve consumer problems not settled 
through those channels. The Furni­
ture Industry Consumer Advisory 
Panel (FICAP) is a voluntary, 
non-profit group that seeks to 
encourage high standards in the 
furniture industry, and to assist 
consumers directly by providing 
advice on how to satisfy their claims 
and by advising the industry of 
general consumer concerns. 

FICAP makes available a free 
furniture buyers' guide which is 
available from Box 591, High Point,

This booklet empha­
sizes that FICAP is an advisory 
body, with no authority to enforce 
action against an offending retailer 
or manufacturer. 

What FICAP can do is obtain a 
review of your complaint from 
management executives of the store 
or manufacturer involved in your 
complaint. It can recommend to 
them "affirmative action" appro­
priate to complaints like yours and 
suggest a possible solution to your 
particular case. 

According to FICAP, the 
procedure by which consumer com­
plaints are handled in the furniture 
business involves several steps. The 
retailer inspects the merchandise 
involved in the complaint. If the 
problem is a result of a manufactur­
ing defect, rather than wear, repairs 
might be made on the spot or in the 
retailer's service shop. If that is not 
possible, the manufacturer must 
authorize the return of the damaged 
piece for factory repair or re­
placement. In some cases, the 
retailer may offer to substitute a new 
item for the imperfect merchandise, 
but cash refunds are highly uncom­
mon, and specially-ordered uphol­
stered pieces are almost never 
accepted for return or exchange. 

Unfortunately, the entire com­
plaint process can take weeks or even 
months to come to a conclusion, and 
it may not be a satisfactory 
conclusion at that. Obviously, the 
best thing to do is to avoid the whole 
process by shopping carefully.

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How To Get the Bugs Out 
By Joan McClusky 

Cockroaches can make you feel like 
gate crashers in your own home. If 
you've ever clicked on your kitchen 
hght, only to see hordes of the l1tt le 
monsters grabbing the cheese dip 
and running for the baseboard<;, you 
know the feeling. Roaches are also 
embarrassing; somehow, their pre­
sence hints of banana peels under 
the bed and penicillin cultures in the 
refrigerator. 

When you do battle with the 
roach, you are figh ting someth1ng 
that has been around for millions of 
years longer than man. can live 
anywhere in the world , and can 
survive on any kmd of food. With 
enough determination. however. you 
can beat the little monsters, and with 
enough care, you can prevent them 
from coming back. 

There are more than 50 known 
types of cockroaches living in the 
U.S .. but of these 50, only five 
species infest homes. These five. 
when fully grown, range in length 
from 111 to 2 inches. and range in 
color from yellowish or reddish 
brown to black. The most common 
t)pe. the German cockroach, grows 
to lfJ inch in length and has two dark 
stnpes on the edge of its head. 

Cockroaches come seeking 
warmth. moisture or food. They can 
come into your hom'e in beverage or 
grocery cartons. 10 paper bags. from 
a neighbor's apartment or home. or 
up the elevator or stairs. Once they 
arrive, cockroaches make themselves 
right at home. and imrned1ately 
begm propagating their species. 

Bab) roaches. or nymphs. hatch 
from egg capsules. or oothecae . 
Since there are about 40 nympths in 
every German cockroach oothecae, 
you can see why missing only a few 
will mean another showdown 
between you and the roaches 1n a 
very short time. 

You may be tempted· to scream 
for the exterminator the first time a 
roach appears. or you may have tried 
to get rid of them yourself without 
success. Although some pests. such 
as rats or woodpests. definitely call 
for the services of a professional 
exterminator, you can usually ta kc 
care of cockroaches yourself. 

Picking an Insecticide 
The fir;,t a nd most importan t ;,tcr 

10\\ards ridding ) OUr house of 
roaches involves choosing the right 
insect icide. First of all: 

• Choose the right t ~ pe for the 
JO b. Lool-. for .10 insect1e1de 
spcci ficall) labeled for u;.c aga inst 
cockroaches Some brands arc 
la beled "ant and CO<II:h killers" 

• Check for an EPA ( En\lron­
mcntal Protection AgcnC)) registra­
tion number on the product )OU 

chome. The FPi\ rqustcrs all of the 
more tha n 30.000 pesllcides market­
ed 1n the Ln1ted States. and the 
FPA number a"urc;. \OU that t he 
product 1s safe and ef!'ccti,·c "hen 
used as directed. 

Next. check the substances in the 
insecticide that are l1sted on the 
label. The product will only be as 
effective as its ingredient . 

• Diazinon, malathion, propoxur, 
and ronnel will kill all kind~ of 
cockroaches. 

• Lindane will control all but the 
ever popular German cockroache>, 
which have built up a resi;tance to 
the substance in most areas. 

• If you have German cock­
roaches, usc only a product contain­
ing diazinon. malathion. propoxur or 
ronnel. 

• Dichlorvos and pyrethrine. two 
common chemicals, do not leave 
behind an active residue. Th1s IS a 
d rawback, because roaches that are 
missed when you spray may come 
into contact with an insecticide 
residue days later, and so still be 
killed. 

Dichlorvos IS seldom the only 
ingredient in a roach spray. so the 
other chemicals will insure an active 
resid ue. But pyrethrins are some­
times called organic, and sold in 
health food stores; they' re extracted 
from chrysthanthemums and are 
relatively nontoxic to people and 
pets. Unfortunately. they also are 
pretty ineffective. unless you can hit 
the roach directly, because they have 
pract ically no residual effect. 

After checking to make sure that 
the insecticide has the proper 
ingredients to send your little friends 
to their greater glory. you'll have to 
decide on the form of the insecticide. 
Here are the most popular types: 

• Surface sprays are widely u;ed. 
They leave a deposit or residue that 
remains deadly to the roaches that 
crawl over it. The maximum life­
effectiveness of any product, how­
ever. is l1mited by the EPA for 30 
days. Use only enough to moisten 
surfaces thoroughly; the deposit 
shouldn't drip or run. Remember, 
you're not trying to drown the 
bugs. 

• Space sprays contain extremely 
fine particles that noat in the air and 
make contact with exposed or nying 
roaches. They may be used in deep 
cracks and crevices and hard to 
reach places. Although it will rarely 
kill roaches. it will drive them into 
the open where you can kill them 
with a surface spray or chemical 
dust. 

• Some aerosols can be used for 
both surface and space spraying. but 
a surface ~pray should never be used 
for space spraying unless the 
ma n'ufacturer specifically recom­
mends 11. 

• Dust insecticides can be used 
for killing roaches driven out by the 
space spray. In cases of severe 
infestat iOn. you can use a surface 
spra} first and then force the dust 
into cracks and crevices difficult to 
reach with a spra) . 

• A high-power defogger. which 
automatically dispenses the insec­
ticide into a closed room or house, 

can be effective in heavily infested 
homes. 

• Poisoned food is also available; 
you put it where the bugs will be 
sure to find it, and they will carry 
it back to friends and family. This 
product is not a good choice if you 
have children or pets around, and 
even if you have an entirely adult 
household, you should watch out for 
spills from broken conta1ners. 

There's another type of insecticide 
that works very well , although it has 
some drawbacks. The substance is 
boric acid powder, and most drug 
stores sell it. It's not highly toxic and 
once it's put in place. a single 
application can work for years. 

Applying the Insec ticide 
These basic guidelines and 

precautions will apply no matter 
what -form of insecticide you 
choose. 

• Wear old clothes. a long sleeved 
shirt, and gloves; keep contact 
between you and the spray to a 
minimum 

• If you are going to be cleaning 
any of the surfaces you're planning 
to spray, do it before you spray. 
Ot herwise, you'll just wash off the 
spray and lose the residual effect of 
the chemica ls. 

• Make sure children and pets are 
out of the way, and will stay c-l~ar 
for the time it takes the spray to 
dry. . 

• If you're spraying in the k1tchen 
or bathroom, take everything off 
shelves and out of the room. All 
food, dishes, utensils, pots and pet 
food dishes should be well out of the 
spraying area . The same goes -for 
soap, towels, and personal effects in 
the bathroom. 

• Read the directions that come 
with the spray. Make sure you know 
what you 're doing, how much to use, 
and how long it will take before you 
begin to use any product. Read the 
first aid InStructions, as well, in case 
a person or animal is accidentally 
poisoned. 

• Plan where you're going to 
spray. For best effect , insecticide 
should be appl ied where roaches 
hide- beneath sinks and drain­
boards (around but not on pipes­
heat will dest roy the chemicals); 
along cracks around or underneath 
cupboards and cabinets, and inside­
especially in the upper corners. 
Roaches also hide where pipes or 
conduits pass along or go into walls. 
behind window or door frames. 
behind loose baseboards and mould­
ing strips, on the undersides of tables 
and chairs and on closet and book 
shelves. Basically, spray anywhere 
where there's a space big enough for 
a roach to crawl through Very la rge 
cracks should be fi lled. Think like a 
roach ; you're looking for moisture. 
darkness. peace and quiet. 

• Open a wi ndow. Make sure 
your face is away from and to one 

side of the cap. 
Start spraying low and work up, 

so you won't have clouds of 
insecticide in your face. You may see 
the dissemination of whole commun­
ities, or no roaches at all; it all 
depends on the type of product 
you 're using. Be careful with ca rpets 
and noors-some sprays will 
stain . 

As soon as you ' re finished, leave 
the room while the spray dries and 
the room airs out. Wash your hands 
and clean up immediately. Be sure 
to leave any leftover insecticide in 
the original container; it contains 
valuable warning and ingredient 
information, should a child or pet get 
hold of it. Make sure to put it away 
on a high shelf, well out of child ren's 
reach. Before putting utensils or 
towels back, put down a fresh layer 
of shelf paper, so that the shelf 
contents won't come in contact with 
the insecticide. 

In bad ly infested homes, you may 
want to use dust or a high-power 
fogger in addition to a surface spray. 
You may also find that one 
application isn't enough, and that 
the roaches have come back. In that 
case, try another product with 
different chemicals. 

To make sure roaches do not 
return: 

• Good housekeeping is the rea I 
key. Bugs are looking for food, so 
keep food covered and keep the 
ki tchen free of grease and crumbs. 
Since roaches are also quite happy 
eating garments, papers, and anyth­
ing else that contains sta rch and 
glue, keep them out of your 
house. 

• Check all boxes and packages 
as they come into your home. Get 
rid of stacks of brown paper bags. 
Dispose of garbage promptly. 

• Seal holes and crevices where 
roaches might be a ble to make their 
way in. 

If all of th is fails, you should 
probably call in a professional 
ex terminator. But it is certa inly 
worth· your effort to try to rid your 
home of roaches on your own 
first.

Several facets of the artist's varied 
experience are reflected in the paintings 
and photographs presently being shown 
at the Floyd county library. The artist is 
Judy Yunker, a native of Evansville, 
Ind., who now lives at Maytown. 

An education specialist with Mountain 
Comprehensive Care, Miss Yunker is 
also a member of the Benedictine Sisters, 
a religious order based in Ferdinand, 
Ind. She spent seven years as a 
missionary in Latin America and has 
recently specialized in art and music 
therapy for the mentally handicapped in 
Evansville. 

A number of the paintings in the 
present exhibition of her work clearly 
reflect the artist's therapeutic practice. 
Two, entitled "Accommodating Ten­
sion," appear to celebrate the rather 
upbeat faith of humanist psychology in 
the capacity of people to integrate 
conflict in their lives. 

Colors blend rather than clash; lines 
are drawn cleanly; edges are crisp and 
decisive. There are no jarring angles 
here, no ominous swirls that might 
suggest some unresolved conflict. 

"Creation I," "Creation II," and "The 
Snail in Each of Us" suggest the key to 
the resolution of conflict that permeates 
Yunker's artistic vision. All hark back to 
simpler forms of life and a slower pace­
as a counter to the haste and complexity 
of the modern consumer society. 

In these photographs and paintings, 
texture is important- the texture of the 
bark of a tree, the earth, the rough 

. lumber of a house. The point about 
slowing the pace of our lives, apparently, 
is that this is necessary if we are to notice 
the texture of things, the detail of a blade 
of grrass, the passage of a drop of rain on 
a window pane, the smell and feel of a 
spring breeze. 

The current exhibition of the artist's 
work will continue until June 2.

"The Voluntary Effort-It's Working 
for You" was the theme for National 
Hospital Week, 1979, May 6-12, and Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital at Martin had 
many activities going all week long in 
observance of the week.

This was the 
culmination of a poster contest sponsored 
by the hospital. Prizes were awarded. 

Friday, May 11, all employees par­
ticipated in a pot-luck lunch. At this time, 
also, Cindy Kidd, who recently resigned 
as director of Nursing Service, was 
honored. Open house was held in the 
emergency room lobby with refresh­
ments served to visitors-all day long.

Social Security 
By JOHN FAULKNER 

Manager of the Prestonsburg 
Social Security Office 

Q- At the beginning of the year , I hired 
a woman to do housework twice a week. I 
understand that I'm supposed to pay 
social security taxes on her wages and 
file a report with IRS. When should I do 
this? 

A- If you pay a household worker $50 
or more in cash wages in a calendar 
quarter , you must deduct social security 
taxes from the wages and pay an equal 
amount as the employer. Before the end 
of the month after the calendar quarter, 
you must send the taxes and a report of 
the .wages to the Internal Revenue 
Service. The repqrt, Form 942 (Em ­
ployers Quarterly Tax Return fo r 
Household Employees), is available 
from local IRS offices. 

Q- In 1978, I worked for two different 
employers. Each employer deducted 
social security taxes from my pay and, 
as a result, I paid excess taxes . How do I 
get a refund? 

A- If you work for more than one 
employer in any year and pay social 
security taxes on more than the 
maximum amount- $17,700 in 1978-you 
may claim a refund of these excess taxes 
on your income tax return for that year . 
If you have already filed your 1978 in­
come tax return, or if you have any other 
questions about getting a refund, contact 
your local Internal Revenue Service 
Office. 

Q-Back in January, I retired and 
s~arted getting social security checks . I 
know that if I go back to work, my ear­
nings may effect my checks. But, what 
about income I receive from savings and 
investments? 

A- When figuring what income may 
affect your social security checks, you 
must count earnings from work of any 
kind, whether or not it's covered by 
social security, except tips amounting to 
less than $20 in a month with one em­
ployer. However, income from savings, 
investments, insurance, or royalties 
won't affect your checks.

White Grubs, Webworms 
Damage Summer Lawns 

In the coming summer months 
homeowners may encounter problems 
with two major lawn insects : white grubs 
and sod webworms. 

Ruby Scheibner, Extension en­
tomologist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, has some advice 
for those who discover these pests in­
festing their turf. 

For both pests, Scheibner says too 
early treatment is wasted because the 
pesticides are lost by the time larvae 
develop. 

Instead, July and August are .the 
months to apply chemicals to control 
white grubs, the most damaging of the 
two insects. Late June, early July and 
mid-September are the appropriate 
times lo treat lawns for sod webworms'. 
- Beetles which lay eggs that develop 
into while grubs are flying now and soon 
will lay their eggs, according to 
Scheibner who is deputy stale en­
tomologist. He says while grub in­
festation is marked by large brown 
patches of lawn, but treatment must be 
applied before the patches are visible. 

White grub infesl.ed lawns usually will 
be dead by late August or early Sep­
tember if grubs haven't been controlled 
in July and August, says the specialist.

"By feeding on grass roots, the white 
grubs seriously reduce the ability of sod 
to withstand the stresses of hot or dry 
weal her conditions," notes Scheibner. He 
adds that dead sod can be rolled back like 
a carpet and the grubs exposed to view. 

The invasion of moles into a lawn may 
indicate the presence of white grubs, 
although moles may be attracted by 
earthworms as well, says Scheibner. 

He says lhat instead of waiting for sod 
to die or be damaged by moles, people 
can check for grubs by cutting square 
foot samples of sod from various parts of 
the lawn and examine the roots. "The 
sample can then be replaced with little or 
no sign of disturbance to lhe lawn," says 
the entomologist. 

If pesticidal controls are needed, 
Scheibner suggests Dylox, Dursban or 
Diazinon. For best results, mow the lawn 
and rake out dead grass and thatch 
before treatment and wash down the soil 
immediately after treatment. 

Sod webworms also cause dead pat­
ches in the lawn, although smaller ones. 
"If damage is severe, small patches may 
run together and form a single large 
area," says Scheibner. 

The webworms have four stages in 
their life cycle, with the adult moth being 
the final stage. The moths are small, tan 
insects about one inch long with wings 
held close around lhe body. When the 
moths are present, they are stirred from 
their hiding places in the grass as you 
walk on the. lawn , says Scheibner. And at 
night. they come out of hiding and are 
attracted to house lights. 

Sod wetworms clip off grass blades 
close to the ground and pull them back 
into their tunnels to feed. 

"Adequate watering lo keep lawns 
growing vigorously will lessen the 
amount of damage resulting from 
webworm feeding," according to 
Scheibner. The watering also may hinder 
development of webworms. Dethatching 
of lawns will remove some larva.e hidden 
in the thatch. "The lack of thatch makes 
a lawn less desirable lo webworms as a 
breeding place," notes Scheibner. 

Chemical control of webworms must 
be properly timed, stresses the en­
LOmologist. He says insecticides should 
be applied when young larvae are most 
abundant, which occurs 10-14 days after 
the moths are most abundant. 

Although Liming may vary throughout 
the state, Scheibner says !ale June, early 
July and mid-September usually are the 
best times to lreal webworm-infesled 
lawns. Recommended chemicals include 
carbaryl , chlorpyrifos, diazinon, 
propoxur and trichlorfon. 

County Extension agents have more 
inform at ion on lawn insect control.

Through a system called Elec· 
tronic FW1ds Transfer you can make a 
deposit or withdrawal, obtain a loan or 
pay a bill without using a paper check. 
All you need to complete these trans­
actions is a "debit" card which resem­
bles a credit card.

1886-90801 Electronic FW1ds Transfer-EFT-is a 
computerized banlting method by which 
wires, magnetic tapes and electronic 
impulses help you carry out financial 
transactions. EFT offers consumer 
convenience with 211-hour access to their 
funds and a variety of locations to do 
their banlting.

Consumers can have their paychecks 
deposited directly into their savings or 
checking accoW1ts. By instructing the 
bank to make a specified payment on a 
specific day of each month, consumers 
can arrange for a "pre-authorized 
payment" of recurring fixed bills. 

There are several banks in Kentucky 
already using a form of EFT known as 
Automatic Teller Machines CATM). An 
ATM is totally operated by the consumer 
and may be located on the bank 
premises , in shopping centers, in 
apartment buildings, in factories or in 
office buildings. 

To use the machine one inserts a "debit 
card" containing an accoW1t number that 
triggers electrical impulses. A secret 
identification number is punched in and 
an instruction panel lights up on the ATM 
giving instructions as to what buttons are 
to be pushed for the desired transaction. 
When the transaction is co)Tlpleted, the 
ATM returns the " debit card" along 
with a receipt. 

To obtain a debit card, you should 
contact your bank to see if they distribute 
these cards and offer this service. In­
stitutions may distribute W1solicited 
debit cards, but the cards cannot be 
validated unless you request it. 

If your "debit card" is lost or stolen, 
your maximum liability is $50, if you 
report the loss or thefl within two 
business days. If you don't report the loss 
within two business days, but do report 
within 60 business days, your maximum 
liability is $500. 

Here are a few tips for using Electronic 
FW1ds Transfer: 

-Compare the cost of EFT service 
among financial institutions about any 
charges for the service. 

- Ask for the institution's policy on 
error resolution and the procedure to 
follow. 

-Ask for the telephone number and 
address of the person or office to be 
notified in case of loss or theft. 

-Ask about the limitations on 
frequency of or dollar amoW1t of EFT. 

-Ask how to initiate a "stop-payment 
order" on a "pre-authorized transfer." 

-Ask whether the institution will be 
liable if they fail to make transfers.

CONCRETE BLOCKS 
Hwnan have long been known for 

their fondness of the fruit of the vine. But 
inebriation is not just a human foible, 
according to the current issue of In­
ternational Wildlife magazine. Some 
animals also overindulge 

Take the case of hundreds of waxwings 
which, explains the National Wildlife 
Federation's bimonthly publication , fe ll 
victim to the intoxicating effects of 
fermented rowanberries in Sweden. 
While motorists were trying to cope with 
a stretch of icy roadway one winter day, 
some of the drunken birds began to 
weave back and forth along the shoulder, 
\l hile others dive -bombed right into 
windshields . Many of the birds, rendered 
totally helpless. just sat in the middle of 
the road. 

Ripe pyracantha berries have also 
been responsible for many a bird's 
drunkenness . "Robins in Florida 
sometimes get so tipsy on ripe 
pyracantha berries that the) bwnp into 
each other or fly into telephone wires and 
windows, " reports International 
Wildlife. And in southern Nevada. hordes 
of migrating robins were seen staggering 
around after lingering too long at the 
pyracantha bush . A few days later. 
sobered up . they continued on their way 
south. 

"Drunk '' may not be the correct term 
for birds in this condition . Ornithologist 
Stan ley Temple of the University of 
Wisconsin explains in International 
Wildlife that when a bird or mamm al gets 
intoxicated, the cause is usually not 
alcohol but some other toxi c substance . 
That poison . Temple speculates, may be 
a particular plant's way of discouraging 
wildlife from eating it. 

Other natural ists point out that wild 
fruits can indeed ferment , producing in 
animals the kinds of reactions normally 
associated with human intoxication . The 
big difference between inebriated people 
and animals is that humans may set out 
deliberately to addle their senses, while 
animals a re usually taken unawares. 

Insects are also sus ceptible, says In­
ternational Wildlife . This weakness is 
recognized by butterfly hunters who use 

Cancer Hopeline 
Q- My s is ter has just been diagnos ed 

with Hodgkin 's disease . Is Hodgkin's a 
kind of cancer'7 Please explain s taging. 

A- According to the National Cancer 
Institut e, Hodgkin's disease is a form of 
cancer affecting the lymphatic system . 
The lymphatic system is part of the 
circulatory system which plays a ma jor 
role in the body 's a bilit y to fight in ­
fection . 

The disease usually begins with a 
painless- swelling of the lymph glands 
<nodesl m the neck , armpits, or the 
groin . Th e lymph glands m anufacture 
lymphocytes, white blood cells that fight 
the spread of infection . In Hodgkin's 
disease, these cell s grow rapidl y in a 
variety of abnormal forms . Thus , leaving 
the body wi th fewer normal lymphocytes 
to fight infection . 

Hodgkin 's di sease begins in one area of 
the lymphatic system and if le ft un ­
treated , may spread throughout the 
system and to other tissues a nd organs. 
As the disease progresses, changes occur 
in the blood s tructure and may ca use 
anemia (a reduc tion in the nwnb'er of red 
blood cells). The body is less a ble to fight 
infection and dam age to vital organs 
may occur . 

"St agin g· · is a diag nos ti c X-ra y 
exam ination used to determine the ex­
tent of the di sease . Appropriate diagnos is 
and "staging'' are c rucial to selec ting the 
most e ffective t reatment for a particul ar 
patient. 

Hodgkin 's is cl ass ified into one of four 
stages depending on the extent of the 
disease. Below is an explanation of each 
s tage: 

Stage I- When the cancer is localized 
or confi ned to one lymph area. 

Stage II- If the disease has s pread to 
a djacent lymph regions, but is confined 
either a bove or below the di aphrag m. 

Stage III- The disease is present in 
lymph regions both above and below the 
diaphragm . 

Stage IV- When the disease has spread 
to the lung, liver, bone, kidneys, or other 
outside the lymph node system . 

E ach s tage is then subdi vided into 
groups A or B according to whether or 
not the pati ent experiences symptoms 
such as s trength loss, fe ver or night 
sweats. 

Hodgkin 's disease often responds well 
to treatment. Improved diagnosis and 
treatment provides hope that more 
pati ents with this di sease will be treat ed 
effectively.

a devil ish concoction of squashed 
bananas and sugar to tranquilize their 
quarry . Some insect;; a re attracted to the 
sweetness of tree sap. V.hen the sap 
ferments. wasps and butterflies are 
suddenly unable to fly. Bees . too, have 
been observed veering wildly after 
partaking of overripe nectar. 

In addition to man , the elephant is a 
mammal wi~h a long tradition of 
inebriation. This is due to the elephant's 
habit of feeding on various fermented 
fruits and then engaging in noisy drunken 
brawls. In Kruger 1\:ational Park in South 
Africa's Tansvaal, they eat the pale 
yellow, plwnsized fr uits of the marula 
tree. These delicacies have a sweetish 
acid taste wh ich seem to have a special 
appeal and are said to ferment in the 
elephants' stomachs.

Frankfort, Ky., May 21-Fishing for 

black bass and bluegill continues to 
improve with good angling for both to be 
found in several locations. The lake-by­
lake rundown, according to the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources: 

BARREN-Bluegill good in inlets and 
bays; white bass good at night off rocky 
points and deep banks on the lower lake; 
crappie fair on the upper lake over 
submerged cover; clear, falling slowly, 
four feet above summer pool and 74 
degrees.

NOLIN-Bluegm good off shallow 
banks and over submerged cover; white 
bass good at night off rocky points and 
medium deep banks; black bass slow to 
fair on artificial nightcrawlers off 
medium deep banks ; clear, stable at 
summer pool and 73 degrees. 

LAUREL-Bluegill good off shallow 
banks ; trout good at night still fishing 
nightcrawlers off deep banks; clear, 
falling slowly, two feet below power pool 
and 73 degrees. 

DALE HOLLOW- Bluegill good still 
fishing worms off deep banks and drift 
piles; walleye fair still fishing big 
minnows and nightcrawlers off points 
and deep banks; clear, falling slowly, six · 
inches above summer pool and 72 
degrees.

Q. I know two people who hJvc had their cars ~tolen w1th1n the last 
month, and I'm getting worried about my own. Aside from locking 
my car and taking my keys. what can I do to discourage this from 
happening to me? J B .. Ale¥andria La 
A. This is one of two que>tJOn> rece1ved th" month concerning car 
theft. It's a bad problem getung worse. Nearly one million motor 
vehicles are stolen a year. 20~ left unlocked with keys in the igmt1on 
by their owners. More than two·thJrds of all auto thefts happen at 
night, and more than half of thefts occur in residential areas. And 
the thief who drives a car he's stolen is 200 times more likely to become 
involved in a serious accident than would the car's OY.ncr. 

What can you do to discourage theft? Of course, take your keys, 
lock the doors. and close the windows. Also. park in a well-lighted 
area. with your front wheels turned sharply to the lcfl or right. Th1s 
makes ll difficult for a profess1onal th1ef to tow away your car. Ma~e 
sure any alarms or other deterrent dev1ces arc activated. If you don't 
havr one. do some shopping. CB radios. tape decks, packages. and 
other valuables should be locked away or hidden. 

And remember to keep your rcgl\traJion and l1ccnsc alwa)s in your 
wallet or purse. Thieves can usc these documents to sell your car. or 
to impersonate you when confronted by rolice. 

Q. I'm about 15 pounds overwe1ght, and although I've tried diet1ng 
a number of times, I always become discouraged because it takes ~o 
long and I get so hungry. Also, t have certain spots on my body that 
always seem to be flabby, no matter what I weigh. On a ta lk show 
the other night. I heard a svelte actress tell how she'd lost 25 pounds 
with shbts of the urine of pregnant women. She claimed she was never 
hungry, lost the weight fast, a nd was able to tr im the fat from her 
thighs and stomach. Can you tell me about these shots: what they 
are, if they work, and how to get them'! 1.8., Read1ng, Pa. 
A. These shots are actually of a hormone called HCG (human 
chorionic gonadotropin), which is extracted from the urine of pregnant 
women HCG is useful for treating some disorders. including infertility 
in women. But HCG has yet to be proven useful for weight loss. The 
injections are only part of a treatment which includes a 
500-ca lorie-a-day diet and a lot of encouragement Although the 
chnics advertising the use of HCG claim 1t banishes hunger pangs, 
prevents weakness, and redistribute fat, there is no proof that weight 
loss is the result of anything but a strict low-calorie diet and a lot 
of support. Tests at Lackland Air Force Base showed that patients 
who received the shots while on a we1ght loss program lost an average 
of 15 pounds. while those who only thought they were being injected 
with HCG lost an average of 15.4 pounds! 

The Food and Drug Administration now requ ires statements on 
labels of HCG to the effect that it has not been proven to aid in 
weight loss, and clinics which advert1se HCG treatments must show 
FDA statements to the potential customers which indicate that ltCG 
has not been approved as safe or effective in the treatment of obesit)' 
The clinic~ are also being forced to advertise the fact that patients 
also go on a strict diet while on the program. 

The best advice we can give is: go to your doctor. get a sensible 
diet plan you can live with. and do spot exercises for those Oabby 
places. 

Q. A number of unpleasant conditions exist 10 my apartment building 
which violate local housing ord1nanccs . The elevator seldom functions 
properly, rats are infesting the premises, and large sections of plaster 
are crumbling off the walls and ceiling. Our landlord keeps saying 
he'll take care of everything, but for months now nothing has been 
done. My neighbors and I are considering holding back our rent until 
we get some action, but we're unsure as to whether it's legal or not. 
Just where does the law stand concerning this matter' B F. Lake 
Wales. Fl. 
A. An incteasing nul1lber of states will allow you to deduct an amount 
of money from your rent to cover repairs that the landlord refuses 
to make. In states such as New Jersey. the full value may be deducted. 
but other states set specific limits. Massachusetts allows a maximum 
deduction of four months' rent, and in many states you cannot take 
off more than $100. 

Have your building inspected by a government investigator and ask 
for a copy of the inspection report for )'OUr files. Armed with such 
findings, if your state does not allow you to pay for repair> out of 
your rent money, you may be able to w.ithhold your rent legally until 
the owner does the requi red work. Consult with an attorney. legal aid 
society, or established tenant association for specific guidelines. 

Q. I bought a ~ofa at a d1scount store that I kne"' wasn't among 
the highest quality dealers in town. So I had no unrealistic expectations 
as to how good the sofa would be. But this poor excuse for a piece 
of furniture has fallen apart right' before my very eyes I've never seen 
such shoddy craftsmanship' I've complained to them, but the furmture 
store refuses to g1ve me ~t1sfaction.

Call your local office of 
the Better Business Bureau. too -chances are. the)' 'II offer arbitration 
serv1ces

types of cred1t plans, however, make figuring out which IS best for 
me confusing. Can you give me some impartial detail> on some of 
the more common types' E S, Stockton, Ca. 
A. Sure. Here are four common credit plans. 

• Revolving credit Re1ail credit and bank cards usually work on 
a revolving credit basis. You can charge LO a ~pecified I imit and get 
cash advance~ with some bank cards. Your minimum payment each 
month 1s based on )OUr outstand1ng loan balance by pay10g more 
than the m1nimum amount you can reduce the si?C of future interest 
payments. With some creditors, if you pay in full within a specified 
time usually 25·30 days from your statement date you ma) not be 
charged 1nterest at all. Interest rates for rcvoiHng credit are h1gher 
than for some other forms of credit. Nonetheless. if your bill is paid 
before the due date, revolving credit cards can provide up to six weeks 
or so of interest-free money. 

• Single payment Most travel and entcrtammcnt cards are based 
on this plan. where you must pa) your bill in full each month.

A Morgan county grand jury which has 
been investigating rampant bootlegging 
smce February has returned three in­
dictments charging county officers with 
failure to perform reasonable functions 
m prosecuting persons charged with sale 
of alcoholic beverages in dry territory. 

Named were the sheriff, district judge, 
and county attorney. 

The indictments are an outgrowth of 
an investigation spurred by unusual 
circumstances in which Kentucky State 
Police cracked down on bootleggers , only 
to find their efforts at apprehension 
allegedly hampered by local en­
forcement officers and efforts at 
prosecution stymied in the court system.

The jury which handed up the in­
dictments has been in session since Feb. 
19, but not continuously. It got permission 
for extensions, finishing its work on 
Friday of last week. The term officially 
ended yesterday. 

A report handed up with the in­
dictments noted the jury had in­
vestigated not only the officers, but 
" certain other citizens, with a possibility 
of connection between bootlegging of­
fenses and organized crime." 

The report noted several persons 
arrested in the last year for bootlegging 
had been summoned before the jury, but 
refused to answer questions, citing the 
fifth amendment on advice of their own 
attorneys. 

During its term , the jury delved deeply 
into the sensitive area, asking questions 
about its own responsibility and 
authority, and at one time brought 
Kentucky Supreme Court Chief Justice 
John Palmore into chambers for con­
ference on the judical matter. Two other 
state officials , Paul Willis from the office 
of courts, and Barbara Edelman from the 
attorney general 's office, were called 
before the jury on that same day . 

The jury's report noted that on May 11 
Morgan Commonwealth 's Attorney 
Robert Hutchinson had asked to be 
relieved of participation, with ap­
pointment of a special prosecutor . On 
May 15, Ray Larson of the attorney 
general's office was named to head the 
investigation and aid the jury. 

Meanwhile, a motion has been filed, 
asking that the three indictments be 
quashed. Circuit Judge Ralph Walter is 
expected to rule M<1 y 31 on that motion.

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Annual ADD Meet Sees 
Changes in Board, Bylaws 

The Big Sandy Area Development 
District adopted new bylaws at its annual 
meeting Monday, and later the same day 
added new faces to its board of directors. 

In the reorganization session at May 
Lodge Monday evening County Judge­
Executive Wayne Rutherford, of Pike 
county was named chairman ; Mayor 
Tim Bostic , of Salyersville, vice­
chairman ; J . B. Wells Paintsville 
secretary, and Mayor Har~ld Cooley, of 
Prestonsburg, treasurer . 

Judge Rutherford is the fifth person to 
serve the district as chairman in its 11-
year history. He succeeds Russell 
Williamson, of Inez. Others who have 
held the post include the late Mayor 
George Archer, Pikeville Mayor W. C. 
Hambley and the late Judge Henry 
Stumbo, of this county. 

New directors are Commonwealth's 
Attorney James R. Allen, named by 
County Judge-Executive Yvonne S. 
Jones and Mayor Harold Cooley ; 
Representative James "Jitter" Allen, 
named by Judge Jones and mayors of 
Floyd towns ; Linda Montgomery, of 
Magoffin county, and J . B. Wells, of 
Johnson. 

Directors bumped in the process were 
Dr. Henry A. Campbell, of Prestonsburg, 
Allan Perry, of Paintsville, and Ollie J . 
Arnett, of Salyersville. Perry, however, 
remains as permanent alternate for 
Johnson County Judge Wayne Blevins. 

Dan Branham, superintendent of 
Martin county schools, won as 
representative of educational interests 
by a 15 to 1 vote over Supt. Pete Grigsby, 
of this county, who has held the post since 
he became head of the Floyd school 
system. 

The new bylaws provide for year­
around meetings rather than the former 
nine-month schedule, and future 
meetings will be alternated, county to 
county, since Jenny Wiley State Park, 
regular meeting-place, cannot be 
reserved for sessions during the summer 
months. 

They also call for annual meetings in 
Janurary instead of May ; 26 board 
members instead of 25; and tenure of 
directors to last through January, 1981 to 
permit new appointments to be made by 
new judges taking office at that time. 

The board named Hambley its 
representative to the Appalachian 
Development Council and nominated 
Wells and Rutherford for consideration 
for at-large seats on that body. 

Speaking on health planning, Sister 
Loretta Anne Hummeldorf, of Martin, 
told the group the overall object of 
planning efforts should be ''to provide the 
be~tt care to the largest number of people 
at the least cost," and said health 
planning has become both an art and a 
science. She emphasized the great 
responsibility of the East Kentucky 
Health Systems Agency in serving as a 
regional planning body and a clearing 
house for various health-related projects 
in a 68-county area of the state which 
includes Big Sandy ADD and said 
EKHSA's primary focus was in 
promoting an "area-wide system based 
on preventive medicine. " She also 
mentioned the "serious responsibility" 
which faces the 3G-member council in 
weighing the relative value of two cer­
tificates of need which are being sub­
mitted for Highlands Regional Medical 
Center expansion and the construction of 
a new Paintsville hospital . "We'll have to 
act on the basis of which proposal best 
fits the area-wide plan," Sr . Hummeldorf 
pointed out. 

Larry Smith, speaking on housing in 
the district, called the issuance of 

mortgage revenue bonds "the most 
important event of the year" in housing 
in the Big Sandy. The $18.9 million made 
available in Floyd and Pike counties, 
along with the $12.4 million in mortgage 
money issued earlier in Johnson were 
among first such actions in the state, a 
route which other counties may follow, 
Smith stated. 

Pike County Judge-Executive 
Rutherford stressed the importance of 
programs dealing with aging and told of 
the considerable effort which his county 
has made in serving what he termed " the 
forgotten generation." Rutherford 
pointed out that more than $600,000 is 
spent in the region on such programs 
with almost half that amount provided 
through ADD funding. "It's one program 
that will give you your money's worth," 
he told the group. 

Mike Ferguson spoke on the difficulties 
to transportation which had arisen 
through rising fuel prices as well as 
soaring initial costs of vehicles and 
maintenance expenses. "Aging 
programs are hindered as well as health 
services of all types," Ferguson said 
pointing to the importance of adequate 
transportation services, especially in an 
area possessing rugged terrain and 
isolated homes. He urged the ADD board 
to assign 'high priority to transportation 
saying, " I think the money's going to 
become available, so we have to be ready 
to make an effective bid." 

Featured speaker at the dinner session 
of the day-long annual meet was Fred 
Porterfield, area manager of the Louis­
ville area office of the Department of 
Housing and Urban Development 
<HUD). Referring to housing in the Big 
Sandy as well as most other sections of 
Eastern Kentucky, Porterfield said, "We 
think we all have a long way to go," and 
he pointed to "a thousand reasons" why 
we haven't been able to secure more 
housing for Eastern Kentucky. Increased 

' development costs , developer disin­
terest, and inadequate water supplies 
were named as problems and the HUD 
official pointed out , " We all have a sense 
of urgency and yet we're not getting it 
done. ' ' Porterfield said HUD put together 
an Eastern Kentucky Task Force "and 
although it has not accomplished what 
we'd hoped, it still is ongoing and very 
much a citizen group." 

" Maybe we've exhausted all our 
remedies ," Porterfield suggested, "but if 
that 's true we'll tell them in Washington 
that we need a new strategy and a new 
direction."
