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Officials Study 
Martin Problem 
EPA Undecided 
On Next Action, 
Attorney Says 

State and federal environmental of­
ficials inspected the Martin sewage 
system last week, confirming earlier 
reports that the plant is inoperative and 
out of compliance with an administrative 
order issued by the Environmental 
Protection Agency June 29, this year. 

According to the EPA order, the city of 
Martin was required to assess the con­
dition of its sewage treatment plant, and 
to purchase the equipment necessary to 
rehabilitate it, by August 1; and to 
submit to EPA a report on the pump 
stations, copies of the purchase orders 
for new pumps, and a schedule for 
replacing the main trunkline serving the 
city's upper end by August 10. 

The city was ordered to "cease 
discharge of raw sewage into Beaver 
Creek'' by August 10. All repairs were to

Prosecution May Ask 
New Sites for Trials 

Told that judges of Fayette county 
circuit courts have decided not to accept 
the murder trial of Lee Hamilton on a 
change of venue from this county, 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R.

One of seven occupants of a church bus 
was killed and three others seriously 
injured in a collision of the van-type 
vehicle and a heavy transport truck last 
Thursday afternoon at the Lackey in­
tersection of KY 80 and KY 7. 

Mrs. Norma Jean Hall Back, 65, of 
Topmost, died at Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital , Martin, shortly after the ac­
cident. 

Hospitalized were Jerry Hall, 12, 
reported in fair condition last week at 
Good Samaritan Hospital, Lexington ; his 
mother, Mrs. Elizabeth flail, 32, con­
dition reported "stable" at Our Lady of 
the Way Hospital , and Peggy Jo 
Greathouse, 36, also of Topmost, in the 
Highlands Medical Center, condition 
stable. 

The van of the J . S. Bell Baptist Church 
at Topmo-st was driven by the Rev. Harve 
Johnson, pastor of the church, and was 
returning to Topmost from Prestonsburg 
at the time of the crash. The truck of 
Overnite Transportation Co. was driven 
by Charles Rose, of West Prestonsburg, 

and was en route from Hindman to 
Prestonsburg. State Trooper Terry Hall, 
who investigated the tragedy, said the 
driver of the van was reportedly 
following a coal truck and apparently did 
not see the oncoming truck when he cut 
his vehicle to the left to turn onto KY 7. 

Hall said no charge has been filed in 
the wreck. The investigation ·was not 
complete, last week-end. 

The wreck victims were removed to 
hospitals by members of the Left Beaver 
Rescue Squad. 

The Rev. Johnson suffered minor in­
juries . Karen Hall, 5, daughter of 
Elizabeth Hall, and Tammy, three-year­
old daughter of Peggy Jo Greathouse, 
were uninjured.

Parents Here Organize Group 
To Attack Drug Abuse Problem 

Concern about drug abuse among 
Floyd schoolchildren has led a group of 
parents here to form a drug abuse 
prevention committee . The decision 
came after several dozen parents heard 
an address on the drug problem by 

• Mountain Comprehensive Care Cef?ter 
staffers last Wednesday. 

Committee chairwoman, Mrs. Myrtie 
Davis, said this week that she hoped the 
comm ittee could be expanded to em­
brace a widely representative body of 
citizens and civic leaders, and that 
federal funds might be obtained to hire a 
staff person to set up neighborhood 
programs to educate children and their 
parents about alcohol and drug abuse. 

Mrs . Davis added that th is county 
might be able to learn from a drug 
prevention program curren tly in 
operation in Martin county. 

Steve Knowles, program director of 
MCCC's Alcoholism and Drug Abuse 
program, said that the Martin program 
has won the support of law enforcement, 
school, church, civic and county officials. 
Martin fiscal court, he sa id, contributed 

$12,000 toward that county's six-month­
old program. 

The idea behind the Martin program, 
Knowles said, was to address the 
problem from as many angles as 
possible. "We have found that it does 
little good simply to crack down on drug 
pushers without offering an effective 
·education program as well," he said. 

Knowles said that the found quite 
credible claims made on the CBS "60 
Minutes" program this we~k that bet­
ween 50 and 70 percent of high school 
students nationwide smoked marijuana 
several times a week, and that 10 percent 
used the drug daily. 

"Our own survey, made three years 
ago and now outdat ed, showed that 36 
percent of students (in the five-county 
area served by MCCC) had at some time 
used a mild-altering drug," Knowles 
said. A growing concern , he added, was 
the increasing use here of sedatives, 
hypnotics and barbiturates. 

The mental health agency has recently 
prepared a set of alcohol and drug 
curriculum guides suitable for use in the 
schools, Knowles said.

ARC Approves 
Funds for Road, 
Other Projects 

The Appalachian Region al Com­
mission last week approved grants for 
the controversial public housing project 
at Cliff. 

A total of $649,000 has been approved 
for water and sewer pipes, excavation 
and grading, and construction of an 
access road to the proposed Cliffside 
Housing Project, a low- and moderate­
income apartment complex sponsored by 
the Church Housing Association of 
Prestonsburg. 

State Development Secretary William 
· Short said $469,000 will be used to build 

the access road, a project which has 
elicited vocal opposition in recent months 
from some Cliff residents opposed to 
public housing in their neighborhood. The 
road grant supplements a $168,000 ARC 
grant approved in 1977. 

A $100,000 grant will be used for sewers 
and water pipe, a lift station, fire 
hydrants, and professional · fees.' The 
remaining $80,000 will pay·for clearing, 
grubbing, excavation, and grading for 
the housing project. 

To be built are nine townhouse-type 
buildings, containing eight one-bedroom 
apar tments , 52 two-bedroom apart­
ments, 28 three-bedroom apartments, 
and six four-bedroom apartments. Total 
cost of the project is $3.75 million, $3 
million of which is coming from the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development.

Gets ARC Help~ 
On Cost Overrun 

Court Names Board Plot To Murder

A grant of $91,000 toward the $200,000 
cost overrun on the Wate1' Gap-Bull 
Creek water system was approved 
by the Appalachian Regional Com­
mission last week. The overrun is said to 
have been caused by higher construction 
bid:; resulting from construction of the 
new KY 80 on Bull Creek. The remainder 
of the overrun is to be financed by a 
$60,000 grant and a $49,000 loan from the 
Farmers Home Administration. 

The increased expense brings to 
$1,076,500 the total cost of the project 
which will tap on to the Prestonsburg 
water system to provide water for about 
225 families on Bull Creek near Water 
Gap. 

The $91,000 grant supplements an 
original ARC grant of $390,000. The 
Farmers Home Administration has 
previously committed a loan and grant · 
totalling $466,000 for the project.

McAninch, Music and Davenport had 
served on the Solid Waste Task Force 
which reported to the county earlier this 
year on the county garbage problems.

Drill Tests Rescue Groups 
The scene Saturday afternoon at West 

Prestonsburg was one of apparent 
tragedy. A school bus lay near the 
railroad tracks on its side, burning. F ire 
trucks , police car s an'a rescue vehicles 
converged on the area while rescuers 
placed bloodied victims in a nearby field. 

For all the realism and atmosphere of 
urgency which existed, however, the 
exercise, which may have shocked some 
unsuspecting onlookers, was one in 
disaster preparedness, sponsored and 
carried out oy the area Disaster 
Emergency Services office and area 
Civil Defense Director Petty Thompson . 

Involving the F loyd Coun ty 
Emergency & Rescue Squad, Prestons­
burg Fire Department and its recently­
formed Squad 6 rescue unit, Prestons­
burg Police and Auxiliary Police, P . & B. 
Ambulance Service, Kentucky State 
Police, and Highlands Regional Medical 
Center, the elaborate drill was designed 
to test the overall effectiveness of 
Prestonsburg area rescue workers and 
local medical organizations in reacting 
to a medium -scale di saster situation. 

The scenario for the mock disaster was 
a school bus struck by a tra in , with 15 
reported injuries of varying severity. As 
in a " real life" accident of this nature, a 
resident, Arvel "Mush" Nelson, cal led in 
the report of the burning bus at 5 p.m .

preliminary evaluations concerning the 
severity of injw·ies. In this way, in­
dividuals were tagged as to extent of 
injury so that the more seriously hurt 
could be attended to first upon arr ival at 
Highlands Regional. 

Alerted to the "disaster," Kentucky 
State Police arrived at the medical 
center at 5:24 , fo llowed by the fi rs t P . & 
B. ambul ance carrying the injured, four 
minutes later. It was then that doctors , 
nurses and staff of HRMC joined in the 
exercise. 

Victim s' mJuries were fur ther 
evaluat ed, charts were filled out for each 
patient, and, according to the extent of 
injury, victims were routed to surgery, 
X-ray. respiratory therapy or hospital 
beds. Dr. James D. Adams exam ined 
incoming patien ts while other physicians 
were placed on call to aid in the treat-
ment of victims. . 

Russell Dean , public info rmation 
director at the hospital , explained that 
the medical center has its own highly 
refined disaster plan , as required by the 
federal J oint Commission on Ac­
creditation of Hospitals. "Actually each 
department has its own plan, which is 
coordinated with the larger disaster 
reaction · strategy so that each person 
knows his specific duty in the face of such 
a situation," Dean pointed out. 

One primary pltrpose of the drill, ac­
cording to Civil Defense Director 
Thompson, was to test the hospital's 
abi li ty to handle such an unexpected 
overlaod. According to Dean , " the 
si tuation confirmed what we already 
knew- that we could accomodate at least 
the added patient load that resulted 
Saturday." 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom Black­
burn said he was especially pleased at 
the performance of EMT's during the 
emergency. Five E MT' s who pa r ­
ticipated are members of the fire 
department's Squad 6 city-wide rescue 
squad, and Blackburn said Saturday's 
drill indicated that " we 're off to a good 
start with our rescue squad." He said 
bandaging procedures by EMT's were 
pronounced by HRMC personnel to be 
"the best they'd seen. " 

Blackburn, who explained that in many . 
cases members of one squad also had 
membership in other r escue 
organizations, described the cooperation 
of participating groups as "excellent," 
with smooth coordination between 
organizations. According to Blackburn , 
Bob Morrison , director of the area DES 
office and a primary organizer of the 
exercise, said he "didn 't see mistake 
one" during the day's activities. 

Thompson said the only problems 
encountered involved a single instance in 
which a victim with a lower priority 
injury was attended to before one more 
seriously "hurt," and when a shortage of 
personnel to help unload the injured from 
ambulances developed. 

" Otherwise, it went real efficiently, " 
said Thompson, who pointed out that it 
took a total time of only 21 minutes in 
getting all victims out of the bus and on 
their way to the hospital. 

"I think local residents probably don't 
realize how many well-trained rescue 
workers there are among the different 
organizations in this area, " Thom pson 
said. " I think the dri ll Saturday shows 
how efficient these people really are ."

The June order followed a notice of 
violation served on Martin Mayor E . P . 
Grigsby in January, which cited the 
city's failure to submit disch~rge and 
monitoring reports on the sewage 
system. 

Inspecting the system last Wednesday 
were Gene Blair, an inspector with the 
state Department for Natw·al Resources 
and Environmental P rotec tion , Dave 
P arks , of the E PA Water Enforcement 
Division, and Craig Bromby, an EPA 
attorney. 

Bromby said this week that the federal 
agency had not yet decided on what 
action to take as a result of the city's 
continuing failure to comply with its 
orders. The options available to the 
agency under the federa l Clean Water 
Act , he said, were either to issue another 
compliance order or to bring a civil 
action against the city. 

While Martin officials complain of 
lacking the funds needed to repair the 
system, critics accuse them of failing to 
seek funds energetically. " There is no 
one in town worki ng to get those grants," 
said Martin resident C. K. Dingus, whose 
complaints a bout the extensive pond of 
raw sewage near his home first brought 
the problem to public attention. 

In considering a request by Martin for 
$27,000 in Economic Aid monies last 
week, Economic Aid Board members 
were told by board chairwoman Yvonne 
S. Jones that the city had neglected to 
apply for Appalachian Regional Com­
mission funds. Despite a plea by board 
member E . P. Grigsby, Jr ., the board 
turned down the city's request. 

Teddi Pence, of the Floyd County 
Community Development and Urban 
Renewal Agency, said this week that, 
while Martin might be eligible for fun ­
ding by the Economic Development 
Administrat ion and the Farmers Home 
Administrat ion, the city had fi led no 
applicat ions for funding through that 
office.

Committee OK's 
Paintsville Bid 
For Hospital 

A certificate-of-need application by the 
Paintsville Hospital Company will be 
presented to the Big Sandy Sub-Area 
Health Council tonight (Wednesday) with 
a recommendation for approval from the 
council's project review committee. 

The application is for replacing the 
present 60-year-old Paintsville Hospital 
with a new facility containing the same 
number of beds-72- for which the 
hospital is currently licensed. 

After review by the 30-member 
council, the application will be passed on 
in turn to the Eastern Kentucky Health 
Systems Agency CEKHSA) in Winchester 
next month , the State Comprehensive 
Health Planning Council, and finally ·to 
the State Board of Licensure and Need, 
where a final decison on the application 
will be made. 

A previous application for replacement 
of the present hospital with a 94-bed 
facilit;Y was withdrawn by its sponso·rs 
after the EKHSA project review com­
mittee recommended its disapproval in 
Jwy. . 

Paintsville Hospital's bid to rebuild 
conflicts with an application by 
Highlands Regional Medical Center to 
expand its present facility by 47 beds to 
184 beds, since, according to an EKHSA 
staff analysis, only 189 beds are needed in 
the area served by the two hospitals. The 
Highlands application was turned down 
by the EKHSA in Jwy and deferred by 
the State Comprehensive Health Plan­
ning Council in August as being out of 
conformity with the existing state health 
plan.

Nutrition Needs 
High for Teens

At twelve, Lynn was a stocky child ; at 

fifteen , she is tall , "curvy" young 
woman. At the same time, most of the 
boys in her class are just beginning to 
shoot up. 

The growth rate during adolescence is 
higher than any other time except in­
fancy _ This acceleration- which begins 
for girls at the age of ten or 11, and for 
boys at 12 or 13- is accompanied by a 
variety of physical and emotional 
changes. To support this physical ex­
pansion , nutrient requirements are 
greater than during adulthood. The need 
is especially high for protein, minerals, 
and vitamins essential for abundaht cell 
growth. 

Unfortunately, the adolescent's food 
choices are effected by non-nutritive 

·factors . Take a moment to think about 
the teenager you know best. What ~ma~'e 
is conjured up in your mind when you try 
to picture his-<>r her- foot habits? An 
unbalanced diet? Irregular or skipped 
meals? Poor lunches ? Junk food snacks? 
Does this teenager follow a weird pattern 
of on-again-off-again dieting? 

Scientific literature reports that these 
practices are widespread am ong 
teenagers. For gii'ls particularly these 
patterns may interfere with adequate 
nourishment during time of greatest 
nutr itfonal needs . 

Teenagers become overly concerned 
about their body image. A study of high 
school students explored the youngsters ' 
attitudes towards their own shape and 
size, and found that the prominent feeling 
was one of disatisfaction with' weight, 
height and body dimensions . 

Class Promised 
To Handicapped 
Six-Year-Old 

Nearly a month after F loyd school 
officials said there was no room for her in 
the learning disabilities (LD) class at 
Clark Elementary School, Missy Prater 
has at least a promise that she will be 
admitted to the class as soon as 
classroom furniture is available. 

While there is still no speech therapist 
available for the handicapped six-year­
old, a special educational program js 
being designed which init ially assigns 
her full-time to the LD class and provides 
for her gradual integration into regular 
school activities. 

Missy's mother, Mrs. Monzelle Prater, 
had refused to enroll her daughter in 
school here until special facilities were 
made available for her. The family 
moved in August to State Fork Road 
from Richmond, Mich., where Mrs. 
. Prater has also pressed school officials to 
provide speech therapy and an LD class 
for her child. . 

Public Law 94-142, the Education for 
All Handicapped Children Act of 1975, 
which took effect last fall , provides 
funding for any state that makes "free, 
appropriate education" available to 
handicapped children, aged three to 18. 
All states except New Mexico have ap­
plied for funds under the program . 

Floyd schools Superintendent Pete 
Grigsby Jr . has said that, while the funds 
are available, the school district has been 
·unable to recruit teachers trained for 
teaching the handicapped. 

When PL 94-142 was drafted in 1975, up 
to 5.8 million youngsters-about one out 
of eight in the school population- were 
estimated to be in need of special 
education. Of these, only half were said 
to be receiving appropriate educational 
services, while one million were said to 
have been excluded completely from the 
public school system. 

According to the law, school districts 
must seek out mentally, physically or 
emotionally handicapped children, 
provide free testing to determine their 
particular educational needs, place them 
in the "least restrictive environment" 
that meets their needs, and design for 
them an " individualized educational 
program." 

Should the school district fail to test a 
child identified by a special hearing 
procedure as in need of testing, parents 
may get an independent evaluation for 
which the school district is required to 
pay. In Missy Prater's case, testing was 
conducted under the direction of the 
Mountain Comprehensive Care Center. 

Parents of two children in the Phelps 
area of Pike county recently sued suc­
cessfully in the courts to have a learning 
disa,bilities class provided for them. 

" Mainstreaming," as the integration 
of handicapped children into the regular 
school program is often called, is said by 
its proponents to be beneficial both to the 
handicapped and non-handicapped 
children. While moving into the main­
stream helps handicapped youngsters 
overcome their sense of isolation and of 
being "different," it is argued, other 
children learn to relate to their han­
dicapped classmates with compassion 
and acceptance rather than with fear or 
ridicule.

$7 48,000 Is Approved 
To Correct Mudslide 
Problem at Tutor Key 

Coal Co. Donates Check to Mayo 

Secretary of the Interior Cecil D. 
Andrus has approved the allocation of an 
additional $748,000 to correct a potential 
disaster to five homes in Tutor Key, 
Johnson County. 

The funds were made available from 
. fees collected by Interior's Office of 
Surface Mining <OSM) from current coal 
mining operations, most of which are 
dedicated to correcting environmental 
damage to abandoned coal mine lands. 

OSM had previously approved $50,000 
from emergency funds to correct an 
imminent danger to one home near Tutor 
Key. 

"The initial funding prevented a 
serious disaster," said Region II 

' Director David C. Short. "The additional 
funding is intended to correct the entire 
problem." 

The major cause of the mudslide was 
traced to coal surface mining operations 
which took place in 1972 and 1973 on the 
Baker Branch of the Levisa Fork of the 
Big Sandy River. 

"If loosened material still remaining 
on the hillside broke loose in one massive 
slide, widespread flooding could occur in 
the backwaters of Baker Branch," Short 
added. "A catastrophe of this sort could 
endanger the lives of at least five 
families living in the area."

Grant Made State 
For Mine Programs 

The Kentucky Department for Natural 
Reso urces a nd Environmental 
Protection has received $863,928 for 
program development under the Surface 
Mining Control and Reclamation Act, 
according to Secretary Frank Harscher. 

The money came from the U.S. 
Department of the Interior , under a 
grant program administered by the 
Office of Surface Minirig. It supplements 
the department's fi scal year 1978 award 
of $1,565,699.

Gas Hasn't Affected Scheduling 
The high price of gasoline has not af­

fected the scheduling of sports activities 
in Floyd county, according to some 
athletic directors of local high schools. 

Wheelwright athletic director , Jody 
Sword, noted that most of the teams on 
the football and basketball schedules of 
the Trojans were arranged last year 
prior to the gas crunch . He also points out 
that there has been no official word on 
how far or how many times a school can 
play out of the region. 

"We haven't curtailed games this 
season. After we assess the gasoline 
situation and the effects it could have on 
future scheduling we might take action 
for next season," Sword adds " I cer­
tainly believe it (gas situation) will have 
some impact on future scheduling. It 
might have affected our scheduling this 
season if this had not hit us between the 
school term. But this year the football 
team and games scheduled for Ten­
nessee and Ohio and the basketball team 
has a road trip to Williamsburg. We did 
not try to cut any games out this year , but 
in the future I think we will have to 
project the cost for long trips and 
strongly consider whether we can afford 
them ." 

McDowell 's head basketball coach and 
athletic director, David Turner, said the 
gas situation did not play a part in the 
scheduling of games this year because 
McDowell has always tried to play as 
many teams in the 14th and 15th regions 
as possible. 

"We've still got the Richmond Madison 
game (an away game) on the schedule. 
For the past two years we've been 
scheduled to play them and weather has 
forced the game to be postponed, so that 
game is a left-over game for us," Turner 
continued "Our principal <Hugo Miller ) 
asked me to schedule games as close to 
home as we can. He only requested that, 
however ; we have not received any of­
ficial word. Most coaches in the region 
have always tried to play as close as 
possible. I don' t think the gasoline prices 
have had a bearing on anyone's schedule 
this season." 

Tommy Boyd, Betsy Layne's athletic 
director, said, "'No, the gasoline situation 
hasn't interfered with our scheduling. We 
have only one road game of any distance 
this year. The boys' basketball team 
plays at Bryan Station <Lexington). 
Really, I think this gas thing will be all 
right. It'll take care of itself. With most 
teams being scheduled a year in advance 
I don't think anyone's schedule in the 
state will be hurt by the gasoline thing. 
Next year some teams may cut out a 
road trip but I believe people will get use 
to the prices and the scheduling will go 
back to normal."

The artist says he thinks recording the vestiges of mo~tain culture 
today is worthwhile. "In not too many years," he said, "there'll still be old 
buildings and barns standing, but the people and their ways will be long gone." 
Many of his ideas come from old photographs and he never misses an opport~ity 
to observe and talk to older area residents. 

Sizemore doesn't actively try to sell his work although he has " when somebody 
makes an offer." He says he has learned not to try to live as an artist. "I didn 't do 
a thing but paint one whole year ," Sizemore said, "and I nearly starved to 
death."

"It is not advisable to do any burning 
while any type of wind exists and it is 
illegal .to burn within 150 feet of any 
wooded area or fuel lines leading to 
woodlands," said Forestry Division 
spokesman Carter Conley this week. 
Dur ing the fire season a Forestry plane 
will be flying to detect fires and illegal 
burning. "This plane allows us to know 
quickly if there is a fire and to spot of­
fenders," Conley said.

The Kentucky Department of Trans­
portation scholarship program 
celebrated its 31st birthday last monU1. 
During those 31 year's, hw1dreds of yolllg 
aspiring engir.eers have been given !heir 
start in the field . 

Since its inception in Au~ust 1948! the 
program has grown from a one-ye'ar 
program for civil engineers at the 
University of Kentucky to four-year 
programs at UK, Western Kentucky 
University and Kentucky State 
University for civil engineering, civil 
engineer in g technology and ad­
ministration. 

Kentucky State also has a " three-two" 
pre-engineering program with UK. That 
allows a student study three years at 
Kentucky State, then go to UK for the 
final two years. 

Currently 160 students with KYDOT 
scholarships are attending the three 
llliversities. 

According to a history of the progra!TI 
written by .the late D. V. Terrell, dean of 
the UK College of Engineering, state 
highway engineer Dwight Bray called a 
meeting in June 1948 to discuss Terrell 's 
idea of giving scholarships to help 
provide trained engineers to meet the 
state's increasing demand for. their 
services. 

On August 22, 1948, a press release was 
issued announcing the new program. The 
release indic-ated that each scholarship 
would be worth $500 per year , sup­
plemented by summer jobs with the 
Department of Highways during the 
student's entire period of. education. 

It was expected those graduating would 
serve a reasonable time with the 
department after completing graduation, 
Terrell wrote, but there was no obligation 
during the program's first few years. 
Beginning in 1965, students were asked to 
sign formal contracts to work for the 
department one year fo r each year they 
were on scholarship. 

The scholarship program remained 
basically unchanged until 1958 when a 
two-year program was initiated. It was 
expanded to four in 1965. 

Western's program began in 1969. The 
Kentucky State "three-two" program 
began in 1976. The new administrative

program at Kentucky State starts this 
fall. 

Duane Ellis, assistant to the state high­
way engineers, was a scholarship holder 
at UK in 1955. "We met in a research lab 
on campus for three hours each Mon­
day," Ellis recalled. "We took field trips 
and heard lectures from professional 
engineers on different facets on the high­
way industry during this period. " 

"The program really helped us get 
started. helped us familia;ize ourselves 
with what was going on in engineering at 
the time, •· ·Ellis said: 

Ron Hughes of KYDOT's division of 
research said four-year scholarsHip 
students now receive monthly stipends 
that increase with each year they par­
ticipate. Freshmen receive $140 per 

·month , sophomores $165, juniors $190 and 
seniors $215, he said. 

The student is responsible for paying 
his own tuition fees at the university he 
attends, according to scholarship 
program guidelines. 

"We've found that the universities are 
happy to have the scholarship 
programs," Hughes said. "O~herwise 
they might not be able to attract many of 
the top-caliber students who participate 
in the program. " 

Selections for the scholarships are 
made on a statewide, competitive basis, 
Hughes said. Each university has a 
selection committee that chooses 
scholarship winners on April 1 each· year, 
Hughes explained. Selection of freshmen 
is based on American College Test (ACT) 
scores, he said. 

He added that a student does not have 
io be an incoming freshmen to be in the 
program . . "Selection for upperclassmen 
basically depends on the grade point 
average they hold at the school they are 
attending," he said . 

Hughes said that there are 85 students 
on scholarship at UK, 45 at Western and 
30 in the two KentuchJ State programs. 

The program is vital to the state's 
.employment of engineers, ·he said. "A 
large num b~r of recent employees came 
from the program," Hughes added.

Q. I no longer usc aerosol products contammg nuorocarbon 
propellants s.ince learning of their destructive effect on the earth's 
ozone layer. But I see that stores are still heavily stocked with these 
aerosols, and that a lot of people continue to snap them up, seemingly 
oblivious to their environmental hazard. Did industry railroad the 
government into lifting its ban on nuorocarbons, or what? B.D .. 
Williamsville. N.Y. 
A. No, actually, the ban on the manufacture of 85% of all aerosol 
products using Ouorocarbons began on December 15, 1978. These 
products will continue to be sold beyond this date, but once they're 
sold out, that'll be the end of them. Already, substitute propellants 
such as carbon dioxide and hydrocarbons are being utilized. The 
remaining 15% are regulated by the Environmental Protection Agency 
and The Consumer Product Safety Commission rather than the Food 
& Drug Administration, and further banning is felt to be 
unnecessary. 

Now, admittedly, the new "environmental" formulas are not 
harmful to the earth's ozone layer, but they're still nammable and 
explosive in most cases. A ban on all nonessential aerosol products 
would have beef! the most complete solution, considering that the 
number of aerosol-related injuries has continually been on the rise, 
reaching more than 6,000 in 1977 alone. 

Q. Here's a suggestion for your r~aders which could prove quite 
valuable: Though my car was stolen a few months ago, amazingly, 
it was recovered last week. Identification would have been tough since 
the thieves had removed the manufacturers' identification numbers. 
But previously, I had engraved my name inside the gasoline cap, in 
case something like this happened. I never really thought such 
foresight would pay off, but it did , and saved me plenty of aggravation 
and perhaps my car! M.C., Sioux Falls. S.D. 
A. Now that's a clever idea- thanks for the suggestion. Such personal 
ident ification on your car is a practical idea, and not such a long shot 
considering the increasing number of thefts these days and the · 
consequent removal of ma nufacturers' numbers in many cases. 

There are a n·umber of other ways to protect your car. For example, 
you could etch the vehicle number or license number, year, and state 
in several ha rd- to-find locations with a vibrator pencil. Or write your 
name and address under the hood or trunk in crayon . Scratch your 
initials in the metal in inconspicuous places. Ca lling cards or business 
cards are also useful to hide behind the instrument panel, beneath 
a seat, und er the noor mat, or down window channels into the doors' 
interiors. 

Q. We recentl y purchased a home. When we started painting one 
of the bedrooms, we ran out of paint. My husband found a can of 
pa int in the basement tha t was close to the color we ·had been using. 
He used it to paint the inside of the closet. The paint had a stronger 
odor but he felt it would disappear once the paint was dry. The smell 
remained, so we repainted it with a coat of fresh paint. We can still 

, smell the odor of the older paint. Is there anything that can be done? 
S.M., Hammond. In . 
A. The old paint could smell badly for a number :of reasons. It could 
be a solvent-based paint which wasn't deodorized , or a latex-based 
paint that had soured. Anyway, the odor cannot be masked by applying 
new coats of fresh paint. Though it's a formidable a nd time-consuming 
task, the only permanent solution is to remove a ll paint froin your 
closet walls. The paint can be ch ipped away if the wall is plaster, 
but sand it off if the material is wall board. Short of this, placing 
a n open conta iner of ba king soda in the Closet should absorb much 
of the odor. Numerous deodora nt products a re ava ilable, of course, 
which will mask, but not remedy, the old paint smell. 

Q. I just bought a veritable forest of pla nts for my apartment, and 
most of them need more humidity than is afforded. Not Amazon-styl e 
humidity, mind you, just a med ium amount. What can I do to increase 
it somewhat? H.S .. Brandon, Manitoba 
A. There are several ways to raise the humidity for medium-level 
plants . First of a ll, keep plants where the humidity is highest. The 
kitchen , especially a bove the sink, i~ usually more humid tha n the rest 
of the house. Hanging plants do nicely nea r steam-hea t radiators. The 
bathroom, the source of much steam , is good for plants requiring very 
high humidity. And group your plants together, because the air 
surrounding clusters of plants is usually more humid than air a round 
a single plant. You ca n a lso place plants above a tray of water and 
gravel, sand, or peat moss. 

Since you have a "veritable forest" of plants, which most likely 
represents a substantia l financia l investment, installing humidifiers and 
humidista ts in your heating and air-conditioning system might be a 
sound idea. 

Q. My wife a nd I have been married for three months, and we're 
in the market for some life insurance. But, we're at a big loss when 
it comes to selecting an insurance agent. What qualities should we 
look for? J.M., Biloxi. Ms. · 
A. Check whether the agent you're considering is a full-time, 
experienced agent or one who sells insurance as a sideline. The agent 
who can best serve you will have specialized education and training 
in life insurance, financial planning, and other related subjects. 

· Talk with the agent yourself. Make sure he communicates in terms 
you can understand. Talk, also, with sa tisfied relatives, friends, and 
business a$sociates for suggestions and recommendations. 

A good agent will provide ·you with honest advice on the right policy 
for you; he should consider your .complete insurance picture a nd 
explain thoroughly the cost and coverage of a policy before the s_ale. 
Make sure, too, that he will review your insurance with you every 
few years, as your requirements and status change. 

Q. I'm going to be flying abroad to several European count ries this 
summer, and I don' t want my first trip out of the country to be ruined 
by lost or delayed baggage. But if this should happen, I want t~ be 
prepared. What steps would 1 take to retrieve my bags? A.K.. 
Alameda, Ca. 
A. If your baggage is lost or damaged by the airlines, report it 
immediately. Ask the agent to fill out a Property Jrr~gularity Report, 
and get a copy. Make sure all statements are correct. The carrier will 
then begin tracing procedures to try to recover your lost baggage. If, 
after three days, your bags are still missing, you should request claim 
forms. The report you submi tted at the airport is not a claim-a claim 
must be filed in writing within 21 days. Should you not receive claim 
forms, send a letter to the carrier, listing the contents of your baggage. 
Be sure to save a photocopy of all correspondence. 

C laims may take several months to settle, especia ll y if more than 
one carrier is involved. The carrier may request you to provide proof 
of value, such as sales receipts, for the items claimed in .your 
bags. 

Also, under current industry agreements, the carrier to which you 
report your loss is responsible for processing the claim. This would 
generally be the last carrier on which you travel , even though another 
carrier may be at fault. 

Q. I'm a lover of smoked fish and would like to learn the process 
of smoking fi sh at home. I unperstand it can be done without undue 
hassle or expense. Can you offer a ny deta il s? J.R .. West Hyannisport . 
Ma. 
A. Our smoked fish expert tells us that there are two ways to smoke 
your fish: hot and cold. For cold-smoki ng, you need a smokehouse, 
but no special equipment is necessary for hot-smoking fi.sh. If it has 
a cover, you ca n do it on your barbecue grill, or you can fashion a 
smoking pit out of an aluminum ga rbage can and hot plate. 

First, filet your fish, if it is big; sma ll fish can be hung and smoked 
whole or split and spread on a ra.ck. Then s-tir one cup of non-iodi zed 
salt water into a _gallon of cold wa ter until d issolved. Marinate the 
fish in this brine for 30-60 minutes, depending on fish size. Put a· 
pound of hickory chips or other hardwood chips into seve.ral quarts 
of water to soak. 

Now you can start the fire . If you use charco::tl, use fewer briquettes 
than you would to broil a steak. Once they are red, spread them evenly 
and sparsely over the cooker bottom. With one-third of rhe wet chips, 
cover the coals, which lowers the temperature a nd starts the 
smoke. 

Drain a nd dry the fish . With 1.4 cup of cooking oil a nd a pastry 
brush, oil the gri ll or rack and place the fish skin side down about 
six inches above the coa ls. Brush wit! oil, cover, a nd smoke ' for 20 
minutes to two hours , depending on temperatu re and size a nd shape 
of the fish . Some examples: for 1!2''- thick fi~ets, cook a t 175° for ~ne 
hour or 200° for a half hour, or 250° for 20 minutes. For I" thick 
filets', cook at 175° for J 3/ 4 hours o r 200° .for 45 minutes. or 250° 
for ha lf an hour. Baste occasiona lly with oi l. ·

Safely -g lazed glass pan e ls. 11·hen 
broken , do not shatter into large. jagged. 
razor s harp pieces like regular window 
glass . said Moore. Some types of safety­
glazed glass hal'e wire embedded in the 
glass. Others are constructed wi th 
a lternating layers of g lass and plastic or 
plexiglass. 

i\1oore said the federal tandard deal s 
primarily with glass used in s hower 
doors, howe r-t ub enclosures. s torm 
doors. patio doors and certain g lass 
pan els used in or near entran ces of 
domestic. commerci a l or public 
bui ldings.

The primary cause of the increase in 
unemployment was lay-o ffs in 
manufacturing , trade and mining, said 
MacDonald. Of those unemployed, 67.7 , 
percent were lay-off status waiting for 
their original jobs to re-open.

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Bite Down on Dental 

by Paula Stevens 

Meridith hadn' t visited a dentist for 
five years. She wasn't aware of any 
dental problems. and she didn't feel 
she could spare the time or cash for 
regular checkups. A friend con­
vinced her to ma ke an appointment 
with a new breed of dental clinics­
department store dental clinics. 
What convinced Meridith were the 
prices and the convenient hours­
evenings a nd weekends. 

Marlene had long endured life 
with protruding teeth. It was her 
company's new dental plan that 
allowed her to visit an orthodontist 
to have the problem corrected. 

Cora at 82 needed dentures, but 
on her fixed income she couldn't 
afford them. Then her state passed 
a ballot measure that allows a dental 
lab technicia n to fit the false teeth . 
The new law made the dentures 
affordable for her. 

The number of Americans who 
visit a dentist is growing each year, 
because of the changing face of 
dentistry and new ways to cope with 
dental costs. Since 1970, the 

proportion of Americans seeing 
dentists in a year has increased from 
58 to 63%, according to the 
Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare. 

At least one reason for the 
increased number of visits, authori­
ties say, is the growing number of 
department store dental centers. 
While some customers were wary at 
first of "bargain dentistry", many 
tried the service, attracted by the 
convenience and lower costs, and 
were satisfied enough to come 
back. 

In the past two years since the 
first department store dental center 
opened, there has been enough 
positive response to inspire their 
appearance in malls and department 
stores in New York, California, 
Florida, Michigan , Ohio and several 
other states. 

In New York, sh Universal· 
Dental Centers have leased space in 
Times Square Stores. In California, 
another denta l organization has 
opened eight centers in Sears stores.

In south F_,lorida. two Dental Offices 
operate in Jefferson Stores, a 
Montgomery Ward affi liate. Dent 
Care Systems has opened up in 
Montgomery Ward stores in Albany, 
New York; Flint, Michigan; Toledo, 
Ohio and Durham, North 
Carolina. 

Dental' care at these centers can 
cost as much as 65% less than if you 
went to a private -dentist. A silver 
amalgam filling at a Universal 
Dental Center office, for instance, 
costs bet ween $7 and $18 depending 
on the size of the cavity. A basic 
examination, including X-rays, costs 
$12; and a porcelain and metal 
crown goes for $150. In Hialeah, 
Florida, Richard Deutch, DDS, who 
runs a dental offi ce in the Jefferson 
stores, offers d!ntures for $190. less 
than a third of the cost of the private 
community average price of $600. 

Instead of a fee-for-service arran­
gement, the Prodex Dental Centers 
in Sears stores in California are 
offering a $36 annual fee for x-rays, 
clea ning and diagnosis, and a 
20-25% reduction on all · other 
charges. 

High volume and cost efficiency 
are some of the reasons that denta l 
services can be offered at these 
relatively low rates . 

High volume- bolstered by court 
decisions allowing dentists, among 
other professionals. to advl;rtise--is 
possible because they a re open seven 
days a week, oft...:n as many as 80 
hours. Though appointments are 
recommended. patients frequently 
walk in off the shopping aisle on 
impulse, or rush 10 for an 
emergency. 

Department store dental centers 
aren't the only way to bring down 
costs and make dental care more 
available . 

Dr. Charles Randolph, a Larch­
mont dentist. spent the last year 
forming an associa tion of 80 family 
dentists in the New York metropoli­
tan area . The group reduces the cost 
of offering quality dental care by 
buying supplies in bulk as a 
cooperative. There are no clinics 
affiliated with the group, only fami ly 
dentists who feel that discount 
buying can help them pass on 
savings to their pat ients. Patients 
choose any dentist within the group, 
and a re entit led to two free 
check-ups each year and reductions 
of 20-50% on other dental work, 
including specialt ies li ke orthodon­
tia, periodontia, endodontia and ora l 
surgery. 

Another trend that is bringing 
down costs is the ihcreasing use of 
dental technicians to fill in some of 
the services that have traditiona lly" 
been performed by dentists at a 
higher rate . In Ohio. where laws 
regarding the use of dental tech­
nicians a re li beral, trained assistan ts 
can fill teeth after the dentist has 
spent five minutes cutting the tooth . 
The dentist is able to hand le a larger 
number of patients. and therefore, 
cut costs. 

Another area of dent istry that is 
starti ng to use technicians to bring 
down costs is denturism. A group of 
I ,500 senior citizens campaigned 
hard in Oregon to get a ba llot 
measure passed to allow someone 
ot her than a dentist fit false teeth . 
They won . Now dental laboratory 
technicians are able to take impres­
sions and fit dentures in addition to 
doing repa ir and cons truction work. 
which greatly reduces the cost of 
dentures. 

Free enterprise is changing den­
tistry. And the consumer is in line 
to benefit.

COPE Program Pays 
Third of '79 Funds 

About one-third of the funds allocated 
this fiscal year for a state crisis 
assistance program have been paid · out 
during the first three months of . 
opera! ion , according to Department for 
Human Resources figures. 

The Crisis Oriented Program for 
Emergencies r COPE) began its second 
yeai: of operation July 1 with $750,000. So 
far the program has paid 2,131 applicants 
a total of $285 ,297. 

Last fiscal year the department's 
Bweau for Social Insurance approved 
3,672 applications for assistance before 
funds ran out and the program was 
suspended. 

Operating under legislation from the 
1978 General Assembly, COPE offers 
emergency funds to individuals or 
couples who face a severe financial crisis 
and who have no children living at home. · 

Changes in this year 's program allow 
the bureau to reach more applicants with 
the same amount of money, explained 
Jack Waddell, acting commissioner for 
the bureau. 

No longer will the program cover 
clothing purchases unless the applicant 
lost c lothing as a result of a flood , fire or 
other disaster . Also, minimum income 
requirements have been raised for ap­
plicants. 

" We are in effect stretchin.g our funds 
in order to reach more applicants," 
Waddell said. 

Ten percent of all men and 81.2 percent 
of all women have permanent 
disabilities , according to the President's 
Committee on Employment of the 
Handicapped publication "Facts About 
Handicapped People."

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Apple. Harvest in Kentucky-a Time 
For Feasting·, Fun and Festivals 

Applie pie. a pple cake, apple dwn­
plings , applesauce. a ppl e butter . No 
matter how you s lice 'em or ma sh'em , 
apples are a versatil e an d popular fruit in 
Kentucky. 

Apple harvesting is in full swing across 
the state, and Kentucky's c rop this year 
is considered outstanding. Production is 
estimated at 10 percent higher than 
usual . 

But even that increase will not satisfy 
the hunger of Kentuckians, according to 
Allan Ramsey. an Extension specialist in 
argicultural economics at the Un iversity 
of Kentucky . He figw·es the s tate would 
need to produce abo ut fi ve times more 
apples tha n it does to meet the demand. 

Apple production in Kentucky is spread 
throughout the state. Casey county 
markets more app les than any other 
single county with growers there 
producing abo ut 16 percent of the state's 
fresh apples, according to Ram sey. 

Another major producer is Johnson 
co unt y wh ich markets around five 
percent of the Kent ucky crop: Other 
areas of concentration are around 
Paducah, Bowling Green and Lexington. 

Since Casey and Johnson counties do 
not enjoy marketing locations as ad­
vantageous as the other production 
areas, Ramsey says those counties 
promote their crops with apple festivals 
each year. 

The Casey county festival is held in late 
September in the middle of Kentucky's 
apple harvesting season. The residents 
bring attention to their crop with the 
world's largest applie pie, a pie wi th 
dimensions of 10 feet wide and eight 
inches deep. More than 65 bushels of 
apples are used to make the 3,700-pound 
pastry. 

The Johnson county festival, officially 
known as the Kentucky Apple Festival of 
Johnson C'oun ty, has been an annual 
event since 1962. This year the dates for 
the celebration are Oct. 5 and 6. Ac· 
tivities take place in the county seat, 
Paintsville. 

Despite the fact that Kentuckians 
would buy several times the amount of 
apples now marketed by. Kentucky 
pr·oducers , Ramsey says few new 
businesses have been started. He cites 
the uncertain ty of the weat her and the 
ri sk an y new business canies as keeping 
new starts low. 

However, he notes some existing 
growers are expanding. 

Kentucky 's biggest apple sellers are 
Red Delicious, Yellow Delicious and 
Johnat han varieties.

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Subcommittee Hears Debate 
On Comp Care Center Funding 

Health officials appearing before a 
legislativt> subcommittee recently 
discussed the pros and cons of the state's 
formula for allocating stale general 
funds to comprehensive care centers. 

The panel also heard debate on 
methods of caring for mentally-retarded 
residents . 

The issues were aired before a 
meeting of the budget review Sub­
committee for Human Resources of the 
Interim Joint Committee on Ap­
propriations and Revenue. 

The subcommittee is examining the 
effect of a 1978 law on funding and 
operation of the slate's comprehennsive 
care system. 

The law established a formula for 
distributing state general funds to comp 
care centers and sought to clarify the 
authority of local men tal health -mental 
retardation boards over the centers. 

Fifteen regional comp care centers a.re 
operating in Kentucky, and each 
operates local offices in many counties. 
The centers offer direct mental health 
and mental retardation services, as well 
as referrals to mental health and mental 
retat·dation facilities. 

Bureau for ' Health Services Com­
missioner Robert Slaton noted that under 
House Bill 686, the Human Resources 
Department allocates state funds for 
comp care centers under a formula with 
three elements. Part of the overall 
allocation is based on per capita income 
of the comp care region. Another portion 
provides state matching funds for local 
money raised . The third element is a 
discretionary fund maintained by the 
Human Resources secretary, Slaton 
said. 

Responding to questions by Rep.

Adams, Dr. Richard Heine, director of 
t he department 's Center for Com ­
prehenstve Care Coordination, sa id a ll 
comprehensive care centers are 
financially sound, though some have 
C'lsh flow problems periodically . 

Heine said the department has im­
proved its technical assistance to comp 
care centers and has established per ­
sonnel guidelines for the centers. 

On the issue of funding, J im Stivers, of 
the North Central Comprehensive Care 
Center, said the state formula had 
created an inequity in the distribution of 
state money. He said that, as a result, 
some centers had received increased 
funding in the past fiscal year , while 
others had not. 

Similar views were expressed by of­
ficials of two other centers. 
· Defending the formula, Dr. Robert 
Syiley of the Pennyroyal Compreoensive 
Care Center, said the method was an 
attempt to be objective in allocating 
funds. 

The issue of care for mentally retarded 
citizens also came before the sub­
committee. 

Oliver Barber. a Louisville attorney 
active in mental health-mental retar­
dation issues, called on the Human 
Resources Department to formulate 
programs emphasizing locally-based 
care for the mentally retarded. He said 
pending litigation may result in the 
moving out of mentaly retarded persons 
from centralized institutions. 

His views were echoed by Ron Cutter, 
director of the Kentucky Association of 
Retarded Citizens. 

Three parents of children in the 
Hazelwood facility in Jefferson county 
for the mentally retarded urged 
legislators to see that such facilities are 
not closed down and called for salary 
increa·ses for the staff of such state in­
stitutions. 

Della West. of Louisville, said 
Hazelwood is "absolutely essential " for 
the profoundly mentally retarded.

Stresses Coal Importance ADMINISTRATOR'S NOTICE 
The importance of coal to solving the 

nation 's energy crisis was underscored 
last Thursday by Under Secretary of the 
Department of the Interior James A.' 
Joseph at the Fourth Annual Governor's 
Conference on the Environment in 
Owensboro. 

"It is one of the ironies of our time that 
coal , the ancient fuel , is on the threshold 
of becoming coal, the future fuel ; that the 
energy source which oowered the In­
dustrial RevolutiOn and.pr~pelled us into 
the twentieth century is also our hope as 
we look forward to the twenty-first 
century, " Joseph said. 

Joseph a lso underscored the un­
derlying theme of this year's conference 
when he told the conference participants 
that in the eyes of the Department of the 
Interior , the goals of increased 
production and environmental protection 
are inseparable. 

"We believe that better air, Cleaner 
water and a more attractive landscape 
after mining are not inconsistent with 
greater production of coal. Secretary 
(Cecil) Andrus (of the Interior Depart­
ment l concurs wholeheartedly with his 
colleague. Labor Secretary Ray Mar­
shall , who said recently there is no in­
consistency between increased safety, 

health and.production,' " Joseph said. 
The under secretary said the Depart­

ment of Interior was disappointed with 
the Senate's recent action which, he said, 
woUld substantially weaken the en­
vironmental protections set forth in the 
Surface Mining Act. 

He said if the bill passed the House, 
Secretary Andrus has indicated he would 
ask the president to veto the bill. 

"We believe it is necessary to work 
within the existing statutory framework 
for surface mining reclamation and 
enforcement" Joseph said. "By doing so, 
we can give the coal industry and all 
interested parties the assurance they 
need to make the investments of money 
and time required to meet national 
energy demands, while protecting the 
environment." 

Joseph warned the conference par­
ticipants , however , that coal will not 
become the fuel of choice by the 
government edict, nor by industry public 
relations . ·'Coal will become the fuel of 
choice only when it becomes the ac­
ceptable alternative." he said. 

"To gain the level of acceptability that 
will spark significant new production, we 
must find better ways to mine coal , to 

. transport it and to burn it. " he explained.

Clark's cartographic history includes 
10 facsimle maps, nine of which will 
appear iin the exhibit. The earliest 
original map in the exhibit is a 1720 study 
by Herman Moll of London.

The way Janis sees it . the most or­
dinar y human experiences ar c worth the 
tr ouble of. disciplined reflection and the 
most hum drum occupations can take on 
new mean ing from the perspecti ves of 
l iter at ure, philo soph y , r elig ion and 
h istory. 

He conjures up images of afternoon-TV 
addicts r efl ecting on t he meaning of the 
··soaps" wi th a film critic. bw·eaurcats 
working through their negat ive publ ic 
image with psycholog ist s, jow·nal ists 
co nsi dering their professional options 
wi th eth icists. citizens discussing ·the 
structure of coun ty government with 
pol iti cal scientis ts. 

Fruitful encow1 ter s bet ween ordinary 
folk and specialists in the humanities. 
Janis po ints out, are ocCUlTing across the 
nation. He ci tes instances r anging from 
sheri ffs talki ng . about thei r j ob w ith 
ph ilosophers in Nebras ka. hospital 
workers enjoying lun ch-hour programs 
with artists and soc ial scientists in New 
York Ci ty, UK medi cal studen ts pon­
dering et hical issues w ith moralists in 
Lexington, and Knott county women 
studying in their own homes the image of 
women in Appalachian- literature. 
, For Jan is, en counter s l ike th ese 

l a~·p erson sees as an undifferenti ated 
j umlJl<' of machiner y the mechan ic sees 
as a coordinated system. each com­
ponent ha\'ing its own recognizable 
function . Th is gives the professwnal a 
master y of the machine. an apprec iati on 
of it bea uty. a ran ge of quest ions about 
i ts design- an exper ience that is just a 
closed book for the un ini tia ted . 

The same is true, Jan is explai ns. for 
the instit utions uf governmen t. To the 
ordin ary person they are too often an 
incom prehensibl e. intractable ·'g iven" 
of l ife: to be the pol it ical sci en tist they 
ar e understandable hum an conl ri vances. 
more or l ess useful for the purposes for 
which they ar e intended. 

Wh at the "t hought ful enqui ry'' of the 
hu_m ariities can bring to the home. the 
workplace. and the community. Jan is 
ar gues. is the " di stan ce." the per ­
spec! ive. th at enabl es us to ask 
quest ions. see choices. and win a 
measur e of control over our lives . Apart 
from which, he adds. the exercise can be 
j ust plain enjoyable. 

The Kentucky Humanities Council has 
about $140,000 to dist ribut e t his year in 
funds f r om the ta x-supported National 
Endowment for the Humani ties. I n 
seeking out projec ts for fundin g. Janis 
sa id last week, "our problem is to find 
m<> eti ng gr oun ds f or academic 
human ists an d ordinary citizens to get 
toget her ." 

The Indiana-born h istorian concedes a 
v isionar y aspect , an elem ent of faith. i n 
the KHC plan . It i s a fai th in the capac ity 
of the human ities to transform hum an 
experi ence an d an even bo lder fa i th in 
ordinar y peopl e's desi r e to be ·so trans­
formed. 

" We're not talking about an ar tificial 
graft ," he explains, "but ' about a natural 
rejoining of academic and 'real ' l ife." Al 
heart. Janis believes, we are all Ben 
F ranklins. " So why should a liberal 
education b-e a luxury for only the few?"

She cited recent reading 
research which indica tes a direct 
correlatiow between the use of belo\\'­
grade le1·el materials and declining 
achievement scores . 

One publisher c'xplained that textbooks 
with low reading levels were brought 
about a a response to educational 
demand i-n bhe 1960s. 

The commission commended the 
publishing industry on the quality of the 
content of textbooks submitted for 
review.

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When the Landlord Says 
by Lynn Varacalli ''No Children''

No children? Or, the ad might say 
"adults preferred" or "working 
couple preferred" but the n1cssagc 
come. through- children arc not 
welcome tenants. It is the newest 
type of housing discrimination. 

A case in point is that of Stephen 
and Lois Wolfson. who moved into 
a modern $425-a-month apartment 
in Los Angeles· Marina del Rey in 
1974. By 1976. the Wolfsons had a 
problem on their hands- their son 
Adam. He wasn't a problem child. 
just a problem tenant . Their lease 
did not allow children. so tbe 

· landlord gave an eviction notice to 
the Wolfsons. 

The Housing Shortage 
Policies such as this are not uhusual 
to "singles" environments such as 
Marina del Rey. In fact, they prevail 
wherever a housing shortage creates 
a seller's market (Which happens to 
be most of the country). Marina del 
Rey has a less than I 9i- vacancy rate: 
families with children are finding 
fewer and fewer places available to 

them. In such places. landlords can 
pick and choose among tenants; 
increasingly. the choice is "adults 
only." 

Such restrictions make economic 
sense to landlords, for whom tenants' 
children create extra maintenance 
problems. Whether the policies are 
explicitly detailed or subtly implied, 
ban-the-children philosophies are 
not hard to find. 

Some states have laws in favor of 
the landlord on this issue. Others 
have statutes which bar the dis­
crimination in theory. but in reality 
are ineffective in discouraging 
landlords who won't rent to parents 
or who increase the rental upon 
learning that a tenant has children. 
Seven states- New York, New 
Jersey, Delaware, Illinois, Michigan, 
Arizona and Massachusetts- have 
found it necessary to ban housing 
discriminat ion against families with 
children. · ' 

As property values increase, 
buying a house is becoming more 
and more of a dream. Young 
families are being forced to live in 
apartments where a landlord can 
legally evict them for the crime of 
"childbearing.·· Such was the case 
with the Wolfsons. 

Unlawful Discrimination 
When their eviction deadline came, 
the Wolfsons refused to move out 
and were promptly taken to court. 
Maintaining that they had a right to 
have children live with them. they 
fought the case with the help of 
private attorneys, the American 

Civil Liberties Union (ACLU). the 
State Attorney General, the Fair 
Housing for Children Coalition and 
the Fair Housing Council. 

They argued that the landlord 
violated California State civil righ ts 
laws, as well as the federal constitu­
tion, by unlawful discrimination 
agains1 chi ldren . California general­
ly does not require that a landlord 
evict his tenants with reason. but 
unlawful discrimination is a differ­
ent matter. 

The major obstacle in tl'le Wolf­
sons' case was that the local law 
provided no explicit ban against age 
discrimination. There was no proof 
that Adam was a problem tenant; 
the basis of the landlord's case was 
simply that the lease stipulated no 
children. The trial judge decided the 
eas-e in favor of the landlord. 

The Wolfsons appealed to a 
higher court, and the Appellate 
Department reversed the trial 
judge's decision on the basis that 
before a landlord can discriminate, 
he has to show that it is justified. In 
other wards, the state's civil rights 
law had been violated, since the 
landlord did not have just cause for 
banning Adam. 

The ACLU. speaking for the 
Wolfsons as well as the entire 
country, said that as families with 
children find it more and more 
difficult to obtain housing, the very 
decision to have children is being 
affected. Single parents who seek

custody are also penalized. 
Since the Wolfsons are going 

through further appeals. it is not yet 
clear what effect, if any, the case 
will have in other parts of the . 
country. Some states have long 
prohibited discrimination against 
children . In other states. young as 
well as old are protected under the 
statutes prohibiting age 
discrimination. 

The case could mean a victory for 
families, single parents, and children 
in California and the rest of. the 
country. The Fair Housing for 
Children Coalition, a children's 
rights organization, has done a great 
deal in establishing an important 
ideal- that children have rights 
too. 

Changing the Law 
In California, State Senator David 
Roberti has introduced a bill which 
would make it illegal for landlords 
and rental agents to discriminate 
against minor children. It would 
impose penalties of at le.ast $250 plus 
legal fees . The bill is similar to bills 
passed in the seven states mentioned 
earlier. Basically, _it would make it 
illegal for a landlord to discriminate 
against a family solely because they 
have children. 

The bill would not affect housing 
accommodations such as senior 
citizen apartments. mobile home 
parks or college dormitories. Furth­
ermore, the bill does not remove the 
landlord's authority to take action 
against an irresponsible tenant. It 
merely requires the landlord to treat 
all tenants eq ually. At any rate, the 
bill is awaiting act ion in the 
Ca li fornia Senate and should come 
up in ea rly 1980. 

As to whether laws can solve all 
the problems, that is definitely 
debatable. Subtle discrimination still 
exists against certain groups, but 
there is a definite course of action 
to follow.

Subcommittee Asks Changes 
Of Bill Relating to Marijuana 

Further revision on the draft of a bill 
relating to marijuana possession, sale 
and manufacture has been requested by 
the Subcommittee on Drug Abuse. 

The bill draft originally proposed 
graduated penalties for possession based 
on these amounts: less than 30 grams; 30 
grams to 50 pounds and more than 50 
pounds. One draft change would include 
two more categories, 30 grams to five 
pounds and five to 50 pounds. 

Additional bill draft changes would set 
a graduated penalty scale for marijuana 
sale and manufacturing. The new 
revision would also remove "first of­
fense" provisions for those convicted of 
manufacturing or selling more than 30 
grams. 

The bill draft under study includes a 
provision requiring those convicted of 
offenses other than possession to serve at 
least one-third of their sentence. The 
percentage may change following 
release of findings from the state Special 
Commission on Sentencing and Release 
of Criminal Offenders. 

Subcommittee members let stand the 
bill draft sections eliminating the "intent 
to sell" offense. Intent to sell was 
removed srnce under the proposed 
graduated possession scale, persons with 

large amounts of mari juana could 
already receive stiff penalties . 

Also remaining the same is a bill draft 
section which would make selling drugs 
to a minor or using a minor in drug 
trafficking a Class D felony, which 
carries a penalty of one to five years or a 
$3,000 to $5,000 fine. 

Currently state law levies the saVIe 
penalty for mari juana possessors, 
regardless of amoun t: confinement in the 
county jail for not more than 90 days or a 
fine of not more than $250. 

Anyone manufact uring, selling or 
possessing with intent to sell can be 
confined for the first ·offense in the county 
jail for no more than a year or fined no 
more than $500, or both. Subsequent 
offenses can resul t in confinement in the 
penitentiary for one to five years, a fine 
of $3,000 to 5,000 or both.

"World" opens its third season with a 
real-life J ames Bond story in "Who 
Killed Georgi Markov? on KET Tuesday, 
Oclober 9 at 10 p.m. <ET). 

Thi s investigative documentary 
examines the mysterious even ts 
surrounding the murder of a Bulgarian 
dissident and defector. 

Georgi Markov, poet, playwright and 
novelist , fled his homeland in 1969. In 
September, 1978 he was killed, the victim 
of a bizzare .Plot. 

Markov worked for Radio Free 
Europe, broadcasting a series of exposes 
about corruption, fi nancial abuses and 
sexua l scandals in the Bulgarian 
government. He was killed by an ex­
tremely sophisticated device- a pinhead­
sized pellet containing a deadly poison . 

This film , which includes footage shot 
secretly in Bulgari a, 'pieces together 
scraps of evidence about other defectors, 
but the question still remains: "Who 
Ki lled Georgi Markov?" No one can 
prove it, but investigators are convinced 
it was someone working for the 
Bulgarian government who wanted to 
silence one of the country 's most search­
ing critics. 

The evidence careful ly assembled by 
the program's producers seems to im­
plicate the political leadership of 
Bulgaria and possibly Russia . A year 
a fter Markov 's murder his killers have 
not been found. 

The official Bulgarian denial of the 
c harge calls the accusation "a fantastic 
James Bond story ." " World " allows its 
audience to draw its own conclusion .
