School Boards 
Closed Session 
Issue Cleared 

Kentucky statutes provide four reasons 
why a school board may go into closed or 
executive session, according to a recent 
attorney general's opinion. 

The opinion, written by Assistant At­
torney Genera l Carl Miller, was 
requested by Floyd Schools Superin­
tendent Pete Grigsby, Jr. to resolve 
questions raised earlier this year by 
People For Better Schools <PBS). 

Given as proper reasons for closed 
sessions are: deliberations on the future 
acquisition or sale of property; discussion 
of possible litigation against or on behalf 
of the board; collective bargaining 
negotiations between the board and its 
employees; or discussions that might lead 
to the appointment , discipline or 
dismissal of a member, employee, or 
student. 

If the purpose of the closed session is to 
discuss litigation, the board may go into 
closed session without ceremony, the 
opinion holds. If the purpose of the session 
is one of the other three subjects-for which 
a closed session is allowed, the board 
must: 1) give notice in regular open 
meeting of the matter to be discussed in 
the closed session and the reason for it; 2) 
make a motion which is carried by a 
majority vote in open, public session; 3l 
take no action at a closed session; and 4) 

discuss no mat ters at a closed session 
other than those publicly announced at 
the open session 

Any member of the board who 
knowingly attends a meeting which 
violates the Open Meetings or "sunshine" 
law is subject to a fine of not more than 
$100.

Floyd Man Develops 
Oil-Saving Dieselene 

The way V. H. "Jack" Tomlison sees it, 
if this nation is to become energy in­
dependent it will either be by ·making the 
production of shale oil commercially 
profitable or by a massive shift to the 
diesel engine. And if the nation goes 
diesel, Tomlison claims, he has the 
technology ready to produce a cheaper 
diesel fuel. 

Tomlison, 56, is board chairman of the 
Kentucky Oil and Refining Company, of 
Betsy Layne, which owns four refineries 
and, spread throughout eastern and 
south-central Kentucky, 12 gas stations. 
By November 1, if all goes according to 
plan, those stations will be selling a 
mixture of unrefined gasoline and heavy 
oil, called dieselene, that Tomlison has 
developed over five years of ex­
perimentation. 

Central to Tomlis~l-J2E...oduction 
technique is his bypassing the refimng 
process known as catalytic cracking-a 
high-temperature process which itself 
consumes from 15 to 20 percent of the fuel 
passed through it-currently used in the 
production of lead-free gasoline. The 
production of dieselene at lower tem­
peratures, he claims, consumes only 1.5 
percent of the original fuel. 

Dieselene is not only cheaper to 
produce, according to its developer, but 
has excellent power, gives off less 
exhaust smoke than No. 2 diesel fuel, and 
gives 50 percent more miles per gallon 
than gasoline. Tomlison used the fuel 
exclusively in his 1979 5.7 litre diesel­
powered Oldsmobile, getting an average 
of 25.34 miles per gallon over 19,975 miles. 

In national perspective, Tomlison 
estimates that production of dieselene 
rather than lead-free gasoline could save 
2.07 million barrels of crude oil per day. 
The better mileage yielded by dieselene 
coUld save an additional 5.37 million 
bat'l"els a da) for a tow daily savmgs of 
7 44 million ~>arrels. 

M r. Tom I i son 

The saving in crude oil, Tomlison points 
out, would eliminate the nation's 
dependence on overseas crude, of which 
7.14 million barrels are imported daily. 
Moreover, fossil fuel consumption and 
environmental pollution would be halved 
by the use of the new fuel, he claims. 

Tomlison is mailing details of his 
proposal today (Wednesday> to Kentucky 
Senators Wendell Ford and Walter "Dee" 
Huddleston and to Washington Senator 
Henry "Scoop" Jackson. He says he 
anticipates no problem with the govern­
ment. "But if the regulatory agencies are 
going to come after me," he adds, "I want 
them to come before November 1." 

"I've always admired Howard 
Hughes," Tomlison says by way of ex­
plaining his pioneering research in 
petroleum refining. ·•I like to tr; things 
that others don't want to tackle." 

Little's Attorney Wins Move 
To Ban Media from Hearing 

The news media and members of the 
general public were barred by Knott 
district court Judge J. Robert Morgan 
from pretrial hearings Monday in the 
Hindman murder trial of Raymond Little. 

Parties to the case were also barred by 
Morgan's ruling from discussing the case 
publicly. Immediate members of the 
families of the defendant and com­
plaining witnessess, however, are being 
permitted to attend the proceedings. 

Little, 41, has been charged with the 
shooting deaths of Estill Thornsberry, 53, 
and his son Major, 31, in a Knott county 
courtroom September 24. Pending his 
trial, he is being held in the county jail 
here. 

Monday's ruling, which came in 
response to a request by defense attorney 
Gary Johnson, of Prestonsburg, is said to 
be the first of its kind in this state since a 
U.S. Supreme Court decision July 2 giving 
district judges discretion to close court­
·rooms for pretrial hearings. 

In this case, not only the hearings but 
the arguments on the motion ·to close 
them were held behind closed doors . The 
legal basis for this exclusion, which does 
not appear to be justified by the Supreme 

Court's Gannett vs. DePasquale decision, 
is unclear. 

Defense attorney Johnson said he 
moved to have the pretrial hearings 
closed in order to protect Little's right to 
a fair trial. Especially in view of the 
possibility that the death penalty might 
be sought in the case, he added, he was 
concerned that inflammatory reporting 
might prejudice potential jurors against 
his client. 

Johnson acknowledged that a defen­
dant's right to a fair trial needs to be 
balanced against the First Amendment 
guarantee of a free press and the public's 
right to know. But in this case, he said, his 
client's right to a fair trial is 
"paramount." Johnson explained that a 
defendant is particularly vulnerable to 
publicity in pretrial hearings, since 
evidence may be presented there which 
would be inadmissible in a jury trial. 

Since the Gannett ruling in July more 
than 80 attempts have been made 
nationwide, about 45 of them successful, 
to close pretrial proceedings. Some press 
officials have expressed fears that judges 
are trying to use the Gannett decision as 
an excuse to seal off the whole judicial 
process from public scrutiny.

the Little trial itself sealed off from the 
press and public, Johnson said that the 
issue was "premature" at this stage but 
that he would not rule out that possibility. The Rev. Timothy D. Jessen will be 

installed at the First Presbyterian 
Church of Prestonsburg on Sunday, 
October 21, as pastor of the Prestonsburg 
Church and the church at Drift. The 
service of installation. conducted by the 
Presbytery of Transylvania <Union), of 
which the two churches a re a part, will be 
at 7:30 p.m. and will be followed by a 
reception given by women of the church. 

Participating in the installation com­
mission will be the former interim pastor 
of the church, Dr. Eric Mount, of 

1icholasville, the Rev De\\'ilt Furrow, of 
Phelps, the Rev. David Wells, of Jackson, 
and the Rev. Leonard Hood, of Hyden. In 
addition to the ministers, ruling elders, 
Charles Miller, of Prestonsburg, Frank 
Salyers, of Drift. Charles Deaton and Sam 
Turner, Jr., of Hazard, will take part in 
the service. Also present will the the Rev. 
Frank Turnbull, Presbyterian pastor 
from Palestine, W. Va., the Rev. Jessen's 
father-in-law. 

The Rev. Jessen comes to Floyd county 
after a 12-year pastorate at Buckhorn, 
Perry county. He is a graduate of 
Wheaton College, and Princeton 
Theological Seminary He is married to 
tpe former Elma Turnbull, and they have 
one daughter, Ruth . 

Rev. Jessen is a member of the 
CoalitiOn for Appalachian Ministry, the 

Commission on Religion in Appalachia 
and the Board of Churcn Visitors or 
Warren Wilson College. While in 
Buckhorn. he was on the staff of the 
Hazard Community College as director of 
its community chorus. 

The public is invited to share in the 
installation service and reception.

ARC Grants To Help 
Health Services, Test 
Of Sewage Treatment 

The Appalachian Regional Commission 
has approved a $267,300 grant for the 
Vanceburg and Grayson Primary Care 
Centers, Gov. Julian Carroll announced 
last week. The grant would be used to 
provide the people in Lewis and Carter 
counties with outpatient and emergency 
medical services and preventive health 
services. 

The project will support an emergency 
medical ambulance service for the 
Vanceburg clinic. Short said the am­
bulance is needed to help provide access 
to health services following the closing of 
the Grant Bridge across the Ohio River. 

Local funds of $218,507 will go toward 
the total project cost of $485,844. The 
grant will extend through June 30, 1980. 

A $24,969 grant from the Appalachian 
Regional Commission has been awarded 
to evaluate the effectiveness of home 
sewage-treatment systems being used in 
a demonstration project in Boyd county. 

The project is part of a continuing effort 
by the ARC to develop an inexpensive and 
efficient sewage-treatment system for 
rural areas in the region. As a part of the 
study, the water quality in streams that 
drain the area will be compared with tests 
made before the units were installed. 

The demonstration project was begun 
in 1974 with a $100,000 grant from the ARC 
to Boyd County Sanitation District 3. 

Some 231 U.S. veterans of the Spanish­

Kings Indicted 
In Pike County 

James Arthur King, who is being held in 
the county jail here, and his brother, 
David Lowell King, have been named by 
the Pike circuit court grand jury in in­
dictments charging them with kidnapping 
and murder in the abduction and death of 
James Leonard Wells, night clerk at the 
Heart 0' Highlands motel in Paintsville. 

Although similar indictments of the 
brothers had been made earlier by the 
Johnson circuit court grand jury, it is held 
highly probable that both cases against 
the two will be heard in Pike county, since 
Wells was taken to that county and there 
shot to death. /' 

If trials of the brothers on both counts 
are held in Pikeville, a series of motions 
filed in the Johnson court by defense at­
torneys may be moot. Among tbe motions 
lodged by attorneys of the Public 
Defender's office who represent the Kings 
were these: 

To exclude the death penalty on the 
kidnapping charge; provide a psychiatric 
examination for Ruby Jordan, principal 
witness for the state; separate trials for 
the two defendants, and examination of 
the composition of the grand jury which 
voted the indictments. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Paul 
Deaton, of Paintsville, asked to be 
relieved of prosecution of the Kings, and 
the attorney general's office \s 
representing the commonwealth. 

It was said that the whereabouts of 
Ruby Jordan, for whom a psychiatric 
examination was asked by d~ense at­
torneys, were not known last week. 

Body of Wells, who was a former 
student at Prestonsburg Community 
College, was found May 16, last year, tied 
to a tree in the Little Creek vicinity of 
Pike county, three days after he had been 
reported missing. 

DOT Allocates 
$30,000 for Road 

One more section of right-of-way needs 
to be secured before construction can 
begin on a new road for the left branch of 
Toler Creek, District Four Magistrate 
Hershel Hamilton said this week. 

The $30,000 recently allocated by the 
state Department of Transportation for 
the road, reputed to be one of the county's 
worst, will pay for excavation, gravel and 
drainage for seven-tenths of a · mile of 
roadway, Hamilton added. 

The condition of the Left Toler road, 
part of which lies in the creek branch, has 
been the subject of repeated complaints 
by local residents, who tell of vehicles 
immobilized by slick clay, difficulty in 
driving out of the creek bed, sick people 
unable to get out of the hollow for medical 
care, and schoolchildren having to walk 
the length of the hollow in darkness . 

Because the school bus is unable to 
make the run up there, some school-age 
children on Left Toler have never been to 
school, according to Gladys McKinney, a 
resident there. 

"I'm dreading the winter, " Mrs . 
McKinney said this week. "Every year 
for three or four months we're just about 
stranded. " 

Even if the outstanding right-of-way 
can be secured promptly, Magistrate 
Hamilton said, it is unlikely that work on 
the road can be undertaken before next 
spring. The right-of-way deeds have to be 
scrutinized by the county attorney, he 
explained, after which formal release of 
the construction money has to be obtained 
from Frankfort.

In-School Work 
Programs Offered 

In-school work programs have been in 
operation for several years, but a new 
demonstration project that provides both 
pay and credit has recently gotten un­
derway in fifteen eastern Kentucky 
school districts including Floyd. The 
program , known as CODY, means 
Cooperative Demonstration Project for 
the Youth Employment and Training 
Program, and was developed as the result 
of a need to improve the existing in-school 
CETA youth programs. It is conducted in 
cooperation with Eastern Kentucky 
Educational Development Corporation, of 
Ashland. 

The program works in the following 
manner: Highschool students age 16 to 21 
who are interested in working and have a 
limited family income learn of the 
program either through school notices, 
counselor information or by word of 
mouth. The School's CODY Instructor 
then works with student interest, local 
businesses, and EKEDC coordinators in 
setting up worksites. Before a student 
attends a worksite, he or she receives 
possibly two months of classroom 
training which includes such areas as how 
to dress for a job, proper hygiene, how to 
develop job skills, interpersonal 
relationships, the practical application of 
basic language and math skills and other 
related areas. 

According to EKEDC-CODY Director 
Mike Byers, there are several benefits to 
the program. "To begin with, since EK­
DEC applied for the Manpower funds for 
this demonstration project, there is no 
cost to the schools," Byers said. CETA 
pays for the students' wages while 
EKEDC's grant money picks up the cost 
of classroom instruction. 

"Students also benefit from the 
program in that they are being paid the 
minimum wage of $2.90 per hour and are 
receiving school credit for the program, 
all the while getting some on-the-job 
experience in an area that he or she might 
like to pursue as a future occupation." 

"We view this project as a motivational 
one that could direct a student on a path of 
increased productivity as a member of 
the work force and community, in­
creasing their self-pride," he said, "and 
businesses will benefit from it, too, in 
terms of the positive feelings it gives 
them."

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The Tragedy of Hallowe'en 
As usual, the harassment of householders and travelers has 

already begun In a perverted celebration of Hallowe'en, weeks In 
advance of the time-honored Oct. 31 date of the observance. 

Hallowe'en has become an occasion for holllganlsm. In most 
cases, there may be no serious intent to inflict injury on anybody 
or to damage property, but it happens. As a consequence, almost 
the entire month of October becomes a time of tension for many. 

Last week, a Garrett youth was shot and seriously wounded by 
a motorist whose auto was "corned"-that is, pelted by grains of 
corn tossed by youngsters. 

The offense these boys committed was trivial in comparison to 
that of this motorist who reacted insanely and fired into the 
darkness, in the direction of a group of fleeing youths, then drove 
away. Such contempt for human life is inexcusable. 

But the gravity of this unknown driver's crime is not the whole 
story. Youngsters and their parents should realize that these are 
days when violent reaction to what they may think Is only fun­
making may be expected. Drinking drivers, those under the 
influence of drugs or beset by tensions and frustrations may not 
be in a mood to "laugh it off." 

Prestonsburg wisely restricts "tick-tacking" at Hallowe'en­
time to one night. The hours are restricted, and adults may not 
wear masks as they once did to conceal their identity as they 
joined in activities which are strangers to the spirit of All Saints 
Day (Hallowe'en). This should be a countywide regulation, and 
peace officers should be directed to make arrests when it is 
violated. 

Nobody begrudges the youngsters an evening of fun, but they 
should be protected from themselves and from further, even 
darker, tragedy.

Chief Justice Warren Burger has said 
that he is surprised by criticism of the 
Gannett ruling, claiming that some 
judges have misinterpreted it, and that it 
is intended to apply only to pretrial 
proceedings. Justice Harry Blackmun, 
who wrote a dissent from the original 
ruling, has responded that the ruling it­
self, not misinterpreta tion of it, is the seat 
of the problem. 

Part of the ruling's ambiguity is at­
tributed to a concurring opinion written 
by Justice Potter Stewart in which he 
contended that neither the press nor the 
public is entitled to attend criminal tria ls, 
because of rights guaranteed under the 
Sixth and Fourteenth Amendments. The 
Sixth Amendment gua rantees defendants 
a fair trial, and the 14th equal protection 
under the Ia w.

Regional Strategies Program 
Seeks To Determine Needs

Refrigeration. What are the needs of our region? How 
can we best utilize our resources to meet 
these needs? 

These are the basic questions to be 
answered in a new program getting under 
way in Big Sandy Area Development 
District. It is called "Regional 
Strategies." 

A grant from federal agencies that have 
funds for both planning development and 
for putting those plans into action is 
making the new program possible. The 
Kentucky Department for Local 
Government is administering the grant 
and is working jointly with the Big Sandy 
ADD and the other 14 districts in the state. 

Using U.ata, existing plans and citizen 
input, the tnajor needs of each region will 
be identified, and a plan on how best to 
meet those needs will be prepared. The 
plan will also include the role of ADD and 
local government in reaching the iden­
tified goals. 

Plans that have already been developed 
by ADD will be one resource. 'fhese will 
be reviewed to see what problems they 
identified, what programs have been 
completed and what still needs to be done. 

Data on population trends, income, 
empioyment, the financial situation of the 
area as a whole and particularly local 
governments, will provide another base 
for decision-making. 

A primary resource will also be citizen 
input. A special committee is being for­
med to act as a liason between each 
county and the ADD in assembling in­
formation and recommending decisions 
to the ADD Board. This board is made up 
of local officials and private citizens from 
each county. 

Once the needs have been established 
by using all plans, data and citizen input, 
special actions or "strategies" that ADD 
staff will develop to meet these needs will 
be prepared. The ADD staff will develop 
these strategies with direction from the 
Board and the special committee. Each 
strategy will state the basic objective that 
the ADD is trying to meet and will lay out 
a step-by-step plan for accomplishing that 
objective. 

ADD actions will include: obtaining 
funds for actually building some project 
that is needed in the region; identifying 
and recommending changes needed in 
state and federal laws that will make it 
easier to meet regional needs; en-

Water Testing Lab 
SetUp at Morehead 

"Epidemics such as typhoid fever, 
dysentery and cholera are caused by 
bacteria transmitted by polluted drinking 
water. This makes it very important to be 
able to determine whether or not water is 
safe to drink," said Dr. Ted Pass, 
professor of microbiology at Morehead 
State University. 

Dr. Pass is director of the newly 
established Water Testing Laboratory at 
MSU which is providing bacteriological 

examination of public and private 
drinking water supplies in eastern and 
southeastern Kentucky. 

"We began testing water as a result of 
the Gateway Area Development District 
expressing a need for such a service in the 
region," said Dr. Pass. "Not only dg_..w€ 
want to provide a service for the1lealth 
departments in this region but also all the 
public water supplies in the area as well. 
We will a lso be able to process private 
water supplies such as well water as 
needed and we also hope to work with 
Farmer's Home Administration (FHA)." 

"We've had several 'coiitacts, not only 
from our immediate region, but also from 
different sections of state," Dr. Pass said. 
"So it's possible that we may be serving 
many of the health departments and 
public drinking water supply sources east 
of Lexington."

When testing water samples, Dr. Pass 
and Michael Groeschen, Newport senior 
and chief analyst, check for the presence 
of coliforms, bacteria native to the in­
testinal tract of mammals. If coliforms 
are present, this is an indication that the 
water supply is being contaminated with 
raw sewage either from barns, outhouses, 
cattle or where septic tanks are being 
used. 

"The lab meets both state and federa l 
guidelines for water testing and only 
certified personnel can conduct the tests 
on the water samples," said Dr. Pass . 
"But, our students also have an op­
portunity to observe the procedures in­
volved and can often simulate the 
operations to learn about water testing."

Although 
blood drives are regularly held, very few 
residents have taken advantage of these 
opportunities to donate. 

Recognizing the important role that this 
blood program plays in Floyd county, and 
concerned about the health and well­
being of all Floyd countians, the 
Prestonsburg Kiwanis Club has decided 
to come to the aid of the ailing blood 
program. 

During the next week public service 
announcements will be aired on local 
radio stations asking the public to help in 
making this blood program a success by 
dor.ations of blood.

Expansion of the state student grant 
program and a discussion of the success 
of the guaranteed student loan program 
highlighted the meeting of the Kentucky 
Higher Education Assistance Authority 
board of directors held Thursday in 
Louisville. 

During a discussion of the legislative 
package to be presented to the 1980 
Kentucky General Assembly, boa rd 
members heard and approved a proposal 
to expand the higher education state 
grant program from $4,900,000 to ap­
proximately $15 million for the 1980-82 
biennium. 

In explaining the proposal to board 
members, authority Executive Director 
Paul P . Borden noted that due to 
escalating costs and other inflationary 
pressures, the maximum state grant 
available to eligible postseconda ry 
students under current appropriation 
levels is unrealistically low. 

Borden said that in the past three years 
grant award amounts have remained 
essentially the same, while education 
expenses have risen substantially. "The

current maximum grant ($300 for 
students attending public institutions and 
$850 for attendance at eligible private 
institutions) falls dramatically short in 
helping needy students meet expenses," 
he said. 

Under the new proposal, maximum 
grant awards would be increased to equal 
the cost of tuition for those attending 
public colleges and universities and $1,150 
for s tudents attending private in­
stitutions. Additionally, Borden noted that 
through increased funding, eligibility 
(now based on financial need as deter­
mined through a family's ability to 
provide financial support) could be ex­
panded to include more students from 
hard pressed middle-income families." 

In addition to the grant proposal, the 
board also heard a presentation con­
cerning the guaranteed student loan 
program. Extablished by the 1978 General 
Assembly, the program has " exceeded all 
expectations" in the number of students 
served, Borden said. Originally, it was 
anticipated that approximately $15 
million in student loans would be 
guaranteed for the current academic 
year. However, $19 million in loans has 
already been guaranteed and the total 
may exceed $25 million by J une, ac­
cording to Borden. 

Borden also noted that the concept of 
funding the administrative operations of 
the agency through income received from 
the loan program has been an over­
whelming success. So much so, in fact, 
that the agency's 1980-82 budget request 
will include no funds for administrative 
expenses. " The practical effect of this," 
Borden observed, "is that every dollar 
appropriated to this agency for student 
financial aid will wind up in the pockets of 
Kentucky students .' '

Auxier Class for Hearing Impaired 

A class for hearing-impaired 
preschoolers opened in Floyd county 
recently, as the result of an arrangement 
between the Kentucky School for the Deaf 
at Danville and the Floyd Board of 
Education. The nearest classes of its kind 
are at Ashland and Pineville. 

Three youngsters are currently 
enrolled in the class, under an agreement 
by which KSD supplies a teacher and 
teaching materials, and the Floyd school 
board provides the classroom. Barbara 
Ware, a recent graduate of Eastern 
Kentucky University with a degree in 
Deaf and Elementary Education, con­
ducts the class four days a week at the 
Auxier grade school. 

Deaf children need to be schooled in all 
the usual areas of development, including 
gross and fine motor skills, self-help, 
social, cognitive and language skilis Miss 
Ware said this week. While the heanng 
child absorbs a lot of information simply 
by listening, the deaf child must lean 

heavily, however, on the other senses for 
this information. 

Under the KSD preschool satellite 
program , which began in 1974 and now 
has nine centers statewide, teachers work 
with deaf children and their parents to 
develop communication skills, especially 
the visual language or "signing" used by 
the deaf, and to help them deal with other 
problems encountered by the deaf and 
their families. 

Because of the important role played by 
rhythm, inflection and intonation in 
learning a language, and because a 
child's hearing mechanism grows less 
plastic with age, the program emphasizes 
early instruction in speech, with frequent 
use of amplifiers calibrated to the child's 
hearing level. 

While the program does not usually 
enroll children before age three, Miss 
Ware said, her class includes a four-year­
old and two two-year-olds.

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Teachers React to KSBA Warning 
"Heavens, no. I don't want to strike and 

I know that most other teachers don't 
either. All we're asking is to be able to sit 
down and talk, and to have someone listen 
to us." 

That was the response of Prestonsburg 
High School teacher Sarah Clay Archer to 
warnings of teacher strikes if lobbying 
efforts by teachers for a professional 
negotiation law are successful. 

The warnings were issued recently by 
the Kentucky School Boards Association 
which contends that in states with 
mandated collective bargaining laws for 
teachers there are three times more 
teacher strikes than in states without 
bargaining laws. 

"Statistics clearly reject the claim of 
some advocates of unionization of 
classrooms that collective bargaining 
legislation reduces labor unrest and 
strikes," said KSBA President William L. 
Land to which Mrs. Archer replies that 
"">tatistics can be made to prove 
anything." 

"Everyone knows that it is against the 
law for teachers to strike in Kentucky. All 
we want is fairness. We are professionals 
and we don't want to be told that we can 
have nothing to do with curriculum, 
working conditions and related issues " 
Mt~. Archer said this week. ' 

For its part, ~SBA asserts that 
"whether a law is called professional 
negotiations, collective bargaining, or 
meet-and-confer, an adversary situation 
is created which inevitably leads to 
costly, illegal teacher strikes. Records 
show the majority of teacher strikes 
occur in states where they are illegal. No­
strike clauses are almost uniformly 
ineffective." 

The issue of collective bargaining for 
teachers is being debated with renewed 
urgency in connection with the current 
governor's race in this state. The Ken­
tucky Education Association, the 
teachers' professional organization, has 
endorsed Democratic nominee John Y. 
Brown Jr., who says he favors a 
professional .negotiation law. The 
organization accuses Brown's opponent, 
Louie B. Nunn, of failing to keep his word 
after supporting a negotiation law in his 
last run for governor. 

KEA hopes that Kentucky will become 
the 33rd state to pass a negotiation law, 
and cites a University of Kentucky survey 
indicating that 57.1 percent of Ken­
tuckians support the idea. 

Working conditions, rather than pay, 
are uppermost among teacher concerns, 
says KEA President June Lee, who lists 
guaranteed teacher preparation periods, 
a limit on non-teaching duties, class size 
maximums, and a detailed evaluation 
procedure as the areas on which teacher 
negotiations have primarily focussed. 

Prestonsburg High School teacher 
Lowell McCown, of Auxier, agrees. "Most 
teachers favor collective bargaining 
because they feel they should have a say 
in the size of the classes they teach and 
their working conditions," he said this 
week. However, salary is also at issue, 
McCown concedes, "especially when high 
school dropouts can drive a coal truck and 
earn more than we do." 

"I don't think it's necessarily the case 
that strikes would follow passage of a 
professional negotiations law," said 
Frank McGuire, Jr., another PHS 
teacher. "What we're really asking for is 
input. Right now we have none."

Garbage Collection Problem' at Clark 

This accumulation of trash at Clark School resulted last Friday 
in Health De pa rtm e nt order. 
Clark Elementary School officials were 

issued a Health Department notice last 
Friday, ordering them to have the gar­
bage there disposed of within five days. 
Trash had accumulated at the school for 
several weeks. 

The immediate cause of the problem, 
which is affecting the entire First 
magisterial district, is the near-collapse 
of the garbage collection system in that 
district. 

While the trash was collected at the 
Clark school twice a week in previous 
years, said Hazel Shepherd, of the 
school's kitchen staff, collection this year 
has been sporadic, with intervals of two to 
three weeks between pickups. Other 
District 1 residents have complained of 
similar delays in recent months. 

~' Adrian Lafferty, owner of Floyd County 
Sanitation Co. and holder of the franchise 
for trash collection in the district, denied 
Tuesday that any Health Department 
notice had been issued with respect to 
uncollected trash at Clark and refused to 
discuss the collection problem. The 
issuance of the notice has been con­
firmed, however, by Health Department 
Administrator Earl Compton, but it was 

directed to the school and not to Floyd 
Sanitation. 

Paul Slone, of Dwale, who picks up 
garbage in District 1 through an 
arrangement with Lafferty, conceded this 
week that the problem is too big for him to 
handle alone. Four trucks are needed to 
service the area adequately, he said. 
Slone's aging truck is the only one 
currently in operation in the district. 

Slone also claims that he does not 
collect enough in fees to be able to hire 
adequate staff. He receives $38.50 per 
month from each of the four schools in the 
district-Clark, Allen and Auxier grade 
schools and the Dwale Day Care Center­
and four dollars monthly from those 
private residents still paying for their 
intermittent service. 

''Right now there's no way I can manage 
a regular pickup even every two weeks," 
Slone said. "I'm doing all I can. I start 
early in the morning and go till late at 
night. Saturday and Sunday, too." 

Slone said he doesn't know who to 
blame and he has no ready solutions, but 
is tired of taking the blame for a situation 
which he admits is completely beyond his 
control.

Eastern Kentucky holds some of the 
most extravagant scenic beauty found in 
the United States during the Fall color 
season, which begins the second week of 
October and extends through most of 
November. The length of the season is 
ever dependent upon the frequencies of 
frost and freezing weather that drives the 
tree sap from the leaves to the roots for 
the winter dormant season. 

Early in October the different hues 
become evident as the maple, elm, 
poplar, beech, birch, oak, sweet gum, 
chestnut and sycamore leaves begin to 
change to varieties of yellow, gold, pink 
and red. By the middle of October the 
other verdant life blends into the multi­
colored beauty of the forest held in it's 
scheme by the evergreens of pine, cedar, 
fir , hemlock and laurel. 

This ·scenic beauty is compounded due , 
to the topography found in Eastern 
Kentucky which includes rolling hills, 
deep valleys, mountain peaks, mean­
dering creeks and rivers, flatlands and 
the many man-made lakes. The 
uniqueness of this beauty, found only in 
Eastern Kentucky, is held in array each 
year as much of the area is part of the 
Daniel Boone National Forest, which is 
under control of the United States 
Government for protection and preser­
vation. The federal government also 
maintains, protects and preserves the 
Cumberland Gap Nationa!Historical Park 
near Middlesboro, and Breaks Interstate 
Park near Pikeville and Elkhorn City. 

The Commonwealth of Kentucky is in 
control of eleven other state parks or 
shrines as follows: Cumberland Falls 
Resort State Park near Corbin and 
Williamsburg, Pine Mountain State 
Resort Park near Pineville, Levi Jackson 
Wilderness Road State Park near London, 
Dr. Thomas Walker State Shrine near 
Barbourville, Buckhorn Lake State 
Resort Park near Hazard and Jackson, 
Carter Caves State Resort Park near 
Olive Hill and Grayson, Jenny Wiley State 
Resort Park near Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville, Greenbo Lake State Resort 
Park near Ashland and Greenup, 
Kingdom Come State Park near Cum­
berland, Natural Bridge State Resort 
Park near Slade and Grayson Lake State 
Park near Grayson. Added to nature's 
beauty preserved by the Federal and 
State Governments are twelve man-made 
lakes located sporadically throughout 
Eastern Kentucky. These lakes, im­
pounded between hills and mountains, are 
Cave Run Lake near Morehead, Dewey 
Lake near Prestonsburg, Laurel Lake 
near London and Corbin, Wood Creek 
near London, Lake Linville near Mt. 
Vernon and Renfro Valley, Cranks Creek 
Lake near Harlan, Buckhorn near Hazard 
and Jackson, Carr Fork Lake near Carr 
Creek, Hindman and Whitesburg, Pond 
Bowl near Jackson, Grayson Lake near 
Grayson, Greenbo Lake near Greenup 
and Ashland and Fishtrap Lake near 
Pikeville. 

Eastern Kentucky offers the traveler 
four distinct sections and routes for a 
single day to three day tour during the 
Fall color season during October and 
November . These routes offer excellent 
attractions as well as motels and 
restaurants. 

One of those tours is a scenic mountain 
trip revealing the utmost beauty of 
Eastern Kentucky during the color season 
and should be experienced in person one 
time as words cannot give the vast beauty 
justice. From Lexington, and I-75, the 
driver moves east on I-64 to Winchester , 
where he takes east the Bert T. Combs 
Mountain Parkway. The Parkway itself 
reveals the vast mountain color beauty, 
but a t Slade the traveler may well take a 
few hours to visit Natural Bridge State 
Pa rk and the Red River Gorge. Traveling 
fa rther east on the Parkway until it ad­
juncts via US 460 to Paintsville and on 
north with US 23 to Ashland, Kentucky is

Or the traveler chooses US 23 south 
or KY 114 the trip will be enhanced by 
Dewey Lake and Jenny Wiley State Park 
near Prestonsburg. Prestonsburg is 
located on the Big Sandy River in a valley 
between towering mountains of mystic 
beauty. Driving on south of Prestonsburg 
on'US 23 and 460 the traveler moves to 
Pikeville, the largest city in the tip of 
Eastern Kentucky.

Computers in the Supermarket: Does 

PRO: The following statement represents the opinion of the 
Food Marketing Institute. 
Newer and bigger docs not always mean better. But supermarket 
scanner checkouts have shown through a long test period tha t they 
can the goods in more '"'<IVS than one. Donald Buchanan. Vice 
President of Giant Foods of mctr~politan Washington. D.C.. says that 
"scanners let grocers tailor make merchandise assortments to a given 
neighborhood and wind up with super-sophisticated mom and pop 
operations." 

Contrary to some consumer apprehensions, scanner technology­
adapting modern age electronics to the grocery business- is making 
supermarkets more responsive to customers' needs. 

In day- to-day practice. scanner information collection docs more 
accurately and 4uickly what clerks and managers have been doing with 
pencils and pads all along-taking stock. Never before could inventory 
control be more precise or up to the minute. By tracking sales and 
taking stock automatically at the checkout counter. supermarkets will 
operate more efficiently clear back to the warehouse. And it won't 
be long before scanner efficiencies work their way back to the 
manufacturers plant, when one computer can tell another to restock 
a given product. 

Scanners will a ll but eliminate one of the most irritating customer 
complaints-reaching for a favo rite item only to find the shelf empty. 
"Out-of-stocks" cost customers time and inconvenience. Eliminating 
them benefits the shopper-that's obvious. But it also benefits the 
retailer by making his operation more efficient and helping to prevent 
lost sales. 

Another major convenience is the scanner's itemized sales receipt, 
which is a complete record of purchases. The scanner checkout tape 
tells you every item purchased-including brand name, size and price 
for each UPC coded product. No longer need tapes be limited to 
describing items only as grocery, meat, or produce. Sales tax, bottle 
returns. and food stamps are among other details of the customer's 
order which are printed out on the new permanent, itemized scanning 
tape. Customers can use scanner tapes of previous orders to 
comparison shop and plan the next visit to the supermarket. 

Obvious customer benefits from the new systems include up to 
one-third faster checkout, near elimination of misrings at the checkout 
counter. and the printed item-name sales tape. Yet these improvements 
in service are also closely related to the kinds of operational efficiencies 
which benefit the stores directly. 

There are two major conclusions to keep in mind about scanners. 
Scanners will not pop up universally overnight. Today about 900 of 
the over 33.000 supermarkets in the United States have scanner 
checkouts. There is a long, long way to go, and no one knows when 
scanners will be commonplace in the United States, much less 
universal. The trend is toward more scanners, there is no doubt of 
that. Still. scanners have been in operation since 1974, so growth has 
been slow enough to give shoppers ample time to see these new systems 
in use and to make their likes or dislikes felt in the marketplace. 

Scanners have proved that every benefit is shared- either directly 
or indirectly-by both customers and the grocers they patronize. With 
today's rapid inflation, the scanner promises to help retailers hold their 
operating cost increases to a minimum. That's important. And the 
benefits are available to large or small businesses alike. Almost 
one-third of the scanners now in use have been installed by independent 
grocers, some of them one-store operators. 

Some consumer groups have raised questions and concerns about 
price marking practices used with scanning. Some state legislatures 
have even considered or passed legislation on this issue. The important 
point to remember is that the scanner system is very flexible. The 
operating practices can be adapted 
to match the shopping habits of 
local customers, and these are the 
people grocers have to satisfy. The 
marketplace can resolve customer 
concerns better than the govern­
ment bureaucrat can. With the 
slow and steady adoption of these 
new systems. the shopper will be 
the real decision maker. The use of 
scanners will grow only if shoppers 
and store employees continue to be 
happy with what they see.

Experienced fishermen agree that fall 
is one of the best times to catch fish­
particularly big fish. In anticipation of 
cold winter weather, fish seem to go on a 
fall "feeding spree" and cruise the 
shallow shorelines, making them both 
more willing to take an angler's lure and 
also more likely to be in an area where 
they' ll encounter that offering.

Shallow running spinner baits and 
crank baits are productive in the fall, as 
are surface lures and buzz baits. In case 
you haven't been introduced to the buzz 
bait, it looks something like a spinner 
bait but has a specially shaped blade 
which causes it to run noisely or "buz" 
across the surface of the water. 

These buzz baits are fairly new on the 
angling scene, but they've already 
proven effective for fall _bass­
particularly in the Kentucky-Barkley 
Lakes area. They are also accounting for 
their share of muskellun ge at Cave Run 
Lake, where fishermen find their snag­
free characteristics ideal for fishing in 
the timbered coves where muskeys like 
to hang out. 

Some angling authorities believe that . 
there is a "false spawn" in autum, oc­
curring when water temperatures fall to 
the same level at which the fish spawns 
in the spring. So if the fall water tem­
perature is at or near the spawning 
temperature, look for fish in the same 
areas where you found them last spring. 

Some patterns usually associated with 
summer fishing are productive through 
the fall months. On calm morniings, 
while bass can still be found "in the 
jumps," chasing schools of shad on the 
surface and willing to strike just about 
any Jure tossed near them . 

Fishing at night under lights will also 
produce good catches of crappie and 
white bass, but late fall evenings do get a 
little too chilly to make this kind of 
angling appeal to most folks. 

Fall fishing generally continues until 
the water temperature drops below 50 
degrees . After that , fish are in their 
winter locations (usually in deer water) 
and are slow to react . Although they can 
still be caught, most fishermen are by 
then in holding patterns themselves 
waiting for the first warm days of spring. 

Don't be too quick to store your tackle 
for the winter- there are still at least a 
couple of months of very good fishing 
ahead.

UPC Benefit the Consumer? 

CON: The following statement represents the position of 
the Consumer Federation of America. 
Unfortunately, many supermarkets combine use of the Universal 
Product Code (U PC ) with the removal of individual item pricing, even 
though the elimination of item pricing does not decrease the fas ter 
checkout process-the main consumer advantage of UPC. In six states, 
three count ies and' thirteen cities. consumers have successfully 
demanded legislation which requires item pricing. 

The 1976 industry-conducted Michigan State University study of 
item pricing, and its effect on consumer awareness concluded: 
"Shoppers in 'prices off' stores do experience a measurable reduction 
in price awareness and consciousness compared to shoppers in 
conventional stores." Therefore, the industry recommended that 
"scanner stores follow the same, traditional approach to individual 
item marking as used in convent ional supermarkets." 

After the study's release, Senator Moss wrote 94 of the largest food 
chains about thei r item pricing policy. Only 48 stores responded, 24 
retain ing item pricing indefinitely, 17 retaining .during "testing", 
(ranging from I year for Safeway to indefinite periods for others). 
Of the remaining 7 responses, Lucky Stores, Inc. and Winn-Dixie, 
Inc. replied that they would proceed with automated checkout 
equipment without item pricing. 

Recently, Food Marketing Institute's President indicated that the 
industry's ear lier position favoring item pricing will be abandoned for 
experimentation with "prices off''. frankly, consumers don't trust this 
"experiment". We believe that once prices are removed they'll never 
return. Why does CF A oppose price removal? 

I. Supermarkets can't effectively guarantee accurate shelf 
marking. General Accounting Office found that shelf labels are often 
not aligned with the proper products. Also, 10-20% of the products 
were missing shelf labels, 7-30% of the shelf labels were unusable or 
only partially usable due to product overlay, label misplacement, poor 
condition or proximity of shelf package. 

2. Without prices, consumers have little defense against price 
changes between aisle and checkout counter. 

3. Increased speed of the system is based on checker use of rapid 
two-handed motion sliding the groceries across the scanner and 
bagging them almost simultaneously. That hardly allows the shopper 
time to match the product with the price flashed on the visual 
terminal! 

4. Having prices on items at the time of use (k itchen) enforces 
price consciousness. 

5. Comparison shopping becomes complicated. Checking the price 
of corn (fresh, frozen, or canned) requires either superb memory or 
aisle-to-aisle trips comparing prices. 

6. Price removal will inconvenience senior citizens with poor 
eyesight. 

7. Supermarkets don't guarantee they'll share savings with 
consumers. 

8. Using industry data, Public Interest Economic Center predicted 
annual savings of only $1.13 to $1.27 J year per household. A Garvey 
Labelmatic survey proved that savings realized by eliminating price 
marking were less than half that claimed by scanning proponents. 

The Minnesota Office of Consumer Service Poll (November 1976) 
is representative. Responding to: "If supermarkets had clearly readable 
price st.ickers on their shelves, and gave you a cash register tape that 
itemized your purchases and their prices, would you feel it important 
to have each product container individually price marked as they are 
now?" Yes-60%. No-29%. Don't know or no opinion-!!%. A Dade 
County Consumer Office UPC survey in May 1979 showed that 90% 
of the shoppers wanted prices left on products; 3.7% said prices could 
be removed, 6.3% were neutraL 

If Winn-Dixie, the largest south· 
ern food retailer, is any criterion, 
the outlook is bleak. Winn-Dixie 
Board Chairman told Senator 
Moss in 1976, "We are not 
carrying the torch for the Universal 
Product Code in automated check­
out unless item pricing is eliminat­
ed."

MOREHEAD, KY.-Hog killing, 

molasses making and "Blind Tiger." 
These are a few subjects which Doug 

Adams, associate professor of art at 
Morehead State University, has included 
in a series of paintings focusing on the 
Appalachian culture of Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

''I am trying to capture the character of 
Eastern Kentucky, its people, job ac­
tivities and kinds of activities the people 
are involved in on a day-to-day basis," 
says Adams. 

He expects to include a minimum of 20 
paintings in the series which will be part 
of a touring art exhibit when completed. 

"Some of the subjects I want to paint. 
such as hog killing and molasses making 
are seasonal and so this project will take 
several months to finish," he added. "I 
want to include each season of Eastern 
Kentucky and paint the subjects as 
naturally as I can find them." 

Adams is working from more than 250 
photographs , sketches made on location 
and booklets which list various historical 
sites in Kentucky. 

Some of his subjects include "Old Joe 
Clark's Home" in Clay county, Jesse 

Stuart's home, a swinging bridge across 
the Licking River in Magoffln county and 
one entitled "Blind Tiger" (Wllicensed 
saloon l. based on an old house in Clay 
county. 

His efforts in developing water color art 
were recognized by MSU's Board of 
Regents last spring when the Department 
of Art was designated a "Center of Ex­
cellence" to receiYe special budget 
consideration dw·mg the 1979-80 school 
year. 

After traveling up and down the Ohio 
River from West Virginia to Augusta, 
Adams says he has enough subject ideas 
"to paint for a long time." 

''I'm trying to express as many facets 
of Eastern Kentucky's cultural past as 
possible and also reflect the mining in­
terest which will move Kentucky into the 
20th Century," Adams added. 

The Veterans Administration recently 
began its 50th year as an independent 
federal agency established solely to aid 
America's veterans and eligible 
dependents. Prior to 1930, responsibility. 
for veterans' program was shared by 
several federal agencies.

But. not everyone who tries the 
business makes it. "While we agents 
look for a new star every year. I'd 
estimate that only one out of every 
200 girls who walks into my agency 
has it." says Ms. Blanchard. 

"It'' means the unique combina­
tion of good looks. tenacity and drive 
that characteri7e the top models like 
Tiegs or Hutton. "It" also means the 
ability to examine your appearance 
objectively and decide just what kind 
of modeling if any- you're suited 
for, according to Naomi Sims, a 
former model and author of H ow To 
Be a Top Model (Doubleday). 

The Youth Image 
Even if you have "it"-and make 

it- you must bear in mind that most 
successful modeling careers have an 
average lifespan of about 10 years, 
according to Ms. Blanchard. Models 
like Tiegs are still going strong in 
their thirties because they're 
"special", explains Ms. Blanchard. 
Usually, many agencies start phas­
ing out their models when they reach 
age 28. 

"Whether you like it or not, the 
youth image still sells," says Ms. 
Blanchard .• The best ·time to start 
modeling, then. is when you're 
between 16 and 18, Ms. Blanchard 
notes: "The younger you are the 
better." On the other hand, Ms. 
Sims thinks a college education can 
help a model; she feels that the early 
twenties is not too late to hit the 
pavement. 

Though the modeling industry 
calls many men and women and 
chooses few, that doesn't deter the 
thousands of young people across the 
country who arc only too eager to 
wait out the lean years in the hope 
of that big break. The fact that some 
hopefuls do make it is enough to 
inspire the next crop of fresh young 
faces to try likewise . 

How can you get in on it? 
Unfortunately, being just another 
pretty face isn·t enough. 

According to Ms. Blanchard, 
who's been a modeling agent for the 
past 18 years, successful models are 
usually between 5'7'' and 5'9" tall 
(5' 1 0"-6 ' I" for men) with about a 
33-35" bust, a 23-25" waist and hips 
no wider than 35". Manufacturers 
make their sample garments on 
women with these measurements, so 
these physical characteristics rarely 
change. A good model also needs a 
well -proportioned body, a long neck, 
a full, wide mouth, good hands and 
skin, wide set eyes and strong 
cheekbones. Most importantly, she 
must photograph beautifully. "A girl 
can be a knockout in person. but no 
good in photographs." comments 
Ms. Blanchard. 

Get Your Book Together 
Any model worth her salt doesn't 

even begin to knock on agents' doors 
until she has assembled her book, 
writes Ms. Sims. Your book is a 
selection of photographs of you, 
taken by a good photographer, that 
show how photogenic you are. Check 
around your hometown and locate a 
professional photographer, or even a 
cousin who's a photography buff. 
who'll be willing to shoot you for 
little or no remuneration. (You 
should pay for film and developing 
costs, however.) Concentrate on 
acquiring black and white shots, 
with some color sl ides. Finished 
prin ts should be at least 4 x 5 or 8 
x 10. Examine your photographer's 
work to make sure it appeals to 
you .

/\ccordiJlg to Ms. Sims, the ideal 
book of a working model includes a 
full face front shot, a full face 
profile, and a full length shot of the 
body, with an optional full length 
~hot of you in a bathing suit (to show 
prospective agents how thin you 
arc.) Since the idea of these photos 
is to showcase you, avoid cluttering 
the photos with props, sunsets, 
horses, or leafy trees. Steer clear of 
trick photography. Aim for simple. 
clear, high contrast photos. 

Some pointers: Keep your hair off 
your face. Avoid jewelry, except 
simple earrings. Keep your neck 
bare. Don't be afraid to smile and 
look straight into the camera. Wear 
clothing that is simple and comfort­
able. Learn how to apply make-up 
before stepping in front of the 
camera. You might try changing 
your make-up-darkening or light­
ening it between shots in your search 
for the perfect look. 

Getting Started 
If you live in a small town, 

contact your local Chamber of' 
Commerce or the woman's page 
editor of your local newspaper for 
information ·about fashion shows 
being sponsored by local community 
groups, stores or churches. Visit the 
boutiques in your town. Let everyone 
know that you're interested in 
acquiring professional modeling 
experience. When you contact a 
group or a store owner, leave some 
photographs behind with your name, 
address and phone number. If you 
get hired, have someone take a photo 
of you in action to usc in your 
book. 

Investigate beauty pageants at the 
local and st~e levels. Even if you 
don't win, you'll gain invaluable 
experience and poise. Check with 
City Hall; sometimes men and 
women are needed to promote civic 
events or functions for visiting 
dignitaries. 

If you decide to enroll in charm 
school, check it out first. What are 
its alumnae doing'? Such schools can 
teach }OU better grooming and poise, 
show you how to walk gracefully, 
and help you lose weight: but 
finishing a charm school course is no 
guarantee that a successful modeling 
career awaits you. "/\ girl with real 
potential as a model doesn't need 
charm school," says Ms. Blanchard. 
"If she lacks potential. charm school 
isn 't going to help her." 

Find Your .. Look" 
How employable you'll be as a 

model depends largely upon your 
ability to ana lyze yourself objective­
ly and determine where your look 
fits in. If you're freckled and have 
a homespun look. don't aim for the 
co.er of Vogue. You might be better 
off doing commercial~ for a country 
fresh cereal. 

According to Ms. Sims. there are 
seven popular molds that an aspiring 
model can fit into: pretty young 
housewife, pert coed, femme fatale, 
high society chic, country farm girl, 
swinging secretary and Ms. Execu­
tive . If you're the right type, the jobs 
abound: Models arc needed for 
television commcricals and game 
shows, edi tori a I and advert ising 
purposes, catalogs, runways. de­
signers· salons. manufacturers' 
showrooms, conventions, department 
stores and fashion illustrations. 

Finding An Agent 
Without an agent, you'll have 

difficulty finding work and getting 
paid. Arrange for a meeting with a 
prospective agent by phone, and take 
along several photographs of your· 
self. While some models get accept· 
ed by an agency on the strength of 
that first meeting, they more 
commonly receive an outright rejec­
tion . Sometimes aspiring models are 
told to return with 15 less pounds or 
new photographs. No matter what 
happens, you should always leave 
behind a photo of yourself with the 
agency-make sure your name and 
telephone number are on it. You 
never know when an agent may 
change his or her mind and decide 
you're just the face he wants. 

Chances are high, however, that 
you' ll hear the word "No" more 
often than the word "Yes". Compe­
tition among aspiring models is 
fierce, especially among blacks and 
other ethnics; the few jobs avai lable 
constantly go to the established 
models. 

Believe in yourself and continue 
despite the rejections, says Ms. 
Blanchard. "Because an agency 
reJects you doesn' t mean you're not 
auractive or pretty . You just may 
not have the look it wants. You 
should pay attention to agents, 
however, if you're not the right 
height or if you're heavy or if you 
have bad skin. Yes, agents do make 
mistakes. But, if every agent turns 
you down, I'd reconsider my choice 
of ca rccr."

Grants are available to Kentucky 
teachers seeking to integrate art into 
their classrooms or to broaden and enrich 
the arts program of their schools, ac­
cording to Nancy Carpenter of the Ken­
tucky Arts Commission. 

The grants will be given to teachers 
proposing projects which will use the 
residencies of professional artists to 
creatively involve students and teachers 
in the arts. 

The program, known as the "Teacher 
Initiated Residency Program," is a 
component of the Artists-in-the-Schools 
program sponsored by the Kentucky Arts 
Commission in conjunction with the 
National Endowment for the Arts . 

Open to all teachers, or groups of 
teachers , presently in Kentucky 
elementary of secondary schools, the 
grant awards will range from $100 to 
$1,000. Priority will be given to teachers 
who have not previously participated. All 
funds must be used to pay fees, supplies 
and expenses of the artists in residence. 
Funding will be awarded on different 
levels based on the participation of the 
teacher or school in the Teacher Initiated 
Residency or Artists-in-the-Schools 
programs. 

Project proposals should have the 
potential for teacher follow-through and 
should center on one or more areas of 
architecture and environmental arts, 
creative writing, dance, drama, folk arts, 
film and video, photography, visual arts 
and crafts. Projects may involve more 
than one artist. 

Single performance projects will not be 
considered. However, a one-time per­
formance may be considered as a portion 
of the project. 

Advisory Comm. 
Formed To Aid 
On Flood Work 

The Governor's Flood Task Force has 
l 0 

approved m rough form several 
recommendations it will send to Gov. 
Julian Carroll. 

The most important recommendation, 
according to task force chairman Vic 
Hellard Jr., is the creation of a water 
resources advisory commission. · 

The commission, as it is now seen, 
. would advise appropriate state and 

federal agencies on all flood-rela ted 
matters in the state ; assist in planning 
and coordinating all flood-prevention and 
flood -relief programs ; make recom­
mendations on the adoption or rejection of 
water resources plans or programs ; 
serve as a public forum on water 
resources matters ; and, prepare repor ts 
on each major flood with emphasis placed 
on causes , possible ways of prevention 
and quality of assistance given to the 
flood victims. 

The commission would consist of 15 
members. 

The governor would appoint two 
legislators, two mayors and two county 
judges-executive to the commission. 

The Legislative RP-search Commission 
would appoint nine members with one 
each coming from the following river 
basins: Big Sandy, Licking, Kentuck,v, 
Salt, Green, Ohio River main stem, 
Tennessee, Miss iss ippi and Uppe r 
Cumberla nd. 

Some other recommendations that will 
be sent to the governor include: 

- The state should advocate federal and 
state tax reduCtions for people who "flood 
proof" existing structures in the flood 
plain. 

- Advise the Nationa l Weather Service 
of the need to increase its s taff to better 
predict floods. 

- Develop legislation so communities 
can take on long-term flood damage 
reduction projects. Sta te law prevents 
local governments from committing 
funds beyond the current fiscal year. 

Hella rd said he will send a fina l draft of 
the recommendations to the task force 
members this week for the ir review and 
will then send them to the governor early 
next week .

Remember last winter, with its short, 
gray days when it seemed as if spring 
would never come? Now look ahead to 
this winter and imagine how pleasant it 
would be to have pots of blooming tulips, 
hyacinths, daffodils and other spring­
flowering bulbs to brighten the inside of 
your home. 

If you plan carefully, you can have a 
succession of flowering plants starting as 
early as late December or early January. 
The key to forcing bulbs to bloom; give 
them the proper temperatures for the 
appropriate length of time to promote

good root and shoot development and 
provide the needed cold treatment. This is 
easier if you can control the pot and bulb 
temperatures. 

Begin by selecting large, firm, healthy 
bulbs. Avoid any with white fungi on 
them. Avoid bulbs that seem light for 
their size. These are probably dehydrated 
and may be infected with a fungus 
disease. Some varieities of bulbs are 
better suited for forcing than others. Let 
your bulb dealer help you pick out 
varieties that will give good results. 

Store bulbs prior to planting under cool 
temperatures-48 to 65 degrees F is the 
optimum range. Just before you plant, 
remove the brown scaly wrapper from the 
bulb. This is not necessary, but it allows 
roots to grow faster and easier. 

If you're going to use natural outdoor 
temperatures to provide bulbs with the 
needed cold treatment, you should have 
them potted by late October. By then, the 
temperature where the bulbs will be 
placed should have dropped to about 55 

•degrees F. If you can cool them in an old 
refrigerator, you can plant earlier or 
later. When using a refrigerator, open the 
door and air it out about once a week. 
Never store any vegetables or fruit with 
the bulbs. 

Good soil drainage is very important. 
Waterlogged soil can cause root loss . 
Bulbs are usually potted so that the tip of 
the bulb is just above the soil surface and 
the flatter side is toward the outside of the. 
pot. They should be potted deeper in very 
light soil, so that the rapid growth of the 
roots does not push the bulbs out of the 
soil. 

The size of the pot determines how 
many bulbs you can plant. Generally a six 
inch pot will hold five tulip bulbs or three 
hyacinths. 

If you can control the temperature to 
which the bulbs are exposed, as in a 
refrigerator, the ideal schedule is: 48 
degrees until the roots grow out of the 
bottom of the pot, 41 degrees until the 
shoots are one to two inches tall, and then 
33 degrees for the remainder of the cold 
period. This sequence provides the op­
timal temperature for root and shoot 
development as well as the necessary cold 
treatment. 

Tulip bulbs require a minimum of 17 to 
19 weeks of cold to flower; hyacinths and 
narcissus require 13 to 14. During the first 
six weeks after potting, moisture is 
critical. Check the pots regularly and 
water as often as necessary to keep the 
soil moist. 

If you place bulbs outdoors for their 
cold treatment, keep in mind that you will 
want to be able to take them out of cold 
storage in midwinter. So choose a spot 
that will be accessible. A window well, a 
well drained area where pots can be 
buried in sand and mulched with leaves or 
straw, a cold frame or a similar spot may 
be used. Do not place pots in an area 
where water is likely to stand. If mouse 
damage is likely, protect •potted bulbs 
with quarter-inch hardware cloth. 

Bulbs may be brought out of cold 
storage anytime after they have received 
the minimum number of weeks of cold. 
Place them in a brightly lighted spot 
where temperatures are 60-65 degrees. At 
higher temperatures, flowers fade more 
quickly . 

After forcing , bulbs may be planted in a 
well drained site outdoors, but they may 
not flower in later years. If you want 
bulbs outdoors , plant them outdoors this 
fall rather than count on your forced bulbs 
to perform in subsequent years.

Glad She Gave UK a Twirl

During the University of Kentucky­

Indiana University football game on 
September 22, the ABC-TV cameras were 
panning the sidelines in search of pretty 
girls to show on regional television 
screens during a break in the action. In 
the second half a cute, blonde UK 
majorette drew the eye of the 
camerman and for ten seconds Sandy 
Cole, former majorette and field com­
mander with the Betsy Layne band, was 
being seen by thousands of viewers in the 
midwest and southeastern portions of the 
United Slates. 

That was one of her most exciting 
moments since she became a UK 
majorette last sprmg. Sandy 
describes it as "another wonderful part of 
being a majorette at UK." She almost did 
not have the chance to get on television or 
perform before 57,000 fans at each UK 
home game (plus road trips to Indiana 
and an October 27 journey to Georgia) . 
Sandy almost decided to attend Pikeville 
College in the spring of her senior year at 
Betsy Layne High rather than venture to 
Lexington. It was after taking with her 
band director, Billie Jean Osborne, that 
she traveled to UK for majorette try outs. 

"Billie Jean talked me into trying out. 
I'm a music major and Pikeville has a 
good program, so I was thinking about 
staying closer home and getting a degree, 
but after talking with B.illie Jean and with 
Cam Robinson, from Pikeville, who used 
to be a majorette at UK I decided it was a 
chance worth taking," Sandy said. "I'm 
very glad I came to UK, I love it here." 

The tryout for majorette consisted of 
three areas-dance routine, twirl routine 
and taught routine. Each UK majorette 
from the 1978 season had to tryout again 
along with Sandy and the other 
newcomers. Sandy drew favorable 
response from the majorette director on 
her dance and twirl routines but she feels 
her spot on the squad wasn't secure until 
she completed the taught routine. 

"The taught routine is the most im­
portant step toward making the squad. 
The head majorette teaches you a routine 
that you do along with the group. How 
well and how fast you learn that routine is 
vital to becoming a majorette. They (the 
majorette director and band director) 
want to see how well you blend in with the 
other girls and they want to make sure 
you can learn a new routine rather fast. I 
ranked high on the twirling part of the 
tryout but the emphasis here is on 
working well with the other majorettes. 
The flashier twirling is done by the 
f(;!ature twirlers and we Cthe majorettes) 
do more conservative routines," Sandy 
explained. 

Being a majorette requires two hours of 
practice, Monday through Thursday, plus 
every Friday before a home game the 
majorettes begin practice at 5 in the 
evening and end practice when the 
routine is perfect. It takes dedication to 
be a UK majorette and good organization 
to arrange studying around practice. 
Sandy was well aware of this when she 
tried out last spring and she is hoping to 
remain a majorette at UK until 
graduation. 

Her most memorable experience came 
when she first marched across the 
Commonwealth Stadium field with 57,800 
fans looking on as UK hosted Miami of 
Ohio. 

"I had never seen so many people 
before," she laughed, "and the band was 
so well recei~ed it made me feel really 
good. Then during the playing of "My Old 
Kentucky Home," I had a chance to look 
the crowd over and the people were 
standing and singing along and it made 
me proud to be wearing the Blue and 
White." 

Ano ther contributor to her proud 
feeling that day was having her parents, 
Mr. and Mrs. Troy Cole, of !vel, Billie 
Jean Osborne and some of her close 
friends in the stands. 

"I'm really glad my parents and 
friends have been able to come to the 
games. Billie Jean has been like a second 
mom to me and she has written some 
inspiring letters to me about studying and 
working. They were all responsible for 
talking me into coming to Kentucky and I 
am very , very glad I came here as a 
majorette .'' 

UK fans and ABC's cameramen are 
glad she came too. Believe me, we all 
have noticed the cute blonde in the Blue 
and White.

County Officials at Hearing 
Said Satisfied with Road Fund 

In general, county officials testifying 
last week concerning the sUite­
administered County Road Fund were 
satisfied with fund operation, but all said 
additional money is needed. 

Seven county judge-executives and 
Magistrate Donnie Rogers, of Caldwell 
county, testified before the Subcommittee 
on Highway Finance: Maintenance and 
Construction. 

The county road fund is financed with 
money received from nine-tenths of one 
cent of the nine-cent motor fuel tax. This 
percentage generates an average $20 to 
$21 million each year. 

It is predicted that during fiscal year 
1979-80 $19 million will be generated, 
according to Otto Ingram, deputy com­
missioner of rural and municipal aid with 
the Department of Transportation, 
Bureau of Highways . 

Money is allocated to the counties under 
a legislative formula : one-fifth of the total 
divided equally among the counties ; one­
fifth based on rural population; one-fifth 
based on miles of rural roads; and two­
fifths based on rural areas. 

Most counties represented were 
working under a cooperative agreement 
in which the state provides materials and 
rental equipment and the county provides 
labor. 

Counties may also have some type of 
partial cooperative agreement, or the 
state can do all the work. 

County Judge-Executive Barnie Bar­
nes, of Cumberland, said his county does 
not have a cooperative agreement. 
Barnes said he would favor such an 

agreement if the state would be more 
flexible concerning paperwork and 
minimum county equipment required 
under the program. 

Also testifying before the Highways and 
Traffic Safety subcommittee were county 
judge-executives Mike Miller, of Marshall 
County; R.R . Thomas, of Hardin; 
Wendell Moore, of Oldham; Russell 
Stephens, of Harrison; Roy Baber, of 
Bourbon and Lowell Cline, of Carter.

Whatever happened to Langford's, one 
of the few local ions in the state noted on 
an early map of Kentucky that a lso 
k)cat ed such easily identifiable places 
today as Lexington and Louisville? 

Elihu Barker's map. "Kentucky." 
prepared at the time Kentucky became 
the 15th state, conveys with almost un­
believable accuracy the physiographic 
features of the stat e. 

Barker places Langford's at a point in 
today's Rockcastle county where the 
Wilderness Road branches to form 
tendons reaching north to Boones­
borough and more westerly to Fort 
Harrod. Sometime afterward Langford's 
disappeared and became MI. Vernon. 

Madison Courthouse, also located on 
the Barker map, became Richmond, 
while Bourbon Courthouse became 
Paris. The map names other locali ties 
that just faded from the face of the land­
and subsequent maps. 

The Barker map is one of 10 in a new 
issue published Oct. 5 by the University 
Press of Kentucky . The package of maps 
ranges from Thomas Conder's "North 
America ," first published in 1794, .to 
Barker's " Kentucky" to "The Perryville 
Battlefield, ·· issued in 1877, which should 
be of interest to the growing army of Civil 
War buffs. 

An accompanying 96-page booklet by 
UK history professor emeritus Thomas 
D. Clark, who also selected and an­
notated the maps , describes the maps 
and discusses the early mapping of 
Kentucky . 

The booklet and 10 maps went on sale 
in early October. Decorators of dens and 
family rooms, as well as persons seeking 
a change from the print fad of recent 
years, with its birds, animals and river 
scenes, could very well find in the 
collection that "something different" 
they have been seeking. 

Duplicating the original hand-coloring 
of yellows. reds and blues . the maps, of 
different sizes, provide a lesson in 
his tory. especially when studied in 
conjunction with Clark's text. 

Number Two in the series, "The United 
States,·· created by John Russell after 
the Treaty of Peace of 1784, contains a 
number of anachronisms and 
chronological puzzles . Clark cites some 
of them : Vermont and Kentucky are 
listed as states, and the Kentucky River

By the time map Number Seven is 
examined. which depicts Kentucky and 
Tennessee at the close of the Civi l War . 
the viewer can see today's Bluegrass 
s tate being defined. 

Among interesting items in the 
collection. all chosen for their historical 
value and interest as well as the tendency 
to arouse curiosity. is "The Road from 
Limestone to Frankfort." This is a 
fasc inating profile of the Limestone 
t Maysville l Road, as seen in 1795. Ap­
pearing to the casual observer as little 
more than a trail through a heavily­
forested land. which it was. with few 
homesteads, to the serious viewer 
careful at tention is noted to ridges, rocky 
ledges, stream crossings and crossroads. 

"The Perryville Battlefield" depicts 
the formations of the two armies in the 
act ion of Oct. 8, 1862, with some troops 
being brought into action and others 
engaged in the fighting . 

Other maps in the collection are 
"Rapids of the Ohio River," published in 
1806; " Kentucky with Adjoining 
Territories.'' as seen "from the best 
Authorities 1800," and "A New Map of 
Kentucky." printed in P hiladelphia in 
1837.

The edit. "The Worm Tax Also Turns ... 
told about a 12-year-old boy selling fishing 
worms out of his Edd~·ville. N.Y., back 
yard and hO\\ he had been collared bv the 
tax men. · 

The youngster. Jody Gerard. had 
somehow attracted the attE'ntion of the 
state taxing authorities. These worthies 
apparently had pondered the effects of the 
Gerard commercE' and ruled that he was 
dealing with sale of "tangible personal 
property" and that he would have to pay 
the s tate sales tax or else . 

As we noted, this brief news item shows 
that " the tax office's eve is on the 
sparrow- and also on its diet. So you'd 
better not try to make any money off 
either one without giving the treasury its 
cut. .. 

Thus . we concluded, "the 12-year-old 
has learned an important lesson about 
free enterprise in the welfare state: If 
you're in business. you're in trouble with 
the government. or about to be." 

But there was more to the story than the 
brief news item we saw . We are indebted 
to the Chamber of Commerce of the 
United States for the rest of the saga of 
the government vs. the Eddyville Worm 
King. 

The chamber reports that state had not 
only cracked down on Jody for not 
collecting state taxes. It instructed him to 
come through with back taxes or be 
hauled into court. 

Jody , scared out of his v.its, telephoned 
a tax official and explained that he was 
only 12 and that he certainly did not want 
to break any laws. especially those he 
knew nothing about. The bureaucrats 
conferred for about a week and ruled that 
he must pay up or else. 

At about this time, the news media got 
wind of the dilemma and reported it. 
Letters poured into Eddvville from all 
over the world, many offering support 
and money to help him cover his tax bill-
64 cents for the first quarter. 

As the publicity grew, the bureaucracy 
bent, a little. A bureaucrat who had 
earlier declared himself " proud'' of the 
way the agency had managed the affair 
claimed he had been misquoted. A state 
official was sent to the Gerard home to 
help young Gerard fill out his tax forms 
and get right with the system. Politicians 
who are always on the spot when there's 
ink to be had talked of legislative relief. 

But all this post-publicity effort by the 
adults trying to look good in the limelight 
came a little late 

To be sure, government had proved it 
will go to any lengths, however ridiculous, 
to reap the rewards of any citizen's risks.

Not just Jody and his buddies, but 
milli0!1S of older would-be businessmen 
have decided that there is no way they can 
survive such a onesided fight. So they 've 
filed away their ideas, skipped the in­
vestment, diverted the effort to less risky 
and less productive purposes.

Q-l have a five-year level premium 
term insurance plan. I would like to 
convert to one of the permanent plans. 
Will I have to take a physical to meet 
certain health requirements? A- No. 
The five-year level premium term in­
surance plan can be converted without 
meeting health requirements at any time 
the policy is in force. However, if the 
veteran is totally disabled, it cannot be 
converted to an endowment type policy. 

Q- I now receive 100 percent service 
connected disability compensation. My 
wife and I plan ~o divorce soon. We have 
been married for 28 years. Will she be 
entitled to a portion of my compensation 
when we are divorced? 

A-No. Her entitlement to all benefits 
ceases when you are divorced. 

Q- 1 understand that recent legislation 
granted payment of a monetary 
allowance toward the purchase of a non­
government grave marker. What are the 
details? 

A-Public Law 95-476 allows VA to pay 
up to $50 in cases of veterans whose burial 
occurred on or after Oct. 18, 1978. For 
additional information on eligibility, you 
should contact your nearest VA office. 

Q-I am a retired serviceperson and 
have elected under the family Survivor 
Benefit Plan (SBP) to ptovide an annuity 
for my surviving eligible dependents. If I 
waive my entire retirement pay in favor 
of VA compensation, will the VA continue 
to pay my sbp premiums? 

A- If you authorize VA to withhold 
your monthly premium payments, VA 
will forward them to your military 
finance center. 

Q- My husband was killed in Vietnam . I 
believe I am financially able to purchase 
a home. Will the VA provide any 
assistance in this regard? 

A-Unmarried widows or widowers of 
veterans of any period of service occuring 
since Sept. 16, 1940, whose deaths were 
service connnected, are elibible for a VA 
guaranteed home loan. Contact your 
nearest VA regional office for details. 

Q- If I am rated "zero" percent for a 
service connected disability, am I entitled 
to a civil service preference letter? 

A-Veterans with an established service 
connected disability of "zero" percent or 
more are entitled to receive eligibility 
certification for civil service preference. 

Q- If a veteran is incarcerated at the 
time he is scheduled for a compensation 
exam is his claim disallowed until he can 
report to a VA facility for his exam? 

A- Normally the VA will have a VA 
physician examine the veteran at the 
prison or arrange for an examination by a 
fee basis physician. 

Q-1 have an opportunity to purchase a 
four unit apartment building. May I use 
my VA loan guaranty entitlement to 
purchase this building? 

A- Yes . You may· purchase the 
property on a VA loan provided you meet 
all requirements and plan to occupy one 
of the units as your home. 

Q- 1 am receiving a nonservice con­
nected pension. My wife died in June. 
There have been no other changes in my 
dependency or income status. Must I 
report social security paid her up to the 
time of her death? 

A- Yes. However, you should show the 
cost of her illness and burial if you paid 
for it yourself. This is an allowable ex­
clusion which serves to reduce your 
countable income for VA purposes. 

Q- What is the maximum amount I can 
borrow on a VA guaranteed loan? I have 
been told I can borrow four times the 
$25,000 guaranty.

A- The maximum loan which may be 
made is limited to the purchase price or 
the appraised value of the property, 
whichever is less. However, some len­
ders, as a matter of policy, restrict the 
loan amount to four times the amount of a 
veteran's available entitlement. The VA 
will guarantee up to 60 percent of the loan , 
with a maximum guaranty of up to 
$25,000. 

Q-Is there a nation-wide toll-free 
telephone number veterans can call to get 
information from the Veterans Ad­
ministration? 

A-VA has no nation-wide number but 
there are VA regional offices in each state 
and all have toll-free num hers. Look in 
the telephone book white pages under 
United Slates Government, Veterans 
Administration. 

Q- I am in college as a GI Bill student. 
If I receive a failing grade in a course, can 
I repeat it and still receive educational 
benefits? 

A-Any course in which a veteran 
receives a failing grade is not considered 
successfully completed. Therefore, the 
course may be repeated and benefits will 
be paid.

Highway Makers·Record 
State's Colorful History 

Some of Kentuck'l- ·s most colorful 
history i::. recorded or~ highwav markers 
that are prepared bv the Kentucky 
lhstorical Societv ·The historic~! 
markers program. ·fi rst mcluded in the 
society's budget 111 1964, now consists of 
more than 1,350 markers . 

Of this total 271 are related to the Civil 
War. according to Dianne Wells, chair­
man of the markers program. Thirty-five 
markers concern Daniel Boone. and a 
large number Identify Indian raids and 
Revolutionary War ihformation. Markers 
also identify early forts. stations and 
settlements. iron furnances, salt works, 
tanneries and Kentucky Derby winning 
horses and jockeys. 

Many markers honor Kentuckians who 
have made varied contributions to 
history, such as "Aunt Julia" Mar~um. 
She was the only woman, as a fighter, to 
receive aU .S. pension by a special act of 
Congress in 1884. Her home in Tennessee 
served as a depot for Southerners going 
north to the Union Army. While defending 
her home against marauders, Marcum 
lost an eye and was badly wounded. 

She later mo\'ed to Whitley county. A 
military funeral was held there when she 
died in 1935 at the age of 91. The marker is 
located on US 25W in the Williamsburg 
courtyard. 

The burial site of Princess Cornblossom 
is identified by Marker No. 1075 near 
Stearns on us· 27 in McCreary County. 
According to legend, the daughter of Chief 
Doublchead accompanied her father at 
the signing of the Treaty of Sycamore 
Shoals in 1775. The treaty transferred the 
Cherokee land between the Ohio and 
Cumberland rivers to the Transylvania 
Company. Princess Cornblossom, who 
killed a renegade while trying to protect 
her tribe's secret mine, was married to 
Big Jake, a white trader. 

Also recorded on these "capsules of 
history" are the origins of county and city 
names, such as Paducah, the only major 
Kentucky city with an Indian name. It 
was named in honor of the legendary 
Chief Paduke by General William Clark 
when he platted the town in 1827. The 
marker is located at 415 Broadway in 
Paducah cMcCracken County). 

Historical markers also identify 
significant buildings and sites, such as th~ 
Scott County Courthouse. It was chosen 
by Judge J. E. Cantril! for trials of the 20 
persons accused of being involved with 
the assasinat10n of Gov. William Goebel 
in 1900. Although the murder occurred in 
Frankfort, the hearings were held in 
Georgetown to ensure fair trials for those 

• indicted. This marker is located in the 
Georgetown courthouse yard. 

Fifteen of the 17 covered bridges in the 
state have historical markers . Two 

privnt ely owned bridges do not . 
The society is funded to erect 35 new 

markers each year and provide main­
tenance on those already standing. In­
dividuals and organizations also fund 
markers The Armco Corporation, a steel 
company in Ashland, has funded 26 
markers in Boyd, Carter and Greenup 
counties. Because of private donations, 
McCracken has more markers than any 
other coun ly . 71. Fayette county has 63 
markers . 

Suggestions for markers are carefully 
researched and submitted to county 
marker chairmen. They make recom­
mendations and send the ideas to the 
society. Wells and her assistants research 
and forward the applications to a 12-
rnember editing committee selected by 
General William Buster, director of the 
Kentucky Historical Society. 

The markers are cast in aluminum and 
sent to the proper county where state 
Transportation Department personnel 
erect the markers at the approved site. 

In 1969 the society published "Guide to 
Kentucky Historical Highway Markers" 
which is available to society members for 
$1.50 and to non-members for $2. In 1973 a 
supplement to the original guide was 
published, and it is available to members 
for $2 and to non-members for $2.25. 
These publications contain the exact 
local ion of and wording on all the markers 
in the state. 

The public can help preserve Ken­
tucky's heritage by reporting any damage 
or needed repairs to markers. Reports 
should be made by contacting Dianne 
Wells, Kentucky Historical Society, Box 
H, Frankfort. Ky. 40602, or by calling 
( 502) 564-3016.

A n or dinance providing for the 

•·egulation, licensing and inoculation of 
dogs in the City of Prestonsburg, Ken­
tucky: Providing for the issuancP of 
licenses fur the keeping of dogs: 
Prohibiting the ownE>rs or kE>eprrs of dogs 
from a llo\\ ing such dogs to be at lat·ge, 
providing penalties for the violation of 
this ordinance; repealing all ordinances 
in conflict herewith, and providing a 
separability clause. 

Be it ordained b' the Boat·d of the Cih 
Council of ThE> Cit; of Prestonsburg, Ket;. 
tuck~ : 

SECTION 1: It shall be unlawful for any 
person, firm, company or corporation to 
own or keep a dog or dogs over the age of 
six (6) months in the City of Prestons­
burg, Kentucky, without first obtaining a 
license for each dog. 

SECTION 2: The required license shall 
be good for one year upon purchase from 
the Prestonsburg City Clerk. The license 
will be required within two (2) weeks 
from the date that said Ordinance is 
published in the local newspaper of the 
largest circulation in Floyd County. 

SECTION 3: Each dog over the age of 
six (6) months owned or kept by any 
person, firm, company or corporation in 
the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, shall 
be examined and inoculated by a duly 
licensed veterinarian and a statement or 
certificate from said veterinarian 
showing such dog has been immunized 
against rabies shall be presented to the 
Floyd County Dog Warden. A license tag 
will then be issued by the Floyd County 
Dog Warden upon the payment of a fee of 
One Dollar and Fifty Cents ($1.50! for 
each dog which has been inoculated. The 
procedure provided for herein shall be the 
only method by which a license may be 
obtained in accordance with this Or­
dinance. 

SECTION 4: The license tag so 
delivered to the owner or keeper of a dog 
shall be fastened to the collar of the dog 
and shall be worn continuously. The 
failure to have such a tag so attached to 
each dog shall subject the owner or 
keeper thereof to the penalties provided 
for herein. 

SECTION 5: It shall be unlawful for the 
owner or keeper of any dog , either 
licensed or unlicensed, to allow such dog 
to remain at large and unattended; or to 
allow the dog attended or unattended to 
damage public or private property. 

SECTION 6: Any person being the 
owner or keeper of a dog who fails to 
license such dog as required by this Or­
dinance, or who permits such dog to 
remain at large, shall, upon conviction be 
fined not less than Ten Dollars <$10.00! 
nor more than One Hundred Dollars 
($100.00) . 

SECTION 7: All license fees and fines 
shall be paid into the Treasury of the City 
of Prestonsburg to become a part of its 
general fund for public purposes. 

SECTION 8: It shall be the duty of 
every police officer of the City of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky and every dog 
warden of Floyd County to obtain the 
name of the owner or keeper of any dog 
seen unattended or who damages 
property, public or private, and to obtain 
a summons for the owner's appearance in 
Floyd County District Court. 

SECTION 9: All Ordinances and parts 
of Ordinances in conflicts herewith are, to 
the extent of such conflict, hereby 
repealed. 

SECTION 10: If any section, part of a 
sec lion, sentence, clause, or phrase of this 
Ordinance shall be held unconstitutional 
or invalid, the remaining provisions 
hereof shall nevertheless remain in full 
force and effect. 

SECTION 11: This Ordinance shall be in 
full force and effect from and after the 
24th day of October 1979.

ORDINANCE FOR THE CARE 
AND CONTROL OF DOGS 

The City of Prestonsburg hereby or­
dains: 

Section, 1. Definitions 
As used in this Ordinance, unless the 

content otherwise indicates: 
a. "Dog" shall include both male and 

female . 
b. "Owner" shall include any person or 

persons , firm , association or corporation 
owning, keeping or harboring a dog . 

c . "At large" shall mean off the 
premises of the owner, and not under the 
control of the owner or members of his 
immediate family either by leash, cord, 
chain or otherwise. 

Section 2. Running at large 
The owner or keeper of a dog shall not 

allow hiS dog (S) to run in a street, park or 
common or to run or trespass on other 
peoples ' property, namely lawns, gar­
dens, yards , school yard, or playgrounds 
or any other land used or occupied by any 
other person in such a manner as to cause 
damage, disturbance, or annoyance.

Section 3. Disturbance by noise 
No person shall keep or harbor any dog 

which by frequent or long continued noise 
disturbs the comfort or repose of persons 
in the vicinity. 

Section 4. Impounding 
It shall be the duty of the dog warden 

upon written complaint by two persons to 
apprehend any dog causing or having 
caused damage, disturbance or an­
noyance contrary to the provisions of the 
Ordinance and to impound such dog in the 
municipal pound or other suitable place. 
The apprehending official shall make a 
complete record of each dog ap­
prehended, entering the breed, color, and 
sex of such dog and whether licensed. If 
licensed he shall enter the name and 
address of the owner and the number of 
the license tag. 

Section 5. Redemption 
The owner of an·y dog so impounded 

may reclaim such dog at the Floyd 
County Humane Society and Animal 
Shelter upon payment of the license fee to 
the Floyd County Dog Warden, unless 
previously paid, and; of all costs and 
charges incurred by the Floyd County 
Humane Society and Animal Shelter for 
impounding and maintenance of said dog. 

Section 6. Disposition of unclaimed dogs 
All dogs impounded shall be kept for a 

minimum of seven (7) days including the 
date of impoundment. Any dog not 
reclaimed within the seven (7) days 
impoundment period may be destroyed or 
sold to an individual. 

Section 7. Penalty 
Any person who after warning from the 

Dog Warden or Chief of Police shall 
permit a dog owned or kept by him to run 
at large in violation of Section 2 hereof, or 
shall keep or harbor any dog in violation 
of Section 3 hereof, shall be fined not less 
than Ten ($10) dollars or more than One­
Hundred ($100) dollars at the discretion of 
the Court.

Eastern Kentucky's Changing Econom y

In a previous column, I discussed the 

trend in the AppalachiaH Kentucky region 
toward an older population. One of the 
effects that this will have on the regional 
economy is that more government ser­
vices will need to be provided in the future 
and this might put some strains on the 
counties and cities. Another effect 
probably will be that fewer people will be 
working in manufacturing and more will 
be working in services for these older 
citizens. 

This tendency toward more govern­
ment can be seen in the rise in transfer 
payments coming into Kentucky and the 
Eastern Kentucky region. 

Transfer payments are income to 
people, businesses, county and city 
governments, and institutions which 
come from federal government funds. 
These include all types of payments to 
veterans <retirement, educational 
benefits, mustering out payl, welfare 
payments (aid to dependen t children, 
food stampsl, retirement benefits, and all 
types of unemployment and health 
benefits. In Kentucky, the total amount of 
transfer payments increased by 140 
percent from I971 to 1977, the latest 
figures available. 

These are funds which come from 
taxes , personal and corporate, yours and 
mine. 

The biggest increases in transfer 
payments in the state are not for welfare 
payments, as one might suspect, but for 
retirement benefits to federal employees 
(183 percent increase from 1971 to I977J, 
workmen's compensation (190 percent 
increase, I971·I977 ), and government 
disability payments (273 percent increase 
between 1971-t977). During the same 
period, welfare-type payments such as 
income maintenance, aid to aged, aid to 

Pikeville Center Gets 
$111,885 in ARC Funds 

The Appalachian Regional Commission 
has approved a $111,085 grant to the Coal 
Industry Technical Assistance Center in 
PikP.ville, according to Gov. Julian

Development Secretary William Shor t 
said the grant would be used for 
acquisition of library materials and 
technical assistance.

dependent children, a nd food stamps 
increased at slower rates, but they still 
represent a lmost one-third of all transfer 
payments. 

One of the best federal programs in 
terms of benefits to the countrv for the 
costs was the G. I. Benefits program 
ini-tiated after World War II. Th~ pr;~;~t 
educational benefits to veterans program 
will most likely prove itself to be just as 
good. Veterans educational benefits in­
creased by 186 percent from 197I to I977.

Transfer payments to Eastern Ken­
tuckians increased at a slower rate from 
I971 to 1977, but that was only because 
they were so high at the beginning. The 
average transfer payment per person in 
Kentucky in 1977 was $410 as compared to 
the average transfer payment per person 
in E astern Kentucky of $470. By 1976, both 
had increased, but the gap between the 
two had widened. The 1976 average trans­
fer payment per person in Eastern 
Kentucky was $940 as compared to only 
an $830 average per person for all Ken­
tuckians. 

This trend will continue until the 
Eastern Kentucky region can develop the 
job oppor tunities to reduce its depen­
dencies on government checks. A more 
diversified economy, one which serves 
the needs of the older population and yet 
one which attracts younger people is 
needed. Such an economy will also insure 
the labor force against the major effects 
of a ny recession. 

Eastern Kentucky historically has been 
badly hurt by recessions. By all 
measures, we are now in one. Unless we 
can begin now to plan for expanding and 
diversifying the regional economy, the 
recovery from the recession will be just 
as difficult as has been the recovery from 
past recessions.
