In Virtual Feud 
Proposal To Erect 
$7.2 Million Building 
Approved by Council 

The bid by Highlands Regional Medical 
Center to expand won the approval of the 
state Comprehensive Health Planning 
Council <CHP), in Louisville last week. 
The $7.2 million proposal, to build a 
three-story building behind the present 
facility, now goes before the State Board 
of Licensure and Need for a final decision 
next month. 

The CHP endorsement, which sur­
prised some regional health planners, 
represents another act in the lengthy 
drama pitting Highlands and Paintsville 
hospitals against each other in com­
petition for the limited number of ad­
ditional acute-care beds state health 
officials may be persuaded to permit in 
this area. 

The Highlands proposal, which would 
add 47 beds to the 137 for which the 
hospital is now licensed, was turned 
down by the East Kentucky Health 
Systems Agency <EKHSA) in July and 
deferred by CHP as recently as two 
months ago. The Paintsville Hospital 
proposal, for a $10 million replacement of 
its existing 72-bed facility, will be con­
sidered by EKHSA next month. 

A major stumbling block for both 
plans, as they make their way through 
the multi-tiered review process required

Validity of IQ Tests 
Issue in Case Here 

In self-defense we are always careful 
to credit Clifford Wright with an­
nouncements of time changes. So we

Standard Time at midnight Saturday, 
Oct. 27. Simple. Just roll your timepieces 
back an hour, and start complaining all 
over again. 

The state of Kentucky's definition of 
learning disabilities came under pointed 
attack in a case heard Tuesday in the 
offices of the Floyd County School Board. 
A central point at issue in the same is the 
validity of standardized intelligence 
<I.Q.) tests, an issue long disputed 
among educators and psychologists. 

Tuesday's hearing was requested by 
Herman and Eleanor Shepherd, of 
Hueysville, who are trying to have their 
10-year-old son, a fourth-grader at 
Garrett grade school, admitted to a 
learning disabilities <LD) class. 

While a recent federal law requires 
that school districts provide special 
classes for the learning-disabled, the 
specific definition of learning disability is 
determined by each state. Kentucky law 
requires that art I.Q. test be administered 
as part of the process for identifying 
learning-disabled children. 

In the present case, believed to be the 
first challenge to this state regulation, an 
attorney representing the Shepherds 
insisted that, "despite the good faith 
efforts of the Floyd School Board," the 
boy is inappropriately placed in a regular 
class. The attorney, John Hendrickson, 
of the state Office for Public Advocacy, 
argued at the hearing that the boy should 
be admitted to an LD class. 

Testifying for the Floyd School Board, 
Larry Jervis, director of special 
education for Floyd schools, cited an I.Q. 
test administered by Dr. Jerry Nelson, a 
psychologist with the Mountain Com-

prehensive Care Center here, which he 
said indicated that overall mental 
retardation rather than any specific 
learning disability could account for the 
child's difficulties in school. 

Nelson countered that the I.Q. test 
score in this case was "misleading and 
dangerous," and that he had ad­
ministered the test only because state 
law required it. He testified that other 
tests he had given indicated that the boy 
suffered from a particular language 
disability rather than diminished in­
tellectual functioning. The language 
disability itself, Nelson said, could 
significantly lower the boy's I.Q. test 
score. 

An argument frequently used by 
memlrers of minority groups, claiming 
that the language of standardized tests is 
prejudicial to those who customarily 
speak non-standard English, is also 
applicable to those accustomed to 
eastern Kentucky speech patterns, 
Nelson added. 

Questioned by Jervis, Nelson conceded 
that the boy's I.Q. scores did not exhibit 
the marked discrepancy between verbal 
and performance scores that Jervis said 
might have indicated a learning 
disability rather than lowered in­
tellectual functioning as the boy's 
primary handicap. Nelson disputed the 
validity of that criterion, however, 
saying that it was discredited by recent 
research. Of the four states in which he

Propane Gas Blast 
Poses Martin Threat 

An explosion and resulting fire at the 
Doxol gas dealership in Martin last 
Thursday caused only minor injury to 
one man but a lengthy disruption of 
traffic and utilities there. 

Robert Comstock Jr., 30, whose family 
owns the bottled gas plant on KY 80, was 
burned slightly on the face during the 
mishap, which occurred while he was 
filling household-size gas tanks with 
propane gas from a storage tank, shortly 
after 9 a.m. 

Several of the smaller gas tanks ex­
ploded, shattering t~o windows in ~he 
nearby Comstock res1dence and shakmg 
a neighboring trailer. The wooden shed 
housing the tanks caught fire and there 
were fears that the two 100<>-gallon 
storage tanks adjacent to the shed might 
become implicated. 

thoroughly doused with water. The gas 
in the tanks was then pumped off. 

Local residents were evacuated, about 
36 patients at Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital were transferred to McDowell 
Appalachian Regional Hospital by the 
Left Beaver, Floyd County and Knott 
County Rescue Squads, and road and rail 
traffic was halted about a mile from each 
end of the city. City gas and electricity 
were shut off as a precautionary 
measure. 

Traffic flow was resumed at about 1:45 
p.m., and utilities restored.

Gym Tax Passes 
After 23 Years 

Prestonsburg residents who have 
received their 1979 real estate tax bills 
are missing something this year, and 
nobody is unhappy about it. 

Missing is the gym tax which has been 
levied since 1956 to retire the $275,000 
bond issue voted for the construction of 
the Prestonsburg High School fieldhouse. 

That levy of 7 cents per $100 property 
evaluation ended with the final pay-out of 
the 'bond issue on March 26, this year. 

The lOL<il payments of interest and 
principal amounted to $438,846.25. 

Records at the Floyd County Board of 
Education offices here indicate that the 
tax failed to carry the full load of bond 
retirement. The special tax has pretty 
well carried the load since 1971 as the 
amount of interest lessened, but before 
that the board was contributing about 40 
per cent of the total paid, it was said. 

Officers' Protection 
Sought for School 

Rifle fire which has wounded one man 
and punctured autos in the vicinity of the 
Home Branch school during the last few 
weeks, plus other frightening incidents in 
the community, has resulted in virtual 
closing of the school. 

"We've tried to have classes. The 
teachers have showed up each day, but 
only four or five pupils come, and they 
are then sent home," Supt. of Schools 
Pete Grigsby said Tuesday. 

"I wish there was some way we could 
appeal to these people who are involved 
in this trouble to desist, or at least not 
threaten the children at school," 
Grigsby said. "Unless we can get police 
protection, I can't see how the school 

can be kept open. I can understand the 
fear the parents have for their children's 
safety, and I can't blame them for not 
sending their children to school." 

The superintendent said he had 
discussed the situation with Sheriff Doug' 
Lewis and had asked him to patrol the 
school area and afford as much 
protection as possible. 

Sheriff Lewis, he said, promised his 
cooperation, Lewis has pointed out, 
however, that he does not have a suf­
f-icient staff of deputies to cope fully with 
the situation. 

Home Branch has two school buildings 
with two teachers for elementary pupils. 
High school pupils are transported to 
Prestonsburg. 

Robert Comstock, Sr., the plant owner 
and a member of the Martin fire 
department, drove the Ma~tin fire tr~ck 
to the scene. With the ass1stance of frre 
departments from Maytown, Allen, 
Prestonsburg and Wheelwright, the blaze 
was extinguished and the storage tanks 

Mrs. Robert Comstock Sr. described 
the incident as a "freak accident," and the 
first of its kind in the family's 16 years in 
business. Mrs. Comstock said she felt 
that the storage of gas in residential 
areas poses no special hazards, and t~at 
the plant at Martin is well posted w1th 
cautionary signs. Mrs. Alma Key, a 
neighbor, agrees. "It is no more 
dangerous than the tankers that go 
through town all the time," she said this 
week.

Incidents Range 
From Middle Cr. 
To Horne Branch 

It's 20miles as the road winds from the 
David section of Middle Creek to Home 
Branch of Buffalo Creek, but both appear 
to be battlefronts for what officials look 
upon as a developing feud. 

Two men and a girl aready have been 
shot, automobiles have been riddled by 
rifle fire, homes have been shot into, 
communities ter rorized. 

The latest such incident was the 
shooting last Sunday of Bill Tom 
Shepherd in the David vicinity. A high­
powered rifle bullet fired from an auto, 
perhaps a distance of 100 yards from the 
home, struck Shepherd, who was inside 
his house at the time. 

Shot in his abdomen, Shepherd was 
described Monday afternoon at 
Highlands Medical Center here as beinl' 
in "satisfact~ry" condition. 

State Detective Danny Stumbo and the 
office of Sheriff Doug Lewis are in­
vestigating this and other apparently 
allied shooting incidents. 

The shooting of Shepherd, member of a 
Middle Creek family which has been 
involved in trouble with members of the 
Newsome family, was preceded last 
Thursday by the firing of shots into two 
automobiles near the Home Branch 
school and near where Otis Burchett was 
seriously wounded, Oct. 12. One of the 
autos fired into was that of Kevin 
Sherman. Another apparently was owned 
by a teacher or substitute teacher. 
Sherman is only remotely connected with 
the Burchett family which has figured in 
the Home Branch trouble. His brother 
married a Burchett, Sheriff Doug Lewis 
said he was told.

Report Cards Near, 
Record Destroyed 
By School Vandals 

Vandals struck at Prestonsburg 
Elementary School Wednesday night, 
last week, burning Halloween posters 
hanging in an upstairs corridor, stealing 
$3.90 in cash from the office of school 
Principal Thomas Tackett, and 
destroying a tea cher record book 
belonging to seventh-grade teacher 
Sammy Wells. 

The damage was discovered by 
Assistant Principal Frank Stewart at 
7:20, Thursday morning. Students, kept 
out of the school building until state arson 
detectives from Pikeville investigated 
the premises, were admitted to classes at 
about 9:30a.m. 

Tackett speculated that, in view of the 
fact that student report cards were to be 
issued last Friday, a disgruntled student 
may have been responsible for 
destroying the teacher record book. 

The burning posters fell to the floor of 
the corridor on the upper story, which 
accommodates the school's junior high 
grades, scorching the floor in several 
places. No other damage and no injuries 
were reported, however. 

County Prepares 
Application for 
Garbage Funds 

County officials are scheduled to meet 
today <Wednesday) to hear a report on 
progress made to date in establishing a 
countywide solid waste collection and 
disposal service. 

Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc., the 
non-profit corporation formed earlier 
this month for the purpose of applying for 
a Farmers Home Administration loan 
and grant to set up the garbage system, 
filed its incorporation papers last Tues­
day with the office of the Secretary of 
State in Frankfort. 

County representatives attended a 
seminar in Washington, D.C., Monday, to 
study procedures to be followed by local 
goverrupent officials in applying for the 
federal funds, which are intended for 
development of two new landfill sites. 
three transfer stations, and the purchase 
of new equipment. 

Expected to attend today's meeting 
are, besides Judge Jones, Robert 
McAninch, chairman of the task force 
that reported on the county's solid waste 
problem earlier this year, County 
Planner Dickie Leslie, Big Sandy ADD 
water resources planner Roger 
Recktenwald, and County Attorney 
Arnold Turner Jr.

The Department for Human Resources 
faces a potential $7.3 million deficit this 
fiscal year and has request«;d $4 million 
in additional appropriations from the 
Interim Joint Appropriations and 
Revenue Committee. 

Joe Smith. executive director of policy 
and budget for the Human Resources 
Department said the deficit stems from 
four sources. These include a decrease in 
trust and agency revenue and Title XIX 
monies for mental health patients, in­
creased costs in services provided by 
intermediate care facilities, meeting 
more stringent licensing and cer ­
tification requirements. and increased 
staffing of comprehensive care coor­
dinating staffs. 

Explaining the deficit. Smith said trust 
and agency revenues $2 .2 million 
decrease was caused by a population

Robert 
Slaton, commissioner of the depart­
ment's Bureau for Health Services, said 
more mental health patients were bet· 
ween the ages of 21 and 65 years, an age 
group ineligible for federal Title XIX 
monies . ''We're getting a younger 
population in our mental hospitals," 
Slaton said, ·•and we just realized il this 
fiscal year " 

Slaton said many older patients who 
are eligible for federal funds to pay for 
their hospital expenses are staying in the 
state facilities longer than the 190-day 
lifetime limit, causing the department to 
pay the excessive amount. 

Sm1th said the federal government al­
lows $27 per day maximum payment for a 
patemt 's stay in an intermediate mental 
care facility. The average operating 
costs are approximately $45 per day. 

Slaton added the department planned 
to close Central State Hospital, a mental 
health fac1lit:. near Louisville 

Slaton said the facility operates an­
nuall;. at a cost of S2.9 million. sen·ing an 
average of 150 acute psychiatric patients 
and about 100 long-term permits. He sa1d 
department staff had anticipated using 
part of the facility to house only long­
term patients. but found it "can not 
adequately serve the population. We 
simply didn't budget for it." 

Another reason for the potential 
deficit, according to Smith, is meeting 
licensing and certification requirements. 
He cited specific instances at Western 
State Hospital, where licensing officials 
suggested the hiring of 45 additional staff 
members, and Hazelwood Hospital , 
where 88 new staff persons were hired ito 
meet requirements. He estimated the 
costs of new personnel at SI.4 million .

The operation which Dr. Charles C. 
Edwards performed over a period of 15 
hours last July at the University of 
Maryland Hospital to save the life of 33-
year-<>ld Jessie Thomas was history­
making. 

He removed a huge, cancerous tumor 
which had wrapped itself around the 
patient's spinal column and pressed 
against nerves of the spinal cord as well 
as the body's two largest blood vessels, 
the aorta and the inferior vena cava. In 
the process, three and a half vertebrae 
were removed from the woman's lower 
spine, leaving her without a spine or 
spinal muslces from the rib cage to a 
point barely above the pelvis. The spinal 
cord itself lay bare, and the patient was 
immobilized to prevent damage to it. But 
there remained the threat of pneunonia if 
she remained long in that posture. 

So Dr. Edwards drew plans for a spinal 
bridge, a metal-and-plastic substitute, 
and flew to Warsaw, Ind., where 
engineers at Zimmer U.S.A., Inc. con­
structed the spinal substitute. 

All this was featured in a recent 
NEWSWEEK article, but one major 
point of interest to Floyd countians is the 
fact that Zimmer's engineer in charge of 
constructing the spinal bridge · was 
William R. Wallen, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Henry Wallen, formerly of Prestonsburg, 
who now lives in Warsaw. A graduate of 
Prestonsburg High School, he designs 
total implants of the hwnan body, such as 
ankles, knees, hips and shoulders. He 
was formerly employed as an engineer 
by American Standard at Paintsville and 
Kentucky Appalachian Industries <KAI> 
at West Prestonsburg. 

Dr. Edwards wrote Mr. Wallen last 
August 1: 

"Please find enclosed my drawings for 
the custom spinal prosthesis we 
discussed in Warsaw last week. Please 
give me a call...if you have any 
questions. Otherwise, we will plan 
surgery for the patient in about two ___ ,., _ _

weeks. The patient and I appreciate the 
special consideration and prompt at­
tention you are giving this job." 

With the prosthesis completed and at 
hand, Dr. Edwards installed it in a 16-
hour operation. The surgeon told Mr. 
Wallen little more than a week ago that 

. the patient is on solid foods and in 
general care at the hospital. If all goes 
well, he expects her to be able to sit up in 
a wheelchair and possibly regain some 
feeling in the lower half of her body.

Knott County's Oosed Courtroom: 
A Cloud Passes Across Kentucky 

<An Editorial in The Lexington Herald) 
Anyone who has visited Independence Hall in Philadelphia has passed by a 

large room that has no doors, only archways. 
This is the courtroom. It has no doors because in the days of the Founding 

Fathers it was unthinkable that a courtroom could be closed to the public or 
press. 

Times are changing. In July the Supreme Court ruled 5-4 in Gannett v. 
DePasquale that criminal proceedings could be closed in certain instances. Since 
then there have been more than 80 attempts to bar the public and press from 
courtrooms. About 50 of these have been successful. 
.No~ this cloud has passed across Kentucky. A judge in Hindman, Knott 

D1str1ct Court Judge J. Robert Morgan, has barred the news media and most of 
the public from all pre-trial proceedings in a murder case. 

Why did he do this? One can only speculate; his ruling is not available as of this 
writing. 

In most instances, however, judges have barred the public to protect the 
defendant's right to a trial not jeopardized by inflammatory publicity. 

The basis of this concern is often shaky at best and even if there has been in­
flammatory publicity, judges have other means of ensuring a fair trial-<:areful 
selection of the jury, for example, or sequestering the jury. 
Si~ce the Gannett ruling, judges like Morgan are closing courtrooms almost 

routmely. There need not be a flood of sensational publicity. 

To be sure, a defendant has a right to a fair trial. But the public 
also has a legitimate interest in open court proceedings. Justice in America is not 
a private affair among a judge, a lawyer and the defendant. 

Anyone who finds comfort in the fact that Judge Morgan has closed only 
pretrial hearings, and not the trial itself, should realize that criminal cases are 
often effectively decided before the trial. Admission of evidence is just one of the 
questions that may be resolved in pre-trial hearings. 

To our knowledge, Judge Morgan is perfectly honorable, but there are in all 
professions those who are not. It is not difficult to imagine a situation in which a 
judge and defense and prosecution attorneys of the same political party might 
manipulate closed hearings to protect a fellow party member accused of a crime. 

The public, of course, would have no way of knowing what had happened. 
For reporters and editors, closed courts are an inconvenience. For the public, 

they are much more. Every citizen should be aware that his right to know what 
goes on m court-a right baseCi on the notion that open justice is synonoymous with 
justice itself-is gravely threatened.

of all proposals for new health facilities, 
has been their failure to conform with the 
state's assessment of hospital bed need in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

According to the most recent 
assessment. this area will need 634 
hospital beds by 1985. while the six area 
hospitals- Highlands, Our Lady of the 
Way. McDowell ARH, Williamson ARH, 
Pikeville Methodist, and Paintsville­
already provide 646 beds. Highlands 
spokesmen insist. however, that the bed 
need varies considerably within the area, 
with some hospitals underused while 
Highlands is taxed beyond its capacity. 

The Highlands expansion, it has been 
argued. would widen the scope of 
sophisticated medical services available 
here. reducing the need to transfer 
patients to distant hospitals and possibly 
disposing the University of Kentucky 
medical school to establish a residency 
program for training physicians here. 

The state CHP's endorsement of 
Highlands, which reversed its earlier 
stand and went against its own staff 
recommendation, was apparently based 
on a reckoning of bed need which 
discounted the 72 existing Paintsville 
Hospital beds as being out of conformity 
with the state fire code. This reckoning 
puts as 574 the number of available 
conforming beds in this area, leaving a 
60-bed deficit under the state health plan 
and thus providing a justification for 
Highlands' 47-bed expansion.

Community Colleges Offer 
Program in Study Skills 

The following scene could be typical of 
a student in any one of the University of 
Kentucky community colleges. He has 
been advised by a teacher to see a 
developmental studies instructor. As he 
waits for the time of his appointment, he 
leafs through his textbooks. He has 
feelings of inadequacy because the 
material seems difficult and unfamiliar. 

The developmental studies program at 
the Lexington Technical Institute CLTI) 
is similar to those in community colleges 
throughout the UK system, according to 
Ben Averitt, coordinator of develop­
mental studies, and Carol Rizk, assistant 
professor in developmental studies. 

Both have years of teaching experience 
and have seen dramatic transformations 
in students who apply themselves 
diligently in the developmental studies 
program. 

"One of the first things we try to get 
across to the students is that they are 
having difficulty not so much because 
they· can't do the work, but because they 
have been away from the material for 
several years." Averitt said. "We 
remind them that this happens to 
everyone who has not read technical 
material in years." 

Therefore, the program teaches the 
student how to improve his study skills in 
math, English and science, as well as 
skills in time management, effective 
listening, note-taking and test-taking. 

Mrs. Rizk specializes in helping 
students with their reading and writing 
skills. 

"We find that our students who need 
help in reading have not read anything 
more difficult than a newspaper, 
magazine or paperback book in years,'' 
Mrs. Rizk said. "When students return to 
the classroom they often find that their 
reading skills have suffered. Some may 
have difficulty grasping the material in a 
textbook.'' 

She explained that all UK community 
colleges have learning laboratories for a 
student who needs help. The student can 

use visual aids to re-learn quickly such 
things as the structure of simple sen­
tences. 

In other parts of the laboratory, he can 
brush up on elementary mathematics. 
For many students, the skills improve 
rapidly as the things they learned in high 
school are recalled. 

Another aspect of the developmental 
studies program is a team approach to 
basic skills instruction within the formal 
structures of classes. For example, 
textbook reading skills are often taught 
at the beginning of a course, as in ar­
chitecture, in the regular hours for the 
course by using the textbook for that 
specific course. Also, in advanced 
shortland classes, the course instructor 
and a developmental studies instructor 
together team teach language 
mechanics. 

An essential part of the program is to 
instill in students the belief that they can 
do more than they think they can. 

"Once we have succeeded in he!J>ing 
them regain their confidence in them­
selves, half the battle has been won,'' 
A veritl said.

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As a consequence of the shootings in 
the vicinity, the school has not been in 
session since last Thursday. (See 
separate story.) 

Nobody can or will say who is 
responsible for these shooting incidents. 
Frankie Newsome was charged with the 
shooting of Otis Burchett, whose wife was 
a member of the Shepherd family, but 
officials have been told that Newsome 
was in Prestonsburg at·the time of the 

. Burchett shooting and they suspect a 
case of mistaken identity of the man seen 
fleeing the scene after the Burchett car 
was fired into. 

Bill Tom Shepherd, the latest bullet 
victim, was scheduled for trial in circuit 
court here Nov. 5 on a first degree 
wanton endangerment charge in con­
nection with shooting into the Middle 
Creek home of Dollie Whittaker. 

Officials say the mounting string of 
near-tragedies stems from a Middle 
Creek slaying. The suceeding incidents 
were these: 

-The wounding of Martin Shepherd 
several months ago in a wild chase of his 
car from Allen to Prestonsburg. Donald 
and Frankie Newsome later were con­
victed of first degree assault and each 
was given a 10-year pen term. Since then 
they have been at liberty under appeal 
bonds. The Newsomes moved from 
Middle Creek to Buffalo. 

-Ruth Ann Newsome was shot Sept. 19 
at the home of her parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Johnny Newsome, on Home Branch. The 
shot into the home was fired from a 
nearby hillside and nobody has been 
identified as the gunman. 

-Otis Burchett was shot Oct. 12. 
-Last Thursday, the shootings into 

cars at the Home Branch school. 
-Last week-end, 20 or more shots fired 

into a trailer on Home Branch. 
-Last Sunday, the shooting of 

Shepherd on Middle Creek. 
And, except in the shooting of Martin 

Shepherd, months ago, nobody can be 
officially said to be responsible for any 
of the incidents.

Branch last week-end was followed by 
the issuance of a search warrant for the 
home occupied by Frankie and Donald 
Newsome.

All of them probably could have been 
avoidt>d b) observing JUSt a few rules of 
safe gun handlint>, according to i\larion 
l\lattingly. the senior hunter training 
officer for the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Hesourc<>s' conservation 
education di\·ision . 

"Three of thesl' nine mishaps occurred 
because the victim was in the line of 
fire," Mattingly says. "and the other six. 
including four self inflicted casualties, 
were caused by careless gun handling." 

A rifle was involved in only one ac­
cident and shotguns in the other eight. 
"Some hunters se('m to think that 
shotguns aren 'I as dangerous as rifles," 
Mattingly says, "so they tend to handle 
shotguns car·elessly. But at the close 
ranges involved in most accidents, 
shotguns are perhaps even more deadly 

.than rifles and deserve at least as much 
respect. ' ' 

None of the accrdents involved deer 
hunters, although deer hunting has the 
unearned reputation for being par­
ltcularly risky . !\lost accidents are 
caused by carelessness or improper gun 
handling and can happen anywhere and 
at any time. Mattingly says. 

If there is such a thing as a typical 
hunting accident. it involves a teenager 
hunting small game with a shotgun. He 
leaves the safety off and carelessly 
throws the gun over his shoulder, keeping 
his finger on the trigger. Suddenly he 
stumbles and the gun discharges; the shot 
load strikes either the hunter or a nearby 
companion 

"GQod safety habits, the kind we teach 
in our hunter education program, can 
prevent this kind of hunting accident and 
practically all others." Mattingly says. 
"The rules of safe gun handline are few 
and simple, but they are important and 
must be observed at all timE:s if accidents 
are to be avoided." 

First, Mattingly says, always treat 
every gun as if it were loaded. Never 
point a gun. even an "empty" one. at 
anything you don't intend to shoot. While 
in the field, keep the safety on and always 
hold the gun so you can control the 
direction of the muzzle should you lose 
your footing . 

Second, be sure of your target- and 
beyond. Never shoot at sound or 
movement Know where your com­
panions are at all times. Unless you're 
hunting waterfowl, doves, turkeys or 
other game with color vision, wear 
hunter orange. Although it's required 
only of gun deer hunters, this high­
visibility color gives any hunter an extra 
margin of safety. 

Third, be sure all guns are unloaded 
when they're not actually m use or when 
hazar dous conditions exist. Guns should 
be unloaded in the home, in the hunting 
camp or in a vehicle. It takes only a few 
seconds to unload a gun before crossing a 
fence, jumping a ditch or crossing a 
patch of slick mud or ice-seconds which 
could save a life. 

Finally. consider taking a hunter 
education course. These courses are 
being offered across the state and there 
is no charge for the lo-hour program, 
which includes four hours of actual range 
firing. Although the beginniing hunter 
will benefit most, even old hands will 
very likely find they have a few unsafe 
habits which need correcting, Mattingly 
says.

Flu Vaccine Sent 
To Health Depts. 

With the influenza season approaching, 
the Deparunent for Human Resources is 
sending vaccine to local health depart­
ments for vaccination of high-risk per­
sons. 

Health departments now have about 
31,000 doses on hand, and an additional 
24,000 doses will be distributed by the end 
of October, said Dr. Carlos Hernandez of 
the department's Bureau for Health 
Services. 

The U.S. Public Health Services has 
granted the state $134,750 for the pur­
chase of vaccine and for administration 
costs, Hernandez said. 

The vaccine will be available to per­
sons who, because of age of physical 
condition, might suffer life-threatening 
complications from "flu ." For healthy 
persons, flu is a relatively mild disease. 
But for persons with chronic diseases 
which lower resistance to infection, flu 
'can be dangerous, Hernandez noted. 
Persons over 65 years old also are con­
sidered to be at risk, he added. 

This year's vaccine offers protection 
against the three influenza strains that 
national influenza experts expect will be 
prevalent this winter, Hernandez said. 
Depending on the patient's vaccination 
history and age, either one or two doses 
are necessary, according to Hernandez . 

Hernandez noted that last year's flu 
incidence in Kentucky was light com­
pared to previous years.

Gas Prices Still Climbing 
The average price per gallon for 

gasoline in central and eastern Kentucky 
increased one cent at full-service sta lions 
over the past month, and more than one 
and a half cents at self-service pumps. 

According to the Blue Grass 
Automobile Club's <AAA l fuel gauge 
report, the average cost at full -service 
stations is $1.01 per gallon for regular : 
$1.06 for premium; $1.05 for no-lead, and 
$1.01 for diesel. 

Self·service prices are 94.4 cents for 
regular; $1.01 for premium and 98.3 cents 
for no-lead. 

AAA 's report also shows service 
station operating hours have changed 
since the September survey. Twenty­
three percent of the stations contacted 
are open past 8 p.m. during the week, 
compared to 30 percent last month. 
Sunday hours fell, too, with 27 percent of 
the stations staying open, compared with 
35 percent last month. 

A substantia! mcrease. 16 percent. was 
reported in Saturday hours. witt: 64 
percent open past 6 p.m. No stations 
reported being out of any grades of fuel 
or placing limits on the amount of gas 
their customers can buy.

cording to Environment magazine. To 
help recycle some of the 200 million used 
tires piling up in the nation's dumps 
annually, Energy Research plans to 
convert some of them into useable 
energy. A new variation of a current 
pyrolytic process used to break down 
other forms of solid waste with high­
temperature destructive burning in the 
near-absence of oxygen has been 
developed by the company. Tires are a 
primary target for pyrolytic recycling 
because the by-products can be reused 
and the heating value of the tires is about 
14,000 Btu's per pound, roughly 
equivalent to that of coal. 

The company contends that its process 
can be adapted to wood and other organic 
wastes. Because homes and businesses 
produce nearly one million tons of waste 
per day, we can potentially save an 
amount of energy equivalent to 30 million 
tons of coal annually. With the help of 
Barnard and Burk, an engineering firm, 
Energy Research plans to market por­
table models of its pyrolytic plant 
worldwide 

Substituting one energy fo r m for 
another is also a goal of gasohol ad­
vocates. Gasohol, a mixture of 90 percent 
gasoline and 10 percent grain alcohol, has 
been praised as a partial answer to the 
energy crisis, but actually it.s production 
is an energy-losing proposition. For every 
five Btu's of energy used to produce 
gasohol, only three can be recovered in 
operating an automobile. However, it 
does save oil by substituting grain and 
subsidizing farmers instead of middle 
east oil barons. 

Amoco. the first major petroleum 
refiner to offer gasohol, is now marketing 
the product to 13 midwestern slates. One 
advantage of gasohol has been a ruling by 
the federal Department of Energy that 
retai I dealers who sell the product will not 
have the alcohol portion included in their 
gasoline allocation. This means that they 
receive approximately 10 percent more 
gasohol than they did of the unleaded gas 
it replaced. Amoco secured a reliable 
supply of 200-proof alcohol, distilled from 
corn. and reported that the distilling 
process does not destroy the food value of 
the corn. which is fed to livestock.

As one scans the roster of the 

University of Kentucky football squad, 
the number 99 stands out. 1'\ot only 
because on the numerical roster 99 is the 
last to appear but also because of what 
reads after 99: James Hunter, DT, Fr. 6-4 
230, Wheelwright. 

James Hunter, the ex-Trojan running 
back and lineman, is working hard to 
learn about the college game and Fran 
Curci's method of practice and con­
ditioning. Hunter is also learning 
something else about football that he 
didn't have to in high school. 

"I am more patient now," Hunter says . 
"In high school I was always used to 
starting but I'm trying to learn when I'm 
on the sideline watching the game. There 
are a lot of guys here who were high 
school stars who are adjusting to playing 
mostly in practice and on the jayvee 
squad ." 

Hunter is at a postition, defensive 
tackle, where UK has some talented 
players and where the Wildcats are deep. 
And while the depth and experienced 
players in front of Hunter are seeing 
action this season, he still foresees a good 
three years ahead at UK. 

"I believe we lose at least two defen­
sive tackles this season. The coaches are 
always looking at how I could be better 
and they have helped me improve a lot 
smce I came here. The freshman year is 
really the hardest and I am willing to 
work and wait to get an opportunity. 
Look at Terry Henry (the freshman 
quaterback who had an impressive debut 
against Mississippi two weeks ago>. He 
kept working and never gave up. Now he 
is starting at quarterback. There are 
always injuries and I'm ready to play 
when they call on me," Hunter noted 
optimistically. 

He is listed third on the depth chart at 
right tackle behind a pair of juniors, Tim 
Gooch and Luis Lopez. Hunter feels he 
might have had a better chance at 
moving up on the chart, had he not in­
jured an ankle in Kentucky's opening 
jayvee game of the season. 

"I twisted my ankle and that kept me 
from getting to travel to Indiana. I was 
on the traveling squad for that game, but 
the injury set me back a couple of weeks. 
I'm hoping to be ready to get back on the 
traveling squad and to return to jayvee 
action for our games against Georgetown 
and Tennessee." 

"Being away from home, being on your 
own more or less for the first time is 
difficult. What to do with free time is a 
problem for most freshmen but here the 
coaches have study hours set up and they 
make sure you are in class plus we have 
tutors to help us out. It is tough to play 
football after class in the afternoon and 
then settle down to studying again that 
night but I'm getting in the groove. 

"In high school we didn't lift weights in 
the off season but here we lift weights 
throughout the season. Conditioning is 
really stressed and although I was in 
shape when I came to Lexington this fall 
I have put in a lot of hours on conditioning 
just to keep up with the team . Things are 
going ok for me now, I'm learning." 

Hunter said his parents have been to 
Lexington to visit him and watch him 
play jayvee ball and his coaches at 
Wh"elwirhgt, Don Daniels and Wilbur 
Jamerson, have been in contact. 

"It's good to hear from people back in 
Floyd county . Coach Daniels said he'd be 
coming to watch me play after his season 
is over and Coach Jamerson comes to all 
the home games and he writes me. I have 
a lot of support from the Eastern Ken­
tucky area." Hunter said. 

He still maintains his positive ap· 
proach to the game. He is already talking 
about a well rounded work out program 
over the winter to be ready for practice in 
the spring. 

"I'm happy with the situation here. 
The line has individual coaches and they 
have been able to point things out to me 
that have helped me. I'm really learning 
to like football more each day. I'm going 
to hang in there because I think I will gel 
to play here. I'm going to make it hap· 
pen." 

And while number 99 will remain at the 
bottom of the numerical roster he con­
tinues his climb to the top spot on the 
depth chart.

Fails To File Report 
By October Deadline 

A committee and a candidate had not 
as of Oct. J 2 filed their pre-election 
campaign contribution reports as 
required by state law. Another candidate 
was late in filing his report. 

According to the state Registry of 
Election Finance, the Martin Countians 
for Governor Nunn Committee and Rev. 
Charles l\'1. Waters. of Louisville. a 
candidate for state representative from 
the 41st district. had not filed their 
reports as of Friday. Oct. 12. The reports 
were due Friday. Oct. 5. but a five-day 
grace period. which ended Wednesday, 
Oct. 10, was allowed. 

A candidate for the 1st District seat on 
the Lexington-Fayette County Urban­
County Council, Charles H. LiYisay. of 
Lexington. was late in filing his report. 
The report was postmarked Oct. 11 and 
recerved by the registry Oct. 12. 

State law requires that county com­
mittees and candidates for state and 
urban-county offices file reports with the 
registry of all contributions and ex· 
penditures 32 days prior to an election. 
The law also requires reports 12 days 
before and 30 days after an election. 

Willful violation of the reporting laws 
can bring a maximum S1,000 fine or up to 
one year in jall. It can also cause a 
nomination or election victory to be 
violated. 

The registry board wrll review the 
cases and dec1de what action. if any, will

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Tribute to George L. Moore 

"A SECLUDED FARM" ... Tony Cumpton's print captures the 
spirit of the late George L. Moore's stories of Eastern Kentucky 
life and of his farm, " The Royal Oaks." 

By ELAINE and NELSON COX 

George L Moore departed this life on 
September 22, 1979, peacefully and in the 
home he loved so well. For the past 
several years, he devoted much of his 
retirement to writing newspaper articles 
for his many friends and admirers. 

George L. as his friends called him, 
spent most of his adult life as an 
educator, teacher and principal. Even in 
retirement he continued educating. 
Through his articles, he told people about 
themselves, their heritage and the 
beaJ.Jty of nature. 

Born in Elliott County, George L. saw 
himself as a part of a continuing saga. He 
very much belonged to the land and the 
people. He saw learning as a lifetime 

~ pursuit and believed that the primary 
purpose of life was to cultivate God's 
greatest gift, the human mind. 

The stories George L. wrote were a 
mini-history of day-to-day life in rural 
Kentucky. Many others were familiar 
with the stories, characters and locale, 
but it was George L. who wrote the 
stories for the pleasure and edification of 
thousands. He told his stories with love 
and respect for his subjects. 

After many years of professional life as 
an educator in the Big Sandy region of 
eastern Kentucky, George L. and his 
wife, Nellie, retired to the "Royal Oaks", 

/ a beautiful farm atop a high hill in Elliott 
County. George L. took pleasure in 
managing his farm in a sound ecological 
manner, but in his heart he saw himself 
as a custodian of the land, rather than the 
owner. 

The little white house where George 
and Nellie lived was sparkling clean and 

spartanly simple. A broad eXQanse of 
well-kept lawn surrounded the house and 
ancient oak trees framed the view as one 
approached the house. 

Simplicity was the keynote of George 
L. 's life. He kept his farm groomed as if it 

.. were all a garden , repaying its bounty 
with fertilizer , lime and care. 

The "Royal Oaks" was a mecca for 
friends and relatives. On sunny Sunday 
afternoons, they sat on the front proch 
soaking in a panoramic view and 
recounting old stories and recollections. 
This was a source and inspiration for 
many of George L. 's stories. 

In their many years of teaching, 
George L. and Nellie taught thousands of 
youngsters. Many of their students went 
on to become important in their chosen 
professions and all of them were 

,.& enriched. Their fellow-teachers and 
\~ former students often made the long trek 

to Elliott County and up the steep, gravel 
road to vist the Moores and enjoy their 
warm hospitality. Even when they 
weren't in a classroom, they went on 
teaching with the example of their lives 
and the quality of their conversation. The 

, tenor was always kindness, compassion 
and understanding.

George L.'s many articles fill four 
scrapbooks. These scrapbooks are a rich 
source of pleasure to his family and 
represent the best of George L. His ar­
ticles are his legacy. 

George L. 's stories inspired others to 
creative endeavors. Tom T. Hall once 
spent an afternoon at "Royal Oaks" and 
went away to write a song about George 
L. The song was recorded and George 
L.'s picture appeared on the album 
jacket. 

Among the Moores' former students 
are numbered doctors, lawyers . 
engineers, government officials and even 
a college president. The Moores followed 
the careers of many of their former 
students with an avid interest. 

It has been said that small minds are 
concerned with people, larger minds deal 
with things and events, and the best 
minds deal with ideas. George L. never 
set himself apart. He thoroughly enjoyed 
having friends from all walks of life. 
While he was principal of McDowell 
<Kentucky) High School, he once took 
time to attend a special school for 
janitors and came back home to write 
about the experience. He delighted in 
telling stories about the senior trips that 
he took with his students. He enjoyed 
each one as if it were his first. He felt that 
senior trips were more than mini­
vacations or pleasure jaunts, he used 
them as windows to the world. 

Stray animals often wandered onto the 
Moore farm. Each was treated with 
kindness and some stayed to become 
favored pets. One of their pets, "Tuffy" 
was a be-dragged, little, wet kitten that 
George L. found in his mailbox one 
wintery day. He took it home to be a 
companion to his wife and later wrote a 
story about the kitten. 

Another time, George L. found an 
emaciated, hairless dog lying by the 
roadside with little life left in him. The 
Moores took the dog in, bathed and 
treated it and fed it by hand. The dog 
recove~ed, grew hair and turned out to be 
a very handsome German shepard with a 
very gentle and loving personality. Jody, 
shortened from "hairless Joe" became 
one of George L.'s most devoted com­
panions, walkiing the fields and hills with 
him to the end of his life. 

George L. believed that we educate 
young people so that they can earn a 
living, but that education must continue, 
so that they can learn to live and finally 
they must learn to enjoy a meaningful 
leisure. By education, he meant more 
than learning from books. Life itself is a 
classroom. 

Just over a year ago, George Wolfford 
wrote a feature article about George L. 
for the (Ashland Daily Independent.) 
This article is a sequel, from a different 
vantage point, written by his niece and 
nephew, Elaine and Nelson Cox. Mr. 
Wolfford saw the charming, homespun 
writer and farmer. This was a true 
picture, but George L. was also a man 
who did day labor to pay for his schooling 
and inspired his nephews and nieces to 
pursue an education. He also touched 
thousands of lives as an educator and 
writer. 

George L. is gone, but the world is 
richer because he was here.

Hazardous Waste 
Interim Rules 
Set by Carroll 

Gov . Julian Carroll signed an 
executive order this morning im­
plementing a set of interim hazardous 
waste regulations for Kentucky. 

The governor cited a growing problem 
with hazardous waste in Kentucky and a 
lack of any thorough regulatory program 
governing hazardous wastes as reasons 
for the interim regulations. He said 
important portions of the regulations are 
that they will clearly define just what 
exactly consittutes hazardous waste, and 
will differentiate between extremely 
hazardous and less hazardous sub­
stances. 

The regulations will give the Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection clear standards 
and testing procedures so they may 
proceed with the governing of hazardous 
wastes. According to the interim 
regulations, within 90 days, all 
generators of hazardous substances in 
Kentucky must register with the 
department, detailing their present 
disposal techniques and what wastes 
they are disposing. Also within 90 days, 
hatardous waste treatment, disposal, 
recycling and storage facilities must 
apply for permits from the state. 

Gov . Carroll said the interim 
regulations were reviewed and com­
mented on by the Hazardous Waste 
Commission, an advisory group com­
posed of representatives from industry, 
environmental groups, consumers and 
the legislature. He said he believes it is a 
responsible step for Kentucky to take to 
have representatives of the regulated 
industries serving as a part of the group 
that helped shape the regulations. 

"Without these interim regulations, 
our industrial and business communities 
along with the health and welfare of 
every single Kentuckian would continue 
to suffer," the governor saic!. 

"This is not the end of the process," he 
added . "This is just the beginning. These 
regulations are the building blocks for us 
as we attempt to regulate hazardous 
waste in Kentucky in a responsible and 
responsive manner."

near when the coal market will take an 
upward turn. 

Who will be left to profit from it? The 
Lexington Herald's L('e Mueller last 
l"riday published the following story 
relating to the situation: 

A prolonged market slump apparently 
has forced at least 859 coal operations in 
Kentucky, most of them small, in 
dependently-owned m1nes, to close 
during the past 15 months. 

At the same time. a fluny of leasing 
activity is being reported in some areas 
of the Eastern Kentucky coalfields a 
development some observers believe 
may indicate an upswing for the coal 
industry. 

''There's been quite a bit of leasing 
going on during the last three or four 
weeks." said McKinley :\1organ of 
Hyden. who also serves as county at­
torney in Clay County. "I've prepared 
eight or 10 coal leases. I've heard the 
other attorneys are doing about the same 
kind of business. 

"Always before. this <activity> has 
indicated something good is coming. 
Lord knows, we can use it. Things have 
picked up a little lately. but right now you 
can't buy a job around here." 

A Western Kentucky coal executive 
agreed with Morgan. 

"It's a traditional indication of an 
upturn in the warket," said Robert 
Carson. president l"f Natomas Coal Co. in 
Muhlenbcrg·county "The leasing frenzy 
always comes before the sales frenzy. 
Most of the minerals in the Big Sandy 
area are leased, so companies are now 
going into the marginal areas-like Clay 
and Leslie counties. I don't think there's 
much leasmg in Western Kentucky. The 
high-sulfur coal in this area is not par­
ticularly popular right now." 

Most of the leasing in Clay County is 
being done by oil companies, Morgan 
said. "Heck, this might be a good thing. 
If they can be as successful at 
manipulating coal prices as they were 
with oil, we'll all be rolling in money.'' 

In other areas of Eastern Kentucky. 
however, there is Jess optimism. 

The number of mines now operating in 
Pike County- the state's largest coal 
producing county-has dwindled from 
601 a year ago to 384 as of Thursday, 
according to Everett Brown, president of 
the county's coal association. 

"It's definitely an all time low for this 
county," Brown said. 

Quoting from a state department of 
mines and minerals bulletin, Brown said 
859 mines m Kentucky went out pf 
business between July 1978 and July 1919. 

"There are around 3,000 mines licensed 
in the state," said Bill Caylor of the 
Kentucky Coal Association. "A goodly 
number of these are small. family-<>wned 
mines. Consequently, it's difficult to get a 
handle on exactly how many have been 
squeezed out during this slump." 

Estimates from other coal-related 
sources ranged between 600 and 950. 

Both Brown and Wendell Knight. 
president of the Highlands Coal 
Association in Paintsville. say there is 
little leasing being done in their areas 
now, despite the number of small com· 
panies that have stopped production and 
have gone out of business. 

"Right now, I don't know of a single 
acre that anybody can lease," Brown 
said. 

"There's not a lot of leasing going on,'' 
Knight said, "But a lot of outside people 
are coming in and trying to get started in 
business. 

"Around here, the old land companies 
have got most of it pretty much tied up." 

"I understand a subsidiary of the 
Miller Brewing Co. was trying to locate 
on Jenny's Creek in Johnson County . 
l\lostly. though. they're just picking over 
Jefto,·ers ...

• Some small operators, he said, have 
not been affected by the market slump. 

"Regardless of what you hear, many of 
the small operators are mining for larger 
companies, which have the ability to go 
mto the market and sell that coal. The 
small companies that have contracts 
with the Island Creeks and the Pittstons 
and Mapcos haven't been hurt a lot, but 
the others- especially the ones with their 
own little block of coal-most of them are 
gone."

In Clay County, Morgan said he 
represented 74 coal companies in 1974 
when the latest boom was at its peak . "I 
now have three coal company clients," 
he said .

"More to the point," Morgan said, 

"there were 115 coal companies here in 
1974. Now there's only 28-and most of 
them are owned by big oil companies 
outside Kentucky. There's only four 
independent operators left.'' 

Most coal officials blame en· 
vironmental and mining regulations and 
a lack of a consistent national energy 
policy for the market slump.

A 45-day-old state Department of 
Commerce division is working to fill a 
void that has been present in Kentucky's, 
and most other states' economic 
development, says Commerce Com­
missioner Carroll Knicely. 

The state Commerce Department 
expanded its office of minority business 
enterprise Sept. 1 to form the small and 
minority business development division 
to work closer with small businesses in 
the state. 

"Small business development is one 
area that has been virtually neglected by 
the various state governments until 
recently, " said Colin Phillips, assistant 
director for the small business 
development section of the new division. 

Floyd Taylor, director of the office of 
minority business enterprise since 1972, 
was named director of the small and 
minority business development division. 

Taylor and Phillips are preparing a 
program for the Commerce Department 
to follow in giving aid to small businesses 
already operating and to prospective 
entrepreneurs. 

Phillips, who recently attended a 
seminar sponsored by the Small Business 
Administration in Denver, Colo., said he 
is defining a small business as "one that 
is not dominant in its field, is either 
privately owned or closely held and 
Kentucky-based," in order to work with 
the entire small business community. 

"As programs are developed which 
offer specific aid," Phillips said, "then 
appropriate limits will be placed on the 
size business that can participate." 

The small business development 
program is divided into four areas of 
assistance- research and planning. 
management , financial aid and 
procurement. 

Phillips said the research and planning

It Could Be the Best Time 

Most of us harbor at l<.'ast occasional 
ambitions for starting our 0\\11 busint•ss . 
Thousands try and fail. Other thousands 
try and suceed It has been <•sllmated 
that nearly a million jobs a year are 
added to the econonn by small 
businesses. · · 

But how do you decide whether you 
have what 1t takes, especially in times 
like these. when inflation and recession 
make simultaneous inroads? 

The national economy doesn't make all 
that much difference for the small en 
terprise, according to the Kentucky 
Society of Certified Public Accountants.

Right now all sorts of companies that 
wring additional usage out of old 
products are booming: 

-Auctioneering firms are busier than 
ever finding buyers for objects that once 
would have been considered ready for the 
junkpile. 

-The market for used furniture, 
formerly confined almost exclusively to 
antiques, now takes in vir·tually any 
household item that's serviceable, or can 
be made serviceable- especially if the 
work can be done by the owners, 
themselves. 

Society. "chances are your hopes an• 
reahshc. For the people who extend 
venture capital to new business firms are 
able to reach pretty sou:1d conclusions as 
to what will go and what won't." 

"For the most part, those conclusions 
are likely to be based on > ou-their 
appraisal of your talents and experience, 
your track record." 

Suppliers of venture capital, the CPA 
went on, are most interested in an ap­
plicant's business sense, as distinguished 
from his skill as an artisan, say, or a 
salesman. 

"The fact that you are the world's best 
glassblower or pizza baker is not enough 
to justify your starting a business," he 
said. 

"You have to be able to gauge your 
potential market, size up the right 
location, and produce realistic estimates 
of what your costs will be-and con­
sequently what you will have to charge " 

"To raise capital by borrowing, all this 
information must be submitted in 
writing-clearly and logically presented. 
so the lender can be sure you know what 
you're talking about."

"If you and they can't see clearly how 
you are going to win out over the com· 
petition," said Mr. Riney, "do yourself a 
favor and give up the idea right now. But 
if you're quite sure you can do better than 
the opposition, go ahead and give it a try 
without undue concern about the national 
economy."

If they could, potatoes would 
probably have an inferiority com­
plex . Now here's a squat. lumpy, 
brown and decidedly unglamorous 
vegeta ble tha t prefers to hide 
underground until someone comes 
along and wrests him from his 
earthen bed. 

Then comes the disrespect. The 
potato is stripped of his only skin. 
blemished though it rna) be. and is 
mercilessly mashed, whipped, sliced 
up or reduced to dust. If he's lucky. 
he' ll meet his demise with some 
dignity by being baked intact. Life 
is tough for the lo~l) potato. 

It used to be even ~orse. Back in 
the 1500s, Europeans believed 
pot a toes to be poisonous and 
narcotic. causing diseases like le­
prosy. French physicians thought 
potatoes were a dangerous aphrodis­
iac. Agronomists charged that they 
would ruin the soil in which they 
were planted. Potatoes were grown 
in British nower gardens as a mere 
curiosity.

The potato is often thought of as 
fattening, but actually nothing could 
be further from the truth. A 
medium-sized potato (about 5 
ounces, or I 50 grams) has only 90 
calories. Toppings like butter, sour 
cream and gravy are the true 
culprits. Potatoes are, however. 
loaded with a wide variety of 
essential nutrients (see table). 

Few other vegetables, whatever 
their stature, ca n measure up 
nutritionally to the potato. So give 
it some respect! And do yourself a 
favor by eating more of them. Here's 
one delicious way to take away the 
chill of cold fall days:

Senate Votes Bill To Double 
Funds for Boyd County Plant 

The U S Senate last Thursday passed 
an Interior Department spending bill 
including funds for the coal liquefaction 
plant at Catlettsburg. 

The measure, approved 86-9, now goes 
to a joint House-Senate conference 
comm1ttee . The House provided 
substantially less money for the coal 
conversion and four other Kentucky 
items in the bill. 

A spokeswoman for Sen. Walter "Dee" 
Huddleston said the conference com­
mittee could start work as early as 
Monday. this week. 

The Senate version provides a grand 
total of $64.5 million for the Catlettsburg 
facility . The Huddleston aide said that is 
$29.5 million more than the House 
wanted. The facility, largest of its kind, is 
expected to be in full operation next 
spring and will use 600 tons of coal a day. 

A recent month-long test of the process 
conducted at Trenton, N.J., concluded 
Western Kentucky coal is excellent 
feedstock for the Catlettsburg process. 

"This was the most successful run 
we've ever made," said Alan G. Comolli, 
manager of the lab test. "This marks the 
first time Kentucky coal has been run at 
this scale for so long a time. ·• The 
Trenton unit processes three tons of coal 
a day. 

The Senate included $47 million for the 
solvent refined coal process to be built at 
Newman. The process turns high-sulfur 
coal into a clean-burning solid fuel. The 
Senate added the funds, not in the House 
version, after President Carter agreed to 
fund both that project and a West 
Virginia synthetic fuels program. 

The Interior Department ap-
propriations bill as passed by the Senate 
also includes $15.5 million for completion 
of the next construction phase of the 
Cumberland Gap tunnel in Southeastern 

Kentucky. 
The tunnel would allow the relocation 

of U.S. 25k which crosses the Cum­
berland Gap tliational Park. That, in 
turn. would permit the i-<ational Park 
Service to complete its master plan for 
the park . The existing road is also a 
traffic hazard. The House put no money 
for the tunnel in its version of the bill. 

Other items in the bill: 
- $7.5 million for commercialization of 

the coal liquefaction process. The House 
bill provides nothing. 

-$120 million for energy impact aid to 
areas that suffer adverse environmental 
and other effects from energy 
development projects. There is no money 
for th1s in the House bill. 

$20 billion for synthetic fuels 
development These funds could become 
part of an Energy Security Fund 
Congress is thinking about creating. The 
house had $1.5 billion for "synfuels" in its 
measure.

Plastic Surgery: A New Look

There '~as a time when on I) the veq 
wealth) consulted pl.t,tl<.' surgeon' 
If they happened to be f.unou .... ts 
'~ell as nch, the) most liJ..ely kept 
thetr operatiOn~ out of the publtt 
eye. Today. however, plastic sur 
geons arc seeing more and more 
middle cia...... people '' ho want to 
improve thctr appearance' and '' ho 
no longer feel any stigma about 
having an operation purely for 
cosmetic purposes. 

Plast 1c surgery is one of the fastest 
growtng specialties in l ~ mcdictne 
today. Over one mdhon people a 
year arc consulting plastiC surgeons 
for faccllfts, hair transplants, 
removal of skin defects, reshaping of 
eyes. cars, noses and chins, and in 
some cases, even for "bod) 
contounng" 

Finding a P lastic Surgeon 
If you arc considenng cosmetic 
surgery, \OU may be wondcnng how 
you can find a competent plasttc 
surgeon. One way IS to ask your 
regular physician for a referral. 
Another way is to contact your local 
county medical society for a list of 
plastic surgeons in your area. or you 
can write to the Executtve Office of 
the Amencan Society of Plastic and 
Reconstructive Surgeons, 29 E. 
Madison, Suite 800, Chicago, Illin­
ois 60602 

A full-fledged plastic surgeon 
must have completed four years of 
medical school. an approved three­
year residency in general surgery, 
plus two more years 1n plastic 
surgery. \1ake sure that the surgeon 
you choose is board-cert1f1cd. This 
indicates that he has passed a 
rigorous examination after the 
required training. 

Dr. George J. Bcrakha, a New 
York-based plastic surgeon who is 
on the staff of Lenox Hill Hospital 
and who is a surgical instructor at 
New York Medical College, recom­
mends that you find out where the 
surgeon works. "If the surgeon is 
affiliated with a first class teaching 
hospital that has a plastic surgery 
residency program, and he's involved 
in the teaching of future plastic 
surgeons, chances are that he's going 
to be well-trained and 
up-to-date." 

When you have selected a 
physician and arrive for your initial 
appointment, dori't be afraid to ask 
questions. You should know what 
costs are involved. risks or complica­
tions that could result from the 
surgery, how much pain or discom­
fort to expect, length of recovery 
period, and how long your new look 
will last 

The Operation 
Many kinds of cosmetic surgery can 
now be performed right in the 
doctor's office. More and more 
plastic surgeons are equipping their 
offices with operating and recovery 
rooms. This helps keep down the cost 
for patients whose medical insurance 

doesn't cover hospllali;ation for 
cosmetic 'urger) The patient arrives 
Ill the morning. the 'urger) 1s 
performed under local ;tne!-othesta 
\\llh sedation, and after the patient 
spend~ a few hours resting in the 
recover) room, he goes home \\ith a 
friend or rcl.ttive. 

\ \\Ide r,lngc of cosmetic surgcr} 
procedure!-. can be done out of the 
hospital. The)' include facelifts, 
breast lifting operations, eyelid 
surgen, nose surgery, dermabrasion 
and hatr transplants. But some 
patients belong in the hospital. 
"People should be Ill excellent health 
and of normal weight to be 
considered for ambulatory surgery," 
according to Dr Berakha "Patients 
requiring general anesthesia should 
usually be hospitalized. Major 
surgery such as breast reduction or 
abdominoplasty (abdominal plastic 
surger)) must be done in a hospital 
setting" 

Most cosmcttc operations are done 
under local anesthesta and take 
anywhere from two to four hours. 
Pain is usually minimal and recovery 
is fast. Most patients can be back to 
their regular activities 1n about one 
to two weeks. 

Rhinoplasty, an operatton to 
improve the shape of the nose, 
usually takes about one to one and 
a half hours and can be performed 
on an outpatient basis or in the 
hospital If it 1s done in the hospital, 
the patient stay may range from one 
to five days . Most patients who have 
this kind of surgery are back to their 

• normal acttvities within two to three 
weeks. 

A faceltft operation takes about 
three or four hours and if done in 
the hospital, the patient stay is about 
two to five days. Most patients look 
presentable 10 about a week, and 
swelling and discoloratiOn usual!)' 
disappear 1n abQut two or three 
weeks. It may take several months, 
however, for a II signs of the 
operation to disappear. 

Eyelid surger)' to correct puffy 
upper and lower eyelids usually 
takes from thirty minutes to two 
hours. Like the facelift and the 
rhinoplasty operations, it can be 
done on an outpatient basts or in the 
hospital. M"ost doctors prefer that 
the patient be hospitali7ed, however, 
if a facelift and eyelid surgery are 
to be performed at the same 
time. 

Dermabrasion, a process that 
removes acne scars or fine wrinkles, 
has a longer recovery period. If you 
have this kind of operation, it may 
be several months before you are 
happy wtth your appearance. 

The most common complication 
resulting from cosmetic surgery is 
postoperative facial bleeding after a 
facelift. The bleeding is under the 
skin and can be either a minor or a 
maJOr problem. It can often be 
corrected by simple asptration to 
suction off the blood, but it may 
require reopening the incision. The

final result could be sk1n loss and 
excess scarnng. but this complica­
tion does not occur very often. 
Another problem occurs if the 
surgeon pulls ths skin too tight and 
circulation is impaired. This can 
cause the skin to d1e and slough off. 
Fortunately. this too can usual!) be 
corrected. 

What It Will Cost 

Surgeons' fees for cosmetic surgery 
vary a great deal and are generally 
higher in large cities like New York 
and Los Angeles. The following costs 
reflect surgeons' fees only and 
exclude charges for hospitalization 
or use of an outpatient facility. 

• A facclift can cost anywhere 
from $2,000 - $4.000. The average 
cost in large ctttcs is about $3.500; 
in smaller cities 1t's about $2,500. 

• Eyelid surgery, from $1,500 to 
$2,500. 

• "Pinning back" the cars, from 
$1 ,500 to $2,000. 

• DermabrasiOn, from as little as 
a few hundred dollars to $2,000. 
depending pn the extent of the 
work. · 

• Rhinoplasty (reshaping of 
nose), from $1,500 to $2,500. 

• Breast enhancement through 
insertion of silicone-filled bags, from 
$1,000 to $2,000 A breast reduction 
can cost about $4,000. 

Expectations 

Before undergoing cosmetic surgery, 
you should think very carefully 
about your expectations and discuss 
them openly with your doctor. It's 
important to realize that while 
cosmetic surgcr)' will alter your 
appearance, it won't necessarily 
change your life. Most plastic 
surgeons take the time to screen 
thetr patients before accepttng them 
as candidates for surgery 

Dr. Berakha says he finds it 
necessary to turn some patients 
down. He does th1s if he feels they 
have unrealistic expectations about 
what the surgery can do. Occasional­
ly he sees someone who is very 
unhappy about a hfe situation and 
who believes that fixing an aspect of 
his or her appearance is gotng to 
sol·:c the problem. In such a case, 
Dr Berakha feels it tsn't wise to 
operate. 

Sometimes the defect 1s so shght 
that it's JUSt not sound Judgment to 
operate, even though he can see what 
the patient is talking about The 
risks aren't worth it. 

Some people bring pictures to 
their plastic surgeons, most often 
showing noses they would like to 
have. Dr. Berakha doesn't discour­
age a patient from showing him a 
picture of a nose he or she would 
like. but he does try to make it clear 
to the patient that he cannot 
necessari ly give him that nose. 

How long can you expect a facelift 
to last? Dr. Berakha says. "In one 
sense, a facelift IS permanent. 10 that 
you 'II never look as old as you would 
have looked without it, even 20 years 
later. But if someone wants to 
maintain an opttmal youthful ap­
pearance, then a facelift has to be 
repeated. The time varies tremen­
dously with the tissues of the pattent. 
how elastic they are, and how much 
excess there was to begin with. I 
would say in general a facclift should 
last between five and ten years" 

What can you expect in the way 
of scarring after cosmetic surgery? 
A facelift leaves few visible scars. 
The surgeon makes the tnciston so 
that any evtdence of the surgery 
appears just above and 10 front of 
the car, and behind the ear. Most 
scars are hidden within the patient's 
hairline. Most nose surgery is 
performed tnstdc the nose, with no 
incision to create external 
scarring. 

In surgery for protruding cars, the 
scar is hidden behind the car, 10 the 
natural fold of the skin. "-.o tncision 
is made 10 front of the ear Even 
light scars arc an Inevitable part of 
cosmetic surgery; if you arc con­
cerned about this issue, be sure to 
discuss it with vour doctor 

Cosmetic surgery is not right for 
everyone, but it has helped millions 
of people feel better about them­
selves. Over a period of time it has 
evolved as a true surgical specialty, 
and while 11 cannot work mtraclcs. 
it can trul} make a difference

Represents Floyd Co. 
At Recent E mployment 
Policy Conference 

Mrs. Joe McCauley, administrator of 
the CETA PSE program for the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court, attended the 
National Association of Counties, Eighth 
Annual Employment Policy Conference 
in Louisville, October 14-17. The con­
ference, which was sponsored by the 
~AC'O and its affiliate the National 
Association of County Employment and 
Training Admimstrators. was attended 
by 1400 delegates from all over the 
nation. 

The conference was opened on Sunday 
evening by Representative Carl Perkms 
who . using the theme of the conference, 
"CETA WORKS ," stated that "CETA 
really works ." Rep. Perkins said that he 
was going to try to come up with a sup­
plemental appropriation early in 1980. 
Without such a supplement, a p· 
proximately 225,000 jobs would be 
slashed by the end of September , 1980. 

During the conference it was brought 
out that, across the nation, Title VI was 
cut by 42 percent and Title II was cut by 
21 percent for fiscal year beginning Oct. 
1 Floyd county had a cut of ap­
proximately 35 percent in Title VI and an 
increase of approximately 6 percent in 
Title II-D Overall, Floyd county had a 
cut of $64,000 for FY beginning October 1. 

The confetence featured speakers such 
as Secretary of Labor, F. Ray Marshall, 
Hugh Duffy and Nat Semple from the 
House Education and Labor Dept.. Susan 
Grayson. House Subcommittee on 
Employment Opportunities , Martin 
Jensen Senate Committee on Labor and 
Human Resources, Jim O'Connell, Chief 
Legislative Assistant to Senator Javits, 
and many other representatives from the 
Departm~nt of Labor

A feak windstorm over the southern end 
of California's San Joaquin Valley two 
years ago has recently been implicated in 
a sharp increase m cases of a fungus 
disease last year as far as 400 miles 
farther north . 

New cases of the disease-called 
coccidioidomycosis- appeared in areas 
where the illness has been considered 
rare. 

stalk fodder . ThE.'n when they were no 
longer fit for work, they could be fattened 
and turned mto beef steak for the table. 

Oxen were tough creatures. too, and 
much hardier than horses They could 
haul heavy loads over long distances 
without tiring out. Loggers in Eastern 
Kentucky used oxen to haul much of the 
virgin timber irom the hillsides to 
sawmills and to streams where the logs 
were rafted and floated down-river to 
market. Also during the oil boom in this 
part of the state some 50 years ago. oxen 
were generally used to haul the heavy 
steam-powered drilling equipment from 
the railroad to drilling locations. 
Somettmes as many as 20 teams would be 
required to haul the massive steam 
boilers. 

The slow, placid, and patient oxen were 
better suited than the more high-strung 
horses for use on hilly or rocky land and 
on new grounds fu ll of stumps and roots. 
They could be driven without checklines. 
a feat which would have been impossible 
with horses . At the shouted command of 
the driver, the oxen would "gee" to the 
right or "haw" to the left, and at the 
crack of a whip, really buckle down and 
pull . Old time ox drivers also said a lot of 
loud "cussin" was necessary to get the 
best work out of an ox team . 

When roads were improved, especially 
after turnpikes were built. horses began 
to gradually replace oxen as draft 
animals and a means of travel. The 
development of horse-drawn machinery, 
beginning about 1830, contributed a lot to 
the slow but sure decline of the ox team. 
but yokes of cattle could still be found on 
a few mountain farms up until the mid-
1920's. 

The favorite names for oxen were 
"Buck and "Berry". As a rule they were 
gentle, amiable animals , often 
mistreated by sadistic drivers, but 
always ready to work. These animals, 
however slow and plodding, contributed 
a lot to the agricultural progress of 
America.

A-No. Compensation benefits can not 
be paid. The family would, however, be 
eligible to receive an amount not in ex­
cess of death pension benefits that would 
be payable if the veteran was dead. 
Contact your nearest VA office for 
details. 

A- To be eligible for the marker 
allowance, burial must h<~ve tuken place 
on or arter October 18, 1978, the f'ftcctive 
date of the Ia\\ . Tlw VA will pay up to $50 
toward the cost of a marker. 

Q-I obtairwd a \'A guaranteed home 
loan in 197:3 and sold the home on an 
assumption contwct in 1977. The buyer 
slilJ owns the home and is paying on the 
original VA guaranteed mortgage. Can I 
get another VA guaranteed Joan now? 

A- Possibly. Since 1973 the maximum 
VA Joan guaranty entitlement has bN!n 
increased to $25,000 from $12,500.
