The 
land was purchased by the Shepherds for 
construction of a church and, since 
humane soc1ety officials had played an in­
strumental part in arranging the transac-

• tion, the council decided to split the total 
with the shelter. 

A humane society representative told 
the council that a number of projects had 
been completed at the shelter to improve 
the facility ''aesthetically as well as func­
tionally" and stressed the importance of 
continuing local support When a ked by a 
council member whether the shelter 
would become self-supportmg, Mrs.

Jump in Rates 
For Water Here 
Slated June 1 

The City's Utilities Commission this 
week announced that the first increase in 
water rates here in almost five years will 
become effective June 1. 

Inflation, higher costs of construction, 
energy and materials, annual wage and 
salary increases and governmental 
regulations were given as factors in the 
increase. 

"With the raises, we'll still be lower 
than either Paintsville or Pikeville,'' Bill 
H. Howard, utilities superintendent said. 

Inside Prestonsburg the minimum 
charge for the first 2000 gallons will be 
$4.25 for a raise of 75 cents. The rate for 
the next 98,000 gallons will be $1.60 per 
thousand gallons, up from $1.35. and all 
over 100,000 gallons will be at the rate of 
$1.10 per thousand, an increase of 20 cents 
per thousand . 

The rates to customers living outside 
the corporate limits of Prestonsburg· 

First 2000 gallons ( mmimum l, $6.25, up 
from $5; next 9B,OOO gallons, $2.25 per 1000 
gallons, for an increase of 45 cents per ' 
1000 gallons; all over 100,000 gallons. $1.35 
as compared to the present $1.05.

Food Stamp Program 
Hangs on New Funds 

Celebrates Birthday 

Whether or not the nation's budget is 
balanced next year on the backs of the 
poor, as some have predicted, the crunch 
might come as early as next month for 
food stamp recipients 

Because both unt>mployment and food 
price inflation were underestimated for 
the currt•nt fiscal year, the federal food 
stamp program has gone broke. Without 
an emergency appropriation of $2.5 
billion, the program will shut down from 
Jvne through September. 

As for next year's outlook, the Senate 
budget committee has recommended cuts 
of $593 million in child nutrition programs 
and $1.4 billion in the food stamp pro­
gram. the House budget committee 
recommending cuts of $543 million and 
$430 million, respectively. While both 
committees have accepted an administra­
tion request to save the food stamp pro­
gram this year. the request is still subject 
to debate and amendment in both houses. 
Debate on the budget for fiscal year 1981, 
which hegins October 1, is continuing in 
lie House 

In Floyd county, 2174 households receiv­
ed food stamps m March, an increase of 
about 100 families over the previous 
month. Department of Human Resources 
officials said this week. 

In announcing guidelines to be followed 
if food stamps need to be cut next month, 
Secretary of Agriculture Bob Bergland 
said recently, "I hope we will not need to 
use these procedures. An interruption or 
reduction in food stamp benefits would be 
extremely serious for the poor families 
and elderly people who depend on the pro­
gram.'' 

Bergland said a suspension or reduction 
of food stamps will affect 20 million low· 
income Americans who currently rece1ve 
monthly benefits averaging 36 cents per 
person per meal. "We are talking about 
households with an average income of 
$3600 a year,'' he added 

"There's no doubt a cut would work a 
real hardship,'' said Tilden Howard, an 
official in the food stamps office here, who 
noted that current economic conditions, 
including recent layoffs by several firms • 
in this county, have swollen the rolls of 
food stamp recipier.ts. 

Both Howard and Charles Hackworth, 
senior eligibility workers for the pro· 
gram, insisted that most able-bodied reci­
pients would choose to work if jobs were 
available. In any case, these represent on­
ly a fraction of the total number of reci­
pients. most of whom are elderly. disabl­
ed or mothers with dependent children, 
they pomt out. 

Of food stamp recipients nationwide, 
11.5 ~rcent are said to work fulltime 
35 1 percent are responsible for children 
under six or a disabled adult, 32.4 percent 
are themselves disabled. and six percent 
are elderly. The 13.7 percent who are 
able-bodied and not working must 
register for work, according to regula­
lions, or be disqualified from the pro· 
gram. 

Loss of the food stamp program would 
hurt not only the recipients but also local 
businesses, especially grocery stores, 
Hackworth noted. Food stamps 1ssued in 
Floyd county in March fed $295,254 into 
the local economy, he said

State Agency 
Issues Layoff 
Notices to 129 

The stale Department for Human 
Resource last Thursday began issuing 
layoff notices to 129 state merit-system 
employees. 

Department Secretary Grady Stumbo 
said the layoff not1ces delivered this v. eek 
become effective May 15 

The move is the largest single merit· 
level cut in state government personnel 
since Republican Gov. Louie Nunn took 
office in 1967. 

Stumbo smd 520 Human Resources 
employees have been laid off since Gov. 
John Y Brown, Jr., last January ordered 
all state agencies to cut payroll costs by 5 
percent Overall 1,393 state jobs have 
been eliminated since Brown-citing the 
need to streamline a fat and wasteful 
state government ordered state agen­
cies to abolish 1,873 jobs by June 30. 

Non-merit-system employees bore the 
brunt of earlier personnel cuts in Human 
Resources.

"It's not very nice, and it's going to be a 
very difficult time for all of us, ·• Stumbo 
said, "but t've tried to look at the depart­
ment like a corporate official at General 
Motors or Ford. We just don't have the 
money to continue at the present level (of 
employment l." 

Stumbo's remarks were made Tuesday 
in an interview reporters agreed to em­
bargo until today to give officials a 
chance to notify employees selected for 
layoffs. 

"Attrition was hurtmg us where we felt 
l1ke we could least afford to be understaff­
ed," he said. "So in order to fill vacancies 
at the local offices we decided to lay off 
workers at the central office, where the 
impact can be best absorbed ." 

Eighty-<>ne of the layoffs come from the 
deparment 's central office in Frankfort. 
The remaining jobs will come from field 
programs abolished for budgetary 
reasons. 

The largest cut-47 people will be 
made in the Bureau for Social Services. 
Thirty-nine jobs will be eliminated in the 
Bureau for Health Services and 20 in the 
Bureau for Social Insurance 

Stumbo said he examined the depart­
ment's organizational charts and selected 
areas for layoffs based on job function 
rather than individual performance. · 
Department personnel officers selected 
people to be laid off. he said. 

"This is all part of a definite plan . It's 
not a hit-list conjured up from the depths 
of hell," Stumbo said .

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Confirmation of the retrenchments 
came Monday in a report from !\1CC Ex­
ecutive D1rector David E. Bell, Jr., to 
the Mental Health-Mental Retarda­
tion Board "Becau e we can't make 
dollars we have to make decisions, .. Bell 
told the board. Some board members 
complained that they had not been con· 
suited on the program cuts. however, and 
a number of those affected by the deci­
Sions spoke out at Monday's meeting to 
protest them 

Arguing for retention of the Layne 
House Weslev Howard said the detox· 
iflcati~n program there had proven effec­
ti~.:e and is the "whole foundation .. of the 
treatment program for alcoholics. Frank 
Lavne after whom the facilitv is named. 
urged ~uts in the agency's education divi­
sion rather than in the detoxification unit 
if a choice had to be mad£'. The Board of 
Education should be pres ed to do more in 
the area of alcohol and drug education, he 
said. noting that curriculum guides are 
now available to the schools for this pur­
pose. 

Criticizmg the severity of cuts in the 
alcohol and drug divbion-where the 
budget has been slashed from $204,000 to 
$87,000-Hardtn Short told the board that 
closing the Layne House would set back 
hard-won social gains in the treatment of 
alcoholics. The recent progress toward 
treatment rather than jail for alcoholics 
would be thwarted by the move, he 
argued. 

Bell said the Layne House was being 
shut down m favor of continued outpatient 
servtces. The opening of a treatment pro­
gram for alcoholics at :'\1cDowell Ap· 
palachian Regional Hospital. the 
likelihood of a reciprocal arrangement 
with the Lansdowne Mental Health Center 
in Ashland, and the availability of ser­

sion to close the detoxification unit, he 
said. 

Parents of children in the agency's 
preschools lamented the termination of 
programs for their handicapped 
youngsters. Nor were they comforted by 
Bell's and Board Chairman Cecil 
Sturgill's arguments that the education of 
their children, from age 5 through 17, is 
the responsibility of the Board of Educa· 
lion.

Howc\cr. a debt collector can usc 
the usu,tl means to contact )OU: 111 

per on. b) mail. b) telephone or b~ 
telegram. If you don't want him to 
contact )OU an) more. :-ou can do one 
of two thing . F1rst. )OU can get a 
la")er. If )OU wish. the debt 
collector must deal through your 
law)cr instead of direct!) with )OU. 
Ahernativel), you can simpl) \Hite 
the debt collector a letter. instruct­
ing him not to call or write you 
an)more. If )OU do this, he can no 
longer cont,tct you except to inform 
you "'hat action he intend!>. to 
take. 

What is the advantage of all this? 
The advantage is that it puts you 
back into the driver's scat. You no"' 
have control over ho", \\hen and 
\\'here you ''ish to conduct 
business. 

This docs not mean that you can 
thumb your nose at any old debt 
collector or refuse to play ball with 
him if he has a legitimate complaint. 
He can al"'ays haul )OU into court. 
But you arc able to guard your 
privac) and better control the times 
and conditions under which you "ill 
do business. The debt collector must 
nO\\ face you as an individual, with 
due respect for your '' ishcs and 
needs. much a-.. a b.111ker or hH\)Cr 
would treat you in everyday 
business. 

Guaranteed Privacy 
One of the most important parts 

of the law is that it clearly 
guarantees )OUr right to privacy It 
prohibits the debt collector from 
contacting any other per on about 
the debt el(cept to locate )OU, and 
the Ia" is pecific about thi He can 
talk to a fnend, ne1ghbor or relat1ve 
only once and onl) to locate )OU. 

There is one exception: he can 
phone back a second time if he 
reasonabl) thinks that he got the 
wrong addrc~s the first time. 
Furthermore. and note this, he 
cannot tell anyone that )OU O\\e a 
debt. Moreover, he cannot do 
anything that would imply that you 
owe money or that he is a debt 
collector. For example, he cannot 
use a postcard to contact you nor can 
he write anything on an envelope 
which indicates that he is a debt 
collector. 

Debt is strictly a private affair. It 
can become a public matter only if 
the dispute is not resolved privately 
and is taken to the courts. Even then. 
action must folio" "ell cstabli-.hed 
legal procedures "hich pro~,; ide 
certain guarantees for all parties. 

Another major aspect of the 
federal Ia" is that it :-.pccifically 
prohibits the most common types of 
onerous collection practices . It 
forbids certain annoying and degrad ­
ing contact techniques. ror example, 
a debt collector can no longer usc

The Ia" prohibits the debt 
collector from using false rcprc en­
tation or information. He cannot use 
a false ndme: he cannot pose as a 
policeman, government agent, attor­
ney, or credit analyst. He cannot 
impl) that )OU committed a crime or 
mtsrepre entcd the amount you O\\e 
He cannot end )OU forms, implying 
they arc legal documents when they 
arc not, or vice versa. He cannot 
threaten to take legal action unle s 
he actually intends to do so 

The Ia" protects you against 
certain unfair accounting and busi­
ness practices. For example, a debt 
collector cannot deposit postdated 
checks in advance. collect amount 
larger than the debt (unle s allowed 
by law). or pre sure you to accept 
collect telephone calls. Finally. if 
you owe several debts through him, 
he must pay off the debb in the 
order )OU wish. 

What kind of debts are covered by 
the law? It covers all personal, 
family and household obligations. 
such as money owed for the purchase 
of clothes, furniture, automobiles 
and medical care. as well as for 
charge accounts. Note, the Ia" doc · 
not negate a legitimate debt: it only 
regulates the collection process. 

The Major Flaw 
At first glance the Ia" seems quite 

comprehensive. But there's one 
problem. It only covers what the law 
calls "third party debt collector " 
These are professional collectors, to 
whom the area automobile dealer or 
credit card company turns over its 
bad accounts. Hospitals. banks, 
stores and other businesses that 
collect their own debts are not 
covered by the law. 

It is believed that the worst abuses 
are practiced by the professional, 
third-party collectors, yet a sizeable 
portion of consumer debt is owed to 
hospitals, banks and stores who 
collect their own debts. It is kno\\n 
that ome of these institution also 
u e unethical unfair collection 
techniques. 

Many consumer advocates believe 
that the federal law is seriously 
nawed and should be extended to 
cover all collectors of debt. Last year 
New York City passed a law of its 
own that went a long way to narrow 
thi gap. That new law supplements 
the Federal law b) enlarging the 
term "debt collectors" to include 
creditors collecting for them. elvc .. 
However, the Ia\\ docs not affect 
government representatives acting 111 

an official capacity and certam 
consumer groups. 

A Simple Computer Error 
"Well," you rna) say, "this 

protection is all fine. but what if the 
problem is a simple computer error 
rather than an overdue debt?" 

For that, you arc protected b) the 
Federal Fair Credit Billing Act of 
1975. You just have to know how to 
apply the law to contest and correct 
a bill. 

If you find a mistake in your 
bill- for example, a double billing or 
an incorrect charge the first thing 
to do is to telephone the company. 

ext, whether or not you received 
assurance that the correction would 
be made, write a simple note to the 
compan) on a separate sheet of 
paper. not on the bill. 

From the time you noted that the 
credit card company billed )OU 
incorrectly, you have 60 days to 
inform them in writing of the 
mi-,takc. The creditor then ha 30 
days within which to acknowledge 
your letter and another 60 days to 
investigate and report back to )OU. 
During thi. "free" time the compan) 
may not demand pa)ment of the bill 
or related finance charges. It also 
cannot rescind the U'>C of your card, 
turn )-OUr bill over to a collection 
a gene). or report you as a risk to a 
credit bureau You . in turn . must 
continue to pay the unconte'>led 
portion of the bill. 

If tl)e compan) 's invc-,tigation 
shows that the compan) was at fault, 
it mu't immediate!) correct its 
record' and remove any penal!) 
charges. If. however, the findings 
sho" that the compan) was correct, 
then )OU must begin pa)mcnt of the 
principal plus the accumul.l!ed 
finance charges. 

In ca-.e of an unresolved billing 
dispute, it is advisable to check )OUr 
files at the local credit bure.tu to sec 
if your respon-.e ha~ been induded. 
While the above procedure l'i not 
infallible, it docs provide additional 
time to work out billing d1..,putcs 
without an) pcnalt) .

But for lhP mPdictn<' to work, a patient 
must take the medica[wn as directed. 
Hernandez said En•n if a medicine 
cause side effects. the patient should 
contad his physician first before slopping 
treatment 

'An overweight person with hyperten­
sion pan help his medication work more 
effectively by losing weight and keeping it 
off. other lifestyle changes. such as 
limiting salt intake and giving up smok­
ing. also may help the patient control the 
problem;· Hernandez said

blood pressure can expect the condition to 
slay with him for the rest of his life," he 
sa1d.

Adult males represent 54.6 percent of 
the labor force but only 33 8 percent of the 
number of Kentuckians unable to find 
jobs, said Robert MacDonald, the depart­
ment's chief labor market analyst. Ap· 
proximately 29,400 men were listed as 
unemployed in Kentucky last year " Most 

• 
were due to short-term la)offs,'' ~aid 
MacDonald. 

Adult women experienced unemploy­
ment at a slightly htgher rate, averaging 
5.4 percent of the labor force, he said. 
Adult women repre ent 36.5 percent of 
Kentucky's labor force and 36 percent of 
the state's unemployed, said MacDonald. 

Teenagers in Kentucky were 
unemployed at the rate of 18.6 percent in 
1979, much higher than the rates for adult 
men and women and higher than the na­
tional rate of 16.1 percent.

tage points higher than last year's, is at 
the highest mark in five years," Mac­
Donald said "Teens represent only 8.9 
percent of Kentucky's labor force, about 
139,100 persons, but they account for 30.2 
percent of all Kentuckians who are look­
ing for work unsuccessfully."

Conversion To Boost Ky. Coal 
7.8 Million Tons, Sturgill Says 

A U.S. Senate bill to spur East Coast 
utilit) plants to convert from burning oil 
to coal could mean an increased demand 
for Kentucky coal of about 7.1! million tons 
a year, State Energy Secretary Wllliam 
B. Sturgill testified before tht' Senate 
Energy and Natural Resources Commit­
tee last Wednesday. 

Sturgill pointed out that the preliminary 
estimate of i .8 million tons "would go a 
long way toward eliminating the current 
excess production capacity in the coal m· 
dustry, put miners back to work and move 
us one step farther away from our use of 
oil." 

He noted that "we have the coal 
resources to meet current and future 

energy needs and the capabihty to pro­
duce it." and that the price of coal energy 
relative to oil is "economically attrac· 
tive." 

However, he said, ''the energy policies 
of this country have not been formulated 
and the president and congress have not 
reacted to the needs of placing coal as the 
dominant energy source of the eighties.' 

Coal reserves in the U.S. Sturgill said 
"account •for 90 percent of our energy 
resen·es, yet coal is supplying only 19 per­
cent of our energy needs " 

The coal industry he said, "has the 
capability of producing coal to assure this 
nation that it can ha\·e an independent 
energy polic)." 

Says Crime Prevention 
Better than Investigation 
Addres~ing 130 state and local pohce of­

ficer' at the cnme prevention awards 
ceremony m the Cap1tol last week, Gov. 
John Y. Brown, Jr called statewide 
crime prevenhon efforts "vital." Brown 
told the officers crime prevention work 
"1s as important or more important than 
other kmds of police work" 

The sa\·ings in time that would be spent 
investigating thefts, appearing in court, 
and recovering and Identifying evidence 
makes crime pre\'ention work the most 
eff1cwnt police work. Brown said. "But 
more Important. it helps spare many Ken­
tuckians the agony of becoming a v1ct1m 
of crime." he said 

About 130 state and local police officers 

attended the ceremony in the state recep­
tion room of the Capitol to hear Brown 
and to receive the Governor 's Award for 
Outstandmg Service in Crime Prevention . 

The award was created in 1977 and is 
g1ven to state and local officers who get 
citizen participation in statewide crime 
prevention programs, such as Operation 
Identification. The ontv other award 
given to both state and. local police of­
ficers is the medal for valor. 

State Justice Secretary Jerry E. 
Abramson and Kentucky State Pollee 
Commissioner Kenneth E . Brandenburgh 
presented the awards to the officers. 
More than 150 officers were eligible for

The month of !\Iay is natiOnal high blood 
pressure month It 1s reported that one in 
every ten Americans has high blood 
pressure Attacking all ages and people, 
but presenting a special problem to 
blacks and women, high blood pressure is 
one of the major causes of sickness. 
disability, and death in this country. 

The disease has no symptoms until it 
explodes into stroke, heart disease or 
kidney failure. The key to controlling high 
blood pressure is convincing people to get 
and stay on treatment. 

The first step is getting regular blood 
pressure checks. The Floyd County 
Health Department has set aside Thurs· 
day, May 1, as the da) for Floyd counlians 
to begin a regular program of blood 
pressure check·ups Free blood press11re 
screenings wdl be conducted at the health 
department on Thursday, May 1, from 
8:30 to 12 and 1 to 4 

Because high blood pressure has no 
symptoms, it 1s very important that all 
persons, young and old, have their blood 
pressure checked either at their private 
physician·· office. or at the Floyd County 
Health Department, Thursday. May 1, at 
the weekly health department clinics on 
Monday, Wednesday. and Friday·, or at 
any of the regularly scheduled outpost 
clin1cs conducted in the county

APPLIANCES IN WET AREAS CAN 
RESULT 1!'0 ELECTRICAL SHOCK 

Water relates to electricity about as 
well as matches relate to gasoline-and 
that isn't very well. They each play im­
portant roles, but they make a dangerous 
team. However, you can avoid the risks of 
electnc shock and burns by taking cer-

. tain safety precautions. 
Don't use electrical equipment when 

standing in water or when in contact with 
wet areas or plumbing fixtures found in 
the bathroom, kitchen and laundry room 

Avoid using unnecessary electncal ap­
pliances in the bathroom-radios, record 
players, or sunlamps. H you must use an 
electrical appliance, such as an electric 
toothbrush, razor or hairdryer; avoid 
placing where it can be knocked into a tub 
or sink of water. If an electrical appliance 
falls into the water that you're in contact 
with you can be electrocuted.

To prevent the risk of electric shock, get 
in the habit of unplugging all electrical 
appliances not in use. Most importantly, 
never touch an appliance when standing 
on a wet or damp surface.

Special care should also be taken with 

plumbing and appliances. Usually, plum­
bing is directly or indirectly connected 
with the earth; it provides an electrical 
path to the ground. H you touch a faulty 
appliance that is leaking current and 
touch plumbing at the same time, you 
complete a circuit, and the current will 
flow through your body. 

To prevent this, when you are turning 
on a faucet with one hand, avoid touching 
a toaster, mixer, coffee maker or other 
electrical appliance with the other. In a 
sense, become one-handed. If you feel the 
'tingles' when you touch an appliance, it is 
a sign that the appliance has a current 
leakage. Respect this warning as the ap­
pliance is a potentially lethal object. 
Disconnect the appliance immediately 
and have it repaired by a trained ser­
viceman. 

You may want to consider purchasing a 
ground fault circuit interrupt device 
<GFCI or GFil for bathroom and kitchen 
circuits. The units can be installed in elec­
trical outlets or at the fuse box. The GFI 
senses small current leakages in the cir­
cuit and interrupts the current flow to the 
appliance. If an appliance falls in water, 
the device q_uickly trips and cuts off the 
electricity. 

Cords should be disconnected at the 
ou tlet, not from the appliance. If you 
leave a cord dangling from a wall outlet 
and it fa lls into a sink of water, it can 
become a lethal object. 

Be sure to keep extension cords out of 
the reach of children . A child's mouth is 
another "wet" area that can lead to 
dangerous encounters with electricity. A 
small child, especially one that is 
teething, may suck on the end of an exten­
sin cord while it is plugged in. The result 
may be disfiguration from electrical 
burns. 

If you can't avoid using extension cords, 
buy only those with self enclosing outlets. 
Or purchase plastic safety caps. When 
connecting an extension cord, be sure the 
prongs are inserted tightly, and cover up 
the unused outlets of multi-receptacle 
cords . Also, tape cord connections with 
plastic electric tape. This will keep 
children from pulling the cords apart and 
chewing on them.

County Roads Will Receive More 
Under New Formula, Says _Metts 

Changes in the way county and 
mumcipal road Improvements are funded 
~ill result in greater allocations for Ken­
tucky counties and cities, according to 
Transportation Secretary Frank Metts. 

House Bill 973, enacted by the General 
Assembly, will become effective on July 
1. 

Under the new Jaw, Kentucky counties 
will recei\·e 15.6 percent of all funds 
generated by the motor fuels tax. The 
money will still be allocated to the coun­
ties' based on the ''one-fifth formula" 
which considers rural population, rural 
miles of roads and other factors. Counties 
previously received nine-tenths of a cent 
for each gallon of gas sold or 10 percent of 
all funds generated by the motor fuels 
tax. 

The General Assembly also enacted 
legislation which revised the motor fuels 
tax from the nine-cent tax on each gallon 
sold to 9 percent of the average wholesale 
price up to a ceiling of $1.50 

The new road aid law also directs that 
the county's allocation be sent directly to 
that county's fiscal court, which must 
spend the money for construction, 
reconstruction and maintenance of coun 
ty roads and bridges. It is left to the 
discretion of the fiscal court to determine 
which roads in the county will be included 
in the road program 

The taxes will now be collected by the 
Department of Revenue and allocations 
will be determined by the Department of 
Finance. The Dc(:artment of Transporta­
tion will play no role in the distribution of 
funds or the selection of roads for im­
provements .. 

The municipal road aid program wil 
work in much the same fashion. Ken­
tucky's municipalities will receive 6.7 
percent of funds generated by the motor 
fuels tax. The old formula dictated that 
cities receive one-eighteenth of the nine­
cent tax, or one·half cent for each gallon 
sold. 

Every incorporated city or town- and 
every unincorporated urban area iden­
tified in the most recent census receives 
a share of the municipal road funds based 
on its population. The federal census is us­
ed to determine the population of each ci­
ty and unincorporated urban area 

The cities must spend their allocation 
on the construct ion, reconstruction and 
maintenance of urban roads and streets . 

In related legislation enacted by the 
General Assembly, HB 757 requires that 
any governmental unit which expends 
state funds on its roads must hold a public 
hearing on its road program. Anyone 
w1shing to speak on any proposed road 
project may do so. The county and cities 
are directed to give due consideration to 
recommendations stemming from the 
meeting, but are not bound by them. 

Emergency repair :;ituations are ex­
empted from the hearing process under 
the legislation.

Fire blight of Apples 
H) JOII:\ E. SJ>,\HKS

To prevent firebllght from causmg 
more damage than Ia t year to the apple 
trees chemical control should tart now. 

Fireblight is caused b.): the bactenum 
Eruima Amylouora. Last year it v.as one 
of the mo t erious di eases of apples and 
pears in Floyd county. It attacks as many 
as 75 other hosts, including quince, 
pyracantha, spiraea, hawthorn and 
mountain a h. 

Thi d1sease causes Joss of blossoms 
and fruit, but 1ts most serious effect is 
reduced future production due to destruc· 
tion of branches and scaffold limb . 

Common symptoms are a blighting of 
the blossoms and terminal growth or 
tw1gs. Term ina or twig blight is especially 
prevnlent occurring almost every year on 
susceptible var1eties of both apples and 
pears. Blossom blight is very common on 
pear:s . 

Infected blossoms suddenly Wilt and 
soon turn a light to dark brown. As the 
d1sease progre&,es down the pedicel, the 
tissue becomes watersoaked and dark 
green. Droplets of a clear, milky ooze ap· 
pears on the surface of the infected tissue 
These contain bacteria which can cause 
new infections. 

Twig bhght starts with an infection of 
the young, succulent growing tip of the 
terminal growth. After symtoms first ap· 
pear. mfecllon travels very rapidly down 
this terminal shoot. As in spur blight, the 
leaves on the invaded termmnl turn a 
light to dark brown and remam attached 
throughout the summer. The end of the 
terminal bends. resembling a shepherd's 
crook. 

On a severely infected tree, a high 
percentage of terminals will be blighted 
back 12 to 36 inches, depending on ter· . 
minal length. In young trees, the bacteria 
may continue infection down the limb to 
girdle the tree trunk and kill the tree 

Some varieties of apples and pears are 
more susceptible to fire blight than 
others. Jonathan, Rome Beauty, Wealthy, 
Lodi, Transparent, Bartlett Pear and 
Transcendent Crabapple are \'ery suscep· 
tible. 

Like most plant bacterial diseases, fire 
blight is very difficult to control, but it can 
be reduced with chemical spraying 'and 
sanitation. 

The most effective material is strep· 
tomycin, an antibiotic. The first spray, at 
50 p.p.m should be just before the 
blossoms open <full pink stage>. Since the 
material loses its effectiveness 4 days 
after application. 

A 1·2-100 Bordeaux spray must be made 
by mixing 1 ounce of Copper Sulfate 
<Blue_ tone) and 2 ounces of hydrated lime 
in 6 gallons of water. To reduce early in­
fections and hold back secondary inva­
sions, spray your trees twice, 4 days apart 
starting when the first blossoms appear. 
For best results spray in the late even· 
lngs 

Good sanitation is advisable. When in· 
fectioun first appears in the spring break 
out infected branches six inches below 
dead area and prune out next spring. If 
you cut out blighted twigs be sure to cut 
six inches below the last point of visible 
infection. After each branch is pruned, 
sterilize the pruners in a five percent solu­
tion of clorox. 

Gas Prices Rise 3c

The average cost of gasoline in central 
and eastern Kentucky increased three 
cents per gallon in April at full·service 
stations and four cents at self·service 
pumps, according to the Blue Grass 
Automobile Club's monthly fuel gauge 
report.

Local 
citizens can check on corporations in their 
ov.n county, since a copy of each applica­
tion is filed with the county clerk of origin 
This is a responsibility of the corporation 

Some incorporations occur through a 
special route. State banks are incor­
porated through the Banking and 
Securities CommissiOn. msurance com· 
panies through the In urancc Department 
and Attorney General's office, and com­
munity action agencies through the 
Department for Human Resources 
Records of these incorporations, 
however, still remam within the office of 
the Secretary of State. 

Out-of-state firms are charged a flat fee 
for ''certificates of authority" to do 
busine::;s in Kentucky. They mu. t fill out a 
form, wh1ch calls for the same informa­
tion which a Kentucky organization sup· 
plies. plus a copy of their articJC] of incor­
poration from the1r home state. The name 
to be used must still be available Ill Ken­
tucky. 

Each corporation must file an annual 
report or face revocation of its rticlc of 
incorporation. In July, a law passed by 
the 1980 General Assembly will go into ef­
fect. It changes the number of missed an 
nual reports from five to three for rcvoca· 
lion. It also allows corporations six mon­
ths to update their reports and carries a 
fine of 100 for rein~taternent. Smce 
January 1, approximately 1,700 revoca­
tions hav~> been processed, 1r .. Mills 
said. 

Corporations rna~ be formed for a 
specific time to achieve a specific pur­
pose. If this i the case, the original ap· 
plication should slate the duration of time 
the organization expects to be incor­
porated. 

The numbers are surprising and the for­
mula is complicated. but Kentucky has its 
share of incorporations. Keeping them m 
order is one of the major operations of the 
office of the Secretary of State.

In some parts of the country, the amount of iodine in 
the drinking water or in the soil are insufficient to supply 
human needs. In such areas, regular diets may have to be 
supplemented. The use of iodized salt is generally ac­
cepted as being an economical and efficient means of pro· 
viding adequate amounts of iodine in the diet. Such use is 
especially important during adolescence and pregnancy. 
The fact that iodine constitutes only about three parts per 
million of body weight does not make it less important.

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Wild Greens for Spring 'Salit' 
"Birds are singing and the frogs are 

croaking and all kinds of wild greens are 
peeping through the ground. Now we can 
go eut and pick salad ... wrote Martha 
Prater of Rowan county. 

"Spring salit" to many oldtimers of the 
Bluegrass State always meant a trip to a 
field. or sometimes just a visit to the back 
yard, to snip enough wild greens to make 
a tasty, nutritious food. 

One woman in the s($thern mountains 
said of the spring ritual, ''Folks today 
walk all over the best food there is. In ear­
ly April us women folk would walk in 
warm sunshine to a far field where we 
knew the cresses were. We'd \'isit, pick 
greens and mind the youngens underfoot 
until time to go back and cook dinner. The 
men couldn't wait to get the first mess of 
greens. Green grow anywhere. Why. I liv­
ed so far back they had to pipe the sun­
shine in." 

One Kentuckian said he could "pick 
enough dandelion greens from my yard in 
15 shakes of a sheep's tail to feed a big 
family and have some left over for com· 
pany the next day." 

Wild spinach, nettles, plantain. blue 
cecil. shawnee. speckled dock. lambs 
quarters, pussley, speckled breeches, 
crows foot. dandelion, wild mustard. sour 
dock. wild tater, wild beet leaves, white 
top, wild lettuce, creasies. mullen, 
violets, wild lettuce, Alexander buds. red 
mint, chives, wild onions, ramps. ro<:ket.

Some of these are 
the same plant. known by different names 
in different regions of the state. Whatever 
the name, the plant belongs in a "mess" 
of greens. 

Heading the list of plants for a spring 
"salit" is poke Poke has been termed 
"the only green that's fit to eat .. by many 
residents of Harlan county where they 
hold an annual Poke Salad Festival. Call­
ed the inkberry bush in some regions, it is 
only the tender green shoots in spring that 
are supposed to be non-poisonous parts of 
the poke weed. 

Any poke cook kno\\S to boil the tender 
shoots in slightly salted water for about 
an hour, drain and sprinkle with a bit of 
vinegar. To make a mess of poke even 
tastier, fry the cooked poke in bacon 
grease. If company is expected, slice boil­
ed eggs to place over the dish of greens . 

An Eastern Kentuckian advocates poke 
"fish" for a different dish . First cut poke 
stalks into two- or three-inch lengths, roll

Rural Child Care Project staff workers 
are trained to work with handicapped 
children am~ their families. The program 
also works "-·ith other agencies in the com­
munity to provide the full range of ser­
vices a handicapped child may need. 

The Congressional directive defines 
handicapped as "mentally retarded, hard 
of hearing, deaf, speech impaired, visual­
ly handicapped, seriously emotionally 
disturbed, crippled, or other health· 
impaired children who ... require special 
education and related services." 

Head Start began in 1965 under the 
Department of Health, Education, and 
Welfare as· a program for preschool 
children of low-income families.

Wild greens are rich in vitamins anrl 
minerals. This dish of Nature's Ga.rden 
was used as spring tonic and medicine by 
Indians and early settlers. 

Oldtimers from east to west m the com­
monwealth have made pokeberry wine as 
a treatment for rheumatism . arthritis and 
bursitis . An Elliott county woman sai~ 
she cured arthritis by taking a spoonful 
daily of a liquid she made by boiling poke 
berries and a bit of sugar. A Marlin coun­
ty man said he had seen his father cut 
poke roots into small pieces and soak in 
whiskey as a cure for rheumatism. 

Still, there are those who claim poke 
berries and poke roots are poisonous, so 
use of anything but the lender spring 
shoots of this plants should be a cautious 
use. 

To change the d1et of greens, one ad­
vocate claims boiled dandelion crowns 
and roots with butter are delicious . This 
lover of natural food also makes 
dandelion wine with four quarts of 
dandelion bloom and four quarts boiling 
water poured over the blossoms. 

Let the mixture stand a week. stir twice 
daily. then strain. Add four oranges cut 
into pieces, a cup of white raisins. 
package of yeast and six cups sugar, plus 
sliced lemons if desired 

At the end of the second week strain, let 
settle, then put in containers lightly 
covered till bubbling stops. The secret to 
rid the wine of bitterness, said this 
Western Kentuckian, is to cut out the tiny 
soft "button .. at the top of each stem . 

Green can be picked, cooked or fried 
and eaten now or they can be canned or 
frozen.

Attorney General 
Many inquiries on a direct mail solicita­

tion by the North American Mineral Co. 
Ltd. have been received by the Consumer 
Protection Division of the attorney 
general's office. 

According to the inquiries, an adver­
tisement informs a consumer "your name 
has been selected by computer," and if 
you reply within a specified time period 
you can have a "genuine 1-<:arat emerald 
for the sum of exactly $5." 

That much is true. An appraisal done 
for state attorney general's office by a 
certifted gemologist showed the North 
American mineral did weigh one carat, 
and it was an emerald. 

It was, however, an extremely low­
grade emerald; certainly not gem quali· 
ty. 

The ad tells consumers to offer the 
"jeweler $5 for a comparable one-carat 
emerald." If the offer were made, the 
jeweler probably would refuse because 
he deals only in gems, and could buy a 
comparable stone at wholesale for a con· 
siderably lower price. As a matter of fact, 
it is estimated 400 of this qualily emerald 
could be purchased for $10 or 2.5 cents 
each. 

Illinois Attorney General Wilham J 
Scott has filed charges against the of­
ficers of North American and two other 
related companies, H.M. Fisk Ltd. and 
Gem Collectors International Ltd., for 
''misrepresenting the quality and value of 
the emeralds and other stones." 

Stephen Brown appears to be president 
of all three companies. Although North 
American and Fish matlings carry the 
name "H.M. Fisk" as president, ap­
parently no such person exists 

In another suit against Gem Collectors, 
Scott won an agreement requiring the 
firm to buy back diamonds from 920 II· 
linois residents for 110 percent of the 
original selling price. 

If you are considermg purchasing an 
emerald and think you will realize a 
substantial savings by investing in this of­
fer, you may be disappointed. 

Ultimately, the value of a stone is mere­
ly what it will bring on the open market, 
and its artistic merits are really a matter 
of opmion. As always, in matters such as 
these, be leery of offers that seem too 
good to be true. They probably are.

"In a"ncient Egypt. the umbrella 
was associated with nobles and high 
priests," sa)s Ed Moscowit7, Pre-
sident of Peerless mbrella Com 
pany, Inc .. one of the oldest and 
la rgest umbrella manufacturer:-~. 
"An umbrella shaped hieroglyph 
denoted sovereignty," he notes. 

Today. the designer umbrella 
carries the symbol of the high priests 
of the fashion world, but in ancient 
Greece. the umbrella was more than 
a mark of status it was regarded as 
a sexual S)mbol, and was included 
in festi\·als honoring Bacchus. the 
god of wine, vegetation and 
fertility . 

The first practical use of the 
umbrella started around 300 B.C. in 
Rome, where it was first used for 
protection against the heat. Even­
tually. it \\as used for protectton tn 

rainy weather also. 
The rain umbrella did not easily 

become an everyday item. Its 
construction was cumbersome ribs 
were made of heavy whalebone. 
which lost their elasticity if very wet 
and cracked if carelessly dried. The 
cotton cover supposedly was made 
waterproof with oil or wax, but 
quickly became saturated and 
leaked. 

In the late 18th century, umbrel­
las became more practical. French 
manufacturers made umbrellas with 
hinged steel ribs, allowing them to 
be folded. The fabric cover was 
a ttached to the frame in sections. 
rather than stretching one ""hole 
piece of silk, linen or oilcloth over 
the frame. 

Materials commonly used in 
umbrella manufacture today 
stainle. s steel, nylon and rayon­
were developcd. during World War 
I I. " 'ylon and cotton are the best 
fabrics for umbrellas" SfiYS Mr. 
Moscowitz. "'although cotton is 
especially popular nO\\ due to the 
widespread preference for natural 
fabrics ." 

Umbrellas range in diameter from 
48 inches for the "unisex" model to 
62 inches for the large golf 
umbrellas. Collapsible umbrellas, 
which can be folded to fit into a 
purse or briefcase. have diameters of 
either 18 or 20 inches. Collapsibles 
now account for 90 percent of the 
umbrella market. 

Men still tend to buy black 
umbrellas, according to Mr. Mos­
cowitz, but toda) 's umbrellas are 
available in all colors and designs. 
"Sohd earth tones, such as beige and 
brown, are very popular among 
young men and women," he says. 
"Patterns are becoming increasingly 
popular, though not as much as in 
other countries, such as Japan.'' 

The shape of the umbrella has 
changed little in recent years, with 
the only notable variation being the 
clear plast1c "bubble" or "bird cage" 
style that was a fad of the '60s. 

What else i~ new in the world of 
umbrellas? Like many other fashion 
items, they now carry the names of 
famous designers. 

"Designer umbrellas," Mr. Mos­
cowit7 notes "such as those of Yves 
Saint Laurent, have a higher price 

tag than other umbrellas, but they 
are of superior quality." 

Besides a designer name, what are 
the signs of a qualit) umbrella? 
According to Mr. Moscowitz, the 
fabric should be hemmed to prevent 
raveling . Each gore, or single section 
of the cover, should be firmly 
attached to the frame. The end of 
each rib, the portion of the frame 
which opens the cover. should be 
protected by a metal or wood tip. 

Once you've found your quality 
umbrella- designer or otherwise­
here's how to keep it looking that 
way. 

• Before going outside, wiggle the 
umbrella a bit to unfurl it, so the 
umbrella will open easily. 

• Wind is probably the umbrella's 
greatest enemy. To lessen the chance 
of an inside-out umbrella, hold it in 
the direction that the wind is 
blowtng, being sure that you can see 
your way around the umbrella. 

• After coming indoors. open the 
umbrella and set it in a bathtub or 
on the floor to dry. to prevent the 
frame from rusting. If you can't 
leave the umbrella open to dry. 
shake it vigorously and set it upright, 
preferably in an umbrella holder. 

• To clean an umbrella. wash it 
with mild soap and warm water. 

"Almo·t any umbre Ia. if cared 
for properly, can last forever." Mr. 
Moscowitz ob<;ervcs. The fact that so 
man} umbrellas are forgotten, lost 
or borrowed keeps customers coming 
back for more.

OSl\1 Proposes Four 
Regulatory Changes 

Four changes to ats permanent 
regulatory program on the mining of co I 
are being proposed by the Interior 
Department's Off ace of Surface Mining 
<OSM>. 
The regulatory changes, published in the 

April 16, 1980, Federal Register, will be 
the subject of a hearing on May 6, 1980, 
tarting at 9 a .m in the Department of the 

Interior Audilortum, 18th and C Streets, 
;>.;.W., Washington, D.C. 

Three of the four rule changes cover on­
ly underground coal mine operations. A 
proposed change applymg to both surface 
and underground operatiOns would ex­
empt operators from the requirement for 
a subdrainage system on waste banks 1f 
they can demonstrate that such a system 
is not needed to insure structural integrity 
or the quality of the area's water supply . 

The proposed changes that apply to 
underground mines only are: 

-Reducing the amount of geological 
data required for the area to be mined 
For example. when an operator is install ­
ing a road, the information needed to ob· 
tain a permit \\ould be limited to the 
depth of the road bed , not down to the coal 
seam, as is now theca ·e. 

Eliminating the requirement for 
monitoring the ability of water to filter 
through the ground on reclaimed lands. 

Allowing fixed standards to determine 
the ~uccess of revegetatiOn on permit 
areas of 40 acres or less in locations With 
an average precipitation of more than 
26 inches, rather than requiring the use of 
reference area

Coal Producing County Development 
Fund allocations totaling 166,385 for· 
public improvement project in si. roun­
tie. were approved here Monday by the 
Coal Producing County Develop'llent 
Fund Advisory Committee. 

The nine-member committee is com· 
posed of legislators from the House and 
Senate 

Since 1974, when the fund \\as created, 
more than $39 million in severance tax 
r c " enues in the fund have been 
distributed to the ~tate's 47 coal­
producing counties for public improve· 
ment projects. 

Coal Producing County Development 
Fund projects are recommended by the 
fiscal court to the advisory commitlt•c• for 
review and approval. 

There will be no further allocations 
from the fund. It is being replaced by the 
Local Government Economic Assistance 
Fund, created by the 1980 General 
Assembly. The new fund becomes effec­
tive July l.

Lee- An allocation of $15.101 to the Ll'c 
CountJ' Fi~cal Court to purchase a motor 
grader for the Lee County landfill. An ad­
ditional $42,279 in economic aid funding is 
being prov1ded for the purchase 

Perry- An allocation of $25,000 to build 
a maintenance building for \'chicles and 
eqUipment owned by the Perry County 
Fi~cal Court The previous maintenance 
buildmg was destroyed by fire. The Perry 
Countv Fiscal Court returned $22,000 in 
unspent funds allocated for the Buckhorn 
Ball Park to it total allocation The fi. cal 
court had been allocated $30,000 for the 
park project.

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The 1980 Session of the Kentucky General Assembly ended on April 15, 19M. Personally, I feel the 1980 Session 
was a very good one for our people. We were able to have 50% of our coal severance tax, over the 1979 base, returned 
to our coal counties and returned without undue restrictions which ha,·e prevented us from taking maximum advan­
tage or it in the past; we were able to have 50% of the new all minerals tax returned to the county of production; we 
doubled the amount of money coming back to our counties for construction and maintenance of roads: we developed 
a program to aid counties in providing emergency ambulance services: and, we were able to adequately fund our 
educational system and gh·e teachers a raise of $2150 over the nP.xl two years. We did have some disappointments, 
the ddeat of the Broad Form Deed bill and the passage of the Worker's Compensation Bill being the most crucial. 

As part of my effort to keep the \'Olers informed of what happened in the State Legislature and of how I voted on 
certain issues, I ha,·e outlined the issues and my vote on them for you. The 1980 Session considered over 1,500 pieces 
of legislation, and I'm sure you understand that I could not outline all of them in a one page newspaper ad. However. 
I would be most happy to answer any and all questions anyone might have about the issues outlined on this page or on 
any other issue considered by the 1980 Session. You may write to me at Route I, Box 102A, Hindman, KY, 41822. In 
the next few weeks, I plan to visit each magisterial district and conduct public meetings so that you can prrsonally 
have the opportunity to discuss these issues with me. I will announce these meetings in the newspaper as soon as I 
have a schedule worked out. I will keep in touch. 

House Bili973-The Gasolin(' Tax-Forth(' past several years, the State of Kentucky has collected a gas tax of 9c on 
each gallon of gasoline sold in Kentucky. The money collected, by law, must be spent on the construction and 
mainlenance of roads. As the price of gasolin(' increased, people started buying smaller cars, taking few('r un­
necessary trips and, in general, buying less gasoline. As the people began buying less gasoline, the monies collected 
from the gasoline lax became less and less. Coupled with this less money from the gasoline tax was the fact that the 
materials and labor needed for construction and maintenance or roads was going up and up. The net result was that. 
if the current situation remained the same, the State or Kentucky would have only 60% of the money for construction 
and maintenance of roads in Fiscal Year 1981, which begins July I, 1980, as they had in Fiscal Year 1980, this current 
year. As I campaigned last year, th(' number onr priority of the people was roads. I really felt that I should try as 
hard as 1 could to see that sUfficient monies would be made available for the construction and maintenance of roads. 
1 was also keenly aware that no one wants an increase in any tax. Governor Brown's gasoline tax adjustment pro­
posal seemed to suit both needs. Th(' gasoline tax adjustment, simply stated, removed the 9c per gallon tax on 
gasoline and replaced this with a 9% tax on the AVERAGE WHOLESALE PRICE of gasoline. Th(' average 
wholesale price of gasoline is that price paid at the refinery by the wholesaler. There is a cap on the maximum 
amount of tax that can be charged over the next two years, 13.5c per gallon. It should be noted that until the average 
wholesale price goes o\·er $1.00 per gallon at the refinery, there will be no gasoline tax increase; and even then, the 
gasoline tax cannot be charged after Lh(' average wholesale price goes over $1.50 per gallon . For the average 
motorist in Kentucky, a person who drives 10,000 miles per year and gets 15 miles to the gallon, estimates are that 
this tax will cost $13.50 more next Jear, or about $1.12 a month more. For this amount, the amount of monies coming 
back to Floyd County for work on roads doubled. In Fiscal Year 1981, which begins July I, 1980, the amount of monies 
which Floyd County would have gotten without the gasoline tax adjustment was $198,671,000; under the new plan, 
Floyd County will receive $401,S41,000 to work on our roads. After studying the facts involved and knowing that one of 
the biggest concerns of our people was adequatr roads, I VOTED FOR THE GASOLINE TAX AD.Jl'ST.ME!'>T. 

Education-Since Education is the largest item in the state budget and because education is one of the most impor­
tant programs for our people, I took a special interest in all educational related issues. List('d below are some of the 
more significant educational issues considered in the 1980 Session. 

Senate Billl49 Professional Negotiations-The most highly trained, best ('ducated and most 1m porta nt component of 
t~e educational system is, in my opinion, the classroom teach('r. Practically all significant changes in th(' educa­
tional system have occurred in the classroom and all concern the manner in which the classroom teacher relates to 
!he chil~r~n. Cla~sroom teachers asked the 1980 General Assembly to assist them in having some constructive input 
1nto dec1s1ons wh1ch affect the manner in which they operate in the classroom. Senate Billl49 would have mandated 
that local Boards or Education make avenues available to classroom teachers so that their input could be r('ceh·ed. 
The bill banned teacher strikes, set up a committ('e structure fot· receiving teacher input, and established a rram('­
~ork for teachers to be able to ha\'C input into educational decision making. Many prrsons believe that allowing the 
t~put of the cl~ssroo~ teach~r will, in some ways, damage the school sy-stem, and take a position against this Iegisla· 
tw~. 1. ha~·e high_ confidence m the classroom teach('rs and in their abilit) to show the same responsibilit)· in having 
the1r mput constdered as they show in teaching my children. E~·en though the bill was defeated. 1 VOTED FOR 
SENATE BILL 149. 

Teacher Salaries. Teacher salarirs, while a very important legislative issue, are introduced as part of the Statr 
Budget and not as separate legislation. As a member or the Senate Appropriations and Rrvenue Committer. 1 was 
able to have significant input into having our teacher salaries remain compeliti\e with th(' seven surrounding stales. 
Th(' teacher salary increases appro\Cd by the 1980 session are $900 in Fiscal Year 1981 and $1,250 in Fiscal Year 19!!2. 

Pow~r Equalization. Power J<:qualbalion is a formula whereby the poor('r school districts in the stale are ghen 
mom~s ~o make them mor(' com~etitive with the richer districts who have a higher tax base. In the Senatr Ap­
propnatwns and Re\Cnue Comnuttt>e, lied thr effort to have lhes(' funds increased O\er th(' Governor's recom­
mendation.

The School Building Authority. The School Building Authority is an agrn<") of State Govemmrnt which was foundrd 
to aid poorer school districts in <"onstruction projrcts by sharing tht' cost of bonding programs with thf> local school 
district. I led the fight to have the School Building Authority kept intad and was appointed as a member of the ad­
visory committee to the Authority to aid in seeing that the Authority· more closely follows legislath.e intent in its ac­
tions. 

Retired Teachers. Several pieC('S of legislation aiding retir('d trachers was introduced and passed during the 19XO 
session. Working with the Kentucky· Asso<"iation of Retired Teachers, we wert' ahlc to fund tht>it"llrogram complelr· 
ly. I han~ ah~oaJ'> bern a strong supportl'r of cost of living incr<>ases for our retirt•d tl'acht>rs and am ~lad that v. r had 
the opportunity to assist them in the 19XO Gt'neral Ass('mbly.

Senate Bill 53-Equal Payment for Physicians-Ther(' has existed in our country for a long tinw. a prejudice against 
rural residents. One of the most blatant was the manner in which physicians arr paid under the !\1('dicaid and 
Medicare programs. These two go\'ernment assistance programs pay physicians less for living and working in rural 
areas and more for lil'ing in the urban areas. For exampiP, a physician working in Lexington r('cehed more for see­
ing a patient than a doctor in Flo,Yd County even though they performed the exact sam(' senicP. A physician could in· 
crease their monies re<"eived simply by mol'ing to the larger urban areas. This has left many rural areas without a 
physician whilr urban areas have physicians in sufficient numbers that they are ablt' to limit their practices. In the 
1980 session. I introduced legislation \\hich required equal pa.}'ments to physicians regardless of place of residence. 
The bill passed and was signed into la\1 by the governor. This Jub 1. physicians across Kentucky will begin to 
receive equal pay for equal work. I \'OTED FOR SE~ATE BILL s:l. 

Senate Bill 4~Standardization or :\ledical Claim Forms. Health Insurance companies usual!) require the policy 
holder to complete a specific claim form in order to be reimbursed for costs covered undrr the policy. These claim 
forms are different. even though they all want the samr information. I introducrd Senate Bill ~0 which would require 
all health insurancr companirs in the State to acct>pt tht' samt' claim form. This bill passed and was sign('d into law 
by the Governor. I VOTED FOR SE:\:ATE HILL 40. 

Senate Bill 66 Local Emergency Ambulanc{' St>rvjce-:\lan~· of our counties, becaus{' of inadequate re\'Cnue, have 
been struggling for y('ars with the problem of hU\\ to provide needed ('lllergenc_y s('rvices with inad('quat(' resources.
