County and City
Officials Lodge
Census Protest

Local officials, concerned thal sur-
prisingly low population counts
reported recently by the census bureau
may adversely affect the level of
federal funding here, scrambled to
register their complaints with the cen-
sus bureau this week

Local governmenls were given 10
days to netify the bureau of any objec-
tions, and 45 davs to documen! any
claims that the census count is in error,

Larry Wingate, of the Big Sandy
ADD'’s census review commiliee, urg-
ed county and city officials at Mon-
day’s ADD board meeling to challenge
the figures if they are reckoned lo be
erroneous.

Floyd County Planner Dick Leslie
said this week he had already filed an
objection to the census count, which
put the county population at 39,785 and

-the number of housing units here at

15,887. Leslie argues thatl the housing
may be as much as 10 percent higher
than the figure given, and the popula-
tion possibly 20 percent higher.
Documenting his claim will be dif-
ficult, Leslie concedes, especially since
the “enumeration districts' used by
the census bureau do not correspond
with precinets, magisterial distriets or
school board districts here.

Kindergarteners
Jam 4 Schools

Some parents of would-be
kindergarteners were disiressed to
find this week that there is no room in
Floyd county schools for their children.

Asst. Superintendent Ron Hager
does not dispute the facl. Among the
factors contributing to the situation, he
said, is an unanticipated increase in
the number seeking enrollment, a deci-
sion by stale legislators extending until
October 1 the date by which children
must lurn five lo be admilted to
kindergarten, and a dearth of
classroom space.

On the basis of pre-registration taken
at the end of the last school year, the
Floyd school system sought and receiv-
ed funding for 11 kindergarten units
this year, an increase of one unit over
last year.

Taking 40 students per unil as the
norm, that means teachers have been
funded for 440 kindergarteners this
year. As of Friday last, 543
kindergarten students had been enroll-
ed here. Among schools feeling the
pinch are Prestonsburg, Clark, John
M. Stumbo, and Maytown elementary
schools.

The decision to make October 1
rather than September 1 the cut-off

date for five-year-olds added about 100
children Lo those seeking kindergarten
enrollment this year, Hager estimated.

The problem is aggravaled, he said,
by a widespread but erronecus belief
that children must have attended
kindergarten this year in order to be
eligible for first grade nex! year. The
law requires that any child who turns
six by October 1 must be admilted to
first grade. Except for those turning
six between October 2 and December
31, the child's having attended
kindergarten has no bearing on his or
her being admitted to first grade,
Hager explained.

Kindergarten is nol required by law
but is a service offered by the school
district to the extent that this is prac- .
ticable, Hager argued. Even had more.
teachers been funded this year, there
would be no space for more
kindergarten classes here, he added.
In view of the shortage of space, school
board policy here is to enroll children
according to age, older children first,
he said.

Since the county is not divided into
school attendance districts, parents
are permitted to enter their children in

.day with Sturgill in Lexinglon lo
discuss the impact of increased coal
production in eastern Kentucky and
the needs of small and medium-sized
coal operators in the region. They also

ARC and the state Departmenl of
Energy to expand the use of coal to
meel the country's energy needs.

The group will travel to eastern Ken-
tucky today following a Tuesday even-
ing dinner with Bluegrass ADD of-
ficials. Scheduled are visits to David
and to the Highlands Regional Medical
Center, where the center’s black lung
program will be discussed,

This afternoon, the party will have
lunch with Big Sandy ADD officials
and then visil the Pikeville cut-through
with Mayor Hambley and the Douglas
Industrial Site with Judge-Executive
Rutherford.

With the city water system shut
down Wednesday, it was no school on
the scheduled first day of school for the
Martin youngsters. Then, as water Ser-
vice was returned to the school Friday,
an electrical fire erupted emptying the
building once more and sending the
children home for a long weekend.

Ken Peters of the Martin Fire Dept.
said the fire resulted from some old
wiring in a tree on the school grounds.

JADD Board Asks
LLease Monitoring

The state atterney-general will be
asked to menitor all oil and gas lease
transactions in eastern Kentucky,
following a resolution adopted by
directors of the Big Sandy Area
Development District Monday.

Given that local coal owners have

.oru-n been ‘‘duped” out of their
mineral rights in the past, Pike counly
Judge-Executivé Wayne T. Rutherford
said, *“‘we shouldn't let it happen
again” in the case of gas and oil
reserves here. Rutherford warned that
land agents are active in the area, urg-
ing mineral owners to sign over their
oil and gas rights,

The ADD board resolution asks the
attorney-general to monilor all

g Lransfers of oil and gas rights here and
advises citizens lo consull an atlorney
before concluding any oil or gas tran-
sactions.

On the recommendalion of ils
transporiation commiltee, the board
also adopted a resolution urging
highways authorities to continue con-
struction of U.S. 23 as a four-lane
highway in those seclions of Floyd,
Johnson and Pike counties where it
continues to be a two-lane road.

Among projects seeking federal
funds which were reviewed and ap-

praved by the board were a $3.5 million
loan for purchase of three cable televi-
sion syslems in Pike county by Tel-
Com, Inc., of Harold; $63,315 sought by
the Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center here for continuation of an
alcoholism program in the Big Sandy
area; a $25,000 loan for housing plann-
ing in Wheelwright's Branham Hollow
section and $823,781 for upgrading
Wheelwright's utilities systems and for
other improvements there.

An application for a $68,000 grant
made by the Mental Health/Mental
Relardation Board  here for
“consultation and education services"
to be provided by the Mountain Com-
prehensive Care Center was deferred
pending further explanation by the ap-
plicant. The deferral follows a recent
recommendation by the Big Sandy
Subarea Health Council that the pro-
posal be given further study,

Among projects recommended for
funding out of the Area Development
Fund were housing projects in Martin
county iseeking a $160,000 grant in
maltching monies) and Johnson county
(seeking a $10,000 match), and retire-
ment of a $22,000 debt incurred by the
Johnson counly waler districl.

Water Shortage

At Martin Past

“I'm tired of taking the rap for
someone else’s bad management,"
Martin Mayor Larry B. Hall com-
plained this week. "'I take all the flak.
I'm the one who gets the heat. Yet 1
have no control over the situation.”

Hall was referring in general lo the
cily government’s relation to its Board
of Water Commissioners, and
specifieally to the failure of Martin’s
water supply from Tuesday afternoon
to Thursday evening last week.

In a move to win control of the water
commission, with which the mayor and
city council have been feuding since
they took office in January, the council
voted in a special session at the height
of last week’s crisis to seek a clarifica-
tion from Lhe state attorney-general of
the city government’s relation to the
commission.

Mayor Hall also threatened to file a
civil suil against the commission, in-
viting other Martin residents to join
him in it.

Ron Reynolds, chairman of the city
water commission, attributed the loss
of water last week to a ‘“‘freakish”
failure of a backup pump al the water
plant. The plant's regular pump had
failed some three weeks previously, he
said, and was still being repaired when
the backup pump also broke down.

The backup pump was a brand new
unit with a normal life of from four to
six years. Nobody could have an-
ticipated that it would fail in a mere
three weeks, Reynolds said.

He added that a new system is now
being established, designed to prevent
recurrence of a water loss such as last
week's.

Some cily officials were sharply
critical of the water outage, however,
attributing it to poor management of
the water system. Mayor Hall said his
efforts to manage the crisis were
hampered by a lack of communication
with water system personnel and their

failure to establish a prompt and ade-
quate connection with the adjacent
Beaver-Elkhorn water system.

Hall said he was particularly con-
cerned about the effect of the outage on
the operation of Our Lady of the Way
Hospital—a situation relieved, he said,
only by the timely cooperation of the
army reserve in supplying a ‘water
tanker to the hospital during the
emergency.

The Beaver-Elkhorn system was in-
itially reluctant to provide water for
the city, Hall said. and finally con-
nected the systems by two one-inch
pipes which were inadequale to restore
pressure lo the city system

The mayor characterjzed the waler
system failure as one more instance of
a chronic management problem on the
parl of a water commission operaling
without accountability to the citly
government. The city council has tried
repeatedly but without success to have
the commission submit its books to the
council for inspection, Hall charged.

Commission Chairman Reynolds
confirmed this week that the city had
encountered problems in tapping on to
the Beaver-Elkhorn system, problems
which he attributed to lack of coopera-
tion on the part of the Beaver-Elkhorn
management. Despite the fact that the
Beaver-Elkhorn system was con-
structed with federal monies, Martin
“*has to beg them” whenever the city is
in need of a backup water supply,
Reynolds charged. **We're at their
mercy,'" he added.

Regarding his alleged failure to com-
municate with city officials, Reynolds
said he is willing to cooperate fully
with the city council. Communication
is made difficult by the mayor's
abrasiveness, he said.

He had informed the mayor of last
week's emergency at the earliest op-
portunity, he said, but did not dispute
Hall’s claim that he had been informed
about 6 p.m. Thursday of the pump
failure that had occurred about noon
that day.

Reynolds conceded that an audited
report of the water commission’'s
finances is still incomplete, but pro-
mised a complele accounting to city of-
ficials when the audit is complete,
hopefully next month. In the mean-
time, he said, city councilmen had
been invited lo inspect the commis-
sion's records bul had not taken the op-
portunity te do so.

Reynolds also answered complaints
of a state environmental official, rais-
ed anew this week by Mayor Hall.

In a March 5 letter to Hall, Robert E.
Reilly, manager of the compliance
branch of the state Bureau of En-
vironmental Protection's Division of
Sanilary Engineering faulted the Mar-
tin water system for failure to comply
with basic requirements of the federal
Safe Drinking Water Act and requested
the mayor's “direct intervention and
leadership toward the goal of bringing
the water plant operaling personnel in-
to full cooperation with normal pro-
cedures."

Specific shortcomings of the water
department, Reilly wrote, include
failure to submit monthly operaling
reports, failure lo submit waler
samples for bacteriological analysis,

Runyan Holds
TV Ordinance
Binds Parties

In a cable television opinion re-
quested by Pamela Todd Robinette,
assistant Pike county attorney, Assis
tant Attorney General Charles W, Run-
yon held recently that a franchise,
once il is issued, constitutes a contract
and ils ebligations are binding on both
parties.

Purely regulatory provisions
(service and rates), however, may be
changed by agreement of the parties,
the grantor of the franchise and the
franchise holder, he held

Runyan also advised that, even
though the ordinance setting up a cable
TV franchise contained a section allow-
ing for amendments to take advantage
of new developments or to meel new
Federal Communications Commission
regulations, both the county and the
franchise holder are bound by Lhe
original term of years in the contract.

In another opinion, writlen by Assl
Atty. Gen. Carl Miller, it was pointed
out that records of a public agency
should be made available for inspec-
tion by the public and that any person
who asks for copies of the record
should be sold copies of it.

But, wrote Miller, $1 a page is an
unreasonable fee for copies of records

David Lyttle, staff attorney with the
Appalachian Research and Defense
fund, filed an open records appeal with
the atlorney general. He presents Jen-
ny Endicott, president of Concerned
Citizens of Martin County, who had re-
quested copies of 13 documents, in-
cluding minutes of the meetings of the
housing agency in Martin county, those
of a citizens' advisory committee and
development project applications.

Pauline Smith, executive director of
the Martin County Housing Agency,
was guoted as saying that furnishing
the requested information would place
undue hardship on her staff and charg-
ed $1 a page for the requested copies

Miller cited an earlier opinion which
said that, while anybody may inspec!
records, agencies are nol under obliga-
tion to furnish broad categories of
records. He also said any agency which
has a board speaking through its
minutes should make the records
available to the public as soon as they
are approved by the board.

 Acid Rain Study Planned

An acid-rain study, a central en-
vironmental lab and an environmental
emergency response plan are among
the programs included in an agree-
ment between the state of Kentucky
and the federal Environmental Prolec-
tion Agency.

The agreement eslablishes the
amount and distribution of funds for
air-pollution control, hazardous- and
solid-waste management and waler-
quality control,

A health assessment study in 198
will allow the state and federal govern-
ments to analyze the impact of
hazardous- and toxic-waste substances
on the health of the population of Louis-
ville and Jefferson county, according
to Roger Blair director of the Division
of Hazardous Material and Waste
Management.

Blair and other division directors in
the Department for Natural Resources
outlined plans in the agreement during
public hearings this week in Frankfort,

The acid-rain study was listed by the
state officials as one of the top 10 en-
vironmental priorities.

Although the state wishes to
cooperate with the federal directive to

study acid rain, it has not been
allocated funds for the expensive pro-
ject, said Jack Wilson, commissioner
of the Bureau of Environmental Pro-
tection.

If EPA funds the projects, acid-rain
monitoring equipment will be installed
in February. Sampling at the eight pro-
posed collection sites is expected to
begin the end of March, Wilson said.

The need for better laboratory ser-
vices was emphasized by Larry
Schneider, a representative of the Blue
Grass Sierra Club. A water sample he
took to the existing state water
laboratory took two weeks lo pro-
cess—too long, he said.

Plans call for a new 28,000-
square-foot facility te handle
testing. for the Natural Resources
Department's divisions of Air Pollution
Control, Water, and Hazardous
Material and Solid Waste Manage-
ment, Wilson said.

Currently there are small
laboratories in the division of Water
and Air Pellution Control, he said. Fun-
ding for the construction of Lhe new lab
will come from EPA, under the agree-
ment, he noted.

Despite Dwindling
Funds, Food Stamps
Ok’d For September

Kentucky's food stamp recipients
will get their September allotment on
time, thanks to additional funds ap-
propriated by the U.S. Congress. .

Up to $446 million to continue food
stamp benefits nationwide through
next month has been appropriated by
Congress.

The additional funding is the second
supplemental appropriation made by
Congress this fiscal year. Congress
alloted $2.56 billion in May and provi-
ed $446 million this week **‘when it
became apparent that the present ftm-.;
ding would not last through the 1980
fiscal year,” said Lela Benlley,
manager of the food stamp branch
within Kentucky's Department for
Human Resources. Food stamp ap-
propriations for this fiscal year tolal
£9.191 billion.

Human Resources officials knew
earlier this year Kentucky would
deplete its food stamp funding and
began planning “for an impending
crisis,”’ Bentley said. A network was.
established to inform Kentuckians that
food stamp money might run out. “We
were even making plans for emergen-
cy feeding sites and asking local
church and civic groups to apply for
federal funds to support feeding pro-
grams, especially for children," she
said. With the additional appropriation
from Congress, Bentley explained,
emergency steps will probably not be
necessary.

Administration of the food s!amp.
program is funded on a 50-50, federal-
state matching basis. Some 138,000
families in Kentucky receive food
stamp benefils at no cost.

Housing Corp. Sets
Higher Income Limits

For Eastern Ky.

The board of directors of the Ken-
tucky Housing Corp. has revised ils
guidelines for eligibility to participate
in KHC’s single-family program.

The pew maximum income limits in
Eastern Kentucky are $1500 higher
than statewide.

The limits for this area are:

Single individual, $19,000; married
couple, no children, $20,000, single
parent or couple, one child, $21,000;
single parent or couple, two children,
$22,000; single parent or couple, three
children, $23,000; single parent or cou-
ple, four children, $24,000.

The old limits ranged from $15,000 to
$19,000 for most of the state and from
$16,500 to $20,500 for Eastern Ken-
tucky. The counties with the higher
limits are Bell, Breathitl, Clay, Clin-
ton, Cumberland, Floyd, Harlan,
Johnson, Knott, Knox, Lee, Leslie, Let-
cher, Magoffin, Martin, McCreary,
Menifee, Morgan, Owsley, Perry,
Pike, Wayne, Whitley and Wolfe.

KHC was created by the 1972 General
Assembly as a quasi-governmental
authority to underwrite mortgage
loans to low-income people. It does not
receive state funds, but operates
through the issuance of mortgage
revenue bonds.

Sisler this week, Mrs. Curlis Jarrell
said she had signed on and paid a $100
tap fee over two years ago on the
understanding thal the water line
would extend up Jarrell Fork.
However, while families in other sec-
tions of Bull Creek who had neither
signed on nor paid the fee are on the
new line, Jarrell Fork remains unserv-
ed, she complained.

For their part, Hatfield and Sisler
argue that the water line has been laid
strictly according to criteria specified
by the project’s major funding agen-
cies—the Farmers Home Administra-
tion and the Appalachian Regional
Commission—criteria which include
the number willing to sign on as poten-
tial customers, the number of families
to be served, and (he cost of serving
them.

In fact, preliminary plans called for
a thousand-fool extension of the water
main up Jarrell Fork. The extension
was subsequently dropped from the
plan, Commissioner Haltfield said,
because one property owner . there
refused to give the water district an
easement for the line.

Mrs. Earnestine Woods, one of the

said, because the pipe was to be laid
right under their house.

Engineer Sisler said there was never
any intention of going under anybody's
house and that the Woods were labor-
ing under a misunderstanding in that
regard.

He began his career by painting pro-
traits, but since then Harold Dean Col-
QS has touched nearly every realm of

e art world.

“You don't have to go to school for
everything,” said Collins, *“‘you can
just do it.”

Collins is best known for watercolor
landscapes of his native Kentucky
countryside, and prints of his natural
landscapes have been circulated na-
tionwide.

Although Collins successfully por-

@,_‘a_\'s the Kentucky nature-lover in his
ik, some of his accomplishments
have gone unnoticed.

The Kentucky state seal was design-
ed by Collins in 1956, “*The funny thing
about it is that 1 designed the seal for a
building rather than the state," said
Collins.

“In 1954 I was working for the State
Building Commission and designed the
Social Security Building in Lexington, |
was asked to design a seal lo place over

&e entry doors into the building. This
provised seal soon became lhe of-
ficial state seal,"” he said.

An act of the legislature made Col-
lins’ design of the state flag official in
1964. This was the first official act
designating a state flag—a variation of
Collins’ design for the state seal with a
wreath of goldenrod around it.

Following his archilectural work for
the Building Commission; Collins mov-
ed to the Highway Commission to do

gineering work. ‘‘I designed

ighway garages, bridges and pro-
moted Kentucky highways," he said

This proved to be good background

since Collins' next job was with the

Public Information Department as a

commercial artist,

“When Cattie Lou Miller appointed
me as the state commercial artist,
there was no category for such a job, so
I created the office and even wrole the
specifications for my job,” said Col-

le. 1 was the entire art department

r nearly three years, and [ was so
busy that I didn’t have time to do any
outside art work."”

Collins guit working for Public Infor-
mation in June 1965 and went to New
England to paint. He later returned to
Kentucky to establish a private prac-
tice, painting portraits and landscapes.

Collins has also demonstrated his
ability to write, "“The Difficulty at

eep End,” a children’s book which he

&‘mo. illustrated and designed, in-
creased his widespread
popularily.

The book evolved from a four-month
family stay in England. **We wanled to
record all our experiences,' said Col-
lins. Rather than keep a diary, Collins
reveals their British friends and ex-
periences through clever animal
characters that charm readers of all
ages.

In addition to painting and writing,

llins also possesses a flair for
tashion. In the early 1950s Collins
designed a uniform for the newly
developed Kenlucky State Police. The
Highway Patrol was to be taken over
by the State Police and ‘‘they wanted a
uniform that would be distinctly
recognizable,” he said

Collins, who attended the Kentucky
Military Institute, used the KMI
uniforms as the basis for the new

niforms, then added the World War 1

‘mp;ngn hat, This was the first police
unit in the county to have different
uniform. *‘Since then a majority of
states have somewhal modified that
same uniform,” Collins added.

Painting, however, has remained the
Kentucky artist's major pastime and

As School Bus Rolls
Caution Is In Order

The state's 7,117 school buses rolled
jnto action in August for the start of
another school year.

In addition to transporting students
of all ages to and from school, these
vehicles affect all drivers on Ken-
tucky’s roads as special regulations go
into effect when buses are loading and
unloading. '

Bennie Maffet, state lransportation
safety coordinator, said traffic moving
with the bus is always required to stop
behind the bus whenever children are

.gelting on or off.

He said, however, there may be
some confusion about cars traveling in
the oncoming lane. ““Where there is a
marked median—either raised or
depressed—between traffic lanes,
drivers moving in the opposite direc-
tion in regard to the bus are not re-
quired to stop,"” he said.

“On roads withoul medians—even
where there is a {ifth lane in the center
for turning—all trafic must stop while
tudents are loading or unloading,”
Maffet explained.

Of the accidents lasl year involving
bus riding students, none occurred
while the children were on the bus,
Maffet said. ““Mosl accidents happen
while the student is crossing or waiting
for the bus.” Drivers should consider
that ‘‘School Bus Stop Ahead” signs
have been posted throughout the state
in locations where drivers may not
have a clear view in front of them. Maf-

.{el said parents can play a big part in

safely by teaching their children to act
responsibly while riding the bus,
“There is a great potential for ac-
cidents when children are goofing off."”
he said. *“IL is not up lo the bus drivers
to be disciplinarians. They really have
their hands full just driving the bus
safely.”

*‘All bus riders are pedestrians, too,"
Maffet said. **They should be aware of
safely precautions while meeting the

.bus and while walking from the school

bus to the school.”

Students who must board or unboard
the bus when it is dark should wear
light clothing or use reflector tape, he
said. Hours of daylight decrease as the
year moves on.

PICK VEGETABLES
AT PEAK FLAVOR

Nothing can be more disappointing
to the new gardener than a ¢rop that is
too tough, too bitter, too starchy, too
seedy or just too bad. Know the best
time to harvest each vegelable, and
you will reap the maximum in tastle
and guality from the garden

Sweel corn reaches highest guality
for only a short time. It is best when
kernels are at the milky stage. To
determine this, try the thumbnail test.
Pull back a small portion of the husk,
and press the nail into one or two of the
kernels. If the inner part of the kernel
is milky when pressed oul, the kernels
are at the proper eating stage. If it is
somewhat thick or doughy, they are
pas! prime and if clear, the ear is not
yel ready. From the outside, the husk
should appear tight and the silk fairly
dry.

Green beans are normally ready lo
pick two to three weeks after first
bloom. They are at their best before
seeds reach full size. If allowed to re-
main until seeds are fully developed,
the pods will be tough and often
stringy

Onions are close to maturity about
the time that the tops bend over just
above the bulbs. Normally, they can be
harvested about the time that 75 per-
cent of the tops in a planting have bent
down. The stem when bent above the
bulb appears to develop a more closed
neck that makes the bulb store better
Therefore, some gardeners bend over
all onions a few weeks before harvest.

Cabbage heads should feel firm when
pressed, but size is nol too important
If left too long some heads may splil
after heavy rains. When heads split
they should be harvested and used pro-
mptly. Cul off some of the roots with a
spade, or lwis! the heads to tear off
some of the roots, and reduce tendency
toward splitting when heads are well
developed.

Potatoes increase in size unlil the
lops yellow and die. Immature
polatoes have a skin that rubs off easi-
ly, while mature potatoes do nol. Im-
mature tubers should be used first
since they will not store well.

Tomatoes have the best flavor when
they are picked fully ripe. At that time
they can be easily broken from the vine
with a slight twist

Cucumbers may be used al any
desired size. When seeds are fully
developed, or when the rind begins to
yellow, they are too mature.

In the fzall of 1976 Betsy Layne High
began a football program. If was anex-
citing happening on the Floyd counly
sports scene. A high school with a
history of fine athletes was embarking
on a new sport, a sport that had en-
joyed success at Wheelwright and
Prestonsburg high schools

Jim Cecil returned to his nalive area
from Michigan to begin the new pro-
gram, He stressed patience among the
fans and players, pointing out that time
was the key ingredient for a young grid
team.

The first season of the program wenl
along as everyone expected. The Bob-
cats played a junior varsity schedule
and showed some promise though they
went winless, The next season they
made the very big step up to the varsi-
ty ranks. Perhaps it was a bit to soon,
for that reason, which had some wide
point margins go against the Bobeats,
launching a continuing story of frustra-
tion for the football game.

As Betsy Layne moved into its third
year of football and second varsity
season, the talk was not on who was
coming back and what positions looked
the strongest, but rather, would fool-
ball continue at all?

After another winless varsily season,
it appeared as if the administration at
Betsy Layne had had enough of foot-
ball. Cecil declined to return as coach
for a fourth year and wilh aboul two
weeks before the season opener, the
grid Bobecats were withoul a coach.
The team was withoul a suitable prac-
tice facility and there was a general
lack of interest for football.

Two weeks before the season, the
Betsy Layne administration actually
arrived at the decision to terminate the
football program but before the an-
nouncement was made official, Don
Daniels came over from his solid foot-
ball program at Wheelwright High to
take the head job al Betsy Layne.

In an eleventh hour move, Betsy
Layne kept their football program
alive,

The first part of the schedule was
cancelled last season and the Bobcats
did not play their first game until
September. They won their first varsi-
ty game on October 5, 14-6 over
Mullins. In every game, they were
respectable and the four-year-old pro-
gram was showing signs of maturing.

With almost twenty lettermen retur-
ning for this season, Betsy Layne's
football future looked bright entering
its fifth year. Then, over the summer,
Daniels decided to retire from
coaching and the Bobcats were without
a coach once again.

It wasn't until August 6, just over the
weeks before the scheduled season
opener against Prestonsburg, thal the
Bobeats gol a coach. Charles Lovely,
an assistant al Wayne County High,
took the job—for less than a week. He
actually left before he gol sfarted.

Another eleventh hour scene. Enter
Daniels again. He came out of
coaching retirement on August 13 to
put the Bobcats through their first
drills of the summer.

“It'll take a lot of hard work and
practice, but these kids deserve a team
and I hope to have a respectable
season,”” Daniels said

Their August 22 game with Prestons-
burg has been postponed and Betsy
Layne will open their season against
Class A power Paintsville on August 29.

“My major concern is to gel these
boys in shape to face a tough team,”
Daniels added, “It's sort of like the
situation last season. We have the
same practice time to get ready for our
first game, bul we do have more games
this year and we have around twenty
boys back from lasl year. It'll take
work to get ready but I think these boys
at Betsy Layne are willing to do that.
They want football to continue.”

SPECIAL RULING MADE

Special permission was given by the
Interstate Commerce Commission Mon-
day to carrlers serving Ohio and Penn-
svlvania coal districts to make their
new rates effective on the lake cargo
coal by August 10, without complying
with the usual advance notice require-
ment,

The commission some time ago or-
dered the lake cargo rates from the
Ohio and Pennsylvania fleld reduced
on or before August 10. New railroad
rate schedules under the commission’s
regulations are ordinarily required to
be published thirty days in advance of
their effective date, but the roads were
unable to get the lake cargo schedules
out for publication July 10. The spe-
cial commission order, therefore, gave
them permission to make the schedules
effective with only 15 days of notize.

County, Towns
Reap Monthly
Result of Tax

State Senator Benny Ray Bailey and
State Representative Gregory Stumbo
last week delivered state checks total-
ing $32,974.37 to the Floyd fiscal court
and county municipal governments as
part of the state's plan to give more
funds to local government for construe-
tion and maintainence of county and
municipal roads. (In the past, county
governments participated in a co-op
program with the state whereby the
state would do some work on county
roads and be paid by the county for the
work. The 1980 legislative session
changed this and provided for the
money to come directly to the local
governments so that they may have
sufficient funds to do an adequate job
of constructing and maintaining coun-
ty and municipal roads.)

Senator Bailey commented:

“This $32,074.37 represents only one
month, July, 1980, of gasoline tax col-
lections for Floyd county. In the [uture,
the fiscal court and municipal govern-
ments throughout the county will
receive this money, once each month.
The 1980 session not only provided for
local governments to receive this
money directly, but we also doubled
the amount of money local govern-
ments will receive to work on county
and municipal roads. The local govern-
ments, for the first time, will have
monies to maintain our roads and be
able to establish their own priorities
for road maintenance and construc-
fion."

Represenlative Stumbo said:

“Not only the county fiscal court,
which received $28,424.50 to work on
county roads this month, benefitted but
for the first time cities in Floyd county
received money to work on their
streets; Prestonsburg received
$1907.44; Martin, $438.12;
Wheelwright, $442.02; Bypro, $80.82;
Lackey, $163.87; Wayland, $214; Allen,
$403.56. This is consistent with my
philosophy that we should strive to
bring government closer to the people
it serves.”

Both men pointed out that this
$32,074.37 represents only the money
coming to the county for the month of
July and that similar checks would be
coming back to the fiscal court and
municipal governments every month.

“The local governments, for the first
time, have sufficient funds to begin a
planned program to construct and
maintain county and municipal
roads,’’ Senator Bailey said.

In what the legislators described as a
continuing effort to give local govern-
ments funds *“‘to allow them to become
more responsive to people's needs,"”
the Brown administration has also
established a Division of Counly and
Municipal Accounting in the office of
the Secretary of Finance to assist local
governments with the administration
of these funds. Any local official who
has any questions regarding the ad-
ministration of these funds should feel
free to call Finance Secretary George
Atkins for assistance, they said,

MOBILE HOME RIP-OFFS

You may lose money on one of the
largest investments you will ever
make. If you're one of the more than
5,000 Kentuckians who will spend bet
ween $10,000 and $25,000 for a mobile
home this year, you may lose money to
a mobile home dealer who deceives
consumers by misrepresenting the
condition of both new and used mobile
homes and who damages the homes
during set-up

The Consumer Protection Division of
the Attorney General's Office recently
sued a Kentucky mobile home dealer
for violating the state's Consumer Pro
tection Act (KRS 367.170) by
misrepresenting the condition of
mobile homes as being in safe working
order and by failing to provide fur-
nishings and appliances which were in
cluded in purchase contracts,

The dealer was also charged with
damaging homes during sef-up and
with violating the federal
“Truth-in-Lending Act” by failing to
provide customers who were buying on
time with copies of their contracts. The
Altorney General's Office received
more than 100 complaints concerning
mobile homes lasl year.

Kentucky law provides that a mobile
home dealer must certify the good con-
dition of a used mobile home’s healing,
plumbing and elecirical systems by
placing a certification sticker, obtain-
ed from the State Fire Marshal's Of-
fice, in a prominent place on the home.
A dealer who fails to affix the certifica-
tion or who displays one when the
heating, plumbing or electrical system
is not in good working order may lose
his dealer’s license and may be subject
to other penalties such as fines or im-
prisonment

Another Kentucky law proteects con-
sumers from being stuck with defec-
tive mobile homes and provides for the
awarding of attorney’s fees to those
who win suits under the statute. The
law states that if, within the first 12
months of ownership, a new mobile
home has defects which cost the owner
more than 4 percent of the home's pur-
chase price lo repair and requires
repair on three separale occasions, the
owner may return the home for a full
refund, However, the owner must first
notify the manufactlurer of the home, in
writling by certified mail, return
receipt requested, of the home's
defects 10 days after they are
discovered and give the manufacturer
an opportunity to repair them.

The Consumer Protection Division
has the following advice for mobile
home shoppers:

1. Ask the salesman lo go through
and explain each portion of your sales
contract.

2. Make a list of the furnishings, ap-
pliances, transportation and sel-up ser-

vices thal are included in the written
contract. You'll need the list later on to
make sure you receive everything to
which you are entitled

3. Be sure to examine the home you
will be purchasing rather than relying
on a model or demonstrator home

4 Know exactly what is covered
under the home’s warranties as well as
what warranty is provided by the
dealer, if any, and what warranty is
provided by the manufacturer

5. Find out who will be responsible
for damage to the home incurred dur-
ing shipping and set-up.

6. When the home is delivered, check
to see that everything is in good work-
ing order before allowing the sel-up
crew to leave

7. And be sure to retain copies of all
agreements

Offenders May Pay Off Fines
By Doing Community Work

For the past two years, pérsons ap-
pearing in the Christian County district
courts have been paying for Ltheir
crimes with their time—but not in the
county jail.

Under a special program funded
through the Kentucky Crime Commniis-
sion, selected offenders have been pay-
ing their ‘“debt (o society’' as volunteer
workers in the community.

To date more than 200 misdemeanor
and traffic offenders have been refler-
red to the Community Service Alter-
native Program where they have been
working off fines or jail senlences with
work for various organizations in the
communily.

Louis T. Smith, who has monitored
the program for the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Justice, said the program was
set up with a $17,000 Law Enforcement
Assistance Administration grant.

“The program was established to
relieve the overcrowding in the county
jail and as a way of getling restitution
from offenders who didn’t need to be in
jail and who couldn’t afford to pay a
fine,” Smith said.

Cathryn Trager, current director of
the program in Christian County, said
the program has had some unexpected
results.

‘““Some people have continued their
volunteer -work after their required
time was served and we’ve had several
find jobs with the organizations they
did work for," she said.

Trager, who has previously done
psychiatric therapy and public rela-
tions, said all of her skills have been us-
ed in the job. She is responsible for fin-
ding appropriate volunteer work for
persons referred from district court

Traffic offenders can refer
themselves or be referred by the cir-
cuit clerk. Misdemeanor offenders are
required to be referred by a district
judge. The volunteer work is con-
sidered a term of parole. For most
work an hour of volunteer time is
equivalent to $3 of the fine.

A person fined $100 plus court costs
would be required to work 40 hours of
time for one of the more than 40 par-
ticipaling agencies. Persons with full-
time jobs are reguired to work at least
10 hours a week.

“*Whenever possible, I try to fit the
volunteer work to the nature of the
crime,” Trager said. “For instance if a
person is brought in on charges of
criminal littering, I would assign that
person to the mainlainance depart-
ment of the city parks.

“But I also try to find something thal
person might enjoy doing,"" she added.
“People do better jobs al things they
enjoy."

Work done in the communily as a
resull of the program includes
maintenance, recreational aid for the
Hopkinsville parks, plumbing work for
the Red Cross, assistance al Western
State Hospital, help with stocking
ponds and mechanical maintenance on
Salvation Army and Sheriff’s depart-
ment vehicles.

“The most negative reaction I've
gotten from clients has been, ‘1 wish |
could have done more,”” Trager said.
She noted that surveys of persons who
were referred to the program showed
most enjoyed working off their fine in
this manner.

*“Most of those who felt displeased at
all felt like the type of work they were
given was nolt very important, but |

Out of the first 100 peoply in the pro-
gram, only seven failed lo complete
their work assignment and had to be
referred back o district court, Trager
said

“Economically, the program has
been wvery successful,” she added.
“Local agencies pul up $3,400 in match
money o gel the grant, We estimale
that the value of the work which they
have gollen in return is aboul $8,500.

“*The counly court loses the money in
fines, but many of these people
couldn't have afforded the fines
anyway. They would have been pul in
jail at a cost of aboul $42 a day Lo the
county," she said

The problem facing Trager al pre-
sent is funding. The Law Enforcement
Assistance Administration grant
money has been cul from the federal
budget.

“We're funded up unlil Dec. 31 and
we'll work hard until then, bul after
that who knows?"" she said.

Trager said she fell the spirit of the
program would go on in some way.
“The economies of jailing people is go-
ing to force more places to turn toward
this kind of program,” she said.

ly by grief but by guill that can drive
them to make drastic changes in their
lives, psychologisls say. In some cases
guilt can even destroy a marriage.

Dr. Patricia Nicol, director of the
department’s maternal and child
health division, said sudden infant
death syndrome has no known' cause,
symptoms or cure. Until more is
known about crib death, nothing
parents or health professionals can do
will prevent the syndrome from occur-
ring, she said.

In 51 counties parents of crib-death
victims are helped by the Department
for Human Resources lo cope with the
griel of losing a child and the crushing
feeling that they were somehow at
fault. A chief goal of the department’s
program is to persuade parents they
are not to blame.

Current medical theory suggests
that sudden infant death syndrome is
not a single disorder, but a combina-
tion of several disorders. Scientisls
don’t, however, believe suffocation or
choking are causes of crib death, Nicol
said in a recent interview.

It has been established that crib
deaths usually strike infanls under
12 months old and that it usually oc-
curs when the child is sleeping. The
baby appears normal before death,
with no obvious signs of distress. Death
apparently is nearly instantaneous,
she said.

“The guill these parents often feel is
nearly unbearable, They pul a seem-
ingly healthy baby to bed and the in-
fant dies. They ask themselves, ‘What
did I do wrong?""" Nicol said.

“Sometimes the couple believes
others around them think they are to
blame. I've heard of instances in which
couples move out of their
neighborhoods to get away from
neighbors’ questions about the inci-
dent,”’ she said.

The parenls somelimes find
themselves blaming each other for the
death, which, Nicol added, can spell
the end of a relationship.

The department obtained a federal
grant in 1978 to establish the sudden in-
fant death syndrome program. Five
area development districts—Kentucky
River, Cumberland Valley, Bluegrass,
Purchase and Barren River—now are
served by the program. Department
officials hope soon to expand the effort
to the other 10 districts,

In the early stages of the program, it
was believed health departments had
to obtain a certificate of need lo offer
the program, which according to Dr.
Nicol, may have discouraged growth of
the project. It has not been determined
a certificate of need isn't required
Also, Human Resources was without a
state coordinator for more than six
months so the program has not grown
as quickly as officials had hoped, Nicol
said.

In each of the five active districts a
health department nurse, trained in

counseling, offers to visit parents after
a coroner rules that a crib death has
occurred. The nurse attempts to help
the parents with their grief and assure
them they are blameless. If intensive
counseling is needed, the nurse may
refer them to a comprehensive care
cenler.

Power Use Rises
During Heat Wave

High temperatures and humidity
continue to increase the amount of
electricity used by Kentucky Power
customers, selling for the third time
this summer a record demand.

On Monday, August 11, al 2 p.m., the
company reported a new summer peak
of 790,000 kilowalts. This peak is nearly
five percent higher than the first de-
mand of 755,000 kilowatts set on July 17
and 6.5 percent higher than last sum-
mer's peak of 739,000 kilowatts.

“The heat has had an effect on
everything, especially the utility in-
dustry,” said W. W. Zoellers, Pikeville
division manager. "Winter and sum-
mer are peak periods in the ulility in-
dustry, and higher electric bills reflect
the rise in energy consumption. We en-
courage our customers to take advan-
tage of our equal payment plan which
can lower bills during these high usage
months by spreading the cost over a
longer period."

Kentucky Power Company serves
nearly 140,000 customers in a 20-county
service area. Its only generating facili-
ty, the Big Sandy plant, has a max-
imum capacity of 1,060,000 kilowatts.
The company’s all-lime peak was
922,000 kilowatls set February 5, 1980.

3:20).

Waterfow! hunting in shirtsleeves
and shorts?

Most duck hunting takes place in the
middle of winter, when (according to
duck hunters) the colder, cloudier and
more miserable it is, the better the
hunting.

Bul there is a short season in early
September in Kentucky which should
appeal to the hunter who doesn'l par-
ticularly care for cold feet.

This season is f{or teal only and lasts
just nine days (from Sept. 6 through
Sepl. 14). But for duck hunters suffer-
ing from Lhe long layoff since last
January, il represenls a welcome
preview of things to come

The reason for this September teal
season is that the blue-winged teal (the
most common teal in Kentucky) is an
exiremely early migrant. After spend-
ing most of the summer in the prairie
regions of the northern United States
and southern Canada, these birds
begin migraling southward in Augusl.

By the lime the winter waterfowl
seasons open in November, these teal
are already seftled in at Lheir winler-
ing grounds south of the border.

In addition to blue-winged teal, Ken-
tucky hunters will encounter an occa-
sional green-winged teal. The third
member of this family, the cinnamon
teal, is a Western species and is ex-
tremely rare eas! of the Rocky Moun-
tains. All teal species may be taken
during this September season.

Teal are puddle ducks. Like
mallards and pintails, they inhabit
small bodies of water rather than the
large lakes and rivers which attract

diving ducks like canvasbacks or
redheads.

Most teal hunting lakes place in
Western Kentucky, which is a part of
the Mississippi Flyway, a major waler-
fowl migration route. Bul teal can also
be found on farm ponds and small
streams in the wesl-central and central
portions of Lhe state, according to Joe
Bruna, director of the Wildlife Division
of the Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources,

Bruna says that several wildlife
management areas in Wesl Kentucky
usually have some good early teal hun-
ting. These public hunting areas are
Ballard (Ballard County), Sloughs
(Henderson Counly) and Wesl Ken-
tucky (McCracken County),

A little pre-season scouling of the
neighborhood farm ponds will also
very likely turm up some teal. Then it's
just & matter of obtaining permission
to hunt from the pond owner and
waiting for opening day.

But while you're waiting, you'd bet-
ter make a trip down to the post office
and purchase your 1980-81 Migratory
Bird Hunting and Conservation Stamp
(which everybody calls a ‘“‘duck
stamp”). This federal stamp is re-
quired in addition lo & valid Kenlucky

Jhunting license.

The daily limit during this early
season is four teal, and eight may be in
possession after two or more days of
hunting. Shooting hours are from
sunrise until sunset, local prevailing
time.

And remember thal teal are the only
ducks you may hunt during this
Sepltember season. Wood ducks are
also common in Kentucky during early
September, Bruna says, but the season

Carnival Rides Get
Closer Inspection

Kentuckians using amusemenl rides
al county fairs, carpivals, shopping
centers and parks can now feel a little
safer. A new program is providig
salety inspections for all amusemenl
rides.

On-site inspections of all amusement
rides operating in Kentucky is now be-
ing provided by the Department for
Huinan Besources consumer product
safety branch, “We have the authority
needed to ensure that only safe rides
are operaled in Kentucky,” said Edsel
Moore, branch manager,

Should the branch’s inspectors deter-
mine an amusemenl ride is unsafe,
they ¢an immediately recommend to
the local jurisdiction that the ride be
closed. The local jurisdiction is the fair
board, shopping cenler management
or whatever party has contracted for
the rides.

Moore said the consumer product
safety branch’s inspeclions include
checks of the fail-safe mechanisms,
hydraulic systems, stress points, metal
wear, salety restraints, structural
modifications, door lalches and many
other considerations.

“Because of some serious injuries in
other states, additional saflely
resiraints, door latches and other
features have been modified or added
to certain rides,” said Moore. The
department’s inspectors will also be
checking these modifications and addi-
tions to ensure rider’s safely.

Since very few injuries related to
amusement rides are reported, said
Moore, the extent of the problem is nol
well defined. “*Many representatives of
carnivals, amusemenl ride companies
and insurance companies don't release
information on accidents," he said. “In
the future we hope to change that.”

Moore encourages anyone suspec-
ling a hazard or experiencing an injury
on an amusement ride to contact the
Department for Human Resources,
Consumer Product Safety Branch, 275
East Main St., Frankfort, Ky. 40621.

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Farmers and Feds Fight
Grasshopper Invasion

"By Sharon Cutler

CA grasshopper invasion is expected
vthis year which poses a threat to
‘rangelands and  croplinds in  the
‘plains  states and  intermountain
dregion. The United States Depart-
sment of Agriculture (USDA) and
“the Animal and Plant Health
Inspection  Service (APHIS) are
Sproviding a Rangeland Grasshopper
‘Cooperative Management Program
‘1o control the destructive effects of
ithe invasion. These agencies recog-

snize the neced for u muanagement
wstrategy  which can be regionally
~coordinated between the affected

'states, the Federal government and
‘landowners.
Grasshoppers cal plants, and their

“uncontrolled presence in great
“numbers destrovs both  rangeland
vand cultivated vegetation.  Ran-

fgclatnd,\ constilute a resource for
wittersheds, wildlife habitat, lives-
Ltock and livestoek products, recrea-
v tion and various other economic
Cinterests. The cost 1o individuals of
a4 control program to reduce rin-
geland destruction would be prohibi-
tive; control would therefore most

‘likely be non-existent if left to
individuals.
I The lack of control by private

Jdandowners would leave the border-
“ing public domain lands susceptible
to destruction by the grasshoppers.

Rangelands which are typically
infested arc. in gencral, suffering
from lack of moisture; a severe

grasshopper invasion would bring
further economic hardship. Both the
costs and benefits of a control
program must be carefully estimated
and cvaluated o determine  the
worth of any such program.

The program as proposed by the
USDA and APHIS 15 on an ™as
needed” basis since  public cost-
sharing funds and private funds are
involved. The objective of  this
program is 10 Suppress economic
grasshopper infestation in an ef-
ficient as well as biologicallv sound
manner.

Other alternatives which  have
been considered and determined to
be impractical at the present Lime
for either biological or economic
reasons include no  program of
control, biocontrol (the use of fungi.
bacteria or viruses), parasites and
predators, cultural/mechanical con-
trol and eradication.

An alternative method which was
considered. but requires further
research and methods development
includes the use of a pathogen with
grasshopper bait, The proposed
alternative, which appears to be the
most practical, is ultra low volume
aerial application of chemical insec-
ticides, specifically malathion and
carbaryl. which are regarded as sale
insecticides when used according to
muanufacturer's instructions.

Need For Action

In 1877, the Entomological Com-
mission was formed 10 deal with
problems of grasshopper infestation
of the frontiers, which were some-
times nearly devastated by infesta-
tions. This commission evolved into
the USDA. uand APHIS. Early
infestations were partially controlled
by the use of toxic bait, bul
untreated outbreaks left the land
susceptible to crosion by water and
wind. :

The objective of the proposed plan
is. a program which will suppress
ceconomic grasshopper infestation on
rangelands that will protect ran-
geland vegetation and reduce or
prevent large scale movement to

susceptible c¢rops  with the least
unfavorable environmental  con-
sequences, Carbaryl and malathion,
the suggested inseclicides, are
currently used in large scale
programs,

APHIS asserts that it is possible
to determine the locations- of
probable infestations in advance.
Landowners and local administra-
tors in the affected arcas will be
notified of the possible hazard and
will be advised that treatment may
be requested and  provided upon
request il the actuality of infestation
occurs.

There are several hundred gras-
shopper species. Of these, about 15
species are copsidered pests. These
35 species are  divided into 1wo
catcgories—rangeland pests  and
cropland pests. There are some
differences between the two categor-
ies and a number of shared
characteristics,

The species  which
gravest  cconomic  consequences
prefer green wvegetation 1o dry
vegetation und cultivated plants to

cause  the

wild plants. When  relitively  low
numbers of inscets are present. their
cating hiabits are more selective und
the threat minimized, Outbreaks of
severe  infestation are. generally
preceded by several years of gradual
increases. in grisshopper population
followed by a sudden substantial
increase in the population of  the
pests. With no c¢ontrol such an
outbreak usually lasts three yeurs,

The: intensity of dn ootbreak
depends upon various factors such as
the rate of the preceding years'
population increases, and  the
temperiture and mosture ingrease
at the time of hatching. Nutural
factors which tend 1o keep the
grasshopper population under con-
trol include unfavorable weather,
especiully extended cold periods or
wet weather. lack of food, and the
presence of natural encmies, includ-
ing discase. The most severe ouls
breaks are most often associaled
with drought.

The destructive effects of gras-
shoppers include competition with
livestock for forage. feeding on the
growing part of grasses, and culling
off seed stalks which reduces seed
production and increases the li-
kelihoad of soil erosion in heavily
infested areas

Alternatives And Action

The strategy proposed in the
Environmental Impact Statement
published by the USDA and APHIS
suggests surveys to detect, evaluate
and delimit infestation in time to
CAFTY OUl suppressive measures on
sites miceting program c¢riteria. The
surveys include an Adult Survey.
taken in mid-summer 1o early Tall,
which establishes the potential
infestation for the coming year, The
Nymphal Survey is laken the
following spring and consists of
further observation of the areas
identified in the Adult Survey to
determine the hatching population.
A Delimiting Survey is taken in late
spring to determine precise boundar-
ies for the treatment block.

The states which are most hikely
to be affected by severe infestation
are Arizona, California, Colorado,
Idaho. Montana, Nevada, North
Dakota, South Dakota, Oregon,
Utah, Washington, Wyoming, Kan-
sas, Nebraska, New Mexico, Ok-
lahoma, and Texas.

Pretreatment planning 15 included
in the impact statemenl. Notifica-
tion of pending action to the
papulation of involved arcas is part
of the pretreatment planning. This
includes public meetings, oral no-
tification of residents or their
representatives concerning the pes-
ticide to be used, method of

application. and precautions to be
observed, daily information of
program progress, diversion of

traffic, use of nozzles and pressure
variations Lo reduce drift, identifica-
tion of treatment arcas, monitoring
ol atmospheric conditions, avoidance
of water supplies, and consideration
of crop tolerance. Local people may
be excluded from direct treatment if
they so desire. however drift may
occur although it will be minimized
by the planned procedures

The cost of the program will be
equally divided between the state
and Federal governments and the

landowners: In those states where
the state government s not par-
ticipsiting. the lindowner will bear

two-thirds  of the cost and the

Feder:id government one-third,

APHIS will not authorize use of
i pesticide il 10 is believed to
constitute a danger Lo water quality,
fish, wildlife, or food chains.
Sensitive areas, such uas  schools,
shopping areas hind municipal water
supplics are excluded from direct
treatment.
Other Controls
A number of other possible control
methods are discussed in the Impact
Statement. No control of infestation,
one possibility, would leave serious
environmental, economic and social
damage. Biological control, the
introduction and encouragement of
natural enemics of grasshoppers, is
generally inefficient

There are certain types of fungus

diseases which have an effect on
grasshopper population, but these
have not  been  commercially

produced for purposes of control.
Bacteria are not known lo be
effective apgainst grasshoppers. Vir-
uses as a control method are being
rescarched but are not presently
known to have substantial effects on
the pests,

The use ok protozoa, specifically
Nosema |Locutae, appears to be
promising. It effects only grasshop-
pers and allied species. However, its
mass production is currenily prob-
lematic; it has a short shelf life and
its viability under harsh conditions is
not known. Rescarch is being done
to examine the possibility of the use
of these protozoa in the future

The encouragement of parasites
and predators is usually not effective
until the damage to crops and
rangeland has already been accom-
plished. Culural and mechanical
methods of control, such as tlling of
infested rangeland arcas, is
not practical for reasons of cost, and
would most likely result in unwanted
wind and water erosion of the
land.

Integrated' pest management, a
combination of chemical, biological
and cultural methods has been used
for many years to restrict the use of
chemical insecticide.

Eradication may be effective with
newly introduced pests, but is not
considered to be feasible because of
the probable scope of the infestation.
Also the complete eradication of
grasshoppers is undesirable because
they do play a ‘role in ccosystems.

The selected insecticides (carbaryl

and malathion) are considered
nonpersistent, relatively effective for
. grasshoppers. low in loxicity to

mammals, and when used with label
instructions, to have no lasting
irreversible environmental impacts.

insecticides involves the
acceptance of some level of risk. The
two chosen chemicals are believed to
pose a significantly lesser hazard to
humans, fish and wildlife than other
chemicals labeled for use in gras-
shopper control,

Creation-Evolution
Balanced Teaching
Approved in State

The Kentucky Superintendent of
Public: Instruction has notified all
public school districts in the state thal
they may elect to offer students a
balanced scientific. presenlation of
both the creation and evolution
theories in any class which deals with
the origin and early history of man and
the universe. The decision applies, for
example, to classes in biology,
sociology, anthropology, ecology, or
ancient history. Texthooks and sup-
plementary materials presenting both
views may be purchased from each
distriet's discretionary fund, accor
ding to the decision

The action was taken in response Lo a
request from “‘Citizens for Balanced
Teaching on Origins,"" a Lexington
group composed of engineers, physi-
cians, attorneys, businessmen,
theologians, and educators, The
group's request notes that neither the
creation theory nor the evolution
theory can be proven but that each
marshals an appreciable amount of
scientific evidence in its defense and
each has equally importanl moral,
religious, cultural, and historical over-
tones. The group’s review of eight texts
used by the local school system reveal-
ed that only the evolutionary belief was
presented. Moreover, several other
states were found to permil the
teaching of both views. Therefore, the
group argued, the *one-sided"” ap-
proach should be corrected and both
competing theories should be
presented to Kentucky students

The Kentucky Department of Educa-
tion studied the request, along with
texts and other background informa
tion submitted, and reviewed the ad-
vice of counsel from both the Depart-
menl's legal section and the Kentucky
Altorney General's Office before
rendering its decision, The ruling
makes the teaching of both theories
voluntary, not mandatory, and re-
quires that such presentations be made
on the basis of scientific evidences and
principles; religious presenlations are
not intended, though the moral im-
plications of both theories may be
discussed.

GET AN EARLY START
ON CHRISTMAS BUYING

It's not too soon to update your
Christmas gift list. Now is the best
time because late summer sales offer a
good opportunity to begin shopping for
the holidays ahead.

The stores are making room for fall
and winter merchandise and often
have reductions of 30 to 50 percent on
some goods.

Gelting an early start on gift-buying,
however, requires advance planning.
Planning will not only help you take ad-
vantage of the bargains available, but
it will also help you avoid the disap-
pointments that so often resull from
last-minute gift shopping,

To make the most of money to be
spent for gifts and the time devoted to
gift-shopping, try these suggestions:

Begin by making a list for every per-
son you plan to buy a gift for this year.
Update sizes, color choices and ages.
Include the hobbies, sports and other
favorite activities of everyone on the
list. For a person whose main interest
is work, consider something to use on
the job, such as a desk clock or a new
thermos for the brown-bagger.

Study newspaper ads and check
bargain counters for possible gifts. An
updated gift list will make the brows-
ing easier and more productive.

If buying a bargain or reduced item,
remember that the sale is likely to be
final. Because exchange or refund will
not be permitted, be sure the item will
fit by Christmas and the color will
please.

Always check for flaws and damage
before buying a gift. Even at a reduced
price, damaged goods may not be
worth the price.

GUIDELINES FOR HOME
GROUNDS PLANTINGS

Good landscaping not only enhances
the appearance of your property but
makes it more valuable. A recent study
indicaled good landscaping may
enhance the value of property by as
much as 20%, with an average of 5 to
10%.

There is no ‘‘cook book' solution to
landscaping a home. Each site and
family is different, with different
needs, tastes and aspirations for a
landscape. There are certain general
principles which should be considered
in regards to landscaping and the use
of plants. Since the transition between
a plan on paper and the final planting
may be difficult, the following
guidelines ‘shiould prove helpful in ob-
taining a good final result.

Plants should conform to design
criteria of form, line, color or texture
before ‘‘names are named’ or favorite
plants are arbitrarily placed. For ex-
ample, it would be important to know
that what is needed under a particular
window is a spreading, fine textured
evergreen shrub which will reach an
ultimate height of no more than four
feet and have a 5pring blooming period
of pink during two or three weeks of
May. With these requirements deter-
mined it would be a rather simple step
to find a suitable plant to answer the
description. Select plants that fill the
need and "‘do the job'" rather than try-
ing to fit any plant into situations it
doesn't belong. It will save you time,
work and money.

Overhead shade trees are the most
important plant elements in the land-
scape and should be first on the plan-
ting list in practically all home ground
designs, Because of their size and
character, shade trees have the
greatest overall effect on the
neighborhood. Of all the types of plants
in the landscape, shade trees take the
longest to produce their final effect.
When mature, they provide needed
shade in summer months and allow
penetration of filtered sun in the
winter.

Plant as large shade trees as you
can afford, Your landscape need not all
be planted on the same day. Follow
your plan and plant the different sec-
tions as your time and budget allow,
By using larger trees, youdon't have to
wait 20 years for a lree o grow lo a
reasonable size.

In nature, intermediate size trees
form an understory to the larger shade
trees. In planting the home grounds,
they are next in importance after
shade trees. This group includes the
flowering trees (e.g. dogwood) as well
as those which do not bloom but may
have other interesting characteristics
of form, growth habit or texture. They
are particularly useful in defining a
space such as an entry area or when
used as a ‘‘see through'' screen near a
property line or around a patio.

; Whatever type of plant is considered,
it is usually better to plant a group
rather than a single plant. A “'stand”’ of
hardwoods or a “stand” of pines is
found in nature, and the effect of this
massing in the home ground can be
quite spectacular. This principal is
even more applicable to the use of
shrubs, which can present quite a spot-
ty appearance when planted singly. It
is better to plant several of one species
or one appearance when planted sing-
ly. It is better to plant several of one
species or one color in a mass as oppos-
ed to the planting of ‘‘one of
everything" or the practice of alter-
nating colors such as one red, one
white, one red, one white, etc.

Foundation planting is
misunderstood by most homeowners.
This practice was once used to cover
unsightly foundations, basement win-
dows or exposed spaces under porches,

and usually consisted of a straight line
of shrubs planted close to the house.
Homes today rarely have high, expos-
ed foundations, and a continuous row of
shrubs al the base of house is usually
unnecessary, Today's foundation plan-
ting might be a simple massing of plant
material which relates to the archilec-
ture of the house, beds of groundcover
adjacent to window panels, massing of
shrubbery at entrance zones, or flower-
ing trees located in front of blank
walls, It should be used to enhance the
function and appearance of the home
grounds, but not necessarily to hide
part of the house,

Use plants which “work' in the
home grounds twelve months of the
year, not just a week or Iwo while in
bloom. Azaleas may form a fine ever-
green mass all year long and give a
bonus of color in the spring. Dogwoods
give color before the leaves emerge,
then furnish green foliage all summer,
red foliage and berries in the fall, and
an outstanding bare limb structure
during the winter—all of this while
functioning as a space divider, an ac-
cent or a directional element.

The use of ‘‘different’ plant
malerials is not necessarily beiter in
most designs. The oddly colored
foliage or the very unusual (sometimes
grotesque) forms possessed by certain
plants may be extremely difficull to
use, even by a professional designer.
Homeowners select these ‘‘new" in-
novations at a nursery or in a catalog,
not having any idea as to what their ef-
fect will be when brought inlo the home
grounds. Too often these oddities
become the overpowering, dominaling
factor in a yard, diluting any other
desired effect.

Annuals and herbaceous perennials
should be used as “‘fill-ins” for color
and special effects rather than as
elements of permanency. Too much
reliance is often placed on a colorful
bed of annuals that has a short season,
without giving adequate thought to the
appearance of the area for the re-
mainder of the year. Evergreen shrub
and tree masses may serve as ex-
cellent backdrops for a brillant spot of
petunias, a clump of iris or day lilies
and still remain “‘on duty'" all year.

Transplanting from tne wild is usual-
ly a risky way to secure trees and
shrubs; losses can be very high,
Nursery stock has normally had the
advantage of being root pruned al least
once, resulting in a more compact rool
mass and safer moving. Dealing with a
reputable nursery is undoubledly the
best in securing most planl material.

Generally speaking, plants which
are native or indigenous Lo an area are
maore satisfactory than imported
“exolics’’. There are many fine trees
and shrubs which grow naturally in
Kentucky, and they make up a large
part of some of the most successful
plantings

Firm Will Repair
Pike Co. Silt Pond

Mountain Landscaping, of Mt. Sterl-
ing, has been awarded $10,800 contract
to correct a silt pond that was threaten-
ing to break and thus flood two homes
near Pikeville

David C, Short, Region 11 Director of
the Interior Department's Office of
Surface Mining (OSM), approved
funds for the project, which is located
in Shelbiana, just outside Pikeville.
The contract was awarded Augusl 8,
1980

“Two sediment basins from a strip
mining operation which ended in 1975
were involved,” Short said. “Erosion
already had broken open the upper
basin when personnel from our Knox-
ville office investigated it on August 4
and the sediment from that pond had
filled up the lower basin, causing the
dam to erode as well,

“There was a very real likelihood
that an abnormal rainfall could break
open that dam and send the waler and
sediment down onto the lwo homes
where five people live,"" Short said.

“Mountain Landscaping will drain
the ponds, grade the land back and
revegetate the area,” Short said. The
work is expected to take about two
weeks.

Funds for the project come from the
federal share of reclamation fees
levied on current coal production to
reclaim abandoned mine lands under
the 1977 Federal Surface Mining Con-
trol and Reclamation Acl

Art Of Growing Ginseng Revived At Quicksand

An old and all but forgot-
ten garden art Is belng re-
vived at the UK College of
Agriculture’s Robinson Sub-
station at Quicksand In
Breathitt county. The art?
Growing ginseng under
cover In what used to be
called a "sang garden.”

Some 50 years ago these
"gardens” were common
sights In many parts of
Eastern Kentucky. A "sang
garden” consisted of a small
plot ol ground enclosed with
elght-foot slats. The slats
were riven by hand with a
frow out of black oak logs.
Pine boughs covered the
slats. In the ground under
the dappled shade of these
enclosed gardens. many
larmers added to their In-
come by growing the herb,
which has been In demand
since time immemorial and
which still commandsahigh
price today:.

David Hensley. Extenslon
horticulturist at Robinson
Substation. and Carroll
Fackler. wood techniclan at
the substation’'s Wood Utilt-
zatlon Center, are responsi
ble for setting up the "sang
garden” at Quicksand. The
stated purpose of the project
Is mainly for research—how
best to grow the plant and
under what conditlons.

Instead of an enclosure
covered over with pine bran-
ches, the ginseng garden at
Quicksand is made entirely
of slats, a method used by
ginseng producers of
Canada.

In speaking of the project,
Hensley sald ginseng seed
from Canada. Wisconsin,

“"SANG GARDEN"—A modern day ginseng garden for research and demonstration
purposes has been developed at UK's College of Agriculture Robinson Substation at
Quicksand. The old, old method of producing this historic and somewhat niysterious
herb was under the shade of pine boughs placed over an enclosure of paling slats.
Extension horticulturists at Quicksand are growing it under the shade of wood slats, a
method used by Canadian ginseng producers.

and Kentucky were planted
in the slat house this spring
with the idea in mind of
comparing the growth and
vigor of the plant from the
different sources and to
determine the chemical con-
tent of each. Other future
researches into the mys-
terles of the herb will include
disease observalion, weed
control, fertilization. and
probably others. Altempts
may be made next year (o
establish a woods grown
project, Hensley said.
Ginseng, according to
Hensley. is an Important
plant to Kentucky. but al
most nothing is known
about it. As far as he knows.
the only other place where
cultural research Is under
way is at the Mountain Re-
search Station in North

Carolina.

Ginseng is profitable to
grow. Hensley continued,
but under the slat house
system IS veryexpensive and
thus far, technology hasn't
been applied to it as a crop
The hopes for the project. in
addition to research Infor
mation mentioned. Isalso to
find out ways to reduce the
cost of growing the crop and
to test some of the myths
and folklore tales associated
with it

There is more ginseng
grown commercially in Ken
tucky than one might think,
Hensley added. There are
several growers in Eastern
Kentucky and he has heard
of a nine-acre patch In the
western part of the state.
Most of these patches are
woods grown.

Woods girlseng growing is
probably the most profitable
method of producing this
crop but entails the most
risk. With the dried root sel
ling for as much as S100 a
pound. the plant offers a
great temptation to thieves,
There Is one Instance ol note
where a thiel sneaked inand
dug three bunches of gin
seng being grown for demon
stration purposesinahome
owner's backyard

As o the elficacy of gin
seng as a medicinal herb
there has been some doubt.
but 2,500 years ago Confu
cius spoke of It as a great
healing agent. The belief in
it as a medicine has existed
ever since. Certalnly. as they
are doing at the Robinson
Substation. the plant still
deserves more looking into

Q—I am a widow receiving VA com-
pensation. How do I arrange to have
my check depoésited directly to my
checking account?

A—Ask your bank to submit a form
SF-1199A to your nearest VA regional
office. Be sure to have your deceased
husband's file number or social securi-
ty number with you.

Q—1 received an honorable
discharge after completing a two-year
enlistment in the military. I had no
warlime service. Am [ eligible to
receive a headstone or grave marker?

A—A headstone or grave marker is
available for any deceased veteran of
wartime or peacetime service (other
than active duty for training) who was
discharged under conditions other than
dishonorable.,

Q—My father was an honorably
discharged wartime veteran. When he
died a year ago, we were not aware of
his eligibility for burial benefils, Can
we still apply for these benefits?

A—A claim for burial benefits can be
filed up to two years after a veteran's
permanent burial or cremation. For an
application and assistance check with
the nearest VA regional office

Q—If I purchase a home using a VA
guaranteed loan, am I obliged to oc-
cupy the home?

A—Yes. The eligible veteran must
certify thal he or she intends to occupy
the property personally as his or her
home. This certification must be com-
pleted with the loan application and at
the time the loan is closed.

Q—1 am receiving a Veterans Ad-
ministration pension under the old pen-
sion law. If I notify VA of unusual
medical expenses, will I be entitled to
increased pension benefits?

A—Unusual medical expenses have
no direct effect on a pension under the
old pension laws except as a deduction
in meeling income limits.

Q—I am a World War II veteran and
have never used my GI home loan
benefit. Am [ still eligible?

A—Yes. Application [orms
assistance are available at
nearest VA office.
