New Blood Center Draws First Donor 

Chief Thomas A. Blackburn, of the Prestonsburg Fire Department, 
became the first donor to give blood at the newly-opened Prestonsburg sta­
tion, Tuesday. Located on the second floor of the Municipal Building, the new 
facility, a division of Central Kentucky Blood Center, is set up to draw blood 
donors in the Floyd and Pike county area. 

According to blood center representative, Patty Prosser, the station will 
give regular donors living in the Prestonsburg area an opportunity to donate 
blood on a regular basis and also give friends and relatives of patients using 
blood the opportunity to replace that blood without having to drive to the 
blood center in Lexington. 

All blood drawn at the station will be sent to the main blood center in Lex­
ington for testing and processing before being sent to hospitals for transfu­
sion to patients. Highlands Regional Medical Center is one of 33 hospitals 
and clinics which receives its total blood supply from Central Kentucky 
Blood Center. 

The station will be open for blood donors three days each week : Tuesdays 
from 10 a .m. to 6 p.m .: Thursdays from noon to 8 p.m. and Saturdays. 9 a .m 
to 5p.m. The Prestonsburg station is the second facility of its type to be open 
ed by Central Kentucky Blood Center. The Somerset station opened in 
September last year. Headquartered in Lexington Central Kentucky Blood 
Center supplies the total blood needs of approximately 3~ mdlion Ken­
tuckians who live m 41 central and eastern counties.

After relatively little cxplorati<'n 
here m recent years, there are signs 
that drilling for gas may be picking up 
again. Should that be the case, there is 
still plenty of gas in eastern Kentucky, 
even at moderate depths, most of those 
familiar with the field agree. 

Bill Martin, head of the Kentucky 
West Virginia Gas Company's land 
department here, acknowledged that 
the company has done "more plugging 
than drilling" here in recent years and 
has no current drilling operations in 
this county. The story is much the 
same for Columbia Gas, according to 
Camden Garrett, its Prestonsburg­
area manager. "We do not have a rig 
on a new well in this division 
(embracing Floyd, Pike, Knott, Let­
cher, Morgan and Breathitt coun­
ties)," Garrett said, adding that the 
company has drilled no new wells in 
Floyd county since 1976 

The Inland Gas Company is drilling 
steadily in eastern Kentucky, accor­
ding to W. A. Watson, production 
superintendent at the company's 
Ashland office. However, about 80 per· 
cent of the gas consumed here is piped 
in from other areas, especially the 
southwest, he said. 

Some 56.7 billion cubic feet of gas 
came from eastern Kentucky fields 
last year, the bulk of the state produc-

to Lou Ponsetto, head of the Kentucky 
Geological Service's oil and gas divi­
sion. That yield represented a drop of 
about 10 billion cubic feet from the 
previous year. However, the 1828 drill­
ing permits issued in 1979 represented 
a significant increase on the 1359 
issued in 1978, Ponsetto said. 

The state Department of .Mines and 
Minerals also reports an ''upsurge in 
permitting." Five permits were issued 
for Floyd county last year, 20 for Pike 
county, 23 for Martin county, and 10 for 
Magoffin county, according to Bob 
Price, of the department's oil and gas 
division. So far this year, two permits 
have been issued for this county, nine 
for Pike, two for Martin, and 16 for 
Magoffin. 

Although the area has been fairly 

· ll rrwerert by drilling operations ex­
tending back to the latter years of lasl 
century, geologists point out that, since 
the gas is contained here in numerous 
small pockets, many such pockets re­
main yet untapped. 

Moreover, advances tn technology 
and more favorable market conditions 
mean that fields which could not be ex­
ploited economically 20 years ago may 
be able to turn a profit today. 
Hydraulic fracturing- a method for 
breaking up the gas-bearing rock by in­
troducing water and sand under high 
pressure- has • greatly increased the 
rate of gas extraction. 

If gas exploration expands here, it 
seems likely that only the larger com­
panies will do it. The smaller en­
trepreneurs, already reduced to a

His Razor Not Always As Sharp 
As His Wit, Customers Found 

Any government able to fund 
research on the flight of frisbees ought 
to have a few thousand tucked away 
somewhere that might usefully be 
spent exploring the art of the story­
teller. And, should any bureaucrat take 
the notion, he would go a long way to 
find a better subject than Watt Hale. 

Watt is anything but your side­
splitting party jokester. He is a soft­
spoken raconteur with a dry wit and a 
fund of stories that seems bottomless. 
For as many as came to his West 
Prestonsburg barber shop over the 
years to have their hair trimmed. pro­
bably as many again came to hear a 
few of the tales for which he is famous. 

As with many practitioners of the 
art, Watt's wit is exercised, more often 
than not, at his own expense, not ex· 
eluding the characterization of himself 
as a footloose drifter, though he rarely 
ventured far abroad and barbered dog­
gedly for some 50 years. " Never could 
settle down," is how he describes it. "I 
was always hankering to do something 
new- grass always greener on the 
other side of the fence and all that- but 
I just never had a talent for anything." 

"Sometimes I almost let it bother 
me," he wryly confides. lest anyone 
should begin t~ feel sorry for him 

Surely a lifetime's presiding at the 
barber's chair, common throne of the 
high-born and the lowly, would yield a 
profound comment or two about the 
human condition, or about the rewards 
of that ancient calling . Not ltkely. 
"Fact is," he confesses, "I never did 
like it too well ." 

It was just the jingle of a little cash in 
your pocket, he says, and the satisfac­
tion- if you stuck with it lung 
enough--of being recognized year~ 
later by men you had once "set up on 
the board" as youngsters. "That 
always made me feel pretty good ." 

Women too, he reca lls. As it happens, 

he gave some of the first women 's hair­
cuts around here, in days when women 
who had their hair bobbed were likely 
to become the butt of derisive com­
ments and ditties. Typical, according 
to Watt , was one that went the rounds 
at the time: "Shiffy get your hair cut, a 
shave and a shine; Shiffy get your hair 
cut just like mine.·· Uninspired stuff, to 
be sure, but it still took a bold woman 
to brave it. 

"A woman could get a whipping from 
her husband for getting her ha1r cut 
then." And a barber apparently ran 
some risks for h1s complicity, too. 
"Had a feller take after me with a pool 
cue. once," he recalls. 

Fashwn won out over traditional 
mores , however , and women 
customers. as numerous as men in the 
20's and 30's, came to his shop routine 
ly for such "in" coiffures as the 
"strangle bob," the "boots bob," and 
the "windblown." 

For those convinced that the world is 
going to pot, Watt Hale has another 
view. 

"Take West Prestonsburg," he sug­
gests. citing a section on which he can 
claim a certain authority. having 11\ed 
there since 1914. "Used to be called 
'Little Mexico,' there was so much 
bootlegging, carousing, and fighting . 
And women the worst to fight But look 
at it now. Hasn't been a good woman­
fight here in years." 

For cleaning up that part of town. 
Watt takes a measure of credit 
himself, from the nine vcars he served 
on the Prestonsburg ctty council. Thi · 
was in the days when Curti~ Clark and 
the late Dr. Edw. B. Leslie were 
mayors. " l had some pretty good or­
dinances introduced," he cla1ms . 

Among the tales originating in his ci· 
tv council davs is one about a certain 
citizen who appeared before that body

the housing authority will guarantee 
the rents of eligible tenants for 15 
years . The housing agency will also 
assist landlords in defining the tm· 
provements needed to bring their pro­
perties up to government specifica 
lions . 

Another 41 units have been awarded 
by HUD in the Wheelwright area, 
under the department's substantial 
rehabilitation program The award 
means that almost $1 7 million will be 
available to impmve properties m need 
of substanhal reconstruction The) \I. til 
be owned by the housing authonty and 
will be available for rent to lo\1. and 
moderate income families . 

In the meantime, the housing 
authorit> is "desperately in need" of 
property in the Right Beaver area and

Sites must be near a reliable water 
supply, have at least six acres of 
reasonably flat ground, be above the 
flood plain or require no more than two 
or three feet of fill to bring them to that 
level, be served by a sewer system or 
near a continuosly flowing stream that 
would enable the installation of a 
package treatment plant, have a good 
access road, and be reasonably priced, 
Miss May said. 

Owners of potential sites should also 
be in a position to convey the mineral 
rights on thetr properttes or obtam a 
forbearance agreement from the 
mineral owners, but this is less than a 
hard-and-fast condition. she indicated .

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Kentucky's Yesterdays. 
By STUAHT SEELY SPRA(;UE 

:\I on· head State llnivt>rsit' 
• "Coal is Kentucky's ace in th~ hole," 

goes the saying: and, though Kentucky 
has two coal fields, Kentucky 
coal-particularl) in a year in which 
"Coal Miner's Daughter" is a smash 
hit in the nata on's theaters brmgs to 
mind Eastern Kentucky. Though coal 
was known in Kentuckv since 1750 it 
has only been in the Twentieth Cent~ry 
that Kentucky's coal industry has been 
centered in the mountains. 

• In an age of wood (not until 1880 did 
coal outdistance wood as the chief 
source of fuel) the market for Ken­
tucky coal was relatively small, and 
the Western coalfield was more ac­
cessible to that market. The primitive 
nature of the early diggings is clearly 
indicated by descriptions such as the 
following : 

"The coal was carried out and 
measured in a tub and grape vines us­
ed for cables.' ' 

• 
The standard measurement was the 

ushel, not the ton. TransportatiOn was 
not much better. Coal barges-sixty to 
seventy feet in length, eight feet wide, 
and fourteen feet deep-plyed 
navigable rivers . And then only when 
the stage of the river was sufficiently 

high for the barge to make it to market. 
The terrain of Eastern Kentucky and 

the difficulties of getting mined coal to 
the urban markets acted as such a 
deterrent that, despite the glowing 
descripl10ns by travelers. sc1enllsts, 
and the Kentucky Geological Survey 
previous to the War Between the 
Slates, little interest was shown in 
Eastern Kentuckv coal. A vi. itor to 
Prestonsburg \\T~te that "for mile 
above and below the town. coal banks 
of supenor quality, easily worked and 
great thickness" abound. 

The 1840 ederal Census indicated 
that Kentucky's top coal counties were 
Hancock. Muhlenburg, Estill, Clay, 
Pulaski, Livingston, and Wayne, in 
that order. An 1887 map indicated 31 
coal mines in Eastern Kentucky-17m 
L.'lurel, 10 in western Boyd and eastern 
Carter, and two each in Johnson and 
Lawrence counties. 

Only later would Bell, Harlan, Pike, 
Perry, Letcher, and Martin counties 
become inmportant. As a matter of 
fact the first time that an Eastern Ken­
tucky county appeared among the top 
three producers was in 1905 when Bell 
ranked third . Rail lines reached into a 
good portion of Southeastern Kentucky 
from 1910-1920, especially with the in-

creased demand for coal occasioned by 
the war effort during World War I. By 
1915 Pike and Letcher counties became 
the state's lop two producers. Statistics 
for 1920 indicated that Eastern Ken· 
tucky's seven top producers were in 
order, Pike, Harlan, Letcher, Perry, 
Bell, Floyd and Johnson. Clearly, old 
producers such a~; Lawrence, Boyd, 
and Carter counties, whose 
geographical situations had been more 
favorable, were being shoved out of the 
limelight, once the iron horse reached 
the rich coalfields that had formerly 
been too isolated to be important pro­
ducers. This \\as an old pattern that 
had been repeated over and over in 
Pennsylvania, West Virginia, and 
elsewhere. Indeed one can determine 
the year the railroad reached a county 
in many instances by looking for the 
year in which coal production jumped 
fourfold or more. The expense of run­
ning a rail line to an undeveloped field 
may be a contributory cause leading to 
the influx of big money and out-of-state 
money into these coal fields . 

With the exception of a sharp, short 
recession that followed on the heels of 
the armistice that ended World War I, 
the coal business boomed until the 
disastrous flooding of mid-1927 in

Eastern Kentucky. When the 1930 Cen­
sus was taken, a number of Eastern 
Kentucky coal-related towns JOmed 
what the Atlas of Kentucky calls the 
Urban Hierarchy- Paint:;ville, Van 
Lear, Prestom;burg, Wayland, 
Pikeville, Elkhorn City. Hazard, 
Jenkins, and Harlan. ~ot only was the 
population increasing, but 111 some of 
the faster growing coal countws, there 
was a large influx of foreign-born 
mmers-Hungarians, Italians, and 
other ethnic groups. It is believed that 
this populat1on peaked before the cen­
sus of 1930 was taken Where they went 
to is one of Appalachian history's many 
mysteries, though it would be log1cal to 
assume that they left for urban centero; 
where some of their compatriots Jived. 

In many cases the increased popula 
lion was housed in company housing 
that varied from shoddy to excellent 
As I went through the old photographs 
of company housing, I was struck by 
the changes over hme. Reflecting the 
ready availability of wood in the early 
days, the earliest such towns, com­
misaries, tipples, etc. appear to be con­
structed of heavy timbers . Some of the 
structures of the '20's seem to reflect 
the popular bungalow style of the time.

Living m 1980, 1! is easy to forget that 
for rural Aml'nca, electricity for the 
average farm fam1ly came m the 1930s 
or later. The company house often had 
clectnc1ty even 1f it be a smgle bare 
bulb It can be argued that Kentucky 
Utiht1es would today be a minor com 
pany in the state were it not for the1r 
decbion to produce electricity for the 
coal mies of Southeastern Kentucky. 
The coal operators needed the mmers 
and thus the company town Gary Cox. 
professor of geography at Morehead 
State University, has argued that the 
modern day equivalent of the company 
town is the trailer and the company 
parkmg lot 

KENTUCKY YESTI'~RDA YS CO\ ers 
a twenty-three county area and not all 
of the counties contam coal. In an at­
tempt to individualize these articles, to 
brmg 1t down to the local !('vel, there 
follo~s a listmg of coal mines ex­
tracted from Gordon Dodnll's book, 
"20,000 Coal Company Stores ." 
Dodrill, who is interested in scr1p, coal 
tokens, flickers, whatever you wish to 
call company coinage used in lteu of 

Umted States currency on pay day, 
went through coalfield directories 
from the fir. t decade of the Twentieth 
Century down to 1958 and carded every 
company that was listed to have a com­
pany store. Obviously, not all of the 
company stores used scrip Dodrill's 
volume JS not only useful to the grow­
mg number of mdividuals who are col­
lectmg such tokens that now have a 
mimmal value of 50 cents each, but can 
be used to providl' a skeleton upon 
\\ hich to hang the history of the coal in· 
dustry in your county Most of the ma­
jor mmes should be here The dates of 
the begmning or closmg of a mine may 
reflect market cond1lions in this boom 
and bust industry: the slump from 1927 
through the 1930's, the World War II 
and after boom, the mechamzation of 
the '50's that not only closed mines but 
sent a younger generation to northern 
CltJes in search of work. 

I am confident that many readers 
have the type of knowledge that out-of­
county residents lack concerning coal 
tokens and the mmes they represent.. 
In some cases the mine may even be 111 
another county. the organization mere­
ly having tis headquarters in your 
county Local history is your history 
and there lies much of its fascinatiOn.

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:handful in this county, are finding the 
going tough. 

Not only the stale tax on gas, but 
especially the windfall profits tax on 
:oil, is hurting the small operator, says 
Jonas Miller. ln the business since 
921, Miller has two small oil wells 

drilled 22 years ago, including one at 
Bosco which he says is "the oldest well 
a round here still pumping." 

Miller and his partners also made a 
good gas strike in Perry county two 
years ago, but taxes are "putting the 
little man out of business," he said. 
"We're still hanging on," he added, 
· but the picture is pretty dark." 

Taxes. and the rising cost of labor 
and materials, are cited by John Alieni 
another small operator here, as the 
reason he is "not drilling any right 
now." A well that would have cost 
$10.000 to sink 20 years ago might cost 
am·where up to $180,000 today, he said. 

The prospect of increased deep drill· 
ing, defined as anything deeper than 
·WOO feet but extending in some cases 
dreper than 20,000 feet, is also bound to 
confine the field to the large companies 
that are able to afford the higher risk 
m\·estment Miller doubts whether 
there is much gas in this area below 
e1ght or nine thousand feet, and deep 
drilling has not yet yielded very much. 

Some of the big firms are confident 
enough to take the gamble, however, 
including Arco. which is said to be 
preparing for a deep well exploration 
near Van Lear, in Johnson county. 

With oil now selling at $40 a barrel, 
speculators are beginning to show in· 
creased interest in the state's oil 
reserves, says Bob Price, of Mines and 
l\Imerals. Average oil well production 
m this state presently runs at 1.5 bar­
rels a day, yielding about 5.5 million 
barrels annually, much of it produced 
incidentally to gas production. But it is 
thought that figure could rise substan­
tially with growing demand and more 
.attractive prices.'

'"I'm guilty, your honor, ' he says, 
making. this low bow." 

'"Your honor, Here l am, thinking 
when 1 was made a judge people would 
notice me on the street and all that. 
Never happened Now here's this 
fellow treating me like somebody, even 
addressing me properly. I set him 
loose, with two dollars in his pocket." 

"I wasn't much of a judge," he says 
of his career on the bench, "but 1 had 
nothing to bother my conscience when 
it was all done." · 

You can bet on it. 
He tells of growing up in Carter col.m· 

ty-his father had moved there from 
Bull Creek-the only Hale in that neck 
of the woods. ''Because I had no kin 
there, I had to do my .vwn fighting. 1 
was always whipped," he recalls on a 
pensive note. 

And of his return to Floyd county at 
17, to work on the railroad. "Six dollars 
a day- big money then- and thinking 
myself something with my cowboy 
boots. western hat, a plug horse and 
all!" 

"Thinkmg himself something'' may 
well be the demon Watt Hale's steady 
self-lampoonery is designed to keep at 
bay, a folly he dare not indulge. He 
wouldn't know about that. "Hardest 
fellow I ever tned to get acquainted 
with," he confides with unwonted 
solemnity, "is myself." 
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While several sites under construe· 
lion may be available for public hous· 
ing in a year or two, including a Mare 
Creek location already designated for 
elderly housing, the most pressing 
need is for a tract that would be im· 
mediately available, according to Miss 
May, who said present indications are 
that housing units might promptly be 
made available here if a suitable she 
could be located.

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Lifer in Slaying 
Of Mrs. Deskins 
Seeking Habeas 

Robert Sykes, 46, one of three me. 
sentenced to life prison terms in the 
celebrated Deskins murder case, has 
filed m the Floyd circuit court a peti· 
lion for writ of habeas corpus, seeking 
h1s release from the federal prison 
where hE> is servmg a 12-year term tm· 
posed pnor to his murder conviction. 

The Sykes trial was held here in 
September, 1!175 on change of venue 
from the Pike circuit court, and he wa 
accused of the- slaying at her home 
Meta of Mrs. Gladys Deskins, 59 
Earlier, Mrs Deskins' husband, Boone 
Deskin , and Eugene Thompson drew 
life terms after separate trials in the 
Pike circutt court 

The petition for writ or habeas cor· 
pus v.as filed against Harold G. Miller, 
warden of the U. S. penitentiary at 
Marion, Ill., where Sykes is serving the 
federal term for a firearms violation. 
The Public Defender's office has been 
directed by Circuit Judge Hollie Conle 
to assist Sykes in the preparation or hi 
petition for habeas corpus. His original 
petition apparently was prepared with 
the help of a fellow-prisoner. 

In his statement supporting his peti­
tion Sykes claims that within a period 
of little more than three years, begin­
ning with h1s indictment on the murder 
charge, he was shifted back and forth 
from federal prison to Pikeville and 
Prestonsburg no fewer than r our tim · 
without his acquiescence or that of hi 
attorneys. He contends that his rights 
under the Sixth Amendment have been 
violated, that he has been denied a 
speedy trial and that the detainer plac­
ed with federal authorities by the Com· 
monwealth of Kentucky has hampered 
his efforts to get a parole from the 
feOOral sentence. 

He clatms he is scheduled for release 
from federal prison next 
December-in which case, the Ken· 
lucky detainer would claim him t 
serve his murder term, unless his 
latest legal move is successful. 

Earlier protests that he has been 
denied a speedy trial and motions to 
quash the murder indictment have 
been unavailing, and Sykes' latest ef­
fort is not expected to overturn the pro­
cedure followed. 

"I still maintain that I am innocent" 
<of the murder charge), the prisoner 
says in his latest action. 

At the trial of the case here Sykes did 
not testify , but Thompson, who already 
was under life sentence, testified that 
Sykes was not at the Deskins home 
when Mrs. Deskins was slain. He 
claimed that Willard Christian, prin· 
cipal Commonwealth witness, stabbed 
Mrs. Deskins and that when he, 
Thompson, attempted to help her the 
gun which he W41S holding was acciden· 
dentally discharged. · 

It was Christian's statement th 
" solved" the mystery surrounding th 
woman's death. Christian told 
authorities that Deskins had con· 
tracted with h im, Thompson and Sykes 
to kill Mrs . Deskins. He said he did not 
participate in the murder, and 
weapons allegedly used were found 
where Christian said they were hidden.

2 Gas Systems 
In County Get 
Repair Funding 

The Gas System Restoration Project 
Account Review Board, at its meeting 
m Frankfort last week, unammously 
approved low-interest loans for two 
Floyd county gas systems, the Auxier 
Road Gas Co. and Mountain Utili tie·. 

The loans 346,000 to Auxier Road 
and $700,000 to tountam Utilities-\\ Ill 
be used to fund restoration of the 
dilapidated systems 

Last year, Mountain t:tilittes lost ap 
proximately 29 percent of the gas 
distributed through its lines. The 
system is 40 years old, and 1ts lme loss 
is the second highest of 22 Eastern Ken­
tucky gas systems which the board has 
invited to apply for restoration loans 

The Auxier Road Gas Co. lost only 1 
percent of its gas because of line leaks 
last year, but is rapidly deteriorating, 
accordmg to Bill Grier, an engineering 
consultant for the firm who appeared 
at the meeting. 

Grier told board members much of 
the system's d1stribution hnes are un­
protected "The pipe that's left is on its 
last leg," he said. 

Representatives from the gas com· 
pany brought a sample of rusted steel 
pipe from the system to show the ex­
tent of deterioration. 

Several steps must be taken before 
the board can allocate funds for the 
restoration projects to begin. Both 
companies, which had applied for 
larger loans from the board, must sub­
mit revised construction plans to the 
state Energy Regulatory Commission 
for approval. 

The regulatory commission must 
also grant each company a certificate 
of convenience and necessity, and the 
U.S. Department of Transportation, 
Office of Pipeline Safety, in Atlanta 
must approve the projects before work 
can start 

Both companies will have to apply 
for rate increases to the regulatory 
commission to cover the cost of repay· 
ing the 30-year, 5.125 percent loans. 

In other action, the board denied a 
loan request of $170,850 from the 
Magoffin County Gas Co., saying the 
55-customer utility would find it dif­
ficult to raise rates adequate!,> to meet 
the cost of repaying the requested loan. 

Don ErickSon, director of the board, 
said the company could reapply for 
another loan in six months. 

The board also deferred action on a 
$1.4 million loan request from the 
Johnson County Gas Co. until the 
Energy Regulatory Commission con­
firms the ownership of the company. 

Auxier Road Gas Co. and Mountain 
Utilities are the fourth and fifth gas 
systems to receive loans from the 
board, which was established in 1979 to 
administer a $3.7 million revolving 
loan account to fund the reconstruction 
of deter iorating gas systems in the 
state. 

Other systems which have received 
loans are Elam Utilities <Morgan coun· 
ty >, $589,000; North Middleton 
Municipal Water and Gas Co. 
<Bourbon county), $150,000; and the 
Wheelwright Municipal Gas System 
(Floyd county), $344,509. 

Money in the loan fund was con­
tributed by the Appalachian Regional 
Commission, the Economic Develop­
ment Administration and from the 
governor's Capital Construction Con­
tingency Fund. 

Erickson said the board will keep a 
balance of $250,000 in the account for 
emergency loans. As money is repaid 
on previous loans, more will be 
allocated to other gas systems, he said.

State Police Watch 
For Boating Perils 

Boating and water-related deaths are 
up 35 percent this year and the Kentucky 
State Police intends to do something 
about it. 

Doug Shoulders, director of the Water 
Safety Section, says that over the Fourth 
of July weekend- probably the busiest 
weekend on Kentucky's lakes and 
rivers-all the officers in the section will 
be out working long hours. 

Last year , three persons died in Fourth 
of July boating accidents. 

About half of the accidents are alcohol­
related, Shoulders said. "In many in­
stances, the operator has had enough to 
impair his ability to handle the boat," he 
said. For that reason, the officers will 
concentrate on indications that an 
operator has been drinking and on wat· 
ching for violations of boating regula­
tions . 

"If boaters would use plain common 
sense, we could eliminate 75 to 80 percent 
of the fatalities ," he said. "I urge people 
to follow the rules of the water and watch 
out for the other guy." 

Accidents related to water skiing and 
falling out of the boat account for many of 
the fatalities. Shoulders advises water 
skiers that there should be two people in 
the tow boat-one to operate the boat and 
the second to watch the skier. Skiers must 
wear approved flotation gear. 

Shoulders also advises boaters not to 
overload the boat , to see that everyone 
sits on seats and not on the seatbacks, bow 
or gunnels, and to make sure that non­
swimmers and children are wearing life 
jackets. "It's a good idea for everyone in 
the boat to have life jackets, especially in 
adverse weather," he added. 

And if an accident should occur, stay 
w1th the boat. it will float, providing sup­
port for people While the temptation to 
swim to shore is strong, distances over 
the water can be deceivmg. It 's better to 
stick with the boat until help comes.

Sint:e I came horne from 
college in May, I think I have seen 
about 70 percent of the Atlanta Braves' 
games. With national TV coverage on 
Saturdays and Mondays, and with the 
Reds' games on the tube from time to 
time, 1 can watch a baseball game just 
about every night. Recently there were 
12 games within a 5-day span. I have 
been to Riverfront Stadium twice this 
season to watch two doubleheaders and 
I have traveled to Paintsville to watch 
the Yankees in action. Right now I'm in 
a baseball mood. 

COME ON HIGH SCHOOL BASEBALL 
After Hazard High's runner-up finish 

to Lexington Tates Creek in the state 
high school baseball tournament this 
season, and after Paintsville's con­
secutive trips to the final four in the 
state tournament in 1978 and '79, it 
looks as if baseball is the only open 
<that is, not set up in classes) team 
sport where a mountain high school 
has a legitimate shot at winning a state 
title or coming reasonably close. 

Hazard and Paintsville should serve 
as inspirations to other mountain high 
school baseball programs, especially 
here in Floyd county. It is time to place 
more emphasis on baseball in our high 
schools rather than considering it just 
a sport to fill the void between the end 
of the basketball season and the end of 
the school semester. 

Two phases of the game that Floyd 
county high schools need to improve in 
are winter training programs and lhe 
scheduling of games. These can be ac­
complished with a little effort. 

Most baseball players don't seriously 
think about the sport until the week 
practice starts, which is usually a few 
days before the first game of the 
season. Paintsville High sends their 
team to Florida each March to prepare 
for the upcoming season. The fact that 
Paintsville High stresses winter and 
early spring training programs is the 
major reason they are the cream of 
15th Region basebal1. This is not to say 
every county school should send their 
team to Florida, but all the county 
gyms have enough room for winter 
training programs of calisthenics and 
eye-hand drills for batting-and, of 
course, there is plenty of room for 
throwing. A Jot of the fundamen­
tals-hitting the cuto£f man, etc. - can 
be discussed and taught indoors and 
will make it that much easier when the 
team begins outdoor practice. 

A team is going to have a hard time 
winning the region with only 12 or 14 
games under its bell. Why not schedule 
games every day of the week with a 
doubleheader or two thrown in? On 
weekends, play Saturday 
doubleheaders and take off Sunday to 
rest up for another full week. Getting 
teams on the schedule from the Lex­
ington area and the Ashland-Morehead 
area would be good competition and a 
nice road trip for the team. 

If the county teams could play 
around 15 home games and try to 
create interest in baseball, I think 
baseball could become a money-maker 
for the schools. 

No one person is to blame for the lack 
of baseball interest in the county high 
schools and no one person can rectify 
the situation. It takes a group effort on 
the part of the school administrators 
and the communities in the county. 

The Little League and Babe Ruth 
programs are improving and, if high 
school baseball gets on the ball in 
Floyd county, sometime in this decade, 
a Floyd county school might be in the 
final four of the state tournament.

The entire project consists of some 356 miles of CATV facilities in Pike and Floyd counties, and Mingo county, West 
Virginia 

Another part of the planned construction is a master head end at Martin. The central location receives and processes 
TV signals and distributes them via microwave to several other locations in the two-eounty area and Knott county. 

The project is the first of Its kind in the United States and is sponsored by the Rural Electrification Administration 
<REA>. The entire program should be completed within two years.

Too much stress in cver)­
day life can bring it on, as can old 
age. In fact, blood pres ure le\el 
mcrease a· "c grow older H) pcrten­
Sion in women can develop during 
pregnancy. Also. about even per­
cent of those women ustng oral 
contracepti,·cs ma) develop the 
dLea e within six months of starting 
the P1ll. Generally. it subsides'' ithin 
s1x months after <>topping the Pill. 
Here is a breakdown of other 
pos~ible causes: 

• Hcrcdit). If both parent ha e 
essential hy pert en ion, fifty percent 
of their offspring will develop it. If 
only one parent has it, one-fourth of 
the children will come dO\\ n with 
it.

uffering strokes at a very early age 
a a result. Because salt increase 
fluid retention, it can cause arter­
ioles to thicken and narrow, resulting 
in increased pressure. If your doctor 
suspects that salt is the culprit, he 
or she may advise you to curb your 
sodium intake. The most common 
form of sodium is everyday table 
salt. Many commercially sold foods 
arc already rich in sodium, com­
plement of food manufacturer . 

• Obesity. The heart of an 
overweight individual must pump 
blood through a much larger system 
of blood ve scls than does the heart 
of a thinner per on. Obesity places 
an added burden on your heart since 
blood volume increases with body 
weight and the body' fat reserve 
must be supplied \\ith blood. 
Interestingly, half of all hypertensive 
children are fat. Often, weight to s, 
along with a reduced . alt intake can 
help lower blood pre sure. 

• Smoking. 1 icotine has been 
known to contribute to a raised 
blood pressure so, frequently, cigar­
ettes are the villains. 

Other causes include artenoscler: 
osis, excess pumping of the heart 
brought about by an overactive 
thyroid gland or high fever, and 
kidney damage. 

Check Up Before It Sn aks 
Up 

To be on the safe side, you should 
have your blood pressure checked 
regularly by your doctor. Home or 
coin-operated machines can give you 
a rough estimate of your pressure 
but such method may not be 
complete!) dependable . 

To test your blood pressure, your 
doctor will use a machine called a 
sphygmomanometer, which contains 
a glass tube of mercury, like a 
thermometer, for purposes of record­
ing the pressure. The doctor places 
an inflatable cuff around your upper 
arm and squeeze a rubber bulb 
attached to the machine. This puffs 
air into the cuff and drives the 
column of mercury up the gauge 
while compressing a large artery in 
your arm, temporarily cutting off 
the flow of blood. 

As the doctor gradually lets atr 
out of the cuff. the mercury in the 
tube slowly drops. While this is 
happening, your physician will place 
a stetho ·cope on your arm and 
listen. 

When the air pressure in the cuff 
is a bit lower than the pressure in 
:rour arm, the blood will again begin 
to flow through the artery with each 
beat of your heart. This cause a 
thudding ound which your doctor 
hears through the stethoscope and, 
at this point, systolic pressure is 
noted. Then, your doctor releases air 
from the cuff until he can no longer 
hear the thud and records the 
reading on the gauge when he last 
heard the sound. This is known as 
diastolic pre~sure . 

Depending upon the seriousness of 
your afniction, your doctor may 
recommend one of a numher -of 
different medications and treat­
ments. Often, reducing salt intake 
and losing those excess pounds may 
do the trick. If your doctor su~pects 
oral contraceptives, stopping the Pill 
may be necessary. Perhaps a daily 
regimen of moderate physical activi­
ty may be called for. 

It may well be that your ph)sician 
will prescribe some ort of medica­
tion to treat your hypertension The 
potenc) of most drug. ranges from 
mild to strong. Some can be costly. 
Some drugs produce ide effects 
such a ra he., dininess, potas~ium 
to s and na al conge tion. And, orne 
people have reported feelings of 
fatigue when they first start taking 
their medication, but this feeling 
usually di~appcar with one to two 
weeks. But, taken faithft.llly, such 
medicines can help reduce your 
blood pressure and enable you to live 
a normal and healthy life.

a prettier price on resale. 

In a nationally conducted survey 
involving nearly 3,000 telephone

Coal Permit Group 
Visits E. Kentucky 

Just six days after officially taking 
over as the head of the permits division 
of the state Bureau of Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement, Jim 
Baker was on the road to Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

"We're trying to make ourselves 
more accessible to the coal mdustry,'' 
Baker said 

Baker and 16 technical permit 
reviewers took a two-day field trip to 
Jackson to see mining procedures and 
problems. 

"It was educational," he explained. 
''It's something that we need to do 
more often." 

The party toured a coal preparation 
plant and four mines owned by the 
Falcon Coal Co. "The trip gave us a 
chance to see all the aspects of moun­
lain top removal mining," Baker said. 
"We looked at hollow-fills, methods of 
blasting, coal extraction procedures, 
handling of spoil materials. silt struc­
tures, and re-vegetation experiments," 
he added. 

"This let our reviewers get out and 
take a look at some of the things that 
the industry has come up with. It's 
hard for them to get out often, having 
anywhere ftom 8 to 16 permit applica­
tions to work on at any given time, but 
it gave them a chance to see on-site 
some of the things which might come 
up in applications," Baker said. 

Beginning with a slide presentation 
by Falcon, the field trip included tours 
of post-mining areas used as hayfields 
and vineyards, permanent water im­
poundments and haul roads. 

The group saw, and discussed with 
engineers, a 25-million cubic yard 
hollow-fill. "One of the areas that we 
review is hollow-fills, so this was very 
helpful for us," Baker explained. 

Feedback from staff members on the 
field trip will help division officials 
decide about other trips to mining 
sites. "We're going to ask if they felt it 
was a productive trip. We may in­
stitute individual trips to sites to help 
reviewers familiarize themselves with 
new techniques and problems. These 
fieldtrips will help us understand the 
problems faced by the coal industry," 
Baker said. 

A trip to surface mining sites in 
Western Kentucky may come as early 
as July, according to division officials. 
''Since our permit reviewers work on a 
statewide basis, they need to be able to 
see techniques and conditions found in 
the two different coal mining areas of 
the state," Baker said. 

Kentucky issued 2,039 surface min­
ing permits in 1979. The total number 
issued for 1980 is expected by division 
officials to be even larger.

An mcreasing concern for energy use 
ha: prompted manufacturer-s to in­
clude energy-sa\ing features on their 
appliance . For example, when shopp­
ing for a refrlgE.'rator you may see a 
power ·aver or energy saver switch on 
them. 

These switches .save energy on the 
operation of the refrigerator by turmng 
on and off the heaters in the outside 
walls of the refngerator. 

Dunng normal operation of a 
refrigerator. the exterior walls are 
cooler than normal room temperature. 
This cause moi ture from condensa­
tion to form on the exterior surface. of 
the refrigerator cabinet - this is the 
same thing that happens on the outside 
of a cold glass of iced tea . The heaters 
v.arm the walls to prevent conden. a­
lion. 

These heaters are commonly found 
on all refrigerators, out until the last 
few y ars, they ran continuously. 
These switches act to reduce energy by 

,turning them off v. hen they're not 
needed 

Hurmd1ty m the kitchen is an impor­
tant factor in knowmg when to turn the 
wtll.:h to th "off" position When the 

humidity is high, a in summer, the 
cond{'n alton problem is severe, and 
the hE'ater are needed At other t1mes, 
when th umid1ty 1 lov. , cond nsahon 
is le likely to occur, and the wall 
heater are not needed They th 11 can 
be turned off to save energy. 

Prolonged m01sture condensation on 
the cabinet walls can deteriorate the 
fimsh. And if enough condensation oc· 
cur::;,"' ater can drip onto ndjacent cup­
board and on the floor, causing 
damage, such as wood rot and mildew. 

The off etting may be "1arked as 
"off" or "dry" or "normal," depen­
ding on the refrigerator. If your home 
is air-conditioned or well ventilated m 
summer, you may not need to turn the 
wall heaters on at all. But if moisture 
forms on the walls of the refrigerator, 
turn he switch to the "on·• or "humid" 
setting for summer. When fall comes, 
try turning the , witch off. You pro­
bably will not need the wall heaters 
dunng the fall, winter or spring. 

It is recommended that you wax or 
pohsh the exterior cabinet several 
limes a year with a product suitable for 
appliances. This helps protect the 
cabinet from small amounts of 
moisture and allows vou to leave the 
po ·er or energy ave; switch at off for 
most of the time
